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Ten Marketing Trends in 2019

It is very hard to predict which methods will connect with consumers most effectively in the ever 
changing landscape of marketing. Just when marketers believe they understand their audience, a 
new technology, new behavior or even an entirely new audience alters everything. That said, it’s 
practical to reflect on the past year’s patterns and pay attention to growing trends that will influence 
next year’s success.
