_“That the Bill be now read a Second
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Question again proposed.
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Mr. Speaker, I was mentioning the
fact on the last occasion on which
we discussed this Bill that the Hon.
Minister of Local Government and
his Parliamentary Secretary had not
given their minds to the true nature
of the reforms that are necessary
today in regard to local government
finances. Of all the possible reforms
that the Minister could have contem-
plated at the moment in regard to
local government finances this is
about the least important and likely
to confer the least benefit either
upon the local authorities or upon the
tenants who live within the area of
any of these local authorities.

If you examine the content of this
particular Bill you will notice that it
is a Bill to enable differential rates
to be imposed within a municipal
area on an area basis, one rate for one
particular area and another rate for
another area. In respect of other
local authorities it enables the
Minister to make a wvariation pre-
miseswise—in respect of the premises.

Now, Sir, from the point of view
of the municipalities, what has been
demanded, what has been desired,
over a number of years as the only
necessary amendment of the rating
laws in this country is the introduc-
tion of a graded system of rates. In
respect of other local authorities the
amendment that is being proposed to
give the freedom to impose premises-
wise a differential rate can be one of
the most harmful measures that can
be contemplated, because it will open
up a new field of corruption of the
local authorities.

The two ways in which the
imposition of rates is to be amended
can be considered from those points
of view as being pernicious in both
respects. In respect of the municipal
area the failure to grant differential
rateg .is, a pernicious omission. In
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respect of other local authorities the
proposal to grant the right to vary
rates premiseswise, according to the
premises, opens up a possibility of a
fresh field of corruption of the local

authorities.

Since the hon. Parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Local
Government is conspicious by his
absence on this occasion, I would
request the Minister of State to ask
his Colleague in the Cabinet, the
Minister of Local Government, to
consider the whole question of the
finances of the local authorities on a
new and proper basis instead of
tinkering with existing legislation
and making a small change here and
a small change there which is hardly
the purpose of local government
reform in this country.

The other day the Minister brought
one measure of reform, namely, the
extension of the life of members of
local authorities by one year, the
purpose being to allow the existing
local authorities to function for one
more year because this Government
is afraid of elections. They do not
want to have elections. I can under-
stand that. Politically they are in a
difficulty and I can sympathize with
them. That is why the Hon. Minister
of State said the other day, “To hell
with elections. ”

If you will permit me, the Minister
deserves that much credit—instead of
local elections he has damned himself.

I was mentioning the fact that this
Government, in the field of local gov-
ernment, is bringing about reforms
least relevant to the present situation.
Having extended the life of the mem-
bers of local authorities the hon.
Parliamentary Secretary now is in-
troducing a Bill in order to bring into
force a differential rate of taxing in
respect of land tax.

Sir, there have been two differen-
tial rate Bills before this House. We
have enacted two pieces of legislation
in that respect ; one was in regard to
Colombo and the other was in regard
to Negombo.—[Interruption]—I am
glad that the hon. Parliamentary Se-
cretary is here now. He will be the
first to admit that while we have a
Rating Ordinance in this country, the
Rating Ordinance is inoperable.
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In 1948 the Government of that day,
the U. N. P. Government, went ahead
of even Great Britain in the matter
of local government legislation and
enacted a Rating Ordinance, a Rating
Act. And that Act that was passed
has remained a dead letter, and we
are still levying rates, as far as muni-
cipal councils are concerned, not
under the Rating Act but under the
Municipal Councils Ordinance. The
urban councils levy rates under the
Urban Councils Ordinance ; the town
councils under the Town Councils
Ordinance, and the village councils
Rnfcier the amended Village Councils

ek

Now, what was required was a com-
prehensive Rating Act in this country
to rationalize the position in respect
of levying of rates. That was what
was required and that is a problem
to which nobody has really given his
mind except Mr. A. P. Jayasuriya
during the last Government when he
was the Minister for Local Govern-
ment. He asked the Valuation De-
partment to prepare a Bill for the
purpose of reforming our rating law
particularly in respect of the intro-
duction of a graded system of rates. I
know that the Valuation Department
prepared a report on that matter and
that draft report was before the
Minister.

