Mzr. Deputy Speaker, I rise to move
a Vote of Condolence on the passing
away of one of Ceylon’s great men.

Dr. C. W. W. Kannangara has
passed away at the ripe old age of
85 years. His career throughout has
been a very remarkable one indeed.
As a student Re achieved outstanding
academic distinction. I do not think
it is known widely that in the Cam-
bridge Senior Examination—hon.
Members are aware that in those
days, and even in my time, it was
customary for students from Ceylon
to sit for the Cambridge Examination
conducted in Ceylon by the Camb-
ridge University—he achieved the
distinction of coming first among
students from the whole of the
British Empire.

His learning and academic distinc-
tions were mnot confined to his
achievements through the medium of
the English language. He had the
then rare distinction of being learned
in the Swabasha too, just as Sir Don
Baron Jayatilaka himself was.

I believe he is the last of a body of
public men who, after the unfortu-
nate and disastrous events of 1915 in
this country—I refer to the regime
of martial law under the British
Government—set out to achieve the

1969 e 58 28
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independence of this country. And as
a result of that early struggle, after
some years we did achieve that
independence.

I had the good fortune to work
with Dr. Kannangara as a Member
of the State Council from 1936 to
1947. Of course, Dr. Kannangara had
entered the Legislature much earlier
than that. He had become a Member
of the Legislative Council in 1923
representing the whole of the
Southern Province. In fact. he was
one who gave leardership to that
province in those days and he was
an accepted leader.

Dr. Kannangara served this country
as our Ambassador in Indonesia, and
returned again to the Legislature in
1952.

We bemoan the loss of a man who
has rendered such outstanding and
exceptional service to this country.

Amongst his most outstanding
achievements—this is something that
will always find a place in the history
of this country—was the inaugura-
tion of the free education scheme. Up
to that time the fruits or the
privileges of higher education were
confined to a very few among the
poorer classes of our society, a few
who managed to obtain scholarships
here and there.

Dr. Kannangara took a bold step
and brought about a revolution in the
educational structure of this country.
It was a controversial issue at that
time, and I remember having the pri-
vilege of campaigning with him on
that issue.

Today, seeing the very pleasant
sight of thousands of the children of
Ceylon, boys and girls dressed in
spotless uniforms, going to and re-
turning from school, one is always
reminded of Dr. Kannangara. That, I
believe, was his greatest service, and
it is not second to any of the services
rendered by others who are distin-
guished in the history of our country.

I move this Vote of Condolence on
the passing away of a man who has
undoubtedly found a place in the
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history of this country, and I request
that our expressions of sadness and
condolence be conveyed to the mem-
bers of his family.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, on behalf of
my party, the Illankai Tamil Arasu
Katchi, and our people, I wish to
associate myself completely with the
glowing and moving tribute paid by
the Hon. Prime Minister in memory
of the late Dr. C. W. W. Kannangara.

Dr. Kannangara was a politician
but first and last he was a teacher
and an educationist, and his educa-
tional codes which we are following
even today were based not on poli-
tics, not on religion, not on caste, not
on creed, not on language, but purely
on education. Therefore, on behalf
of my people I have to pay a humble
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tribute of thanks to him because we
are afraid that today amongst other

things, education is becoming more
politics than education.

I said earlier that Dr. Kannangara
was first and last a teacher. Because
he was a teacher he knew about edu-
cation, he knew about schools, and
his great purpose was to serve the
schools in all their traditions. He
loved the school, he loved the
teachers, and I believe he was the
first man who, knowing the future
of teachers, introduced a pension
scheme for teachers; but even that
pension scheme did not cover his
time or those of his contemporaries,
and in his old age he was in want.
But he had made provision for tea-
chers to get a pension.

It is to the credit of this House
that it did vote a pension for Dr.
Kannangara—I hope, not because he
was a statesman, but because he was
a great teacher and a great edu-
cationist. But we should remember
the fact that this House which did
credit to itself by voting a pension
for Dr. Kannangara, brought discre-
dit upon itself by excluding teachers
attached to private schools from the
pension scheme,

Though that was a contributory
pension scheme, this House—I do not
mean this House but the previous
Government denied those teachers
a pension which is legitimately
due to them. That was the most re-
actionary and the most retrogressive
step this House took. Today the
world over it is recognized that old
age must be pensioned whether the
person concerned was in the public
sector or the private sector or self-
employed. In his old age if he is in
need the State should come to his
rescue.

Today it is a shame on this House
that these teachers are denied their
pensions. It is time that this Govern-
ment took effective steps to redress
the grievance. After all they are

Bowldn @838 QedEe:s
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paid servants of this country and the
greatest tribute that can be paid to
Dr. Kannangara is to see that this
wrong is righted.

Next, I want to say that Dr. Kan-
nangara wanted all children, includ-
ing the children of the under-dog, to
get a better education, and if he had
his way the up-country children—
the children of the workers—would
have at least a decent education. Angd
the best tribute that this House can
pay to D: Kannangara—not by
words alone—is to see that these poor
up-country children, these children
who are treated like dirt are given a
decent education just like other
children. That is the only way in
which we can pay tribute to a great
man, the greatest Ceylonese of this
age.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, whilst sup-
porting the Motion of Condolence so
ably and in such moving terms
moved by the Hon. Prime Minister
and seconded by the Hon. Member
for Medawachchiya (Mr. Maithri-
pala Senanayake) for the Opposition,
I too would like to add a few words
of tribute to one of Lanka’s most re-
markable sons, a gifted person of the
highest order.

