I am sure hon. Members will agree
that the matter has been sufficiently
debated. Since there is agreement
between all parties, shall I put the
Question to the House ?

It is expected that the experience
gained in the last general election
and in the recent by-elections would
help the Government to introduce
legislation which would ensure
cleaner and more peaceful elections.
That is why soon after the by-elec-
tions the Government has thought it
necessary to introduce this Motion,
and we as Members of this House
should welcome the opportunity
afforded by this Motion to make our
suggestions and help the Governmen.
to achieve its aim. I have no doubt
that this Motion would receive the
support of the entire House.

I think all of us are agreed that the
election law as it stands today is in
need of revision and amendment in
several respects.

The hon. Member for Dompe (Mr
F. R. Dias Bandaranaike) suggested
that the observations made by cer-
tain election judges during the hear-
ing of election petitions should zlso
be considered by the Select Com-
mittee that is to be appointed to go
into this question. The Prime Minis-
ter has stated that the Government
has no objection to the adoption of
that suggestion.

I propose to make certain sugges-
tions in regard to the very concent of
the filing of election petitions and I
hope that they would engage the very
serious attention of the Select Com-
mittee that is to be appointed.
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What happens soon after an elec-
tion ? What happens soon after a
candidate is elected ? Our experience
is that soon after the election, the
defected candidate or a combination of
defeated candidates collect Rs. 5,000
and file an election petition. However
fantastically frivolous the charges
may be, the Member of Parliament
concerned, the successful candidate,
is put to the expense and worry of
defending himself in the Supreme
Court.

The successful candidate in his
anxiety and in order that he may not
take any risks retains the most cap-
able and experienced lawyers, which
is quite understandable. If any per-
son who has contested a seat is guilty
of a breach of election law he must
face the consequences. But that is
not my complaint. Any person is
entitled’ to file an election petition.
That right to file an election petition
should be there. That is not my
complaint.

My complaint is this. The defeated
candidate has not the courage to file
an election petition in his name, but
we all know that when an election
petition is filed it is backed by the
defeated candidate. The defeated can-
didate gets hold of a man of no conse-
quence, a person from among the riff-
raff, gives him Rs. 5,000 and gets him
to file an election petition. We all
know that that is what happens in
every election petition : the defeated
candidate is behind it.

After a protracted hearing, if there
is no merit in the petition, it is dis-
missed, but the successful candidate
has paid a heavy penalty. Why ? Be-
cause he has won an election. And
the defeated candidate has been
saved all the expense and bother to
which the successful candidate has
been put.

Though the degree of proof re-
quired in an election petition is the
degree of proof that is required in a
criminal case, the procedure that is
followed in certain respects is
governed by the Civil Procedure
Code.
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Under the Civil Procedure Code
when the plaintiff files an action
against a defendant, the defendant
has the right to file a claim in recon-
vention, and upon the merits the
judge can not only dismiss the plain-
tiff’s action but also hold against him
on the basis of the claim in reconven-
tion made by the defendant. That is
to say, the whole transaction between
the parties is gone into.

Now, an election petition is not a
matter that really affects the success-
ful candidate only. It is a public
matter that affects the whole elec-
torate. My suggestion is that the
election law should be so amended
that it would be possible for the elec-
tion judge to go into the whole
matter of the election.

We are all aware that in some cases
the defeated candidate, who gets
another person to file an election
petition against the successful candi-
date, has committed the most serious
breaches of the election law. He or
his agents are sometimes guilty of
unbridled thuggery. If that is the
case it should be possible in an elec-
tion petition to make such a charge
against the defeated candidate so that
that matter too may be gone into by
the election court.

I dare say
I have gone into the election laws
myself and I find that there is no pro-
vision now for that to be done in the
same case. After all if election law is
designed to ensure a clean election
and not to penalize the man only be-
cause he has won, we should see that
the election itself is conducted in a
clean manner, in a peaceful manner.
To ensure that we have to examine
the conduct of defeated candidates
also, because on a very, very trivial
and technical point a man who has
won an election can be unseated and
he may not be able to contest a seat
for seven years. The man who has
lost, may be by ten thousand votes,
can thereby get rid of his rival and
can thereafter contest the by-elec-
tion.

