The Double Tax Relief Convention
between the Government of Japan
and the Government of Ceylon was
signed in Colombo on 12th December
1967. Double Tax Relief Conventions
with the Governments of India,
Sweden, Norway, Denmark, and the
Federal Republic of Germany are
presently in force. The convention
with the Government of Japan falls
within the pattern of these conven-
tions.

Double taxation on income arises
from the fact that, under the laws in
Ceylon as well as in Japan, income
tax is payable by a resident of one |
country on his income received from
the other country both in the coun-
try of residence and in the other
country.

Under the existing weight of taxa-
tion in each of the two countries, the
burden of such double taxation is a
serious handicap for the development
of trade between the two countries
and the attraction of Japanese capital
or technical assistance to Ceylon. The
of the present convention has,
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therefore, been to remove the hard-
ship arising from double taxation
which a resident of one country now
faces if he wishes to invest, trade or
otherwise do business in the other
country. The main principle on
which the agreement is based is that
the country in which the income
arises is permitted to levy the tax
and the other couniry gives the re-
lief.

The only point is this. I can under-
stand double taxation relief in the
case of the British where you have a
reasonable number of Ceylonese resi-
dent in Britain and a number of
British people resident in Ceylon.
Then there is the question of pro-
perty owned, though of course more
property is owned by the British in
Ceylon. But in the case of Japan,
how many Ceylonese are resident in
Japan ? The number is negligible.

The question here really is not so
much how many Japanese are resi-
dent in Ceylon, as encouraging Japa-
nese business to come here. There
are Japanese businessmen here al-
ready and they are liable to tax in
this country and also liable to be
taxed there. That is the only reason.

On the basis of the other double
taxation relief, this does not arise.
Here it is a question of inviting Japa-
nese capitalists to come to this coun-
try and invest money, and of making
provision so that they could get cer-
tain concessions which they would
otherwise not get. That is really
what it means.

_Sub-head 1—Cadre and Salaries, be
increased by Rs. 25,000, other

Minister think that a total increase of
Rs. 33,000 in the provision already
made is going to solve the problem ?
I do not think so. If you recognizz this
as your major problem, how are you
going to deal with the question of
over-invoicing ? Take the kind of
racketeering that is going on between
Brooke Bonds and their main office
abroad. How are you going to prevent
that ? We do not know the prices at
which they are selling their teas. No-
body knows. Is this the set-up that
you are going to have to solve this
problem ? There must be a much
more realistic approach to this ques-
tion than this. This is what we have
urged more than once: the whole-
sale trade and all wholesale
imports must be taken over by
the Government. That is the only
basis on which you can control this
practice. You can do the retailing
through the private trade; there is
no objection to that. There is no
other means by which you can control
the racketeering that is going on. So
far as exports are concerned, I agree
you cannot do this immediately. But
you have to build up an organization
abroad.

Hon. Members may be right in
what they say, namely, that to avoid
the abuses prevalent in exchange and
import control it may be necessary
for the State to take over all im-
ports into the Island and also all ex-
ports from the Island. The logical
conclusion from that should also be
that the State should take over the
entire production and distribution of
commodities in the Island. And also,
as the hon. Member for Gampaha
(Mr. S. D. Bandaranayake) has
stated, we must abolish the parlia-
mentary system and go on to various
other concomitants that arise from
such a theory.

But we are not debating that poli-
tical philosophy at this moment. We
are considering only the question of
spending Rs. 33,000. One fact that
hon. Members would acknowledge is
that we have realized that there is
a problem. It is not that we did not
realize it earlier, and it is not that
the previous Government did not
realize it earlier, but there is a reali-
zation that there is a problem where
you export goods out of this country
but do not get the proper value for
those goods. For example. a person
can accumulate foreign exchange by

selling a pound of goods' produced in
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Ceylon for Rs. 100, whereas he really
gets Rs. 1,000. In the same way, when
importing into the Island a machine
worth, say, Rs. 100, he says he is pay-
ing Rs. 1,000. So, in both ways money
is accumulating in foreign countries
in the hands of certain individuals.
How are we to check it ? The solu-
tion propounded by my hon. Friends
who spoke may, as I said, be one
method. But can we do it through
our Government ?

available. I wrote back to him that
it was not necessary to wait till then,
that instead of having automatic
signals it was possible to have
mechanical signals where the driver
would put his hand out, just press
something, and the signal would go

up.

This is very important because you
do not know when these lorries are
turning to the right. I drive on the
roads myself, and when I try to over-
take a lorry I do not know whether
the lorry is turning to the right
because its driver is a small man with
a short arm and it is difficult to find
out whether he is turning to the
right. I cannot even see the sivnals,
and I do not know where the lorry is
turning.

These trafficators can be imported

as mechanical signals. In fact,
I wrote to the Hon. Minister
and suggested to him not to

wait till exchange was available
to have electric automatic signals but
to provide trafficators which are
mechanically worked.

I would like him to give his mind
to that matter.

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Secondly, at the moment, the
members of a wages board have no
statutory authority to wvisict places of
work and there have been instances
where the owners of factories had re-
fused permission to members of these
wages boards to visit these factories
to get information regarding condi-
tions of work in those factorizs. These
reguldtions will empower the
members of these wages boards to
visit work-places. I think the House
will agree that these are very impor-
tant amendments.

