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TrEATY BETWEEN CEYLON AND THE

FepERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY FOR

THE PROMOTION AND RECIPROCAL Pro-
TECTION OF INVESTMENTS

An Agreement was signed In
November 1963, between the Gov-
ernment of Ceylon and the Federal
Republic of Germany providing for
promotion and reciprocal protection
of investments.

The Agreement was intended to
promote and protect investments by
nationals and companies of either
State in the territory of the other
State.

The main provisions in the Agree-
ment are :

(i) The contracting parties would
admit and promote in their countries
investments by each other, subject to
prevailing legislation and regulations.

(ii) Such investments shall not be
subjected to discriminatory treatment.
They shall enjoy full protection and shall
not be expropriated except for public
purposes and against full compensation,
such compensation being realizable and
transferable.

The investments of either party shall
be accorded treatment no less favourable
than that accorded to the nationals of any
third State, as regards restitution, indem-
nification, etc. in regard to losses resulting
from war or other armed conflict and so
on.

(iii) Transfer of profits and repatria-
tion of capital and, in the event of
liquidation, of the proceeds of such liqui-
dation, shall be permitted by both parties.

(iv) If either contracting party makes
payment to any of its nationals or com-
panies under a guarantee issued by such
party, the transfer to the contracting
party of the rights and claims of such
nationals or companies to whom payment
has been made, shall be recognized by the
other party.

(v) If a dispute arises concerning the
interpretation or application of the
Agreement, which cannot be settled by
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the Government of the contracting
parties, it shall, upon the request of either

party be submitted to an arbitral
tribunal.

This Agreement applies to all
investments made on or after

November 8 1963, by nationals or
companies of either contracting party
in the territory of the other, consis-
tent with the latter’s legislation.

Mr. Speaker, with your permission
I wish to refer to the passing away
of Mr. Cyril E. S. Perera, Q.C., who
was a Member of this House repre-
senting Colombo North from 1952 to

1956.

Mr. Perera had his early educa-
tion at St. Anthony’s College, Kandy,
and won a series of scholarships. He
went to teach in his old school, and
one of his many illustrious pupils was
the present Governor-General. He
founded the first Teachers’ Associa-
tion of Ceylon in Kandy and was its
Secretary till he left for Malaya in
1920. He spent four years in Malaya
from where he proceeded to England
and obtained a First Class in the Bar
Final and Bachelor of Laws at the
London University. He was called to
the Bar from Gray’s Inn. He first
practised in Kandy and then came to
Colombo. After a varied practice in
the original and appeal courts, he was
made a Queen’s Counsel in 1953 in
recognition of his eminence at the
Bar.

In 1952 he successfully contested
the Colombo North seat in Parlia-
ment. He gave up politics after four
vears, and returned to business and
law. Mr. Perera was associated in
founding the Ceylon Insurance Com-
pany, Limited, and the Finance Com-
pany of Ceylon, Limited. At the time
of his death he was either chairman
or on the directorate of several
mercantile and finance organizations.
He had varied interests, other than
his profession, ranging from the Co-
operative Movement to drama. He
was a keen member of the Roman
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[a6 8. 8. ¢ 8]
Catholic Church, and was recently
honoured by His Holiness the Pope
with a Papal Knighthood.

The large attendance at his funeral
from all sections of society was a
testimony to the esteem in which he
was held by both rich and poor.

I wish, on behalf of the Members
of this House, to record our regret
on his passing away and request you,
Mr. Speaker, to direct the Clerk of
the House to send a copy of these
proceedings to the bereaved members
of his family.

U.S. PRESIDENT’S STATEMENT ON THE

Hon. Members will recall that I
have on more than one occasion sta-
ted on the Floor of this House the
position of the Government in regard
to the tragic and unfortunate situa-
tion in Vietnam. I am glad to have
this opportunity to restate the posi-
tion in the light of the latest develop-
ments in regard to this matter.

