Members of this Honourable House
will share with me the deep sense of
shock and grief on the tragic and
untimely death of Dr. Martin Luther
King at the hands of an assassin.

Dr. Martin Luther King was an otit-
standing example of a man of vision
and courage who ventured out fear-
lessly and relentlessly to gain accep-
tance in his own country for that
fundamental oprinciple of human
rights that all men are equal irres-
pective of race, creed and coulour. I
need not recount to you today the
magnitude of the problems that he
confronted. They were a part of the
history of the neople, defying both
the passage of time and the efforts of
other valiant men who had them-

selves given much to this same
cause.

What rouses our admiration for this
noble soul is not merely the cause
which he espoused, but even more im-
portant, the means by which he
sought to realize this goal. He was tlie
apostle of non-violence, and the com-
paign he undertook was based on this
principle of non-violence—a principle
which Gautama the Buddha preached
and through which a great neighbour
of ours secured its freedom.

Dr. Martin Luther King was g
Minister of the Baptist Chu%'ch who
after graduating from Boston Univer-
sity, engaged himsgelf completely in
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the campaign for the rights of the
American Negro people. He was the
founder of the Southern Christian
Leadership Conference and organized
the non-violent and passive resistance
campaign through which he was con-
vinced that justice for his people
would be attained. In this struggle
he came up against prejudice and
resistance and often endured the
trials of imprisonment. He suffered
indignity and obstruction but nonre
of these prevented him from carrying
on his campaign for a fair deal for his
people ; nor did it deflect him from
the. principles of non-violence to
which he was committed.

The world recognized the justice «f
the cause he espoused and the wisdem
of the non-violent mneans he used in
his advocacy of this cause when it
applauded the award to Martin
Luther King in 1964, of the Nobel
 Prize for Peace. I: is a paradox that
this man of non-violence should have
died at the hands of an assassin. It
calls Ito mind the parallel of another
great aspostle of non-violence in re-
cent times, Mahatma Gandhi, who
himself met his death at the hands of
an assassin. Mahatma Gandhi at least
saw the fulfilment of his vision before
his death. This has been denied to
Martin Luther King.

1 have no doubt that by his tragic
death he has roused in the peoples,
not only in the United States but
throughout the world, wherever
human rights have been denied to any
people, a greater consciousness of the
necessity for remedying the injustices
of society. His death may well prove
the catalyst that will hasten the rea-
lization of his vision.

On hearing of the death of Dr.
Martin Luther King, I have conveyed
to Mrs. King our sense of sorrow and
grief at his untimely death.

I move:

“That this House expresses its pro-
found sorrow at the untimely death of
Dr. Martin Luther King and its confid-

- dence that the noble cause to which he

devoted a lifetime must triumph.”

The title of the Bill as well as
Clause 26.
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Mr. Speaker, I wish to say a few
words in English on this matter. I
chall be brief. I shall not repeat
everything I said in Sinhala.

The principal question is that this
Bill, which aims at the reclamation
of the low-lying areas in and about
Colombo or in the greater Colombo
area, cannot in fact produce valuable
results unless it is geared to the
planned development of Colombo also
or the local government areas within

which this Bill in supposed to operate.

At the moment the Colombo
Municipal Council has an acting
planning officer, a very able officer,
who has risen from the rank of ins-
pector. He is now only acting
planning officer. I think the hon.
Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Local Government knows
him very well.

There have been several attempts
made by the Colombo Municipal

Council to have a permanent
planning officer. The fair member
for Hunupitiya in the Colombo

Municipal Council moved a motion
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asking that, if a planning officer
could not be found in Ceylon, a per-
son be obtained from abroad, and that
one of the officers of the council be
sent for special training in planning
work and brought back to the service
of the council.

This matter was, of course, debated
and the matter was referred to the
engineers for report. That report has
come back from the engineers.

I know that in the meantime, for
purely prestige reasons, with the
pettiness that operates very often in
certain sections at least of the United
National Party, they have decided to
shelve that motion ; and others are
now conducting independent nego-
tiations regarding planning officers.
It is a question of who should get the
credit for something—a very import-
ant matter these days, I believe.

