“The generator was repaired by local
engineers and production recommenced
in Sepiember. However, the repair was

unsatisfactory and production hac_l to be
stopped within ten days of starting, ”—

How do you like that ? They
could not get a competent person to
repair the D. C. generator !

“This time the Corporation engaged
the services of an engineer from the
manufacturers, Messrs. Brown, Boveri &
Co., Ltd., Baden, Switzerland, to overhaul
the machine completely. The operation
took nearly four months, especially as a,
complete set of spare coils had to be
manufactured and flown out from
Switzerland. ”

For the purpose of repairing a
generator you had to get parts from
Switzerland ! There must be some-
thing radically wrong with the
whole set-up.—[Interruption]. But
this is what we are now asked to
sanction. I am reading this because
all this is very interesting.

“This experience has emphasised the

importance of having stand-by units ang
adequate spares for all vital maichinery.

It has taken such a long time to
realize the importance of having
spare parts for vital machinery and
having a stani-by generator in case
the main generator fails.

The report continues:

“ The lack of funds prevented the Cor-
poration from investing in a stand-by
D. C. Generator, or preferably, a rectifier
unit which is the device used in modern
practice for conversion of alternating
current into direct current. With the
completion of these repairs production
was recommenced in February, 1960,
intially at a fraction of the rated output.
This precaution was taken in order that
the technical staff may familiarise them-
selves with all controls and operations
before production was stepped up.”

You had a staff that was not
familiar with the processes, €ven
for looking after a generator, and
after the factory started operating
they had to train the staff !

I am not going to read the whole
report, but there are one or two
small matters I wish to refer to. I
am now reading from page 6 of the
same report :

“Tn order to change over from bleach-
ing powder to chlorine the Eastern Paper
Mills Corporation will require a certain
quantity of high quality lime. The Corpo-
ration has erected a Lime Kiln which
will eventually meet this requirement,
in addition to supplying the needs of the
chemical plant.”

I shall read to you later what
happened to this lime kiln.

“ Lauryl Alcohol Plant.

Since the submission of the last Annual
Report we have had favourable enquiries
about this plant and the final product.

This is a 4 ton per day plant and the
basic raw materials utilised are coconut
oil and hydrogen. Originally, this plant
was obtained as part of the Seeduwa Oils
and Fats Project. ”"—

They have not even taken the
trouble to read their proofs, and
these are the reports submitted to
this House for us to go through !

The project for the manufacture
of lauryl alcohol has been aban-
doned. This is what a letter from
Satchithananda, Schokman, Wije-
veratne & Co. to the Chairman,
Paranthan Chemicals Corporation,
dated 31st December 1960, says:

“The project for the manufacture of
lauryl Alcohol has been abandoned. We
understand that attempts were made to
sell the Plant, but these have proved to
be futile. Parts of the Plant are still in
damaged packages, lying in the factory
site exposed to the elements. It is re-
ported that this will not fetch even a
fraction of its cost. The capital expendi-
ture incurred on this project has been
grouped under the following heads :—

Factory Buildings 225,885.58
Plant & Machinery 1,505,934.80.

Can you believe this? This is
the kind of thing that has happened
and we have allowed this to go on.
That is why I decided to bring this
matter up. This House has never
once given a moment’s attention to
the tremendous amount of money
that has been wasted. Although
from 1959-60 we have had many
Budget Debates and we have con-
sidered the Paranthan Chemicals
Factory and its functioning, never
have we taken the trouble to look
into this. Meanwhile, millions of
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rupees are being wasted on this
corporation. This is not the end of
the story.

I now refer to the annual report
for 1960-61 and 1961-62. This report
is published on paper the printing
on which you cannot even read. It
is printed at Mercantile Stationers,
Baillie Lane. Can you not even
produce decent paper ? On this
paper you can read both sides at
the same time ! This is the kind of
thing that has been going on for
years and years, and we have failed
to take note of what has been hap-
pening. I am worried about it and
I am not satisfied that these things

will not be repeated over and over
again. -

I read from page 77 of the report:

“ During the early months of the period
under review there was no constant and
regular production of caustic soda and it
was therefore not possible for the Corpo-
ration to enter inte any firm agreement

A whole set of mistakes and serious
blunders ! The whole thing is a
disgraceful exhibition of what has
happened.

More interesting are the reports
of wvarious Public Accounts Com-
mittees from time to time which
give a fair indication of what has
been happening. I am now reading
from the Report of the Auditor-
General for the year 1963-64. This
is what the Auditor-General says in
paragraph 238 (ii) with regard to
the Paranthan Chemicals Corpora-
tion.

“The audited accounts of the Corpora-
tion for the year ended March 31st, 1963,
had been sent to the Chairman. The
accounts of the Corporation for the year
ended March 31st, 1963, had not been

rendered for audit up to May 3lst,
1965—"

That is over two years prior to
the date of the report. The accounts
had still not been sent up for audit

“-—despite the fact that the delay was
brought to the notice of the Chairman in
January 1965 aund again in _March 1965,
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of Industries and Fisheries, in April
1965. ”

That is about the Paranthan
Chemicals Corporation. Here is a
report of the Public Accounts Com-

mittee published as Parliamentary
Series No. 4:

“Your Committee are contrained to
observe that the accounts that were made
available for examination by your Com-
mittee relate to the year ended March
31st, 1962, and the repeated requests made
by the Auditor-General to the Chairman
and the Permanent Secretary to render
accounts of the Corporation for the sub-
sequent years had been of no avail— ”

They just ignore—

“—Your Committee note that the
Public Accounts Committee in January
1963 considered that the defects pointed
out by the Auditor-General merited on
the spot inquiry and the Committee
visited the place and looked into those
defects. Since then the inability of the
Corporation to get its accounts in order
hardly bears explanation. ”

That is the verdict of the body
appointed by this House to look into
the audit reports and report to us.
“The inability of the Corporation
to get its accounts in order hardly
bears examination.” It continues:

“Your Committee noted with regret
that the last accounts of this Corporation
had been tabled in the House of Repre-
sentatives on December 31st, 1958, and
that no attempt had been made to render
the accounts for audit within a reasonable
period of the close of the financial year.

