Mr. Speaker, while I am not

opposed to the proposed Bill to
amend the Ceylon (Parliamentary
Elections) Order in Council, as it has
had the unanimous support of all
parties, represented as they were by
what I call the cream of talent, I
would like to say a few words with-
out taking much of the time of this
House.

Firstly, it appears that recent
legislation has a tendency towards
removing the little glamour or
tamasha which, hitherto, used to be
associated with elections, and parti-
cularly general elections, with all the
banners, posters, processions and
loudspeakers. In spite of the fact
that we Ceylonese are a volatile
nation, we are, by doing this, trying
to imitate or emulate the example of
the phlegmatic British. I am afraid
that henceforth elections are going to
be dull, drab and dreary as ditch
water. :

However, I would like to make a
few suggestions for the consideration
of the next Joint Select Committee
that would sit on a future date.

There is a proposal to introduce
section 28 (a) to replace the previous
section relating to the legal recogni-
tion of political parties. "' Now,” otz
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parliamentary system is modelled on
the British parliamentary system, and
for its successful working there
should not be a multiplicity of
parties. However, Clause 16 has been
introduced. I do not know why.
Perhaps, it is to enable the Joint
Select Committee to appease all
sections of the House, making special
provision to enable a happily married
couple, whose views at least in
politics are identical, to function as a
recognized political party.

Likewise there 1s the case of the
crusted bachelor whose only camp—
follower crossed over to the Govern-
ment party. He too would continue
as the sole representative of a
one-man party. The particular gentle-
man I refer to is the hon. Member for
Galle (Dr. W. Dahanayake) who
would always continue to make a
very valuable contribution to the
debates in this House. Even though
his is a single-member party, I am
sure he would be able to debate more
than any party in this House.

So, in order to preclude the small
splinter groups from functioning as
fully-fledged parties, in order to
encourage new groups which are
ideologically similar to unite, it
should be laid down that in order to
gain recognition each party should
have at least ten members returned
to the House of Representatives at a
General Election. Furthermore, 1
also suggest that no person should be
permitted to contest an election as
an independent candidate. A candi-
date must belong to one of the
recognized political parties. An
exception may be made of the
Speaker who would be permitted to
come forward uncontested as an
independent candidate.

A Member who resigns or is
expelled from his political party
should, ipso facto, be deemed to have
vacated his seat in Parliament. This
would ensure stricter party discipline.
In that connection I may refer to the
great and good example set by the
ex-Member for Nikaweratiya (Mr.
Mudiyanse Tennekoon), who resigned
not'"only from his party and his
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portfolio of Acting Minister of
Finance but also his seat and re-
contested and lost. His example
should be emulated. I would suggest
that legislation be framed to enable
political parties to exert greater
discipline among their members in
that should a Member be expelled
from a party or should he resign, he
would be deemed to have vacated his
seat in Parliament.

There is another provision in the
Bill which affects particularly the
orthodox, Muslim female voter. I
refer to the clause which enables
males to act as presiding officers at
such polling booths which are ear-
marked for female voters. I am sorry
this should have been done, because
there seems to be a tendency among
legislators to whittle away the little
privileges, rights and concessions that
had hitherto been enjoyed by the
mincrities—this is indeed a sad sign
of the times!

Clause 28 enables a presiding
officer, if requested by a polling
agent or a candidate, to call upon a
voter to make the prescribed declara-
tion before a ballot paper is given to
that voter. There are unscrupulous
polling agents who invariably harass
voters by insisting on such a declara-
tion being signed. I have seen for
myself cases where genuine voters
have been maliciously challenged by
polling agents and refused the right
to vote. At the 1962 Colombo
Municipal Elections a female voter
whose identity was not in doubt was
challenged by a polling agent of the
rival candidate and she was detained
by the presiding officer despite the
fact that I was prepared to guarantee
that she was the person referred to
in the list of voters. That female
voter was detained by the presiding
officer until the voting was over and
then handed over to the police;
subsequently, when the police found
out that she was a genuine voter and
not an impersonator she was
released. So that it is necessary to
provide a safeguard for voters to
exercise their democratic right to
vote ; it is unfair on our part to aliow
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such a state of affairs to continue
without the necessary safeguards. I
would, therefore, suggest that a
person who challenges maliciously,

whose challenge is counter-chal-
lenged by the other  party,
should be penalized by a fine

or term of imprisonment. He
must be penalized if his challenge is
found to be false and malicious, and -
such challenges are in fact, made in
order to dissuade voters, specially
female voters, from coming to the
polling booths. When other female
voters come to know that a genuine
veter has been detained, they too are
dissuaded from coming to the polling
booth to exercise their democratic
right to vote.

