Mr. Speaker, I was rather amused
at the suggestion of the Member
for Walapane (Mr. T. B. M. Herath)
that residents of estates, when they
come to vote, must be asked to
produce their citizenship certificates.
Perhaps he made this suggestion
being ignorant of the fact that a
person can obtain citizenship either
by birth or by registration. He thinks
that everybody on an estate, whether
Sinhalese or Tamil, is entitled to
citizenship only through registration.
If you adopt his suggestion, almost
every Sinhalese resident on an estate
will have no right to vote because he
will have to produce his certificate of
citizenship.

Perhaps, he is emboldened by the
illegal practice of the Department of
Elections. When they register voters
at the time of the revision of the
Parliamentary Electoral Registers
relating to estates, they insist on
the production of the certificate of
citizenship—the very suggestion made
by the Member for Walapane. There
are a large number of people who are
citizens by descent in terms of the
Citizenship Act, whether they are
resident on estates or not, whether
they are Tamils or otherwise. In
terms of the Citizenship Act, there
are a large number of residents of
estates who are citizens by descent.
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Today, due to the wrong policy
adopted by the Department of
Elections, most of the citizens by
descent resident on estates are being
kept out of the electoral registers.
Therefore, I should like to take this
opportunity to ask the Department
of Elections to look into this question
and see that those who are entitled
to get into the registers by reason of
their being citizens by descent are
not excluded. This is necessary if we
are to have really democratic elec-
tions in which every citizen will
participate.

Secondly, I fully agree with the
Member for Walapane in what he
said with regard to the practice of
posting polling cards to superinten-
dents of estates. It is undesir-
able and unsatisfactory. I have
always been stressing this point. I
am also opposed to the registration
of voters being done by the em-
ployers. We must do away with that
practice. I have been raising this
matter very often in this House. It
is very unsatisfactory—[Interrup-
tion]. The law that you have been
implementing during your regime is
being continued.

As far as the workers are con-
cerned, the staff of the estate attend
to their registration. For this pur-
pose the workers have to come to the
estate office, forgoing a day’s work
and wages. They are daily-paid
workers ; they are not idlers; they
work right through the month. What
happens when they are summoned to
the estate office to answer questions
and give details for registration ?
They lose a day’s wages.—[Inter-
ruption].

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The Opposition made representa-
tions to the Prime Minister and
stated that there are a large number
of workers on estates who have got
into the electoral registers although
they were not in fact qualified to get
into them. Later, on inquiry, it was
found to be an allegation without any
foundation.

What do they do now ? The grama
sevaka is expected to go again anc
check up. In consequence, t
workers are compelled to lose a
day’s wages because they have to
meet the grama sevaka so that he
may check up. All this inconvenience
is caused to those resident on estates
before they can get into the electoral
register. This is very unfair. What
I say is, if the grama sevakas have to
check up, why should they not jo in
the first instance and complete the
work in connection with registration
instead of going afterwards ? What
is the point in duplicating the work ?
I have no objection to the estate staff
or the grama sevakas doing this
work. Let them have the pleasure of
doing it; they are paid for it. But
what I want to say is that the poor
workers should not be put to incon-
venience and made to suffer the loss
of a day’s wages. I urge that this
matter, too, be looked into and I
trust it will receive the attention of
the Department of Elections.

The other matter that I wish to
refer to is this. There have been
instances where names of persons
resident on estates have appeared in
the registers for a number of years,
but sometimes we hear, on the day
of the election, that their names are
not in the register. At the kach-
cheries some manipulation is done to
exclude from the register the names
of Tamils. This matter requires
serious consideration and scrutiny.

We know that between the 1947
elections and now there has been an
increase in polling booths all over the
Island. I know that for two hundred
voters—even seventy to one hundred
voters—there are polling booths at
different places. However, in spite of
the large increase in the number of
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polling booths, no consideration has
been given to the convenienca of
voters resident on estates. The
polling booths are placed far, far
away. Voters have to walk miles and
miles, not only from one division to
another but also along main roads
from one village to another. There-
fore, in the siting of polling booths,
the department should give con-
sideration to the convenience of the
people.

