During this Session of Parliament,
My Government proposes to under-
take a series of further socialist
measures calculated to serve the
immediate and vital interests of the
people. j

In order to consolidate the victories
gained by the people since 1956, steps
will be taken to enlist the wider sup-
port of the people and the machinery
of Government will be re-orientated
to run more efficiently. Parliamen-
tary rules and regulations will be
suitably adapted so as to: make
Parliament work more smoothly.

The necessary regulations will be
formulated to enforce the Sinhala
Only Act and the Reasonable Use of
Tamil Act in a manner acceptable to
both the Sinhalese and the Tamils.

In continuation of My Govern-
ment’s policy, while ensuring for
Buddhism its proper place in the
country as the religion of the majo-
rity, complete freedom of worship
will be guoranteed to all religions
and no injustice will be done to any-
body on grounds of religion and
worship.

My Government will utilize more
intensively national and foreign bank-
ing services in order to assist national
devzlopment.

Steps will be taken to control
Agency Houses so as to benefit the
national interests. .

My Government will introduce
regulations to retire compulsorily all
Government Servants who are ineffi-
cient or who obstruct Government
work or who do mot co-operate.

My Government will set up
Workers’ Advisory Committees in all
institutions including State Cor-
porations, by means of administrative
regulations. The members to these
Committees will be elected by secret
ballot. These Committees-nwibl, be
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associated with the administration at
all levels. They will have the power
to investigate and advise on the elimi-
nation of waste, inefficiency and cor-
ruption, and will offer suggestions to

“assist in the efficient running of such

institutions. Maintenance of a high
standard of discipline in their work
places will also be one of their
functions.

Measures will be taken to establish
Vigilance Committees in Government,
Local Government and semi-Govern-
ment institutions by the enactment of
requlations. They will have the
power to advise on the organization
of work according to the needs of the
people and on the elimination of
bureaucracy, inefficiency and
obstruction.

Steps will aiso be tawen 1o sel up
Peoples’ Committees in all areas, with
legal powers to investigate matters
regarding distribution of commodities
in order to eradicate hoarding, black-
marketeering and corrupt practices
in trading.

The Co-operative Wholesale Estab-
lishment will be in complete charge
of the wholesale distribution of goods.
Its work will be decentralized so that
every district will have a wholesale
centre to handle the distribution of
goods, especially textiles, building
materials, medicines and food. Retail
trade will be handled by Government
shops, C. W. E. shops and Co-
operative Stores specially set up in
every Parliamentary Electoral Dis-
trict and through Ceylonese retail
traders. Ewery article will have a
fixed price. The Peoples’ Committees
will be closely associated with the
work of distribution of goods.

The importation of all essential
goods will be through the proposed
State Trading Organization. Import
of goods other than those handled by
this organization will be Ceylonized
and steps will be taken for it to take
over the export trade gradually.

As a result of these measures, My
Government hopes to substantially
reduee the cost of living.
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A planned programme of socialist
development in which every sector of
the working people will be associated
will be implemented speedily. In
order to evoke genuine enthusiasm

among the people, an effective
publicity ©  campaign will be
conducted.

My Government will set up special
Courts to prevent delay in the dis-
posal of inquiries into charges of
bribery and corruption and will for-
mulate laws to give more deterrent
punishment to those found guilty.

My Government has already taken
steps for conducting negotiations
with the Government of India on the
settlement of the problem of persons
of Indian origin who are not Ceylon
citizens according to our Citizenship
laws and will attempt to remove all
impediments that are now in the way
of solving this question.

Necessary legislation will be in-
troduced early to end the monopolis-
tic ownership of daily newspapers
and. to establish a broad-based owner-
ship. Through such legislation, steps
will be taken to set up a press on a
democratic basis thus eliminating
malpractices inimical to national and
social interests.

