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GOVERNOR-GENERAL’S SPEECH
DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS

[FIFTH DAY]
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Order read for resuming Adjourned
Debate on Amendments [26th and 2T7th
November and 2nd December] to Ques-
tion [20th Nowvember.]

Mr. Deputy Speaker, before I speak
in support of the Amendments moved
by the joint leaders of the Opposition
I want to make just one reference to
the speech made by the hon. Member
for Galigomuwa (Mr. Balasuriya).
When he commenced his speech
yesterday he stated that the hon.
First Member for Colombo South
(Mr. J. R. Jayewardene) had taken
certain portions of the Governor-
General’s Throne Speech out of their
context and interpolated into them
arguments for and against the Press
Bill.

I would like to point out to the hon.
Member that there are three things
specifically mentioned in the Throne
Speech. The first is that, Buddhism
will be given its proper place in the
country as the religion of the majo-
rity. The second is the implementa-
tion.of the agreement between the
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Prime Minister of India and the
Prime Minister of Ceylon. The third
matter is that the lapsed Bills of the
previous Session and other necessary
progressive measures will be placed
before the House.

As regards the proper place for
Buddhism we have to wait and see
how the Government intends to pro-
ceed in this direction. We will have
to see what legislation it contem-
plates and the enactments that will
follow.

On the question of the registration
of Indians I must say this. The leader
of our party, the United National
Party, has in no uncertain terms
offered his entire support to your
Government. We will be only too
happy if the Hon. Prime Minister can
successfully settle this problem. But
there is one great danger. Whilst
these talks are going on and whilst
negotiations are being made for
certain adjustments to be carried out,
if we attempt to air our independent
views here then we will be causing
the greatest possible damage to this
agreement. The hon. Member has
already spoken about separate regis-
ters ; the Prime Minister herself has
been talking about these adjustments.
What is going to be the position that
you will be placing this country and
the Government in if you attempt
to discuss this matter ? This is a
national issue which is far above
party politics. It is, therefore, my
humble submission that the less said
about it the better.

I want to take another very impor-
tant matter next, and that is the
question of the Bills that have lapsed.
This is why Parliament was pro-
rogued. This is the first issue that was
put before the House. What were the
Bills that were presented during the
last Session that had lapsed ? They
were the Press Bills. Parliament was
prorogued because the Government
was unable to successfully pilot the
Press Bills in the last Session. They
have now taken the opportunity to
re-present those Bills and they are
now contemplating to debate them
next week.
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The Government is in its last term
of office as a Parliament elected in
1960. Soon it has to face the people
and elections. The charge made by
the people against this Government
is one of gross neglect of the needs
of the people. That is the main
charge. There are also charges of
violation of the fundamental rights
of the people, of a trend towards
dictatorship and of steps already
taken to implement a dictatorship, as
I will show you in no mistakable
fashion. As there are many hon.
Members who are anxious to contri-
bute to this Debate, I shall not
attempt to digress.

I should like to remind the House
that when the Coalition Government
was formed on 13th June, 1964, state-
ments were made by both coalescing
parties that the Coalition Government
would solve the problems of the
country. The L. S. S. P. leaders stated
that they would bring down the cost
of living within one month. The Hon.
Minister of Internal and External
Trade and Supply, who had been res-
ponsible for placing import restric-
tions in the past two years in con-
junction with the Hon. Minister of
Finance, made a statement on the
Floor of the House. The Hon. Minis-
ter of Finance said that he was
working on a plan in consultation
with the Hon. Minister of Internal
and External Trade to permit free
imports into this country, and he
assured us that there would be no
short supply of consumer goods. The
present position, however, is that not
only is there a grave shortage of con-
sumer goods but there is a graver
shortage of essential foodstuffs,

The Hon. Minister of Finance said,
“I shall implement a programme of
work, it will be 2 month to month
programme ”. When other Ministers
of Finance tried to implement a pro-
gramme for a year, two years or three
years, this Minister of Finance, the
wizard with the golden brains, pro-
mised to implement a month to
month programme. He added, “T will
answer for it on the Floor of the
House and I will tell you the pro-
gress”. = Six months have gone by,
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The Hon. Minister of Finance is ill;
he is not here. The progress that he
promised is also not here. I am sorry
to say that no progress has been made

in the implementation of any
‘working plan by the Coalition
Government.

In the course of my speech on the
Budget I referred to the economic
situation and made the charge against
the Hon. Minister of Finance that he
had wrecked the economy of this
country. I showed how agricultural
progress was jeopardized, how indus-
try was being brought to a standstill,
and how the ranks of the unemployed
were increasing. On that occasion I
also mentioned—I believe I was the
only speaker who made that direct
charge—that any attempt to imple-
ment the toddy proposal would be
vehemently opposed by the entire
Sangha. 1 was laughed at on that
occasion. Subsequent events have
proved me right, and the toddy pro-

posal has been withdrawn in
deference to the wishes of the
Sangha.

It it difficult to give a summary of
the acts of omission and commission
of this Government in a matter of half
an hour. I shall try to be as brief
as possible. I want to ask the Min-
isters—there is only one Minister
here today—what has happened to
the Budget. Where are these Budget
proposals ? Where is the Finance
Bill ? The Government is carrying
on without a planned programme of
work.

Let us consider the question of
import restrictions. In 1961, the
import of luxury items was banned.
In 1962, the import of semi-essential
goods was prohibited. In 1963 there
was imposed a cut on essential goods
and in the second half of 1964 there
was a total ban of imports. In res-
pect of 1965 the Hon. (Minister of
Internal and External Trade and
Supply has issued a quota of 30 per
cent. of imports, of which only 10
per cent. ean be imported- For
almost 12 months in the year, from
June 1964 to the end of June 1965,
you are going to permit this country
only 10 per cent. of all its imvorts.
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Can you wonder that there is a rise
in the prices of articles? Can you
wonder that there is blackmarket-
ing? Can you wonder that people
in employment are now going to be
retrenched ?

The Hon. Minister of Finance has
gone out to collect funds. He failed
in Japan, he has failed in the U. K.,
and now I understand that his com-
rade, the hon. Second Member for
Colombo South (Mr. Bernard Soysa),
Is in Canada asking for gift money.
I will come to that in a minute.

The position of the tea market is
such that the Ministers promised to
give relief to the low-country tea
plantations. I asked them to give a
subsidy on an acreage basis to the
smallholders, but that has not been
forthcoming ; we asked for a rebate
on the duties, but that has not been
forthcoming, with the result that
today many of the estates are on the
verge of closing down.

There is an import restriction on
fertilizer. There is an import res-
triction on essential fungicides.
Treatment on some estates is now
not possible because there is a short-
age of fungicides. Whole areas of
tea and rubber plantations will be
wiped out if this is not remedied
immediately, and now the Govern-
ment finds it cannot remedy it.

