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Please permit me, Mr. Deputy
Speaker. to speak a few words in
English also.

By the sudden death of President
Nasser the people of Ceylon have lost
o friend. He was also, on his achie-
vements, universally accepted as a
world statesman. When he was born
52 years ago, the child of a minor
government official, Egypt, the land
of his birth, was ruled as a medieval
monarchy under the sove:eignty of
Great Britain. The whole Arab world,
after the break-up of the Turkish
Empire, was ruled by sheiks and
foreign powers. When he died,
Egypt, largely through his efforts,
was a sovereign socialist republic,
and the Arab world of a hundred
million people, free from foreign
rule, was beginning to think and act
as one.

Gamal Abdel Nasser was a man
who loved family life; he was
a devoted husband and a fond father.
He, together with his associates who
spearheaded the Egyptian revolution
in 1952, made Egypt enter the modern
age. Its people are now able to walk
erect among the nations of the world.
He was more than one of the leaders
of the Arab world. He svmbolized
the aspirations of the Arab people
and brought unity to their demands.

His vision was not confined to
Egypt and the Arab world alone. He
was one of the orisinal leaders who,
tooether with the late Pandit Jawa-
harlal Nehru, Marshal Tito, ‘and our
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own Prime Minister, Mrs. Sirimavo
Bandaranaike, forged unity among
the non-aligned nations.

He was also a man who believed
in religion and, as a devout Muslim,
rejected the dictatorship of any class.
The void created by his death can-
not easily be filled. It raises many
questions, the answers to which will
affect the future of the world. We in
Ceylon, together with millions
throughout the world, pay our tribute
to one of the modern leaders of the
downtrodden and the oppressed.

The post-war world has witnessed
a number of countries in the African
continent and in Asia throwing off
the shackles that bound them to the
imperialist metropolitan countries.
Some achieved independence; some
had indenendence thrust unon them.
Egypt falls into the first category. A
playboy monarch had stooged for the
imperialists and was bleeding the
country white, destroying its soul,
and steadily pushing the ccuntry into
ruin and desolation.. :

It was in these depressing circums-
tances, that the vyoung militarists
under the leadership of Nasser began
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their clandestine organization to
overthrow the vulgar monarch and
his feudal class. The first onslaught
saw him in the background, thrusting
the more mild-mannered and mode-
rate Naguib to the fore. Clearly this
was an interregnum that had to yield
to the more positive social upheaval
that could not be stalled.

Herein lies the greatness of the
late President Nasser—his ability to
realize that the destruction of feuda-
lism must lead to far-reaching social
changes. National revolution was
completed. The other changes
followed to make serious inroads into
the capitalist framework.

President Nasser’s sagacity lay in
realizing that the fight against
imperialist exploitation did nct end
with the expulsion of the menarch
and his coterie, It was a far more
strenuous struggle, the successful
accomplishment of which needed the
enthusiastic mobilization of the
masses in Egypt in the first instance.
This would have been impossible if
the revolutionary overthrow of
Farook was not accompanied by the
satisfying fulfilment of socialist
objectives.

The fight for socialism was &n
integral part of the fight against
imperialism. This, the late President
Nasser brought home to the fellaheen

millions who saw in Nasser a new
hope for them all. He did this in

defiance of Muslim orthodoxy. There
are many Muslims who still try to
preach the incompatibility between
socialism and Islam. Nasser was a
living embodiment of its refutation.
Obscurantism in the shape of the
“Muslim Brotherhood” found no
quarter with him. He stooed {or
progress in the fullest sense of that
word. He was impatient with people
who, in the name of religion, were
trying to wean the masses away from
the richness of life that socialism
offered.
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In a larger canvas, Present
Nasser performed what the late;
Prime Minister, Mr. S. W. R. D.
Bandaranaike, did in Ceylon. He
provided a new stature to the humkle
and the lowly ; he gave a new mean-
ing to their lives. That is why the
fellaheens feel the loss of Nasser so
intimately and in such a personal,
sense.

