It was in
1959 that the then Government nego-
tiated for a loan for Stage IIB of
the Laxapana Hydro-electric Scheme.

There is only one point I wish to
speak on. The hon. Joint Member for
Colombo South (Mr. Bernard Soysa)
made the charge that the department
has had no planning and no fore-
sight. He referred to paragraph 106
of the Goswami Report where it is
said, that there would be a power
shortage in 1968-1969 of eleven mega-
watts. This report is dated 1966. I
appointed a committee in December
1964 to report on the power position.
So, the very fact that that committee
was appointed in 1964 and they
reported in 1966 shows that the
deparement had some kind of fore-
sight.

In the five-year plan of develop-
ment of the Ministry of Land, Irriga-
tion and Power for the years 1966 to
1970 you will find shown, at page

249, the requirements and the
availability of power.
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For the year 1968-69 the number of
units required is given as 795.4
million, and the maximum demand is
given as 168 megawatts. The
maximum units that will be avail-
able during the year is given as 908
million units. The effective plant
capacity is shown as 153. A shortage
of 9 megawatts is indicated with the
kilowatt hours available.

Now this was something foreseen
in this five-year plan. How did we
meet this ? You will find at page 250
of the same report the plant capa-
city available in megawatts and
million units.

The Uda Walawe plant was put
down to come into operation with 6
megawatts in the year 1970-71. We
speeded that up. The Uda Walawe
plant generating 6 megawatts, which
was due to come into operation in
1970-71, was speeded up and is in
operation now. The two sluices at
Uda Walawe are now generating
power. So, we have got 6 megawatis
to meet the shortage of 9 megawatts
partially.

And, of course, we did not expect
such a severe drought this year. We
never thought there would be a
drought at this time of the year. Also,
we never thought our No. 2 boiler at
the Grandpass Power Station would
break down.

In fact I made personal inspection
of this and saw the leaking boiler.
The generating engineers said that it
happened before and that they are
not in a position to forecast these
leaks. These things happen in steam
boilers. Once the fire is stopped, it
takes about a week for the boiler to
cool down to enable a human being
to get into the boiler and examine it.
After repairs it takes another two to
three days to get it going again.

In regard to this power shortage,
Sir, I wish to say that we anticipated
the whole thing a long time ago. I
will refer to a Cabinet Paper of mine
which I presented in August, 1961.
In paragraph 5 I stated : “The gene-
rating capacity, the firm plant capa-
city, and the kilowatt hour units that
will actually be available from the

Hewldm @535 LeTBCw
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existing and sanctioned schemes are
as follows....”7, and I gave the
figures for 1961 to 1965. According to
the figures for 1965, the generating
capacity is 164,500 kilowatts and the
firm capacity is 139,500 kilowatts. I
also stated: “When the power
available as set out above is com-
pared with the power requirements
given in para 2, it will be observed
that from 1965 onwards the energy
available falls short of the system
requirements. ”

Having said that, I recommended
that we start work at once with the
Maskeliva Oya Project Stage I. At
that time we had no funds to put
the scheme through. Fortunately we
were able to get a foreign exchange
loan from Canada for equipment,
machinery and turbines, and we also
entered into an agreement with
Yugoslavia for similar equipment. As
a result we got over the difficulties
that we were having. We were able
to start work on the Maskeliya Oya
Project, and this will come into
operation in a couple of months. We
will then have another 75,000 kilo-
watts or 75 megawatts up to 1972.
After that we will need another 50
megawatts.

We are now planning the Mas-
keliva Oya Project Stage II, and we
will have the extra power require-
ments for a few more years after
1972. T mentioned all these details in
reply to the hon. Member for
Colombo South (Mr. Bernard Soysa)
who stated that we lacked foresight
and so on. I must say that what he
stated was not correct.

I do not want to take any more
time of the House on this matter. I
am very glad that the House has
concluded the Second Reading
Debate as early as this. I am very
grateful to hon. Members. I move
that the Bill be now read a Second
time.

This is a vast tract of land which is
in the constituency of Colombo South
represented by the Hon. Minister of
State and myself. It also happens to
be in the municipal ward which I
represent in the Colombo Municipal
Council.

It was the intention originally of
converting the Anderson Golf Links
into a housing complex. The Colombo
Municipal Council had been asking
the central government for years to
vest this land in the municipality
for the purpose of relieving
Colombo’s housing shortage. Then
the Town Planner got the idea along
with the central government that it
would be a good thing to have a cen-
tral secretariat on the Anderson Golf
Links. There was a long debate as to
whether the Government Secretariat
with its expanding activities should
be housed at the Havelock Race
Course which was to be taken over
or in the Anderson Golf Links.

I have seen the plans. It was ori-
ginally intended—at a certain time,
not during the days of the United
National Party Government but sub-
sequently—to take over the Havelock
Race Course and a part of it was to
be used to house the secretariat of
the Government. Then there was a

discussion as to whether it should be

in the Havelock Race Course or in |

the Anderson Golf Links. In the
meantime the Hon. Minister of Lands
began to allocate portions of the
Anderson Golf Links for wvarious
purposes. There was a committee
appointed to dispose of the Anderson
Golf Links and the committee made
a number of proposals to the Town
Planner. But I find that none of the
recommendations made by that com-
mittee have been adopted by the
Government.

On representations made to the
Hon. Minister he allocated five acres
for a municipal playground and de-
cided that a certain portion of it
which was to be used for a housing
scheme should be vested in the
Colombo Municipal Council. This
proposal was there and all that re-
mained to be done was to sign the
vesting order. Before that happened
the Government changed and the

Hon. Minister of Nationalized Ser-
vices, a former Mayor of Colombo

who should have known better, seiz-
ed that land for a C. T. B. playground.
If the C. T. B. employees want a
playground let them have it, but I do
not think all those boys of the C. T. B.
would want to come there to play.

A portion of that land was given
to the Survey Department, also
under the Hon. Minister.

