I wish to address a question to the
Prime Minister with regard to the
ban imposed by the Inspector-General
of Police on all meetings except
religious meetings on the 1st of May.
I think it is a very unfortunate situ-
ation in this country that every issue
is made the occasion for rousing racial
and religious passions by certain
sections of the press and certain
individuals.

Throughout the world May Day is
observed on the 1st of May, and we
as a party that has been observing
May Day for several years now, made
all arrangements to hold a meeting
in Jaffna on May 1lst. Suddenly, at a
conference summoned by the Addi-
tional Government Agent, Jaffna, we
were told that the Inspector-General
of Police has banned all political
meetings on that day. I told the
Additional Government Agent as well
as the Assistant Superintendent of
Police who happened to represent the
Superintendent of Police at the con-
ference, that the police have only the
right to ban the use of loudspeakers,
and processions. But if anybody
wants to hold a meeting without a
loudspeaker the police have no right
to interfere. When I said that I did
not mean any disrespect to any
particular religion, because it does
not arise as far as Jaffna is concerned.
Whatever certain venerable Buddhist
priests may say, meetings of every
type have been held even on Vesak
day. Unfortunately, the police have
thought it fit to impose a total ban on
this occasion.

We have the highest respect for the
Buddhist religion, and Vesak is held
in great esteem by Hindus as well.
But that does not mean we cannot
hold political meetings or May Day
meetings whenever the holding of
such meetings clash with Buddhist
celebrations or Buddhist functions. I
can understand it if the Superinten-
dent of Police of the area is exercis-
ing his discretion and refusing per-
mits for loudspeakers or processions.
But in remote areas where there will
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pe no celebrations of any type what-
soever, I cannot understand why this
total ban should have been imposed.
This action of the Inspector-General
of Police has given rise to unneces-
sary bitterness and a feeling in the
minds of people of other religions
that this country is fast becoming a
theocratic State, that in this country
one religion and the observances of
that religion are being imposed on the
people of other religions.

I do not think that that was the
intention of the Inspector-General of
Police, but what he had in mind
could have been done in a peaceful
way. Why should it have been done
in this high-handed manner ? Unfor-
tunately, what we stated at the con-
ference on that occasion has been
distorted and twisted in various
ways, and that has been made an
occasion to create trouble by certain
individuals who claim to speak on
behalf of the Hindus. I wish to remind
them that the party to which I belong
represents and has the support of
more Hindus than any other party in
this country. Therefore, let not those
self-appointed spokesmen for the
Hindus think that they can speak on
behalf of the Hindus. Hindus hold all
their political, cultural or religious
meetings on the full-moon day be-
cause that is the day when everybody
is free to attend those meetings and
there is full-moon light for Ihe
meetings to go on after dark. There-
fore, when we decided to hold a
meeting on this day we meant no dis-
respect to Buddhism, but, when the
Inspector-General of Police interven-
ed and sought to impose a ban, we
felt, as people interested in uphold-
ing the freedom of assembly in this
country, that we should defy the ban.
But when it was sought to be made a
religious issue we did not want to
exacerbate feelings, we did not want
to create bitterness, and, therefore,
we decided, out of deference to reli-
gious sentiments, to call off the meet-
ing which we had decided to hold.

I only want the Hon., Prime Minis-
ter to see that at least the I. G. P.
does not repeat this sort of thing in
the future.

Lots of things are reported in the
press. That is all I have to say about
that.

The House will remember that the
hon. Member for Gampaha raised the
question of the implementation of
the Social Disabilities Act in this
honourable House on 15th August
1967. On that occasion I stated that
the police have taken, and will con-
tinue to take, all action necessary to
implement the Social Disabilities
Act. A number of prosecutions have
been entered against persons regar-
ding whom complaints of obstruction
or other offences under the Social
Disabilities Act have been made. The
position as regards Madduvil Kovil,
I am informed, is that the temple
authorities closed the inner courtyard
of the temple to all persons without
discrimination as between castes.
This apparently was done because
there was no agreement among the
trustees as to whether all persons
irrespective of caste should be
allowed to enter the inner court yard
of the temple. The temple is managed
by a board of trustees under a scheme
of management drafted by court in
1952. One clause in the scheme stipu-
lates that there should be unanimity
in all decisions of the temple trustees.
Action has been filed by the mana-
ging trustee in D. C., Chavakachcheri,
Case No. T. 431 seeking directions
from court as to whether he could
permit Harijans to enter the temple,
as there was no unanimity among the
3 trustees over this issue. Inquiry
is fixed for 6.5.69.

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It will be seen, then, that the pre-
sent situation is that the management
of the temple has not discriminated
against persons entering the temple
on the ground of caste or for other
reasons. All are prevented from
entering it. The police are present at
the temple premises to ensure that
law and order is maintained and not
for the purpose of protecting the
management of the temple or any
other person, as suggested.

Then, although the hon. Member
for Panadura raised his question
next, as it relates to the question
raised by the hon. Member for Vad-
dukkoddai. I shall answer bhoth
together.

I am glad that the members of his
party have decided not to proceed
with the holding of a May Day meet-
ing. The hon. Member in the course
of his remarks stated that this sort
of thing will lead to unnecessary
communal bitterness. Might I say
that a decision to hold a May Day
meeting on Wesak day may also
lead to unnecessary communal and
religious bitterness. In fact, Wesak
today is celebrated in most parts of
Ceylon. It is a national day as far as
this country is concerned, and quite
rightly it was decided—I must say

it was not a decision of mine but I
support the Inspector-General of
Police in the decision he has made—
that there should be no May Day
meeting. Unfortunately, May Day
coincides with Wesak. This would
not happen always. It is a rare
occurrence. Because of that it was
decided that there should be no May
Day rallies on that day. Moreover,
think of what the repercussions would
have been.

That is why I say that I am glad
hon. Members have decided not to
proceed with the meeting. If we had
held a meeting on your Vel Festival
day what would have been your
feelings ? What would be the position
if this sort of thing is started in
this country ? Quite apart from the
freedom of assembly, there is also
the regard for one another’s religion.
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I am sure hon. Members are one
with me in that. Just as we should
be prepared to respect a hallowed
day for those professing the Hindu
faith and not do anything that will
cause bitterness between the Hindus
and us, you must respect Wesak day
which to the vast majority of the
people of this country is a day of
special significance. Of all the days

_ in the whole year it is the most im-

portant day.

Moreover, we know that crowds
come to various places, particularly
the towns. At that time the police
have to be deployed mainly in places
like Colombo. If there are going to
be clashes—I do not say there will
be—arising as a result of a step like
this, could the police ever cope
‘with it ? Can they, on the one hand,
cope with the vast crowds that come
to Colombo and the other towns, and,
on the other, keep order at a May
Day meeting ?

Then, again, on the question that
only a few in that region will be
celebrating Wesak, the hon. Member
must admit that there are a few
Buddhists in the North and on that
day they will be celebrating Wesak.
If on that score you are allowed to
hold a meeting, then all along the
coastal Catholic belt the Catholics
will want to have May Day meetings
because very few will be celebrating
Wesak on the coastal Catholic belt.
If the I. G. P. says “yes” to you,
then he must permit those on the
coastal Catholic belt, almost up to
Chilaw, to celebrate May Day. How
are you going to disperse the Police
Force with thousands collecting in
. Colombo ?

Surely, those are very cogeni rea-
sons why the Inspector-General of
Police was prompted to take this
action. I am very glad that hon.
Members have decided not to pursue
their original idea.
