I was on the amendment moved by
my good Friend, the hon. Member for
Habaraduwa (Mr. Prins Gunase-
kera), yesterday. The Hon. Minister
will appreciate the fact that
the position that emerges from the
practice now being followed, a prac-
tice of “marrying the public sector
and the private sector”, as he calls
it, is an unsatisfactory one in the
sense of parliamentary responsi-
bility.

There are two aspects to this
matter : one is the question of res-
ponsibility to this House ; the other
is the general question of public
accountability. It seems a little ab-
surd that while organizations like
the Ceylon Transport Board or the
Small Industries Corporation or the
River Valleys Development Board
or even the Tourist Develop-
ment Board are to have their
accounts examined by the Auditor-
General and have the Auditor-
General’s report reported on to this
honourable House, as far as these
new organizations are concerned,
their economic activities are com-
pletely outside the prevailing con-
cepts of public accountability. That,
Sir, is a very serious matter, because
if there is to be proper use made of
the ordinary process, then it is
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necessary that there should be one
constructive view of the economy as
a whole in regard to all the economic
activities so that those who are
planning may be properly advised.
Where there is any let up, where
there is any weakness, where there
is any fraud, where there is ineffi-
ciency or poor management, in re-
gard to all these matters it will be
possible for those who examine these
organizations, these enterprises, to
give the necessary advice to the
planning authorities.

But here you have one sector being
examined by the Auditor-General
and another which goes completely
outside, for instance, when you form
an organization under the Companies
Ordinance. The Hon. Minister of In-
dustries himself knows how weak
company law is today. The Compa-
nies Ordinance is itself a very weak
one. Prom the point of view of share-
holders’ interests or from the point
of view of supervision this law is
completely outmoded. It is based
upon the law that existed in England
years and years ago, half a century
back. The ordinance of 1929 has
undergone no significant change for
40 years in this country.

Now, from the point of view of
planners, of those who want to plan
economic development, this is not a
salutary thing. From the concept of
public accountability, if you do not
like the Auditor-General, by all
means do away with him. If you do
not want to come before a Committee
of this House, you can have some
other committee. I am not worried
about which particular form of
organization you have for the pur-
pose. But when you get these organi-
zations outside the concept of public
accountability, then there is a cer-
tain weakness in management proce-
dures on a national level, namely, the
level of planning and implementa-
tion. A grave weakness is set going.

Now, the Hon. Minister will appre-
ciate that one of the things from
which this country’s economic plan-
ing and management suffers is the

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insufficiency of persons trained in
proper managerial techniques. While
that is so, even such talent as we
have the Hon. Minister does not pro-
pose to use, and in regard to
industry, in regard to agriculture, in
regard to commercial facilities, in re-
gard to credit facilities, in regard to
all these matters that synoptic, cons-

pective view of the economy
as a whole which is so neces-
sary if any proper planning

and planned implementation is to be
done, is weakened by this kind of
organization set up by the Minister
of State. This is a considerable
weakening of that concept, because
you will get directors in Salu
Sala, for instance, protesting and say-
ing, “You cannot go outside the
company law”. And we know that
the company law is so weak in the
matter. We know that company audit
is one of the most disgraceful things
in the country ; it is a useless exer-
cise. Once a year the accounts are
submitted, and the auditor signs a
certificate saying, “I have had the
information I wanted, and I certify
that the accounts represent a true
picture of the financial position of the
organization.” That is the kind of
chant we get once a year in audit re-
ports of company performance.

Knowing that position, that the
Hon. Minister should take any enter-
prise which shares the character of
a state enterprise away from proper
managerial procedures in this way,
is something which is unfortunate, a
grave misfortune.

Those are the arguments I wanted
to urge in support of the amendment
of the hon. Member for Habara-
duwa (Mr. Prins Gunasekera).
The hon. Member for Habaraduwa
would not have moved that amend-
ment but for the fact that the Hon.
Minister of State had made this an-
nouncement earlier, namely, that
Salu Sala was a subject on which
questions could not be answered. If
that position had not emerged from
the Hon. Minister this amendment
would not have been moved. Unless
the Hon. Minister is able to give us
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the necessary guarantee in that
matter, we have to press this amend-
ment to a vote.

