this Bill which would afford protec-
tion to the co-operative societies by
enabling the societies to recover debts
due to them frecm the members, yet
there are instances in which co-
operative societies had defaulted in
the payment of daes that they were
liable to pay to members who had
surrendered their produce.

I find that no provision has been
made in this Bill to enable such
members to recover the amounts due
to them from co-oyerative societies.

I can cite two specific instances.
One is with regard to paddy sold and
delivered to the Pallachenai Multi-
Purpose Co-operative Society, under
the G. P. S., by one M. Ibra Lebbe
of Kattankudi. On 5th October 1962
he delivered paddy to this particular
co-operative society and receipts were
issued to him for the paddy delivered,
the total value of which is Rs. 2,000.

Then a cheque was issued to him
by the co-operative society which
was subsequeritly dishonoured, and

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in spite of all his endeavours, this
particular cultivator, Mr. Ibra Lebbe,
has not yet heen able to recover the
sum of Rs. 2,000 due to him from the
society.

The explanation given by the
society is that the manager of the
co-operative society at the relevant
time had embezzled the funds and
that, therefore, the society is not in
a position to pay this sum, and that
payment will be made out of the
security deposit made by the parti-
cular manager. The paddy was
delivered on 5th October 1962 and
payment for the paddy has not been
made even by 5th October 1964 ; that
is, two years have elapsed, and no
payment has been made for the
paddy delivered.

I think there should be provision
made to enable co-operative societies
which are supplied with produce by
the members to pay them expedi-
tiously. At present a great deal of
hardship is being caused to these
poor peasants. I would, therefore,
request the Hon. Acting Minister to
see that effective provision is made
in order to enable members to
recover amounts due to them from
their society.

There is also another case in which
a producer of tobacco from Tamban-
kaduwa had supplied tobacco to the
Eravur-Tambankaduwa co-operative
society for Rs. 6§,000. It was delivered
about four y2ars ago but he has not
yet been naid the amount due to him.
I understand that the co-operative
society in question is in a bad way
and it is unlikely that this producer
will get his money.

I think that it is very important
that there should be certain regula-
tions or rules framed and put into
operation so that the individual
cultivator and peasant will be safe-
guarded from default by the
co-operative socicties.

I am in full accord with the
provisions of this R2ill but I would
ask that, in view of what I have
stated, a safeguard be provided to
the members of co-operative societies
who supply produce.

Mr. Speaker, while we appear to
have had some sort of a navy in the
distant past, yet in recent times—by
recent times I mean ever since the
Portuguese came to Ceylon—we
had lost what little navy we had
prior to that. This is inexplicable
especially when we find that we
are an island community. An island
nation should always have a very
strong and powerful navy to defend
itself from foreign invasion. But
for some unknown reason we have
not been able, at least in the last
four or five centuries, to have such
a navy. As such, the idea of this
Government to have at least a
merchant navy of our own is one
whichtowould, T believe, be accept-
able’to all nationals of this country.
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However, before the Government,
through the medium of this parti-
cular corporation to be known as
the “Ceylon Shipping Corporation ”,
launches into the shipping business,
I would caution the Government to
be very careful and learn from the
bitter experience of the Ceylon
Sh.pping Lines Limited which is a
public company with Government
participation. From the little
experience of that particular com-
pany it would appear that shipping
is a very speculative business. High
profits in one year could, as a result
of circumstances outside the control
of the corporation, turn into huge
losses the next year. World freight
rates have a tendency to fluctuate
very violently and the profits that
could be earned by a shipping
corporation would also fluctuate in
like manner.

From the little statistics I have
been able to gather, I find that the
World Freight Rate Index in 1955
was 60. In 1951 the index was 100.
That was during the time of the
Korean war when there were
demands for more ships to carry
freight to Korea to enable South
Korea to carry on the war against
North Korea. The freight rate in
1955 was 60 ; in 1956 it was 57. As a
result of the Suez crisis the index
jumpad from 60 to 95, but immedi-
dately the Suez crisis was over as a
result of the intervention of the
United Nations Organization the
index fell rapidly within a few
months to 40.

