It is not a question of whether it is
enough ; it is a question of what is
wrong and what is right. I do not
want the Government to stifle dis-
cussion on a matter of such grave im-
portance. The Hon. Leader of the
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House is aware as much as we are
that the provisions of the Press Bill
will affect the very roots of demo-
cracy and therefore it is very im-
portant that every aspect of the Bill
should be fully discussed. That is
why we are so very anxious over this
question, and we demand as a matter
of right, and not as a concession, that
a full Debate should be permitted on
the Press Bill.

One of the matters that I was most
concerned with was the question of
the Select Committee. Now, Sir, you
know that this Motion was placed on
the Order Book by Members of the
Opposition, and the parties that
signed that Motion did so with the
idea of pursuing that matter at the
earliest possible opportunity. It was
not our intention to place a matter on
the Order Book and forget about it.
We were most serious about that and
in a most responsible manner we
placed that on record and we ex-
pected the Government to give us a
date. When several hon. Members
raised that matter on a previous
occasion the general indication then
was: “Wait, you will get a date.”
But yesterday if we had not raised
that matter specifically at the leaders’

“You come and argue that. What

about giving us a date ?” There was
no answer.

My point is that they were in duty
bound to tell us.

That question was asked yesterday
at the conference of leaders when
it was the hope of the Government
Parliamentary Group that the Senate
would pass the Bill last night. The
Senate has not passed the Bill yet,
and the longest speeches are being
made by Members of the Govern-
ment—Senator Nadesan, Senator
Jayawickrama, Senator Dunuwille
and others. The United National
Party has not yet started to bat.
When they do, there will be a few
sixers, even in the Senate !

So, we will leave the Press Bill
aside. If the House is meeting on
Tuesday and if Private Members’
business will be taken up on Wednes-
day, we hope that the Select Com-
mittee that the Members of the Oppo-
sition are asking for on the question
of the conduct of a Member will be
taken up on that day.

I join issue with the Hon. Leader of
the House on the attitude of this
Government to the Motion dealing
with the conduct of a Member. It has
been the practice in the House of
Commons to consider at the very
first opportunity any facts mention-
ed about a Member. Any Motion re-
garding the conduct of a Member is
taken up at the very earliest oppor-
tunity and disposed of, whatever
facts are placed before the House.
They have gone even to thejextent
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of hon. Members of the House of

Commons resigning their seats pend-
ing such inquiry.

In this House, too—I have got all
the documents here to place before
this House, if necessary—since 1947
both the U. N. P. Governments and
the Government of the late Mr. Ban-
daranaike have given the earliest
opportunity for debating such
Motions, some asking for commis-
sions of inquiry, some asking for
Select Committees, some in regard
to Votes of Censure on the Govern-
ment. In none of those Motions was
there an allegation of corruption. Of
course, hon. Members have stated
that if the facts we mention are
proved, there may be corruption,
there may be bribery, there may be
something more, but it is not in the
Motion. In the Motion only facts are
placed before the House.

This Select Committee which the
House is asking you to appoint has
become necessary on the statement
made in this House by the hon.
Member for Kottawa (Mr. D. B. R.
Gunawardena) that the hon. Member
for Yatiyantota had certain agree-
ments with the Government about a
rice mill. The hon. Member for Yati-
yantota said, very rightly, “ You can-
not make charges against me; you
must bring a substantive Motion ”.
The substantive Motion has been
brought. But what does the Govern-
ment say on behalf of the hon. Mem-
ber who is now a Minister ? They say,
“We are not prepared to give
Government time ”.

When a charge was made that there
had been a Budget leakage in 1947—
no allegations were made against the
Minister—as soon as the Appropria-
tion Bill was discussed, the Govern-
ment allowed a Debate in regard to
the appointment of a Select Com-
mittee. When there was a charge
against another Minister, Mr. Pon-
nambalam, that he had certain con-
versations with some person in Eng-
land, and the Prime Minister, on
documents being placed before him,
refused to appoint a commission of
inquiry, a’'Motion was brought before
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this House, and the Government per-
mitted a discussion on that Motion—
a No Confidence Motion on the
Government for not appointing that
commission of inquiry.

Again when there were allegations
made against certain transactions
with a tractor company in 1952, the
Prime Minister, Mr. Dudley Sena-
nayake, within a few days permitted
a Motion to be discussed in this
House.

‘In 1954 when there was a Motion
dealing with the conduct of certain
Members of Parliament—some of
them were Ministers—with regard to
overdrafts from banks, within a few
days and weeks the Motion was per-
mitted to be discussed in this House.

