All these
diesel oil using vehicles are heavy
transport vehicles. The owners of
these vehicles calculate the rate that
they charge on mileage according to
what they spend in a particular
month. They did not anticipate this
extra tax. Now, when they are
called upon to pay an extra tax on
something which they had already
earned as an income, these lorry
owners find they are put to consider-
able difficulties because the Minister
gave a categorical assurance that he
would not impose it with retrospec-
tive effect. It is in Hansarp. If I
produce the HAaANsArRD where this
assurance is given, will the Hon.
Minister agree ?

I raise this question because it is
unfair by some people, who had
worked out their rate per mile at
75 cts. and charged accordingly from
their clients, when you call upon
them to pay Rs. 200 or Rs. 300 a
month after some time. They cannot
go and collect the extra amount
necessitated by this tax for the
transport done. This is why the cost
of living is going up. You were
talking about a transport service
from Trincomalee and so on, but this
tax would affect even the internal
transport of our consumer goods such
as vegetables. It has many adverse
features, and I do not think the Hon.
Minister himself would like to
condene them. This is retrospective
taxation, double taxation and taxa-
tion in the most pernicious form.

This is a Bill to provide for the
establishment of the Bureau of
Ceylon Standards and to provide for
matters connected therewith or inci-
dental thereto. '

As the House will remember, I
tried to get this Bill through during
the last Session of Parliament, but
owing to the prorogation it lapsed. I
am now taking steps again to bring
this very important piece of legisla-
tion before the House.

It has now become necessary for
us to apply certain standards for the
industrial goods that we are pro-
ducing in this country. Steps were
taken in 1961 to prepare a compre-
hensive scheme for the introduction
of standards in respect of local
industrial products. In view of the
increasing local industrial activities
and the Government scheme of
affording protection and incentives
to industries, there was a potential
danger that consumers would be
exploited by sub-standard produets
in the market.

The committees that had been set
up at administrative level did not
have sufficient authority to impose
standards except by administrative
regulation which did not possess the
power of law. Besides the introduc-
tion of the standards, the existence
of several Acts concerned with the
the Food and Drugs, the Standard
Laboratories and the Standard
Advisory Councils contihue to funec-
tion as separate entities. It was
therefore thought desirable that one
Bill should be introduced in Parlia-
ment in order to provide for con-
trolaiof standards for all sectors of
the  economy.
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The introduction of standards and
their enforcement has two purposes
in view : (1) to safeguard the inte-
rests of consumers ; (2) to implemen-
tation of standards such as

The objects of the Bureau of
- Standards are (a) to promote
standardization in industries and
commerce and to prepare, modify
specifications and codes of practice ;
(b) to make arrangements for pro-
viding facilities for testing and
calibrating of precision instruments,
gauges and scientific apparatus and
the issue of certificates thereto;
(¢) to make arrangements to exa-
mine and test commodities or
any materials or substances from or
with which and the manner in which
they may be manufactured, produced
or treated; (d) to encourage and
undertake additional work in con-
. nection with standards of quality
control ; (e) to provide for the regis-
tration of trade marks and their
application to materials, commodities
and products conforming to standards
issued by the Bureau.

In order to carry out these func-
tions efficiently, continuous work has
to be undertaken by a legally
established Bureau so that tests
could be carried out in respect of the
standards of the locally manufac-
tured products on sample selections
from purchases made in the open
market as is done in other countries
where such institutions have been
set up by law.

The Bureau will also have autho-
rity to bring to book persons who act
in violation of the objectives of the
Act. Steps have already been taken
to prepare the framework for the
setting up of the institution and a
sum of money amounting to
Rs. 271,000 has been voted by
Parliament for the purpose.

I support this Bill for the setting up
of a Bureau of Standards which is a
really long-felt want. In fact about
five or six years ago I remember I
submitted through a Chamber of
Commerce a memorandum to the
Minister of Commerce at that time
asking that a Bureau of Standards be
set up. Now that our industries are
going ahead it is absolutely necessary
to establish a Bureau of Standards in
fairness to consumers. A consumer
who pays a good price must get goods
of good quality. Besides, our indus-
trialists are now making efforts to ex-
ports some of their manufactured pro-
ducts. I know there are a couple of
industries which have reached peak
production. In fact, they have used
up considerable foreign exchange for
the purpose of machinery and raw
material.

