The proposal now 1s that every one
of the clauses in the Bill be dropped.
In other words, in effect the Bill in
its original form withdrawn. But ins-
tead of withdrawing it and presen-
ting an entirely new Bill, the
Government has told us that what it
proposes to do is to drop all clauses
except the proposed clause introduc-
ing new Section 514, which you will
find on page 2 of this Bili under
clause 5, and the amendment pro-
posed embodies clearly the principle
that was suggested.

That means that, whether the mat-
ter goes to the district court by way
of action, or whether it comes by way
of appeal to the Supreme Court, or
whether it is a matter of an applica-
tion for a mandate in the nature of
an order or a writ, ete., absolute
priority—I am using my own langu-
age—will be given to it in each court,
and that will mean that ordinarily
it will have priority over all
other business. The object of intro-
ducing the word “ ordinarily ” there
is to leave that discretion in the court
where there can be matters of much
higher priority and urgency. For
instance, there may be a habeas
corpus application such as the one
we had in the Bracegirdle case which
if it was delayed by a few hours,
would never have been heard at all.
I wish to say that we of the Opposi-
tion are quite glad to agree to the
proposition of the Government in
this matter.

I do not know who the chairman
was. I am sorry, I am coming to
that. At that time Mr. C. S. Rat-
watte, Member of Parliament, was
the chairman of the urban council.

The resolution of March 1962 is to
the effect that the road from the bus
stand to the resthouse approach road
and from Koya Hotel to the bridge
9 1/4 should be widened to ease con-
gestion of traffic on the main road.
The department considered several
schemes of improvement and in 1964
adopted as a temporary measure the
one-way traffic scheme by means of
which traffic bound towards Haldum-
mulla was diverted through a
narrow by-pass road, the resthouse
approach road, whilst traffic going in
the direction of Ratnapura was per-
mitted to travel along the main road.
Up traffic had to be diverted.

On further representations made
in 1967 by the urban council, the
D. P. W. commenced investigations
and a study was made by the Traffic
and Planning Division of the P.W.D.
on the alternative method of easing
congestion—for instance, the widen-
ing of the existing main road. The
other was providing a by-pass
through Balangoda town for through
traffic. As the cost involved in
widening the main road through the
heavily built up bazaar area was too
high and traffic congestion would
continue in the bazaar area even if
it was widened as local traders would
continue to park their vehicles on
it, the construction of a by-pass for
through traffic was recommended by
the department. Several places for
by-pass roads were examined by
the P.W.D. and it had been finally
decided to widen an existing road

which is called the “0Old Road”.
This road, being known as the “Old
Road ”, must have existed even be-
fore the Ratwattes were born. The
road platform here was only 10 feet
wideat certain areas and 23 feet wide
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.at certain areas; the carriageway
was from 7 to 8 feet, and there were
-no road reservations.

As the urban council had agreed
to hand over the “0Old Road” for
widening and improvement to the
-department, plans and designs were
prepared by the department between
July and August 1967. The provi-
sion of by-passes on trunk roads
passing through heavily built up
.areas is an accepted method of
diverting through traffic in congested
and busy commercial areas where
there is not only a congestion of
traffic but also a concentration of
‘pedestrians. Such by-passes had
been constructed in the past in Ne-
gombo, Panadura and Ambalangoda.
Similar by-pass roads are now under
-construction at Weligama and Galle.
Proposals have been finalized and
acquisition proceedings have been
initiated for the construction of by-
‘pass roads at Balapitiya and Dondra.
In the construction of bypass roads
-acquisition of land is inevitable, and
certain owners of land have objected
con the ground that their private
interests are adversely affected.

The total length of the bypass road
is .63 miles, which is less than a mile.
The land to be acquired for road
widening and improvement comprises
35 lots—now this is very important—
ranging in extent from .21 perches to
31.10 perches. The total extent of ac-
quisitions involved is 2 acres, 1 rood,
and 27.74 perches. Claimants of 35 of
the 55 lots of land to be acquired had
no objection to the acquisition.

Road formation on the first quarter
mile has already been completed. In
this quarter mile, the land to be ac-
quired varies in width from 42 ft. to
53 ft. In the second quarter mile, the
width varies from 45 ft. to 48 ft. and
in the third quarter from 42 ft. to
45 ft.