When Mrs. Vivienne Goonewar-
dene, former Member for Borella,
was Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Local Government, I as-
sisted that Ministry in the matter of
drafting an amendment to what was
proposed by the Valuation Depart-
ment for the purpose of granting a
system of graded rates. The Valua-
tion Department had given a draft. I
worked on the basis of that draft and
submitted my proposal to the Parlia-
mentary Secretary. The matter was
subsequently discussed with one of
the Assistant Secretaries of the Min-
istry before the draft was forwarded
to the Legal Draftsman for the pur-
pose of giving it legislative shape.
What happened to those proposals, I
still do not know.

The amendments which I made,
and the basis of the amendments
which I made, to the proposal put
forward by the Valuation Depart-
ment are still in the Ministry. ‘Lney
are available to the Hon. Minister,
even if only for the purpose of rejec-
tion.

Now, I say that this particular
amendment is irrelevant for this
reason. This House passed legislation
allowing the Colombo Municipal
Council to enlarge its limits by the
inclusion of Kirillapone in 1951 and
by the inclusion of the Narahenpita
village in two instalments in 1959 and
1962. On both these occasions, a por-
tion of an undeveloped area belong-
ing to the Kotte Urban Council was
brought within the Colombo muni-
cipal limits, and this House permitted
the Colombo Municipal Council to
impose differential rates by changing
the law.

The area that came in from Kotte
originally carried a rate of 13 per cent.
on the assessed annual value. The
Colombo Municipality levies a con-
solidated rate of 30 per cent. Before
the law permitting the Colombo
Municipal Council to levy differential
rates came into force, the Colombo
Municipal Council for a few years
continued to levy 13 per cent. from
that area. Then the Attorney-Gene-
ral thought the position was infirm in
law and, as a result, the Hon. Minister
of Local Government brought in ithe
Differential Rates Bill which became
law.

The same procedure was adopted in
respect of the Municipality of Ne-
gombo.

What the hon. Parliamentary Secre-
tary is doing now is to bring in a com-
prehensive Bill on differential rates,
enabling all municipalities and ail
local authorities to levy differential
rates on two different bases, that is,
in the case of municipalities on an
area basis and in the case of other
local authorities on the basis of pre-
mises.
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Sir, this is what Section 230 of the
Municipal Councils Ordinance says :

“ (1) Subject to the provisions herein-
after contained, every Municipal Council
shall from time to time, so often as it
thinks necessary, make and assess, with
the sanction of the Minister, any rate or
rates on the annual value of all houses
and buildings of every description, and
of all lands and tenements whatsoever
within the Municipality.

(2) Such rate or rates—

{ eco@csafam)

(a) shall endure for any period not ex-
ceeding twelve months,

(b) shall not exceed in the aggregate
the maximum rate or rates from
time to time determined by the
Minister,

(e) shall be payable by such instal-
ments and at such times as the
Mayor, with the sanction of the
Council, may direct, and

(d) shall be assessed and levied in the
manner provided by this Ordin-
ance or by any by-law made
thereunder :

Provided that—

(i) no house, building, land or tene-
ment shall pay less than one
rupee a year in respect of such
rate or rafes;

(ii) all houses, buildings, lands, or tene-
ments which are situated within
an area not benefited by the
conservancy service provided by
the Council shall be exempt
from any portion of such rate or
rates that is declared by a reso-
lution of the Council to be levied
for the purpose of providing such
service ; and

(iii) all school Dbuildings, buildings
wholly or mainly used for reli-
gious purposes, public libraries,
burial and cremation grounds,
and buildings in charge of mili-
tary sentries shall be exempted
from the payment of such rate
or rates.”

If the hon. Parliamentary Secretary
will give his mind to this section of
the Municipal Councils Ordinance, he
will realize, whatever relief he pro-
poses to give through this Bill, that
the municipalities have the right to
grant that relief under Section 230 as
it exists today. That no municipal
council has hitherto taken the reces-
sary action is a matter for that local
authority and for the voters who
elected them. As far as the Hon.