Dr. Kannangara, as the Hon. Prime
Minister stated, came first in the
‘Cambridge  Senior Examination
which was held during his time, not
first in Ceylon only but first in a very
large area of the world at that time.
He was a great mathematician. As a
matter of fact I came to know him as
a teacher when I was about ten to
eleven years old at Prince of Wales
College. He was one of the finest
teachers of mathematics.

Later, as the Hon. Prime Minister
stated, after the Martial Law days
of 1915, a number of public-spirited
men in Ceylon started the agitation
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for a free Ceylon. I remember those
days when the Ceylon National Con-
gress was founded and when at one
of the sessions over which Sir Pon-
nambalam Arunachalam presided,
and even in the earlier sessions, Dr.
Kannangara, a fairly young man
those days, played a very prominent
part. Along with Mr. E. T. de Silva
and others, Sir D. B. Jayatilaka, the
two Senanayake brothers, Mr. D. S.
Senanayake and Mr. F. R. Senana-
yake, in the early days of the Ceylon
National Congress when the move-
ment for reform of the Constitution,
for moving towards freedom started
Dr. Kannangara played a very promi-
nent part.

He entered the Legislative Council
and represented the Southern Pro-
vince in 1924. From the day he enter-
ed the Legislature everyone listened
to him because he had something
definite, concrete and new to tell
them. I remember, those days the
government officials who came from
Whitehall feared when Dr. Kannan-
gara got up. He did not yield to them
at all in his fight for the freedom of
this country, in his fight for winning
step by step in every department the
rights of the Ceylonese.

When we got adult franchise in 1931
under the Donoughmore Constitution,
Dr. Kannangara entered the Legisla-
ture and he was elected the first
Minister of Education in this coun-
try. He was popularly elected Minis-
ter of Education and from that time
onwards started the real plan and ex-
pansion of education in this country.
I do not want to go over the various
steps he took but everyone knows
that the most important of all was
the introduction of the scheme of free
education. He had to fight at that
time against tremendous odds, against
reaction and obscurantism, but he
fought and won and placed the Bill
for Free Education before this House
and got it through. For 16 long years
Dr. Kannangara was Minister of
Education, from 1931 to 1946.

I was not a Member of the first
State Council. Dr. S. A. Wickrema-
singhe, who too in his young days

1969 e @& 28
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played a fairly prominent part in the
educational field as the General
Manager of the Buddhist Theosophi-
cal Schools, was in the first House of
1931, I saw him here just now and he
knows the work done by Dr. Kannan-
gara for education in this country, in
extending it to those who did not
have wealth, who did not have money

to go to private schools, raising the |

standard of education in the govern-
ment schools. It was a very difficult
fight, but he won.

I think the whole world, not only
Ceylon, will be grateful to him for his
plan of free education in this country.
We are now beginning to reap the
real fruits of Dr. Kannangara’s work
as Minister of Education. When you
see the thousands of boys and girls
going to school early in the morning
and returning after their lessons
later in the day—wherever you go,
whether it is to the big cities of
Ceylon, the smaller cities of Ceylon
or the villages, you see them going
in their thousands—that is a thing
that gives tremendous pleasure and
joy, thanks to Dr. Kannangara’s
work, thanks to the solid fundations
laid by him during the 16 years he
was Minister of Education.

I can say that from the point of
view of education we are one of the
leading countries in the world. Qur
population is today about 85 per cent
literate, and I do not think there are
very many people under fifty years
of age who are illiterate. When you
go to the universities, when you go to
the maha vidyalayas, when you go to
the central schools which are a supe-
rior type of maha vidyalayas, when
you go to the junior universities, you
see that we are beginning to reap the
fruits of his far-sighted vision and
plan.

I do not want to make along
speech, but tribute must be paid to
whom tribute is due. I attended the
funeral last evening and I think it
was one of the most largely attended
funerals of any person who died in
Ceylon, one of Ceylon’s sons. Repres-
entatives of every community, of
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every religion, of every political
party, were present to pay tribute,
and what was most impressive was
the presence of the youth—not the
older people like ourselves, but the
young boys and girls—who were
there in their thousands. That was
sufficient tribute to one of Lanka’s
greatest sons.

I support the Motion of Condolence
moved by the Hon. Prime Minister
and I wish that a copy of these pro-
ceedings be sent to his daughter, son
and other relatives.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, on behalf of
the Communist Party and myself, I
should like to associate with the
other hon. Members of Parliament in
the expression of condolences and
appreciation that have already been
made on the death of Dr. C
Kannangara.

It is only natural that on this occa-
sion the main emphasis in tribute
paid should be on the most outstand-
ing achievement of his career, name-
ly, his introduction of the system of
Free Education in this country. But I
think that even if he had not been
associated with so momentous a step
in Ceylon’s affairs, he would still be
remembered with appreciation as a
veteran politician and parliamentari-
an of this country—one who held
high public office and one who dis-
charged the duties of his office in a
way that won appreciation both from
political supporters and political
opponents.