After all, Sir, this opportunity
comes once in five years, and the
Select Committee which is going to
be appointed might examine this
aspect of the matter too.
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P.M. and then resumed, MR. DEPUTY
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Mr. Deputy Speaker, the question
before the House—appointment of a
Select Committee to go into the
Ceylon (Parliamentary Elections)
Order in Council and to make such
changes and amendments in the light
of our experience in the last General
Election and the recent by-elections,
is of very great importance.

I have been a candidate in general
elections from 1947. I have been in
the fray in six elections. I faced two
election petitions; the second was
in 1965. So I can speak with a lot of
experience on this subject. The free
and democratic exercise of the votes
of the people of this country to
choose the government they want
rests primarily on the election laws.

If the election laws are defective,
if they do not provide the opportu-
nities that should be provided to the
ordinary voter for the free exercise
of his vote, I am afraid democracy
will merely be a theoretical concept.
So changes in the election law in
the light of experience gained in the
past are very necessary after every
gerferal’election.
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From 1947 up to 1965 we have had
a number of changes in the election
laws of this country. We have also
seen a progressive improvement in
the facilities afforded to the ordinary
man to exercise his vote freely. In
the earlier days, we had to face a lot
of hooliganism. The poorer candi-
dates were handicapped because
they were not able to provide the

transport that:- was necessary to
carry the voters to the polling
station. Elections were held on

different days, spread over a period
of time so that politicians from one
part of the country moved into other
parts of the country and influenced
the election—perhaps rightly, per-
haps wrongly. Intimidators were
brought into certain areas from
other areas because the elections
were spread over a period of time.

The Hon. Minister of Home Affairs
is not here. I must pay a compliment
to the present Home Minister who,
when he was the Prime Minister of
this country, for the first time intro-
duced the one-day election system in
this country. That has been a land-
mark in the history of our election
laws. Ever since we have had much
cleaner elections than we had in the
past. In recent times eleciions have
been very quiet and orderly, and
conducted very well. I must here
pay a compliment to the Commis-
sioner of Elections, Mr. Dias Abey-
singhe for the efficient conduct
of elections in this country ever
since he became the Commissioner.

When the one-day election was
promulgated by law, one wondered
whether he would be able to find the
necessary personnel and whether he
would be able to set up an organi-
zation so perfect that no abuses and
breakdowns would occur. We have
all seen, during the last two or three
General Elections, that the organi-
zation set up by the Commissioner
of Elections has been very good and
that he has risen up to the expecta-
tions of the makers of the law.

I must say that the election laws
of this country need amendment in

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Firstly, the preparation of elec-
toral registers is done in a most im-
perfect way today. The preparation
of electoral registers is in the hands
of the grama sevakas, and the grama
sevakas are not under any compul-
sion to prepare a list of the persons
above 18 years of age and send it up
through the D. R. O,, to the Com-
missioner of Elections. The names
are just gathered at random and, as
one sees now, many persons who are
under 18 years of age are enumerat-
ed. A large numbers of persons who
are entitled to vote and who are over
18 years of age are omitted from the
register, and the process of inquiring
as to whether one’s name should be
entered in the register or not by the
Assistant Commissioner of Elections
is so cumbersome that a legitimate
voter, if his name is omitted from the
list, finds it very difficult to get it
into the list for several years.

I think this is a matter which the
Committee should go inio fully in
order to see that every citizen of this
country who is over 18 years of age
finds a place in the electoral registers
of this country. If the present system
of the grama sevakas submitting
names to the D. R. O., and the D.R. O.
automatically endorsing the list and
sending it to the Assistant Com-
missioner of Elections, is followed, I
am afraid we shall not be able to
achieve this object.