Thirdly, at the moment, there are
regulations which permit certain au-
thorized deductions from a worker’s
wagas. At the same time, under the
existing regulations an employer
cannot make certain deductions even
if a worker requests an employer to
do so. It will also be possible for
deductions to be made on account of
contributions which workers
desire to make in respect of savings,
medical or sickness schemes with the
approval of the commissioner. These
regulations will give the power to the
employer, if a request is made by any
worker, to deduct certain sums from
his salary.

In regard to rents, under existing
regulations employers are permitted
to deduct the rental on any housing
accommodation provided for workers,
provided such deduction shall not ex-
ceed 6 per cent per annum on the
capital expended by the employer on
such accommodation. While main-
taining this regulation, the new regu-
lation provides further safeguards.
For instance, the value of such accom-
modation should be assessed by the
local authorify of the area, so that the
6 per cent deduction should be on the
assessed value authorized by the local
authority. These are formal matters
which help the worker.

This Bill was discussed in the
Senate on 30th September 1967 with
some care and I am happy to find
that this is to be treated as non-
controversial. Perhaps I might make
a short statement on the law in order
to bring out one or two salient
features of this Bill.

In England and in South Africa the
principles governing the apportion-
menlt of damages in cases of joint
liability and contributory negligence
have been the subject of legislation
in consequence of the hardship
caused to litigants under the com-
mon law which has been found
wholly inadequate to meet the
changing modes of living and the in-
creased risks to person and property.

The position in England was that
in an action for a joint tort each of
the joint-tort-feasors was liable for
the whole damage and there was no
contribution between them, subject
to certain exceptions. A judgment
against one of them precluded any
subsequent proceedings against the

other or others.

In the realm of -contributory
negligence, a plea of contributory
negligence taken by a defendant, if
established, was sufficient to non-
suit the plaintiff. Attempts had been
made to whittle down the effect of
the law by the application of the ‘last
opportunity ’ rule.

The agitation for the amendment
of the law in England resulted in the
enactment in 1935 of the Law Reform
(Married Women and Fort-Feasors)
Act which in Part II made provision
for contribution as between parties
and joint-tort-feasors and the appor-

Order for Second ReadingDreadd by Nooahantionment of liability.
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In 1945 the Law Reform (Contri-
butory Negligence) Act was passed in
England which made provision for
the apportionment of damages as
between parties in the event of
both parties being found negligent in
a case where damage has been suf-
fered by one party.

The position in South Africa as
regards joint liability was very much
the same as in England, joint wrong-
doers being jointly and severally
liable in solidum. A plaintiff could
sue the wrongdoers separately in
respect of the whole loss or he could
sue all of them jointly in the same
action. Satisfaction of the plaintiff’s
claim by one discharged the others
who could not be called upon to
contribute.

As regards contributory negligence,
a plaintiff could not recover damages
if the damage he had suffered was
due wholly or in part to his own
negligence. The courts in South
Africa, as in England, sought to
mitigate the harshness of the rule
whera he was only slightly negligent
by the application of such principles
as the ‘last opportunity’ rule, the
‘proximate cause’ rule, and the
‘ moral blameworthiness’ rule. How-
ever, it was felt in South Africa, as
in England, that modern ideas of
equity and justice required the re-
moval of these archaic provisions of
law which were not in keeping with
the requirements of modern day
living.

The legislature in South Africa
accordingly enacted the Apportion-
ment of Damages Act, No. 34 of 1956,
which altered the law both in respect
of joint liability as well as contribu-
tory negligence, and as a result the

law in these two countries is more or
less the same, with onédgxeeption

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namely, that in the case of South
Africa provision has been made to
enable actions to be brought for con-
tribution in the case of joint liability.

In Ceylon, the law as regards joint
wrongdoers is the same as it was in
South Africa prior to the statutory
changes which were made there in
1956.

In the realm of contributory negl:i-
gence the position is not different. In
Ceylon, too, the courts have sought
to mitigate the harshness of the rule,
as was done in England and in South
Africa, by the application of such
rules as ‘last opportunity’ and
‘ proximate cause’.

The draft Bill, therefore, seeks to
remedy this hiatus in the law by pro-
viding for two things. If one looks
at the Objects and Reasons in the

Bill, one finds that the Bill provides §

that an action shall not be defeated
by reason only of the fault of the
claimant.

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The other matter that is contained
in this Bill is |the claim for recovery
of damages as far as joint wrong-
doers are concerned. This is con-
tained in Part II of the Bill called
the Delicts. Under the existing law,
no contribution is allowed between
joint wrongdoers. Joint wrongdoers
are jointly and severally liable in
damages for a delict committed by
them. That is the present state of
our law. A claimant could sue the
wrongdoers separately in respect of
the whole loss or he could sue all of
them jointly in one action. Satisfac-
tion of the plaintiff’s claim by one
discharged the others, who could not
be called upon to contribute. The
Bill gives |the right o a wrongdoer
who has satisfied the claim the right
of recovery of contribution against
his fellow wrongdoers. The court
will determine the amount of such
contribution, having regard to the
degree in which that joint wrongdoer
was at fault in relation to the damage
suffered by the plaintiff and to the
damages awarded.

There are a number of other
provisions in this Bill. I might poinit
out the one which deals with pres-
cription. It is contained in Clause 3.
Then, notice may be given under
Clause 5 (2). Prescription of claim
is provided in Clause 5 (6) (b).

There are other details in this Bill.
I do not want to go into every one
of them because the Bill has already
been conidered in tha Senate. Hon.
Members will, I am sure, make their
comments, if necessary.