Hon. Members will remember that
the problem that had arisen up to
now was to arrive at an understan-
ding on the basis of which discussions
could commence. The position
of North Vietnam was that
until there was an un-
conditional cessation of bombing
and other acts of aggression by the
United States against North Vietnam,
there could be no discussions between
the two parties. For its part, the
United States’ position was that it
was prepared to stop the bombing of
North Vietnam as a prior and unila-
teral act on the understanding, which

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could be conveyed either in private or
in public, that there would be a
reasonable measure of military reci-
procity on the other side within a
given interval of time. Though
various efforts had been made to
bridge the gap between these two
positions, the outcome had remained
a stalemate.

The latest decision of the U. S.
Government is to unilaterally take
certain steps to de-escalate the ccn-
flict. In practical form, the U . S.
Government has announced that air-
craft and naval vessels will, with
effect from 31st March, make no
attacks on North Vietnam, except in
the area north of ‘the Demilitarized
Zone where the TU. S. Government
felt that their forward positions were
threatened. This area had been sub-
sequently defined as the area south
of the 20th Parallel.

The Government of North Vietnam
in a radio broadcast on 3rd April
declared its readiness to send ils
representatives to make contact with
the United States representatives, to
decide with the U. S. side the uncon-

ditional cessation of bombing and all
other acts of war against North Viet-

nam, so that talks could begin. This
is the present position.

It is a matter of satisfaction that
the United States Government has
taken steps to de-escalate the war. I
also take note of the encouraging
response from the North Vietnam
Government wherein they indicate
their readiness to establish contact
with the United States for the cessa-
tion of bombing, ete., which could
lead to talks. Perhaps, the esential
problem in this issue is that the basis
for a dialogue between the two
parties, which alone could lead to
meaningful results, was hitherto non-
existent. I sincerely hope that the
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[ad 228 sa snsnw®]
steps taken by the U. S. Government
and the response of the North Viet-
nam Government will now lead to
such a dialogue.

Hon. Members will recall that in
April last year I made certain pro-
posals for a resolution of this issue.
On that occasion I suggested that the
three Vietnamese parties to the issue
should meet without interference
from outside sources to discusg, in
the first instance, the pre-conditions
for a ceasefire. I suggested that the
matters that could with advantage be
discussed should be (1) the cessation
of the bombing of North Vietnam ;
(2) the formulation of interim proce-
dures for ensuring a status quo; (3)
the cessation of belligerent activity
by all parties ; (4) the withdrawal of
all foreign troops and military per-
sonnel ; and (5) the suspension of
military aid in any form.

I have been asked by the Leader
of the Opposition whether I would
inform the President of the U. S. and
the American Government 'that the
people of Ceylon expect that the
United States should stop totally the
bombing of entire North Vietnam and
other aggressive activities, and also
withdraw American and allied trocps
from South Vietnam. This House is
well aware of the Government’s posi-
tion in this matter. I have always
advocated the stoppage of the bomb-
ing of North Vietnam. We have
supported the Geneva Agreements as
the basis for a solution of the Viet-
nam problem, and we deplore all
violations of this Agreement from
whichever source these originate.

Hon. Members will also remember
that when I made my proposals in
April last year I indicated that what-
ever could be done by us for a fair
and just resolution of the conflict we
would be willing to do; and I made
the offer of Ceylon as a venue for
discussions, if it were felt that a
neutral country would best suit the

purpose. I have reiterated this offer. -

I remember reading in the news-
papers some time back the hon.
Member’s name as a member of the
Shadow Cabinet. I would say to
him that if he is returned to power
as a member of the ruling party—I
do not think it will be in our time—
then he can implement those policies
about which he has been speaking
and re-organize the administrative
set-up in the way his government
likes it, be it the Moscow way or the
Peking way.

The Hon. Minister, following the
policies of the National Government,
chalked out certain plans by which
to improve and develop the country,
that is, by supplying electricity to the
rural areas. Without stopping at
schemes and plans and without con-
fining himself to charts and tables,

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the Hon. Minister has come before
the House and is asking for financial
provision to implement his schemes
and plans.