However, I must mention this. In
the absence of a real planning
arrangement in the Colombo Munici-
pal Council, I was once asked to serve
on a special committee in respect of
planning. I must confess I did not
attend any meeting of that commit-
tee, because I found that that plan-
ning committee was constantly
meeting in order to plan how to plan.
For one year they planned to plan
and the committee was dissolved
and no plan was produced.

The Housing and Town Improve-
ment Committee meets regularly,
once a month, and changes street
names. That is the only town im-
provement that is done, and you get
some impossible names. All the titles,
sub-titles, and designations must be

given  before you come to
“Mawatha ”. By the time one has
repeated all the names before
“Mawatha” one is out of

breath. By the time you have given
the designation, whether it be * Sir
or “ Doctor ”, then the name, and then
the surname, which is polysyllabie
like Senanayake, Wanninayake or
Jayewardene, and then such titles as
JPUM., MBE. and CBE,, by the
time you have said all that, before

you come to “Mawathka”, you are
out of breath.
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One of these days they might
adopt an Indian practice. In one of
the more civilized states in Northern
India, there was a practice that be-
fore the subject mentioned aloud the
name of the King or the Maharajah,
he had to repeat the titles 108 times.

One of these days you will find the
Colombo Municipal Council adopting
that formula. I say this, Sir, because
we have seen within Colombo very
little town improvement. The sur-
face-draining in the city of Colombo
is in a woeful condition. People buy
land in order to build houses ; they
raise the level of the land, and the
natural surface-draining of the city
of Colombo has been disturbed conse-
quently, with the result that there is
constant flooding and the Municipa-
lity is engaged in spending vast sums
of money every year on flood relief.

Now, Sir, I have to ask the Hon.
Minister of Land to have a proper
surface-draining scheme drawn up

before he proceeds to implement this
Bill.

The second matter is that there
should be a proper plan of develop-
ment of the city of Colombo instead
of merely name-changing before he
can implement this Bill.

Then I have also to point to certain
defects in this Bill. Everybody
wants to become a dictator today. In
1954, there was this Defence Stations
Act which took away from the local
authorities areas under their pur-
view. If an area was called a defence
area, you took away that area from
the purview of the local authority.

Various preservation boards are
set up. I do not object to them they
are meant for the purpose of protect-
ing shrines, but they take away the
powers of local authorities.

The Hon. Minister of State brought
the Tourist Development Bill in
which he proposed to suspend the
operation of a large number of local
government laws and to take away
areas from local authorities under the
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purview of the board. Iam glad that
he accepted a number of amendments
in the Committee stage, in the Stand-
ing Committee, which mitigated
somewhat the otherwise dire effects
of that Bill.

The Hon. Minister of Land brought
his River Valleys Development Board
under which by Order he declares an
area to be an area for development
and takes away that from the pur-
view of the local authority.

And now the Hon. Minister of Land
is bringing another Bill in which he
gives himself the power by Order—
of course, with the consent of the
Minister of Local Government—to
declare any area within the limits
mentioned in the Schedule an area
for reclamation, and the moment he
declares an area for reclamation it
goes out of the purview of that local
authority. He becomes a dictator.
The Hon. Minister of Land is a
Mussolini Cabinet by himself—Land,
irrigation and power, a number of
boards and corporations, are all under
him. He is a Mussolini Cabinet!

Now, Sir, he has several of these
Acts which give him all these powers
__the Crown Lands Ordinance, Land
Development Ordinance, River
Valleys Development Act, Colombo
(Low-Lying Areas) Reclamation and
Development Act. Does the Hon.
Prime Minister realize that under
Clause 26 he can keep on adding to
the Schedule? The Hon. Minister
can add areas to this First Schedule.