Your Committee trust that the Ministry
would take effective efforts to ensure
that the Corporation renders its annual
accounts for audit without delay in the
future. ”

I am not blaming anybody. But it
just shows the kind of slipshod man-
ner in which we have conducted all
these matters. That is why when
governments run into the habit of
setting up corporations, we get a
little alarmed. We are now multi-
plying boards and corporations, but
no effort is being made to systemati-
cally control these organizations and

see that proper work is being carried
on.

As a matter of fact, hon. Members
will bear with me if I say this: as
Minister of Finance, I suggested 'that

-
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we should set up a body of accoun-.

tants attached to the Treasury and
systematize the accounts of all these
industrial corporations, to see that
they are properly drawn up, properly
carried out, and that they are attend-
ed to in time. I do not know
whether that has been done. I do
not think anything has been done.—-
[Interruption]. That is one of the
points that has been raised. There is
no internal audit carried out at
Paranthan Chemicals Corporation.
They do not have even a place where
they could stock their things.

In paragraph 167 (b) (iii) of the
report published as Parliamentary
Series No. 19 of 1964, the Auditor-
General states:

“Parts of the Lauryl Alcohol plant the
value of which was Rs. 1 1/2 millions had
been stored under cover but the balance
continued to lie exposed to the elements.
Rs. 225,000.00 was spent on constructing
a building to house this plant but the
building was not utilised for the
purpose. ”’

You put up a building to house a
plant but the building is used for
somathing else. This is what.the Pub-
lic Accounts Committee Report con-
tinues to say :

“In this connection Your Committee
examined the Permanent Secretary to the
Min'stry of Industries and Fisheries and
the Chairman of the Corporation. It was
revealed that two experts from Israel and
West Germany who were requested to
examine this plant had reported that it
cannot be used and that the Cabinet had
approved fhe write-off of this amount
and also that action will be taken to
dispose of that early.”

How do you like that? You just
write off Rs. 13 million! Nobody 1is
held responsible or guilty for this
criminal neglect.

« With regard to the building cons-
tructed to house the plant, your Com-
mittee was informed that it is only a
par’fcly completed building without a
roof ..o .

And Rs. 23 lakhs was spent for the
purpose ! Whoever it is who is res-
ponsible for ithis criminal neglect
should be called to account; other-
wise two years hence you will be on
the same footing as before:
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(D Gapevppest o GBI )

Mr. Speaker, you remember I re-
ferred to the lime kiln. Here is some-
thing about the lime kiln :

«n paragraph 167 (b) (vi) of his
report published in Parliamentary Series
No. 19 of 1964, the Auditor-General
states that a lime kiln originally cons-
tructed at a cost of Rs. 53,500 could not
be used due to faulty construction, and
that a further sum of Rs. 31,538 was
spent on it in 1960/1961.”

I have already referred to that in
dealing with Ithe first Report.

« The entire expenditure of Rs. 85,038
had not resulted in any benefit to the
Corporation. The Chairman of the Paran-
than Chemicals Corporation who appeared
before your Committee stated that a
Colombo firm of building engineers cons-
tructed this lime kiln on 2 design
provided by the Burma Shell Company. ”

The Burma Shell Company provided
the design, and a reputed firm of
puilding engineers in Colombo cons-

tructed the building—and Rs. 85,000
went west !

«your Committee was unable to
understand why a further sum of

Rs. 31.538 was spent to correct the faulty
construction if the Corporation was not
going to use the lime kiln and are of the
opinion that cases of this nature require
very critical investigation with a view
to . fixing responsibility on the officers
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concerned and the assessment of their

liability for the loss which the Corpora-
tion has sustained. ”

Surely some officers are responsible
for making recommendations and
passing Ithese various building plans.

“In conclusion, Your Committee desire
to reproduce the following observations
made by a previous Public Accounts
Committee in its first report published in
the Third Session of the Fifth Parlia-
ment :

‘The construction of the lime Kkiln
referred to earlier, seems to have been
embarked on in the most casual
manner. Tenders were called for to
build the Kkiln according 4o designs
and specifications to be supplied by
the Corporation. The lowest tender
appears to have been accepted, but
no contract was entered into with the
tenderer when the kiln was cons-
tructed ....”

Tenders were called for but no con-
tract was entered into with the ten-
derer whose tender was accepted.
How can you tolerate this? I do not
know what the Treasury was doing at
this time. What was the Permanent
Secretary doing ? If you do not profit
by these mistakes, you are going to
make these mistakes all over again.
That is my complaint. Imagine the
tremendous waste involved in all this.

“When the kiln was constructed the
contractor was not called upon to com-
mission it, but was paid the full amount
due to him. The kiln failed soon after it
was fired for the first time and was there-
upon abandoned. No attempt has been
made to ascertain the cause of the failure.
There is suspicion that the construction
was not according to design, but this has
not been ascertained. On the other hand,
it is not unlikely that with a slight degree
of attention the kiln would have become
workable and would yet justify the
expenditure incurred on it.”