I find that under Clause 30 there
could be two recounts—

I only want to make one comment
on this matter : Instead of bundles
being counted individual ballot
papers should be counted.

With regard to the prohibition of
the display of banners, posters and
flags, I would suggest that party
banners should be allowed—they are
allowed at elections in Italy. _The
individual poster of a candidate
should be prohibited but the party
banner should be permitted so as to
make the people realize that there
is something “ cooking ”.

Then employers are to be penalized
for undue influence exercised on their
employees. Likewise I fell that
trade unions should be subject to the
same restrictions in that they too
should not be permitted to influence
employees outside the trade union to
vote in a particular manner.
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There is also a clause dealing with
false statements published in news-
papers.
to include cartoons too, through
which greater damage is done.

I find that the election expenses

allowed to a candidate has been re-

duced to Rs. 5,000 or 20 cents per

voter, whichever is less. This is
very unrealistic in view of the high
cost of living. We must also take
into consideration the fact that there
is such a long period between the
date of nomination and the date of
election. In view of this I do not
think that the election expenses
allowed a candidate—which was
previously Rs. 7,500—should be
reduced.

I also feel that full-pay leave should
be granted to all employees so that
they may be able to exercise their
democratic right of voting at elec-
tions. I feel that even those persons
who are self-employed—farmers,
cultivators, and carpenters—should
be compensated for any loss of
earnings on election day.

Finally, I find that under our
Constitution a period of four months
may elapse between the date of dis-
solution of one Parliament and the
date of election. I would appeal to
the Government to see that this
period of four months is reduced to
four or five weeks because of the
ordeal that candidates have to under-
go when that period is so unreason-
ably long. In the U. K. and other
countries elections are held within 4
weeks of the dissolution of Parlia-
ment and I would suggest that steps
be taken to hold our elections within
four or five weeks of the dissolution
of Parliament.

Mr. Speaker, while congratulating
the Hon. Leader of the House on
introducing this Amending Bill
which would enable the voters to
exercise their right to vote with
greater freedom than they have had
in this country, I must protest against
one of the provisions of the Bill in
regard to the language in which the
electoral registers should appear.
Before I proceed to speak on this
matter, I wish to endorse the senti-
ments expressed by both the hon.
Member for Galle and the hon.
Member for Uduvil so far as the
question of compulsory voting goes
in this country. I think that is a
very necessary and urgent measure
which I hope the Government would
introduce in this House very soon.

As far as electoral registers are
concerned, prior to 1956 all the
electoral registers were in the Eng-
lish language. By an amendment
brought in 1956 the principle of the
electoral registers appearing in a
language other than the English
language was introduced for the first
time into the Parliamentary Elections
@rdervin Council.
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By the amendments of 1956 there
was the conception that was intro-
duced of the language of the majo-
rity, the language of the minority and
also the English language. It was
sought that where the language of
the majority of the people of an
electoral district was one particular
language, then the electoral registers
should appear in that language.
Further, if there was in that electoral
district a section of the people
amounting to twenty per cent. of the
population which does not speak the
language of the majority, then the
electoral registers should also be in
that language. Besides, of course,
the electoral registers in English
would also continue till the
prescribed date.

Now, that position continued till
1959 when there was a further
amendment to this provision where-
by it was enjoined that all registers
should be in the official language but
where the majority of the people are
not conversant with that language,
then it should be in that language
also. That was the position till 1959.

I might state that on both the
occasions when these amendments
were brought, Members of both the
Tamil-speaking group as well as the
Lanka Sama Samaja Party opposed
the innovations rvelating to the
language in which the electoral
registers should appear.

Today, we are having a new
amendment in the form that where
there was reference to the “ people ”
in the original amending Bill, it shall
now be changed to “ electors ”. That
is, where the majority of the electors
do not speak the official language,
then the electoral registers shall be
in that language.