As the law now stands, people
cannot use their own transport and
have to depend on public transport.
Buses run only along the main
roads. There are some estates which
are two thousand acres in extent and
with a population of about four
thousand people. It is, perhaps,
three, four or five miles from one
boundary of the estate to the other.
There is no transport. Therefore,
some arrangements must be made to
provide public transport even within
estates, so that every eligible voter
will have easy access to the polling
booth in order to exercise his vote,

Mr. Deputy Speaker, there are one
or two matters in respect of this
Motion which require consideration.
I have tried, as far as possible, to
understand the principles underlying
this Motion. It is true, as the Hon.
Minister states, that there is an
Import Advisory Committee consist-
ing of various individuals who have
an interest in various trades, business-
es, and so on. The competence of
some of them I am not prepared to
doubt. Some of them are very com-
petent and capable—persons who
understand the implications of the
whole question of import duties and
so on. Many of the members of the
Import Advisory Committee are offi-
cials. At least five of them are offi-
cials, if I remember right.

Now, this is a complicated task.
The question of working out import
duties on a rational basis, on some
recognised principles, is not a simple
task. It is a complicated task. A
number of principles are involved and

I think, in fairness, that these
principles should be clearly laid
down.

What is most undesirable is the
“back-scratching ” that may arise in
an Import Advisory Committee. In
other words, certain people can bring
pressure upon a section of the com-
mittee. They can say, “ If you allow
this, we will allow something else.”
Or they can say, “We will
impose higher duties on something

1966 cxnE & 23
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else.” Some kind of bargaining
might arise if you do not laydown
principles in advance. There should
be principles to guide you when
determining your imports.

I want to ask the Minister whether
this Import Advisory Committee has
worked out a set of principles on
which this entire import policy can
be based. Have they worked it out ?
My information, which comes from
some of the members of the Import
Advisory Committee, is that that has
not been done up to date. Some pro-
posals come in either for relaxation
of imports or the imposition of
further duties on individual items
irrespective of any principle in-
volved. That leads to a lot of
undesirable bargaining.

The point is, where you are work-
ing out principles, a good deal of
material has to be collected on the
repercussions of the changes of duty.
A deep study has to be made of
various factors involved in the
imposition of a duty or the removal
of a duty.

Suppose you want to start a new
industry. An application is made to
the Import Advisory Committee for
the levying of certain duties on the
imported goods. A fair amount of re-
search has to be done, material has
to be collected, as to the feasibility
of the proposition—what substitutes
are available, what are the marginal
considerations in the price factor. All
these and innumerable other things
have to be considered by a body like
this that deals with a complicated
question like import duties.

All T am saying is—I am not
blaming this particular Government
—that this is one of the major
defects in the whole system of Cus-
tom duties ; this is one of the things
I wanted to attend to, as a matter of
fact, when I was Minister of
Finance. But this has not been done
up to date, and it is no use having an
Import Advisory Committee if we are
to carry on in this haphazard way,
existing from hand to mouth, con-
sidering each application purely on
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the surface of things, without any
study of its full impcat on industrial
policy, economic policy, long-term
and short-term policy. All these fac-
tors have to be considered.

However, within the short time at
my disposal I have tried to under-
stand how certain changes have
taken place. May I give you one
example ? Look at page 17 which is
Schedule IT, which sets out the old
duties. You will notice that the
Motion reads :

_“That this House resolves under sec-
tion 10 of the Customs Ordinance (Chap-
ter 235), that with effect from the date
on which this resolution is notified in the
Gazette, import duties under the Customs
Ordinance shall be levied and paid on the
articlas specified in Column 1 of the
Schedule [ hereto (in lieu of the import
duties payable thereon under the existing
law ,:and specified in Schedule II hereto)

In other words, Schedule II sets
out the present duties and Schedule I
sets out the new duties in place
thereof. At page 17, line 40 has the
item “cakes and cake mixes.” That
carries a duty of 300 per cent. under
preferential rate and 310 per cent.
under general rate. Now look up
page 6 of Schedule I. The item “cake
and cake mixes” has been droppad
and no duties will be charged on
cakes and cake mixes.