In the field of international affairs,
My Government has, in pursuance of
its policy of maintaining friendly
relations with all countries, estab-
lished wider diplomatic, consular and
trade relations. :

During the past year, My Prime
Minister took the initiative, along
with the Presidents of the United
Arab Republic and Yugoslavia, to
sponsor a Second Conference of Non-
Aligned States. My Prime Minister
will participate in this Conference
to be held in Cairo in October.

My Government signed the Nuclear
Test Ban Treaty and decided to
refuse entry into Ceylon’s territorial
waters, ports and airfields, of ships
or aircraft which carry nuclear
weapons or which are equipped, for
nuclear warfare.
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- My Geovernment’s efforts in the
United Nations Organization to raise
the question of the wviolation of
human rights in South Vietnam led
to the sending of a fact-finding
Mission to that country.

My Government continues to
recognize the value of the Common-
wealth association and My Prime
Minister expects to attend the forth-
coming meeting of Commonwealth
Prime Ministers.

A number of amendments to the
Immigrants and Emigrants Act will
be introduced to enable heavy penal-
ties to be imposed on those who
employ illicit immigrants and
encourage them to come to this
country.

Mr. Speaker and Members of the
House of Representatives.

The estimates of revenue and
expenditure for the forthcoming
financial year will be laid before you.

A vigorous effort is being made to
quicken the pace of work in the
Port of Colombo. As a first step in
this direction, the Port Commission
and the Port (Cargo) Corporation
have been brought under one Head
since January this year. To improve
the efficiency and co-ordinate the
functions of the Port Commission
and the Port (Cargo) Corp-omtéon,
theunquestion of creating. q single
P&t “Authority is being examined,
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In addition to the progress made
in the preservation of the Sacred
City of Anuradhapura, steady
progress has been made ,in the
implementation of the proposals for
the development of the Kataragama
Sacred City and the Kelaniya Raja-
meaha Vihara Sacred City schemes.

Legislation will be placed before
you to implement suitable recom-
mendations of the National and the
Technical Education Commissions
and the Universities Commission.

Besides the decentralization of
work in the Department of Health,
the scheme for the abolition of
private practice and the introduc-
tion of consultation practice, as an
interim  measure till  sufficient
specialists are available in the
private sector, is being carried out.

A mnew rehabilitation scheme to
subsidize ths rcpunting of worn-ot *
cocoa lands will be launched wvery
shortly.

My Government -will reorganize
the work of the Department of " ari-
culture in the light of the recon
mendations made by the Peiris and
Wickremasinghe Committees.

Amendments to the Land Develop-
ment Ordinance to implement suit-
able recommendations of the report
of the Land Commission will be
presented. This Bill will give
consideration to the question of
purchase by allottees of their allot-
ments subject to 'the mnecessary
conditions against their alienation
and fragmentation, and on the
repayment of the cost of development
in instalments.

A separate section has been set up
in the Irrigation Department to deal
with drainage and reclamation
works, including prevention of salt
water incursion. Special steps are
being taken to solve the drainage
problem in the Colombo area.

The work in comnection with the
Uda Walawe and Rajangane Schenes
is making satisfactory progress.
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In the field of industries, My
Government was able to further
strengthen the process of industrial
growth, particularly the basic State
sector industries. There was also a
substantial increase of production in
the private sector industries. Work
on the major projects such as Steel,
Tyre, Hardware, Cement, Flour,
Fertilizer and the Oil Refinery,
Newsprint Mill, Second Ceramic
Factory and the Textile Factory is
making progress.

The improvement of manufac-
turing capacities in the Paper Mill
has now been completed.

It is proposed to start a School of
Social Services to train both Govern-
ment and voluntary social workers.

A - Bill for the Registration of
Persons will be introduced for your
consideration, as well as a Bill to
control the acquisition of land by
non-Ceylonese and a Bill to ensure
priority to Ceylonese in employment.

The Bills which lapsed on the last
Prorogation and the legislation
necessary to give effect to the
policies of My Government will be
submitted for your consideration.

I commend all these matters to you
for your deliberation and I trust they
will receive your most careful
consideration.