The Hon. Minister of Finance made
a statement on the Floor of the
House regarding the acreage tax and
replanting. He said that the moneys
spent on replanting will not be
taxed and he said, “I have explained
this a number of times ; Members of
the House cannot understand me .
We challenged his statement. I
have the Report of the Central
Bank issued in September 1964 and
at page 13 this is what the Central
Bank says about the replanting
subsidy. You will remember that
the Minister of Finance said that
we were incorrect in saying that the
replanting subsidy was being taxed.
The Central Bank says this at
page 13:

“It is proposed to withdraw the pro-
vision of exemption of replanting
subsidy from the taxable income. The

gain to revenue from this measure is
estimated to be Rs. 6 million. ”
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The Hon. Minister of Finance
said, “ No, we are not taxing this re-
planting subsidy”. Here is the
Central Bank Report which says
not only that you are taxing the re-
planting subsidy but also how much
you are going to gain—Rs. 6 mil-
lion additional revenue. When the
hon. Member for Weligama (Mr.
Montague Jayewickreme) protested
and said it was incorrect and gave
figures, the Minister of Finance tried
to laugh him down. He misre-
presented facts on the Floor of this
House. This was not the first
occasion that he had done so. Quite
apart from the fact that he is unable
to implement his Budget proposals,
he has withdrawn the proposed
toddy tapping scheme. It is a very
ambiguous situation. I read in the
newspapers that in a speech made
by the hon. Member for Balapitiya
(Mr. Lakshman de Silva) he had
said that the toddy proposal should
be implemented and will be imple-
mented, and that the country accepts
it. He had made a very long speech.
But the very next day I read in the
papers that the hon. Prime Minister
in consultation with the Cabinet, in
deference to the wishes of the
Sangha, had dropped the proposal
for toddy tapping.

Sir, I also want to refer to the
assurances given by this Government
regarding the question of the cost of
living. We were assured that the
cost of living would be brought
down. There was an assurance given
by a certain Hon. Minister that he
would bring down the cost of living
within one month and it was con-
firmed by the hon. Members of the
L. S. S. P. too. For this purpose legis-
lation was rushed through this
House ; the Control of Prices Bill
and various other legislative mea-
sures were enacted in an effort to
bring down the cost of living. Sir,
today, in October 1964, the cost of
living index is 113.2, the highest on
record. We have not only to make
reference to the cost of living but also
to the non-availability of essential
food items; the stockpiles that
would have lasted eight weeks are
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now sufficient for only six weeks.
Take the case of potatoes and
Bombay onions. They say that they
are expecting shipments. The onions
are sold at Rs. 1.20 per pound today.
There is a scarcity of these items.

Take the question of the supply of
flour. Are we having a shortage of
flour ? We are told that traders are
hoarding stocks of essential food
items. Now, Sir, flour is essential for
the loaf of bread and rotti, the poor
man’s meal. The Hon. Minister has
little or no stocks of this. He had to
take refuge under the CARE orga-
nisation for this commodity. In fact,
he had asked for a loan of 10,000 tons
of flour. I do not know whether he
will get the 10,000 tons asked for and
they in turn have asked for relief
under the PL 480 Agreement.

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Mr. Deputy Speaker, within a
period of one week the develop-
ments in strengthening the military
units which are already existing in
the Northern Province are in them-
selves clear proof to the entire
country of the aim and theme in the
heart of the S. L. F. P.

This honourable House would
have heard of the acts of tyranny
and aggression that were inflicted on
the ordinary poor people who are
living in the North by the personnel
in the military camps which have
been established at Palaly and
Thalayady. Representations have
been made to the Prime Minister
and to our respected friend,
Mr. N. Q. Dias, how his military
boys were trying to play the fool
and how they are trying to molest
even women in the Northern
Province.

There are naval centres within
Kilinochchi area, within Poonakari
area and at Iyakkachchi under the
guise that they were sent there to

Now at Iyakkachchi, Thala-
yady, Samankundu, Veravil and

Malaipal the navy boys in these
naval centres are asked to go out
and military detachments, army
detachments, are sent there.

Why all this ? I shall come out with
the answer in a moment. Why are
they pitching their camp at
Mullaitivu ? The hospital visitors, the
town councillors and the public have
sent, protests to the Prime Minister
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that they are pitching their camp in
front of the hospital, by the side of
the rural court, by the side of the
main road junction where hundreds
of women folk sit and wait. They
are there looking after the patients
who are in hospital and attending
the rural court and that is the place
where, day and night, hundreds of
womenfolk stay, that they are pitch-
ing their camp. Let us know for
what reason this is ?

If it is the motive of the Govern-
ment to open more and more mili-
tary centres in the North and the
rest of the country and make
arrangements to declare a state of
emergency very soon, it is quite
clear that the Maha Sangha is not
going to keep quiet without taking
any action. Even if the Government
passes legislation in this House,
with all their difficulties they are
not going to allow the S. L. F. P. to
take over Lake House easily. The
whole Opposition on the Floor of
this House is not going to keep quiet
and there is sure to be a commotion
on this issue very soon and an
emergency is going to be imposed.—
[Interruption]. Even the anti-
Sri campaign—today you would have
read in the papers that we are with-
drawing that. We do not want to
create a chance for you to declare
an emergency in Ceylon. We do not
want to do it. This is the ultimate
aim of the Government.

I ask you, what was the necessity
for the Government to station a
military detachment in Mullaitivu ?
What happened there ? Are illicit
immigrants coming to Mullaitivu or
is smuggling going on there ? Why
do you want to take away the havy
men from the naval centres there
and replace them with military

personnel ? Let us face it. When
the entire country faces it, let us
also face it. Let me thank the

Government for what they have
done. They have united us. The
entire Opposition on the Floor of
this House. whether it be the J. V. P,
the Federal Party, the U.N.P. or
the Independents, the whole Oppo-
sition is now together. The Govern-
ment had created the situation for
all of us to come together. That is
not all. Speaking on behalf'sf “the
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Tamil-speaking people and their
representatives, we, who were so far
independent from one another and
had differences of opinion among us,
have joined hands to be together no
sooner the Government showed
signs of symptoms of interfering its
religion, and there will be one voice
from now on. We will be together
and we will face your aggression
together.

On this question of aggression
there is only one thing that I would
like to say on the Floor of this
House. Our Prime Minister, a
woman Prime Minister, who has
been praised in all the foreign
countries for her sympathy, mercy
and all that, has started an aggres-
sion on these women-folk in Mullai-
tivu who visit their patients in the
hospital, who go to attend the rural
court, because from yesterday the
army has started pitching their
camps in that place. We can tole-
rate the aggression, the havoe, which
we have seen in the North displayed
by the army personnel. I would
request the Hon. Prime Minister,
being a woman, to think of these
poor women and to place herself in
the position of these people who are
going to suffer this aggression. Let
the Government have an army unit
in Mullaitivu, not one but even ten,
and we are prepared to face them
but let them not have an army
detachment placed at that particular
spot ; let them not start harassing
those people.

I think I have taken too much of
your time. Very soon we will have
the next Throne Speech on the Floor
of this House. Let us study that
carefully and decide whether we are
to support the Government or
oppose it.

Sir, I shall be as brief as the Speech
from the Throne. This is, perhaps,
the briefest Speech from the Throne
ever delivered in this House or in
the House of Commons. It is as brief
as a certain kind of bathing suit
which is designed to conceal as little
as possible and to reveal much more
than the eye can take in.