We have read in the papers of the
millions that mourned, in a Iiteral
sense, the death of their leader.
The nationalization of the Suez Canal
was a glorious episode which fired
the imagination of not only the whole
of Africa, but the whole of down-
trodden Asia as well, Not only did
President Nasser pull it off success-
fully, but he also proved that the
Egyptians were capable of doing a
better job of the Canal precisely
because it was part of themselves.
The imperialists never forgave him
for this. The two subsequent attacks
on Egypt were but reprisals for a
humiliation which they could neither
forgive nor forget.

There could be neither veace nor
prosperity for Egypt, or any of the
Arab countries, until imperialist
power in the Middle East was
shattered. To free the Arabs from all
manner of exploitation was part ot
his political faith. He did not, there-
fore, hesitate to help the freedom
movements in every part of the Arab
world. Egypt could not be free and
independent if the rest of the Arab
countries were subject to reactionary
regimes which took unto themselves
as neutral partners imperialists in
one form or another.

He was one of the leaders of the
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brought into being men like
Soekarno, and above all, Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru who bestrode the
narrow world like a colossus. In our
own country we had Mr. S. W. R. D.
Bandaranaike. We still have Tito
alive. It will be time enough for us
to evaluate the place of the late
President Nasser in the history of the
world, but there is no gainsaying the
fact that the whole of the exploited
world—the whole of Africa, the
whole of Asia—is the poorer for his
untimely death, It is well known that
had he not exerted himself to the
degree to which he did in the recent
troubles that took place as 2 result
of the internecine fighting in Jordan
he might have been spared for many
more years. Doctors had warned him
that under no condition should he
work for more than four or five
hours a day. He had already had
serious ailments of one type oOr
another, all due to the strenuous life
he led in order to make not only
Egypt free but the rest of the Arab
world also. In a literal sense, there-
fore, he sacrificed his life for the
cause of Areb freedom and socialism
in the Middle East.

Mr, Deputy Speaker, I, in common
with all hon. Members who are
assembled here, and no doubt in
common with every person in this
country, would like to pay my
humble tribute to one of the great
men of our time.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, on behalf of
the Ceylon Communist Party and on
my own behalf, I would like to asso-
ciate myself with the tributes that
have been paid here to the memory
of the late President of the United
Arab Republic, Gamal Abdel Nasser.

The late President Nasser was the
most eminent and authoritativa
leader of the Arab world. He was an
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international statesman of great capa-
city and renown. He was a tried,
tested and consistent fighter against
imperialism. He was, apove all, an
outstanding revolutionary democrat.

Gamal Abdel Nasser was the main
inspirer of the military coup d’¢tat in
Egypt which, 18 years ago, over-
threw the corrupt and hated Farook
monarchy, and thus laid the basis for
the elimination of the decadent,
feudalistic regimes that, in collabo-
ration with Western imperialism,
have plagued the Arab world for
centuries.

It was also Nasser’s vision that
prevented this military coup d’etat
from degeneraling into junta rule

and gave it the character of a
national and, later, a socialist
movement.

In doing so, the late President
Nasser became to the millions of
Arabs from the Atlantic to the
Arabian Gulf the symbol of their
dignity and awakening, ani the
symbol of the Arab personality and
its innate strength. President Nasser
expanded the Egyptian Revolution
into an Arab Revolution.

It was President Nasser who
taught the Arab world the need fto
struggle against imperialism and to
carry through their national libera-
tion revolution to the end. His
nationalization of the Suez Canal,
his consistent struggle against
imperialism and its Israeli and
Zionist agents and his struggle for
the rights of the Palestinian peonle
contributed in great measure to the
upsurge of the Arab national
liberation revolution in the past two
decades.