In the meanwhile all principles of
town planning or municipal require-
ments in regard to draining are com-
pletely set at nought. Then the Hon.
Minister of Nationalized Services
has started raising the level of the
land with the result that he has com-
pletely disturbed the natural drain-
ing of the area. The water which
was to flow eastwards into the Diya-
wanna-ela found its way into the
Diyawanna-ela impeded as a re-
sult of these building projects on
the Anderson Golf Links. Whenever
a previous Government wanted to
encroach upon this valuable land for
various purposes, I was able to de-
fend it successfully. The hon. Mem-
ber for Kolonnawa, when he was
Minister, wanted to use it for housing
the Food Department stores and I
just managed to prevent it and send
the stores to Welisara. Then, for
years, a part of the land was used as
a temporary sorting office by the
Department of Posts and Telecom-
munications. Meanwhile there are a
number of persons who have lost
their houses squatting on the land.
Under the inspiration of the Govern-
ment’s food drive there are a num-
ber of them who have cleared por-
tions of the land for cultivating food
crops there. That is part of the
Government’s food drive. Then under
the very strong religious inspira-
tions provided by the present
Government, fostering the spread of
religion, there are two Buddhist
monks who have taken portions of
the land, with or without permission,
and constructed shrines on them.—
[Interruption]. All sides of the
human personality, material and
spiritual, are being attended to on
the Anderson Golf Links—and when
I say all I mean all!

Everything is being done except
proper planning for the use of that
ground. I am not blaming the Hon.
Minister of Labour. On the advice
of the Town Planner the Hon.

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Minister of Land has decided to give
this land to the Hon. Minister of
Labour. He decided to give this land
somewhere in 1964 or so for a labour
secretariat. What I am protesting
against is this. Whoever is responsi-
ble for this, the State Engineering
Corporation, under the inspiration
of a former Minister of Housing, the
present hon. Member for Minuwan-
goda, constructed 600 flats there. The
present Minister of Housing says he
is going to start allocating these flats
sometime next month. These houses
which were-decided upon by a for-
mer Minister of Housing, I thought,
were a great gift to Colombo South.
One is supposed not to look a gift
horse in the mouth. Certainly it is
not a gift I have asked for and it has
not been asked for even by my
Colleague the Hon. Minister of State.
It is on the advice of various bureau-
crats, who get ideas from time to
time, that 600 flats have been planted
there. No attention has been paid to
how the residents who are coming
into occupation there will find their
marketing and recreational facili-
ties or anything of the kind. On the
basis of 600 flats you will find at least
about 3,000 new persons coming into
occupation in that area. You have a
complex of offices coming up now.
You have got the Survey Department,
the C. T. B. and the Hon. Minister’s
labour secretariat. I do not know
what will come next! That entire
area is now becoming congested.
Travelling facilities, marketing facili-
ties, none of those things have kept
pace with any of the requirements
arising from an increasing population
and an increasing use of the area. It
has not been planned at all. The
whole question of parcelling out of
the Anderson Golf Links is an un-
planned affair. It is something that
is horrible to contemplate. When I
recall the fact that in connection
with various attempts made by
Minister after Minister to use this
Anderson Golf Links for various pur-
poses whenever any land was wanted
in Colombo, when I remember the
fights that I had to put up in order to
prevent various things being done—

)
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salt being brought there and chillies
being brought there, for storage—
and when I now realize what has
happened to the Anderson Golf Links
I feel that it is a tragedy. I am not at
all happy about what is being pro-
jected. I want to ask the Hon. Minis-
ter of Housing, since he is going to
have 600 flats there, at least to let
him give priority in the matter of
allocation  not to  anybody”s
favourites but to the residents of
Colombo South, in the first instance,
who require housing. It is there in
the Colombo South constituency and
let the needs of the residents of
Colombo South have priority in the
matter of allocation of these houses.
I want to make that plea with the
Hon. Minister of Housing.

In regard to the particular Vote
asked for by the Hon. Minister of
Labour and Employment, he should
tell us what sections—[Interruption].
What are the sub-departments of the
Department of Labour that he means
to house there? Or is he going to
house all the sub-departments under
the Department of Labour ? I thought
that decentralization in regard to
certain divisions of the Labour
Department was considered to be
advantageous, that is, that a worker
who has a problem—even an em-
ployer—in Colombo North need not
come down all the way to Colombo
South in order to have his problem
attended to. But if a man who is
living in Colombo South has a prob-
lem in relation to his workplace in
Colombo South, then there should be
an office in Colombo South where he
can go and have his problems atten-
ded to. I thought that decentralization
in respect of a number of activities
was considered to be advantageous.
While you can have a central secre-
tariat for those activities that require
to be centralized in regard to a
number of matters that you deal with
the public direct it is much better to
have a decentralized office.

We should like to know what the
Hon. Minister proposes to do in this
matter. For instance, one portion of
his E. P. F. division is in the Y. M.
B. A. building. There is another part
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of it in the central tower of the Cen-
tral Bank. Is he going to bring all
these sections together ? Or is the
Central Bank section to remain
there in the Central Bank because of
the close link between E. P. F. and
central banking ? We should like the
Hon. Minister of Labour and Employ-
ment to tell us what exactly is pro-
posed to be done.

With regard to this question of rise
in costs which has led to these revi-
sed estimates, the Hon. Minister says
he had examined and found out that
the State Engineering Corporation’s
request i1s not unreasonable. But he
himself says that it has doubled the
estimates. What has happened in the
interval to justify the doubling of
the estimates ? The Hon. Minister of
Finance knows that devaluation of
the rupee is one factor. The foreign
Exchange Entitlement Certificates
Scheme may be another factor. I do
not know.

It is an effec-
tive engineering complex from the
point of view of getting wvarious
things done rapidly. I do not want
to deny them the credit that is their
due. But it is not possible to admire
everything done by the State Engi-
neering Corporation. In regard to
the housing project itself on the
Anderson Golf Links, I have seen
various pre-cast units that are assem-
bled for the purpose of constructing
the flats. There are heaps there piled
up of rejects of pre-cast portions.
You find piled up quantities of
rejects. I should like to ask the Hon.
Minister of Industries to go into this
question of the proportion of rejects,
to find out the causes for this high
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proportion of rejects, if the propor-
tion is really high. If you go to the
Anderson Golf Links you find all
these piled up there. It is a waste of
cement, a waste of resources that we
cannot afford to waste today. I
should like the Hon. Minister of
Industries to look into that matter.
In any event, I should like the State
Engineering Corporation to see
whether anything has got to be cor-
rected in that matter.

I mention this because I am not
happy about these costs rising. But
the Hon. Minister says there was
some mistake made in the original
project and project formulation. If
that is so, then there is nothing more
that can be done about it. The only
thing is not to stop halfway but to
provide the money.

We would like the Hon. Minister
to let us know what sub-departments
he intends to house at this site,
whether he is giving up decentraliza-
tion completely, and what exactly
are his plans in regard to the extra
office space that he may have avail-
able when the building is completed.