I should like to deal with this
amendment. I wish to speak in
English because the clause is in
English. This amendment is totally
unnecessary because all trade or
business carried on under this amen-
ding clause is subject to parliamen-
tary control. Clause 2 of the amend-

ing Bill now before the House states :

“ (e) to carry on such other trade or
business including any agricultural or
industrial undertaking or the business of
banking or shipping, as may be approved
by the Minister, with the concurrence of
the Minister of Finance.”

All such business is under parliamen-
tary control. What this clause does is
only to amend Section 2 of the ori-
ginal 1950 legislation. Section 2 of
that original legislation establishing
the C.W.E. gave the general objects
of the C.W.E. and it stated in Section
2 (2) (e)i:

“to carry on any such other trade or
business, including any agricultural or
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industrial undertaking or the business of
banking, shipping or insurance, as may
be incidental or conducive to the attain-
ment of the aforesaid objects;”

The governing clause is, “ as may be
incidental or conducive to the attain-
ment of the aforesaid objects” ; that
is, to procure and supply the require-
ments of co-operative societies, and
so on. We are now deleting that qua-
lifying clause and saying that the
CW.E. now can carry on busi-
nesses that may not necessarily be
conducive to the attainment of the
aforesaid objects. We are giving the
C.W.E. full scope to carry on any
trade or business, including any agri-
cultural or industrial undertaking or
the business of banking or shipping,
as may be approved by the Minister
with the concurrence of the Minister
of Finance. All such dealings, estab-
lishments, and so on, come under
the full control of Parliament.

What do not come under parlia-
mentary control are those joint stock
companies created under Section 2
of the amending Act, No. 38 of 1966.
Hon. Members want that amendment.
If they want those joint stock com-
panies to come under parliamentary
control they should have brought
that amendment when I brought the
amending Bill, You cannot amend
that now. It should have been done
then. Therefore, I say, firstly, this
amendment is out of order. I am
saying it is totally unnecessary. The
object they want is achieved because
all businesses under Clause 2 come
under parliamentary control.

the C.W.E. Any trade, banking busi-
ness or anything else should be some-
thing which was linked up with the
principal object for which the C.W.E.
was established. With this clause he
has changed it, and he says that is
all he has done, that all these acti-
vities will be under parliamentary
control. He is conveniently forgetting
the amending Act, No. 38 of 1966,
which he says we are trying to amend
now. We are not trying to amend it
now. We are only trying to prevent
the impact of that section upon any
undertaking which he may embark
upon under this new Clause (c).
That is all we are trying to do. The
Hon. Minister is aware of the effect of
Act No. 38 of 1966. Under Section 2A
of that Act the Hon. Minister took
the power to convert any undertaking
or business done by the C.W.E.
into a joint stock company. The mo-
ment he converts it into a joint stock
company it goes outside parliamen-
tary control. Now, it is incorrect
when the Hon. Minister says in re-
gard to new Clause (c), namely, “to
carry on such other trade or business,
including any agricultural or indust-
rial undertaking or the business of
banking or shipping, as may be ap-
proved by the Minister, with the con-
currence of the Minister of Finance.”
that these activities are completely
subject to parliamentary control. The
Hon. Minister has misdirected him-
self, because, in regard to this very
clause, if the Hon. Minister will con-
sult the opposite page of the Bill
where there is the statement of legal
effect, he will see what it states:
“Tn addition to the trades and businesses
which the Co-operative Wholesale Estab-
lishment is presently authorized to carry
on, this clause will enable it to carry on
any other trade or business approved by
the Minister and to invest in any com-
pany with objects similar to those

approved by the Minister, with the con-
currence of the Minister of Finance.”