Now, this is reflected in the busi-
ness of the Ceylon Shipping Lines.
In 1956 the Ceylon Shipping Lines

made a profit of Rs. 4 lakhs
approximately. In 1956 it made
a profit of Rs. 1,400,000. In 1957

when the freight rates feli rapidly
to 40 units there was a loss of
Rs. 11 lakhs in the course of a year.
of Rs. 14 lakhs it became a loss of
Rs. 11 lakhs in the course of a year
In 1958 shipping business was in
the doldrums undergoing a
depression and in that year too

there was a loss, though the loss was
not very large.
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Experience shows that owning of
ships does not pay, that is, it is very
unlikely to yield reasonable profits
on the capital invested- That is
evident from the two ships “Chilaw”
and “Attanagalla”. A profit of
Rs. 250 000 in one year turned into a
huge loss in the subsequent years. In
1957 there was a loss of Rs. 418,000;
in 1958 Rs. 315,000, in 1959
Rs. 770,000, and in 1960 Rs. 330.000.
Those two small cargo vessels
suffered those losses.

Another important factor that
contributed to the huge losses
suffered by the Ceylon Shipping
Lines Ltd. was that they had
entered into “ time charter ” contracts
instead of “voyage” or “trip”
charter contracts ‘ Time” charter
means that you charter a vessel for
a specific period and “voyage”
charter means you charter a vessel
for a specific voyage.

During the Suez crisis there
was a shipping koom and our Ceylon
Shippir.g Lines Ltd believed that the
high freight rates prevalent at that
time would continue ; they thought
that the Suez crisis might end up in
a war and booniked vessels on time
charter for fairly long periods with
the result that they suffered huge
losses, viz. in 1957, there was a loss
of nearly Rs. 600,600 and in 1958
170,000.

My humble advice to the proposed
Shipping Corporation is, at least in
its early stages, until it has built up
sufficienitly large reserves so as to be
able to even bear losses, to avoid
owning ships and cargo vessels and
at the same time to avoid time-
chartering of vessels to carry cargo
and instead to concentrate on trip
or voyage chartering, carrying cargo
on brokerage and commission and
agency business. Trip-charter has
given reasonaply large profits ranging
from Rs.’ 1 million in 1958 to
Rs. 390.000 in 1959. It would appear
that that is a safe way of doing
business. From brokerage also the
Ceylon Shipp'ng Lires Ltd. has
invariably madz profits all along
ranging from Rs. 647,000 in 1957 to
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Rs. 257,000 in 1962. On the agency
business the Shivping Line has been
able to make profits ranging from
Rs. 519,000 in 1959 to Rs. 300,000 in
1956.

These three types of business—
trip charters, brokerage, and agency
business—are the most likely to yield
reasonable profits to the Shipping
Corporation. I belisve the Corpora-
tion should concentrate on these
three typss of business, at least until
it builds wup sufficiently large
reserves, and avoid speculative busi-
ness such as time charters and the
ownership and operation of its own
vessels.