When in 1960, in the time of the
Hon. Mr. Bandaranaike, Dr, Colvin R.
de Silva moved that there should be
a commission to inquire into the pre-
sent Leader of the House’s transac-
tions with a co-operative society, Mr.
Bandaranaike permitted those mat-
ters to be inquired into within a few
weeks.

When there was a charge in the
time of this Government that there
was a leakage in regard to proposed
duties, as soon as the Throne Speech
Debate was over there was permitted
2, Debate on that Select Committee.

I am not saying that this Debate
may not come up on Wednesday. I
am criticizing the principle, that the
Government is not prepared to give
a date for a discussion with regard to
certain facts placed before the House,
certain more facts to be placed before
the House, substantiated by docu-
ments, about the conduct of a Mem-
ber, a Member who is now a Minister,
which are relevant. In that Motion
we are not making the slightest
charge of corruption nor do we want
to prove corruption. But I thought
that an hon. Member of this House,
with the experience that the hon.
Member for Yatiyantota has, would
avail himself of the first opportunity
to come a2nd place before this House
whatever facts he has in his posses-
sion. We are prepared to accept what-
ever he says without reservation.
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This House is entitled to know
whether the facts stated in that Mo-
tion are correct. The Prime Minister
is entitled to know. The Prime Minis-
ter’'s duty should have been to have
invited the Leader of the Opposition
and the other signatories to that
Motion, and told them “ Place these
facts before me, I will ask my Minis-
ter to explain”. If these facts are
correct, the hon. Member may not be
entitled to be a Member of this House
and he would be a stranger sitting in
these sezts. That is the seriousness of
this Motion which brings to the notice
of the public and this House that
there may be sitting in our seats a
stranger unfortunately. May be the
hon. Member did not know what he
did, did not realize that what he did
came within the operation of the
Constitution. But, I am really sup-
prised that this Government has the
effrontery to say that the Govern-
ment Pearliamentary Party decided
that there should be no debate on the
question placed before this House—
facts and figures, photostat copies—
that a Member has ceased to be a
Member. That is what the Hon.
Leader of the House says is the deci-
sion of the Government Parliamen-
tary Party.

We have not one word to say
against the hon. Member for Yatiyan-
tota, but certain facts have come into
our possession. Is it not our duty,
instead of going to court, going be-
hind his back, to place it before him
and say, “What is your answer to
this” ? We accept what he says. But
if the facts are true, no power on
earth can compel him to stay in this
House and it is his duty to resign. We
are not against him. We do not want
him to resign, but the Constitution
demands that he should resign. And
if he does not, he is sitting in this
House as a trespasser, as a stranger
carrying out the most important func..
tion‘ of Minister of Finance without
having the right to be a Member of
this House. That is the challenge this
Motion makes, and the Hon. ﬂeader
of the House says that by a majority
this Government’s Parliamentar{r
Party,decided that there should be
nondebate, that we should not place
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these facts before this House, that we
should not give these documents to
this House, that there should be no
reply by the hon. Member. I cannot
understand that attitude!

The hon. First Member for
Colombo South (Mr. J. R. Jayewar-
dene) will realize that all the cases
cited by him are not matters which
can go before a court of law. Charges
of bribery and undue influence are
just matters for this House to
inquire.

Here you are making an allegation
of a contract with the Government
which is an offence under the
Constitution and which only a court
of law can adjudicate upon.

What are you asking this House
to do ? To prejudge the issues here
and then have a case in a court of
law. Is that fair ?

If hon. Members have the courage,
let them take the matter before the
courts and prove the charges against
me. That is the constitutional
position. I am perfectly prepared to
face that.

You are now asking me to disclose
in advance facts which you are
going to use against me in the courts.
That is what you are suggesting that
I should do. Is that fair? You
want to'judge me here and to judge
me again in the courts. If you have
a case against me, take the matter to
the courts. I am prepared to face
that. But what you are now doing
is most unfair and I have never
heard of a thing like this.

The hon. First Member for
Colombo South has cited certain
cases from England. There is no
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law in England with regard to
contracts in relation to membership
of the legislature. Here we have a
constitutional provision which defi-
nitely says that if a Member of Par-
liament has a contract with the
Sovernment, then certain conse-
quences flow from that. And that is g,
matter which only a court of law
can decide.

No majority of this House can
decide whether I go out of this
House or not. It will be a serious
state of affairs for this country if a
majority of this House can decide
who should be a Member of this
House and who should not. Obviously
the one proper course is for you to
take the matter before a court of
law and charge me with having
violated the Constitution by having
a contract with the Government.