Now, with the setting up of the
Bureau of Standards we can safely go
forward to the world market and say
“We have got goods of quality which
equal the quality of our competi-
tors”, and we can now without fear
export our goods.

In this connexion I would like to
appeal to the Ministry concerned to
give effective incentives to the export
trade, because we can reap back some
of the foreign exchange expended in

the import of raw material that is

used to produce goods for export. I
do not know whether this is the cor-
rect nlace to mention this. but I
should like to point out to the Hon.
Minister that . whilst we spend
foreion exchange in the purchase of
machinerv and raw material we
should also have at the same time
an export target.

It has been mentioned earlier in
the House that Cevlon has to import
the hulk of her raw material. T am
sure hon. Members have heard of that
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~ tiny island called Hong Kong. That
island imports all her raw material,
manufactures goods of a very high
standard and is in a position to meet
world competition. We, for our part,
should not lose heart ourselves
although we spend so much foreign
exchange to purchase machinery and
raw material. We must give our in-
dustries all encouragement to export.
As a matter of fact, if we look round
we will see that our neighbours,
India and Pakistan, give their export-
ers of locally manufactured goods
import licences to import a certain
amount of raw material. For instance,
if they are allowed import licences
up to 50 per cent. of the export value
of their goods, they are told that out
of that 50 per cent. they may import
raw material up to 25 to 30 per cent.
and use the balance to import food-
stuffs. Those licences are transfer-
able in the open market. If the
Ministry concerned considers that
aspect of the export trade, I am sure
it should be possible to provide a
similar incentive to our manufac-
turers too. :

In an earlier speech of mine I
suggested that as an incentive to the
export trade, import duties paid on
raw material for manufacture should
be refunded to our manufacturers. I
am glad that the Ministry concerned
has considered my suggestion and is
making provision to refund such im-
port duties or grant a rebate in res-
pect of those duties. In that way our
exporters will be encouraged and will
be able to meet world competition.

I welcome this Bill and
congratulate the Hon. Minister for
bringing it. I am sure this Bill will
receive the support of the whole
House.

They themselves make
the purchases, for which the Com-
pany pays, and test the bulbs
selected. According to their certifi-
cates, the bulbs now conform to
British standard specifications.

With regard to the issue of driving
licences, I should like to make a
suggestion that there should be
greater care exercised in the issue of
driving licences to hiring car and taxi
drivers. I have found that
most  of these taxi drivers
have no regard for other users
of the road. They very seldom or
never observe the rules of the road.
I would also suggest that, at some
future date, an amendment to this
Bill be brought—I do not say this
should apply to driving licences
already issued—requiring that all
applicants for licences to drive taxis
and hiring cars should have a clean
record for at least 10 years.

Then, with regard to the other
matter—allowing the driver himself
to act as conductor in C. T. B. buses
plying between two points with no
intermediate halts—I believe it
should be possible to introduce the
system that is obtained in some of
the cities in Canada and in other
countries where the driver himself
acts as conductor. There is a till-like
device placed near the driving seat
and the passenger drops his money
into it so that the other passengers
are able to see what is done, and then
any balance due is paid. Those are
manipulated by the driver from his
seat, and one man is able to do the

work, of both the driver and the
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conductor. I suppose the principal of
allowing the bus driver to act as con-
dietor eould be extended to all buses,
whether plying between two points
nonstoo, or otherwise. I would re-
quest the hon. Parliamentary Secre-
tary to kindly give due consideration

to these suggestions.

I have one or two suggestions to
make. As our law stands today,
compulsory insurance under the
~ Ordinance is confined to third party
insurance alone.

Drivers of cars are only covered
by third party insurance, and when
they are injured, either in the course
of an accident or otherwise, they are
unable to get any compensation from
the insurance company. And if the
owner of the car is not in a position
to pay, these unfortunate drivers are
unable to get any form of compensa-
tion. I think it is a matter for the
Hon. Minister of Communications to
consider whether he should not ex-
tend compulsory insurance to cover
the driver of a car even when he is
not the owner of the car, particularly
in the case of taxi driver.