The original designs provided for a
road formation width of 52 ft. and a
carriage way of 40 ft. On the 3rd of
‘October 1968 the road had beenocins-

4—ed 3061 (69/5)
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pected by the Government Agent of
the Ratnapura District, the Deputy
Director of the Public Works Depart-
ment, the Chief Engineer Designs
and the Chairman of the Urban
Council, in the presence of the objec-
tors.

Out of consideration for the land
owners, the original designs were re-
vised by the department and traces
amended to avoid, as far as possible,
the acquisition of buildings. The
maximum possible reductions were
also made in the standard adopted by
the department in the construction of
main roads. The road formation width
of 52 ft. originally designed for the
second and third quarter miles had
been reduced to 42 ft. and the carri-
ageway from 42 ft. to 30 ft.

To create the least amount of hard-
ship to private owners we went to
that extent. As I said the total extent

involved is 2 acres, 1 rood and 27.74

perches. Of the 55 lots, only 5 lots are
owned by the Ratwattes, and the total
extent of the Ratwatte holding is 29
perches. Sir, the Ratwattes are aware
that there are 160 perches to an acre
and the extent of their land that is to
be acquired is only 29 perches.

I shall now give you how this
extent is split up, this 29.12 perches
to be exact. I am going to table this.
C. S. Ratwatte, the owner of lot No.
37 owns .30 perches ; Dr. M. Ratwatte,
the owner of lot No. 30, owns 2.31 per-
ches ; and Dr. S. Ratwatte owns 8.90
perches. The other Ratwatte is Mr. B.
S. C. Ratwatte who owns 9.98 perches
and also lot No. 38 which is 7.63 per-
ches in extent. Mr. B. S. C. Ratwatte
was not a party to the injunction.

So, what is the final result ? Mr. C.
S. Ratwatte and Dr. M. Ratwatte are
objecting to the acquisition of 2.61
perches, and Dr. S. Ratwatte to the
acquisition of 8.90 perches. The total
area of their objection is a little over
11" perches.

Now, if they object to a bypass road
and that on the ground that 11 perches
is to be acquired, it is ridiculous. I
cannob. understand why they should

object to it because this bypass road
will help to develop the whole area
and will help to provide a network of
roads which will be in the national
interest. I am glad the Public Trustee
has not been a party to the injunction
at all. That is why I am so happy that
this House has accepted this amend-
ment. What does Justice Samara-
wickrame’s judgment mean ? It means
that the case goes before the district
court. But no time has been fixed by
Justice Samarawickrame for the case
to be taken up before the district
court. They may take even six
moniths to file an action in the district
court, and the district court roll may
be such that the case might come up
1 years hence, and it will be Dooms-
day before the matter is settled. That
is why the Government has brought
this Bill, so that within a matter of
three months the Supreme Court
would hear the case and we shall be
able to go ahead with our develop-
ment programme.

The hon. Member for Agalawatta
perhaps did not know these facts
when he said what he did. If he
knew, I am sure he would not have
made those remarks. But, since cer-
tain statements were made and the
Parliamentary Secretary and Senator
Piyasena case to see me, I only want
to state the facts.

The hon. Member said that the land
belonging to the Parliamentary Sec-

retary and Senator Piyasena has been
left out whilst Mr. Costa’s land is to
be taken over. The facts with regard
to this matter are these. The then
Mayor of Dehiwala-Mount Lavinia,
Mr. S. de S. Jayasingha, and Major L.
V. Gunaratne came to see me on
24468 at the Ministry. The then
Mayor of Dehiwala-Mount Lavinia
and Major Gunaratne stated that this
is a highly built up area and that a
large number of buildings would be
affected by the proposed acquisition.
The Mayor further stated that the
owners had no objection to the acqui-
sition of the land, leaving.out the

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houses. He requested that the houses-
be left out and the proposed width of
the acquisition be reduced. It was.
finally decided by the Minister that
the acquisition be such as to enable-
the road to be widened to 42 feet, but
that the street line be marked at 60
feet. The original intention was to
widen the road to 60 feet.