3—-85 2759 (67[4)
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Minister and the hon. Parliamentary
Secretary are concerned, the position
that they are bringing into existence
with this new Bill varies only to 2
very small extent from what there 1s
already stated, namely that there is
a variation provided here on the basis
that conservancy services are not ex-
tended to certain areas. The hon.
Parliamentary Secretary’s Bill says
that in respect of certain services not
granted on the basis of differential
services in certain areas, it will be
possible to make a change.

Now, I want to draw the hon. Par-
liamentary Secretary’s attention to
what has been done in Colombo. The
Colombo Municipal Council took
over, as I said, Narahenpita village
from the Kotte Urban Council. Most
of that area comes within the consti-
tuency of Colombo South and is now
represented in Parliament by the
Hon. Minister of.State and myself.

That is why—I think the Hon.
Minister of State will agree
with me—on more than one

occasion the people of Narahenpita
have complained that a rate of
20 per cent. is levied from them.
The Council is purporting to act on
the differential rates law which was
passed some years ago. And.while
the rest of Colombo pays a consoli-
dated rate of 30 per cent. Kirillapone
a part of Kirula, a part of Paman-
kada East and a part of Narahenpita
ward, pay a rate of 20 per cent.

They say they have not got the full
benefits of belonging to the Munici-
pal Council. Kotte on the other
side, in areas that have been more
developed than some of these areas
which came within Colombo, conti-
nues to levy 20 per cent. Some of
these areas which have come within
Colombo have not benefited to the
full from belonging to the Colombo
Municipal Council ; they have not
got drainage service, or water
service, or any of these benefits.
Despite that, the Colombo Municipal
Council continues to levy 20 per cent.
And on every single occasion over
the past four years when I got up
in the Colombo Municipal Council

20\ b
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and moved a motion that 20 per cent,
shall be reduced to 15 per cent., that
to levy 20 per cent. is not proper and
that it is too high, it was the members
of the United National Party in the
Colombo Municipal Council who
defeated my motion.

I want to bring to the attention of
the hon. Parliamentary Secretary
this fact. Here is an area which has
been given the power to vary the
rates according to the services
provided, and the only action it has
taken is to levy 20 per cent. And
any proposal that is made to reduce
it further is frowned upon by the
party to which the hon. Parlia-
mentary Secretary belongs.

I do not know what action the
Municipality of Negombo has taken
under the powers conferred by the
Differential Rates Bill there. I say
as far as the municipalities are
concerned, this is an irrelevant
amendment. It is not going to confer
any material benefit.

What is the difficulty ? The diffi-
culty is this. The Colombo Municipal
Council today has a revenue of Rs. 40
million a year. Of the Rs. 40 million,
we derive Rs. 25 million from the
consolidated rate. Now, that is far
too great a proportion of the revenue
of the municipality to be derived from
rates. In other words, the rate is the
principal source of income for the
Colombo Municipal Council. Now this
has resulted in a very intolerable state
of affairs for the reason that the
Colombo Municipal Council is sup-
posed to fix the rates year after year.
But, in fact, there is a 30 per cent.
consolidated rate levied by the
Colombo Municipal Council, and that
is levied on the assessed annual value.
The Rating Ordinance which is
inoperable today introduced what is
called the quinquennial revision of
assessments. What the Colombo
Municipal Council does is to carry
through a quinquennial assessment in

fact, though it is not provided for in
law. In law you are suppesed  te
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revise your assessment and revise
your rates every year. What the
Colombo Municipal Council does is
to divide every year the number of
wards into groups of seven or five
and take each group once a year. The
result is that by the time you have
finished your groups and come back,
five years would have elapsed, so that
administratively there is a quinquen-
nial assessment.