He had a long and distinguished
record of service to the public and to
public causes. Of course, Sir, all this
really pales into 1n31gn1ﬁcance when
compared with the great contribution
which he made in piloting the Free
Education Scheme on to the Statute
Book of this country. At that time
free education was an extremely con-
troversial measure and vested in-
terests of various hues, including
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AT LR® !
those within his own party and his
own Government, opposed this
scheme either totally or partially,
openly or surreptitiously because
they realized then what everybody
realizes now : that the implementa-
tion of the Free Education Scheme,
whatever defects it may have had,
would bring about profound social
changes in this country, would bring
into existence a new social stratum,
namely, the Swabasha educated
intelligentsia who would play an
important role in the destinies of
this country, a role which would
definitely not be favourable to the
vested interests. At that time the

late Dr. Kannangara fought—I would
not say a single-handed battle—a
very brave and courageous battle to
get free education accepted.

Even today, we, several genera-
tions later, have got to continue that
struggle, first, to improve the system
of free education and to make it
something moye than free tuition,
and secondly, to block all the
attempts, all the rearguard actions,
to undermine, limit or withdraw the
free education scheme. We have
got even the World Bank advising
us that such schemes are too expen-
sive and that they should be cur-
tailed. There are wvarious people
who still have the effrontery to
suggest that this was a big mistake,
but nevertheless, the elected Mem-
bers of this House were, irrespective
of on which side of the House they
sit, all agreed that this was a very
great contribution which earned for
the late Dr. Kannangara the respect,
the ever-lasting respect, shall I say,
of the people of this country, as
well as their gratitude.

And it is in that light that I would

I want to tell this honourable
House and the hon. Member that
neither this Government nor I my-
self had anything to do with preven-
ting any action being taken, nor will
this Government prevent the action
that ought to be taken in a case such
as this being taken. Hon. Members
of this House may make any charge
against me, but a charge of shielding
someone because he is connected to
me is one they cannot make against
me. Once before too, when I was
Prime Minister on the first occasion,
a charge was made against me. Hon.
Members are aware of the result as
regards that matter.

The hon. Leader of the Opposition
does not seem to know it, but a good
number of hon. Members who were
in that Parliament know it. So, as
far as this matter is concerned, this
Government can take credit for the
fact—I would not say it is to our
credit; it is the duty of any govern-
ment—that it did not try and prevent
action being taken because of rela-
tionship or any other ties one may
have with one who transgresses or
may have transgressed the law.

This was made
possible by the posting of trained staff
to the Regional Offices and the Units in
the Head Office so that the Regional
Offices and other Units were able to
augment the work which was done in
the main hitherto by the Special Investi-
gation Branch.”

And what has been the result? One
talks about the Lake House matter.
There have been very recently—I

had the figure from the Minister of
Finance—72 raids, not only Lake
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House, regardless of relationship,
party affiliation or anything else. And
those raids, I believe, in most cases
have been successful. I mean they
were not just raids that brought in
nothing. So, the hon. Member can rest
assured that the duty, as far as the
department is concerned, is being
more than adequately performed,
and he can rest assured that as far as
this Government is concerned he will
not be in a position to have a talk-
ing point on public platforms as re-
gards the Lake House matter.

The matter Joefore this House pre-
viously brought up by the hon. Mem-
ber for Yatiyantota, my colleague
and the leader of our group. (Dr. N.
M. Perera) is too important for the
matter to be slurred over by ques-
tions of assurances as to personal
integrity. The issue here is not the
Prime Minister; the issue here is not
at this moment, as yet even the Gov-
ernment itself; the issue is not an
issue of relationship. The issue, as
hon. Members will realize from the
facts that were placed before this
House by my colleague, the hoen.
Member for Yatiyantota, goes wider,
cuts deeper, and ultimately brings to
the surface nearly every one of the
hidden issues of corruption for
which, first of all, big business is res-
ponsible in this country. When the
Hon. Prime Minister said that the
Finance Minister had informed him
that there had been 72 raids conduc-
ted by the department in relation to
people of position, influence and in-
come, my instinet is to reply: all
honour to the Departient ot THlSAd
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Revenue. It is, especially in these
days of utter public servant syco-
phancy to governments of the day, a
refreshing experience that in a
department of this importance
there should be men of such indepen-
dence and integrity that they can
take seventy-two times over steps
which unfortunately too often many
a public servant would hesitate to
take. All honour to them. But paying
tributes to a department does not
either end the issue or even properly
begin the issue.

What is the allegation? That the
watch-dog, self-proclaimed, of the
public morals of the people of this
country has been guilty of the
gravest possible breach of the very
morals it purports to protect and to
defend.

That may be an issue concerning
the press for the protection of which
so many people in the recent past
manifestly sacrificed their own
political integrity. But let that go by.

I am not even concerned to claim
in advance, though I am entitled so
to do in view of the careful docu-
mentation with which the hon. Mem-
ber for Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M.
Perera) presented his unprecedented
case in this honourable House, the
truth of that allegation. There is a
proper forum and body for that and
this honourable House can take the
responsibility and discharge the duty
of appointing one in order to look in-
to the truth or otherwise of allega-
tions of that nature and of that
degree of importance made in this
honourable House. I am sorry that in
that respect the Hon. Prime Minister

has not in his short intervention
shown sufficiently and demonstrably
the concern which I should have
taken the opportunity to pay tribute
to if he had shown it today.