I think that this matter of prepara-
tion of the electoral registers should
be a function of the Commissioner of
Elections. Like the Director of Cen-
sus and Statistics who, when a
census comes along, appoints special
enumerators and gets lists of all the
householders with their ages and all
other particulars, he must appoint
his own men, or utilize the services
of the Director of Census and Statis-
tics, to get complete lists of persons
in every household and see that
every person above the age of 18 is
brought into the electoral registers.
Unless some practice of this nature is
followed, I am afraid that complaints
that omissions have been made and
that those who are legitimately not

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ters have been put into the registers,
will continue.

1t has been pointed out in this De-
bate during the last two days, both
by Members of the Opposition and by
Members of the Government, that
names of persons who are under the

age of 18 years have been included.

in the electoral registers. There have
also been complaints that persons
who are over 18 years of age have
not been included in the electoral re-
gisters. This is the cry not only of
the Opposition, but the cry of the
Government too.

I, as one who has faced several
elections, know that it is only at elec-
tion time that we discover that the
names of a large number of our sup-
porters are not in the electoral list.
It is then too late to rectify it. I
should think one of the matters to
which the Select Committee should
pay great attention is the prepara-
tion of electoral registers, which is
the most fundamental and basic
matter that will determine the con-
duct of a good and proper election.

Then, Mr. Deputy Speaker, the
transport of voters to polling stations
is prohibited by our election law. It
was a very welcome measure, and I
think it is after the transport of
voters to polling stations was prohi-
bited that candidates who were not
affluent or not as affluent as their
opponents, were able to give a fight
to their opponents and come to Par-
liament. ~When the transport of
voters to the polling stations was per-
mitted, there was not only competi-
tion among the candidates to find
vehicles to convey the voters, but
there was also the question of money
to pay the hire of these vehicles. The
cost of an elaction was very high and
sometimes prohibitive. The demands
of hiring car swners were so prohibi-

tive that the ordinary candidate
could not enter the hustings.

Election expenses are limited to
Rs. 5,000.
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Yes, but outside the law, every-
body spends. The prohibition of the
use of transport has been a very im-
portant change in the election law in
recent times. But then, if the use of
transport is prohibited there is a con-
comitant that has to be met to make
that effective, namely, the creation of
polling stations within reasonable
distances so that the voters could
walk to polling stations without diffi-
culty. Otherwise this prohibition
would be of no use.

I believe, in the last few years,
some effort has been made to increase
the number of polling stations, but
still it has not reached the stage
where people who can afford to
travel in vehicles would rather walk
up to the polling stations to cast their
votes. Even now there are polling
stations which are far away from one
another. There are certain villages
with about four to five hundred
voters which are not provided with
polling stations but are joined to the
nearest larger village. 1 think in the
revision of polling stations, the Com-
missioner of Elections should check
the distances between villages very
carefully and, where necessary, see
that more polling stations are
created so that the prohibition of the
transport of voters would be benefi-
clal—and effective—to candidates
who stand for election.

I come to the law relating to the
filing of election petitions. I was
listening to the spesch made by my
learned Colleague, the hon. Member
for Nintavur. He made very many
pertinent observations on the law re-
lating to the filing of election
petitions.

I have had the unfortunate expe-
rience of having to face two election
petitions. In 1952 an election petition
was filed against me on a number of
charges, but at the end of the case I
was exonerated on all the charges and
the judge observed that the petition
was a complete falsehood., In 1965 I
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had another election petition filed
against me where, on the first day of
inquiry itself, the petitioner sought to
withdraw the petition because, he
submitted to the judge, he had no
evidence to go by.

I mention this in order to pinpoint
one factor. Immediately after the
elections are over, naturally the de-
feated candidate is very upset. His
supporters come and say : We will file
an election peiition and we will pro-
vide all the money. They go round
collecting money, sending out licts ;
the more affluent give donations. And
they go to a lawyer. In the first ins-
tance, they have no specific charge or
charges to make. They just put
down a few charges under the elec-
tion law, but they have no material
in hand to prove those charges. It is
only after the petition has been filed
and the candidate noticed that they
go round fishing for information and
evidence. They go after people ask-
ing them whether they would give
evidence in support of the charges
put down.