We are happy that before long he
will be in a position to give the rural
areas the electricity that is required.
At the same time I would like to
point out that in the matter of
supplying electricity, the Department
of Government Electrical Under-
takings has taken on certain duties
and functions which were earlier per-
formed by the local authorities. In
the past local authorities had their
own power plants and power houses
and they supplied electricity to their
own areas. The local authorities
made a profit on the supply of elec-
tricity to their areas, and with those
profits they were able to develop
those areas.

Now that the Department of
Government Electrical Undertakings
has taken over the entire supply of
electricity throughout the Island, the
Government must not forget the part
played by the local authorities in the
past and the part that they can play
in the future.

Therefore, whatever may be the
present plans and schemes, the Hon.
Minister must see to it that the local
authorities are given an opportunity
to carry on the work of improving
schemes in their own areas. Some
system should be devised whereby
the profits earned by the Department
of Government Electrical Under-
takings are shared with the local
authorities. For example, at the
moment local authorities buy elec-
tricity in bulk from the Department
of Government Electrical Under-
takings, and when electricity is
supplied to the consumers in the area
of the local authority, the profit
made must be sufficient for the local
authority to effect improvements to
the schemes in its own area. Earlier,
the Local Loans and Development
Fund assisted them by way of loans
in order to raise the money necessary
for undertaking such development
plans, but now that fund is not pre-
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pared to give them any loans. Conse-
quently, the local authorities find it
difficult to raise the necessary funds
to improve their electricity schemes.
Now that the Department of Govern-
ment Electrical Undertakings 1is
making colossal profits on the sale of
electricity, I think it is in the fitness
of things, and it is their responsibility
also, to see that they assist the local
authorities to effect improvements
and repairs to their electricity
schemes. It is no secret that if the
necessary repairs are not effected in
some of those electricity schemes, the
day is not far off when there might
be a complete breakdown of the
electricity supply in those areas.

The Department of Local Govern-
ment as well as the Local Loans and
Development Fund is not in a posi-
tion to give the local authorities any

1 funds by way of loans and, therefore,

it is very necessary that the Hon.
Minister take into consideration what
the effect of such an eventuality is
going to be. And if any of those
electricity schemes fail and there is
a2 breakdown in the supply, it is the
department that will suffer finan-
cially. I remember asking the Hon.
Minister on an earlier occasion 100
that out of the profits the department
earns, the department should set
apart a certain amount to be utilized
on loans to local authorities to enable
them to effect the necessary repairs
to their electricity schemes. If that
is done, the department, while help-
ing those local authorities, would be
able to make more profits on
electricity.

There is another point I would like
to draw the attention of the Minis-
ter to. Many of these local authori-
ties find that their towns are deve-
loping ; residential houses and fac-
tories are coming up. But they are
not in a position to extend their
schemes to meet the increased
demand for electricity, because they
do not have the necessary funds.
Their revenue does not permit them
to spend such large sums of money.

BewlEm OBIE) QeBACW
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If the Department of Local Govern-
ment or the Local Loans and Deve-
lopment Fund or even the Depart-
ment of Government Electrical Un-
dertakings is not prepared to help
them, how can they effect the neces-
sary improvements in order to pro-
vide the necessary facilities for the
developing areas ? The Hon. Min-
ister should consider that aspect of
the matter too. The local authori-
ties are really providnig you the
money for your undertakings, and I
would ask the Hon. Minister to see
that local authorities also come in for -
assistance.

While extending the supply of
electricity to the rural areas, the
department must not forget the
towns. Towns have to maintain a
certain standard. It is well and good
to electrify the rural areas; we are
all for it. But while doing so, should
you forget the development of the
towns ? If you do not want to do
that, then some steps must be taken
towards development.