Local autonomy is being destroyed
by Bills of this kind, You may want
special instruments for the purpose of
executing development programmes.
I grant that. Then why do you not
include in this a representative of the
local authority in whose area you
are going to operate ? If you are
operating in Colombo, the Municipal
Engineer and at least one represen-
tative elected by the council can be
included. Why do you not include the
Municipal Engineer and at least one
representative elected by the coun-
cil so that there can be regular con-
sultation at all levels—the council
level and the executive level—for
the purpose of giving effect to the
provisions of this Bill ? You had the
same arrangement in the Special
Areas Development Board. The
Colombo Special Areas Development
Board which took away certain
areas from the purview of the
Colombo Municipal Council provided
that the council shall be represent-
ed on that board. You had the
Deputy Secretary to the Treasury ;
you had the Public Works Depart-
ment and various other persons on
that board. You also had the Colombo
Municipal Council represented there.
There were the Municipal Engineer,
the Municipal Commissioner and
members elected by the council. The
Mayor was an ex-officio member on
that board. I am not suggesting that
there should be large representation
from Colombo, but certainly from
the area within which you operate.
The local government authority
functioning in that area should have
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some representation. Is the Hon.
Minister prepared to accept an
amendment for that also ?

The last matter I raised was this.
We are not told what will happen to
the lands that are acquired by this
board. This board will be acquiring
large tracts of land from the north
of Ja-ela right down to Mampe-

Kesbewa area. After _some
time, within Colombo District
this board will be the largest

landowner. What are you going to do
with these lands ? Are those lands to
be given out to private parties, firms
or private individuals, by way
of gift or grant or lease or long lease
or special lease ?

As some of the
Members urged, if you are going to
set up a competent board that will
carry out reclamation of all the
swamp land throughout the island
and have a really first class job done,
then we are agreed. And ‘then the
best thing to do would be to try and
see, when the board deals with a
particular area, whether there should
not be some co-ordination with the
local authority of the area in car ing
out that work.

432) and published in Gazette No. 14,785
of January 19, 1968, which were presented
n February 22, 1968, be approved.”
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The first amendment relates to the
School Teachers’ Pension Act. When
the schools were taken over in 1960
the Cabinet decided that pensionable
teachers serving in unaided schools
should not be eligible for pension if
they were transferred from one un-
aided school to another—vide Cabinet
decision No. CPA/164/60 of 7.10.69.
Accordingly, the Teachers’ Pension
Regulations were amended on
December 16, 1961, with retrospective
effect as from December 1, 1960, by
the inclusion of sub-paragraph (h)
and (i) under paragraph (IX) of
Regulation 2.

The teachers in unaided schools
which were created under the Schools
Take Over Act and teachers who
enjoyed the pension rights when
transferred from one school to
another in other unaided schools also
were subject to this restriction. This
caused much hardship to teachers in
unaided schools who were compelled
to get transfers due to ill-health and
other reasons. It was therefore
decided that this restriction be
removed with retrospective effect.

The Pension Regulations then in
force did not allow the recognition
of promotions given to teachers in
unaided schools for the purpose of
pension. It was therefore decided to
amend the regulations so as to recog-
nise for pension purposes the promo-
tions and enhanced salary scales of
teachers who were promoted as
principals and special post holders.

The second amendment concerns
female teachers. Female teachers
who had served in urban areas for
long periods when transferred to
outstations were reluctant to go out.
They were also unable to retire as
the provisions did not permit them
to do so until they completed 20 years
of service or had reached 50 years of
age whichever was the earlier. It
was therefore considered unfair to
“throw ” them out of service, and in
order to enable them to leave with
something to their advantage it was
decided to permit all female teachers

The Overseas Telecommunication
Service which was administered by
Messrs. Cable & Wireless Limited
was taken over by the Government
on June 1, 1951. The Ceylonese staff
employed by the company were
adsorbed into the service of the
Ceylon Government and a separate
pension scheme on the basis of the
scheme obtaining under the company
was formulated for these employees.
The Overseas Telecommunication
Act, No. 61 of 1957, as amended by
Act No. 8 of 1963, provided, inter alia,
the new pension scheme and also
vested in the Minister of Finance the
authority to make regulations in
regard to the administration of this
scheme.

In accordance with Treasury
Circular No. 700 of September 4, 1966,
old-entrant officers in the Public
Service, that is those who were first
appointed or who qualified for
appointment to the Public Service
prior to September 24, 1956, who are
unable to work in the Sinhala langu-
age are allowed to apply for retire-
ment, and if permission to retire is
granted by the Secretary to the
Treasury, they are granted the pen-
sions or gratuities which they would
have received had they retired on
grounds of ill-health. They are not
entitled to any compensation for loss
of career.