So, this is the kind of thing we have
had in the past.

The Report of the Public Accounts
Committee in Parliamenltary Series
No. 9 says this of the Paranthan
Chemicals Corporation :

“The Auditor-General ...... has
reported that included in the above
amount were the following buildings

When the matter was discussed by
the Public Accounts Committee on
December 14, 1966, the chairman of
the corporation explained :

“The partally constructed building
for the D. D. T. Plant is in a state of
complete disrepair and is being demo-
lished. The building to house the
Sulphuric Acid Plant is of hardly any use
and will be disposed of by public tender.”
After spending Rs. 142,000 they start

demolishing the building !

In regard to the lime kiln he said
that it was not possible to fix respon-
sibility for the faulty construction on
any officer of the corporation. It was
also stated that the chairman of the
corporation had informed the Audi-
tor-General in February 1967 that
“the Lauryl Alcohol Plant buildings
were being completed to suit the
present needs of the corporation.”
Are you again starting another
building for the Lauryl Alcohol
Plant ?

The Committee also noted that the
corporation takes a number of years
to construct a building and that after
completion the corporation dces not
know what to do with it. Fine how-d’
ye do, this is! This is to provide
employment. It is just like your
digging a hole, removing the earth,
filling the whole again, then digging
it once more and repeating the pro-
cess. In the same way you are
putting up buildings and demolishing
them. In one year they decide to
dispose of the building by public
tender and in the subsequent year
they use the bricks for some other
purpose. The report states :

“Your Committee are perturbed over
the entire procedure. It is not satisfac-
tory that the Corporation should keep
on changing its intention. Your Commit-
tee are of the view that a firm decision
should be taken and trust the Ministry
will'dHelp liguidate the problems once

What are we discussing? We are
entitled to discuss even what is
happening today, because we must
know what is happening now. You
are asking us to accept these reports,
and this is the tale of woe that we
have got to face. We do not know
whether the same thing is not con-
tinuing, judging from what has
happened. You have just been writ-
ing off various types of losses, and
so on. And the same thing is being
repeated year after year.

I am sorry I have taken a little
time. I thought it would be desirable
to draw the attention of the House
to what is really happening in some
of these corporations, because I do
think that unless this House makes
up its mind to exercise greater vigi-
lance with regard to these corpora-
tions, a good deal of money will be
wasted. It is not an answer to say that
they are making some profit—like
your milk condensery. What is the
use of making a profit by charging
much more than what the«consumer
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should pay ? You are producing con-
densed milk at Rs. 1.35 when the im-
ported variety 1is obtainable at 95
cents. What is the benefit of this?
And you are depriving the people of
their milk. That is not a real solution
to this problem. We have got to get
down to the job of finding out
whether it is worthwhile just setting
up industries because we want to
say we have set up so many indus-
tries. And you allow those in charge
to run those industries at their will.

Take, for instance, the cement
factory. It is true they have made a
considerable profit, but do you think
the position is satisfactory ? When it
is possible to import cement into this
country at Rs. 450 a bag why should
we have to pay Rs. 10 to Rs. 12 a
bag for locally produced cement ? I
remember, when we started this ven-
ture we thought we would be able to
provide cement at about Rs. 5 to Rs.
6. That was the whole purpose. But
now we are just mulcting the consu-
mer. I think we should reconsider this

whole aspect.

I did take a little time because I
wanted to draw the atention of the
House to the kind of bungling that
has been going on. We must try and
avoid that kind of bungling and
exercise greater vigilance with regard
to the functioning of these corpora-

tions.

I want to make some references to
the Paranthan Chemicals Corpora-
tion. This institution was set up by
the UN.P. Government when they
were in office before 1956. They gave
the contracts to some imperialist firm
and set up a plant without any kind
of proper planning. The contract
was given to a firm which had not
dealt with chemical plants before
that. In fact, this was the first and
the last contract of this type that
they handled, and the firm went into
liquidation after this plant was ins-
talled! And the method they used
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for producing caustic soda and
chlorine was a method which was not
used by any other firm. It was a
method that had been tried out and
abandoned by others. The electroly-
tic cells that were used at the Paran-
than Chemicals were of a new type,
and there are some peculiar machi-
nery which are not used by any other
country in the world. What is more,
there has been no proper planning
with regard to utilization of the
various products of this industry.
There is a big demand for caustic
soda by Lever Brothers and other
firms for manufacturing certain of
their products, but the more caustic
soda you produce the more chlorine
you emanate because that is a by-
product. The chlorine has either to
be utilized or made harmless, but
they found no method of making the
chlorine harmless. The chlorine was
not collected because it had no mar-
ket in Ceylon. Even the paper mill
was not producing sufficient paper
for bleaching purposes. They tried
to export chlorine to Burma. Burma
was not prepared to pay anything
even to cover the cost of transport.
So the chlorine was let into the air.
That secret has not been mentioned
in any of these official reports.

The lauryl alcohol plant was to be
set up at Seeduwa. If it had been
left at Seeduwa, at least today we
could have sold the machinery, which
consisted of various parts made of
good, solid steel that would not cor-
rode even when the machinery was
exposed to the elements. But what
happened was that this plant was
transferred to Paranthan without any
proper plans for the setting up of the
plant. Because of the gases that are
supposed to emanate from the elec-
trolytic cells, they thought that the
lauryl alcohol plant must be taken
to Paranthan. The most important
raw material for lauryl alcohol is
coconut oil. Coconut oil, which i
the heavier raw material needed for
the lauryl alcohol plant, is produced
mainly in the low-country and not

in the North. So when thev took this
Ao

plant, they had to tra
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coconut oil from the Western Pro-
vince, the Southern Province and the
North Western Province, the major
coconut producing areas, to Paran-
than Chemicals in the Northern Pro.-
vince, the hydrogen element being
produced at Paranthan. By the time
the plant was taken and they started
putting up a building there, the
chlorine that passed into the atmos-
phere was not only corroding the
Paranthan Chemicals plant but
training the entire vegetation in the
area.