Mr. Speaker, at the very outset I
wish to state that this question of a
right of the voter is not something
which he derives from the fact that
he belongs to any particular commu-
nity or political party or speaks any
particular language. It is a right
which every person in this country
has by virtue of the fact that he'is a

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citizen and not for any other reason.
Therefore, any legislation dealing
with elections should make it
possible for the individual voter to
exercise that right in the fullest
possible manner.

The electoral register, if I may say
so, is the most important part of the
election machinery. One has to get
one’s name into the register befare
one can exercise the vote. There-
fore, the question in what language
the electoral register should be is not
confined to any community or
language or any such thing. It is
purely and simply to facilitate an
individual voter to find out firstly
whether his name is in the voters’
register and, secondly, if his name is
not there, to take certain steps to see
that his name is put on the register.
The register should, therefore, be in
the language in which every voter
can see whether his name appears in
the register.

You will find that this question of
the language in which an electoral
register is prepared is not based on
any consideration of official language
or reasonable use of any other langu-
age or any such matter. It is based
purely on the right of a citizen who is
entitled to be a voter to know that his
name is in the register and, if it is not
in the register, to take certain steps.

Let us take the case of a candidate.
His name must first be in the register
before he can become a candidate.
Even from that point of view, there-
fore, every person must be able to
know whether or not his or her name
is in the electoral register.

Apart from these matters this new
principle of introducing the word
“electors” instead of the word
“people ” is going to adversely affect
a large number of up-country electo-
rates. There is a very large number
of Tamil-speaking people in most of
these electoral districts in the up-
country, and if you adept the word
“electors ”, in view of the operation
of the citizenship laws of this country
a large section of these people would
net have the vote, although they form
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part of the population of those dis-
tricts. You will find, therefore, that
if you adopt these definitions of
majority and minority language in
respect of a section of electors, a
large number of the up-country elec-
torates where there is a very large
population of Tamil-speaking people
will not be able to have their elec-
toral registers in both languages.
This new innovation, if I may say so,
in an otherwise very good Bill will
make it possible for the administra-
tion rot to have the registers in the
up-country areas in particular—and
even in an electoral district like
Beruwela—in the language which the
majority of the people can under-
stand. That is why we strongly
opposed the substitution of the word
“ electors ” for the word “ people ” in
the earlier Amendment.

I remember, when this matter was
discussed in connection with the
Local Authorities Elections (Amend-
ment) Act, and when we objected to
the introduction of the word “elec-
tors ”, the hon. Member for Dehiwala-
Mt. Lavinia (Dr. Colvin R. de Silva)
who was then in the Opposition with
us was appealing to us that we should
not delay the passing of that Bill on
account of this matter, and he said
that it could be rectified when the
Parliamentary Elections (Amend-
ment) Bill came before the House.
For my part I accepted the advice of
the hon. Member for Dehiwala-Mt.
Lavinia at that stage, and we did not
delay the passing of that Bill. But I
am surprised that this Bill which is
now being introduced after the hon.
Member has gone over to the Govern-
ment side has still the defect which
we noticed when the earlier Bill was
discussed in this House.

- The simplest solution which will be
acceptable to all sections is to have all
registers of all electoral districts in
both languages. That is a very simple
solution. Unfortunately in this coun-
try we have a population dispersed
throughout the length and breadth of
the country speaking both languages.
One way out of this problem is to
have your registers in both languages,
It will undoubtedly cost a little more

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than what it might otherwise do, but
what is a few thousand rupees when
one deals with the fundamental right
of citizens to have their names in the
electoral registers in a language
which they wunderstand? I would
appeal to the Government even at
this stage to remove the word
“electors ” and substitute the words
“all registers shall be in both langu-
ages.” The Government should
seriously consider this matter when
it is taken up at the Committee stage.
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This has nothing to do with the
Bill, Sir.
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This is a purely political discussion
and has nothing to do with the Bill.
—[Interruption]. This is a political
issue that was raised during the
Throne Speech Debate and has
nothing to do with this Bill which
presumes that there are going to be
elections.
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Otherwise, what is the purpose of
this Bill ?

The hon. First Member for Colombo
South surely understands that there
is no relevance between that question
and this.

We have had a series
of amendments to the Ceylon (Parlia-
mentary Elections) Order in Council,
and in the present set of amendments
we have a number of new features
which will not only prevent undue
expense to the candidates and elimi-
nate a lot of unnecessary worries, but
also seek to eliminate bribery and
corruption in elections.