I agree with him
that our customs duties need revi-
sion. One of the things I wanted to
do as Minister of Finance was to
remedy this stupid idea of three
hundred per cent duty. I too wanted
to bring it down to 2 reasonabie
amount, but this is not the way to
do it. I want to ask the Hon.
Minister of Finance to reconsider
this whole matter. I must say that
it is a rather elaborate bit of work
we have to do. If we had all the in-
formation printed on the same page
we could have easily followed this
schedule of duties. ] really cannot
understand some of these things.

Take for instance hydrochlorie
acid.  The preferential rate which
Was 10 per cent. has now been
inereasedn to 20 per cent. Why ?
What s the reason ? Is it purely a

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question of earning more revenue, or
has it been done on the basis of trying
to protect or encourage local produc-
tion ? What is it that you want to
do? Formerly, we had a general
duty of 20 per cent and a preferen-
tial rate of 10 per cent on hydro-
choloric acid because it is a raw
material for a number of things
that are made in this country.
Why have you suddenly raised the
duty to 30 and 20 per cent respec-
tively ? There must be some
scientific basis for what you are
doing. I find it difficult to under-
stand the reason behind all this.

Then, animal bones other than ma-
nure—formerly 14 per cent general
rate, increased to 30 per cent now.
Artificial tee*h (except dentures) and
dental materials not elsewhere sp:ci-
fied—the duty has been raised from 27
to 30 per cent. I se2 small changes
here. What are these changes that you
have made—27 per cent to 30 per
cent ? Are they being rounded off ?
This is not a satisfactory basis to work
on.

Beedi leaves—thz duty which was
formerly Rs. 7.94 per cwt. has gone
up to Rs. 23.70. Are you satisfied that
you are producing sufficient beedi
l;aves in this country ? And why do
you increase the duty if you do not
produce a sufficient quantity ? Have
you made a study of this ? You have
got to first sa‘isfy yourself that beedi
leaves ar2 adequately produced in this
country to justify increasing the duty
by nearly three times.

This is the explanation given :

“ Essential industries—

Raw materials, industrial machinery and
equipment, components, integral parts
and parts thereof (other than containers
and packing materials) for use in specified
industries and notified in the Government
Gazette by the Principal Collector of Cus-
toms in consultation with the Director of
Development. This concessionary rate of
duty will apply only to importations on
actual used licences.”

That is where the 10 per cent
applies. This is going fo be a very
difficult process. You are opening
the way to a large amount of
corruption in this business. If you
are trying to do this it-would be very
difficult. How is a person to find out
whether it is for industrial purposes
or not ? I do think the Hon. Minister
must make a better study of this
whole question of import duties
before he starts applying the new
rates. I would like the Hon. Minister
to'seriously work it out.
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I have had discussions with some
members of the Import Advisory
Committee because I am also inter-
ested in working out some ccientific
basis. In point of fact, the Hon.
Minister must try and work out the
princyole earlier. Do not let the
Import Advisory Committee tackle
each individual thing separately on
an ad hoc basis. Lay down the things
in respect of which you want this
principle to apply, and work out the
principle. Otherwise, you would
get a large amount of shady and
undesirable bargaining. Apart from
Government business some of these
Import Advicory Committee mem-
bers are in business themselves.
They are the people who are suscep-
tible and they would find it difficult
to resist the pressures from their
various business establishments, if
you do not lay down your principles.

I do not want to speak at length.
I do feel that the attempt that is made
here to review these duties has not
been very satisfactory. I would like
to appeal to the Hon. Minister to
re-consider these customs duties with
a view to a more cscientific applicaticn
of import duties. We must be clear
in our own minds. Find out whether
we require import duties for purposes
of revenue, for the purposes of
industrialization, for the purpose of
encoura~ing these businessmen or for
the purpose of import substitutes.
All those things will have to be
considered.

The whole question of rationali-
zation of import duties has engaged
the minds of the Treasury for quite
some time. I remember, when the
hon. Member for Yatiyantota was
Minister of Finance, there was an
attempt made, I think by Mr. Eardley
Goonewardene who was the Princi-
pal Collector of Customs, to obtain
the services of an expert from abroad
for the purpose of advising the
Government on this matter. That
expert came, and I think his advice
was obtained before the last Budaoet
was presented by the present Minis-
of Finance. I remember the Hon.
Minister making reference to this in
his Budget Sveech and I find that this
is what the Hon. Minister of Finance
has said :

“A special Committee, on which the
Ministries of Finance, Industries and
Commerce and the Customs were reorea-
sented, together with the United Nations
adviser on Customs administration, has
examined anomalies in the present struc-
ture of the Customs tariff, in order to
introduce preliminary changes where
these are desirable.