Those who commented on the
Indo-Ceylon agreement—those who
praised it as well as those who con-
demned it—failed to advert to a
special aspect of it. They had not
considered whether the agreement
was ultra vires the Constitution. The
proposal to have a separate electoral
register for persons of Indian origin
is ultra wvires the Constitution. If
one studies the Constitution, parti-
cularly Section 11, one will find that
this House can only consist of repre-
sentatives elected for the wvarious
electoral districts. The election is
territorial. @ The various electoral
distrietss'liave been demarcated by
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the Delimitation Commission. So that
the elected representatives of this
House can only be from the various
electoral districts. You cannot Lave
persons elected to the House on the
basis of a special electoral register
because they will not represent any
electoral districts.

So, I should like to say at the outset
that those who entered into this
agreement did not realize that by
placing these persons of Indian origin
on a special electoral register they are
conferring nothing at all on them.
They cannot elect any representative
to this House. ‘Even if they do,
such election will be null and wvoid.
The question will also arise whether
Parliament composed partly of such
Members is properly constituted.
The question also arises whether
the House can amend the Constitution
by two-thirds of its Members voting.
My contention is that such a piece
of legislation will be in direct conflict
with Section 29 (2) (a), (b) and (c¢)
of the Constitution, which, of course,
contains unalterable provisions of the
Constitution. In order to make
myself clear on this issue, I shall refer
to this section and its sub-sections.

Section 29 (2) reads as follows :

“No such law shall—

(a) prohibit or restrict the
exercise of any religion; or

free

(b) make persons of any community =

or religion liable to disabilities or
restrictions to which persons of
other communities or religions
are not made liable ; or
(c) confer on persons of any commu-
nity or religion any privilege or
advantage which is not conferred
on persons of other communities
or religions ;”
Sub-section (d) does not apply.
These four sub-sectiong are
entrenched because Section 29 (3)
says :
“Any law made in contravention of
sub-section (2) of this Section shall, to

the extent of such contravention, be
void. ”

There are sub-sections (a), (b), (c)
and (d). Any law which comes into
being against any of those provisions
shall be void. Sub-section 3 then
places an absolute bar on any kind
of legislation which might be passed

Bewlds O35 et
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in nontravention of these provisions.
Now, this exactly is the view of the
Privy Council in the case Bribery
Commissioner wvs. Ranasinghe re-
ported in the 66th volume of the
New Law Reports, page 73, at page
78. Their Lordships having quoted
Section 29 (2) (a) proceeded to state
as follows :—

“There follow (b), (c¢) and (d) which
set out further entrenched religious and

racial matters which shall not be the
subject of legislation. ”—

I would like you to mark the words
“which shall not be the subject of
legislation ”. This is very important.

—“They represent the solemn balance
of rights between the citizens of Ceylon,
the fundamental conditions on which
mter se, they accepted the Constitution,
and these are therefore unalterable under
the Constitution.”

Their Lordships go further and say
that these sub-sections represent the
rights inter se between the various
religious and racial communities and
the conditions under which the
Constitution was established. So,
then, a separate electoral register
cannot be created even with a two-
thirds majority because it restricts,
or places certain disadvantages on,
persons of a certain community, and
therefore it comes into conflict with
sub-section 29 (b) of  the
Constitution.

I wish to give this warning to those
who entered into this agreement.
True, during the U. N. P. regime, Sir
John Kotelawala and Nehru entered
into such an agreement. Nehru could
not have had the time to look into
our Constitution and Sir John, even
if he looked into it, would not have
understood it. Thereafter, the late
Prime Minister, Mr. Bandaranaike,
restored the original position know-
ing probably the constitutional
implications of the separate register
of voters.

Now, various critics on this side of
the House quoted copiously from the
speeches of our Leftist friends. But I
do not think they were justified in
doing so, for did not an American phi-
losopher say: “ A foolish consistency
is,the hobgoblin of little minds ”’? The
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great minds of the L. S. S. P. can
change—they could be inconsistent,
undependable and even dishonest.
After all, consistency, dependability
and intellectual honesty are the
virtues of the petite bourgeoisie like
ourselves or the capitalists. These
progressives, of course, can deny, can
repudiate, everything they had said ;
otherwise they cannot progress. It is
only sticks-in-the-mud that will be
consistent ; to be progressive it is
necessary to be as changeable as
a weathercock and as undependable
as the wind.

When a great advocate of the
Coalition Government was taxed with
the inconsistency of some of the
socialists in the Government benches
being enormously rich, he said,
“What nonsense are you talking ?
The great Engels himself was a mill
owner, owned mansions and had two
beautiful women as mistresses.”
Mills, mansions and mistresses, he
said, do not go against the progres-
sives of the socialist parties. They
probably are the necessary adjuncts
of the leaders of such parties.

In this situation, Members of this
House sometimes find it difficult to
understand the speeches made by the
now vociferous Member for Dehi-
wala-Mt. Lavinia (Dr. Colvin R. de
Silva). On this side of the House he
was a very cultured, urbane gentle-
man, whose courteous retorts it was
a delight to listen to, but when he
moved over to the other side he spoke
of smashing of heads, squeezing
of necks, cutting of throats and thrus-
ting some things down throats.
Some of us find it difficult to under-
stand this. A great many admirers
are still bewildered by his recent
utterances and the bewilderment can
perhaps be expressed in the form of
a verse:

Ol'é1 Colvin! Colvin, give us an answer

o,

We were once half-crazy for you.
What’s all this talk

To frighten u. ~imple folk,

Of Castro anda castration ?

Oh ! it’s a botheration

To understand you:r grim joke.

You are now a sc.range sort of bloke
Inthe L.S. S. P. cum S. L. F. P. cloak.

I shall leave it at that.
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Our great progressives are progres-
sing—repudiating everything they
had stood for—towards socialism of
the Cuban type. I think it was the
hon. Member for Dehiwala-Mt.
Lavinia who said that he wanted a
feminine counterpart of Fidel Castro.
I suppose when they have a Fidela
Castra, the feminine form of Fidel
Castro, they would all live happily
ever after.

I shall now refer to the proposal to
give Buddhism its rightful place, by
legislation. It is rather a very cryptic
sentence that we find in the Throne
Speech, but if it is meant to confer
any special benefit on the followers of
Buddhism, then I say that that kind
of legislation would come into conflict

-with the entrenched provision of the

Constitution, namely, Section 29 (2)
(c¢) and that such legislation cannot
be passed even if 99 per cent. of the
Members vote for it. What is
behind all this we do not know. Is it
not the fact that Buddhism occupies
a pre-eminent place in the affairs of
this country ? Large sums of money
have been given to the pirivenas. No
hon. Member of any other religion
ever protested against or objected to
it. Special advantages have been
given to certain Buddhists. No impor-
tant function of the Government
begins without some sort of Buddhist
ceremony being performed. The
Buddhist holidays have increased in
number and they threaten to increase
further. What is the meaning of
this ? The only answer is that Bud-
dhism is the religion of the majority,
therefore, it is occupying a predomi-
nant place.