It was also President Nasser, more
than any other, who taught the
Arabs that their national liberation
revolution could not stop with the
attainment of independence but
should proceed further towards the
higher goal of Socialism.

Domestically, the late President
Nasser souzht to give a socialist
perspective to the Egvptian Revolu-
tion by his ficht for secularism
against obscurantist fanaties like
the Muslim Brotherhood. and by
land reform, the nationalization of
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large industries and other far-
reaching structural changes in the
Egyptian economy. Internationally,
he established close and {friendly
relations with the Soviet Union and
other socialist countries. The great
Aswan Dam, built by the joint
effort of Egyptian and Soviet
engineers, technicians and workers,
remains a lasting monument to this
aspect of President Nasser’s policies.

The third great aim of the late
President Nasser was the achieve-
ment of Arab unity. Although he
did not wholly succeed in this, his
work and his example laid a firm
basis for its final achievement. His
last act—the solution of the tragic
civil war in Jordan—was typical of
this aspect of his work.

By the death of President Nasser,
the people of Ceylon have lost a
good and trus friend; the anti-
imperialist and socialist movement
has lost a staunch and determined
leader ; the non-aligned world has
lost an outstanding statesman ; and
the cause of Afro-Asian solidarity
has lost a notable champion.

President Nasser died at a crucial
moment for the Arab peoples and
the Arab Revolution. But we are
sure that his example and his
teaching will help them to go
forward along the path he opened
for them.

On behalf of the Ceylon Com-
munist Party, we express our deep
sense of loss at the passing away of
the late President of the United
Arab Republic. We wish to convey
our sincere condolences to the
Government and the peoples of the
United Arab Republic and to the
members of the late President
Nasser’s family and to join with all
other sections of this House and this
country and express our grief and
sorrow at the untimely passing away
of this great man.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, while asso-
ciating myself with the ote of
Condolence moved by tne Hon.
Prime Minister, I wish to state that
we deeply mourn the sad demise of
a sincere friend of Ceylon, President
Gamal Abdel Nasser. On this
solemn and sorrowful occasion I
crave your indulgence to pay, on
behalf of the Sri Lanka ¥reedom
Party and the Muslims of Cey'on,
our tribute of homage to him and to
his memory.

We live too near to the events of
his life and the glories of his
achievements and so we cannot
anticipate in precise terms . the
verdict of history on his role. And
yet there could be no doubt that
President Nasser will be found in
the ranks of the immortal, every
one of whom has changed the
course of history. President Nasser,
throughout his life, worked for the
comnplete liberation of his mother-
land. He  destroyed corruption
without being corrupted and he
wielded power without losing his
soul. He will live a hero in
history.

Several years ago President Nasser
expressed his thoughts and in facs ex-
plored his own self in a small bosk
which had as its title, “ The Philo-
sophy of the Revolution.” There is a
significant passage found in that book.
This is how it reads :

“ The annals of history are full of
heroes who carved for themselves great
and heroic roles and played them on
momentous oceasions. It seems to me that
in the Arab world there is a role wan-
dering in search of a hero.”

President Nasser, however, was
aware, and he has stated it, that his-
tory is not without examples where
the roles of glorious heroism were left
unfilled for want of eccurageous
leaders, President Nasser did not give
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any clue as to wherte and when and
how this hero could be found. But
from subsequent events, of which we
possess full knowledge, we do know
today and we know for certain that
this hero is none other than President

Nasser.

From his school days he vehemently
hated a1 opposed imperialism in all
its shapes and fcrms, in all its garbs
and disguises. He hated imperialism
so deeply and determinedly that he
dedicated his whole life to fighting it,
fighting it on all fronts. He knew and
taught that Zionism was the most
vicious expression of this imperialism,
an enemy most formidable and in-
sidious and yet not invincible.