I only want to ask one or two ques-
tions of the Hon. Minister in regard
to this Supplementary Estimate,
which I must say, has been prepared
in a rather scrappy form.

I see from the documents presented
to Parliament that the Labour Secre-
tariat which the Hon. Minister has in

mind is estimated to cost Rs. 10
million. That is the total cost. Of
that, he is now asking us for

Rs. 2,800,000. Provision has already
been made, as I understand it, for
Rs. 3% million in the Estimates, and
Rs. 800,000 has been taken from the
Contingencies Fund as an advance
which will be repayable out of this
sum: So, Rs. 2 million is for expen-
diture, and Rs. 800,000 is for replacing
the sum borrowed from the Contin-
gencies Fund. All that is well and
good. Can we please ask the Hon.
Minister for certain particulars ?

I would first like to ask him, what
is the total area of the building that
is contemplated ? I would also like
to have the unit rate of cost, that is,
how much per square foot is this
building estimated to cost ? It may
appear to be rather like a house-
keeping type of question to put, but
when the House votes public money
for public buildings one would like
to see some degree of uniform stan-
dards maintained in regard to their
construction.

We have in the past seen examples
of inconsistent building plans. Some
buildings were built to very spartan
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standards while others were built to
luxury standards, which certainly is
not in keeping with the traditions of
a Government which places the
accent on development and is con-
cerned with conserving our limited
resources both in local and foreign
finance.

Now, if one knows the total number
of square feet this building will pro-
vide, the next question that arises is
this. Having regard to the total num-
ber of staff that this building is
intended to house, is it in keeping
with some uniform standard adopted
by this Government having regard to
the amount of space allocated, if I

‘may say so, per unit of personnel ?

That is to say, if you are going to
have a building to house a certain
number of officers, is there any
method by which, construction-wise,
control is kept of these matters ?

To my mind, it makes very little
difference whether the work is done
by the Public Works Department or
by the State Engineering Corpora-
tion. One would like to see the work
being done by the most efficient ins-
titution. It does not matter who does
it. But when these things are being
done, I have grave doubts whether
any uniform standards are main-
tained. 1 ask this question because
in the time of previous Governments
I had occasion to look into this matter
once or twice, and I am sorry to say
that even on those occasions I was
personally not satisfied that uniform
standards were being adopted. I am
not saying this in order to criticize
anybody but to draw attention to the
fact that sufficient thought had pro-
bably not been given to this aspect
of the matter. There were some build-
ings which came up at a unit cost of
Rs. 52 per square foot. There were
some buildings where the unit rate
was a little over Rs. 20 a square foot.
I am talking now of periods in 1961
and 1962. I dare say the cost of build-
ing in some respects may have gone
up when the cost of certain types of
materials increased, but, on the other
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hand, greater efficiency had been in-
troduced, no doubt, with the utiliza-
tion of new methods and new insti-
tutions. I particularly refer to the
State Engineering Corporation which,
I think, has attempted to do a fairly
good job of work in regard to the
construction of modern type secre-
tariats and other buildings required
for government purposes.

When we come to consider the
question of the efficiencies of build-
ing construction we cannot divorce it
entirely from the question of the per-
sonnel who have got to work in those
buildings. One can never consider
buildings as totally unconnected with
the people who have got to live and
work in them, and one has to consider
the question of the extent to which
the kind of centralization contem-
plated in a secretariat is going to be
helpful to the performance of their
functions.

I must state this. The Member for
Habaraduwa (Mr. Prins Gunase-
kera), who spoke before me, drew
pointed attention to certain features
about the Rosmead Place buildings
and the labour tribunal work being
handled there. I do not propose on
this occasion to talk about that.
Labour tribunal questions have
already been dealt with in this House.
We have indicated our own dissatis-
factions about what we consider to
be patent and blatant ministerial in-
terference in some of those matters,
and I am not going to raise that ques-
tion now.

~But I would like to raise this ques-

tion. Is the Minister really satisfied
with the work of the labour officers
in respect of the observance and en-
forcement of labour laws, which cons-
titute a very important part of the
functions of labour officers, who are
under his control ?

We know that, for example, part of
the law enforcement process involves
detection of the violation of laws. It
must be so by the very nature of
things. When laws are broken there
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must be a group of law enforcement
officers whose job is to detect the
violations and bring the law-breakers
to book.

One aspect of this matter that I
personally became aware of is in re-
gard to the enforcement of closing
orders. Under the Shop and Office
Employees Act passed by this House
there is provision for the Minister to
make closing orders by which time
limits are set for business establish-
ments to remain open—opening
times, closing times—according to the
various days of the week. There are
«<arly closing days and late closing
days.

The enforcement of these laws is in
the hands of labour officers, and the
-normal method of enforcement adop-
ted is to make a detection by means
of a raid, as in the case of any other
law enforcement procedure. That is
‘to say, the labour officers go into some
premises, and if they find the place
open at a time when it ought to be
«closed, they are supposed to have
made a detection and they prosecute
the offenders in court subsequently.
“That is a very reasonable and realistic
procedure, assuming that normal and
standard safeguards are adopted.

But I should like to point out to the
Minister that according to the records
‘maintained in his office every one of
the detections and prosecutions now-
adays launched could just as easily
be made by the officers sitting at their
-desks in the office without ever going
to the shops. There is not a scrap of
paper maintained in his office to sup-
port the fact that a raid has actually
‘been conducted. No names are men-
tioned. They do not even have a note
©of the name of the customer con-
cerned to whom a sale is made in
violation of the eclosing order. No
contemporaneous notes are made. No
statements are taken from anybody.
You are aware, Mr. Deputy Speaker,
of the normal procedure whereby the
offender is taken to the nearest police
‘station and is bailed out, at least to
prove that an offence is alleged to
‘have been committed, whether in fact
an offence has been committed or not.
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But in these cases the Ilabour
officers do not keep any record of any

sort and they launch a prosecution
in court on the basis of their own

testimony, without a tittle of
evidence in support, and when
they run into trouble in court,

as they sometimes do, the technique
adopted is even worse. The moment
they realize that the case is collaps-
ing the technique is to withdraw the
case to avoid the question of the
magistrate proceeding to a finding
that the accused is not guilty and
acquitting the accused by rejecting
the testimony of the labour officer.
This is a thing that is happening far
too often. If the Minister will check
up in any magistrate’s court in the
Island, particularly in Colombo, he
will find the truth of what I am
saying.