It is quite possible for the Minister
with the concurrence of the Minister
of Finance to decide upon starting a
shipping company, a joint stock com-
pany for shipping. The Hon. Minis-
ter's C.W.E. does not possess ships.
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So they may negotiate with a Japa-
nese or Greek firm in order to have
joint participation, and offer to buy
hulks from them, or ask them to con-
tribute and come in with their hulks
to form a joint stock company with
the C.W.E. participating, maybe, with
91 per cent of the capital. They may
call it by any name, but as long as
there is private capital it will be
treated not as if those people have
an interest in the C.W.E. but as if the
C.W.E. has an interest in a private
company with similar objects under
Clause 2 of the amending Bill. And
the moment that happens the Hon.
Minister will take up the same posi-
tion that he took up in regard to Salu
Sala: “This is a limited liability
company, a joint stock company. The
C.W.E. is only a shareholder. I am,
therefore, unable to answer questions
in regard to that matter. There is no
accountability to Parliament. ”

That is the position that emerges,
and being aware of that position, it
is not correct for the Hon. Minister
to get up here and say that all that
is contemplated here is a set of acti-
vities which will be under parliamen-
tary control. That is not correct. The
Hon. Minister has misdirected him-
self, if not anybody else, in the
matter. He is quite capable, and, as a
qualified lawyer, is much more train-
ed than I am. He is a person who
distinguished himself at the Bar in
Colombo before he decided to give
all his energies to politics. So, he
should not tell us these things when
he is well aware of the position. The
statement of legal effect is given here,
and it runs completely contrary to
what the Hon. Minister has told the
House just now.

I only want to remind the House of
the position taken up by the hon.

I read
from his Cabinet memorandum pre-
sented before he introduced an
amending Bill in this House in 1961.
This is his view . He stated
that it would be difficult for
the board to function without the
delegation of these powers, and he
gave very cogent reasons. I have
here the amending Bill he brought—
Co-operative Wholesale Establish-
ment (Amendment) Bill, printed on
19th October 1961. What he said was,
“The Board derives powers from

Section 3. This section provides that

the general supervision, control and
administration of the affairs and

business of the Establishment shall
be vested in the board of directors
of the Establishment. There is no
mention, however, that these powers

and functions could be exercised by
anyone else. In actual practice, of

course, the powers and functions of
the board are being carried out by
the officers appointed under the
board. For instance, take a simple
case. Under the Act all appointments
except those under the proviso to
Section 11 should be made by the
Board.” This, he said, was not
practical when he was Minister. Now
when I am Minister he says it is
practical.

He went on to say, “In
actual fact. except for staff grade
appointments, all others are made by
the executive. There is, however, NO
provision for the delegation of
powers even for a matter like this,
especially in the C. W. E., where
some of the members of the Board
are from the outstations and, there-

— s Eend

fore, not readily available and the
Board meets twice a month only ; it
is necessary that the essential acts of
the officials should be covered by
delegated powers where the delega- |
tion of such powers is desirable and |
appropriate, All other Corporations
have provision for the Boards con-
cerned to delegate powers to |
individual Directors and official. The |
provision in the Port (Cargo) Cor-
poration Act, No. 13 of 1958, appears
to be appropriate to our case”.

He brought this amendment. When |
I became Minister, this Bill with his |
comments was put up to me. Except |
for Clause 2, which is controversial, !\
Clauses 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 are all |/

from the amending Bill. If you want
me to withdraw it, I will withdraw it, =
but the board will find it very difficult
to function.

Sir, the Hon. Minister’s amend-
ment is not on all fours with the
minute made by the hon. Member for
Kolonnawa (Mr. Ilangaratne) when
he was the Minister in charge of the
C. W. E. I admit that there has to
be in certain institutions of this
magnitude a delegation of powers,
and if the Hon. Minister had sought a
delegation of some of these powers
to the chairman apart from what is
vested in him I may have agreed.
But this is a delegation of powers to
any director.

We can conceive of a situation in
which one single director of this
board becomes more important than
the chairman himself on such dele-
gation. That is not a happy
situation. I do not want the
creation of a complete diarchy inside
the C. W. E.