Furthermore, I find that the
general practice of this Government,
in choosing the directorate of various
corporations. has been to appoint
ex-civil servants or retired civil
servants. While I admit that so far
as book learning is concerned these
civil servants are unbeatable, I do
not think that in matters of business
they possess the same acumen which
those with business experience
possess. I advise the Hon. Acting
Minister to ensure, when selecting
the directors of this Corporation, that
this venture is not handed over to
bureaucrats in Government service
such as the Port Commissioner or the
Collector of Customs or the Govern-
ment Factory Engineer, for that will
be the surest way of making a mess
of it. There is, I think, an acute
shortage of trained personnel, men
who have handled this sort of busi-
ness and gained experience of it. It
is essential that trained personnel,
men with experience in the shipping
business, should be employed, even
on payment of salaries higher than
those prescribed for corporation
officials, so that the Corporation may
be placed on a sound footing. That
is very important because, if men
without experience are appointed to
the directorate, another ten years will
elapse before they gain the necessary
experience to run the Corporation in
such a way as to get a return on the
investment.
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While I support this Bill, I request
the Hon. Acting Minister to see that
the utmost caution is exercised. It is
possible that in order to enable the
Corporation to show a profit, higher
freight rates may be charged in
respect of the importation into this
country of food and other consumer
commodities from Burma, China, etc.
It is the consumer who will be called
upon to pay higher prices in order"
that the Corporation could make a
profit and show that it is a successful
venture. I think that should be
avoided. Whatever rates the Corpora-
tion charges for the conveyance of
commodities such as rice, flour, sugar,
wheat, etc., imported by the Govern-
ment, should be no higher than the
ruling freight charges in the market,
so that, the consumer is in no way
mulcted in order to ensure that this
corporation makes a profit. The
Ceylon Government Railway, Air
Ceylon and the Ceylon Transport
Board—transporting  goods and
passengers from one place to another
—have suffered heavy losses and
invariably they have been subsidized
by the Government. I trust that the
fate of this shipping corporation
would not be the same as that of
other corporations which are being
neavily subsidized by the Govern-
ment, that it would be run on proper
business lines and, in course of time,
with experience gained, would be
able to see that our country owns and
operates its own merchant navy.

I would like to add a few words to
the suggestions made by the hon.
Second Member for Batticaloa (Mr.
Macan Markar). While I welcome a
shipping corporation as such, I do
hope that this venture will be hand-
led by experienced personnel on the
advice of competent persons. In 'the
appointment of the board or members
of the corporation I trust the Hon.
Minister will take into ecansideration
not merely political affiliations but
the‘experience, knowledge, integrity
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and honesty of the candidates. I
have no doubt that a large number
of the personnel of the Royal Ceylon
Navy could be usefully employed in
this venture.

I also hope that no restrictions will
be imposed on the transport of cargo
from Ceylon, that you will not
restrict the transport of cargo to the
Ceylon Shipping Corporation only
and make it a monopoly, thersby
removing any possible competition
and taking away from the exporters
and importers the liberty they
presently enjoy to transport their
cargo in any shipping line they like.
I hope that the status quo will not
be changed by some regulation. 1t
would be well to remember that,
faced with competitién from estab-
lished workd shipping lines, it is
possible that at the outset this
corporation will only transport food-
stuffs that are imported by the Gov-
ernment. It will have to face com-
petition from other lines. I wish the
corporation sucess, and I can assure
the Hon. Minister that the co-opera-
tion and goodwill of the importers
and exporters of this country is also
very nacessary if this venture is to
be a success.

I would like to make a statement
with regard to the dispute between
Dr. A. T. S. Paul and the Medical
Department about which the Hon.
Minister of Health made a statement
on the 1st of October. I am sorry I
have to make this statement in the
absence of the Hon. Minister but I am
sure it will help him to clarify the
situation on a subsequent occasion.

In his statement the Hon. Minister
remarked that according to the infor-
mation that was supplied to him by
the administrative medical staff of
the General Hospital the death of
Dona Carolina Ranasingshe who col-
lapsed at the General Hospital was
due to bad handling of the ca<e. This
is what he stated on that date:

“ As soon as she saw her son she
collapsed. She was taken inside the
operatine theatre and in an effort to save
her life Dr. A.T.S. P-ul tried an internal
cardis=ec  massage. The response to
Dr. P-ul's efforts was not satisfactory
and after some time he handed over the
cardiac maseace to two medieal students.
Bv bad handline thev had dam-ged the
heart and according to the J. M. O. death
wag dua tn eardiac-resniratorv embarrass-
ment from blood in the left chest eavitv.”
—lOwerer1AL RrepnrT, 1st October,
1964 ;, Vol. 57, c. 3734.]
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This is a very grave charge against
Dr. raul. In fact, this statemnent says
that he was guilty or murder. 1t 1s un-
just to attrioute the death of this
patient to him. This statement by the
d. M. O. was not by tne J. M. O. 1
understand it was by the assistant
J. M. O,