I am quite satisfied in my own
mind—I have consulted lawyers—
that I am on absolutely safe ground.
If I had the slightest doubt in my
mind, I would not have waited: I
would have resigned without any
hesitation. I am satisfied that there
is absolutely no contract on this
point.

What right have you to decide in
respect of a matter which is provided
for in the Constitution ? The matters
raised by the hon.

In regard to the use of photostat
copies of documents, what about the
transaction in which Mr. G. G. Pon-
nambalam figured ? Then they did
not permit us to have a discussion
or to have a Select Committee of
the House.

The rule prescribes the rates for
different types of plant, machinery,
and fixtures in buildings under the
above headings. The amount of the
lump sum allowances which is pres-
cribed is deductible in ascertaining
the profits of a trade or business.

This is with regard to customs duty
on precious stones. There are cases
where precious stones are sent on
consignment, either for sale or on
approval. I would request the Hon.
Minister to see that when precious
stones are returned by the consignee
the customs duty is refunded. I am
making this request because certain
of the foreign purchasers insist on
inspection before purchase. As such
I-would suggest for the consideration
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of the Hon. Minister that a refund be
made, provided the stones are regis-
tered, their weights noted down and
sent through a bank, when there can
be no question of substitution. Other-
wise, it will not be possible to send
. precious stones on approval, because
purchasers in foreign countries insist
on inspecting the stones before pur-
chase. They go to the bank and see
the stones, and if they are satisfied
remit the money, or else ask the bank
to return the stones to the consignor.

When they
are despatched through a bank and
are returned through the bank there
could be no loophole for substituting
inferior stones.

In such cases I feel that in fairness
there should be a refund of the duty-
Foreign purchasers would not buy
stones without prior inspection be-
cause there is no uniform quality with
regard to precious stones and it is
impossible to describe them. As
these precious stones go through a
bank there will be some measure of
control and there is no danger of any
substitution taking place. Further, as
it is taken through the bank inspec-
tion can also be made in the presence
of bank officials.

This is the first time export duty is
being levied on precious and semi-
precious stones. We have no objec-
tion to this duty being levied. But
this export duty will not in any way
prevent the smuggling of precious
stones that is taking place in very
large quantities. :

The Hon. Minister of Finance will
remember that there was some
trouble about the exportation of
precious and semi-precious stones as
a result of the appraisers refusing to
value the articles. For about two or
three months there was no exporta-
tion of precious and semi-precious
stones from Ceylon. Quite a number
of these genuine exporters were
placed in a position of hardship. Then
the Hon. Minister of Finance intro-
duced this export duty, to which we
have no objection; but this
export duty will impose a levy
on the genuine exporter and leave
untouched the smugglers,

The man who smuggles precious
stones must be caught. We have sug-
gested, therefore, that in the first
instance all those who deal in pre-
cious and semi-precious stones should
be registered. Secondly, we ask that
only Ceylonese should be permitted
to export precious and semi-precious
stones. The reason for this is, I have
been informed by genuine dealers
that smuggling is taking place on a
very large scale and the smuggling
racket is headed by non-Ceylonese
dealers. There is no register of dealers
and nobody knows what is happen-
ing. The Hon. Minister of Finance, I
believe, is very anxious to put the
house.in order in regard to all aspects
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of the manufacture of local jewellery,
importation of precious stones and so
forth. I believe, he suggested in his
Budget speech the establishment of a
corporation to look after all aspects of
this question. We welcome that idea
and we want action to be taken
as quickly as possible to see that
there is not only a register of dealers
in precious stones but also that the
exportation of precious stones is
placed on some stable basis.

I would like to appeal to hon.

Members to realize that this is one
matter about which we all have to

feel sorry about. The biggest
racketeering that is going on in
foreign exchange arises through

gems. I have imposed this 5 per cent
levy so that we can have the power
to value gems. Today there is nobody
who is prepared to value them. The
Government appraisers at the Cus-
toms refuse to value them because
there is no duty on gems. Unless
a duty is levied on them, they say
that they have no right to value them
and we are also unable to call upon
them to do so. Therefore I have im-
posed this levy. I have done so not
because I wanted &any revenue. I
would appeal to the hon. Member for
Galle to realize that this is one of
the worst methods adopted in order
to deprive this country of a large
amount of foreign exchange.