We are aware that during the past
few months a number of taxi drivers
have been murdered for the purpose
of theft of the taxi, or otherwise vie-
timized, and their families are unable
to get anything from either the owner
or the insurance company because
compulsory third party insurance
does not cover the driver of a ecar
when he is not the owner of the car.

Secondly, there is an alarming rise
-in the accident rate in our country,
and one finds that a lange number
of these accidents are due to the fact
that the people at the wheel are
under the influence of liquor. I am
not saying this of the paid drivers. I
think generally it is gentlemen
drivers who commit these faults:
they go to the club in the evening
and have probably one too many.
Generally it is they who meet with
accidents. The law relating to
driving whilst under the influence of
liquor should certainly be made more
stringent. In countries like the
Soviet Union, if a man is found #obe
smelling of liquor while’2driving,

Mr. Deputy Chairman, in the

Obeyesekere Report there was a glar-
ing instance of some of those
who are checking out pilots in the
Department of Civil Aviation not
having the minimum qualifications to
check out pilots who are in the Air
Ceylon Service. In fact, it was clearly
shown that some of them who had not
got the minimum qualifications, even
instrument rating, have been kept in
charge of checking out pilots who
have higher qualifications.

In cases of that nature, I think the
Obeyesekere Report has given a defi-
nite method as to how that anomalous
position can be cleared. I hope the
Hon. Minister has taken some steps
to see that that position, of people
who have lesser qualifications
trying out pilots who have higher
qualifications, does not occur at all.
I hope the Hon. Minister will clear
that position.
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Another question was asked about .

the training and licensing of air
pilots. The complaint is that some
pilots are being tested for instru-
ment rating by people who do not
have adequate qualifications. There
is also the complaint that some of the
people who do have qualifications
perhaps have an animus against thege
people. So I have laid down a new
rule that anybody who is an air pilot
in Air Ceylon should be given facili-
ties to go to India and obtain the
instrument rating and licensing faci-
lities through the Indian authorities
in order to avoid heartburning and
complaints that they have not been
given a proper test. :
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I move,
“That the House do now Adjourn.”
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(The Hon. Badiuddin Mahmud)

I would like to make a Ministerial
Statement. I am sorry the hon, Mem-
ber for Akuressa (Dr. S-@ A.
Wickremasinghe) and the hon.
Member for Avissawella (Mr. D. P.
R. Gunawardena) are not present. In
any case I wish to read a statement
in connection with the Paul affair.

The hon. Member for Akuressa and
the hon. Member for Avissawella
have referred to what has now come
to be known as the *“ Paul affair” in
this House. I shall deal with the
points raised by each of them sepa-

rately.
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The hon. Member for Akuressa
stated as follows :

“This patient collapsed in the hospital
and Dr. C. Umagiliya and Dr. L.- D. C.
Austin had both declared that Dona
Carolina Ranasinghe was clinically dead. ”
—[OFFICIAL REPORT, 6th October, 1964 ;
Vol. 57, c.»3889.]

Dr. Umagiliya in his evidence states,
“Her pulse was feeble”, and later,
‘“there was no improvement in the
patient’s condition.” Dr. Austin
states, “ She had no pulse and was not
breathing. ”

The hon. Member for Akuressa
goes on to say:

“To say that after Dr. Paul handled

this patient she died of cardiac-respiratory
embarrassment is, I say, a physiological
and pathological impossibility, for the
patient never died at the hands of
Dr. A. T. S. Paul of cardiac-respiratory
embarrassment. ”

This statement raises two questions.
Firstly, whether there was blood in
the chest cavity and secondly,
whether it caused death by
embarrassment to the heart or lungs.

I shall deal with the first issue
whether there was blood in the chest
cavity. According to a note sent by
Dr. Paul immediately after the death
of this patient when this incident was
fresh in his mind, the patient was
dead, but Dr. Paul succeeded in re-
viving her and the patient lived for
one hour, thanks to the efforts of
Dr. Paul. She died at about 12 noon.
From this it will be clear that the
patient lived after the cardiac
massage was started and there was
blood circulation. The Deputy J. M. O.
found that there were 24 ounces of
blood in the left chest cavity, and
there was damage to the heart muscle
with collapse of the left lung. Dr. Paul
in his evidence at the inquest by the
Coroner on 6.6.63 has stated as
follows :

“The Deputy J. M. O. Colombo,
Dr. C. Amerasekera, had informed me
that he found a quantity of blood in the
chest. This is quite possible specially
since the circulation was being main-
tained artificially.”