The point made by my hon. Friend,.
the Member for Agalawatta, was that
as a result of all this Senator
Piyasena is being benefited, and that
Mr. Costa is going to be hit badly.
Now, I have with me the note sent to-
me by my Permanent Secretary, and
he says that the statements made by
the hon. Member for Agalawatta are
incorrect. The original widening of
Hospital Road from Galle Road to the-
hospital was done some years ago.
Subsequently, after the present
Government took office, steps were
taken to widen the road from the hos-
pital to Kohuwala Junction. This pre-
sumably is the half mile referred to
by the hon. Member.

The original application made by
the Ministry on the recommendation
of the officers of the P. W. D. who had’
prepared the designs, was an acqui-
sition to widen the road to 60 feet.
That application included only six
perches of land belonging to Senator
Piyasena, six perches belonging to Mr.
Nelson de Costa and 4% perches belon-
ging to Mr. Siritunga de Costa. No
objections were lodged to the acqui-
sition by Senator Piyasena while an
objection had been mdae by Mr.
Nelson de Costa. While acquisition
prqceedings were in progress a depu-
tation consisting of the then Mayor of
Dehiwala-Mount Lavinia, Mr. S. de
S. Jayasingha, and the preset Mayor,
Major L. V. Gunaratne, interviewed
me on 24.4.68 and requested that the
width of the road be reduced to 42
feet. This was agreed to by me and a
fresh application was accordingly
made. In the revised application 11
perche; belonging to Senator Piyasena
are beig acquired, while according to
the original application only six
percl}esibelonging to him were to be
acquired.
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So where is this partiality for
Senator Piyasena ? I will make all
the files available to the hon. Mem-
ber. I will get my Permanent
Secretary to show him all the
tracings and files. What has hap-
pened is that, instead of six perches,
11 perches are now being acquired
from the land belonging to Senator
Piyasena, while the extents belong-
ing to Messrs. Nelson de Costa and
Siritunga de Costa taken over have
been reduced to 4% perches belonging
to the first Mr. de Costa and 3%
perches belonging to Mr. Siritunge
de Costa. Here Senator Piyasena
gives more land while the Costas
are giving less land. I am sure my
good Friend, the hon. Member, was
not aware of the facts. The point
made by him was that because Sena-
tor Piyasena was a U. N. P. Senator
or a sympathizer with the Govern-
ment, we are showing favouritism to
him .But what has happened is quite
the reverse. I have shown that Sena-
tor Piyasena is getting a harder
whack than before. One could const-
rue from this—it was generally under
stood ; at least I understood it that
way—that what they are saying is
that these things ar=s done to favour
certain individuals as against certain
others.

I
included that item of work in the
Draft Estimates for last year and it
was turned down by the Treasury. I
have included that again. These are
the simple facts.

Hon. Members are aware that the
Hon. Minister does not acquire land
unless there is financial provision.
The whole time the hon. Parliamen-
tary Secretary has gone on saying
this both in Parliamentary Group
meetings and in this House. The
people must know the facts. This is
the first internal strife between the
two of us. It is not fair. I have told
him fairly and clearly that my officers
are completely tied down. Rs. 1.6
million is the total cost of acquisition
and the Treasury has turned it down,
and I have now included that item for
this year and if the Treasury turns
it down this year too there will be
no acquisition.

The people must also appreciate
that we cannot blame the officials if
they do not take action because there
is no financial provision. Is the hon.
Parliamentary Secretary going to
deny that ? If he says there is finan-
cial provision, I challenge him to say
that there is money. The Hon.
Minister of Finance is here. I have
told the Hon. Minister of Finance in
my proposals that I think this work
is  absolutely necessary and this
should be done but the Finance
Minister finds it difficult to provide

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the money. When he finds it difficult
to provide the money the proposal is
turned down.

The hon. Parliamentary Secretary
says my officers are not acting, that
I am lethargic, that I am doing no
work. There is no money provision.
I challenge him to deny that. This
is all wrong. I do not think a Parlia-
mentary Secretary with a sense of
responsibility should make state-
ments like this in this House. He is
not only a Parliamentary Secretary,
he was also Mayor of the Dehiwala-
Mount Lavinia Municipal Council,
and he should know to be fair in his
criticisms.

If he says now that there is finan-
cial provision in the Budget, I am
prepared to apologize to him a hund-
red times.