Now what happens is that on
account of the shortage of housing
space in Colombo there is a tendency
for rents to rise; there is black-
market rent. There is a rent that is
shown on the face of the receipt and
there is a blackmarket rent that is
actually paid. At every revision of
assessments the Assessor’s Depart-
ment takes into account the black-
market rent that is paid. When they
find out that in fact a tenant is paying
not Rs. 100 as he says but 250 in res-
pect of certain premises, the
Assessor’s Department says, “ Well,
Rs. 250 per month is in fact the poten-
tial income from this premises, and
therefore the annual value has to be
revised accordingly.” If the annual
value is to be realistic you must take
into account the true rent that is paid
which may be a blackmarket amount,
and this amount is determined by the
shortage of housing space in Colombo.
And therefore at every revision there
is a tendency for the assessed annual
value to rise.

When the annual value rises the
amount paid by way of rates also in-
creases. And since the Rent Restric-
tion Act provides for the passing on
to the tenant of the amount of the
rate paid by an increase of the rent
by that amount, what happens is that
the legally assessed rent also goes up
by that amount. When the legally
assessed rent goes up by that amount
the blackmarket rent also tends to
increase. @ When the blackmarket
rent increases the assessed annual
value is increased, and the amount
you pay by way of rates is increased.
So thisiis a continuous process.
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I can quote the very figures. In 1960
when the hon. Parliamentary Secre-
tary first became a member of the
Colombo Municipal Council, the
amount that the Colombo Municipal
Council derived from the consolidated
rate of 30 per cent. was Rs. 14 million.
Today without any significant in-
crease in the number of buildings to
justify an increase, the total amount
that is collected by way of rates is
Rs. 25 million within city iimits.
Between 1950 and 1967—over a period
of 16 years—the total amount that the
Colombo Municipal Council derives
by way of rates has increased from
Rs. 14 million to Rs. 25 million. Now
this is a tremendous burden, an un-
conscionable burden, that is placed by
the Colombo Municipal Council upon
the ratepayer.

It is high time that the Hon.
Minister did something to relieve the
poor tenant of the burden that he
has to bear, but from the point of
view of real relief to the tenant the
hon. Parliamentary Secretary’s Bill
becomes irrelevant. He is enabled by
this to vary the rate on an area basis,
taking into account the services pro-
vided. I say, Sir, that he should take
unto himself the power to vary the
rate according to variations in the
annual value, which would reflect,
even in a devious way, the capacity
to pay of the tenant. Even in a
devious way, the annual value—the
assessed annual value—would reflect
that. And that is why I say that, if
he is in fact going to change the
rating law, the correct change that
should be made is to relate it to the
annual value of the houses and not to
the services provided because, on the
question of services provided, to
make a change from area to area
within one particular set of munici-
pal limits would in fact be an invi-
dious task for any local council to
undertake.

Today, the people of Kirillapone,
as the Heon. Minister of State knows,
say that they are badly treated by the
Colombn Municipal Council. They
complain of stepmotherly treatment;
they complain of lack of water ser-
vices ; they complain of lack of
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drainage services; and they say,
“Why are we being asked to pay 30
per cent ?”

There is the area represented by
my Hon. Friend the Minister of
Nationalized Services. He represents
the Colomko North constituency
here. He has represented a ward of
Colombo North in the Municipal
Council for a number of years. He was
also the Mayor of Colombo for a
number of years. The Hon. Minister
was unable to get certain areas of
Colombo North sewered. There are a
large number of areas in Colombo
North still remaining unsewered. But
those are the people who have paid
the consolidated rate of 30 per cent.
for years to the council.

If there should be any desire on
the part of the Colombo Municipal
Council to reduce the rates in respect
of any area in Colombo North, part
of which is the old residential area
coming down from Dutch times,
there would be an outcry in Kirilla-
pone. If, on the other hand, the
Colombo Municipal Council tries to
make a further wvariation, as de-
manded by me, and reduce the con-
solidated rate in Kirillapone or in the
Pamankade East Ward, then the peo-
ple in Colombo North would have a
just cause for complaint against the
council.