I will not say “initiated only be-
cause I cannot say who initiated.
That hon. Member has had patiently
to hear that assassination campaign
and to fulfil and discharge his duties

as an hon. leading Member of the
Opposition in the face of it. I shall
never forget that.

We who are in the public life of
this country are properly subject to
the utmost, the fiercest and even the
most malicious criticism—I repeat
that—even to the most malicious
criticism, if it is deserved. No public
man has the right to regard himself
as free from that kind of situation,
liability, and of being the object of
that kind of attack. But when those
who  assassinate characters are
exposed in this honourable House as
not having the character they claim
for themselves, then we are entitled
to say in this honourable House
under your permission that—when
that itself is a public institution, a
public company with a special
position in the public life of this
country, a public institution whose
books may well show the private
enterprise they showed in connec-
tion with the last general election in
the protection of their own interests
—Wwe are entitled to something far
more serious than a “ I have clean
hands ” declaration from the Hon.
Prime Minister.

I do not wish to be licht-hearted or
to be guilty of levity, The matter is
too serious. T had hoped that the
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Hon. Prime Minister would have re-
ferred to a matter to which the hon,
Member for Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M.
Perera) adverted and in respect of
which in the course of that very
Budget Debate and discussion he
directed a pointed question to the
Hon. the Finance Minister, who is at
present out of the Island, “ What is
being done about it? ” It is no use
telling us that everything that has to
be done about it will be done about
it, for, first of all, we must know
what it is before we do anything
about it. And, in this country in a
matter of this importance and vita-
lity—rather vitalness in nature—
there is a known procedure which
alone will be proper.

Sir, only a few minutes before the
Hon. Prime Minister rose in his seat,
I was reading, or, if you like, refresh-
ing my mind with, the provisions of
the Commissions of Inquiry Act, one
of the most valuable instruments
that our law puts into the hands par-
ticularly of the Government of the
day, and of this honourable House,
where precisely matters of this order
are concerned. There probably still
remain a sufficient number of public
and independent people in this coun-
try who can be trusted with the task
of a genuine, thorough, proper and
unrelenting probe into this matter.

I shall not describe its proportions
but I shall advert to it in this way.
It is not enough that on the estimates
presented to this House some Rs. 20
million are said to have been salted
away by the highest directing person-
nel of Lake House in a bank or
banks in Switzerland, whizh banks
were named by the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera) in
reference to the photostats of letters
that he produced. These banks in
Switzerland—it is, frankly, from the
Lake House press that I learn this—
overate within the framework of a
law which vrevents them from giv-
ing information as to the holders and
the nature of their bank accounts
even to their own government. T did
not know. T confess. T was glad of the
information, now it is clear, from
men who had every reason to know.
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That is not all. That is in the
field of foreign exchange. There is

more. We have to pursue these
questions. First, how was the
salting away done ? Next what

was the pork barrel from which

that salted pork was drawn ?
What were the methods and
processes, the procedures, legal,

illegal and semi-legal, by which the
sum was accumulated ? What were
the transactions ? With whom were
the transactions ? Did they involve
even the processes, procedures and
origins of foreign aid ? Such was
alleged. All this has to be probed
and cannot be left to the legal
statutory secrecies which are 1m-
posed upon the Department of
Inland Revenue.

That leads me to another aspect
of the matter. I had hoped that the
Hon. Prime Minister would clarify
these things. But if he will not,
well, some of us must. There are
other aspects. That which is salted
away abroad is sure to have a link
with that which is salted away
locally. That is not all. Linked
with that which is abroad and spent
for its own purposes must be
expenditures locally both to protect
that which is salted away abroad
and internally to protect the
interests of those who have salted
these things away abroad.

I got into trouble in this honour-
able House in the day of the last
Coalition Government because I had
permitted myself an acid remark in
relation to certain occurrences that
preceded the pulling down of the
Coalition Government. Today I find
myself wondering whether perhaps
this whole business is also not
linked up in a way, which we will
have to get searched into and
inquired into, with the processes
that lay behind the scenes and went
forward in the secret labyrinths of
power to pull down that Govern-
ment. I make no allegations, Sir.
But we have to inquire, for if the
directorate of a powerful institution
like that can have been discovered
In so major an illegality as has been
alleged in this House, it is hard to
believe that they kept their hands
clean in respect of a Government
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which they felt was in their
financial and business interests to
pull down at any cost and in any
way as early as possible—in
December 1964. We want this
looked into.

None of us would mind where the
inquiry will lead. None of us would
mind who or what or which will
come into issue. What we want is
an inquiry, honestly and honourably
conducted, firmly conducted, not in
secrecy but in the open, before the
public of this country, who after all
are the first and final victims of this
kind cof illegal enterprise.

I had hoped that the Hon. Prime
Minister would get up and promise
us that. I was not here, but I was
told by my honourable colleagues
here that at a certain point the
Hon. Prime Minister interrupted
the hon. Member for Habaraduwa
and inquired whether he was asking
for a Commission of Inquiry.

Sir, it is a poor Government that
leaves the responsibility to the
Opposition of compelling it to do
what it should have done without
being asked to do it.

It
is not a question of kondapana
nehe. It is a question of the under-
lying fears that the outcome might
be disastrous to the Government
itself if an inquiry is initiated.