And in some cases, even three
months after the filing of the peti-
tion the particulars are not supplied
to the respondent. It is only when
the case is about to be taken up that
the particulars are supplied—very
ably cooked up, ingeniously planned
and prepared with names of
bought up witnesses. And the result
is that the case collapses. Some pro-
vision must be made in the election
laws of this country to ensure that
when a person files a petition he also
files with it definite charges citing in-
cidents with dates and time. If there
is no such provision, as my hon.
Friend the Member for Nintavur
atated, anybody whobisicanby find

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Rs. 5,000 can file a petition against a
candidate who has won an election
and cause him not only humiliation
and pain of mind but also consider-
able expense and inconvenience.

When a petition is filed against a
successful candidate, it is like a load

-on his head. He is unable to concen-

trate on his work or attend to his
parliamentary duties. One of the
reasons that prompt a defeated
canlidate to file an election petition
is to disturb the equilibrium of the
successful candidate. An unscrupu-
lous candidate who may not poll
even 300 votes can, therefore, mani-
pulate to get some person, a man of
no worth, a man of straw as it were,
to sign a petition; and this person
becomes the petitioner. If the
election case goes on for several
weeks, you will find, at the end,
that there is nothing other than what
has been deposited in the court to
claim as costs. I had that experience
in 1952. The person who filed the
petition against me was a man of
straw and I was not able to recover
my costs because he was almost
bankrupt.

Some attention should be paid to
this aspect of the matter because
this is the one weapon in the election
law that many people have with
which to embarrass the candidates
who win their elections.

Suggestions have been made that
there must be provision in the law

to file action even against the
unsuccessful candidates at an
election. I think this is very desir-

able and it has my support. As most
of us know—we have even gone
through this experience—some of our
opponents adopt very low methods
and tactics which we would never
have thought of, to which we could
possibly never descend. If cleaner
elections are to be held in this
country, I think it is very desirable
to make provision in the law enabling
action to be filed for election
offences even against unsuccessful
candidates.

The other point I would like to
make ig in regard to the deposit for
appeals. When an election petition
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has been dismissed by the court, the
petitioner lodges an appeal. No
deposit is insisted upon in the event
of such an appeal. The party who
has to face the appeal has to spend
further sums of money. That is
another aspect of the law that has to
be looked into.

I do not want to go on elaborating
on this question because very soon a
committee will be appointed to go
into' the various aspects of the law
and to recommend the changes that
are necessary and desirable.

Speaking generally, there is
anotaer change that I think is desir-
able. The use of indelible ink was
introduced in order to prevent
impersonation, but this, I think, has
been a failure. I have known of
persons who have erased the
indelible ink within an hour of voting
and gone again to vote a second time,
So that to call the ink that the
Election Commissioner uses on
voters “ indelible ink ” is a misnomer
because it can be erased. I think the
use of this so-called indelible ink to
prevent people from voting a second
time will be a futile attempt unless
a better type of ink which cannot be
erased is used on the voters.

Then the other matter that I want
to mention is mushroom political
parties. We must go into the law
relating to the recognition of political
parties. Certainly, status and recog-
nition should be given to real
political parties, but to recognize
mushroom political parties which
merely exist on paper is an anomaly
that has to be corrected.

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After all, an election is an election,
and some supporters look forward to
an election because they want to
enjoy themselves during the election,
even without spirits. But opponents
put up candidates not because they
want to win the election but because
they want to gain time. So a quiet
election in the sense in which it was
described by Members of the Opposi-
tion will never be.

Elections will have incidents;
elections will have clashes ; elections
will have abuses ; but it is the duty
of those who control and supervise
these things to see that they are
minimized.

Considering the standards that
existed in the 1947 elections, in the
1952 elections, and in the 1956 elec-
tions when the hoisting of flags in
the highways and by-ways created
trouble and clashes, we now have
quieter and calmer elections.

After having made an excellent
speech analyzing the experience we
have had ever since the Donough-
more Constitution or the Indepen-
dence Constitution came into being,
the hon. Member for Paddiruppu—
having made that beautiful analysis
tried at the end, it seemed to me, to
allay some of the suspicions about the
Federal Party that have arisen
amongst the backbenchers of the
Government itself.