Then, I might draw the attention
of the Minister to the Rural Electri-
fication Scheme. We were written to
and in my own electorate I was
asked to name the priorities from a
list of villages that was supplied. We
were asked to say in which order
they should be taken up. I must
point out to the Minister that I did
forward my list in which I mentioned
the names of some of the villages in
order of priorities. But in the list
they selected, some of the areas 1
mentioned were not included. They
were not taken on to the final list.
But it is very strange that the names
of one or two villages that are not in
my electorate have got into this list.
I do not know whether it is sabotage ;
you can call it what you like. Of the
two names the Hon. Minister gave
me, one is not in my electorate. The
other does not occupy a high place
in the priority list supplied by me. I
am afraid something else is happen-
ing in the department. They get
concurrence only on paper but in
practice nothing is done.
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I know in some areas people have
wired their houses. For instance, in
the Warapitiya area there are people
who are prepared to pay the money
in advance, but yet those things are
not considered. I should like the
Hon. Minister to give his attention
10t

Finally, I should like the Hon.
Minister to see that out of the pro-
fits the department makes the local
auhorities are assisted. If you fail to
do so there will be a breakdown and
.if there is a breakdown, the Govern-
ment will lose. That loss will have to
be suffered by your own Ministry.

Originally you
had some twenty-four acres and now,
I think, it has expanded into about
forty to fifty acres. I am speaking
from memory and if I am wrong the
hon. Parliamentary Secretary can
correct me.

In this situation, why does the
Government intend to spend unneces-
sarily all this Rs. 18 million ? I do
not know how much the foreign ex-
change commitment of it will be, and
how much local money will be re-
quired. I do think that this matter
should have had a much bigger dis-
cussion rather than it being brought
up in a late stage of the days pro-
ceedings. The Hon. Minister ought
to justify why they did not deem it
desirable to locate it in the same
place. It is almost opposite the Tyre
Corporation, on the left side. This
is, I think, in the Mahara consti-
tuency. I am not thinking in terms
of constituencies. I am thinking in
terms of the meaninglessness of ex-
pending so much money to put up an
entirely new institution instead of
making use of the advantages that
you already have in the present
establishment. I am not satisfied
with the position. The hon. Parlia-
mentary Secretary has stated that
the working of the factory has im-
proved. After all, the real test is
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whether you are producing cheap
mammoties and alavangoes. If they
are more expensive than the im-
ported products, then the position is
not better. My complaint against all
corporations is that, in point of fact,
the local product is much more ex-
pensive than the imported article.
That is not progress from the point
of view of the economy of the
country.

reasons. One important reason arises
from the volume of raw materials
that the corporation has to hancle.
About 13,000 tons of raw material
have to be handled, and this required
railway sidings in close proximity.
At the unit at Yakkala we do not
have that facility.

So you see, Sir, the problem we
were faced with. It is true that if the
original factory had been sited at a
certain point the two units could
have been combined. But if the fac-
tory was incorrectly sited, or sited at
a place which was not suitable for a
second project, what do you expect
us to do ?—[Interruption.] It is well
and good for you to shrug your
shouldrers. I am telling you the prac-
tical difficulties we were confronted
with. I am giving you the factual
position.

You must not forget that 13,000
tons of raw material have to be
hauled for the foundry. Taking that
into consideration, when we site it
alongside a railway siding, you say,
“Do not put it alongside a railway
siding.” If we had put it away from
a railway siding you would have been
the first person to say, “ Why have
you sited this away from a railway
siding ? You know you have to handle
13,000 tons of raw material in the
first year, which in the next year is
bound to rise to 20,000 tons, and end
up with 50,000 tons in five years. And
yet you do not have sense enough to
locate it alongside a railway siding.”

You will agree, Sir, that we had to
find a site which was suitable for this
project irrespective of the fact that
the original unit is sited elsewhere,
because of the nature of the work that
had to be done here. So I do not think
that we can be found fault with in
regard to the siting of this foundry.

As I have stated earlier, the cor-
poration is doing fairly well. The esti-
mated profits from the corporation
for this year is about Rs. 3 million or
more. We are working at a profit at
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very substantial foreign exchange
savings are being made—almost Rs.
2 million—by this corporation.

Please do not
think that that crowd collected to
throw stones. The crowd came for
that function. Your people returning
after the rally may have been full of
exuberance. They may  have
offered provocation, but I do not say
that that justifies the stone-
throwing.

I can assure hon. Members that the
Police will do everything possible.
It is a difficult job for the police
because, as you admit, it was night.
A person throws a stone at night,
and how can the police find who
threw the stone ?