Three years ago I went there and
I saw the devastating result of this
chlorine gas that emanated. The
lauryl alcohol plant was corroded by
the chlorine produced at the factory.

Then they had a sulphuric acid
plant which also had to be abandon-
ed. Ceylon needed only a few hund-
red tons of sulphuric acid. This plant
produced 3,000 tons, Then the expert
said that if you did not produce the
3,000 tons but produced only a small
quantity and left the plant without
operating it for the greater portion of
the year, the corrosive action of the
sulphuric acid left in the plant would
be so damaging that this plant would
deteriorate very rapidly. So they put
up the building for the sulphuric acid
plant, and a portion of the plant was
installed, but then the chlorine start-
ed corroding the entire sulphuric acid
plant.

The only thing they could produce
was caustic soda, for which there was
a big demand. So they were trying
to produce the maximum amount of
caustic soda. The more caustic soda
you produce the greater the corrosion
that takes place in the whole factory
including the caustic soda plant.

That was the tragedy that occurred
at Paranthan, and it was the result of
the work of the much advertised
British firm which took the contract
to design and plan Paranthan Chemi-
cals. They produced a monster that
was to ruin our industrial develop-
ment altogether. That is the long
and the short of it. Still, after this

. Gov%ﬁment came into power, and
Soeyen' (UHow, the consultants for

o

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the industries that have been set
up by the socialist countries are
British consultants. This Govern-
ment has undying faith in them, in
spite of the lesson of Paranthan. I
say it was deliberate sabotage by
British imperialists when they pro-
duced a plant which destroyed itself,
when they made no attempt to find
an economic use for its by-products,
and when they could not effect the
disposal of its by-product, chlorine,
a very corrosive gas. They were res-
ponsible for the enormous losses that
have been caused, but these reports
do not mention that the lauryl
alcohol plant worth millions of
rupees was exposed to the corrosive
action of chlorine. The sulphuric
acid plant that was set up there was
completely corroded by chlorine be-
fore sulphuric acid could be produced.
Even the caustic soda plant had to
be completely repaired and renovated
because of the corrosive action of the
chlorine that was let into the air.
Sometimes when the wind changes
direction chlorine blows right into
the factory and becomes harmful to
the workers in the factory.

That is the position with regard to
the Paranthan Chemicals tragedy. I
think the consultants for Paranthan
Chemicals are still a British firm.

A report was issued by the East
German experts who were here in
about 1963 or 1964. They recom-
mended methods by which the situa-
tion could be rectified. They pointed
out that for the production of caus-
tic soda you do not need the process
of electrolytic cells. It could be done
by chemical methods so that no
chlorine would emanate. In America
and some of the countries with
advanced industrialization and
advanced technology, they do not
use this process for the production of
caustic soda where chlorine is the
by-product. If chlorine is needed as
a by-product commercially for other
purposes, then there is no harm in
producing the by-product. Ceylon
produces a by-product which you

cannot dispose of without.damaging, -and, gertain other items.
your own plant. But your¢an produceah
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caustic soda and calcium chloride,
which does not corrode, by the
chemical process. The chemical pro-
cess was not the process that was
introduced at Paranthan Chemicals
by the British firm that took the
contract to set up the factory. Taking
advantage of the ignorance of the
previous Government and their com-
plete faith in the British experts,
this British firm made huge profits
from the contracts but produced a
monster which ruined the whole
factory. That is the lesson we have
to learn.

The burden passed to the S.L.F.P.
Government, and they did not know
what to do. They tried their best.
The best engineers available tried to
save the situation, It was beyond
them.

Now what is the result ? Not only

has the lauryl alcohol plant that was |

imported and never put into opera-
tion got completely corroded by
chlorine gas,
produce lauryl alcohol.

Now, if we produce lauryl alcohol
from coconut oil, the value of the

product increases four-fold. You can
export lauryl alecohol and not coco- |

nut oil. Tf you process it hicher—
coconut oil is the raw material for
detergents, pharmaceuticals
other products—it can be sold at
four times the value of coconut oil.
We shall get far more foreign ex-
change by processing coconut oil,
producing lauryl alcohol and export-
ing it.

That advantage has been lost to us |

because of the treachery of the
British imperialist concerns which,

under the guise of bein? friends, |

were introducing chemical industries
into Ceylon in a way that would com-
pletely undermine the prospect of
chemical industrial development.

There is a report which experts
from the German Democratic Re-
public produced. They went into the
process of producing caustic soda
without emanating chlorine gas, and
they recommended this for adoption
in Ceylon so that we could increase
the output of caustic soda to meet
our entire needs. Today we cannot
meet our entire requirements of
caustic soda because we cannot
tackle the by-product, chlorine, and
we are compelled to import a por-
tion of our requirements of caustic
soda. It is not that the Paranthan
chemical plant cannot produce the
caustic soda that we need but that if
we do produce more we cannot
tackle the by-product, chlorine ; if
we do produce more, the chlorine
will ruin the whole of the Northern
Province with its corrosive effects.
That is the tragedy of the Paranthan
chemical industry.