The prevention of exhibition of
flags and posters in public places from
" the time of nomination to the time of
the election is certainly a step for-
ward. But I should say that, as we
advance in our election laws, we must
so advance that we give facilities to
political parties to carry on their pro-
paganda during elections rather than
give undue advantage to individuals.
So the prevention of exhibition of
posters, placards and handbills in
public places between nomination
and election is welcome, but facilities
should be provided to political parties
to exhibit their symbols and their
. signs or flags in appropriate places.
That is a step that should be consi-
‘dered by the House.

Under that particular amendment
I find that even notices are prevented.
" The amendment in Clause 33 prohi-
bits the display of posters, banners,
- flags and notices during the period
ccmmencing on the day of nomination
‘at any election and ending on the day

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following the day on which a poll is
taken at such election. I really do not
know what these notices mean,
but if they refer to notices that ex-
plain the policy of a particular poli-
tical party to which a candidate be-
longs, it is a matter that we might
be able to take up at the Committee
stage.

One more fundamental thing I want
to mention is that we are making all
efforts to perfect the system of elec-
tions on the one hand, and also to
prevent bribery, corruption and
undue influence on the other, so that
we would have clean elections in this
country. In our attempt to perfect
an election system by which the ex-
pense to candidates could be mini-
mized—by creating more polling
stations, by prohibiting transport and
providing all other facilities to enable
a voter to come to the poll—I think
we are making an advance. But with
regard to bribery and corruption
during elections it is something that
probably the Elections Ordinance
cannot prevent. The types of can-
didates who come forward to contest
elections are not all of the same
calibre ; there are some who are pre-
pared to go to any extent in the
matter of corruption, bribery, and
undue influence, to which others,
under no circumstances, would ever
resort. Sometimes, during an elec-
tion, when competition and tension
are running high, particular candi-
dates employ very extraordinary
methods which go beyond, all the
corrupt practices that are mentioned
in the Ordinance. I, therefore, say
that we must adopt stricter measures,
and for this purpose we must include
in the Bill clauses to cover such offen-
ces as bribery, corruption, and undue
influence so that there would be no
loopholes for people of low calibre to
take advantage of.

I would like to make a suggestion
which may not be incorporated in the
law, namely, that apart from the
preventive measures we are trying to
introduce with regard to bribery,
corruption and undue influence, we
must also see that from the day of
nomination to the day after polling,
all taverns in the country are closed.

If we leave it at that,
the political party seeking recognition
can adduce evidence of its activities—
whether it be the question of the
congresses of the party, election of
bodies and so on—all that can be
placed as evidence before the Com-
missioner.

Otherwise, the position will be
that the Commissioner will be dealing
with one set of parties that existed
in 1960, and would be taking for
granted that those parties which
existed in 1960 exist even now. That

is not correct. Just because a party
existed in 1960 it does not necessarily
follow that it exists now.

I say that new sub-Clause 28A (2)

From
the 15th of May the export of pre-
cious stones from Ceylon to various
countries like Japan and Germany
has come to a ful stop.

The Principal Collector of Customs
says that the work of valuing the
parcels of precious stones that are to
be sent out should be done by the
Department of the Controller of
Exchange. The Controller of Ex-
change, on his side, says that that is
not his work and that he has not got
the men to do that work. While this
dispute goes on between the two of
them, those who want to export pre-
cious stones to countries like Japan
and Germany are unable to do so.
From the 15th of May to-date, I calcu-
lated the country has lost at least
Rs. 2 million worth of exchange which
the country would have got for itself
if the parcels that were tendered to
the Customs had been duly valued
and despatched to such countries as
Japan and West Germany.

Now, Mr. Speaker, this is a very
serious matter. There are a large
number of people involved, and I
have given the the Hon. Minister of
Finance the names of two people
whose parcels have been held up in
this way. I hope the Hon. Minister
will look into this question at once
and settle the difference between the
two departments and see that these
parcels are despatched because they
bring in much needed exchange to the
country.