The Committee has pointed out that the
rates specified for raw materials in the
present tariff vary widely from as low as
17 per cent. in some cases to 40 ver cent.
in others. The Committee has pointed out
further that in certain cases the possibility
of utilizing more indigenous raw materials
has been handicapped because immnorted
raw materials have been obtained at a
lower rate. I have, therefore, decided that
a uniform rate of 30 per cent. general
should be introduced to cover all raw
material items in the present tarifl. ' —
[OF=rcTar, REPORT, 29th J uly 1966 ; Vol. 68
cc. 73-74.] ’

Apparently, some of these curious
figures that were quoted by the hon.
Member for Yatiyantota are due to
this desire of the Hon. Minister to
have a uniform rate of 30 per cent.
general introduced to cover all raw

material items in the present tariff.
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He goes on to state :

“In cases whare it appears that impor-
ted raw materials are likely to prevent
the use or development of local raw mate.
rials, this rate has been increased in order
to foster loeal development—for example,
bituminous solution, tapioca, ceiling and
floor boards. The result of introducing a
uniform rate of 30 per cent. general for
raw materials has been an increase in
certain cases and a decrease in others.”

The Hon. Minister made this
announcement in July, and having
made it, fully aware of the impli-
cations of what he was doing, namely
an increase in certain cases and a
decrease in others, he had from the
29th July till today, all these months,
to examine the position in regard to
the impact of these increases and
these decreases. That is why I ask
the Hon. Minister to indicate to us
in what respects what has been pub-
lished in the Order Paper differs
from what was published in the
Government Gazette. I am not quite
sure of the legal position regarding
these variations., I should like the
Hon. Minister to give his mind to
that aspect of the matter, because if
we are in fact debating what is re-
ferred to in the Government Gazette
of the 29th July, then to that extent
that which is published in the Order
Paper differs from what is publish-
ed in the Gazstte of the 29th July.
Obviously we are debating something
that does not exist. I am not raising
it as a point of Order but I want to
ask the Hon. Minister whether he
would give his mind to the legal
implications of what he is doing.

The Motion refers to what is noti-
fied in the Gazette. Therefore, if there
is a variation between what is given
in the Order Paper and in the Gazette
then there might be a little difficulty
later on as to how exactly your lega-
lity has been established by the
Resolution of this House. The Hon.
Minister had all this time to make
a study of the impact of theye
various changes that he has proposed
with the advice of his committee.
But he has only made a change in

The other change is in fulfiilment of
the promise made in regard to photo-
graphic materials by the Hon. Prl'm_e
Minister at the photographic exhibi-
tion.

I supported the change in regard
to films because I knew that there
was no machinery today for control-
ling the rates levied by cinema ex-
hibitors from the public that visit
cinema halls ; and already the public
Is being mulcted in respect of an
entertainment tax by local authori-
ties.

An entertainment starved
public—despite the antics of this Gov-
ernment which are very entertaining
—should not have this further trouble
imposed upon them via an increase
in the rates they have to pay for the
purpose, of viewing a film. I, there-

I was not a whole-hearted admirer
of everything Kaldor said but his
proposals had a principled basis. You
are tinkering with the tax structure
without knowing in what direction
you want to move in regard to taxa-
tion while you are having a commis-
sion sitting at the same time. That
is my complaint against you.

Tt will be possible to ridicule this
whole business by pointing to the
various changes that have been
made ; for example, by asking why
nibs should go up by 2 per cent. and
brushes go down by 1 per cent. I just
cannot understand the reasons for
these changes. We can have endless
fun for the rest of the day by asking
the Hon. Minister the reason for
bringing down the duty on brushes
by 1 per cent. and raising the duty
on something else by 2 per cent.
What is the great change in the
revenue structure that he expeets by
this kind of change which we are
solemnly expected to discuss today ?
I just cannot understand this.