In India today at Sarnath, the place
where Lord Buddha preached his first
sermon, are gathered together Bud-
dhist representatives from all the
countries in the world and no less a
person than the President of the In-
dian Republic opened that conference
and made a speech. Supposing the
Hindus wanted to have a conference in
Ceylon of a similar type, do you think
that this Government would have
extended even a fraction of the hos-
pitality that the Indian Government
has,extended ? For all I know, the
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Permanent Secretary to the Ministry

of Defence and External Affairs,
might not even grant a visa!

The Eucharistic Congress is being
held in Bombay. All arrangements
have been made by the Indian Gov-
ernment for the comfort and conve-
nience of all those who wished to go
there, and the Pope himself is being
received by the representatives of the
Indian Government with all the
honour due to him. Not a single
Hindu in the whole of India—al-
though the vast majority in India are
Hindus—had ever said that rightful
place should be given to Hinduism
because it is the religion of the
majority. What is the purpose ?

Some people
ments to the Constitution, for instance
the hon. Member for Welimada and
his new-found ally, the hon. Member
for Avissawella. The history of the
hon. Member for Avissawella is one
of the greatest political tragi-comedies
of this country. His decline has been
such that he could find comfort
nowhere except in the arms of the
hon. Member for Welimada. And
what is it that they want ? They want
the Prime Minister, the Governor-
General and all the Members of the
Cabinet to be Buddhists. They stopped
short of the Members of this House.
Probably they will say it soon—that
only Buddhists should be Members of
this House.

They want the Commanders of the
Army, the Navy, the Air Force, Per-
manent Secretaries, Heads of Depart-
ments and Heads of Schools to be
Buddhists. They stopped short of the
officers of the armed services and the
students and teachers in schools. But
they will say it soon! Is this your
Cuban socialism to which the great
progressives of the L. S. S. P. are
marching forward irrespective of the
consequences.

There is one more matter which I
want to deal with, namely, the take-
over of the Lake House. On the last
occasion I said that that could not be
done unless one amended the Consti-
tution. Let me briefly explain my
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reasons. Section 29 (1) of the Cons-
titution empowers Parliament to
make laws for the peace, order and
good government of the country. As
1 said before the meaning of “law”
here is that it should not apply
to a particular person, whether
to a particular person, whether a
human being or juristic person; it
should apply to persons in general or
to a class. Generality of application

is the essence of “law ”.

There is another requirement. It
implies a prohibition and a sanction.
Now, for example, there is provision
against stealing—the sanction is
punshment. Judged by  these
standards the Bill to take over
the Lake House does not come
within the definition of “law”.
Therefore, it is ultra vires the Cons-
titution. But Section 29 (1) of the
Constitution can be altered implied-
ly if the Bill is passed by a two-third
majority. So unless the House has
two-thirds of its Members voting for
that Bill that Bill would be ultra-
vires. But the great advocate of the
new policies of this Government, the
hon. Member for Dehiwala-Mt. Lavi-
nia said that whether it was ultra
vires or not they were going to take
over the press because—he says—
they publish lies.

I think it was Pilate who asked the
question : “ What is truth ?”” and did
not wait for an answer. As far as the
Coalitionists of the S. L. F. P. are
concerned we know what their
variety of truth is. They want to have
in place of the Lake House a “ News
Fake House” to lie on behalf of
themselves and their friends.

Sir, my time is limited. I would
only say that we are going towards a
kind of socialism, Castrian socialism,
for which so many people on the
other side have longed. But I would
say the hand that wrote the doom of

ancient Babylon on its walls did not
foretell a greater disaster than that
that is going to befall this Island as
a result of the purblind policy of this
Coalition Government.

What we stated on that occasion
would perhaps not have been clear to
most people. On that occasion a large
section of the working class of this
country and others, people who knew
us individually and personally, shook
their heads and told us, “Do you
think you are right ? Is it the correct
step to take ? Is it not possible for
this Government now with a section
of your former party within their
ranks, if not to achieve socialism, to
be able to, at least, push the Govern-
ment in that direction ? ” Those were
the sentiments expressed by most
pecple at that time.

Mr. Speaker, you are aware that as
a result of the party leaders’ meeting
and our decision to cut down the
time that is to be allotted to speakers,
I have to confine myself to the time
allotted to me. I do not propose
therefore to take more time than is
necessary. In the circumstances, I am
compelled to summarize what I have
to say.

I had stated before the suspension
for tea that there were hopes and
expectations from this Government.
By and large, apart from the question
of fundamentals, the supporters of
the Government and those who felt
that they might try out this Coalition
thought that, step by step, however
slowly, there will be some progress
made in the correct direction. That
was the position.

- You are aware that in relation to
the pressing problems of the people
which have been mentioned over and
over again by hon. Members in this
House, the problems of the working

class would be solved. It is not neces-

sary for me to dwell at length on this,
but over the last several years there
has been a state of expectation that
tomorrow or the day after something
will happen. When the Coalition
Government was formed the expec-
tation of the working class was that
if not the 21 demands, at least a few
of these demands would be granted.
But what has happened today ? The
elementary right to form a union is
the subject matter of struggle. Apart
from the question of demands which
have been for long overdue, the ele-
mentary right of workers to form a
union is now in question ; workers
cannot decide to enforce the right
they thought they had. They find
themselves up against the Govern-
ment and the police of the Govern-
ment. I do not need to go into details.
We all know what is happening in the
case of one strike, the one at Velona.

Then, with regard to the other
matters pertaining to the working
class, we know how hon. Members

Bewidm 9535 VHVCE
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who joined the Government from my
party to form the Coalition, far from
having any consciousness of what
they stood for these last thirty years,
have been the foremost in every
attempt to thwart the efforts of the
workers from winning their pressing
demands. I do not want to dwell on
that matter. So much so, not only
have they blocked the path of the
working class, but they have also
sown confusion among the working
class. Fortunately, they are not in
control of the working class move-
ment of this country. To the extent
that they have been a2ble to influence
the workers they have been success-
ful in bringing about confusion.

With regard to the peasants, yes, I
come from an area where there are
peasants, poor smallholders, it is not
necessary for me to speak at length
on that matter. There is nobody in
this country who expects the situa-
tion to change overnight or within
the next six months. But could this
Government say that there has been
a measure of progress with regard to
the poor peasantry! In whatever
direction you move, with regard to
whatever problems they have, it is
a question of the problems becoming
worse and worse, and more and more
complicated. I do not know how the
people in the rural areas could live.
It is a surprize that they are
existing.

Then, with regard to the daily
necessities of life too, nobody expect-
ed things to fall from the skies. But
the Government talked of reducing
the cost of living, of bringing down
the prices of impotred goods, and so
on and so forth. What is the use of
making a long speech on that
matter ? Today, the situation is much
worse than it was a couple of months
ago.