The bloodless revolution of the 23rd
of July 1952 brought President Nasser
to the notice of the wide world. This
revolution was a two-in-one revoiu-
tion. In some couniries there wes a
lapse of several years between the
pclitical revolution and the social re-
volution. It was not so in Egypt. Here
it was both a political revolution and
a social revolution. Therefcre it was
more than a soldiers’ mutiny or a suc-
cessful coup d’etat. It was also a sccial
revolution cf deep significance and
far-reaching consequences. For the
first time in the history of Egypt ex-
tending over thousands of years, the
workers and peasants obtained their
leng-denied freedom. No longer wera
they victims of feudal and foreign ex-
ploitation. Thus, President Nasser
succeeded where Omar Makram,
Arabi Pasha, Mustapha Kemal and
Saad Zaghlul had failed.

President Nasser intended the
bloodless revolution of 1952. He gave
it the plan, he directed its operation,
above all he gave it the philosophy.
And this philosophy, which he gave,
stood like a rock against the swirling
torrents of events during the years
that followed. And it is this philo-
sophy cf President Nasser that even
now will continue to guide Egypt to
her destiny, to her rightful plaée in
the Arab region or circle, in the
comity of Afro-Asian nations, to her
right place in ‘the Muslim ’ world.
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With these three loyalties, to the
Arab nation, to Afro-Asia and to the
Muslim world, each ccmplementing
the other and none in conflict, Egypt
under the sage leadership of Piesi-
dent Nasser was able to play so dis-
tinguished a part in contempurary
world affairs as to evoke the respect
and admiration of the entire world.

Though accused as a war-monger
by his enemies, President Nasser
always remained a peace lover. He
knew that without peace there could
be no freedom or progress Or pros-
perity in this wcrld. Thus he had
faith in peace as a principle. This was
symbolically demonstrated in the last
big event of his life, when he suc-
ceeded in bringing together Yasser
Arafat and King Hussein. Presicent
Nasser was not for peace at any cost ;
he wanted peace with honour, peace
that was lasting.

President Nasser was a sincere and
devcted Muslim. Therefore to 2im
patriotism was part cf his faith. S0
he devoted all the years of his life to
the complete liberation of his mcther-
land. In his philosophy and plans he
proved that Islam has a dynamic mes-
sage for the world of tcday afflicted
with aggression and exploitation. He

found a satisfactory soluticn to the
problems created by them in Islamic
socialism, which 'he preached with
zeal and practised with success. In
his simplicity and socialism, he re-
minds us of Omar-al-Farooq, the great
Caliph of Islam. In his antipathies and
achievements, he reminds us of Sala-
hudin Ayyubbi, the great Saladin of
the Middle Ages.

His death is an irreparable loss to
Egypt, not only to Egypt but also to
the Arab naticn, not merely to the
Arab nation but also to the Afro-
Asian countries and to the Muslim
world. His death is indeed an irre-
parable loss to the whole world,
especially to all freedom lovers there-
in, wherever they may come from.
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On this solemn occasion, when we
are met to express our grief over the
sudden and untimely death of the
creator of modern Egypt, our minds
naturally go back to that memorable
day, the 23rd of July 1952, when the
late Gamal Abdel Nasser and his
small band of patriots, freed the Arab
people from centuries of oppression
and despotism, in a revolution which
had its repercussions on the whole
of Africa and Asia.

The Glorious Egyptian Revolution
was a bloodless one—nnly one man,
a place guard, was killed.

But the Revolution succeeded be-
cause Nasser’s objectives were popu-
lar and progressive. He sought to set
up a society on a basis of sufficiency
and justice, of work and equal oppor-
tunity for all, of production and ser-
vices for the good of the common
man. He transferred the seat of
sovereign power from the palace to
the people. This created many diffi-
culties and smaller men may have
fallen, but Gamal Abdel Nasser faced
every problem with one sure weapon
he had—the support of his people,

Foreign invaders were occupying
military bases—he nationalized the
Suez Canal Company ; landiords were
monopolising the fields and those on

it—he ended feudalism and restrict-
ed the extent of ownership of land ;

capitalists exploited the wealth, do-
minated the Government, and made
it serve their interests—he ended
monopolies and the domination of
capital over the Government.