Your officers claim that they met at
a particular time, synchronized their
watches in a particular way and did
various things, but there is not a
scrap of documentary evidence in
proof of what they did. One would
expect an officer in such position at
least to maintain a diary and make
notes of what he is doing, so that at
least his investigations can be
checked up, so that his testimony can

be checked up. The statements in
the diary may be true or false. That
does not matter. But I do object to
this procedure of officers getting into
the witness-box without a scrap
of material evidence from what-
ever buildings they come--and
they normally operate from build-
ings—and sometimes even con-
tradicting each other in re-
gard to every -conceivable detail
that is possible for lack of notes, and
the chances are that people who may
possibly be guilty are escaping the
rigours of the law. Those were the
techniques adopted by labour officers
and this kind of action of not keep-
ing records is the greatest possible
danger leading to bribery and corrup-
tion of a very high order. It seems
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to me that this kind of thing can be
stopped and must be stopped. But
in practice what happens ? Nothing
at all.

Recently there was a case which
was brought to the Hon. Minister’s
notice, it being a matter relating to
the Employees’ Provident Fund. It
was really the aftermath of an elec-
tion petition. In the election petition
against your predecessor, Sir Albert
Peries, one of the charges was that
the opposing candidate from the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party, Mr. Protus
Tissera, had not paid provident fund
monies due to some of his employees.
That was the allegation in respect of
a fibre mill or something like that
owned by him. And in the course of
that election petition, if I remember
right, the candidate, Mr. Protus
Perera, virtually challenged the
Government to prosecute him. He
maintained that he was not liable, for
certain legal reasons which it is not
necessary for me to enter into. He
challenged the Government to prose-
cute him, and the Department in fact
prosecuted him subsequently, long
after the election petition was
decided, and after the late Sir Albert
Peries was no more.

This is the point I wish to make. The
prosecution was launched, and one
would have expected the prosecuting
officer to at least have made an at-
tempt to prove his case regardless of
the outcome. It does not matter what
the outcome is. The consequences
are not very severe, the penalties are
laid down by law, and not particu-
larly- hard, though it may involve
fines and penalties.

But here was a test case on a chal-
lenge in regard to law. The Depart-
ment which sends assistant commis-
signers and others into court to give
evidence in election petitions, and
who with the sanction of the commis-
sioner and assistant commissioners
launch prosecutions, immediately
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afterwards go into the magistrate’s.
court and withdraw their prosecu--
tions without authority from any
other single person.

In other words, are you going to.
allow it ? I am not concerned with.
the reasons for their withdrawal. I
understand that the reasons are not
very simple. They said they had con-
sulted the Attorney-General and.
found that they had no case. If that
was the situation, one would have ex-
pected them to have consulted the
Attorney-General before they insti-
tuted action, especially in a situation
where much had been made of the:
alleged violation prior to the institu--
tion of an election petition procedure.

And if in fact there was no case,
there was no case. But is the Hon.
Minister aware of the situation ? Is
there any single officer of your
Labour Department from the top to
the bottom who is really aware of
what is going on? In other words.
this business of instituting cases and
withdrawing them is something that
should not be countenanced. If an
officer does so, he should at least sub-
mit a report to his superiors and the
Hon. Minister must be aware of what
is going on.

Not even a police officer is per-
mitted in normal ecircumstances to
withdraw prosecutions in that way
because the opportunities for people
to manipulate cases to their private:
advantage always remains and this is
a question which should very care

fully be considered by the Hon.
Minister.

~Now, I do not know that the estab-
lishment of a Labour Secretariat im
a centralized spot is going to be all
that helpful. What are the depart-
ments that are going to be concen-
trated under this one roof ? What is
the purpose of this ? The basic func-
tion of labour officers must be to
function in the field. It is not a ques-
tion of huddling in one place in close
contact with each other, with can-
teens available to them, with all the
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staff facilities. The basic function of
labour officers is one of law enforce-
ment. Their job is in the field, in the
factories, in the shops and in estab-
lishments, making sure that the
rights of workers which had been so
jealously safeguarded by legislation
enacted by Parliament are properly
secured. But what are you contem-
plating here ? Assuming your unit
rate is going to be something like
Rs. 30 a square foot, it means that
you are providing 300,000 square feet
of space to house your labour secre-
tariat. How many officers do you
have in your department to be
housed in 300,000 square feet ? Just
work it out and see. What you are
contemplating is completely out of
proportion to the head office staff. If
the E. P. F. is what is involved, it has
already been subordinated to the
Central Bank and in practice the
Central Bank is your agent for the
collection of all the employees’ pro-
vident fund monies. There is no
question of our providing another
Central Bank building at government
expense to house a group of people
whose responsibility basically is for
the same work.

Very well, then, is it for the
Employment Exchange ? Is it for the
headquarters of Mr. Balasingham
who seems to find it possible upon
private letters issued by individuals
to offer employment ? I have got one
or two of those letters in my posses-
sion. I have been wondering whether
they should be referred to the Hon.
Minister directly or referred to some
other authority. I propose to take it
up with the Hon. Minister in the first
instance. I actually hold a letter of
appointment sent by Mr. Bala-
singham—issued by Mr. Balasingham
—to one of my constituents request-
ing that he should be particularly
appointed to a particular job. And
for whht? The circumstances in
which this man got this letter and
the endorsement made on it reveal a
fantastic story in regard to proce-
dures adopted at the Employment
Exchange. I do not know whether
this is also planned to come under the

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Labour Secretariat. Is the Hon.
Minister aware that this Mr. Bala-
singham is a strange gentleman ? He
functions under your Ministry and
was actually at one time private
secretary to another Minister. Is it
not a fact that this Mr. Balasingham
deals in strange ways with letters
written in different coloured ink and
with particular instructions on how
to dispose of persons who bring the
letters, depending on the colour of
the ink with which the letter is
written ?

Have there not been instances in
the Employment Exchange of free
fights between women candidates
coming for jobs who have discovered
the significance of the different
colour of ink, and have ultimately
ended up pulling each other’s hair off
by their roots ? I refer to those seek-
ing employment once upon a time at
the Angoda Hospital, cf all places.
These are facts which the Hon.
Minister ought to be aware of. If he
is not, this kind of situation is some-
thing that cannot be countenanced.
If Mr. Balasingham is called upon to
explain how his signature in a letter
appears in this form, if this is the
procedure he adopts to employ
people, which is completely beyond
reproach within the aegis of the
Labour Ministry, one begins to
wonder whether any allegation in
normal circumstances would be made
against any officer who operates in
that way. It would be extremely
strange to find individual Iletters
being offered to people with whom
that particular public servant
possibly has no contact, except upon
some scheduled list or proper proce-
dures. The suggestion can only be
that in some improper manner
employment is being found every day
for individuals who for whatever

reason are able to have access to
individuals within your department
and your Ministry.