That is why I say that if the Hon.
Minister had stated what particular
scheme of delegation he had in view
we might have agreed.

I see the difficulty that there could
be in such a vast organization as the
C. W. E. I admit that it might be
administratively difficult to carry on
without a delegation of powers. But
we have seen how delegated autho-
rity is exercised in this country by
all sorts of people. It is not done in
the correct way.

And this part of it, namely :

“The Board may, wih the concurrence
of the Minister, delegate any of its
powers or duties to any director or officer
of the board.”

~is not a very happy state of affairs.

We do not mind certain subordinates
being given certain powers, but to
give any or all of the powers of the
board is not a state of affairs we can
agree to. It is not done even by a
local authority.
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A local authority can delegate its
powers but there are some of its
powers it cannot delegate. Here
there is an omnibus clause, a clause
without limitation, and any single
director or any officer can be dele-
gated authority.

Even a municipal council is not
allowed that, an omnibus clause of
delegation which empowers it to
delegate any or all of its powers to
any single individual.

And when |
the board comes to review the actions |
taken by the person to whom power |
is delegated, the board, as you are |
aware, is not always so careful in |
scrutinizing what has been done in
order to see whether a particular act
done by the officer conforms to the
general views of the board in those
matters. Where there are so many |
stated objectives of a municipal |
council there is a certain framework,

a framework of law, and certain re- |
solutions within which he must act, |
but when it happens to be a trading |
organization like the C. W. E, |
whether any particular act happens |
to conform to the general views of |
the board on that particular matter‘
is very difficult to ascertain. In fact, |
if this safeguard that you mentioned |
is to be given any real meaning, the

for the officer to whom power is dele-

gated to act and say that there were |
no general directions in those mat-
ters or that there were no special |
directions.

I act? How am I supposed to con-

form to any general directions which

do not exist ?”
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For instance, the board may have
riles in regard {o the distribution of
cement. It is understood that the
officer to whom the power is dele-
gated has to work out a scheme that
would conform to the genera! instruc-
tions of the board. But, in regard
to certain purchases, maybe ad hoc
purcharses, the~e may be no general
directions, there may be no special
directions. He is not bound by any-
thing. Subsequently, the beard may
be called upon to review his action
and say that he has acted wrongly.
But he has acted on the delegated
power. It is the board itself that is
involved in the action.

That is why I grant the necessity
in such a vast organization to dele-
gate power. I grant that. I ara only
frightened at the particular way in
which this particular clause is
worded. Under the present Co-
operative Wholesale Establishment
Act as amended from time to time,
the C. W. E. has a large number of
functions and duties, many more
than are vested by law in the chair-
man himself, and the board can dele-
gate power to a single director cver
and above the powers of the chair-
man. Now, that is the kind of
situation I want to avoid. We do not
want a person to be made an abso-
lute dictator, though with the consent
of the board, and that is why I am
asking that this provision be dele-
ted. If the Hon. Minister is pre-
pared to re-frame this clause in some
way I shall be prepared to agree to
it because there must be delegation
of power.

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As in the Public Service, “ old
entrant ” employees of the Local
Government Service were given the
option of retiring on or before
30.6.64, on grounds of inability to
work in the Sinhala language. On
retirement they were to receive the
pension or gratuity they would have
received as if they had retired on
grounds of ill-health. The Local
Government Service Pension Scheme
regulations were suitably amended
to enable the payment of pensions,
ete., to such officers as exercised the
option to retire.

It had since been found that there
was no provision for the 23 ‘ trans-
ferred ” members of the service,
who had opted to retire, to be paid
pensions, etc., on such retirement.
The grant of pensions, etc., to them
are governed by the pension by-laws
or rules of the local authorities in
whose employ they were imme-
diately prior to their transfer to the
Local Government Service. Such
by-laws and rules did not provide
for the award of pensions, etc., to
those who had retired on grounds of
inability to work in the Sinhala
language.