I must state at the outset that going
through the whole report on the inci-
dent this statement by the A. J. M. O.
—1I1 am speaking as a medical man and
not as an expert like the A. J. M. O.—
that death was due to bad handling of
the patient by Dr. Paul or the medical
students and that death was caused by
cardiac-respiratory = embarrassment
is a physiological and pathological
impossibility. As such this is a gros-
sly mischievous and false statement
in order to discredit one of the most
devoted and clever surgeons we have
in this country. As such it is a very
serious statement and I would ask not
only the Minister of Health but also
this House to take serious notice.

This patient collapsed in the hos-
pital and Dr. C. Umagiliya and Dr.
L. D. C. Austin had both declared that
Dona Carolina Ranasinghe was clini-
cally dead. Dr. Umagiliya is one of the
senior anaesthetists who has wvery
good experience in finding out
whether a patient is alive or dead
because he has to give the anaesthetic
and always be watchful of the condi-
tion of the patient. Dr. Austin is a
surgeon of considerable experience at
the General Hospital and a well qua-
lified surgeon. They both declared the
patient as clinically dead but they
thought that @ massage of the heart
might bring back this patient to life
and they asked that Dr. Paul be sum-
moned to carry out the cardiac mas-
sage. Dr. Paul agreed, he rushed in,
carried out an external massage of the
heart, found that there was no res-
ponse and then took the patient to the
operating theatre and onened the
chest and carried out an internal car-
diac massage. But the patient did not
com= hark to life. A dead patient can
be broucht back to life now within a
few minutes after being con-idered
clinicallv dead bv direct cardiac mas-
sage. He carried on the mzssageifor
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about an hour and thereafter he
handed over to the two medical stu-
dents 10r tne massage to be conunucd
although the patient was conside.ed
to be aead. Aiter that they stitened
up the cnest, and the body was re-
moved to the mortuary.

It is stated that the patient’s pulse
never returned nor did the patient
start to breathe. To say that arter
Dr. Paul handled this patient she died
of cardiac-respiratory embarrassment
is, I say, a physiological and patholo-
gical impossibility. The patient
never died at the hands of Dr. A. T. S.
Paul of cardiac-respiratory embar-
rassment. For this to have happened
the patient should have either brea-
thed or the patient’s pulse should
have returned and the heart started
to function. Neither happened. So,
to say that this patient died at the
hands of Dr. Paul through his negli-
gence in allowing the collection of
fluid in the chest cavity is an impos-
sibility and a deliberate mis-state-
ment made in order to slander Dr.

Paul. So there is the need to take
serious action against the A. J. M. O.

Incidentally, I may mention that
this A. J. M. O’s wife, who is herself
a doctor, was during the relevant
period under a charge of giving a
transfusion of infected blood to a
patient who had been operated on by
Dr. Paul. That is an incidental
matter.

The charges against Dr. Paul were
framed by no less a person than the
Superintendent of the Colombo
Group of Hospitals. The first charge
is that he operated on a patient who
had not been admitted to hosvit~l
The patient was Dona Carolina
Ranasinghe who had collapased in the
hospital and declared to be 'dead by
two doctors. Dr. Paul was summoned
to try to revive her.

The late revered Prime Minister,
when he was shot in his houce, was
taken to the General Hospital. He
was not officially admitted. He was
immediately taken to the hospital
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and later Dr. Anthonis operated on

hun. Was a charge ever Imade
agamnst Dr. Aniwnonis  that ‘he
did - @ criminal act by operating
on the late Frime  Minuster

without admiting him to hospital
first ? The charge is now made wnen
Dr. Paur was summoned by an emi-
nent suirgeon and an anaesthetist to
see whetuer he could revive a patient.
Dr. Paul rushed tne patient to the
operating theatre and did what was
his duty. '

Now the first charge is that he ope-
rated on a patient wno had not been
admi.ted to hospital. This is a charge
made against Dr. Paul in a civilized
society by no less a person than the
Superintendent of the Colombo
Group of Hospitals, the major medical
institution of the country, the
major teaching institution attached to
the University of Ceylon! This
charge is inhuman and disgraceful ;
it is a reflection not only on “the
medical profession of which I am a
member, but it is a reflection on this
House and on all responsible people.
The doctor rushed to save the life of
a patient ; whether he succeeded or
not is another matter.