When I was at Hong Kong I learned
that in one year America had pur-
chased Rs. 36 million worth of gems
from Hong Kong—our gems—but
according to the Customs returns we
have exported only Rs. 3 million
worth of gems. The gems that you
get in Hong Kong are all Ceylon
gems. In point of fact, I had an en-
forced stay at Hong Kong for two
days as there was no connecting
plane and it was a very profitable
stay though I did not think so at that
time. A handful of Indians, I am
sorry to say are deprivingy, this
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country of hundreds of millions of
rupees in foreign exchange by meansg
of smuggling gems out of this
country. I want, therefore, to make
an appeal to all hon. Members., I
see the point raised, but my worry
is to put this into order, and that was
why I broached the question of es-
tablishing a Gemming Corporation,
The actual legislation for the estab-
lishment of the corporation is before
the Cabinet; it will be considered
very soon and I will come before this
House with it as early as I can. I
want to organize this trade from the
mining stage up to the sales stage.

I am very glad to inform the
House that a large number of foreign
countries are prepared to buy our
entire supply of gems and they are
prepared to give very good prices for
our gems provided the Government is
in a position to guarantee the
genuineness of the articles we sell.
A number of people, members of
Governments and Central Bank
officials, whom I met at the World
Bank conference assured me that
they are very much interested in buy-
ing our gems provided they are
valued and we can ensure the
genuineness of the articles. If the
Government is prepared to guarantee
the genuineness of the gems they will
come into the market. Therefore,
once the Gemming Corporation is
established I hope to have a sort of
international selling centre where we
will be able to put up for public
auction our gems so that people from
all parts of the world will be able to
buy our gems. If we can value the
gems then guarantee the quality of
gems then we can earn sufficient
foreign exchange from it.

I am reluctant to allow the
removal of this duty on reconsign-
ment because of the fear of substi-
tution. The hon. Member knows as
well as I do what is happening to-
day. We allow free what are called
semi-precious stones which are sent
here for the purpose of cutting. A
consignment of semi-precious stones
comes here but what goes back in its
place is, a.eonsignment of genuine
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stones. How are we to check it ? It @CEEDY ) D) EVSED SN

We are very thankful to the
Government that the port of Galle
has been nationalized. @ There are
certain other matters that have to be
pointed out to the Hon., Minister of
Finance.
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The history of this question is that
in 1957, when the port of Colombo
had a series of strikes and it was prac-
tically impossible to export tea from

Colombo, the then Minister thought

that it would be a good thing to en-
courage the export of tea from Galle
and Trincomalee. In order to per-
suade the shippers to send teas from
Galle and Trincomalee, a rebate of
two cents on each pound of tea ex-
ported from Galle or Trincomalee
was allowed to the shipper. It was
intended that this rebate of two cents
would cover the cost of the extra
transport of the tea from Colombo
to Galle or Trincomalee.

As a direct result of the rebate of
two cents on a pound of tea exported
from Galle or Trincomalee, more and
more tea began to be exported from
these ports. From the year 1957,
Trincomalee and Galle became the
chief ports of export for our tea. In
the year 1963 about 70 per cent of the
tea exported from Ceylon was sent
out through Trincomalee and Galle.
Nobody can say that the work in
either Trincomalee or Galle was un-
satisfactory. The despatch of tea in
both Trincomalee and Galle was very
expenditiously done. So for six years
Trincomalee and Galle enjoyed a
boom in the export of tea.

During these six or seven years the
port of Galle had anything between
20 to 30 ships every month or about

BHewids 0I5 PedDE®
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350 ships a year. That is the largest
number of ships that the port of Galle
has had during the last 100 years. So
from 1957 to 1963 the port of Galle
enjoyed a boom. The same was trye
of the port of Trincomalee,

About 800 new hands began to be
employed in the port of Galle and I
believe 2,000 new hands began to be
employed in the port of Trincomalee
as a result of the export of tea from
these two ports.

Then, on the 31st of July this year,
there appeared this Gazette notice of
the Minister of Finance under which
the rebate of two cents given to the
shippers for the export of the tea
from Galle or Trincomalee was re-
moved. As a result of that order,
from the 1st of August this year, the
port of Galle has been an empty port.
There have been no ships calling at
Galle except the two or three ships
that have called at Galle with import
cargo. Galle had about 20 to 30 ships
a month. Now, from the 1st of
August, Galle has about three or four
ships a month.

You will thus see that, as a result
of the removal of this rebate of two
cents, a port that was humming with
activity is today absolutely vacant,
still and idle. The employees who
were handling this cargo were
naturally quite upset about this new
arrangement and they demanded that
work should be given to them. The
answer to this question was found in
the nationalization of the Port of
Galle. Between 800 to 900 employees
who had been in the cargo dispatch
companies and in the co-operative
society were taken over to the
nationalized service of the port cor-
poration with effect from about 20th
September.