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In fairness to Dr. Paul, T must also
state that he continued as follows :—

“In my opinion the patient died of
cardiac failure which was proved by the
electrical reading and the visual evidence
that the heart was fibrillating in the
theatre. ”

The hon. Member for Akuressa is
a medical man, and I am sure he will
now appreciate that the finding of-
blood in the chest cavity by the
Deputy J. M. O. was not a physio-
logical and pathological impossibility.
I have to make thiz statement and
clear the Deputy J. M. O., because he
is called upon to give evidence very
frequently in the courts and on his
opinion a man may be hanged or
saved. It is unfair to question the
bona fides of such a responsible officer
on the basis of hearsay information
which is contradicted by the note sent
by Dr. Paul himself and his evidence
before the Coroner in which he did
not contest the presence of blood in
the chest cavity.

As the hon. Member for Akuressa
is not in Ceylon, I must add this in
fairness to him. I had occasion to dis-
cuss this statement with the Member
for Akuressa. He desired to check the
facts further. However, he disagreed
with the inferences on two points.
Firstly, he stated that the life of this
lady was kept going artifically by
Dr. Paul and as soon as he stopped
the massage the lady would have died.
The real cause of death was the
original cause of death before the
cardiac massage. His second point is.
though the presence of 24 ounces of
blood may have embarrassed the
heart or the lungs in a closed space,
there can be no embarrassment in an
open heart massage.

I have consulted my technical offi-
cers on these two points, and 1 am -
advised as follows. Regarding the
first point, whether the real cause of
death is the original cause given by
Dr. Paul or the immediate cause given
by the Deputy J. M. O., I am advised
that the opinion of the Deputy
J. M. O. is consistent with the findings
of the post-mortem examination and
the note of Dr. Paul already read out
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by me. Regarding the second point,
whether in open heart massage there
can be no embarrassment, I am
advised that even though the chest
is opened up for internal ecardiac
massage, this does not exclude
embarrassment of either the heart or
the lungs, especially when there has
been injury to the heart muscles.
there was blood in the chest cavity
and the left lung had collapsed as
indicated in  the  post-mortem
examination.

The hon. Member for Akuressa has
also referred to the inquiry against
Dr. Karunaratne and referred by
name to individual officers in the
Health Department. I would earnestly
appeal to all Members of this House
not to comment on or criticize in-
dividual public officers without being
fully satisfied that they are really to
blame. In this case the P. S. C. is
keeping the contents of the report of
the Committee of Inquiry secret. So,
there is no authentic information
about the report and it is not fair to
criticize public officers purely on
hearsay. They have no chance of
replying. If they wish to reply, the
only way in which they can do so is
to approach another Member of the
House and ask him to given them a
good certificate. This, obviously, is
not in the public interest. Therefore,
may I ask for the co-operation of all
Members of this House in ensuring
that public officers are not criticized
unnecessarily.

Now, coming to the points made by
the hon. Member for Avissawella
(Mr. D. P. R. Gunawardena), it will
be remembered that immediately
after I read the statement on the 1st,
he stated, “ It is a false statement and
it is a statement obtained from
- stooges.” He has repeated on the
9th also that my statement is false.
He has been a Minister and he should
appreciate that it is improper to
brand public officers working under
a Minister as stooges merely because
the hon. Member for Avissawella dis-
agrees with them. It is also a sweep-
ing statement to say that information
obtained from official files are all lies,
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as acceptance of that position would
mean that no reliance whatever can
be placed on official files. One would
expect a greater sense of responsi-
bility from a former Cabinet
Minister.

He has stated on the 9th that I have
commented on matters that are sub
judice. That is not correct. Of the
five charges that were suggested
against Dr. Paul, the first four charges
relating to the death of Mrs. D. C.
Ranasinghe have been dropped. My
comments related to those four
charges only. The fifth charge which
is pending against Dr. Paul is for re-
fusing to make a statement on the
death of Mrs. D. C. Ranasinghe and
insubordination towards the Inquiry
Officer on which I have carefully re-
frained from making any comments
whatsoever.