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Mr. Deputy Chairman, the original
Land Acquisition Bill was passed in
1876. That was amended in 1950. In
neither of those laws was there an
appeal to the courts. The only appeal
to the courts was when there was a
question of rival claims and the
acquiring officer could not decide as
to whom compensation should be
paid. In the 1876 Ordinance there
was an appeal to the courts with
regard to the amount of compensa-
tion but there was no appeal to the
courts with regard to the question of
acquisition.

In 1950 the present Prime Minister,
then Minister of Agriculture, brought
the Land Acquisition Act amending
the earlier law of 1876. He removed
the right of appeal to the courts with
regard even to the question of com-
pensation and gave the right of appeal
to a board of review.

The quetion of appeal to the courts
with regard to conflicting -claims
always existed, because it is only a
court of law that can decide to
whom a land belongs.

Therefore the law as it exists
today is that there can be an appeal
to the courts only when there are
rival claims to a land. The question
of compensation cannot be discussed
in the courts; the board of review

decides on the amount of compen-
sation.
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But I think during the regime of
the last Government lawyers found
a way of going to the courts by way
of writ. They invoked the inherent
right of the courts to investigate the
rights of the subject. From that time
persons whose lands are 1o be
acquired found a way of appealing
to the courts either by way of writ
or by way of injunction, thereby de-
laying the whole question of acqui-
sition.

There are today 40 odd cases pen-
ding since 1962, though no right of
appeal to the courts exists. Forty-
three cases are now pending in res-
pect of acquisitions. Of course, some
of them may be genuine where the
guestion of boundaries is in dispute
or where the land to be acquired is
the wrong land, but most of them go
on the footing of bad faith or on the
footing that the land is not required
for public purposes.

The entire procedure of land acqui-
sition, therefore, has been set at
nought by the courts inquiring into
any application that comes before
them.

The actions are filed in the Sup-
reme Court or in the Districts Court
and the court issues notice, and if
there is an inquiry it may take two
or three years. So, to expedite the
demands of Members of Parliament
with regard to village expansion,
requisition of land for post offices,
for community centres, for ceme-
teries and so on, it was thought that
we should restrict the right of appeal
to the courts, not to take away the
right altogether but to restrict it.
The amending Bill originally restric-
ted the right of appeal to the courts,
except in the case of bad faith, malice
and political motives.

Malice is not mentioned—none of
those motives are mentioned. The
courts have the right to inquire if
such motives are alleged.

But we said that the court cannot
inquire into one matter, and that is
the suitability of the land for acqui-
sition. That 1s, the Minister and the
Minister alone must decide whether
a particular land is necessary for a
public purpose.

Otherwise they will go to court
and say, “ Why do you acquire this
land ? Acquire the land next to this.”
Or they will say, “Why do you
want this land for a hospital ? ”—or
for a school or for village expansion,
whatever the case may be.

The entire area of acquisition was
open to a court to inquire into when
a person goes to the court. And on in-
quiry, the court may throw it out.
But the delay of so many months set
the procedure for land acquisition at
nought.

The clause I meant stated that the
suitability of the land for acquisition
could not be called in question. That
is all that we prohibited—the ques-
tion whether the land should be ac-
quired or not. Every other right was
there as before, except that we have
restricted the time of hearing to
three months. If the Supreme Court
did not decide in three months, the
action should abate. And we also
restricted the right of the litigants
to go to court in that we said he
could go only to the Supreme Court
and not to the District Court.

So, I want to emphasize that we
did not seek to shut out the courts
altogether. We restricted the court to
which a litigant should go, we res-
tricted the rights of the court in re-
gard to what it should inquire into,
and we restricted the time which a
court should take to decide.

But since the hon. Member for
Agalawatte (Dr. Colvin R, de Silva)
made those very important points,
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and since we also were not very I remember, Sir, when Mr. Mola-

happy keeping the courts restricted
in this way, we thought we should,
to some extent, meet the view of the
Opposition since the main idea of the
Government was to expedite a court
inquiry and not to shut out the court.

Everybody will agree that there
must be some limit to the right of a
person whose land is to be acquired
for a public purpose to hold up an
acquisition. We discussed the matter
with the hon. Member and the Legal
Draftsman and we will move during
the Committee stage the Amendment
that is before the House.

In other words, we leave it open to
a litigant to go to court as before. It
might be to the Supreme Court by
way of writ, it might be to the Dis-
trict Court by way of a substantive
action for injunction.