I say that the hon. Parliamentary
Secretary has not given his mind to
the real question of local government
finances at all. What is required is to
get away from this antiquated
system of rates—a system of rates
which comes down from the days of
the Tudors in England. After the
Spanish wars there were a large
number of disabled persons in Britain
who had to be looked after, and that
duty was cast upon local authorities
in the form of public assistance. To-
wards meeting the cost of that public
assistance, the State decreed that the
parishes that were entrusted with
that task could levy a tax on land.
That is how the system of assessed
annual values came into being.

Sir, we are continuing to tinker
with that system which has come
down from the reign of Elizabeth T
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to the reign of Elizabeth II and trying
to see how we can make it suitable
for this country. I say that it is time
we abolished it and introduced a new
system whereby local authorities
could collect revenue. It may be that
a property tax is the easiest. There
are so many ways in which it can be
reformed. It is not necessary for
the Government to accept Marxist
principles or anything like that.
There are so many ways in which the
system of local government finances
can be altered to suit local conditions.

For instance, in Johannesburg
there is a system which is far from
being socialist or Marxist, whereby
income is derived not from rates but
from a betterment tax on the basis
of included areas. They buy undeve-
loped lands, develop them, and sell
them at a higher rate. They recon-
vey it and the profit that is derived
from that is used as capital. A part
of this capital is used for further
development and the other part of it
is revenue of the Council for its acti-
vities.
~ The Johannesburg Council, which
is very far from being socialist, runs
utility services of wvarious kinds—
cinemas, beauty parlours, hair-
dressers’ saloons and a number of
things of that kind.

I also had my own criticism to
make of that tax. I had it then and
I still have criticisms to make of that
tax. The Turnover Tax has
produced a fair proportion of
governmental revenue and that is
why those who opposed the tax find
that it is impossible—when they
have got into office—to do away with
the tax that they opposed. I do not
want to quote what the present
Hon. Minister of Finance said
against this tax. When he was on
this side he was the loudest opponent
of the Turnover Tax. Today he
derives a fair amount of revenue
from that tax and he cannot do with-
out it.

A Turnover Tax or a Sales Tax,
to which it was linked, is in fact a
proper source of revenue for a loecal
authority instead of rates. Why does
not the hon. Parliamentary Secretary
say that a certain proportion of the
Turnover Tax that the Government
gets should be allocated on a
certain basis to the local authorities
because it is in fact a proper local
authority tax that is being collected ?

There was a proposal made by a
former Commissioner of Local
Government, Mr. V. C. Jayasuriya,
who for a long time was Commis-
sioner of Local Government. He
made the proposal, a very sensible
proposal, of levying a parallel
income tax with a certain fixed
minimum below which you do not
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tax, and the Central Government’s
income tax being adjusted in order
to provide for the local authority to
obtain the parallel income tax.

These are new methods of taxation
which are available to the
Hon. Minister from the point of view
of local government tax reforms. He
should find new methods instead of
tinkering with this system of rates
in a manner which is not going to
give the relief that is required.

I do not know about Badulla or
Matale or some of these areas which
have not had the benefit of a
separate differential rates law passed
for them. That may give a relief to
certain undeveloped areas within
municipal limits, but as far as
Colombo is concerned, this law is
irrelevant. It is not going to give
one atom of relief more than what
the law enables the Council to do
now. That is one side of the matter.
The other is, from the point of view
of Colombo, this Bill that the
Hon. Minister has brought does not
in any way tackle the real problem ;
that is, the tremendous burden of
taxation that is placed upon the poor
man living in Colombo.

If you take the totality of
Colombo’s revenue, if you take the
amount that is given by way of
Governmental rates, it will be seen
that a single individaul in Colombo
pays something in the nature of
Rs. 50 a year towards the Ilocal
authority, which is a wvery high
percentage of the estimated per
capita income in this country. It is
more than Rs. 50 a year. It comes
to something in the neighbourhood
of about 11 per cent. of the per
capita income. That is paid to the
local authority by way of taxes by
every single individual in Colombo.
The Hon. Minister will therefore
realize that what he is collecting by
way of rates is passed on to the
tenant through the rent that is
collected. What is paid by way of
licensing fees is passed on to the
poor man through priges. . Ehe
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Hon. Minister of Nationalized
Services, when he was Mayor of
Colombo, in response to the demand
that there should be some reduction
of taxes, made some changes. What
are the changes he made? He
reduced the tax on elephants in
Colombo—

That is why I say that the

hon. Parliamentary Secretary is not
taking into account the realities in
the city of Colombo in introducing
this Bill.