I am sorry to say so, but I fear
that this is the situation. Sir, I had
expected him to announce to us that
he was willing and ready to appoint
a commission of inquiry under the
Commissions of Inquiry  Act,
Cap. 393 of the Legislative Enact-
ments of Ceylon.

.
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If what he is waiting for is our

planting the motion, let him say so,

and we will plant it immediately.—
[Interruption.|—I think whether he
invites it or not, we shall plant it
in this House, and that will be a
test, not of the Hon. Prime Minister
merely but of the entire Government
and those who control the majority
in this House.

But I would have infinitely
preferred that he had announced it
and we had been able to announce
our unrestrained co-operation in that
very necessary public enterprise.

The Commissions of Inquiry Act
has a section which does enable us
or enables a Commission of Inquiry
to get over the problem of secrecy
which is enjoined upon the Depart-
ment of Inland Revenue. That is
Section 8, which I shall take the
liberty of reading to this House:

“8. (1) All or any of the following
powers may be conferred by the
Governor-General on a commission
appointed under this Act if the commis-
sion so requests : —

(a) to require by written notice the
manager of any bank in Ceylon

to produce, as specified in the

notice, any book or document of
the bank containing entries rela-
ting to the account of any person
whose conduct is being inquired
into by the commission or of the
spouse or a son or daughter of
such person, or to furnish, as so
specified, certified copies of such
entries ;

(b) to require, by written notice the
Commissioner of Income Tax "—

Now the Commissioner of Inland
Revenue—

—* to furnish, as specified in the notice,
all information available to such
Commissioner relating to the
affairs of any person whose con-
duct is being inquired into by
the commission or of the spouse
or a son or daughter of such per-
son, and to produce or furnish, as
so specified, any document or .a
certified copy of any document
relating to such person, spouse,
son or daughter which is in the
possession or under the control of
such Commissioner. ”
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This helps us to get past secrecy.
But if that were not adequate, we
of the Opposition would willingly
call upon the Government to intro-
duce urgent legislation, which would
remove the barrier of secrecy in
respect of the Inland Revenue laws
that would otherwise operate as an
obstacle to this inquiry.

Under this Act, in respect of
which we have had recently a Privy
Council decision, the Governor-
General—that is to say, the Prime
Minister—whenever it appears to be
necessary that an inquiry should
be held and information obtained as
to any of three matters, may appoint
such a commission. Please note the
three matters:

“ (a) the administration of any depart-
ment of Governmment or of any
public or local authority or insti-
tution ; "

In this I do not know whether the
administration of exchange control
will come into issue. I do not
know ; only the Prime Minister
through the Minister of Finance can
know, for they alone have the right
of access to the information that is
available to the Inland Revenue
Department in respect of this
matter—

“or (b) the conduct of any member of
the public service ; "—

I have very little doubt that that
arm is likely to come into play. To
bring in Lake House and any
associated or other companies or
individuals whose action will have
to be probed into, paragraph (c¢) will
have to be used, namely—

“or (c) any matter in respect of which
an 1inquiry wiil, in his opinion, ”—

Th-ap is, the Governor-General’s
opinion ; that is really the Prime
Minister’s opinion—

“be in the interests of the public safety
or welfare, ”

Welfare is
public welfare.

indeed sufficient—

Now, both sides of this House at
various times and in various Debates
claimed that the spread of corruption
to the highest places as well as the
lowest in this country has become a
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matter for their deepest concern.
Corruption in any form obviously is
a question that concerns the interests
of the public welfare.

May I hark back to the days when
the chief of the Central Bank of this
country was brought under inquiry
on allegations of a far less serious
character than the allegations pre-
sented by the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota recently in this House ?
Anyone reading the report of that
commission will find a statement of
the standards of conduct which are
desirable in the field of public
activity to which all should
endeavour to conform even if there
should be backsliding occasionally
and by individuals. So, even the
guidelines are there.

Even today I earnestly invite the
Hon. Prime Minister, who had to
rush away to something more im-
poriant or at any rate to something
which he had already undertaken to
attend, to introduce, if he wishes, in
this wvery House the necessary
motion so that we may co-operate
not only in adopting the motion but
in shaping in the proper terms the
terms of such a commission of
inquiry. Let him announce the
terms of such a commission of
inquiry which he intends in the
near future to appoint. Let him
announce it so that we may present
our views so as to ensure that the

terms are adequate. And let him
consult the hon. Leader of the
Opposition, through what are

normally termed the proper chan-
nels, to ensure that the appointments
to that commission carry the com-
mon consent of both sides of this
honourable House. We do not ask
that all of us should agree, but let
the Hon. Prime Minister and the
hon. Leader of the Opposition
through the usual channels agree on
the personnel and the terms, and we
shall be satisfied.

But I say this, and I take the
responsibility for saying it. If the
Hon. Prime Minister is not ready
and willing to do that which is his
bounden and manifest duty, then
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we shall have to take the proper
step to see whether we can be
sufficient elephant drivers to drive
and prod the elephant into activity.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, whenever
something unpleasant and undesir-
able transpires about the Govern-
ment or one of its members or one
of its supporters, it is familiar to
have the Hon. Prime Minister rise
and seek to side-track the main
issue by saying, “I am a very good
boy ; surely you cannot make that

charge against me.” We saw that
same performance again a little
while ago. I am sorry my Hon.

Friend the Prime Minister is not
here because I should like to tell
that to his face. This game can be
played once too often and 1s now
being played several times too
often, so much so that it ceases to
impress anybody.