I would draw the attention of the
Ministry concerned to the fact that
even now we must seriously con-
sider the question of installing a
a lauryl alcohol plant. Just because
the former lauryl alcohol plant was
corroded by the elements, one should
not form the impression that that is
not a feasible project for Ceylon.

We have the oil refinery and the
fertilizer plant. You will therefore
have any amount of hydrogen gas
from the oil refinery and the ferti-
lizer plant, Then you need not go to
Paranthan Chemicals for hyrogen
through the electolization of sodium
chloride. You will have any amount
of hydrogen in Kelaniya for the
lauryl alcohol plant, and at the Qils
and Fats Corporation at Seeduwa.
And even now, with the integrated
industrial complex, lauryliizaleohol

one of the industries we should " set

up. That will be the second plant,
the first having, as I said earlier,
been damaged by the chlorine,

This kind of blunder that has been
committed in the past eventually
discourages people from under-
taking industrial developn}ent,
especially the processing of agricul-
tural products. Enormous damage
has been done to the country not only
from the point of view of the money
that has been wasted but also by the
creation of the impression that we
are not capable of doing these things.

So I would earnestly request the
Government to give up their blind
faith in those who have betrayed us
repeatedly, the imperialists, and to
take advice from the countries which
are giving disinterested and genuine
advice, the socialist countries.

You have read the report that was
produced in 1964-65 by the German
Democratic Republic experts on an
integrated chemical industry for
Ceylon. That will give you some idea
of what should be done and of the
need to liberate yourself from this
slavish approach to everything
imperialist and to try to understand
the problems facing the country. I
think the hon, Parliamentary Secre-
tary to the Minister of Industries and
Fisheries has sufficient common-
sense and understanding for that.

House, no changes can take place.

That is one of the reasons why, des-
pite several years of reporting,
despite the special committee sitting
on the Paranthan Chemicals Corpora-
tfion, no action was taken to set
matters right. When Mr. R. S. V.
Poulier, an honourable Member of a
previous Government, was here, a
special sub-committee was set up
which visited Paranthan, conducted a
special investigation on the spot, and
made a number of valuable recom-
mendations, all of which just remain
on paper—at least most of them.
That is one aspect of the matter.

The other is that while today there
is accepted the general principle of
project evaluation before you begin
any of these new ventures, as the
hon. Member for = Yatiyantota
(Dr. N. M. Perera) pointed out, as a
result of the special lesson we
learned from this experience, there
should be a correct evaluation of
what is exactly expected before you
embark upon an expenditure of
several millions.

A number of hon. Members who
happen to be on the side of any gov-
ernment get bright ideas—some of
which are fruitful and some disas-
trous—and these bright ideas are
passed on to Ministers. A Minister
thinks, “ Here’s something which will
perpetuate my name if I associated
myself with it”, and embarks upon
expenditure which turns out to be
disastrous. That is something which
to the Planning
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I should be very glad if the hon.
Parliamentary Secretary also uses
his position in this set-up to see that
the Planning Ministry is consulted
before a project is sanctioned or the
use of foreign exchange is permitted
to embark on a venture. Adequate
steps should be taken to see that
there is proper budgeting, internal
control, cost-accounting methods, and
all those things. That is what we
have stressed over the last two years
at the Public Accounts Committee. I
trust the Hon. Minister of Industries
would take steps in that direction.

There is one other matter, and that
is in regard to chemical engineering.
We have had industries from the
days of the first U. N. P. Government
but the University of Ceylon has de-
layed this question of a Chair for
Chemical Engineering. I still do not
know whether there is a Chair even
now. One of the reasons is that there
are internal jealousies within the
university. There are persons evein
in the academic sphere—and this is
one of the saddest tragedies which
we have in this country—who like to
carve out empires for themselves and
prevent anybody else from achieving
a position which might be construed
as taking away irom his imperial
majesty who happens to be the head
of the faculty. This is what has
happened and has been happening
for a long time. This is a matter
which I have been wanting to bring
to the attention of this House.

We have the Paranthan Chemicals
Corporation and a number of other
ancillary industries but none of them
has engineers trained In Ceylon.
Chemical engineering is one of the
special spheres in engineering sadly
neglected in this country. This is a
matter which ought to be corrected
aven now. Adequate steps must be
taken to see that industries which we
have embarked upon both in the pub-
lic sector and in the private sector
are able to get the necessary techni-
cal personnel and technical advice by
seeing to it that the necessary, train:
ing is provided in our unteersivy.

Member for Yatiyantota
raised the question of how
large amounts have been written off.
I want to read from the report for
1960-61 :

“The total excess of expenditure over
income as at 31.3.62 amounts to
Rs. 5,274,394.14. We understand that the
Government has decided in December,
1962, that the loans amounting in all to
Rs. 3,539,014 as at that time and the in-
terest accrued thereon be written off.”

It is just like that—written off!
The report continues :

“The loans given up to 31.3.62 amount-
ed to Rs. 2,800,000 and the interest pro-
vided up to 31.3.61 amounted to
Rs. 82,15251. The total capitalization
value at that time was Rs. 13,000,762. ”

This corporation has gone on in
this fashion without any government
control, without any private or pub-
lic investigation, in a most lackadai-
sical manner, that it has become the
horror of Ceylon. But in itself this
is a corporation that we could be

proud of.

Let the hon. Doctor from Akuressa
confine himself to the little medicine
he knows.