There is one question which I wish
to raise with the Hon. Minister of
Education. There are disquieting
rumours that the Education Depart-
ment proposes to carry out what they
call certain schemes of re-organiza-
tion even before the White Paper is
discussed in Parliament and before
any laws are enacted. It must be
clearly understood that the authority
on the question of how the educa-
tional set-up in this country should be
reorganized is the Parliament and not
the Department of Education. First of
all, we must have an opportunity of
discussing the White Paper. There-
upon the Government can bring
forward its proposals in the form of a
Bill. I do hope that the Hon. Minis-

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ter of Education will give us a
guarantee that no so-called schemes
of re-organization will be put into
effect before such schemes are dis-
cussed by Parliament. I do not want
to criticize any schemes but the public
has a lot to say about the way in
which the department officials are
setting about their work and as a
result there is great deal of discon-
tent among the parents. I am sure
that the Hon. Minister of Education
will recogpize this fact that before
any re-organization schemes are put
into effect Parliament would have its
say on the matter.

The hon. Member for Galle (Dr. W.
Dahanayake) was kind enough to
give me timely notice about the two
questions he was going to ask and I
am therefore in a position to answer
him a little fully.
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So far as Saman Press is concerned,
the hon. Member is wrong. The sale
actually had almost gone through
when I first came to know about it.
Only the deed had to be sighed when
I first came to know about it. I
intervened at that stage and I am
still in the process of trying to pre-
vent that sale. Whether 1 will
succeed or not, I cannot tell you.
But there are legal complications
because apparently implied contract
is there. Whether I can break it or
not is a different matter.

I want to assure him that I had in
mind Saman Press. I do not want to
give out all the Budget secrets, but
you will get fairly satisfactory news
in the Budget with regard to the
school text-books. That is all I can
tell you. I had in mind Saman Press
not for publishing school text-books
but because they have got, as I
understood, a good colour litho-
printing process and I wanted to use
that for background reading for
children, at least to have good nice
pictures for the Kindergarten and so
on. That is why I wanted that. But
anyhow there are little obstacles. I
am hoping to get over these obstacles
if I can.

Now with regard to the other
matter, it is a little more serious as
the hon. Member for Galle says. I
agree, but may I appeal to him to do
one thing ? I know something about
this and I am going very closely into
this matter. Perhaps the hon.
Member for Galle is not aware of the
amount of racketeering that is going
on under the guise of exporting
gems. I am at the moment going
into this whole question, and may I
inform him that the thing is so bad
that some of the officers of the Ex-
change Control Department cannot
now be found. They have done the
vanishing trick, not only themselves
but also with the documents they had
in their possession. That is the
position in which I am placed. I am
going into the whole question and I
hope to make an announcement in
the Budget on this whole question of

the gem trade.
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With regard to this particular dis-
pute, that there is a dispute there is
not the slightest doubt. We do not
levy any duty on gems. There is no
export duty on gems. So the officers
quite rightly say that that is not
their business. Appraisers can only
value goods on which we levy a
duty. That is the difficulty. There-
fore they say, “ We are not obliged
to do so”. As a favour they might
do so, but there is a difficulty in that.
When they value, they also take a
responsibility because on that the
Exchange Control works and there-
fore they are not prepared to take
that additional responsibility in-
volved therein. It  is : a  little
complicated matter.

I will only remind the hon. Mem-
ber for Galle about one thing if he
can remember it. If you take your
mind back, there was one person
about whom you intervened about
some gems some months back—may
be a year or two back, if I remember
right. Does the hon. Member for
Galle know now that he was a fraud,
that we have caught him, that he has
been smuggling and making this
country lose a large sum of money ?
This is a big racket, this whole
question of gems, and I have devoted
some time—I have been here only a
month—to unravel and ensure for
this country its full foreign exchange
that we should get on the export of
gems. I will leave it at that. I will
give you a full account of this whole
business in the course of the Budget
Debate. I hope satisfactory remedies
will be forthcoming as a result of the
steps I am taking. That is all. I
want to tell the hon. Member for
Galle, please do not press this
because there is more in it than
appears on the surface.

The hon. Member for Kamburu-
pitiya (Mr. Percy Wickremasinghe)
raised a question about rubber prices.
Well, that is also worrying me a lot
because I am losing foreign ex-
change. I am losing a considerable
amount of foreign exchange, but
there is nothing that I can do except
to fight internationally to prevent
the United Statess Government
unloading its stockpile.
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The recent information that I have
is that even England is unloading a
certain amount of its rubber stock-
pile, and this is tending to depress
prices.

We are trying our best to see
whether we can have a Government-
to-Government agreement in order to
sell at a slightly higher price.

I am very sorry about this because
it effects the question of exchange.