But I do not propose to waste the
time of this honourable House with
a.mere excursion into humour at the
expense of the Hon. Minister of
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Finance. However, there are very
serious matters which I want to raise
here.

The first is an important change
which the Hon. Minister has intro-
duced into this schedule which is not
in the Gazette.

In regard to “Essential industries ”
there is a difference between the
Gazette notification and the schiedule
in the Order Paper. * Schedule I”
varies. In respect of preferential
duties he has made a change.

In the Gazette this is how it is
given :
“ Essential industries—

Raw materials, industrial machinery
and equipment, components, integral parts
and parts thereof (other than containers
and packing matarials) for use in soecified
industries and notified in the Govern-
ment Gazette by the Principal Collector
of Customs in consultation with the Direc-
tor of Development. This concessionary
rate of duty will apply only to importa-
tions on actual user licerces.... 10 per
cent. ”

In the Order Paper we have:

“10 per cent or if a Preferential margin
is allowable in respect of any such mace-
rial if it had been imported for purposes
other than that of any specified industry
referred to in the corresponding entrv in
Column I, then, 10 per cent reduced by
the extent of such Preferential margin.”

Now, Sir, if there is a preferential
duty and the imported article is not
to be used for any of these industries,
then he is entitled to 10 per cent,
reduced by the extent of the pre-
[ferential margin. In other words, he
is to be discouraged from using
those articles which attract a pre-
ferential tariff; he is discouraged
from using them for industrial pur-
poses because the preferential
margin is not allowed. If he uses
them for some purpose other than
industrial purposes specified in
column one, then he is entitled to
the preferential margin.

I cannot understand the logic of
this. I thought the whole purpose of
re-casting duties in respect of all
these raw materials and other things
was to stimulate the work of the
Acting Minister of Industries hand
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Fisheries. I thought it was a direct
stimulus to him. But it would appear
that where such a person uses ihe
material imported from a country
which attracts a preferential fariff,
he is not to get a preferential
margin. What is the logic of this ?

Let us go on to some of these
increases and decreases that have
been made. Why is it that we have
to penalize persons in respect of
stationery ? It is true that quite a
large number of articles are manu-
factured in Ceylon today. I can,
therefore, understand that you want
to give a protective tariff in respect
of those articles. Then why this
variation ? I do not understand the
need for this variation, the need for
variation which in some instances is
only one per cent., two per cent., and
three per cent. I just cannot under-
stand it. If your desire is to protect
them, then protect them not merely
on this basis but by refusing to allow
the importation of those articles ; do
not allow any exchange allocations
for those articles. What the meaning
of this is, I just cannot understand.
For instance, ink powder which is
used for the manufacture of ink
locally—why should this variation be
made ?

Then we come to one of the
biggest faux pas in this whole matter,
which is, of course, a matter of
Government policy.

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Articles of the following description which are shown
to the satisfaction of the Principal Collector of
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It involves manufacturers’ secrets of
a particular kind. You do not find
porcelain-ware anywhere and every-
where. This is in respect of bath-
room fittings.

If you say china-clay or china-
ware, one can understand, but why
does the Hon. Minister call it porce-
lain ? If you want to make a bath
tub out of porcelain, you will pro-
bably find that the Hon. Minister has
to make special provision for it in his
Budget. A porcelain tea-cup can be
sold at auctions at several thousand
pounds sterling. What do you mean
by “porcelain”? Do you mean
china-clay ? Then do not call it
“porcelain ”. Porcelain is a parti-
cularly valuable manufactured item
which origir.ally came down from
China and Japan, and which is now
being copied by the West. You do
not find porcelain bath-tubs. You
get bath-tubs made of china-clay, but
not out of porcelain. Call it china-
ware.—[Interruption]. There must
be certain standard meanings for
words. It is technically, etymologic-
ally and by usage incorrect to call it
“ porcelain ”.