Then, in this situation one would
expect the Government to be in a
state of crisis. A state of crisis is not
altogether surprising or altogether a
situation from which one must run
away. Governments face crises, but
the question is in what direction do
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vou propose to solve that crisis ? As
we expected, this Government has
decided to get over the crisis in re-
gard to the economic and financial
situation by moving, not to the leit,
but to the right. It has been a tradi-
tion with all bourgeois Governments
that they have resorted to the usual
tricks to deceive the people whenever
they could not face the people or
solve their pressing problems. They
try to cloud the issue by bringing up
questions of religion, communalism,
and so on.

One would have thought that the
influence of certain people, who were
members of a party that stood for
minority rights, that stood for the
rights of oppressed sections and vari-
ous racial groupings, that stood for
the religious freedom of all religious
groups in this country, that stood for
secular governments, would have
been nothing but good on the
Government which they joined. But
what has happened ? We told this
House and the country that these
people had given up what they stood
for. We have seen how, far from
pressurizing the Government and
moving in the correct direction, they
have been pressurized themselves
into giving up what little principle
they had. They said that they want-
ed to join the Government to save
the country from reaction and from
the U. N. P. Members of the U.N.P.
and I are personal friends, but as a
party I consider them as our class
enemy. My erstwhile colleagues told
the country that they wanted to save
the country from the U.N.P. and the
forces of reaction. I ask them
whether they can say that now.

One could expect a Government
to yield to pressure when it comes
from the correct direction. That is
how Governments should function ;

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they must yield to pressure from the
correct direction. If they yielded to
the pressure of the working class, if,
in case they were unable to grant the
21 demands they made some conces-
sions to the working class, one could

have said that they were moving in

the correct direction. If, in order to
give a measure of relief to the mino-
rities of this country, the Govern-
ment took steps to solve the long-
standing problems of the Tamils and
other minority groups, if the Gov-
ernment was able to bring about a
certain amount of communal
harmony by granting some conces-
sions, then one could say that the
Government was yielding to pressure
from the correct direction.

What do we actually find ? Do we
find that concessions have been made
on those grounds ? Do we find that
the Government has yielded to pres-
sures from the correct direction ? No.
On the contrary, we have seen that
the Government is not amenable to
any pressures from the working class.
They have built a high wall between
themselves and the forces that are
capable of pushing this country along
the path of progress. They have been
pressurized in the wrong direction ;
they have reacted to certain other
pressures. They told the country and
the people, “ Do not worry ; step by
step, if not at once, we will strike at
the capitalist class”. They also told
the peasants and the workers, “ We
will obtain revenue from the tax on
tea estates; we will obtain revenue
by taxing the great house owners. ”
These were their proposals. What has
happened to these proposals ? Please
tell us and the country. Is it not true
that you have withdrawn these pro-
posals as a result of various pressures
brought to bear on you ?

You gave the small man certain
hopes. You made certain promises.
You promised to lower prices. You
told the poor man, “You are also a
human being with the same rights as
the rich. You have the right to
d;‘ink. If you want to drink, we will
give you the right to tap for toddy.”
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Let us not discuss the pros and cons
of taking alcohol. You in your
wisdom, you, your party, made a deci-
sion. It may be convenient for certain
people who are pursuing certain poli-
tical manoeuvres and Wwho are
conducting certain campaigns to
refer to a section of your party. You
are a Government and we have to
ask you to answer as a Government.

Both sections of the Government,
the Prime Minister included, made a
decision with regard to issuing
licences for tapping toddy. You said
from your platforms that this is the
way to fight the kasippu menace.
There may be disagreements on this
matter, but on behalf of my party we
told you that it is correct, go ahead
and permit tapping. That was what
the small man expected. You said
from house tops, “ Whatever the
forces of opposition, we will not
bend ”. But what have you done ?
You postponed it from day to day,
month to month, when the forces of
reaction started to move under cover
of religion, under cover of safe-
guarding Buddhism. We know how
dark forces always use slogans of
religion—our country, our religion,
our race. Those are the classic
slogans of those who are moving
under cover of reaction., You have
yielded to those forces and you have
abandoned the proposal about toddy.
You are bending to pressure. Your
Prime Minister has said in so many
words, “I am yielding, I am with-
drawing this proposal at the request
of the Maha Sangha .

I ask you, hon. Members of this
House, what exactly that means. It is
not worshipping at the feet of the
Lord Buddha. When the Hon. Finance
Minister and other co-leaders went
with a mal wattiya to the Temple of
the Tooth Relic, do not think that
they worshipped at the feet of the
Buddha. They worshipped at the feet
of the dark forces that want to kill
and destroy the social unity of this
country. That is what you have done ;
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you are yielding to the so-called
request of the Sangha; you are
yielding to the laws of the darkest
forces in this country.

One step leads to another. You
say you are fighting forces of
reaction. The reactionaries say “ make
Buddhism the State religion”. You
say, “Do not fear, we have always
been for religion ; look, who can say
we are against Buddhism ? Look, we
want to bring legislation to give
Buddhism its rightful place ”. Look
at the consequences of that act. I am
not going to debate it as hon.
Members of other parties have done.

Here is an amendment of this
nature placed for the first time in an
Order Paper of this honourable
House. One amendment on the Order
Paper states as follows :

“that Buddhism be given its rightful
place by adoption of the following
measures : —

(a) making Buddhism the state reli-
gion ;

(b) declaring Sunday to be a working
day and declaring all four poya
days to be holidays ins.ead ;

(¢) legislating that the Governor-
General, Prime Minister, Cabi-
net Ministers, Heads of Depart-
ments, Staff Officers, Officers of
the Armed Forces and Heads of
Schools should be Buddhists ;

(d) legislating for complete prohibi-
tion ;

(e) legislating that Buddha Dhamma
should be taught in schools only
by the Maha Sanga ;

(f) maintaining all places of wor-
SHIB Sl - 2

Do you think the forces who want
this type of thing are anxious to safe-
guard religion ? Buddhism or any
other religion need no legislation to
safeguard it. Only its inherent force
can keep any doctrine alive.

The Marxist movement has gone
underground. Parties of the working
class and the revolutionary movement
were illegalized. It is anathema to
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the bourgeois Government. But
Marxism will survive, and it survives
today. Several great countries of the
world are socialist today. So, do not
think that you are protecting your
religion. You are doing the greatest
harm to your own religion, by open-
ing the doors of reaction. This is the
result of your giving in to pressures
from the wrong direction. This is only
the beginning of communalism. When
elections are drawing nigh you
cannot talk on the unemployment
problem, how to solve it and so on.
This is the normal slogan of the
bourgeois Government. You cannot
solve the unemployment problem and
therefore you must chase the planta-
tion workers, the Indian workers, the
stateless persons. Your Prime
Minister waited till six months before
the elections and went to India, and
in a conspiracy with Shastri, the
Prime Minister of India, the bourgeois
Prime Minister, agreed to a horse
deal behind the backs of the people
of this country who have a right to
remain in this country. Under this
agreement the Government of India
has agreed to take back 525,000 people
from this country, whether they like
it or not. That is the announcement
you have made, and what is the
result ? In the same amendment it
is stated that 16 lakhs of plantation
workers should be repatriated. When
you grant one concession you open
the flood gates.