In the pursuit of peace among
nations, he carefully abstained from
aligning himself with power Dblocs,
whether of the East or of the West,
and steadfastly built up the solidarity
of Afro-Asian states as an instrument
for peaceful co-operation.

Nasser promoted every effort to ban
nuclear tests, participated positively
in the offorts for disarmament, and
animated his people with the princi-
ples of non-alignment and positive or
dynamic neutrality.

Of Nasser the man, we know that
he was a simple man leading a sim-
ple life, when he had palaces to choose
for every season. His sincere heart
was with the people and he will live
on for ever in the hearts of people
everywhere.

Mr. Speaker, we are meeting today
formally to express the condolences
of this House at the passing away of
the late President of the United Arab
Republic, Gamal Abdel Nasser. For
each and every one of us there is a
deep personal sorrow and sense of
loss at the untimely removal of this
great leader and internationalist of
the very first rank. He was far more
than the President of the United
Arab Republic: far more, even, than
the pre-eminent Arab statesman of
contemporary times. He was one of
the foremost leaders of Afro-Asia,
one of the champions of freedom for
and equality of all peoples. He was
an international statesman, the
measure of whose contribution to the
ultimate security and well-being of
the world has been widely acknow-
ledged. He was also, for us, a staunch
and true friend of Ceylon.

President Nasser was, above all, a
sincere Egyptian patriot who strove
selflessly and tirelessly for the cause
of his people’s full emancipation and
upliftment. He raised the standard of
living of the Egyptian masses ; he
introduced long overdue social re-
forms, including land reform ; he
transformed a feudalistic agricultural
country into one of the leading in-
dustrialized socialist countries in the
developing world. He was the driving
force behind the modern Egyptian
Revolution ; he was the creator of the
United Arab Republic of today. The
diversion of the Nile, the nationali-
zation of the Suez Canal, the comple-
tion of the Aswan High Dam-—any
one of these would havec‘beéno-a

fitting memorial for a lesser man.
Nonetheless, if I may be permitted to
adapt for this occasion an earlier
tribute to that other great Afro-Asian
leader, the late Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru, ¢ the greatest monument that
Nasser built for himself was modern

Egypt”.

On that earlier occasion, in pro-
posing a vote of condolence at the
passing away of the late Panditji, I
described the scene at his funeral as
“ g poignant testimony to the reve-
rence, the faith and the love of the
masses for their leader”. It was
just such a manifestation also that I
was privileged to witness in Cairo, at
the funeral of President Nasser.

His tragic passing away while at
the summit, as it were, of his prowess
and prestige as a leader not only of
the Egyptian but also of the Arab
nation, leaves no room for doubt
about his place in the hearts and
minds of the Egyptian people.

I have had occasion earlier to
praise his achievements as a leader
of Afro-Asia and of the Non-Aligned
nations, and to honour his role as a
forthright and vigorous anti-colo-
nialist and fighter for the full eman-
cipation of all subject peoples. He has,
moreover, been truly described by
others as the liberator and unifier of
the Arab nation : the one who would
have re-created for them their for-
mer glory and fulfilled their true
destiny.

However, it was not only the very
high esteem in which we held him for
this, that prompted the Government’s
decision that I, as Prime Minister,
should represent Ceylon at his fune-
ral. For us, an even more pressing mo-
tivation lay in his consistent and en-
thusiastic friendship for our country ;
a friendship which had been mani-
fested in many tangible ways, at
moments of considerable national
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difficulty for ourselves. We were also
mindful of the spontaneous and extra-
ordinary display of sympathy and
solidarity shown to us by both the
late President and the Egyptian peo-
ple on that earlier occasion of our
own national tragedy, namely, the
assassination of our late Prime
Mirnister.