Is it correct that a private secretary
to a Minister should function as the
principal employment agent, if I may
say so, on bebalf of the public service
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and government corporations in this
country ? Is it desirable ? Is it indeed
wise ? Is it expedient ? Is it in the
Minister’s own interest that it should
be so ? These are questicns which are
very material and germane particu-
larly when discussing questions of
the construction of a secretariat, and
one cannot help wondering whether
we are going to move the Employ-
ment Exchange to where it ought
logically to be—much closer to the
Hon. Minister, much closer to the
Ministry, because, if his Private
Secretary is also to function as the
principal recruiting officer, it may
well be that Lotus Road is too far
away, and one should seriously con-
sider the question of bringing it alto-
gether much closer, under the same
roof, where the same job can be per-
formed, perhaps with greater
efficiency, with less delay, and with
less paper used in the transacting of
business !

So, you see, questions about secre-
tariats are not as simple as they seem.
Rs. 10 million may seem a reasonable
price to put up a grand building. I
myself am not averse to spending
money to render public service more
efficient, but I am by no means con-
vinced that the different aspects of
the workings of the Ministry of
Labour—and I have referred to some
of them—are in any sense of the
word efficient. I think 1 would be
right in saying that there are defi-
ciencies in law enforcement proce-
dure, in regard to the methods of
recruitment.

One does not mind it particularly
if you want to say that you are
employing people even where you
have no vacancies—like the Minister
of Nationalized Services. He creates
the wvacancies himself, and he fills
them ; and he does not bother. That
is one very good approach, and I
think he won plaudits from the last
U. N. P. conference for doing it. As a
good party man that is fair enough,
and when he wants to regard the
Nationalized Services in that way,
well, that is one approach. I am not
saying that he is the only one who
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did that. I think the Prime Minister,
if he was here and if he did not get
angry and walk across and want to
attack us as he sometimes does when
he goes berserk, assuming that he
does not run amok and assuming that
the Minister of Social Services
decides to keep his tie on, then all I
can say is that you will immediately
find a situation where they would
laugh and say, “GCh! but in the
C. W. E. in the old days did not
similar things happen ?” Well, may
be, they did, and I am not defending
that. But neither the C. W. E. nor the
nationalized services, the C. T. B. of
the Minister, constitutes the Public
Service.

The Minister of Labour and
Employment is concerned primarily
with the Public Service and recruit-
ment to different grades, maybe,
labour grades may be un-
important jobs. People are called
for interviews acccrding to the
vacancies available in different
departments, and if you know the
correct approach to Mr. Balasingham
you can get there, you can get your
name on the list.

He says it happened recently. It
proves my point. He is doing even
more scientific research than I
thought was possible! So, you can
see that what I am saying carries
with it the stamp of authority by one
who knows, and when he says it I
think it proves my point far better
than I could ever dream of making
it

But you cannot do this. You must
change the system and you cannot
have it going on under the guise
of pretending that labour secretariats
are going to make the Ministry work
better. As a matter of fact, the
Ministry of labour is full of gems of
this kind. You find it loaded. Instan-
ces can be multiplied and proliferated
at will, and all I can say is before you
start thinking of better buildings in-
to which to put these gems, ycu had
better start thinking in terms of your
doing a rooting out process. Change
the system, put it at least on a solid
foundation.

You, Mr. Minister, had a reputa-
tion of being a Mayor once upon a
time of this, our City, and of doing,
according to some people at least, a
very good job of work. At least try
to maintain some of the standards
that you created then, in the present
Ministry of Labour to which you now
belong. It is a greater responsibility
than you had in the past and a res-
ponsibility which I have no doubt
you are capable of fulfilling. But
please remember that ultimately
these things tend to leave a black
trail. Sometimes it is not your fault,
but, when you are called upon to
account and when you are attacked
in Parliament in this way, it is not
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entirely for your own sins alone, it
is for the fault of allowing the sub-
ordinates below you to get away with
it. It is not your function, if I may
say so respectfully, to defend those
underlings and running dogs in the
Ministry when they default and
work against the interests of the
people of our country. I am not sug-
gesting for a single moment that you
are obliged to appoint one S. L. F. P.
man to every U. N. P. man appointed
through the Employment Exchange.
I do not want the quota of numbers.
I am not suggesting that.

Let the Ministry of Nationalized
Services, the C. W. E., the Salu Sala
and places of that order try to create
favourites if they can as the Hon.
Prime Minister used to say those
days of the C. W. E. He said that the
men whom the S. L. F. P. appointed
to the C. W. E. from Dedigama ended
up as his strongest supporters. May
be there is a lesson or a moral in
that. I do not know. Our experience
is that all the new recruits to the
C. T. B. are now joining the left-
controlled unions. All the best boys
of Mr. Sugathadasa are going straight
to the left-controlled wunions. The
same is true of the National Textile
Corporation, but it does not matter.
As far as we are concerned it makes
no difference. The employment of one
more person in our country from our
point of view is an achievement.
Considering the way you are going
and utilizing the resources you have,
if you are able to employ a single
soul it is something gained. Of course,
a lot of employment is provided on
the basis of throwing out a few and
then engaging a few new ones in
their place. That does not solve any-
thing.

The Labour Secretariat that you
have in mind here is a venture to
which I personally find it is difficult
to subscribe in the absence of a far
better explanation as to what exactly
you have in mind, how you are going
to improve the situation by the pre-
sent proposal you have made, before
Rs. 10 million is voted. We have a
knack of passing millions of rupees
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without any question. We do some-
times sanction a token vote cf Rs. 10
—[Interruption]. Well, if you talk
of the hon. Member for Minuwan-
goda (Mr. de Zoysa Siriwardena)
and the fact that he wanted a Labour
Secretariat, I agree that as Minister
of Labour he did want to build one.
The reason for the Minister wanting
to build it at that time—I do not
know the amount he had in mind
or what he was contemplating—was
that he found he was paying a large
sum by way of rent for the Eastern
Bank Buildings those days. From the
Eastern Bank Buildings he moved to
Hemas Buildings and still paid a high
rent. Then he said, “Look, it will
be cheaper to put up a building to
house some of these offices”. But that
was before the E. P. F. organization
was run by the Central Bank ; those
were the days when the E. P. F. was
actually run directly under the con-
trol of the Labour Department. That
is where the difference comes in. So,
do not quote the authority of the
hon. Member for Minuwangoda for
your proposals.