The pension by-laws or rules of
municipalities cannot be amended
now, as, with the enactment of the
Municipal Councils Ordinance, No. 29
of 1947, they have no power to make
pension rules. Also, some of the
other local authorities such as sani-
tary boards and road committees are
defunct and their pension by-laws or
rules too cannot now be amended.

Hence, this special legislation is
being brought in to enable the pay-
ment of pensions, ete., to the
“ transferred ” members concerned
who had retired on or before 30.6.64
on grounds of inability to work in
the Sinhala language, and have not
Oggdap%i_d their pensions, etc.

As I said, I cannot discuss a Bill
which is not yet a subject of discus-
sion before this House. The Hon.
Minister’s reply is a little surprising.
I raised the case of an officer of the
Kandy Municipal Council who had
retired and had obtained the com-
muted pension on the basis of a
reading of the Kandy Municipal
Council’s Pension Minute together
with the Government Pension
Minute. Now that the rstoration of
full pension after 12% years has been
decided for the Public Service, this
officer applied for the restoration of
his full pension. I asked that ques-
tion on the Floor of the House, and
the Hon. Minister gave a reply. The
reply was that he was entitled to it,
but no order could be made to pay
because the local authorities would
not generally be able to pay this. As
against that, the Kandy Municipal
Council resolved to pay, and they
had the money. But still, it could
not be adjusted and the matter
could not be settled. Then came the
Minister’s last Bill, and on that
occasion I mentioned it. The Hon.
Minister has written to me since
then. I have not brought the letter
here, but I remember very well its
contents. The first portion of the

letter was a misdirection of the
Minister by himself. He says this
officer has asked for commuted pen-
sion rights on the basis of a reading
of the Kandy Municipal Council
Pension Minute with the Govern-
ment Pension Minute, because the
Kandy Municipal Council Pension
Minute said that where a matter is
not provided for in that minute
recourse shall be had to the Govern-
ment Pension Minute for the resolu-
tion of any doubts. Now, that is
incorrect. The K.M.C. Pension
Minute provided for commutation,
and commutation was not granted in
that instance on the basis of an in-
terpretation given under the Govern-
ment Pension Minute. So the first
portion of the Hon. Minister’s letter
is incorrect.

The second portion of the Iletter
says that now he is asking for the
restoration of the full pension after
12% years. This was not in the
Government Pension Minute when

the K. M. C. Pension Minute was
drafted. So, where the K. M.C.
Pension Minute said that any

matters not provided for there shall
be referred to the Government Pen-
sion Minute, that was not for some-
thing as important as the restoration
of full pension but for minor
matters. That was not fair.
Hon. Minister consults legal opinion
he will find that anybody would
uphold the position that, if the inter-
pretation is given as if the statute is
being interpreted, that where the

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It also says that where any matter
is not provided for in it recourse
shall be had to the Government
Pension Minute. The Government
Pension Minute now provides for the
restoration of the full pension after
12% years. Therefore, this officer is
entitled to it. As to whether the
council can pay or not, the Kandy
Municipal Council has resolved that
he should be paid. All I am asking
is this. Will the Hon. Minister even
now make an order that he be paid ?
He will be prepared to get that
matter adjusted.

That 1is the particular matter
which I wanted to raise because the
Hon. Minister discussed this question
on the last Pension Bill that was

brought by him and he was
gracious enough to write to
me on the question thereafter
giving me further information.

On the particular question of the
rights of persons who have retired,
as I said, we have nothing in this
Bill to oppose.

The availability of credit, parti-
cuiariy to the rural sector, is a very
important factor to assist agricul-
tural production, especially the pro-
duction of food. From as far back
as 1947 rural credit has been made
available to cultivators. From time
to time, as a result of experienced
gained in the implementation of cre-
dit schemes, wvarious changes in
those schemes have taken place both
in relation to the administration of
the schemes as well as towards the
liberalization of credit.