The second charge is that he had
not prepared the patient and adopted
asceptic precautions before the opera-
tion. To revive a patient who is clini-
cally dead is a matter of seconds and
if within that period the brain gets
damaged by lack of blood, then the
patient cannot survive. So the ques-
tion of elaborate preparation of a
patient is unheard of and is not con-
sidered possible if you have to resus-
citate a person who is clinically dead.

The third charge is that of callous
disregard for human life by allow-
ing open cardiac massage to be per-
formed by two medical students. That
is another serious charge and a most
unwarranted one because he did not
»1low the two medical students to do
the massage. Dr. Paul himself mas-
saced the patient’s heart for over an
hour. Massaging a patient’s heart for
one hour is a most exhausting onera-
tion. At the end of an hour he got two
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medical students to massage the
pauent’s heart. It was because the
patient was declared to be dead and
not within the possibility oi revival,
but stili as there may be a remote
chance—miracles can happen—and
also because senior medical students
shouid get experience in these per-
formances that they were allowed to
massage the patient’s heart.

There was no evidence to show that
the heart was damaged by these
medical students ; there was no proof
to show that the heart was damaged.
The Superintendent says that the
A. J. M. O. found that the heart was
not only damaged but thal it was
damaged when the patient was alive
and that the post-mortem which was
held showed the same. On the face
of the evidence, there is no basis for
such a conclusion. I am not going
to deal with the matter any further.

The Minister says that one of these
charges will be referred to the Public
Service Commission. The relevant
point I want to stress is why there is
so much dissatisfaction among some
of the best medical officers in this
Island. The Public Service Commis- -
sion went into the report of the
tribunal that heard the case where
Dr. Paul and two other surgeons
made grave charges a7ainst Dr,
Karunaratne, the former D. H. S. The

main charge was that Dr.
Karunaratne misused authority
and that he made false and
incorrect statements knowing
them to be false, or without

verifying their basis. That is a very
serious charge and there were several
other charges. This tribunal after
nine months of investigation found
that Dr. Karunaratne was ~uilty of
the charges. Not only did they find
him guilty of the charges—the
tribunal was constituted of three
people of the highest integritv in the
Public Service, namely, Mr D. C. R.
Gunawardene, Permanent Secretary,
Minictry of Justice, Mr. Sri Kantha,
and the present Secretary to the
Cabinet, Mr. Jayaratne—but they
found four other doctors, Dr, Wilson,
Surgeon T. D. H. Perera, the Medical
Superintendent of the Colombo
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Group of Hospitals and a House
Surgeon at Welisara, guilty of aiding
and abetting Dr. Karunaratne to
make false statements, to prepare
false documents, etc. They recom-
mended that serious notice and
serious action should be taken against
these four doctors. They have been
named. What is more,—I say this
with the gravest responsibility—at-
tempts have been made by interested
parties to get the findings of this tri-
bunal set aside through the P. S. C.
Some members of the P. S. C. have
tried to destroy this report, so that
there will be no evidence left, in or-
der to protect these four culprits.
This is a grave charge, and I mention
it because this sort of thing creates
so much of dissatisfaction and lack of
confidence in the Ministry and in the
administrat.on.