The mnationalization of the port
solved one question, namely, the
question of the employment of those
who handled the cargo in the port.
But those 800 to 900 hands who came
into the nationalized service are
doing no work. They are receiving a
standibyowage, ‘
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There is an impression abroad that
the nationalization of the port of
Galle has solved all the difficulties of
the port. That is not true. The
nationalization of the port of Galle
has helped the employees who are
handling cargo in that port to be sure
of their jobs.

Now, I like to ask the Government
why more ships are not being
diverted to Galle. If as a result of
the removal of the rebate the port of

Galle is not going to be used as a port,

then the nationalization scheme is
not a blessing at all. We expected
that the scheme of nationalization
would lead to the proper utilization
of the port of Galle.

The port of Galle should be a satis-
factory alternative to the port of
ColombBo. That is the aim that the
corporation should keep in mind. If
it was possible for an average of
about twenty-five ships to touch at
Galle each month during the last six
years, why cannot the same continu-
ous stream of ships call at Galle in
future ?

I know that it is being said that
there is no queue of ships in the port
of Colombo today. But periodically
one sees a queue of ships. So
although the work in the port of
Colombo is smooth today, there are
periods during which one cannot be
so certain about the position.

Now the conditions in the port 0f
Galle must be brought up to a satis-
factory standard so that at any time
ships can be diverted to Galle and
also there should be a regularity
about the ships that are to call at
Galle.

As things are it rather looks as if
the 800 to 900 labourers who have
been taken into the nationalized
service would continue to receive a
stand-by wage and may get trans-
ferred to Colombo. So what is
necessary is that Galle should be used
for ships. Nationalization has not
brought about that end.

In regard to Trincomalee, I do not
know what the exact position is, but
I do know that, as a result of the re-
moval of the rebate, a latde numhber,
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over a thousand workers, have lost
their employment. I do not have more
details about the position in Trinco-
malee.

I do hope that this point about
sending more ships to Galle will be
kept in mind by the corporation. It is
one thing to solve the human prob-
lem, the problem of employment for
the people, but it is a far ‘more im-
portant thing to have a satisfactory
second port of call for Ceylon. There
is no reason why all the produce of
the southern part of the island should
not be exported from Galle. There is
also no reason why all the food that
is needed in the southern parts of the
country should not find their way
into the country through the port of
Galle. So the port of Galle can
be used economically, and I hope
that that will be the aim of the
corporation in the coming months
and years. I am bringing this to the
notice of the Hon. Minister of
Finance in order that he may bear
in mind that the problem of the port
of Galle has only been partially
solved, and we await a fuller solu-
tion of the problem.

May I point out to the hon. Mem-
ber for Galle that I am one with him
in stating that we must try and
develop all our harbours. And it is
the Government’s policy not to con-
fine ourselves to Colombo, but to try
and develop Kankesanturai, Trinco-
malee, Galle and so on. But that
development must take a little time
because the hinterland must also be
built up. The rate of development
depends on the hinterland’s develop-
ment. If we ship our tea from Galle
and Trincomalee and pay a rebate, it
will cost the Government Rs. 6 to Rs. 8
million. As it is, by bringing the port
of Galle under the corporation, we are
losting anything between Rs. 750,000
to Rs. 1 million. Surely it is cheaper
foraithe country to lose Rs. 750,000
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than to lose Rs. 6 to Rs. 8 million by
transporting tea from those ports!
The unfortunate thing about it is that
even the tea that is grown in the
southern parts of the island has to
come to Colombo for the auctions,

and only then can they be shipped.

And the situation is aggravated be-
cause we do not have the transport
facilities. For one reason or another
we have restricted the import of
tyres, spare parts for lorries, and so
on. We cannot afford these just now.
The Hon. Minister of Communica-
tions has taken steps to divert as
many ships as possible to Galle. But
unfortunately full shiploads cannot
be diverted to Galle. A certain por-
tion has to be unloaded in Colombo
and only then can a ship proceed to
Galle because Galle cannot take in
the full draught. We have to unload a
certain amount of the goods and then
send the ships to Galle. That is the
position. As far as possible we will
try to use Galle, and as the Galle
harbour improvement scheme goes
on apace I think we can use Galle
more and more. That is our intention.