The hon. Member for Avissawella
has also, in his statement, mentioned
that Dr. Paul was not allowed to see
the findings of the post-mortem ex-
amination and that the Deputy
J. M. O. had shown these to the
Superintendent, General Hospital.
Actually, Dr. Paul was informed on
the 5th evening to be present for the
inquest at 10 a.m. on the 6th at the
General Morgue. The post-mortem
examination disclosed the presence
of 24 ounces of blood in the left chest
cavity and, as this is unusual, the
Deputy J. M. O. tried to contact
Dr. Paul and failed. As he could not
contact Dr. Paul, he summoned the
Medical Superintendent of the
General Hospital and showed him the
findings of the post-mortem examina-
tion. Subsequently Dr. Paul himself
arrived there and he too was shown
the findings of the post-mortem ex-
amination. Not only was he shown
the findings but there was also an
animated argument between Dr. Paul
and the Deputy J. M. O. about the in-
ferences drawn from the findings.

As Dr. Paul has indicated to me
that he desires two disciplinary in-
quiries to be held into matters con-
nected with the death of Mrs. D. C.
Ranasinghe, I would ask hon. Mem-
bers of this House to await the out-
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come of these inquiries and refrain

from discussing this subject till the
results of these inquiries are known.
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“The scheme we devised for the
break-up of the monopoly was necessarily
dependent on the existence of a Press
Council as recommended by us in
paragraphs 47 and 49 of our Interim
Report. In the absence of such a Press
Council we certainly - would not have
envisaged the formation of a public
corporation to take over the Lake House
Press. The monopolistic ownership of
the Lake House group of newspapers
must, however, be terminated in any
event. For that purpose, if a Press
Council as suggested by us in our Interim
Report is not set up, we would definitely
refrain from recommending the take-
over of the Lake House group of
newspapers, but instead we would
recommend that the ownership of those
newspapers be diffused in the hands of a
public company in the manner set out in
paragraph 89 to 97 of our Interim
Report. ”

“Ceylon Council for the Welfare of
Cripples ”.

I am not going to read the whole
letter, but I will read portions.

The petition has been addressed to
the Hon. Minister of Health. It says :

‘“Hon. Sir,

Manager, Orthopaedic Workshop, Ortho-
paedic Clinic, General Hospital, Colombo.

The Orthopaedic Clinie, mainly the
workshop attached to the General
Hospital, has been a butt for criticism and
numerous complaints have been received
from these handicapped persons who go
for treatment, as much displeasure has
been caused to these cripple inmates, due
to the very callous attitude of the
Manager of the workshop and due to the
mismanagement by this officer concerned.

Questions have even been raised in
Parliament pertaining to the activities of
the Orthopaedic Workshop and I would
refer to the Hansard Reports Volume 486,
No. 38 of 8th June 1962 pages 6534 and
6535 ; Volume 40 No. 1 of 18th September
1962 ; pages 2, 3 and 4 ; Volume 49 No. 5
pages 918 and 919........ i

Then he says that the manager
comes to office at about 10.30 or
11 am. after having all kinds of
business dealings in Maradana, at
Bristol Agencies and so on. There
was a district court case where very
serious allegations were made against
him. The Hon. Minister should get
down the case record and look into
the matter. :

The petition further says :

“The  Manager of the Orthopaedic
Workshop is more engaged outside his
official scope of legitimate duties than
attending on these poor helpless cripples
who come for treatment. He is a
President of Hakmana Co-op. Society of
Textile Weavers and in this capacity he
has even raised a loan of nearly one
million rupees from Government and
whole time busy on this outside work
dabbling in other money-earning projects
tharn - attending on his legitimate work.
Moreover, this man’s character has been
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doubted in a court case in which he
conspired and fraudulently got a last will
executed on one Mrs. P. Dona Seelawathie
Hamine who died in the General Hospital
on December 26, 1958. The Additional
District Judge of Colombo, described this
man, even ignoring the common decency
of prefix ‘Mr.’ and referred him as viz;

‘ Paramour Dillimuni’, 2
dated 27.7.60) * i’. (Vide Court case

I would like the Hon. Minister to
get a copy of the court case. We
cannot expect anything from officers
like this who come into office at

about 10.30 or 11 a.m. and neglect the

cripples.

There is another question of which
I gave notice to the Hon. Minister of
Industries.