The plaintiff may plead that the
land should not be acquired. Even
that can be pleaded. He may plead
that the wrong land has been ac-
quired. He may plead that the boun-
daries are wrongly defined. He may
plead political motives or malice. He
may plead anything he likes, but the
court must give priority to the hear-
ing and, as quickly as possible, deal
with the matter and decide.

I think everybody will agree that
that is what we want. The complaint
here was that there are delays. We
want to expedite proceedings. You
may be the Government, we may be
the Government, but land has to be
acquired for public purposes and ur-
gent purposes. Even where a land is
to be acquired under emergency pro-
cedures, acquisition can be stopped
by recourse to the courts.

So, the hon. Member for Agala-
watte, the hon. Member acting on be-
half of the S.L.F.P., all have agreed
on this Amendment. But most of
the Debate is irrelevant to the
Amendment.

In areas declared as protected
highways, with the sanction of the
Minister in charge of highways, cer-
tain advertisements are controlled.
We find all sorts of ugly advertise-
ments coming up in places where they
should not come up, and such places
will be controlled.

The first is in regard to the very
cumbersome procedure that has been
adopted by the law cfficers who have
advised the Hon. Minister in this
matter.

These Regulations are purported to
be made in pursuance of the powers
given to the Hon. Minister under
Sections' 74 and 96 of the Tourist
Development Act.

Section 74 of the Tourist Develop-
ment Act says:

“ (1) Regulations may be made under
this Act, prescribing a Code comprising
such provisions as may appear to the
authority competent to make such regula-
tions necessary and proper for the pur-
poses of the promotion of the safety and
recreational value of public travel, and of
the preservation of natural and scenic
beauty.

(2) Without prejudice to the genera-
lity of the powers conferred by sub-sec-
tion (1), regulations made under this Act
prescribing the Code referred to in that
sub-section may make provisions in res-
pect of all or any of the matters for the
time being specified in the Third
Schedule, and for all other matters con-
nected therewith or incidental thereto. ”

Now we have got to go to the Third
Schedule to find out what are the
particular matters that are men-
tioned. So this is only an enabling
clause and under this enabling
clause he is enabled to refer to the

Third Schedule which mentions a-

number of items for which provision
might be made. And if you read the
Third Schedule that Schedule is also
purely enabling. It can include a
declaration by the Minister by
Order, on the advice of the Board, in
regard to a protected highway, prohi-
bition of the erection or display of
any prohibited advertisement, a

declaration by the Minister by Order,
~ on the advice of the Board, that any
such area as may be spécified in'othe

Order shall be a scenic reserve. Now
that Schedule also is an enabling
biece of legislation. When we come
under that to the Regulations that
are before us, the Hon. Minister’s
Regulations also enable the Minister
or the competent authority to make
Orders. So this is also an enabling
Regulation, In other words, we have

not yet come down to an adminis-
trative act.

There is only one difference
between these Regulations and the
principal provision. In regard to
advertisements, there is a distance of
660 feet mentioned—that the
advertisements shall not appear in
a protected area within a distance of
660 feet. That is the only matter in
which anything is particularized. For
the rest of it they are all enabling
provisions. So we have not yet got to
the orders made by the Minister in
respect of any matter. All this may
be very necessary and we are not
objecting to the Hon. Minister’s
taking power and exercising it. I am
only objecting to the cumbersome
procedure by which he is coming to
the point. He has not yet reached
the point of making an order. You
have an enabling Clause in your Bill.
To further expand it you have provi-
sions in the third Schedule. Those
are also enabling provisions. Under
that you bring regulations which are
also enabling regulations. The Hon.
Minister is being enabled to do what ?
He has not yet done it—whatever it
may be! The Hon. Minister has been
thrice enabled to do what ?