Of course, he might say he is not
concerned with Colombo but he is
thinking of the areas outside
Colombo. I am urging now, along
with my honourable Friend, the
Minister of State, the case of the
people in Colombo who are today
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oppressed by the very heavy burden

of local taxes, and say it is time that
they be given some relief.

One form of relief would be a
graded system of rates which is not
provided for in this Bill at all. This
i1s one way of doing it. The other
is for him to ask his colleagues in
the Colombo Municipal Council not
to oppose my motion year after
year that either the rates be reduced
or the annual values which keep on
mounting year after year be frozen.
They brought in a report from the
executive saying that it is illegal,
whereas the law provides for it. I
even proposed as a temporary
measure to freeze the assessment or,
if that is not possible, to lower the
rates. Neither was done.

In respect of the backward areas
of Kirillapone, Pamankade East,
Kirula, @ Narahenpita and the
undeveloped areas, when I asked for
a differential rate which the law
allows and suggested that the rates
be reduced from 20 per cent. to
15 per cent., that was opposed. So,
if the hon. Parliamentary Secretary
is really anxious to give some relief
to the people of Colombo, let him ask
his colleagues in the Colombo
Municipal Council to see that they
do not oppose my motion and that
they adopt this principle to give the
necessary relief.

As for the rest of the Island, what
does this Bill propose ? The
Hon. Minister’s Bill is devised {for
the purpose of granting premise-
wise variation in rates outside
municipal areas. You could vary the
rates according to the premises and
not according to area. I say it
might be a very good thing to do so.
But there must be a principle of
variation laid down in the Bill.

What is the principle of variation
that is proposed ? If you say that it
can be varied according to the assess-
ment rate, then the variation can be
said to be according to some standard.
Even if you vary it according to the
income of the person residing therein
you can say it is on some basis. But

if the rates are to vary according to
the services provided in the area, how
are you going to measure the services
provided ?

Services are provided area-wise and
not premise-wise.How are you going
to levy rates, say, in respect of
premises numbered “ A ” which might
be a palatial mansion of a large
estate owner living in a village area ?
Next to that building may be a
shanty. As far as the area is con-
cerned, the amenities provided will
remain the same. But what about
the amenities provided by the persons
themselves ? What happens then ?

The rich man may have a septic
tank which his neighbour does not
have. The former might own a unit
for the purpose of generating electri-
city, which the neighbour does not
have. But these amenities are not
provided by the local authorities but
by the man himself out of his wealth.
Then how are you going to vary the
rates premises-wise ? In such cases
it might be necessary to gear it to
the principle of the income of the
person concerned or to the assessed
value of the premises. As far as this
Bill is concerned, there is no objec-
tive test.

I protest against that for this
reason. It can open up a tremendous
field of corruption of local authorities.
He who has the ear of the chairman
or of the valuation authority will get
the necessary relief. Tht is why I
say that from that point of view the
second part of the Bill, which is
intended to give relief, which can be
utilized to give relief, can also open
the road to a tremendous degree of
corruption because there is no objec-
tive test to which this is linked.

The wvariation in rates proposed
premiseswise is not linked to any
objective test at all ; it can be purely
on the basis of subjective considera-
tions of the taxing authority; and
however keen the members in any
local authority may be, where the
taxing authority is concerned it will
always go on the basis that kissing
goes by favour. That is why I think
that  the second part of this Bill
earries with it a vicious principle.
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In regard ‘to the first part of the
Bill, as far as Colombo is concerned,
it is irrelevant. It is not going to
provide any relief at all. As far as
the other local authorities are con-
cerned, to them the second part of
the Bill which enables the Minister
to vary the rates premises-wise can be
extremely pernicious and dangerous.