I am not here to debate the
integrity or otherwise of the Hon.
Prime Minister or to be dragged into
a matter of that nature. What I am
extremely sorry about is that the
Hon. Prime Minister has chosen to
intervene in this important matter
in such a way as to side-track atten-
tion from the main issue. What is
the main issue ? Is it the Hon.
Prime Minister’s integrity ? That is
not yet the main issue. That can
only be decided when we know what
action he is prepared to take on this
matter, but at this moment it is not
the main issue. It is not even the
thin issue if my hon. Friend wants
to know what that issue is. That is
our opinion on that question. Is the
main issue the Hon. Prime Minister’s
relationship with the Managing
Director of the Associated News-
papers of Ceylon Limited ? No,
Sir. It does not matter to us here
whether it is his nephew or his son-
in-law, or any other relationship.
These are not questions which are at
issue. What we are concerned,
when the Hon. Prime Minister
chooses to bring himself into this, is
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not whether he is prepared to pull
for his relations, but whether he is
prepared to do the clear duty that
devolves on the Prime Minister of
this country in a matter of this
kind.

Let us not forget the real issue.
Three weeks ago or more, a respon-
sible Member of this House, a
veteran politician, a Member of the
Front Bench of the Opposition, rose
and brought to the attention of the
House and the Government certain
facts in regard to the activities of
named directors of Lake House.
These facts establish, prima facie,
that there have been transgressions
of the laws in relation to income tax
and exchange control. We are also
aware, personally and publicly, that
Lake House was raided by the
officers of the Department of Inland
Revenue—a matter that has been
admitted by the Hon. Prime Minister
himself just now—and as my Hon.
f'riend the Prime Minister said, in
most of the 72 raids that the depart-
ment has carried out valuable evi-
dence of transgressions of the law
have been unearthed. The Hon.
Prime Minister did not tell us
whether this was one of the success-
ful raids or not, but nevertheless he
gave us that assurance.

The real question is, what has the
Government done in the last three
weeks about this matter ? We of
the Opposition have waited ex-
tremely patiently because we
wanted to know what the Govern-
ment intends to do or what the
Government has done about this
matter. When the Hon. Prime
Minister rose to his feet I thought
at least he was going to tell us that.
What has he done during the last
three weeks about this matter ? Or
what does he intend to do about this
matter ? The Prime Minister in his
speech dodged that question. One
cannot describe his speech in any
other way. I have never seen such a
negative reply to a matter on which
not only the whole Opposition but
also the whole country is so vitally
concerned.
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After all, Lake House is not some
Pettah business firm. It is a power-
ful institution. It makes and breaks
governments. It brought down one
government. [t put this government
into power several times. In fact
the Prime Minister thanked Lake
House after the last elections. I was
amazed, truly amazed, when the
very day after the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera) made
those revelations in this House the
Prime Minister made a public speech
in which he said he will defend to
the last the freedom of the press. 1
do not know whether it is the free-
dom of the press to carry on ex-
change control rackets or what. But
he could not have chosen a more
inappropriate time to have given
such a public assurance.

Be that as it may, what did the
Prime Minister tell us ? The Prime
Minister told us that he would not
stoop to taking any action to prevent
the appropriate authorities taking
such action as the appropriate
authorities may consider necessary.
That is the sum and substance of
what he said ; he will not stick his
fingers into that ; he will not do any-
thing. Is this an atéitude we can
expect from a Prime Minister or a
Minister of Finance ?

Maybe my Hon. Friend the
Minister of Finance would like to
say, “As far as the income tax
aspect of the matter is concerned
there are laws and conventions in
regard to secrecy by which we are
bound. There are oaths of secrecy
and we cannot disclose in this
House matters about which we
know.” I do not know whether my
Hon. Friend is going to say that,
but it is legally possible for him to
say that.

?

I am not asking the Hon. Minister
to disclose to this House any matter
in respect of which an oath of
secrecy has been taken not to
disclose.

But there is another aspect to this
matter which was not mentioned by
the Hon. Prime Minister and that is
the exchange control aspect. Sir, you
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are familier with the exchange con-
trol laws. It is an offence to maintain
or operate ypon an account in a
foreign bank in a foreign land
without the knowledge and consent
of the Exchange Control authorities.
Everything that was stated by the
hon. Member for Yatiyantota and
substantiated by photostatic docu-
ments showed that certain directors
of Llake House had been doing just
that very thing.

Here is a case for the Government
to have issued instructions. They
have an Attorney-General. I am glad
the present holder of that office is
going out. Any way they have got
an Attorney-General’'s Department.
They have a Police Department and
various other investigating authori-
ties. They have got a special branch
of the C. I. D. which goes all the way
up to the fourth floor of a building.

Did my Hon. Friend issue instruc-
tions to any one of these authorities
to go into this matter and see whether
there was a breach of exchange con-
trol laws and regulations and, if so,
to initiate prosecutions against these
persons ? There is no question of
secrecy about ghat.

~ Can he get up and say, “I have
issued instructions and I am awaiting
a report 7, or “1I have issued instruc-
tions. My minions have investigated
this matter and they have reported
to me that there is nothing in it. ” ?
Can he say that ? If he can say that,
why has he not said so ? Putting on
the garb of self-proclaimed innocence
cannot absolve one from the dis-
charge of one’s public duty. That is
a matter which my hon. Friends
must bear in mind.