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discussed then, it was a matter of
sulphates but today we use urea. In
a couple of years’ time we do not
know what chemical changes and re-
actions will take place. I am only a
layman. I can only make available
to you knowledge I have gathered
from reports. I will never try to
place anything before the House or
the country or speak of anything
about which I do not know, and thus
dupe the people.

Paranthan Chemicals is today run-
ning at a profit. When our salt-based
chemical  projects come  into
operation, I tell you, Paranthan
Chemicals will be a corporation that
Ceylon could be proud of. You want
to write it off ; you want to wash it
down. If a Britisher makes it, it is no
good ; if a Russian makes it, it is
good ; if a Chinaman makes it, it is
better. What is all this nonsense ?
What sort of chemical reaction would
be caused by the pigment of the skin
of the person handling this? That
sort of chemical reaction can only
come from the sordid mentality of a
partisan, a mentality which is against
national development, a mentality
which is always biassed, even to the
extent of sacrificing the development
of a country. This is not a thing that
we from the Ministry of Industries
will take from you at any stage.

As I told you, we are discussing
the accounts of 10 years ago. I am
sorry this state of affairs should have
been allowed to obtain. As we

came into the Ministry of Industries,
my Minister’s earliest instructions
were that the accounts of all cor-
porations, not Paranthan Chemicals
alone, must be tabled for discussion
before the Budget of the following
year, and I am proud to tell the House
that the accounts for 1964-65 of this
corporatoin whose previous accounts
we have placed before you today, are
now ready for tabling in Parliament.
If time permits before this Session is
over, before Prorogation, we shall try
to bring it to you, but failing that,
definitely at the earliest possible date
in the next Session.
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The accounts for 1965-66 of the
Paranthan Chemicals Corporation
are with the printers and the
accounts for the year 1966-67 have
been balanced and are now with the
auditors. :

We have tried to see that public
money that is handed over to the
Ministry of Industries for develop-
ment of this country is used in a way
that this House and the country
expects us to use it. We are prepared
to answer for if.

There was a lot of talk about the
lauryl alcohol plant. Here again the
hon. Member for Akuressa spoke
about this matter not knowing what
had happened. If he had asked me
earlier I would have told him what
happened. .

When we took office we found that
it was a mistake to have installed the
lauryl alcohol plant at Paranidan. So
what did we do ? Tt was lying there
for ten years. We took it out and
installed it at Seeduwa. Very soon we

will start our fat-splitting at
Seeduwa and we will export the
lauryl alcohol that we  pro-
duce. The hon. Members oppo-

site try to make out as if everything
is a loss and the whole thing has been
mismanaged. They read lessons of
correction to us and say, “ You must
be careful of this. You must be care-
ful of that. This is the lesson you
must learn.” If there is one lesson
that has to be learned from the docu-
ments that I have placed before you
today, it is the lesson that this country
must have a correct government.
That is the most important thing that
we must have, and not a government
that will permit fraudulent use of
public funds and the curtailment of
development in this country. The
country must not have a government
of that sort. That is the lesson we
should learn.

The question of manufacture of
chlorine was taken up. I must inform
the hon. Members that we have
attended to these matters.

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hours—I shall read out a passage

from the Annual Report of the Cen-

tral Bank of Ceylon for the year 1967.

This is what it says at page 56 with

regard to the Paranthan Chemicals

Corporation.

“In 1967, the production of caustic soda
declined marginally while the production
of chlorine and table salt increased. Out
of raw salt, the Corporation produces
caustic soda, chlorine gas and hydrogen

gas. Although caustic soda has a ready
market (the Corporation now pro-
duces. ”

That is now——

“ —about 30 per cent of Ceylon’s needs),
chlorine is not so saleable— "

As the learned Doctor mentioned,
Sir, we had an offer for our chlorine
from Burma a few years ago and also,
I believe, another offer from Malay-
sia for chlorinating their water. What
happened to that offer ? The people
who were in office did not even pro-
ceed with the discussions. As a result
the contract was given to somebody
else. I believe one country set up
their own plant. The net result was
that we lost our chances of selling our
excess chlorine. The report of the
Central Bank continues to say :

“—Thus the Corporation’s ability to
dispose of surplus chlorine (now it is
rented) determines the output of other
chemicals. With the slow expansion of
the demand for chlorine in Ceylon, the
Corporation worked well below capacity.
Nevertheless, the ration of capacity utili-
zation has been improving over the last
few years due to the gradual increase in
the demand. Meanwhile, the Corpora-
tion has increased its output of another
by-product, namely, refined table salt.

There was a steady increase in the in-
come of the Corporation over the last five
years; it increased marginally in 1967.
This was because the increase in income
from chlorine in 1967 offset slight declines
in income from caustic soda and table
salt ; this bears out the claim that the
key to the financial viability of this enter-
prise is the saleability of chlorine. In-
creased wages and higher prices paid for
raw materials of salt put up costs
during the year. There were no price
revisions in 1967. The Corporation re-
corded a profit of Rs. 389,466 on all its
activities in 1967.”

‘That is the second year in which
this corporation has made a vrofit.

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a dead loss every year, and as I have
shown you there were losses of
almost Rs. 15 million to Rs. 18
million. For two years now we have
been able to show a profit. As I said
tne profit for the year 1967 was more
than double that of the previous
year

“The new Hydro-chloric Acid Plant of
the Paranthan Chemicals Corporation
was completed, and it will commence pro-
duction in 1968. This plant which will

use about 400 tons of chlorine will par-
tially solve the chronic problem of sur-

plus chlorine of the Corporation. In 1967,
the Corporation also fabricated a plant
to produce potassium chloride, which is

now in an experimental stage of produc-
tion. Feasibility studies are being made
for the manufacture of soda ash and
ammonium chloride. »

So you see, Sir, we are doing our
best at Paranthan Chemicals Corpo-
ration not merely to keep the plant
going but also to make further pro-
gress.