Anyway when these fittings are
meant for use in hotels, there is a
special duty, a reduced duty. The
schedule states:

Bill or not I do not know. In any case
I am anticipating it. But I want to
bring to the Hon. Minister’s attention
the fact that the persons who buy
these things or bring these articles
into this country for use in hotels are
to be given irland revenue conces-
sions in respect of those purchases.
That iscbeing proposed, and the Hon.
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give Rs. 10 to every tourist who comes
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Minister at the same time proposes to

give a reduction of import duties on
them as well. You are giving tax con-
cessions on such a tremendous scale
to these hotels.

I know, the Hon. Prime Minister
has stated that foreign earnings from
tourism are going to be as much as
foreign earnings from tea. It may be
S0, or it may not be so—I do not
know. It seems to be the grand plan,
the grand ambition, and one of the
principal architects of the fortunes of
this Government, the Hon. Minister
of State, has taken tourism as his
special subject. Now, quite apart
from the fortunes of this Govern-
ment, I certainly have no objection to
anybody earning more foreign ex-
change by the encouragement and
development of tourism. But if you
are going to give all these tax con-
cessions in addition to import duties

being reduced in this drastic way in -

respect of these things, there are cer-
tain implications. You are going to
open the door wide to corruption in
a big way because there will always
be the temptation to sell these arti-
cles coming under low duty, without
the particular label in various ways.
Here you are levying a low import
duty if there is a label. What about

the articles that are brought in with-

out labels and which can easily be
sold ? The fact that there is a label
does not mean that a private party
. cannot use it, even though the name
of the resthouse is there. It does not
mean that it cannot find its way into
the hands of private parties. I can
take you to a number of places where
material imported for the Ceylon
Government Railway, with the mark
of the C. G. R., have found their way
into private hands.

Now, there is another aspect of this
matter, that is, the extent of relief
that is to be given to those who are
going to invest money in the tourist
industry. From the point of view of
loss of revenue, with all these reduc-
tions in import duties, tax concessions
promised, and improvements in the
Inland Revenue Bill, and so on, I think
it will be cheaper to say that we will

here and ask them to spend that _;
money here. This will be a far better |
stimulus for tourists to come here. |
That may be the next step the govern- |

ment might propose.

There is a weightage given in these |

matters which unfortunately does not

fall into any particular pattern. I have |

to ask the Hon. Minister to reconsider

this entire matter. You have your |

Taxation Commission now sitting. Let
these import duties be considered in a

consistent way so that you will have ¢
a consistent batch of principles in res- |
pect of any one of these items. As it |
is, the whole thing appears to have |
been done in a haphazard manner |
withoutconsidering what impact the |
particular: levelling up or" levelling |

down will have. That is not the: way
to impose import duties. There should
be some consistent principle, either
on the question of protection, or on
the question of revenue, or the ques-
tion of discouragement of imports for
other reasons.

It was the business of the Hon.

cussion, to have told us what the
principles were that he was guided
by. He told us something in his Bud-
get Speech and that was on the 20th
of July, and since then his advisory
committee has made a small change
which also was not explained to us.

I am
taking full responsibility for my
statement on behalf of the Cabinet
for this reason : no other daughter or
daughters or wife of a Cabinet Min-
ister went to India within the last
fortnight. It was my wife and two
daughters.

Members of the Opposition with one
voice said that the Member for Dehi-
owita did not mention my name, I
am now saying that his statement can
only refer to me and my children.
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Serious allegations of this nature
have to be refuted forthwith and
emphatically in the public interest
and in the interest of the party to
which I have the honour to belong,
and I would like to state to the hon.

That is why 1
came here as quickly as I could, no
sooner I got information that this
question was raised. I came here to
make this statement to vindicate the
honour of every Member of this
House. We, who represent the
country, have a particular duty by
the people of this country, and there-
fore my statement is not only to vin-
dicate my own self but also to vindi-
cate the honour of this august
Assembly.

Now, these are the facts. My wife
and my two daughters applied to the
Exchange Control Department and
obtained the necessary exchange to
go on a trip to India. On the 3rd of
November I took them to the airport
with my private secretary,
Mr. Moonesinghe—who is also a
police officer—my brother-in-law, and
many others to see them off.
Mr. Francis Amarasuriya and his son,
Mr. Haran Amarasuriya, also accom-
panied me to see them off. The flight
to Madras was scheduled at 2.15 p.M.
on the 3rd of November. When we
went to the airport the passengers
were advised that, as a cyclone was
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heading for Madras, the flight was
postponed. Information was re-
ceived at my house that the flight
was scheduled for the next morning
and that we should report at the air-
port at 5 M. The same party went
at 5 A.M. to the airport, and the plane
took off at 6.50 A.m. on the 4th Nov-
ember with my wife, two daughters
and many others.