You have not taken the slightest
step to grant the rights of the Tamil

people, their language rights and so
on. For a couple of months even the
Federal Party was silent; they
thought that something good might
come out of the Coalition but they
too were deceived. When today the
occasion for an election is drawing
nigh, and when the forces of reaction
are raising their voice, you react to
those forces. And in what way ? You
implement the language policy in the
most devastating manner, destroying
whatever good feeling there was
between the Tamils and the
Tamil and the Sinhalese.
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Sir, 1 have not the time to say
much more.—[Interruption] I will
not take much time of the House but
in this situation I say that so far as
my party is concerned there is no
question about our position. We have
absolutely agreed to oppose this
Government and tell the people of
this country not to tolerate this
bourgeois Government. This Govern-
ment is opening the doors of reaction,
and let the people be convinced
today, if not from our mouths, from
the actions and speeches and resigna-
tions from Government side. Let
them be convinced in that way. The
time has come for the hon. Members
of the Government to realize—better
late than never—that they must
make the decision to get out of the
Government.

I say that in this situation, which
has been created by the Press Bill,
those who are against the press take-
over quite rightly—have weakened
their case by linking their struggle
with their fight against Marxism, the
theory of Marxism, and socialism in
this country. They have only
deceived themselves by this in their
fight against the press take-over. The
workers and poor people of this
country may not know what Marxist
theory is, but, by and large, they are
convinced that Marvism is something
that will do them good. In that
situation I warn the working class
from the Floor of this House that they
must now intervene and that they
cannot be silent ; they must intervene,
otherwise these dark forces of
reaction let loose by this Government,
in combination with this Government,
will triumph. I am convinced that if
the working class intervenes that will
not happen.

So far as my party is concerned, we
will fight reaction from whatever
quarter it comes. That is all I have
to say on behalf of my party. I do not
propose to speak any further and I
commend by amendment to those in
the Government party and ask them
even at this late hour to make their
decision to get out and to be with
the people.

On this occasion when I rise to
speak I cannot help thinking that
what we are witnessing in this
House today really is something
which, I am sure—if I may say so—
is a question of confidence, if not a
crisis of confidence. I see around us
a number of former Colleagues,
hon. Members of this House, who
have been in the service of this
House for a long while, many of
them Colleagues who have served
as Ministers of this Government for
long periods of time, hon. Members
of Parliament who have done dis-
tinguished service to this House,
raising questions completely un-
related, if I may say so, to the Throne
Speech. And, on the basis of these
questions, indicating their inability,
on this occasion, to vote with the
Government, either by their declara-
tions or by their silence—or by the
fact that they have moved across
and taken seats on the other side.

Let us stop for a moment to
examine the facts and ask ourselves
what really is the underlying ques-
tion behind all this, what really is
the inspiring factor. My good Friend
from Kolonnawa stated a moment
ago in immaculate Sinhalese the
thoughts contained in the election
manifestos of the SL.F.P. He indi-
cated the emphasis placed upon
certain fundamental ideas wunder-
lying the very concept of demo-
cracy. He talked about the freedom
of elections; he talked about the
free use of votes; he talked about
the independence of the judiciary
and he ta'ked about other basic
fundamental concepts involved with
the very practice of democracy
which. indeed, has been practiced in
this country right from Independence
up to date.
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In this context let us examine
carefully where the problem lies. I
had the advantage of listening to the
speech of my good Friend the hon.
Member for Avissawella. I remem-
ber the time—not so long ago—when
there were other hon. Members of
the House who used to fling the
taunt of dictatorship right at me and
none other. I remember the hon.
Member for Avissawella rising in
my defence and saying: “I do not
think his thoughts are wrong, but I
think he is a damned fool to say it ”.
That was what the hon. Member for
Avissawella said.

The hon. Member for Avissawella
says that this Government has a bad
record, that it has no socialist re-
cord, that it has ruined this country
and that we have made this country
go from bad to worse. Economic
solutions have to be found says my
good Friend the hon. Member for
Avissawella in his own inimitable
style and language—alternating be-
tween the loud tones of wrath and
the softness of his indictmnet. But
let us examine the text of what he
says.

We all know the contemporary
history of this country and it is not
necessary for me to recount it. I
do not have a long political history
ranging back to 30 or 35 years un-
less 1 start from the day I was born.
May I say this ? It was not so long
ago when many sections of the Mem-
bers of this House—and I was one of
them—who firmly believed that a
coalition of all the socialist parties
would help to solve the economic
and social problems of this land. I
believed it then. There were a
group of men—some of them in the
Opposition, some of them in the
Government and some by them-
selves. And this group of men
firmly believed at that time that this
Government was capable of a socia-
list achievement, that this Govern-
ment was capable of making use of
their many and varied talents and
that this Government was capable of
taking this country further along the
progressive and socialist path. What
has happened may I ask since then

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to make the very persons who, at
that stage, had confidence that this
country had a future under this
Government, who at that stage
believed that this Government would
lead this country in the correct
direction, to doubt its very premises ?

Is it not true at that stage when
our Colleagues of the L. S. S.P. joined
this Coalition Government, there
were others constituting the then
United Left Front, who firmly
believed that it was a mistake for the
L.S. S. P. to take this step alone, and
that it should have been taken in
association with the others? And
supposing the history of this country
had come to be written in a different
form, supposing for a moment that
those who believed that the coalition
of all socialist forces was necessary
in this country, had succeeded in
their endeavours, would we have
then heard the speeches we have
heard today indicting this Govern-
ment with a bad record, a record of
failures, a record of having done
nothing, a record of having indulged
in corruption of the worst order
according to hon. Members of this
House ? No, Mr. Speaker. If they
were sincere and honest, would they
have ever thought for a moment of
coalescing with corruption, would
they have thought of joining forces
with persons who have no socialist
perspective, would they have thought
for a moment of working hand in
hand with feudalists for the
protection of feudalism !

These are, Mr. Speaker, words in
Ceylon politics that have many and
varied uses. We use them occasionally
as terms of endearment, we use them
occasionally as terms of abuse, but
taken all in all and forgetting for the
moment the personal difficulties, the
personal problems that arise from
time to time, let us make an honest
attempt to analyze the political
situation from 1960 onwards, and
then judge for ourselves what has
happened.

In 1960, after the assassination of
the late Prime Minister, we know
what became of the S. L. F. P. 1Its
forces were scattered. It did not exist.
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No one knew who was to be trusted
and was not to be trusted. Nobody
was sure. Every honest man in the
Sri Lanka Freedom Party was looked
upon with doubts. That was the
situation then.

My good Friend the hon. Member
for Avissawella says the Prime
Minister did not even condescend to
contest the Attanagalla seat, the seat
of her late husband, from the
S. L. F. P. That is perfectily true. She
sent in her nomination papers as an
independent and in the circumstances
prevailing, a couple of months after
the assassination, is anyone in this
House going to blame her for it. Is
it unnatural that the widow of the
assassinated Prime Minister should
have a problem, on the one hand, the
loyalty to her husband’s people, the
people who had made him Prime
Minister, elected him their Member
of Parliament for a term of thirty
years, or to drop them completely
merely because she was just not sure
what degree of involvement members
at that time in the party had. You
will recall, at that stage my good
Friend the hon. Member for Galle
(Mr. W. Dahanayake) was the Prime
Minister, Mrs. Vimala Wijewardene
was a Cabinet Minister and
Mr. Stanley de Zoysa was also a
Cabinet Minister. In those circumst-
ances are we going to say that
Mrs. Bandaranaike deserted the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party ?