As Minister of Finance at that
time I am perfectly well aware of
what the hon. Member for Minuwan-
goda proposed as Minister of Labour,
and do not think I have forgotten
them_ and that you are able to catch
me unawares by simply telling me
that those proposals emanated from
the hon. Member for Minuwangoda.
That argument will not convince me
one little bit and even then the hon.
Member for Minuwangoda was met
with exactly the same points I am
making now—the unit rate per
square foot, cost of buildings, the
number of square feet required, the
total number of people to be housed
and the very purpose for it. Of course,
at that time too the question of the
site of the building cropped up, and
as the hon. Member for Colombo
South (Mr. Bernard Soysa) pointed
out, it has been the knack of Minis-
ters of all Governments to look to
the Anderson Golf Links with covet-
ous eyes whenever they were short
of space to put up a building. It is a
remarkable thing. There is hardly a
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singie Minister 1 am aware of who at
some time or another did noi contem-
plate putting up all manner and {ypes
of constructions at the Golf Links in
Narahenpitiya. I, at one time con-
templated putting up a general sec-
retariat at the Anderson Golf Links
as Minister of Finance. On another
occasion I thought of putting up a
dry fish store at the Anderson Golf
Links. I think it is fortunate that in
the interest of the hon. Member for
Colombo South that my plan did not
materialize because possibly no other
building, a Labour Secretariat or
otherwise, could have been put up
in the vicinity if a dry fish store had
actually come up there.

So the need for building is a fact;
the need for facilities is a fact. But
apart from trying to concentrate a
few labour officers you have got who
are spending far too much time in
their offices making bogus detections
and withdrawing prosecutions, or
trying to run a labour exchange on
the strangest principle of absolutely
_pardon me for saying so—blatant
dishonesty, prevailing under the
authority and political patronage of
the Balasingham I referred to, I
think it is high time that the Hon.
Minister tried to clean the Augean
stables before he tries to modernize
the stables and provide better feed-
ing troughs and better quarters for
the horses whom he is trying to keep
in them.

There is something a little curious
in this estimate. I must say it is
rather laconic. For Head 158—Min-
ister of Labour and Employment—
the original provision estimated in
1968-69 is Rs. 700,000. The revised
provision for 1968-69 is. Rs. 3% mil-
lion. The additional sum required
for 1968-69 is Rs. 2,800,000. Now, I
looked up the estimate for 1968-69. I
find that on page Q-5, Head 158, Vote
No. 2, Administration Charges, Capi-
tal Expenditure, the total sum pro-
vided is Rs. 700,000. In respect of
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the labour secretariat, the total esti-
mated cost is Rs. 4,900,000. Estimated
expenditure up to 30th September,
1968 already passed, that is at the end
of last year, is Rs. 4,200,000. There-
fore, actually they expected to have
spent by 30th September 1968, at the
end of last year, Rs. 4,200,000 of their
estimated expenditure, and only
Rs. 700,000 was left to be expended.

Now, the Hon. Minister comes be-
fore this House and places an esti-
mate, for how much ? Rs. 2,800,000,
on the basis that the revised provi-
sion for 1968-9 is Rs. 3% million.
From where did you get all this?
This is not in the Budget Estimates.
The Budget Estimates say that at the
end of 1968, that is by the end of
September 1968, Rs. 4,200,000 would
have been spent. You cannot now
come here with an estimate showing
the revised provision as Rs. 3,500,000.
Where do you get this Rs. 3,500,000 ?
What is more, look at the explana-
tion: It is the most laconic and un-
communicative explanation—

“The sum of Rs. 2,800,000 now asked
for is required during the current finan-
cial year to meet the cost of construction
of Labour Secretariat, Narahenpita, at a
revised total estimated cost of Rs. 10
million. ”

How does that happen ? Suddenly
this has come up to Rs. 10 million.
I want to ask the Hon. Minister of
Finance, what is happening in your
Treasury ? In my time when the
estimates came up the Minister of
Finance vetted the estimates. He
must satisfy himself as to the
accuracy of the figures placed before

him. He okays this estimate. Then
in the Cabinet he supports it. Where
are you, Mr. Minister of Finance ?
The Minister of Labour is asking
this House, apparently with your
sanction, a sum of Rs. 10 million.
Where is your estimate of Rs. 10
million ? Your own revised estimate
is Rs. 4,900,000, and you had only to
provide Rs. 700,000 to complete the
whole business. Now you are telling
us that you are going to spend Rs. 10
million. That is more than double
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the original estimate. What has
happened ? Have you modified the

whole thing ? Have you increased
the number of—[Interruption.]

What is the use of his answering ?
He must first give us an explanation
of the proposal he is placing before
the House. He cannot place before
the House all sorts of fantastic ex-
planations and say he will answer
me. He must place a rational expla-
nation before the House.

I blame the Hon. Minister of
Finance. How did he come to sanc-
tion this money and how does he re-
concile this with his own Budget
proposals ? There must be some
basis on which this House is asked
to vote money.

You say that an advance of
Rs. 800,000 obtained from the Con-
tingencies Fund will be repaid when
the Supplementary Estimate is
passed. Why did you go to the Con-
tigencies Fund ? There was no
urgent expenditure. The Contin-
gencies Fund can be utilized when
there is urgent expenditure and
money is required, but what is the
urgency, in this expenditure ? This
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House is entitled to know what has
happened. You cannot play ducks
and drakes with the money of this
country. That is what they did in
the Colombo Municipal Council.
They just expended money. They
took money from here and there and
they did all sorts of things. My good
Friend who is seated there started a
hospital without the sanction of the
council. What is happening in this
Government ? Surely we are entitled
to know what is happening ?

You must give a decent explana-
tion for this sudden jump in the esti-
mate. Let us assume for a moment
that the total cost has gone up to
Rs. 10 million. Surely, a full expla-
nation is required in the light of the
fact that your original estimate
placed before the House not long ago
was revised up to 30th September
1968 ? The revised estimate was
Rs. 4,900,000, and now you come here
asking for Rs. 10 million without so
much as a word as to how this Rs. 10
million has arisen.