During the very early stages the
institutions that were handling the
scheme were the C.A.P. and S. socie-
vies, Later, multi-purpose co-
operative societies dealt with agri-
cultural credit in the rural areas.
So, the institutions that were made
use of for the purpose of dealing
with agricultural credit were always
the co-operative societies.
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From time to time credit schemes
have been modified and liberalized,
and after the last liberalization cre-
dit was granted up to Rs. 34 mil-
lion. The year after that scheme
was implemented it was found that
recoveries began to fall due to one
reason or another.

This aspect of the problem was
studied by a committee, and because
of the need to supply credit to as
large a number oif peasant farmers
and cultivators as possible and, being
credit, because of the need to have
a high percentage of recoveries in
the interest of the credit schemes,
certain changes were made in the
scheme that existed at that time.

Prior to the changes, agricultural
credit was given by the Commis-
sioner of Agrarian Services through
the co-operative societies. Applica-
tions were channelled through the
co-operative societies and were
recommended or not depending upon
the financial standing of the parti-
cular societies, and the Commissioner
of Agrarian Services supplied the
credit.

This was found to be somewhat of
a bottle-neck because applications
from all over the country had to con-
verge on one point for acceptance,
and when there were discrepancies
between the societies’ accounts and
what were filed with the Commis-
sioner of Agrarian Services in res-
pect of the loans taken, repaid, and
so on, there was a tendency for
credit to be delayed and the cultiva-
tion season to be well on its way
before the credit reached the culti-
vators. In fact, in a fair number of
cases the cultivation season was
over by the time cultivators got the
credit approved.

With a view to removing these
impediments and on the recommen-
dation of the committee that went
into the functions of the agricul-
tural credit scheme, certain changes
were effected. One such change was
the utilization of the People’s Bank
and its branches throughout the
Island for the purpose of granting
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agricultural credit. Therefore, the
function performed by the Agrarian
Commissioner devolved on the
Pecople’s Bank. The Central Bank,
I think, had to be the guarantor or
something like that for any defaults
up to a certain percentage, and on
that basis the People’s Bank was
drawn into this credit scheme. It
was also possible to utilize the Bank
of Ceylon, if it had the institutions
and the societies were willing, with
the approval of the Commissioner for
Co-operative Development. Never-
theless, it was the People’s Bank
that came to be utilized in the dis-
persal of agricultural credit.

Now, the existing structure of a
co-operative society, as an institution
at village level, was used for grant-
ing this credit to the applicants. We
found from the performance over the
past so many years—quite apart
from the fact of these institutions
being utilized for granting credit—
that there were impediments and
bottle-necks in the granting of loans,
and they were removed in the way
we sought to remove them in order
to make credit available to the culti-
vators by the time the season started
or well ahead of the commencement
of the cultivation season.

In the case of recoveries, they
were not satisfactorily coming in.
There were cases where people had
not been able to pay back the loans
in time due to certain reasons, valid
reasons, like crop failures. But, by
and large, a large number of people
who were able to repay the loans
were not paying them back and as a
result the activities of the co-opera-
tive societies as lending institutions
had to be restricted. As a conse-
quence of defaulters not paying the
loans back, the amount of money
that the societies could get from the
Agrarian Commissioner or from the
bank dwindled because the whole
credit scheme rested not only on the
granting of loans but also on the

recovery of a high percentage of the
loans.

When loans are given, generally
there is some sort of security for the
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recovery of the money. What
happened in the case of loans that
were given in the past was that
societies could not recover the loans,
and as a result they automatically
dropped out of the loan scheme and
therefore the number of cultivators
who were able to get loans began to
be less and less. That is the expe-
rience we have had over the years.

Now, as a form of security and
also as a means of inducing recovery,
the Government thought—the Gov-
ernment considered the recommen-
dations of this committee—that it
must be made a condition that when
a loan is given the person who ap-
plies for the loan should tender as
security his ration book and those of
h}ils family. Now, it works out like
this.

The co-operative society enters
into a bond with a particular
borrower covering his ration book
and those of his family, with the re-
sult that if the loan is not repaid
within the stipulated period the rice
coupon books are withheld. This is
reported to the Food Commissioner,
and the Food Commissioner assesses
the value of the rice coupons at the
time of the recovery, and such value
is credited to the defaulter.