I dare say, the Hon. Minister has to
face the sins of the previous adminis-
tration, and these sins have been
thrust on him. All these incidents
happened before the present Minister
of Health took over. We are aware
that he has no powers over the Public
Service Commission, but I request
you, Sir, and through you the
Government, to take serious notice of
what I have stated with regard to the
findings of the tribunal which
are not being honoured. What is
worce is that they are trying to
destroy the evidence available against
the four culprits. Until this whole
fraud is dealt with and until this
ulcer that is growin~ and causing so
much pain and dissatisfaction among
honest medical officers in the depart-
ment is removed, until this group of
corrupt officials who are using undue
influence to persecute Dr. Paul and
cover their own villainv are removed
and the whole department is
thoroughly cleaned up, nothing can
be done to win the confidence of
honest officers. .

The other matters like the charge
against the Permanent Secretary
regarding the “showing of the
door ” are trivial an4 minor matters
which can be forootten. The medi-
cal officers will forget and forgive
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that, but how can you forget and
forgive all what I have said, parti-
cularly about the charge made
against Dr. Paul who went to the
rescue of a dead person or to revive
a dead person ? This is a disgrace
brought on the whole profession by
the Superiniendent of the Colombo
Group of Hospitals. We cannot
defend the medical profession if we
allow this sort of thing to be per-
petrated by medical officers in the
major medical institutions in
Ceylon.

I urge the Government to take
serious notice of my statement, to
make a thorough inquiry into the
whole set-up and see that elemen-
tary professional standaris, elemen-
tary standards of human decen-y are
maintained in the administration of
the General Hospital and in matters
relating to the incident where three
surgeons have been persecuted by
the Director of Health Services and
his associates.

Mr. Sveaker, I want to bring to
the notice of the hon. Parliamen-
tarv Secretary to the Minister of
Dafence ani External Affairs, or
whoever is acting for him, the very
unijust and despicable manner in
which the Department of the Con-
troller of Immigration and Emigra-
tion deals with applications made by
Ceylon Moors by descent to o on
pilerimage to one of the sacred nlaces
of their relicion, Nagore in Tanjore
District, India.

The festival that takes place in
Nagore in Tanjore Dictrict is g
world famous one and Mnslims from
all parts of the world flock to this
centre of nilgrimage. This vear. the
dates of the festival are the 7th of
thic month, namely tomorrow, to the
20th . of this month.
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Incidentally, there are a number
of branch mosques of the chief
mosque at Nagore in various parts of
Ceylon. One of them is in my home
town, Galle. Quite a large number
of Moors by descent make applica-
tions each year to go on this
important pilgrimage.

Now I have a case before me of a
constituent of mine, Mr. Aboobucker
Mohamed Hassan of Nugaduwa,
Galle, who for a over a month made
valiant efforts to secure the necessary
passport and other documents to go
on pilgrimage to Nagore. He pro-
duced an affidavit because he was
unable to furnish the department
with a birth certificate. Thereupon,
he was asked to bring letters from
important Ceylon Moors and other
personalities.

He took a letter from the hon.
First Member for Colombo Central,
Qir Razik Fareed, who is acknow-
ledged to be one of the leaders of the
Ceylon Moors by descent. He also
took a letter from me in which I
personally testified to the fact that
Mr. Hassan and his family were
intimately known to me and that
they were Ceylon Moors by descent.
He was asked to furnish further
particulars.

Thereupon, he produced his school
certificate and a certified copy of
several voters’ lists to show that he
and the members of his family had
voted in a number of general elec-
tions in the past. He also produced
a certified copy of his horoscope. He
made ten visits to the Department of
Immigration and Emigration.
Finally he was told that he should
get a letter of recommendation from
the District Revenue Officer of Galle.
He went to the D. R. O., Galle, a few
days ago and he was refused a letter
of recommendation. Thus Mr. Aboo-
bucker Mohamed Hassan was pre-
vented from going on his pilgrimage.
If I had a chance of dealing with
this Department of Immigration and
Emigration, I would throw those
rascals clean out of the service. If
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Mr. Hassan had given that depart-
ment a bribe of a Rs. 100, he would
have got his passport.