With regard to Trincomalee the
position is this. We could not afford
to give them two cents since the
Colombo harbour was able to take all
the tea available. So we stopped that.
It is true that certain difficulties are
created for Trincomalee. What we
are doing now is to divert all “bad
odour ” cargo to Trincomalee, so that
Trincomalee can be used as much as
possible.

By the way, a very strong appeal
was made to me in Hongkong that,
like Hongkong, Trincomalee should
be made a free port getting the same
benefits as they do in Hongkong. I do
not want to close my mind to that
idea. If reasonable safeguards can be
worked out we might consider that
because we have got to develop this
country fast and rapidly. So, let us
put our minds and hearts to this
question. I am prepared to consider
all the suggestions hon. Members
can make with regard to that matter,
if they are worth considering. Hong-
kong today has nothing at all by way
of resources, but it is enormously
prosperous. Trincomalee is an ideal
harbour, very well placed from the
point of view of ships going to both
west and east, and we might consi-

der Trincomalee being made a free

port.

Sir, there is a question which I
want to raise on the Adjournment
Motion. I am sorry it was not
possible to give notice of it. The
question is the holding of the G. C. E.
(Advanced Level) Examination of
the London University in Ceylon.
Now, this question is one of great
importance to a large number of
students who have prepared them-
selves for the London examination.
A few years ago the Department of
Education decided that the London
examination should be discouraged
and that all such examinations
should be held in Ceylon. So, with
effect from last year there was a ban
on the G. C. E. (Advanced Level)
Examination of the London Univer-
sity. This ban caused great hardship
to a large number of students who
had prepared themselves for the
London examination. Some of these
students had taken up a part or parts
of the examination and they had yet
to complete the examination. Even
such a student who had pased only
a part of the London examination
was not allowed to sit for the
remaining part. In short, there had
been an abolition of the London
examination in reference to students
from Ceylon. I do not think that
decision was a wise one. However,
the Department of Education decided
that from 1963 onwards the London
examination should not be allowed.
But the situation has changed during
the last month. This has been
brought about by the concessions
that have been granted to Miss
Sunethra Bandaranaike, the daughter
of the Hon. Prime Minister. The
policy of the Department of Educa-
tion has been altered during the last
few weeks. I ask the Hon. Minister
of Education if the policy has been
altered.

Miss Bandaranaike proceeds to
England in order to sit for certain
examinations. It is possible to
take up similar examinations in
Ceylon. The policy as laid down by
the Department of Education:was

Hewldn @5 eHFAEH
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that, if a student could sit for certain
subjects in Ceylon, he or she should
not be permitted to go abroad for
the study of the same subjects.
Under this policy, a large number of
Ceylonese students were prevented
from going abroad for various courses
of study.

I remember the case of Miss de
Costa of Galle who wanted to pursue
her medical studies in England. She
had got through the requisite science
subjects at the G. C. E. level in the
Sacred Heart Convent, Galle, and
she received a scholarship to proceed
to a school in England where she
could pursue her medical studies.
When she applied for the necessary
exchange she was told that the
studies which she wanted to pursue
in England were available in Ceylon
and she could not be allowed to
proceed to England.

There were many other similar
cases. It will be a good thing if the
Department of Education will make
a list of those who were prevented
from proceeding abroad on the basis
of this policy. At the time Miss
Sunethra Bandaranaike came on the
scene, the policy was: “If you can
do those subjects in Ceylon, we shall
not allow you to proceed to England.”
But, in her case the policy was
changed and we were told that she
was to proceed to England because
her passage had been prepaid and
tuition fees would be found in
England.

We have no objection to Miss
Bandaranaike proceeding to England
on those terms. All that we ask is
that that policy be followed in other
cases too. Take the case of the
students who were studying for the
G. C. E. (Advanced Level) Examina-
tion. Why are they prevented from
sitting for the Advanced Level
Examination of the London Univer-
sity while being in Ceylon ? If an
Oxford course of studies is considered
suitable for a Ceylon student, do you
consider Liondon University subjects
unsuitable for a large number of
students in Ceylon ?

So, therefore, I ask the Minister of
Education, in the first instance, to
allow , the London examnations to
bevheldoin Ceylon. This is a very
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important request. It concerns the
welfare of a large number of students
who have asked the plain question,
T What is good for Miss Bandaranaike
is good for us”. These students wait
for an answer.

Then there were a large number
of other students who were prevented
from going abroad because it was
stated that the subjects they wanted
to study abroad could be studied here.
Now that rule has also been altered.
Will the Department of Education
give us a full list of all such cases in
which exchange was refused for stu-
dents to go abroad and will the
Department of Education review the
position ?