There is only one matter in which
anything is mentioned in these regula-
tions, and that is this 660 feet. Every-
thing else is just as it is in the prin-
cipal Act. You could have got to this
point without going in this round-
about way. This is a most cumber-
some way. The Hon. Minister will
sympathize with us when we mention
this because we sympathize with him
in this matter. This is the bad advice
of those who have to advise him in
regard to drafting of regulations. This
is a most cumbersome procedure to
havebeen devised in order to get to
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the enactment of some simple rules
and regulations which would enable
the competent authority to act as local

authorities act today in regard to cer-
tain areas. You have the principal
enactment with the sections, then you

have a schedule, then you have the
regulations, and still you have not
come to the point. He has yet got to
make further orders. Those also could
be enabling orders. This is a most
cumbersome procedure. I mention it
because something must be done in
regard to this utter morass in which
you are in regard to subsidiary legis-
lation that comes before this House.
The Hon. Minister has been badly ad-
vised in this matter.

Now, in regard to tourism he sum-
moned Members of Parliament to
listen to certain papers being read and
discussed. I admit this is a worth-
while exercise, but still, we would
have preferred a parliamentary com-
mittee where we could have sum-
moned people, asked for information
and asked questions not only from
those officials who read papers but
other experts whom we may want to
summon and question in regard to
these matters. Instead of that, the
Minister, quite rightly, has decided to
educate us in regard to tourism. He
has, therefore, provided a set of
“ masters” who read a number of les-
sons to us, and I do not know whether
on the next occasion we will be asked
whether we have done our home work
and we will not be duly rapped over
the knuckle if the home work has not
been properly done! The teachers
who were provided—I am sorry to
have to make this comment—some of
them were not trained people. Some
were graduates who have graduated,
certainly, in regard to various mat-
ters. But they were more noteworthy
for the information they withheld
rather than for the information they
gave. That is one sad comment that
I have to make. I hope it will be re-
medied on the next occasion because
what principally interested me was
the Hon. Minister’s very worthwhile
endeavour to see that Members were
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given the necessary information to
participate in an intelligent discussion
of the problems with which he is con-

fronted.

While agreeing with that attempt, I
certainly say that we were not given
the necessary information. What we
were interested in was the question of
the inputs, the return expected, the
finances of the matter. In regard to
all those matters the Hon. Minister’s
advisers were not very helpful. Infor-
mation was not forthcoming. They
were apparently reluctant to discuss

the question with us. I hope the Hon.
Minister will remedy that deficiency
on the next occasion.

As for these regulations, as I said,
they are in three parts—protected
highways, scenic preserves, and junk-
yards. I must say, my suspicions were
aroused when this matter of junk-
yards and so on was mentioned in the
original Bill. There are junkyards
here just as there are junkyards in
other countries. One of the principal
junkyards is in the constituency rep-
resented by the Hon. Minister of
State and myself and is maintained
by the Government. That is the
Labour Department junkyard on the
U. R. W. site at Narahenpita. It is the
biggest junkyard one can find. It is
a cemetery for lorries, and no
coroner’s verdict need be passed
before they are fit for burial—and
they did not die a natural death
either.

The Hon. Minister provides in the
Bill for the control of junkyards. Now,
are junkyards so plentiful in the
country ? Is it such a terrific problem
that you have to provide for it in the
Bill and in the schedule ? And the
Hon. Minister brings these regula-
tions as though the problem of junk-
yards is such a tremendous problem
in this country. Is it ? I have not seen
any junkyards that are spoiling the
scenic beauty in any place, up in the
hills or any where. I just do not know
where these junkyards are for him
:.rzo complain about the terrific prob-
lemncreated by them.

Then let us take protected high-
ways. When I read Section 74 of the
principal Enactment, the schedule,
the enabling clauses, and what the
Hon. Minister apparently produced oa
the advice of the board—five regula-
tions—in regard to protected high-
ways, I felt that the mountains had
laboured and brougnt forth a mouse.
What are these highways ? What is
this legislation supposed to ensure ?
That advertisements shall not be put
up within a range of 660 feet without
the permission of the competent
authority !

The first, of course, is an enabling
regulation, and provides that the
Minister may by Order declare a
highway to be a protected highway.
The other four are in relation to ad-
vertisements, one of which enables
prosecutions to be entered. The first
is that the Minister may by Order
declare a highway to be a protected
highway. The last enables prosecu-
tion to launched for offences under
the regulations. In between you have
three regulations relating to adver-
tisements. Is that also something
that relates to protected highways
for the purpose of tourism ? Is that
all you need to protect highways ?