I have to plead with the Hon.
Minister not to bring this kind of
piecemeal legislation here in regard
to local government finances when
in fact the entire question has to be
reviewed and looked at from a new
point of view. I know that he is
thinking of changing the structure of
the Local Government Service Com-
mission and he is coming up against
a lot of difficulties on that matter. I
know that for political reasons the
Minister has extended the life of the
members of local authorities for one
year. He has brought a number of
measures here which do not have
relevance to the actual question of
local government reform in this
country. The principal question is
that of financial reform, and from
that point of view the Bill before the
House is the least important that
could have been thought of. From
one point of view it is irrelevant;
from another point of view it is
pernicious.

I ask the Minister to reconsider
" this question and if possible to with-
draw this Bill, -and then having
reconsidered the question, to bring in
a new Bill which would really enable
local government finances to be
placed upon a proper footing.

This Act vests the supervision of
life insurance companies in the Direc-
tor of Commerce. Even though life
insurance business has been nationa-
lized, life insurance companies can
continue to do whatever business they
had earlier. Twelve such companies
have been badly mismanaged. In such
cases, the Controller either appoints
an administrator or applies for wind-
ing them up.

Section 79 of the Act vests the Con-
troller with the power to sequester
the properties of directors or other
officials who have mismanaged such
companies if the administrator so re-
ports. The Attorney-General has held
that this is a judicial function which
must properly be exercised by the
courts. An amendment is, therefore,
being introduced that, wherever the
Controller is satisfied that there has
been wilful and mala fide mismana ge-
ment, he should make his application
to the court for the seizure of the
properties of the directors and offi-
cials responsible for the mismanage-
ment. There have been several cases
which have come to the knowledge of
the Controller where the management
of insurance companies had collected
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policy moneys and then used them
for their own purposes. There is no
way of restricting or controlling such
abuses under the present Act. The
amendment is necessary so that the
Controller may make an application
to court and get a court order for the
payment of compensation or the res-
toration of the property. It is for that
purpose that this amending Bill has
become necessary. There have been
several complaints, and the Minister
has not been able to help any of the
people who have made these com-
plaints. This amending Bill really
seeks to help life policy holders.

What was the experience ? I must
say, in fairness, most of the British

companies were fairly satisfactory in *

the sense that they looked after the
insured. They had substantial assets
and, therefore, were in a position to
meet their obligations. We cannot
say the same of a good number of
Indian companies. We cannot say the
same of a good number of Ceylonese
companies. The position with regard
to a certain section of these
companies was unsatisfactory.

In what way did we try to safe-
guard the insured? There are
various sections in the Act. First of
all, we set up a Controller to act as
Controller of Insurance, and he had
certain obligations to perform in the
sense of seeing that this Act was
properly implemented, the basic
position being to safeguard the rights
of the insured. Now, it was the duty
of the Controller to see that such
actions as were necessary were taken
for the purpose of safeguarding the
. interests of the insured persons.

I think it is within the experience
of a number of hon. Members on both
sides of this House that policy holders
have come and complained that
there is absolutely no chance of
getting their moneys from a
number of these insurance com-
panies. They have had mnoizeplies

made in a number of cases where
the policies had matured and
there were no signs of the insurers
paying up. In a number of cases the
companies have vanished. There are
no traces of the people concerned or
the directors have swallowed up all
the money, the premia. What has
been done up to date with regard to
these people ? The Hon. Minister
might have enlightened us on the
actual working of this Act.

There
Is also another aspect of it, and it is
to that aspect that the hon. Member
for Kolonnawa drew your attention.
You are pointing out only one
aspect.

I would like to know what pre-
cisely had been done with regard to
these matters.