What is the position in regard to
this matter, Mr. Minister of Finance ?
You are in charge of the Exchange
Control Department. There is no
secrecy about these matters. Are you
trying to bury this whole matter
under the secrecy laws of the Inland
Revenue Department ?—[Interrup-
tion]. There is far more involved in
this matter than merely collecting
some taxes that may be due even if
they run into millions of rupees.
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At the Public Accounts Committee,
the Commissioner of Inland Revenue
said that about 60 per cent of all
income tax payers are in one trouble
or another with the department. It
is not a question of only collecting
taxes that were due which were
being evaded. As far as the Inland
Revenue Department is concerned
that is the end of the matter. Once
they get their money that is the end
of the matter as far as they are con-
cerned, and quite rightly because
that is what they are for.

But there is a higher duty on the
Government and the Hon. Prime
Minister and that is to see that the
laws of the land—their own laws—
are obeyed. The Hon. Prime Minister
was prepared to break the law at the
time of the S.L.F.P. Government.
The Hon. Minister of State was
prepared to march to Kandy against
the law, at the time of the S.LL.F.P.
Government. At least let them main-
tain their own law.

When the history of those tur-
bulent times is written we will know
all about it.—[Interruption]. If all
this is disturbing to my Hon. Friend,
for the moment, in the interests of
my speech, you may regard any
reference to those incidents as with-
drawn.

Sir, this question of the violation of
Foreign Exchange laws cannot be
lightly taken. These are not ordinary
laws in the days of economic and
fiscal crisis. The way in which the
Government speaks, the way in
which its financial organizations
speak—organizations like the Cen-
tra] Bank and so on—portray
foreign exchange as the life-blood of
this country. We even have a
Foreign Exchange Budget, and our
general Budget is subordinated to
the patterns set by the Foreign Ex-
change Budget. Projects in the indus-
trial and the agricultural spheres
are proved or disproved according to
whether  foreign exchange is
available and can be released or
whether they are going to earn
foreign exchange or not.

Imports including critical imports
of the type described by the hon.
Member for Habaraduwa (Mr. Prins
Gunasekera), the food of the people,
have been restricted and slashed in
the name of foreign exchange.

If there is a specific charge that
some of the high and mighty of this
Iond have bheen engaged, not once
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but continuously, in the violation of
foreign exchange laws and regula-
tions over a period of time, the
question arises, what is this Govern-
ment going to do about it ? That is
the question we would have liked
the Hon. Prime Minister to answer
and that is the question on which the
Hon. Prime Minister has been cons-
picuously silent.

I had occasion before this to refer
to the light-heartedness, the
crassness, with which the Govern-
ment is prepared to use its punitive
legislative arm to initiate prosecu-
tions against persons it does not like
or who are its political opponents
even when the Government itself
admits that it does not have a bit of
evidence to proffer to the court of
law.

The Hon. Prime Minister referred
to a question that was raised some
time ago regarding the conduct of a
company, or which his brother was a
director. Has he forgotten that his
own Government not so long ago but
quite recently, made an allegation of
bribery against the hon. Leader of
the Opposition ? That was investi-
gated. That investigatign was allowed
and the investigation took place and
unanimously it was reported, under
a Report signed by the Chairman, the
Hon. Minister of State, that there
was nothing in that allegation at all.
Nevertheless, some of these news-
papers during the entire period kept
on hinting and referring to this
matter in various ways which were
not conducive to the enhancement of
the reputation of the hon. Fair
Leader of the Opposition.

There was the case against her
brother, Dr. Mackie Ratwatte. You
know what the judge said about that.
There was the Michael Baas case.
Repeatedly that poor man was
charged—five times charged, five
times set free. There were Rev.
Gnanaseeha and General Udugama
kept in prison in detention for
35 years. The head of the Army was
dismissed from his post. Then what
happens ? You do not have any
evidence, not even a bit of evidence.
to place before the court, and those
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persons, the reverend monk and the
distinguished soldier, are today free
men but men who have suffered
owing to the cavalier, easy and crass
manner in which you are prepared
to launch prosecutions against your
political opponents.

That is why we ask you, what are
you doing in the case of persons who
helped you into power ? I am not
worried about this relationship of
the Hon. Prime Minister to Mr. Wije-
wardene. It 1s a totally secondary
matter. I think the U.N.P. is capable
of higher thought than that. I think
they are really trying to protect class
interests more than any family
interests. That is what we want to
know. That is why we say that the
Hon. Prime Minister has only shed
greater darkness on this matter. He
has not illuminated it. He has in-
creased the anxiety and apprehension
of us Members of the Opposition and,
may I say, of members of the public.
Even those opposed politically to the
Government in power feel similarly
on this matter. I get no political
pleasure out of the misfortunes of
anybody, not even of my political
opponents, but these matters are
matters of publi® policy. If it were
some matter which involved some
private transgression of the Ilaw,

may be, we would not take this
so seriously.
After all, the directors of Lake

House are not the first and only
persons in this country who violate
exchange control regulations or who
are in default of one type or another
of income tax. We all know that
there are many people besides. But
here 1is a test case for the Govern-
ment. Unless the Hon. Prime Minis-
ter can make a statement in this
House that he has investigated this
matter and can say that he finds
there is nothing wrong in it and,
therefore, he is taking no action, are
we or the people to blame if they
draw an inference that there must
be other reasons why this matter is
not proceeded with ?