I wish to say this in regard to the
remarks made by the hon. Member
for Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera).
The difficulty with these corporations
was that they were all regarded
earlier as pilot projects and not as
full-fledged, commercial, economical
units. In fact the hon. Member had
occasion earlier to refer to seeni bola
industries. Industries were regarded
as toys for children, to tickle and
amuse them. No wonder there were
problems.

In regard to Paranthan Chemicals
Corporation we found the manage-
ment hopeless, so much so that we
had to do away with the personnel
and get new personnel who have now
put the corporation back on its feet.
They made a profit of half a million
rupees last year, and they will make
more this year.

I would ask the House to pass this
Motion and the other Motions that
will be moved presently and to con-
gratulate my Minister on the excel-
éent work that has been and is being

But
now the experts and the consultants
say that probably a larger plant
would be required, bécause not only
are you going to make fertilizer for

our own use but also there is the
possibility that you can sell the fer-
tilizer in countries in South-East
Asia, particularly India whicli im-
ports more than: 60 per cent. f its
present requirements and will con-
tinue to import fertilizer for a long
time to come. So, if you are think-
ing of a larger plant, one with a capa-
city of about 350,000 tons, the cost
would go up to about Rs. 3 million.

There also arises the question of
what type of fertilizer you are going
to produce. We have to work very
closely with the Hon. Minister of
Nationalized Services because the oil
refinery is going to be on a naphtha
base. Therefore, those are the diffi-
culties we have at the moment.

But from what my Minister has
told me, he is of the opinion that we
will not be able to make a start on
this factory during the current year.

The one instance where I had tb

disagree with the Hon. Minister was

in the choice of a chairman for the
board of this corporation. I find that
nothing much had been done during

I notice this from the Report. It
says—

“In regard to ammonium sulphate, it
became increasingly apparent that its
local manufacture could not be rationally
upheld despite its traditional popularity
in the country. Firstly, ammonium sul-
phate production involved the importa-
tion of a major raw material, sulphur.
Considering the tonnages that were
needed, it was essential that this product
be imported in bulk. Since the Colombo
Harbour had no facilities for the mechan-
ised discharge of bulk cargoes, this in it-
self posed a major problem for
ammonium sulphate production. Second-
ly, in recent years there has been a
serious shortage of sulphur in the world.
World prices of sulphur have accordingly
reached almoest unprecedented levels.
The overall impact of this on the project
would have been high production costs,
a high foreign exchange component in
production costs and total dependence of
foreisn sources for raw materials

supply. "—
Subsequently, I think, they have
made some changes.

“There was also an additional problem
with ammonium sulphate, more related to
questions of agronomy. In certain paddy
growing areas, the use of ammonium sul-
phate had produced sulphur toxicity....”

The Board therefore felt that alterna-
tive sources of nitrogen should be ex-
amined for local production, minimising,
if not eliminating the production of
ammonium sulphate. Technical and eco-
nomic studies were made in regard to the
possible manufacture of products, such as
urea, calcium aminonium nitrate and
ammonium chloride. ”

to be the most favourable alternative,
since it is the most concentrated solid nit-

materials. Though economic considera-
tions favoured the production of urea, its
acceptability to Ceylon’s crops as the
principal source of nitrogen had to be
ascertained. It was well-known however

that urea was being extensively used in
other countries. ”

amount of preliminary advertising
campaign has to be started by Gov-
ernment in order to encourage its
use.

The report further states—

“The ammonia plant would have
sufficient capacity to produce approxi-
mately 900 tons a day of urea.”

I do not know whether there is
any change in the present structure
and so on as a result of the contem-
plated changes.. I do not know. We
should certainly like to know the
present position.

We are now going to spend Rs. 190
million and probably more as a result
of devaluation.

Obviously you should call for
tenders now from areas like England
for as a result of devaluation prices
have come down and they will be in
a more competitive position as
against other countries who could
now demand an additional
percentage, say 20 per cent., because
of devaluation.

We do want the ferti-
lizer factory very urgently because
the amount of money that is being
drained out of this country on ferti-
lizers is between Rs. 70 to Rs. 100
million a year. As against that you
have to balance this other question
of calling for fresh tenders in the
light of devaluation. I should like to
have some information on that.

I must say that unless we look
sharp we will find the same mistake
recurring as in th2 case of the Paran-
than Chemicals Corporation.

In all there are fifty-
seven students who have returned.
Twenty-eight of them have qualified
in engineering, seven in economics,
five in medicine, five in agriculture,
five in law, two in philology, one in
history, one in biology, one in philo-
sophy, motor mechanics and chemis-
try one each. Most of them have
qualified in the Soviet Union, and
some in the socialist countries in
Europe, and in China..

Now a large number of these
graduates have found employment.
Almost all of them who qualified in
engineering have found employment
under the River Valleys Develop-
ment Board, in the Agriculture
Department, under the Irrigation
Department, and they are holding
very responsible posts. Graduates in
economics have found employment
under the highest administrative
scientific body in Ceylon, namely,
the Planning Department. Three of
them have been recognized by the
Public Service Commission and given
permanent appointments in the Plan-
ing Department ; others have found
employment at the Flour Mill, the

Steel Factory and various other cor-
porations, so that about 70 per cent

of these students have found employ-
ment ; but the Minister says he does
not recognize the degrees obtained by
these students.