When
I reached my electorate I was in-
formed by my office in Colombo that
the plane had been airborne for one
hour and had returned to base
because they could not get radar con-
tact with Madras.

The three baggages that my
children took wers put into the boot
of the aircraft not by them but by
the loaders of the aircraft. I did not
go beyond the restaurant.

But, I did
not go: they were not going for a
year ; they were not making an in-
ternational flight; they were coming

When this news item appeared this :
is what I did. It was not strange for
the “ Aththa ” to publish this type of
thing. This sort of canard has been
spread long enough in this country. -

They have
alleged that my daughter was made
use of by a gem smuggler to smuggle
gems to the tune of Rs. 2 millions—
to take a parcel from the airport
terminal building to the aircraft. I do
not think even the biggest smuggler
would entrust to a teenage girl a
parcel worth Rs. 2 million.

Now, I had occasion to mention this
fact for this reason. In as much as it
hurts every hon.

~ I too wish to make a statemen
about the matter, but I will only
briefly state the facts that are known
because this is a matter that will most
probably eventually end up in the
courts. :

A person named Shaukat Ali was
found to have gems in his pocsession
by the Madras Customs on 6th
November 1966. He had travelled
from Ratmalana to Madras. Investi-
gations are proceeding as to the
circumstances under which . Shaukat
Ali came to be in poscession of these
gems. They have been valued at
Rs. 2 million by the Madras Customs.
The investigations made so far reveal
that on 3rd November 1966, one
K. J. Perera had been searched by the
Customs at Katunayake. A Ietter
was found in his possession purport-
ing to be from Shaukat Ali to on>
Jabbar of Hong Kong requestin~ him
to hand over 200 dollars to Perera
who would deliver to him a parcel.
I have instructed the police to make
the fullest investigation of the
attempted smuggling and to expedits
such investigation. On reczipt of the
Inspector-General’s report any action
that is necescary will be taken.

It is correct that the wife and
daughters of the Minister of Public
Works, Posts and Telecommunica-
tions travelled to Madras on a private
visit in the same plane as Shaukat
Ali. The fact that the Minister’s
wife and dau-hters travelled in the
same plane does not associate them
with any attempt at smuggling by
another passenger.

As you will see, every endeavour is
being made to find out the circums-
tances under which this smuggling
took place. The mere fact that the
wife and dau~hters of the Minister
travelled in the plane is no evidence
whatsoever on which to presume that
they have been responsible for this
smuggling. That is all I wish to state.

duties. As a matter of fact, whilst in
the Opposition and also as a Mem-
"ber of the Governemnt Party, I
‘brought to the mnotice of every
"Minister of Finance the irregulari-
(ties and the unfa‘rness in the apvoli-
_cation of Customs duties. I had also
“made representations at special
committee mestings where we conld
‘have cross talk to further elucidate
"the subiect. Uo to date I do not
‘think the question of the revision of
Customs duties has had the atten-
tion that it should merit from the
Hon. Minister of Finance. I have on
this occasion to agree with much
“that has been said by hon. Members

of the Opposition.
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The question of duties as stated
here, you would see, has been
approached in a most hapharzard
manner. What is the position ? First,
let us take the question of market
values. We have posed this question
time and again. The cost of living is
actually a very real problem with us
today. It is being tackled in various
forms and through various com-
mittees. Revresentations have been
made on the question of market
values. I agree that the Minister of
Finance must have finance. Other-
wise, he cannot be Minister of
Finance. But what is the position
about levying duties on the basis of
market values ?