On the other hand what actually
happened ? Mrs. Bandaranaike did
come into politics in January, 1960 ;
she came in a very hesitant way ; she
came as patron of the party; she
addressed a few meetings here and
there. My good Friend the hon.
Member for Avissawella (Mr. D. P. R.
Gunawardena) says she wept. But I
can say that in consequence of our
action others had to weep. Be that as
it may she came into politics. She
did not win the election. My good
Friend the hon. Leader of the Oppo-
sition won that election. He formed
a Government.

There were many of us then who
were also in this House who sat to-
gether as Colleagues and voted
together. We had just one Throne
Speech. That was the duration of that
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Session of Parliament. And during
that Session I well recall how many
hon. Members of this House were
called upon to make very difficult
decisions, decisions under the leader-
ship of the hon. Member who now
sits in the middle of the back row of
the Opposition, my good Friend the
Hon, C. P. de Silva." He ‘'was our
leader and I can assure you that it
was a privilege and a pleasure to
serve him as Leader of the Opposition.
We stood firmly together. We had no
doubt we were a poor lot. We did not
have money. We did not have the
resources to fight other elections. If
there are temptations, as people say,
floating around today I venture to say
that the temptations that floated
around in those days were far greater,
and yet there were hon. Members
whose dignity and confidence in
themselves, certainly on the policies
they stood for were big enough and
good enough to ensure risking their
seats on a dissolution of Parliament
and a willingness to face the people
with confidence come what may.
There were two or three of us who
did not come back in that Parlia-
ment ; there were two or three hon.
Members who lost their seats upon
that dissolution, who were not
returned to this House, members of
the Sri Lanka Freedom Party:; I
remember them well. I remember
them making their speeches here on
the Floor of this House declaring
their determination to stand stead-
fast, not for any personal gain or
reward. The Sri Lanka Freedom
Party had very little to offer ; we still
have very little to offer in the way
of emoluments or rewards; but the
party had an ideal, an ideal which
we believed and felt was well worth
defending, and I still believe it is
well worth defending to ¢his day.

Nothing has changed to make the
principles that the late Prime Min-
ister stood for any the less valuable
or valid today than they were on the
date when he was struck down when
he should have been in this Cham-
ber on his way to Parliament by the
cruel hand of an assassin. And it is
indeed a tragedy and, I think, my
good Friend the Hon. C. P. de Silva
wouldobe the first person to grieve
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at the absence of his leadership in the

Sri Lanka Freedom Party there-
after.

Mr. Speaker, what did we stand
for then and what do we stand for
now? The fact of a coalition with
another political party, what does it
involve and what has it meant? I
know that there are many people,
particularly when they sat in the
Opposition, who believed that there
were simple solutions to all pro-
blems, who told us the same thing
when we held the reins of Govern-
ment, who smiled politely and said,
“If we were in power we know how
to do it much better than you”.
People told me the same thing. I
see my hon. Friend the Member for
Avissawella smiling, he will recall
it. When I was Finance Minister
in 1960, 1961 and 1962, I had occasion
to make three Budget speeches in
this House, and on every one of
these occasions every section of
this House told me where I was
wrong. My good Friend the hon.
Leader of the Opposition told me,
“ Your Budget deficits are recurring
year after year. This bodes no good
for you. You are going to get into
trouble one or these days. Your
external assets will fall. You are
drawing them down. You are run-
ning into trouble. ~You had better
heed my words.” My good Friend,
the hon. Member for Wattala (Mr.
Jayasinghe) read me statistics of the
Central Bank to show that we only
had money in the kitty to pay for
imports in the next two months. My
good Friend, the hon. Member for
Avissawella (Mr. D. P. R. Guna-
wardena) tried to show me that a
greater socialist orientation was re-
quired in regard to some of the
measures which I proposed, although
he did say at that time that some of
the proposals I made were not bad
but might have been better. Then
there were others who said that
every single thing I did was wrong
and who told me that from a theore-
tical point of view I was doomed to
disaster.

The same things were said about
the Hon. Minister of Internal and
External Trade and Supply.” Tt s
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not peculiar to any one individual.
We have all been told what a rotten
job we were doing at different times.

What it comes to is this, that when
an attempt is made to take action to
reduce a Budget deficit, when an at-
tempt is made to take the necessary
corrective actions in an economic
sphere, you yourselves, who gave us
the prescription and told us what
should be done, said, “ Well, it can-
not be done ; you are wrong and you
must go”. And we have gone—we
make no bones about it. But there
are no quick and speedy solutions.
If we have not found immediate
solutions, does it mean that we have

failed? No, Mr. Speaker, I submit
that we have not failed.
In what way does the Coalition

Government mark a difference in
the principles and policies which we
are committed to? As a Coalition
we are naturally agreed not to hide
ideological differences. It is diffi-
cult to talk about differences. It is
no good, for example, our entering
into dialectic debates as to the merits
and demerits of a particular variety
or theory of Marxism, as to who is
a revisionist and who is not, as to
what is right and what is wrong.
That serves no purpose. So far as
we are concerned, we of the SL.F.P.
are firmly committed to what we
believe is the middle path, and what-
ever anyone else may say, we mean
to stick to it and we shall stick to it.
So far as others are concerned, they
believe that the philosophy of the
middle path is not the correct one.
It is a genuine and sincere belief
and we shall not interfere with it
nor shall we criticize others’ beliefs,
nor be rude about them, nor enter
upon discussions, however much you
gentlemen in the Opposition may
seek to tempt us into doing exactly
that in the hope of creating con-
fusion and differences among us.
We shall not fall into that trap.

We have not so far criticised one
another. We have refrained from
attacking each other’s fundamental
beliefs in politics because that is
not necessary. We are here to do a
job of work, a job enshrined in the
14-point programme. I analyzed
thiose 14 points when I wound up
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the Debate for the Government dur-
ing the Fifth Session of this Parlia-
ment. I analyzed every one of those
points. We talked about language,
religion, culture. We talked about
advisory councils. We talked about
every single point in that pro-
gramme. We even talked about the
press.

I refrained personally from speak-
ing about the press in this context
merely because I think it would be
incorrect etiquette for me to make
any comment when I am personally
litigating with one of the newspaper
companies concerned. That is the
only reason why I remained silent on
this subject. I have spoken before—
I have spoken from 1960 onwards.
My views are well known. You can
find them in the back numbers of
Hansarp. I do not propose to repeat
them now.

What is the factor that now creates
a crisis? What is there new in the
present situation that did not exist
earlier? If hon. Members are called
upon to think and review the
past——

The Hon. Minister agrees, Sir. I
will not take much time. I want to
make just one or two further
remarks.