You must tell us whether the
number of storeys has been increased.
It was originally, I think, a seven-
storeyed building. Have you in-
creased it to eleven storeys or have
you increased the accommodation
provided ? The Hon. Minister Iis
entitled to say that prices have gone
up. You will say that! This is part
of the hidden taxes you are now im-
posing. This is the price we have to
pay for your devaluation. We have
got no benefit from your devaluation.
At the last auctions there was a drop
nf 20 cents in the tea prices, thanks
to your devaluation. That is neither
niere nor there. These are the effects,
I suppose, of your devaluation.

But, anyhow, you must give a
reasonable explanation as to how the
cost has gone up to Rs. 10 million.
Fither it must be a written explana-
tion or else a verbal explanation. But
the Hon. Minister gets up and says
that he wants Rs. 2,800,000 without
a word of explanation as to why
there has been this increase. I do
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not think this is a satisfactory posi-
tion so far as the House is concerned.
I do not know if the Hon. Minister of
Finance is satisfied with this kind of
jugglery which passes off for the
financial control that he is expected
to exercise through the Treasury. I
do not know what has happened to
the Treasury because, to the best of
my recollection, this sort of thing
would not have been tolerated in the
Treasury when I was there.

How can he explain ? The Hon.
Minister of Finance must explain
what is happening in the Treasury.
Have they all taken leave and gone
away ? How can you possibly ex-
plain that you sanctioned this sum of
money without even a note from the
Hon. Minister of Finance as to why
there is this enormous increase in the
cost of building the secretariat. I do
not know what is happening, but if
the Government thinks it is all right,
well, I wish them luck. In the pro-
cess, I believe, the finances cannot be
in very good shape. I suppose after
me there is the deluge. It does not
matter what happens after me. The
Hon. Minister of Finance must be
feeling quite comfortable.

So far as we are concerned we can
understand this secretariat idea. If I
remember aright, the then Minister
of Labour was keen on building a sec-
retariat because the Department of
Labour was in a shanty building, and
he wanted a better building. I can
understand that. But you must give
us reasonable explanations of what is
happening. You cannot just say that
you want a secretariat and keep on
spending any amount of money. I
think the original contemplation was
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that there was, over a long period of
time, going to be a certain amount of
saving on the rents and on the
moneys that the Department of La-
bour was spending in various ways.
But I do not see that saving is taking
place if the total amount that is going
to cost you is Rs. 10 million.
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(The Hon. M. H. Mohamed)

I must apologize to hon. Members
that when I moved this Supplement-
ary Estimate I did not give a detailed
explanation. I gave an explanation
which was as brief as possible because
I did not expect this item to be reach-
ed early and I did not have the
necessary papers with me. I hope
hon. Members will appreciate the
position.

I wish to point out that the present
building that houses the Labour
Department is condemned as unfit for
human habitation by the P. W. D. and
therefore there was general agree-
ment in this House that a new build-
ing is a necessity. That was the
impression I was able to gather in the
course of the Debate.

The hon. Member for Yatiyantota
(Dr. N. M. Perera) wanted certain
figures. The usable floor area of that
building is 146,000 square feet and it
could provide accommodation for a
staff of nearly a thousand persons.

The work actually commenced
during the last Government. The
foundation for this building was laid
by the then Minister of Labour, the
hon. Member for Minuwangoda
(Mr. de Zoysa Siriwardena). I am
informed that there was a big cere-
mony and speeches were made by the
Mmls_ters; and at that time they
mentioned that the secretariat was
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absolutely essential. It was a ten-
storeyed building with all modern
amenities. I think they called for
tenders from the P. W. D. and the
State Engineering Corporation but
the Cabinet at that time decided to
entrust the work to the State
Engineering Corporation. They had
estimated the cost to be Rs. 4.2
million and this was approved by the
Cabinet on 5.1.64. The original esti-
mate was Rs. 4.2 million. The work
was entrusted to the State Engineer-
ing Corporation which submitted an
estimate of Rs. 4.9 million. On a
memorandum submitted by the Min-
ister of Labour, the Cabinet at its
meeting held on 5.1.64 approved an
allocation of Rs. 4.2 million. The
Cabinet at its meeting of 5.1.64
decided to allocate a sum of Rs. 4.2

million for the construction of the

Labour Secretariat.

Then the reason for the increase
has been this. At that time when
these estimates were prepared some
person had made a mistake. They had
not taken into account the customs
duty and they felt that this being a
government department they would
be exempted from the payment of
customs duty, but the Minister of
Finance had not given his approval
because the work had to be done
by the State Engineering Corporation
and he had ruled that duty must be
paid for the items imported.

A further increase was due to pile
driving. The original estimate was for
pile driving up to a depth of 40 feet.
After the work commenced they
found it necessary to drive the piles
to an average depth of 55 feet.

There was also the question of
additional and modified doors and
window finishes. The number of
doors provided in the original esti-
mate was found to be inade-
quate. Window arangements had
to be changed and substituted
by windows with glass panes.
The original estimate did not provide
for certain essential finishes. The
estimate was only for the structure.
The partitions were not estimated for.

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I agree it was most unsatisfactory.
You will appreciate that I was
powerless and I could not do anything.
L had to get the building completed.

In regard to electrical fittings, the
original provision was made for bare
wiring. No provision had been made
for lights and fans.

The ground floor was originally to
be wused for parking cars but
later it was found necessary to house
the library and departmental records
on the ground floor because there was
no accommodation elsewhere due to
the weight involved, and it became
necessary to provide for a special
reinforced concrete floor with an
enclosure with doors and windows.
Then P. V. C. conduit pipes were
required for telephone cables. These
are the main reasons for the revision
of the estimate.

When the matter was placed before
the Cabinet the Prime Minister was
very much concerned. The Minister
of Finance made certain observations
about the revision of the estimate.
The Cabinet felt that there was some-
thing wrong with the whole thing

and decided to appoint a committee
to go into the matter and to find out

whether any modifications were
possible to reduce the cost.
The committee consisted of my

Permanent Secretary as chairman ;
Mr. L. C. Williams, Director of Public
Works ; Mr. H. J. Billimoria, Chief
Architect, P. W. D. ; and Mr. Sittam-
balam, Director of Finance. The com-
mittee examined all matters and
reported—a copy of the report is
available—that the revised estimate
of Rs. 10 million was reasonable.
The Minister of Finance then forward-
ed the report to the Cabinet stating
that there was no alternative but to
authorize the revised estimate of
Rs. 10 million. The Cabinet agreed to
this. The Supplementary Estimate is
for an additional sum of Rs. 2.8
million for expenditure during the
current financial year.
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I agree that the estimate procedure
followed was most unsatisfactory. I
have taken this over and am trying
to get it completed as quickly as
possible so that we may go into
occupation of the building as early
as possible.