Every person who is a borrower
for agricultural credit purposes en-
ters into a bond with his respective
co-operative society, and thereafter,
through the machinery of the Peo-
ple’s Bank and co-operative socie-
ties, the loans are given. In the case
of those persons whose cultivation has
failed and who are not in a position
to repay the loan, extension is given
administratively over a period of
three seasons to repay the loan. Such
a person is regarded as a non-default-
er for the next cultivation season.
In the case of those who are in a posi-
tion to pay but do not do so, their
rice coupons are recovered and in
respect of these coupons a certain
money value is credited to their
account in liquidating the loan. Over
the last year the value given by the
Food Commissioner for a coupon has
been Re. 1.
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This scheme was introduced by re-
gulation under the Food Control Act,
No. 21 of 1950. Section 6 (2) (g) of
this Act says that the Minister may
make regulations in respect of “the
surrender of any books, coupons or
other documents issued for the pur-
poses of this Act.” Regulations were
iramed under this section on 2nd
September 1967. These regulations
were again promulgated with certain
additions on 26th November 1967 and
appear in Gazette No. 14,776/7.

In terms of the regulations under
the Food Control Act this scheme was
implemented. @ Then, when certain
problems arose I discussed this
matter with the Legal Draftsman as
well as the law officers, and there
appeared to be a doubt. Some were
of the view that the regulations were
perfectly in order, which others had
a lurking doubt about them. We
thought it best to introduce legisla-
tion for the purpose. This Bill has
been brought as a result of the ad-
vice we got.

I would ask all hon. Members to
read the statement of legal effect
given in the Bill. Hon. Members will
see that this is meant to cover all
those points I just mentioned and to
remove any doubts that exist. The
statement of legal effect clearly ex-
plains this matter.

I would like to refer hon. Members
to page 149 of the Annual Report of
the Central Bank of Ceylon for the
year 1968 where this new agricul-
tural credit scheme is fairly well ex-
plained. Here and there there may be
a few interferences that may not be
quite accurate. Nevertheless, this
new agricultural credit scheme is
fairly well explained there.

At page 150 of this same report
you find Table IT (D) 15. According
to this table, the amount released to
co-operative societies under this
scheme for Maha 1967-68 was
Rs. 61.4 million ; the amount volun-
tarily repaid by members was Rs.
42.6 million ; the amount recovered
through rice ration coupons was Rs.
4.6 million. Total recoveries amount-

Digitized by Noolahafif-49 Bsn47.2 million. The amount of
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loans extended due to crop failure
was Rs. 3 million ; the amount of
loans in default was Rs. 11.2 million.
According to this very same table,

the percentage of total recoveries
was 76.9.

I have got with me a further state-
ment which gives the latest figures
not covered by the Central Bank Re-
port. In any case the figures given in
the Central Bank Report by and
large provide useful material for hon.
Members to find out how the new
agricultural credit scheme has been
funectioning. I want to impress this
on all hon. Members of this House.
Whatever the scheme, it is very
necessary—I think this is a position
that will not be contested by any-
body—that agricultural credit should
be made available easily if produc-
tion is to increase in this country.
By means of this new extended
credit scheme not only has it been
possible to almost double the extent
of loans given in the past to culti-
vators but also it has greatly assisted
them in their production. They hav !
been able to do a great deal of their
ploughing, to purchase good seed
paddy and good seed varieties, and
to purchase manure and all the in-
puts that are necessary in time, in-
creasing production particularly in
paddy.

The number of persons who have
been drawing loans is much bigger
and the amounts have been higher.
In the changes that were brought
about we did not create any institu-
tional change by way of bringing the
People’s Bank into this. There was
a change in the quantum of the loan
that ~was granted to cultivators.
Earlier, for a number of operations
the amount given per acre was Rs. 175
and a person could, if he had two
shares in the co-operative society,
have drawn loans up to a maximum
credit covering five and two-third
acres.