Well, Sir, Mr. Hassan was not the
only Ceylon Moor who was treated
in this shabby, despicable manner.
Hundreds of poor Ceylon Moors by
descent have been treated in this
manner by this department. I ask
the Hon. Prime Minister whether
she has any control over the work-
ings of this department. Does she
know that this department is a hot-
bed of corruption ? In a country in
which about twenty Members of
Parliament fly abroad once a year
and hundreds of others who are
well-to-do are given the luxury of
trips abroad, why is it that the
Ceylon Moors by descent are not
given exchange of Rs. 150 per head
to enable them to go to one of the
most sacred places of pilgrimage for
them in the whole world ? This is
a most disgraceful situation.

I am surprised that there are
Ceylon Moors by descent seated on
the other side of the House—the
Majeeds and the Razik Fareeds.
They should feel ashamed to be in a
Government which treats their
nationals in this most despicable and
scandalous manner. This is a matter
that has been brought to the notice
of the Prime Minister year after
year. Nothing has been done. The
Ceylon Moors suffer silently while
their representatives are seated in
the seats of the mighty under the
patronage of a Government that
refuses to see the injustices that are
being perpetrated on them by this
department.

I ask the Hon. Minister and the
Parliamentary Secretary to look
closely into the doings of this de-
partment and find out why Mr.
Hassan and hundreds of others
similarly placed were refused pass-
ports to go on pilgrimage. I ask that
in future all genuine cases be grant-
ed permission. We have raised this
question over and over again on the
Floor of this House. We have asked
that exchange should be given to
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those who want to go on genuine
pilgrimages. But our voices have
not been heeded.

Now that I have brought this
matter to the notice of the Govern-
ment, I hope it will not be necessary
for me once again to raise this issue
on the Floor of this House next year.
I want the Government to offer an
unqualified apology to Mr. Hassan
and to all other Ceylon Moors who
have been deprived of their pilgrim-
age. I know how those poor people
curse the Government, your Govern-
ment, for preventing them from
getting exchange of about Rs. 150 to
go on this pilgrimage. You should
be ashamed of yourselves. I want
some representative of the Govern-
ment to give us an answer.

I want to bring to the notice of the
Hon. Minister in charge of the
Department of Imports and Exports
that there is a very big shortage of
carborundum powder which is used
for the polishing and cutting of
gems.

The Controller of Imports and
Exports has given an import licence
for a quantity less than % of the
quantity of such powder that had
been imported in the past. The result
is that those who are engaged in this
industry have to purchase whatever
little quantity of the powder that is
available in the black market. I am
informed that a pound of powder of
which the regulation price is a couple
of ruvees is now being sold for about
Rs. 80 per pound in the black market.

It is up to the Government to
import an adequate quantity of this
. powder and to see that it is equitably
distributed among those genuine
craftsmen who are engaged in this
industry.

At present, Messrs Brown & Co.
imnort this powder. The gentleman
who is in charge of the sales of this
powder in Brown & Company is doing
his verv best to distribute the powd-r
equitabhly among the craftsmen, but
he finds that the small auantity that

is available is not sufficient ta go
round.
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I, therefore, ask the Controller of
Imports and Exports to see that an
adequate quantity of this powder is
imported and that the powder is
distributed equitably among the
genuine craftsmen, a large number

of whom are in places like Beruwala
and Galle.
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In regard to the question asked by
the hon. Member for Galle (Dr. W.
Dahanayake) from the Acting Head
of the Government, I have to state
in reply that the Minster is not aware
of any cases of harassment of Cevlon
Moors, but, since the hon. Member
has raised the question of one Mr.
Hassan, I shall bring it to the notice
of .the Hon. Minister concerned.
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If the applicants produce proof of
Ceylon citizenship such as their birth
certificates or other acceptable
evidence and the necessary -clear-
ances from the Commissioner of
Inland Revenue and the Controller
of 'Exchange, travel documents are
normally issued without delay. If
there have been any cases of harass-
ment, I would like the hon. Member
to bring it to the notice of the Hon.
Minister. I shall certainly bring the
case of Mr. Hassan to his notice and
I am sure action will be taken not
before next year but before the next
Meeting of the House.