Then I raised the question of a
Buddhist monk whose application to
go to England for a course of studies
had been refused so late as the 4th
of September this year. I have had
no answer to my question from the
hon. Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Defence and External
Affairs. This monk was given a pre-
paid passage to England and back and
the Asia Foundation guaranteed his
full tuition fees as well as the money
that would be needed for his board
and lodging as well as his travelling
and other expenses. So not a
cent of Ceylon money would have
been sent out of Ceylon for this parti-
cular Buddhist monk. Yet, the Con-
troller of Exchange refused to give
him the permission to proceed to
England. The hon. Parliamentary
Secretary said that he thought that
the case that I had cited was not on
all fours with the case of Miss Banda-
ranaike. I like to ask him in what
way there was a difference. In the
case of the monk, the passage had
been prepaid and the cost of his full
education had been prepaid in ano-
ther country.

1 am now informed that certain
other Buddhist monks had been
allowed to proceed abroad but that
this particular monk who came from
the Deepaduttamaramaya, Kotahena,
was prevented from proceeding
abroad. It is even alleged that in the
case of this monk it was a case of poli-
tical discrimination. We do not want
any type of discriminatiofy irythese
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matters. What we want is that there
should be one policy for all students
who wish to go abroad.

The Minister of Finance said that
he was considering the question of be-
ing very liberal in regard to students
who want to go abroad. We want his
liberal policy to be announced. Let
no time pass. Let the Minister of
Finance announce within the next
few days what the Government’s
policy is about students who wish to
proceed abroad for their studies.

There is also the further question
of exchange for students who are al-
ready pursuing their studies in other
countries. I am informed that the
present policy of the Government has
created untold hardship among cer-
tain students who are studying abroad
today. There are cases in which cer-
tain students have to spend one more
year in England and I am told
exchange is being refused in such
cases.

There should be a reasonable policy
in regard to these matters. We do not
say that students abroad should be
permitted to get from their own coun-
try all the money that they ask for,
but the bare needs of the students
must be met, particularly in cases
where the greater part of a course of
study has been completed and only a
smail portion of the course of study
remains to be completed. This is a
matter which the Ministr of Finance
must look into.

Finally in connexion with my plea
for those students who wanted to sit
for the G. C. E. (Advance Level)
Examination in Ceylon, allow me to
read out the representations that have
heen sent by the President of the
London TUniversity External Stu-
dents’ Association of Ceylon, Midi-
gama Uparatne Thero, and the
SQecretary, Mr. L. G. Somasiri, on be-
half of the association.

It reads as follows :

“ On the 20th of February this year a
deputation of 15 members of our associa-
tion met the Minister of Education and
requested him to allow the London
Bxafaination to be held in Ceylon., The
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Minister at this meeting told us that in
view of the foreign exchange difficulties
and also as there are three universities in
Ceylon he was unable to comply with our
request. Further he said thal even the
Prime Mimister’s daughter would not be
allowed to go abroad for her studies. This
was stated by the Minister in the presence
of Mr. M. J. Perera, Permanent Seecre-
tary ; Dr. Ananda Guruge, Mr. E. H. de
Alwis, Director of Education, and a
representative from the Treasury.”

Overwhelming evidence has been
adduced.

To continue with the statement :

“He stressed that we should be more
interested in the local degree examina-
tions. We are at a loss to understand
why Sunethra also should not follow the
Minister’s advice.

Although the Minister of Education
promised to grant all privileges after
consulting the Ceylon University author-
ities to regisier London external students
in the Ceylon University, so far no action
has been taken even to allow a student
to offer a subject such as Government to
be included in the threc advanced level
subjects for the registration for the
degree.

Som#= of the Government officials have
stated that Sunethra had applied for
admission as far back as 1960 for the
Oxford University. If this is so the Asso-
ciation requests ‘that the students who
have been sitting for London Examina-
tions jong before 1960 be given a chance
to complete their examinations before the
Government enforce the new regulations
regarding London examinations in 1963.

If the Government does not consider
these facts and allow the concessions
asked for, it amounts to our going back
to the dark ages of 1885 when only the
aristrocralts were permitted to enter
London Universities. ”

Well, I hope the Hon. Minister of
Finance and the Hon. Minister of
Education will within the next few
days issue a press communique giv-
ing a full account of the present
policy of the Government in regard
to external examinations and Ceylon
students who want to go abroad for
their studies. This is very impor-
tant because quite a large number
of students are very much interested
in the matter and keep on writing
letters to the Members asking for
information.