I must confess to a terrible sense of
disappointment, after all the noise
that we have had to hear about this
whole question of spoiling our roads,
our scenic preserves and various
other things, when I see the regula-
tions the Hon. Minister has brought.
They have been here for some time
—since 11th January. We find that
three regulations relate to advertise-
ments other than prohibited adver-
tisements, and the prohibited adver-
tisements come under the Act.

I am sorry, Sir, that I was not
sufficiently alive to the meaning of
that Schedule. At the time we de-
bated the Tourist Development Act,
it was apparent that prohibited ad-
vertisements excluded, for instance,
a notice the board puts up in an area
which advertises the name of the

property.
That can be frightfully ugly, but it

is not prohibited. It will not help
to destroy the scenic heauty of the
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place! 1 also find that it is permis-
sible to put up a huge placard or a
notice or a hoarding carrying the
name of the owner. That is also
allowed. That also does not destroy
the scenic beauty of the place! Then
there is that view from the Kandy
Road near Kadugannawa which the
Hon. Minister so often talks about.
If that is declared a protected high-
way and anybody puts up in any of
the adjoining lands a board saying
this property belongs to so and so—
us ugly hoarding as possible—
the wonderful fact is that the Hon.
Minister cannot remove that. By law
it is not possible, for :

“ prohibited advertisement” means

every advertisement, other than—

(a) directional and official signs and
notices, which signs and notizes
shall include, but shall not be
limited to, signs and notices per-
taining to natural wonders, sce-
nic and historical attractions:
which are required or authorized
by law ;

(b) advertisements which advertise the
sale or lease of property upon
which they are located ;

(¢) advertisements which advertise
activities conducted on the pro-
perty on which they are located ;

(d) advertisements  displaying the
name of the property on which
they are located or the name of
the proprietor or person in
possession on or occupatinn
thereof. ”

From the point of view of what is
possible, the Schedule has certain un-
necessary limitations. On the other
hand, the Regulations produced by
the Hon. Minister purport to be a
highway code. Is that not so?

There are just two matters I want
to raise. One is, the Hon. Minister re- |
ferred to the Diyaluma Falls. If he |
visits the Horton Plains also he
might notice that the potato farm
there interferes with the scenic
beauty. I do not know to what extent
this is going to stand in the way of
our food drive and I do not wish you
to say that the Opposition sabotaged
the food drive of the Government by
talking about the potato farm at
Horton Plains. Without affecting the
food drive, I should like the Hon.
Minister to consider if something can
be done to remove this eyesore.

The second matter I want to raise is
not strictly relevant to these regu-
lations but I do wish the Hon.
Minister to give thought to it, that is,
the question of charter flights to
Ceylon. I wish to make myself clear.
I am not referring to Ceylonese in
Europe who have started charter
flights to come here annually for a
holiday. But this has become a busi-
ness. There are tourists who are
coming to Ceylon now on charter
flights and I know, for example, that
a tourist from France is able to come
on a charter flight to Ceylon, spend
two weeks here in our hotels and g~
back all for an inclusive fee of £108.
The only reason, I think, why such a
low rate is possible is because this is
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a racket for sending out foreign
exchange. I have a grave suspicion
that what happens is that the hotel
expenses of tourists who come out
here on charter flights, are met in
Ceylon and the money they pay is
credited to a bank in Switzerland.

Therefore I suggest to the Hon.
Minister that the Government should
enter this business of charter flights
as far as tourists are concerned. Then
there will be some control and it will
be possible to see that the money
comes into Ceylon.

There are one or two observations
I have to make. I may say that in a
sense I welcome this regulation for
a limited purpose. My criticism is the
same as that of my good Friend—
that this is a negative approach. A
little more positive activity on the
part of the Tourist Board will be
welcome.

There are a large number of places
in this country with tourist potential.
Take the view opposite Devon Falls.
It is a lovely sight. You have to build
a parapet wall and have a bay so that
people may get down without hinder-
ing the movement of traffic, enjoy the
view, and take photographs. That
kind of positive approach is missing.

Take the Haputale incline. That is
one of the most beautiful sights I
have seen. On a clear day one can
see even the sea from that spot. But
there is no place where a person can
stand and watech. So, you have to
make a bay. And you have to demo-
lish and remove the junk you find
there.