Let me take Section 46 of the
original Act. Section 46 refers to the
power to order inspections. Where
the Controller has reason to believe
that the interests of the policy
holders of an insurer are in danger,
or that any insurer is unable to meet
his or its obligations, or has made
default in complying with any of the
provisions of this Act, or that an
offence under this Act has been or is
likely to be committed, then the
Controller has the power to take
action in any such case.

Section 46 continues :

“(b) receives a requisition supported
by an affidavit and signed by
not less than fifty policy holders
holding policies of life assur-
ance which have been in force
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for not less than three years
and which on maturity will be
of a total value of not less than
fifty thousand rupees, that an
investigation into the affairs of
the insurer be held : or

(¢) receives a similar requisition in
the case of an insurance com-
pany signed by not less than
one-tenth of the shareholders
of that company who shall not
have less than one-tenth of the
whole share capital,

the Controller may, subject to the
provisions of sub-section (2), after
giving the insurer reasonable notice
and an opportunity to be heard, order
an investigation of the affairs of the
Insurer to be made ¥

.....

The Controller has full powers to
order a full investigation into the
affairs of an insurance company, if
he has reason to believe that this
insurance company is likely to
default in making good their obliga-
tion by the policy holders. Why
have these powers not been utilized ?
It these powers had been fully utili-
zed, we would not have received
these complaints from time to time
from the policy holders.

Sub-section (2) says :

“The Controller may, as a condition
precedent to the ordering of an inves-
tigation upon a requisition being sent
therefor either by policy holders or by
shareholders of an insurance company
as provided in sub-section (1), require
the persons making the requisition to
furnish security in such amount as he
may deem sufficient to meet the cost
1o the insuier of the investigations.

What I am trying to point out is
that the Controller has full powers
to hold this investigation. Now,
under this amending Bill, the Min-
ister introduces a new Section 46a
which runs as follows :

“46a. For the purposes of this Act, the
Controller or other person authorized in
that behalf by him in writing may hold
an inquiry into the working and financial
condition of any insurer which is a com-
pany incorporated under any law for the
time being in force, and accordingly
every director, manager or_other officer
or employee of such company, whether

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past or present shall, whenever required
to do so by notice in writing by the
Controller or such other person—

(a) furnish such information in regard
to the affairs of such company
and produce such books, accounts
or documents in his custody as
the Controller or such other
person may require ;

(b) attend at such place and on such
date and at such time as may be
specified in such notice to be
examined by the Controller or
such other person in regard to
any matter relating to the work-
ing and financial condition of
such company.”

Apparently, Section 46a has been
introduced in order to complete and
supplement the powers that already
exist.

It would have been very helpful
if the Minister had told us that in
practice this has been so. As I see,
the original Section 46 is sufficiently
wide. I am prepared to accept the
Minister’s statement that it is neces-
sary to make the position clearer.

If you look at Section 46 (5) of
the original Act, it says :

“The Contreller may by written notice
require the insurer to ccmply within
such time as may be specified therein . .
with such directions . . . as may in the
opinion of the Controller be necessary
for remedying the defects disclosed by
any investigation made under this
section. ”

The Controller has the right to
order an investigation by an auditor
or actuary appointed for the purpose

by the Controller provided the
auditor or actuary is not in the
employ of the insurer. Therefore,

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Anyhow, I have no objection to
increasing the Controller’s powers.

Anyway, we have no com-
plaint in regard to the amendment
proposed as Section 46a.

Then we have the amendment
proposed to Section 62 of the prin-
cipal Act. That is in regard to
Winding-up Tribunals. Section 62 of
the principal Act says,

“The Minister may, for the purposes
of this Act, appoint one or more
Winding-up Tribunals; each such Tri-
bunal shall consist of three members
appointed by the Minisier, of whom one
shall be a person who is or has been a
Judge of a District Court, and such
person shall be the Chairman of the
Tribunal. ”

I suppose it is a question of
language, and I have no quarrel
about that.

Then we come to Clause 4 whereby
a new section, Section 72a, is sought
to be added to the principal Act.
Section 72 of the principal Act makes
it a penal offence for a person to
solicit insurance business on behalf
of unauthorized persons.