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There have been occasions, Sir
when certain matters were raised,

when the Hon. Prime Minister has.
said on the Floor of this House, “I
have looked into this matter and I
am satisfied that there is nothing in
it. ” Recently, there was an instance
where a certain allegation was made
against a Minister and Member of
the Cabinet. There too,.it involved
an allegation of collusion in the
breach of certain regulations. The
Hon. Prime Minister said that he
had investigated it and he gave the
Minister concerned the benefit of the

doubt.

Now, whether it is his own Minis-
ter or the creator of the Prime
Minister, I think something more
than a personal investigation is
required even from so distinguished
a person as the Hon. Prime Minister
who garbs himself in the white cloth
of innocence.

The hon. Member for Agalawatta
stated that the least the Government
can do in addition to action in regard
to the violation of Exchange Control
Regulations is to set up a public
commission under the Commissions
of Inquiry Act to investigate this
matter, a free investigation, what-
ever its outcome may be, so that it
can serve as a deterrent to others

and discourage others from
believing that high office and
authority gives one a licence to
break the laws of the land, laws

which have been introduced, may I
say, with common consent. There
are many points of difference
between the Government and the
Opposition. There are many laws
that the Government reveres and
the Opposition hates. But I think
we are all in common agreement
that exchange control laws are
necessary, that whatever the Gov-
ernment it has to have exchange
control law. So, these laws are such
that they command the universal
approval of this House and the
country.

Therefore, we want to know from
the Hon. Prime Minister or the
Minister of Finance or any other
Minister who may speak on behalf
of the Government, what their

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position is in regard to this
suggestion. Are they prepared to
have a commission of inquiry with
personnel that will be agreeable to
both the Hon. Prime Minister and
the hon.

If they are ready to do that, then we
are ready to await the findings of
that commission, but I would like to
say that the hon. Member for Agala-
watta (Dr. Colvin R. de Silva) did
not speak for himself alone; he did
not speak only for his own party.

If the Lake House
directors are not guilty of these
matters which have been alleged
against them, then it is in the in-
terests of everybody that it should
be so stated openly and publicly.

That is why we want to know from
the Prime Minister, not whether he
is a good boy or not—we have our
various opinions on that question,
which are not relevant—not whether
he is going to prevent anybody from
doing their duty but whether he is
going to do his duty as the Prime
Minister of this country, of seeing
that the laws which are approved
by the people are maintained even
if they are violated by the high and
mighty who happen to be his friends;
his relations, his political supporters,
or whoever they may be. That is the
issue, and I am sorry the Hon. Prime
Minister in his intervention has only
made it more difficult for this House
and this country to grasp the main
issue. ”

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With regard to the Supplementary
Estimate under discussion I should
like to speak a few words. The
Taxation Commission made some
important recommendations, some
of them worthwhile, some less
worthwhile, and some others, which
we on this side of the House cannot
accept. Anyway, they made some
very important recommendations to
change the structural and organi-
zational side of the Inland Revenue
Department. The Taxation Com-
mission recommended the creation
of a directorate-general of revenue.
The commission also recommended
the co-ordination of the activities of
ali the revenue collecting depart-
ments of the country. I do not know
what action this Government has
taken on these very worthwhile
recommendations. I understand
there was some opposition in the
department to some of these changes.
It may be that certain amendments
have to be made, but I would call
upon the Hon. Acting Minister of
Finance to look into these structural
and organizational changes which
have been recommended by the
Taxation Commission, and to let us
know how many of these recom-
mendations they are prepared to
implement, the recommendations
that have already been imple-
mented and what their plans are for
the future.

There is also the question of the
decentralization of the Inland
Revenue Department which has
been suggested by the Taxation
Commission. I am aware that a
certain amount of decentralization
has already taken place, but I think
there 1is scope for much more
decentralization of the department
with a view to roping in all the
small tax evaders in the provinces
and in the outstations. I earnestly
appeal to the Hon. Acting Minister
of Finance to go ahead with this
scheme of decentralization advo-
cated by the Taxation Commission.

There are one or two other
matters to which I would wish to
refer on this occasion. There are
two matters which are a standing
disgrace to this country, a blot on
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other revenue collecting organiza-
tions of this land. I am referring to
the question of air tickets and to the
question of gift cars. It*is a known
fact that a pre-paid air ticket to any
part of the world can be obtained
in this country at a price. If you
want to travel to the United States
tomorrow the air ticket will be at
your doorstep in twenty-four hours
if you know the necessary contacts
and how to set about the matter.

The matter of pensions, I think,
deserves some part of the Hon.
Minister’s time and effort. The
whole department requires to be
streamlined. 1 know of instances
where government servants have
died and their widows and children
have not received their pension
sometimes for one year, sometimes
two. There have been a number of
such cases. Sometimes the case
numbers are different. Why should
that happen ? After all, it is the
department that gives the case
number. There is a lot of delay,
causing pain, worry and anguish.
The Hon. Minister must take
measures to see that the department
i1s streamlined, that every section is
streamlined.

Next, I agree totally with what
the hon. Member for Matara said
about teachers’ pensions. It is not
only teachers who are affected in
this way.