This is a very anomalous situation.
The Public Service Commission has
recognized these degrees and given
those students employment in the
State Planning Department isvhich jis

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Now the Education Department
has refused to give him recognition.
I inquired from the National Coun-
cil of Higher Education. They say
they have no facilities in order to

have an office to consider the ques-
tion of recognizing various degrees
from foreign countries. So, these
students are placed in a very difficult
position and the story has got around
that the Government is not going to
recognize these degrees.

As regards medical degrees, the
Medical Council has now laid down
that according to the regulations they
have recognized degrees of the
SQoviet Unicn, and also those of
China, Japan; and in accordance
with the Ordinance these students
will be recognized and allowed to
practice as qualified medical men in
Ceylon after going through a practi-
cal traniing in Ceylon.

As regards engineering students

there is no problem as they are given
permanent employment in the Steel
Corporation and the Flour Mill.

Some of them have been sent
abroad again to obtain a higher
degree and specialization in the
various branches of enginearing that
they are now engaged in. S0, in
actual fact, a large number of techni-
cal degrees have been recognized. The
only regrettable feature of this matter
is that if these degrees and the prac-
tical training are to the advantage of
various government departments
they readily employ them. But they
do not want to take the responsibility

of saying they recognize these
degrees.
The Minister has been instru-

mental in securing them scholarships
and sending them abroad to the
various countries which spend
money on these scholars for six years,
and it is a condition of the scholar-
shipdthat each countrv will look after
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their health, provide them proper
accommodation, and give them an
allowance every month for pocket
expenses. Everything is found for
them in the country where they are
given the scholarship, and the Minis-
ter has collaborated with the Soviet
Government in getting them to
undergo this training. So, when a
student is offered a job in some
establishment, if the Minister says
that his degree cannot be recognized,
it is extremely unfair.

Arising out of this matter, I
would like to draw the attention of
the hon. Parliamentary Secretary
to the fact that last year we sent
over 30 students to the Moscow and
Lumumba Friendship Universities,
but this year so far no action has
been taken to send any students to
either of these two universities. As
far as I am aware, the Lumumba

Master’s degree. e 2 Friendship University is a little
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nervous about encouraging students
to come there because this doubt
has been cast regarding the recog-
nition of degrees conferred by them.
The Moscow University has no
provision for granting scholarships
to students from abroad ; they only
take in scholars at the request of
foreign governments. Every year
the Ceylon Government requests

the Moscow University to take in a~

specified number of scholars, but
this year so far no steps have been
taken by the Ceylon Government in
that direction. The Lumumba
Friendship University has indicated
that they are prepared to take in
about five students this year ; nor-
mally, they take in about 30 every
year. This year, as recognition of
their degrees has not been officially
announced they seem to be a little
nervous about taking in a larger
number of students.

In answer to a question raised
recently regarding the recognition
of degrees conferred by the Moscow
and the Lumumba Friendship Uni-
versities, this is the answer given by
the Government :

“The National Council of Higher
Education has not recognized as yet the
degrees awarded by the Patrice Lumumba
Friendship University of the U.S.S.R.
The National Council of Higher Education
has called for necessary particulars in
order to take a decision on the matter.
They have not yet received the informa-
tion called for as yet.”—

And I can state categorically that
they have not inquired either from
the Lumumba University or from
the Moscow University. On inquiry
1 found that there has been no
correspondence with these univer-
sities. So I do not know from whom
this information has been sought.

That is specifically stated in this
reply by Mr. Wimalasena, the Par-
liamentary Secretary to the Finance
Minister. Further he says:

« Scholarships to this university are
normally advertised by the Ministry
of Education and Cultural Affairs
and I am informed that the number
of students seeking higher education
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in Ceylon is proportionately greater than
the facilities available locally. These
scholarships are offered voluntarily by
the U.S.S.R. just as in the case of other
countries. Hence, it is considered fair to
give an opportunity, to those students
who seek higher education, to avail
themselves of these facilities. In these
circumstances, these scholarships conti-
nue to be advertised. "—[ OFFICIAL REPORT,
94th March 1968 ; Vol. 77, cc. 2242.1

They are normally advertised in
March for selection. This year there
have been no steps taken yet to
advertise. As you know, the num-
ber of applicants qualifying for
admission to the Ceylon University
outnumber the vacancies that are
available in the Ceylon University.
So there are large numbers of
students who are qualified for
higher education who can avail
themselves of these scholarships
offered by the socialist countries.
This year no steps have been taken.
A large majority of these who have
qualified are actually employed in
the wvarious technical departments.
They are not merely employed but
they have shown themselves as
graduates who are mnot only very
well qualified but are serving the
various departments very well,
bringing credit to the countries
which had given them training in
higher education.

The Government admitted that
they have not the opportunities of
providing higher educational faci-
lities for all those who are qualified,
but this year they have not yet
taken any steps to make use of the
opportunities  offered by the
Lumumba University or the State
University, which have always been
ready to accommodate a large num-
ber of students from Ceylon.
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So I would earnestly request the
hon. Parliamentary Secretary to
draw the attention of the Minister
to this matter and give formal
recognition to the degrees of those
who are already qualified in Eco-
nomics, History, Geography and
various subjects which they had
been asked to specialize in while
they were studying in Moscow, and
also to make use of this opportunity,
even though late. It is not too late.
The admissions are in September.
The university sessions begin in
September. So, there is still time
to consider the question of sending
as many students as possible to the
Lumumba University and to the
Moscow State University from

Ceylon this year.