Take the question of textiles. What
happens ? It is the avowed intention
of the Governemnt to make textiles
as cheap as possible to the consumers.
We have said that it must be not a
luxury product but a piece of cloth
that the ordnary man could easily
purchase. Therefore, w2 have said
that cloth imported will be under
Re. 1. in value. When it comes here,
what do your officials do ? They say
duty shonld now be levied onm a
value of Rs. 5 in some instances Rs. 8
in some instances Rs. 8 in some
instances, Rs. 10 or whatever amonunt
ctrikes their vivid imagination
What is the use of having legislation
like this or getting the avnproval of
the House on the avonroval of the
M nister of Financ-~ or laying down a
specific rates of duty, when the Cus-
toms officials are permitted to tax on
the basis of their fanciful imagina-
tion ? What is *he use of legi-lation
unless vou are coing to do awav with
this pernicious habit of charging duty
on market values.

This is not a question where the
Opposition clashes wi'h the Govern-
ment or the Government wants to
have its nwn wav. This is a problem
that has been with all Governments.
It is not a problem of a political
nature. We are trying to seek a snlu-
tion to the prnblem of imnort duties
and to lay down a basizs for the
correct functioning of the Customs.

Again I ask the auestinn ; what is
the use of having legislation if vou
are ‘going to allow Customs officials
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to have their own form of taxation
-which do-s not conform to this legis-
lation, which is outside this legisla-
tion, which is outside the control of
the Minister of Finance ? The Hon.
Minister of Finances has no control
over the levying of duties by the
Customs officials. That is my charge
and we have repeatedly made this
charge. This affects, in many instan-
ces, industries.

When we propose a change in
Customs duties, it must be effective
quickly. The position is that in the
Budget there was the 10 per cent.
proposal for industrial gonds and in-
dustrial raw materials. Up to now
this has not come into effect by law.
Industrial goods have been taxed
duty as high as 200 or 300 per cent.
What has happened ? Some indus-
trialists have had to bond their goods
until this question of tax was settled
Then, who pays the interest on this
money ? What about the artificial
shortage you are creating in the
country by not allowing these goods
to move into the factories and go
into production ?

I can in no way hold a brief for the
Customs Department. They act in a
kinodom of their own. They do not
wish to have any of their powers in-
terferred with. The passing of
customs regulations and tariffs has
absolutely no meaning to them. We
seck to rationalize the levying of
customs duties ; but what purposes is
served when there is a customs
authority that can act outside the
law ?

I very earnestly ask the Hon. Min-
ister—I have done so earlier, too,
both on the Floor of this House and
in the Standing Committee “ A ” that

went  into this question of
Finance—to do something about
this matter. I know there is
a committee appointed. I also

know that there was a specialist
on customs tax from Pakistan who
was here to make recommendations
to the Minister. I very sincerely hope
that before long the Minister will
take firm action and do away with

I do not want to take long bezauce
the Member for Yativantota (Dr. N.
M. Perera) has stated that this busi-
ness of chance of import duties is a
complex and complicated problem
and that he too in his time contem-
plated some changes but was not able
to effect any. He admitted that it was
a very complex and complicated busi-
ness and that not only this Govern
ment but even previous Governments
are to blame in this matter.

The complaint was that there was
no scientific basis for the changes
effected. It was done by a committee
on the advice of United Nations
experts. They must have been guided
by certain principles in making these
changes. Whether those principles
could be improved upon or not is a
question that we will have to
consider.

With regard to the specific matters
that were raised, there was the ques-
tion about cake. That position is not
correct. This is subject to a duty of
100 per cent. It is true that it is
explained in one schedule and caught
up in another schedule under “Food
and Drink”. It is subject to a duty
of 1¢) per cent.

There were individual items men-
tioned. It is nn{ possible for me to
say that the recommendations on
these items have Leen made without
any principle. I have made a note of
these complains and I shall certainly
pass thes> comments on to the people
concerned. Perhaps, they will go into
them and, ii ithe suggestions are
reasonable, effect the mnecessary
changes.

On the overall question of the hasic
princ'ples on which import duties
should be fixed, it is a big matter for
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[0 O5F Brnem]
which I think we might even have

to appoint a high-powered commis-
sion or a committee.

Regarding rates, there has been
some attempt at standardization.
Some were very high; some were
very low; and they have brought
them more or less into some kind of
reasonable relationship. But where
actual imports are concerned, import
licences will be issued only in cases
where there is a real and genuine

need for import. We have really
tried to standardize some of the

percentages.