What is there in the present situa-
tion that makes a difference ? So far
as I can see, the only circumstance is
this. Those days, practically all the
parties that are now, as the hon.
Member for Avissawella says, unit-
ing to fight a danger of fyranny, a
danger of dictatorship, at that stage
thought that the danger of dictator-
ship proceeded from me. The only
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difference was that and therefore all
of you for different reasons and with
different arguments sought to say
“this man is dangerous”. And so I
faded away consciously and deliber-
ately. I stepped down in order to en-
sure that the Party would be able to
continue along the middle path and
not along any other path, in order to
ensure that our Party policies would
be proceeded with.

I appreciate that the march to
socialism is a slow one especially
when one works within a democratic
framework. It has to be so. We work
upon the action and inter-action of
opinions, after consideration, after
giving thought to different points of
view and seeking to accommodate
them and in that process I think
when I was a little younger I myself
described it as being, might we say,
a peaceful co-existence with reaction.
But it does not matter. That degree
of peaceful co-existence is necessary
not merely in international affairs but
indeed in the everyday life and work
of our Parliament, and it is on that
basis that we shall seek to work with
you and we seek your understanding
and co-operation to work on the same
basis. I say this particularly to the

hon. Member for Wattala (Mr.
Shelton  Jayasinghe) who is
coughing.

This morning he tried to draw me
into an argument calculated to show
that this country has no flour. He
sought to create a panic in regard to
Bombay onions. In other words, he
is not particular about the particular
item of foodstuff he picks on so long
as he can try to create a crisis but
he will not succeed in creating either
because I think he will agree that
the very newspapers which are about
to be taken over could hardly be the
exponents or advocates for the
Government and carrying our propa-
ganda to prove to him that his own
figure as to the price of onions is
wrong and there is no flour shortage.
Surely, those are the circumstances.

We have
been witnessing here today not a
Debate on the Throne Speech but an
expression of a manipulation which
does express a class struggle that is
going on in the country. We just

—when the late Mr. S. W. R. D.
Bandaranaike crossed over from the
United National Party. That was
the beginning of a new development
in the political history of this
country. Since then there have been
many attempts to thwart and to
‘prevent the further development
that started in 1951 and again in
1956.

I would recall, Sir, to your notice
and to the notice of the House that
all those attempts failed when they
went to the people. We had since
then the assassination of Mr. Bandara
naike, the abortive election of March,
1960, the attempted coup d’etat of
1962, and today we are witnessing the
coup d’etat which the Lake House,
particularly, has been threatening
for a long time.

The hon. Member for Minneriya
will recall that those who applauded
him so very vigorously today were
the very people who combined in
1960 to prevent him from being called
upon to form a Government when he
had a majority in this House. He is
welcome to his lot.

I wish to say this. There are many
questions on which I do not agree
with this Government, but in this
straight class fight where all the
reactionary forces have joined
together, where certain hon.Members
have suddenly started searching
their political consciences when the
Lake House is in trouble, and when
a clear division is taking place
between reactionary forces and those
opposed to them, the intention of the
Communist Party is to vote with the
Government. We do that because a
very clear line of action is taking
place. I am only sorry that some
people who have been in the progres-
sive movement, some people who call
themselves revolutionaries, have at
this moment associated with the
United National Party and the Lake
House. I am extremely sorry [Inter-
ruption].

We have been speaking to vast
crowds, crowds of an unprecedented
nature, crowds that never in such
large numbers attended political
meetings in the political history of
this country.

We have put the case befo~e them.
The response to the case thay we put
before them must be perfectly
obvious to hon. Members of this
House.

Mr. Speaker, I just want to say a
word or two about “reaction ” that
was referred to by the hon. Member
who preceded me. “ Reaction” has
many meanings. At least, each per-
son tries to interpret “ reaction” in
the way he choses. To me, any
movement or any endeavour to
restrict the freedom of the individual
is reaction. All our desires, to
whatever political party we may
belong, is to enlarge the content of
individual freedom.

We are fighting a reactionary
measure for the suppression of the
freedom of speech. That is the issue
we are fighting, and it is perfectly
obvious in this struggle where is
reaction and where is progress and
who is fighting for progress.

It is not strange that people of
different political views should, at
this juncture in the history of the
country, come together to prevent
the catastrophe of a dictatorship
overtaking the country. That is the
issue facing us.
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The Hon. Minister of Agriculture,
Food and Fisheries (Hon. F. R. Dias
Bandaranaike) criticized some of the
speakers who spoke earlier for not
touching upon the subjects contained
iIn the Throne Speech. We know
that the Throne Speech has been
the biggest bluff ever perpetrated on
this country. It was necessitated by
a number of lapses on the part of the
Government in presenting the dia-
bolical measure for the control of
the press on the one hand and the
legislation for the take-over of
sixty per cent of the press on the
other. That necessitated the pro-
rogation and the Throne Speech.
That is why we walked off during
the ceremony for the opening of Par-
liament. We did that because we
felt it was an abuse of the procedure
of prorogation. The prorogation was
intended to cover up the lapses on
the part of the Government.

The Government tried to fool the
people by talking of restoring Bud-
dhism to its rightful place. At the
end of their term of office, with im-
pending death before them, in their
dying hours, they want to fool the
people by giving Buddhism its right-
ful place. The people refuse to be
fooled.

The propaganda that they carried
out through the radio in an endea-
vour to stop the meetings which
were being held against the
take-over of the press, the Govern-
ment now knows, has proved to be
futile. The people are roused ; the
people realize that this is the first
step towards a dictatorship. Why is
this dictatorship being thought of?
Because the problems of the country
have not been solved. Unemploy-
ment, the rising cost of living—those
are problems to which the public
have been looking for solutions. Can
any of you deny that since you as-
sumed office those probems have
been aggravated? The cost of liv-
ing : you have established a new
record for Ceylon in the Cost of
Living Index. It has reached the
highest point ever. Unemployment?
You have no cure for the unemploy-
ment prob'em and you are afraid to

face the people.
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Therefore, being greedy for power
and for remaining in office whatever
consequences befall the people, you
are contemplating doing away with
democracy and the parliamentary
system of government. We are aware
of all that. The people are aware of
all that. Is it surprising that the
people of this country who have
enjoyed universal franchise for 33
years—and I claim proudly that Cey-
lon is the country in Asia that has
enjoyed universal franchise the
longest—are not going to yield that
right of choosing the Government
that they want? That was the
issue before the people; that is the
issue today, that is the issue that our
amendment to the Throne Speech is
posing before hon. Members of this
House—[Interruption].

The hon. Member says that the
hon. Member for Gampaha has said
“We do not want a parliamentary
system of Government.” Others
have said that the Prime Minister
must be a Castro and that our necks
should be cut with a sickle and our
heads should be smashed with a
hammer. This is all vain talk. Let
me warn you that those who want to
try those things—as every kite they
flew—will end in disaster. Like
every scheme they engineered to
finish us off, everything will come
round on to them. And when they
endeavour to have that dictatorship
—we are not afraid of our necks
being cut—be careful of your own
necks! That is the situation.

I am not surprised that many hon.
Members on the other side realize
that, once a dictatorship is ushered
into this country, they will not be
needed by the dictatorial regime.