With regard to the matters raised
by the hon. Member for Colombo
South (Mr. Bernard Soysa), I wish to
state that almost all the departments
will be housed in this building.

I have a question to ask from the
Hon. Minister of Industries. There is
a director attached to the Veyangoda
National Textile Corporation, by the
name of Mr. Somaratne. I should like
to know whether the Hon. Minister or
the Chairman of the Corporation has
given any specific instructions to this
Mr. Somaratne to recruit workers to
the textile mill. If no specific instruc-
tions have been given, why is this Mr.
Somaratne requesting people from
the Mirigama Electorate to take
letters of recommendation or certifi-
cates from the Member of Parlia-
ment, that is myself, to be given to
him, so that he may give them
employment ?

I should also like to know from the
Hon. Minister whether there is a
definite policy governing the recruit-
ment of workers to this textile mill.
If so, may I know what the policy is,
and, if not, why there is no such
policy.

Is the Hon. Minister aware, or, has
he heard rumours floating around
that certain highly placed officials in
the National Textile Corporation are
supposed to be receiving and accept-
ing gratifications for employing
people at the mill ?

I would also add—I do not know
whether the Hon. Minister is aware—
that this Mr. Somaratne used a cor-
poration vehicle for political work
and this was damaged and repaired in
a private workshop. I wonder

. whether the Hon. Minister is aware
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of this ; if he is not, I think he could
get this information from the Miri-
gama Police Station.

I want to appeal to the Hon.
Minister of Home Affairs on the sub-
ject of the allocation of quotas of
beedi leaves. My information is that
there are at least thirty non-nationals
who have received a total allocation
of quotas of beedi leaves of 1.5
million pounds of the 6 million
allotted each year.

I believe this is the only industry
where non-nationals have received
quotas. If I remember aright the
Hon. Minister, when I raised this
question in 1966, said that he would
demolish the monopoly of the beedi
mudalalis by reducing their quotas
stage by stage within a period of
five years so that the mudalalis
would receive a maximum of only
40,000 pounds. That is my recollec-
tion. I presume the Hon. Minister
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remembers that statement. But I find
that does not happen.

Mr. S. Abdul Cader has been given
a quota of 471,428 pounds, and Mr. M.
D. Abdul Gaffoor has been given a
quota of 228,571 pounds. And they
are also exporters from India.

None of these non-nationals pay
even the Employees’ Provident Fund
money in respect of their employees,
and a good numbr of these people
draw quotas without even having a
workshop and without a single em-
ployee.

Mr. M. D. Abdul Gaffoor has as his
manager Mr. P. K. Ahamed who is
here on a temporary residence permit
which has been issued on the recom-
mendation of the Director of Rural
Development. In point of fact I hold
a letter dated 2nd November, 1966
sent by Mr. Jayasinghe, the Con-
troller of Immigration and Emigra-
tion, asking the Director of Rural
Development why Mr. Ahamed’s
visa should not be discontinued, and
at the same time pointing out that
on his own statement Mr. P. K.
Ahamed is an Indian national em-
ployed as manager in the establish-
ment of M. D. Abdul Gaffoor dealing
in the business of importing beedi
and manufacturing beedi. All the
other partners in the business are
Indian nationals. I ask why we
should continue this.

I should like to appeal to the Hon.
Minister to consider seriously the
question of cutting the quotas allo-
cated to these now-nationals, at least
a substantial reduction of their quotas
with a view to ending their quotas
so that these could be passed on to
the nationals of this country.

There are six beedi mudalalis.
They are, Elephant Beedi Company,
Kalhi Beedi Company, J. A. Ariya-
ratnam, S. Abdul Cader, M. D. Abdul
Gaffoor and Kanagalingam Pillai.
The last named receives a beedi quota
of more than 2 million pounds.

The people I mentioned do not
even have a work-place——

Then again, in the Ceylon Beedi
Manufacturers’” Association, where
there are thousands of small quota
holders, there was a defalcation of
about a million rupees, and the per-
son who is accused of having utilized
the money of this association is Mr.
Neethirajah. This unhappy situation
should be remedied by the Hon.
Minister. He is a capable of doing
this and I do wish the Hon. Minister
will utilize his energy to good pur-
pose in getting all these non-
nationals out of the beedi industry.

There are 31 beedi permit holders.
I have got their names here with me.
There is no time for me to read out
the names. Every one of the 31 non-
nationals who are beedi permit hold-
ers was admitted into the list and was
given big quotas by the S. L. F. P.
Government in 1964. Yes, every one
of them. Not a single non-national
was added to the list by this Govern-
ment. I repeat it, Sir—not a single
non-national was added to the list of
beedi permit holders by this Govern-
ment which came into being in March
1965.

Then, Sir, I took the liberty of cut-
ting down their quotas by 20 per cent,
but I was not able to cut their quotas
further because of something that has
happened during the S. L. F. P. days
—the Sirima-Shastri Pact. I am in-
formed that I cannot withdraw these
permits unless there is some sound,
valid ground for doing so. If it is
proved to me that any one of these 31
is a bogus permit holder, if it is
shown to me that any one of these 31
does not have a true factory and does
not have workers under him, I can
cancel his permit. But, I cannot can-
cel his permit on the mere ground
that he is a non-national because
there are workers under him. As a
matter of fact, I have taken the pre-
caution of finding out whether these
people pay the turnover tax. Investi-
gations are proceeding. If they are
not paying the turnover tax, I can
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take action against them, but not
otherwise. On the mere ground that
a person is a non-national I cannot

cancel his permit. That is the correct
position.

As a matter of fact, when the hon.
Member for Yatiyantota wished to
raise this question earlier I gathered
details on this subject and I sent him
a letter dated 8th March 1969, in
which I gave him the full list of the
31 permit holders with the quantity
of beedi wrapper leaf that each one
obtained.

Now, Sir, a question was raised in
regard to the internal working of
some of these beedi manufacturing
companies. We have nothing to do
with their internal troubles. What
ever is relevant will be taken note of
and I shall only be too glad to cancel

any permit holder’s quota if certain
lapses are proved against such per-
son.