In order to assist in a very liberal

way the food production programme,
particularly paddy production, and
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cost factors that were involved, this
scheme was further extended or
liberalized by raising the limit from
five and two-third acres to ten acres.

The police banned political meet-
ings and processions on Wesak Day,
1st May, under the provisions of the
Police Ordinance for the preserva-
tion of public order. The relevant
section is Section 77, sub-section

(3).

On Wesak Day Colombo is throng-
ed by large crowds of people moving
about from place to place. It is
necessary to utilize a large strength
of police to divert traffic, contrel
crowds and perform other police
functions of preventing crime, etc.

Since Wesak Day is observed all
over the Island, it is not possible for
Colombo to get the assistance of men
from outstations. In addition to this
large commitment, it is not possible
for the police to take over the res-
ponsible commitment of supervising
political processions and meetings on
this day.

Since strong objections were raised
regarding the holding of political
meetings and processions on Wesak
Day, it was considered inexpedient
to allow political meetings and pro-
cessions on this day. Police had
very good reasons to anticipate
breaches of the peace if these pro-
cessions and meetings were allowed
and, therefore, exercised the powers
granted under the Police Ordinance
to ban any political meetings and
processions.

It is correct that the police cannot
ban a meeting or a demonstration
unless they apprehend a breach of
the peace. In this instance, police
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anticipated a serious breach of the
peace and exercised their rights
under the provisions of the Police
Ordinance.

Then as regards myself and the
Hon. Minister of State, and I think
the Hon. Minister of Local Govern-
ment, who defied a ban on loud-
speakers, the matter was thrashed
out in the courts, and I request the
hon. Member for Gampaha (Mr. S.
D. Bandaranayake) to read that
judgment and see why we were
acquitted.

Then about the march of the Hon.
Minister of State to Kandy, it is
correct that this procession did not
have the permission of the police
nor the protection of the police. The
procession moved a great way im
spite of obstruction and came to a
halt when the questioner himself
obstructed the road and the police
intervened and prevented a breach
of the peacé. I do not know what
other offence the police prevented by
doing so because the hon. Member
was lying on the road.

Then the final question was: “Is
the Hon. Prime Minister aware that
the Superintendent of Police,
Colombo, has communicated to the
Colombo Municipality that all politi-
cal meetings and processions would
not be allowed on Wesak Day...?”
This is correct. As indicated earlier,
the police acted in terms of the pro-
visions of the DPolice Ordinance,
Chapter 53, Sections 77 to 80.

Then as regards the question by
the hon. Member for Kolonnawa
(Mr. Illangaratne), who said he had
not given me any notice of it, I pre-
sume—I am merely presuming; I
have not asked the police for reasons
—that if loudspeakers are allowed
there may be some difficulty about
using the loudspeakers for political
purposes. However, I shall look into
the matter.

The hon. Member has made a re-
quest that next year this privilege be
granted. I am glad he presumes that
we shall be here next year too.
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(The Hon. M. D. Banda)

In the Northern Province, parti-
cularly in the Jaffna District, failure

of crops, particularly paddy, has
been rather widespread.

It is the policy of the Government
to issue free seed paddy if there had
been three successive crop failures.
In this case the loan facilities for
these people will be extended and
they will be getting fresh loans for
agricultural purposes, particularly
for the purchase of seed paddy.
Those instructions have already been
sent. I do not know whether they
can get seed paddy there. I have
instructed the department to see
whether they can supply some seed
paddy. They will have to pay for it.
For this they will get a loan.

It is date-marked
and large quantities of this drug are
not imported by druggists and the
Civil Medical Stores. After the date
of validity the drug is useless. But
insulin has arrived and I have
supplied the Panadura Hospital with
a half-year quota.

About the Kalutara Civil Medical
Stores, we are supplying them with
stocks for the next three months.

In regard to these matters, I have
already written to the hon. Member
giving the facts and figures.

Regarding the matter raised by
the hon. Member for Kolonnawa
(Mr. Ilangaratne), I shall look into
it and increase the strength.