__“There has rccently been a spate of
ill-informed criticism against me and the
Government about my daughter’s going
up to Oxford for her education. Most
of the critics are careful to make the
point that they do not object to Miss
Bandaranaike going to Oxford for study.
What they object to is the so-calied
discriminatory  treatment. Let us
examine whether this charge has any real
grounds. In what way has Miss Bandara-
naike been specially treated ? The
present position regarding exchange for
students going abroad for their studies
has been explicitly stated by the Finance
Minister in his Budges speech. Dr. N. M.
Perera said on that occasion under the
subject of ¢Exchange Control Policy ’ :

‘ The position, in future, with regard
to travel abroad and other exchange
facilities will basically be as follows :
Travel abroad for education will, in
future be allowed only in respect of
courses of study which are not avail-
able in Ceylon and which have to be
accorded a high priority in the
national interest. Accent- will be on
scientific and technological training
which caters to the growing needs of
industry both in the public and
private sectors. In the academic
sphere, only post-graduate and
specialized studies of a scientific and
technical nature will be permitted.’
[OrriciaAL REeporr, 30th July, 1964 ;

Vol. 56, c. 1654]

The policy laid down, therefore, was
that no exchange would be given for
either passage or subsistence abroad fo
any under-graduate student. Obviously,
under these conditions it would not have
been possible for Miss Bandaranaike to
have obtained foreign exchange either
for her trip to England or for her sub-
sistence while at Oxford. No attempt
was made or will be made to evade this
requirement which is generally applicable
to all citizens of the country. The facts
are that no Exchange :s being allowed to
Miss Bandaranaike and that there has
been, therefore, no contravention of the
Exchange Control policies regarding this.
No “loophole” of the law has been
utilized.

As is now well-known, Miss Bandara-
naike secured entrance to Somervile
College, Oxford, on the results of her
Entrance Examination that she sat for in
November 1963. This entitled her fto
admission in the term commencing Octo-
ber 1964. On the 20th February 1964,
the Principal of Somerville College wrote
to Mrs. Bandaranaike informing her that
the Governing Body of the College had
decided to offer Miss Sunethra Bandara-
naike a bursary. This bursary Wwas
intended to cover all expenses for tuition
and subsistence during Miss Bandara-
naike’s residence at the University.

There had been several cases earlier in
which direct scholarchips to students by
universities abroad had been offered and
permitted by the Ministry of Defence and
External Affairs, in consultation with the
Ministry of Finance. Some of these cases
are listed in the schedule which 1is
annexed * In some cases, even the
passages to and from the university have
been offered by the university authorities
concerned. Since no foreign exchange
was involved, the Government had
allowed these awards to be accepted,
after due scrutiny.

In Miss Bandaranaike’s case, the univer-
sity authorities were not able to offer the
cost of passage to Oxford, and it would,
therefore, have been nol possible for
Miss Bandaranaike to prcceed to England
under present Exchange Control Regula-
tions unless a close relative was willing
to bear the cost of her passage to England.
At this stage, a close relative of
Miss Bandaranaike’s, who is now a British
citizen, and is a person possesisng con-
siderable wealth derived from income
obtained by employment in England
offered to pay Miss Bandaranaike’s
passage. Thersupon, the permission of
the Ministry of Defence and External
Affairs was sought to accept the award of
the bursary from Somerville College,
Oxford. After consultation with the
Economic, Division of the Treasury, per-
mission was granted for Miss Bandara-
naike to accept the award.

Next, an application was made by
Miss Bandaranaike to the Controller of
Exchange requesting permission to accept *
a prepaid ticket by a relative in England
for her travel to London. After due
investigation regarding the credentials of
the relative who was financing the cost
of the pasage, and after satisfying himself
that the offer of a prepaid ticket was
bona fide and did not involve any ‘com-
pensatory deal’ the Controller of Ex-
change ruled that ‘since no foreign
exchange from Ceylonese resources is
involved, there is no cbjection from an
Exchange Control point of view to Miss
Bandaranaike availing herself of the
ticket for travel to the U K.’.

From these facts, set out in chronolo-
gical order, it will be qu'te clear to the
public that there was no contravention of
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Exchange Control policy at any time;
that no special privilege was accorded
to Miss Bandaranaike by virtue of her
being the daughter of the Prime Minister ;
and that an application by any other
person placed in similar circumstances
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would have been treated in the same
manner by the Gevernment of Ceylon,
Unfortunately, muzh of the ecriticism
against Miss Bandaranaike appears to be
ill-informed, as they rest on the premise
that foreign exchange is being given in
Miss Sunethra Bandaranaike’s case.?”