Take World’s End. I must say that
you are spoiling the whole place.
Potato farms ! There are any number
of places where you can have potato
farms. Must you go and site a potato
farm in the one place ingthe swhele
Island of which one can be*pioud 17
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Take Horton Plains. Now you can
go confortably in a motor car right
up to Horton Plains. Another road is
also in the process of being built. But
what is the use ? You go there and
are thoroughly depressed by the
surroundings of the place.

Therefore, there is much to be done
in this business. The Hon. Minister
mentioned Diyaluma. It is a disgrace
that we have completely neglected
Diyaluma. The entire surrounding
area should have been taken over,
proper approaches provided, and rea-
sonably comfortable arrangements
made for people who visit the place.
You can even provide postcards,
which people will be prepared to buy.

But this is a negative approach.
That is what I am objecting to. I am
quite prepared to admit that there has
been some progress made—there is
not the slightest doubt of that—but
what is being done is not enough. A
little more consideration of all these
problems is necessary.

I would like to suggest seriously
that various spots on the way up-
country—places  with enjoyable
views—should be provided with little
bays at which people can stop their
cars and enjoy the beautiful sights.
Such spots are available right along
the road going up to Haputale. Going
down, between Haputale and Ban-
darawela, you will be surprised at the
beautiful scenery you see on the left
of the road, especially early in the
morning. What lovely sights you get!
As it is, there is no way of enjoying
them comfortably. Those are the
things you have to provide for.

I would like the Hon. Minister to
adopt that approach to this whole
problem. So far as the rest is con-
cerned, I am agreeable. But you must
remove all these eyesores and so on.
This was done some time back, I
remember. This type of action was
the subject of a long drawn out battle
even in England. People who want
to make quick money by means of ad-
vertisements spoil the whole view.
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Even along the sea coast I think
something more can be done. I
would like the Hon. Minister to adopt
that approach.

Mr. Chairman, I want to bring to
the notice of the Hon. Minister for
Nationalized Services and his Par-
liamentary Secretary certain mat-
ters relating to the conditions ef
service of bus conductors in the
Northern and Eastern Provirces.
The Hon. Minister will recall that in
November 1968, on the question of
bus conductors working in the
Northern and Eastern Provinces
acquiring proficiency in Sinhala, on
representations made by the hon.
Member for Nallur (Dr. Nagana-
than), the C. T. B. gave the assurance
that conductors working in prepon-
derantly Tamil areas will not be
called upon to attain proficiency in
Sinhala.

In recent weeks we have seen the
Hon. Prime Minister going about the

country saying that the attitude of
the Government towards the mino-
rities continues unchanged even
though the Federal Party may have
withdrawn its support to the Govern-
ment.

I want to ask the Hon. Minister of
Nationalized Services whether the
attitude of the C. T. B. in regard to
bus conductors in Tamil-speaking
areas has changed, because only last
week a notice was put up in the
Kondavil Bus Depot to the effect
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that conductors should attain pro-
ficiency in Sinhala. In 1963 the
assurance was given that conductors
working in Tamil areas need not
attain proficiency in Sinhala.

There is another matter I want to
raise. Bus conductors working in
Jaffna have not been paid their in-
crements. The reason given is that
this is because they are not proficient
in Sinhala. In several other area
depots the bus conductors have been
paid their increments even though
they have not attained proficiency in
Sinhala but not those in the Jaffna
depot. I would like to know the
reasons for this discrimination.

One other matter I wish to raise
is about the shortage of buses in the
Northern Province. On an average
about 24 more buses are required to
be put on the road by the Kondavil
Bus Depot, and every day about 10
buses break down and come back to
the depot after one or two hours’
running, so that every day on an
average there is a shortage of 34
buses on the roads in that area. You
can understand the hardship caused
to the passengers as a result of this.
May I know whether the Hon. Min-
ister will take early action te remedy
this situation ? We have made re-
presentations about this many times
to the authorities in the C. T. B. and
every time we make representations
they tell us that matters are being
remedied very early but nothing has
so far been done. I hope the Hon.
Minister will take necessary action to
remedy this situation early.

It is a
difficulty we experience all over. I
gather that the bus position today in
Jaffna is much better than it was be-
fore. As a matter of fact, I mean to
go to Jaffna on the 8th and check up
myself. I hope the hon. Member
will let me know what difficulties
there are in order that we may make
the service better.
