Mr. Speaker, at long last we have
come to the stage of discussing the
proposed Tea Board. The Hon. Min-
ister should be commended for having
brought forward this Bill in spite of
the many difficulties he encountered
and the many representations made
to him against the setting up of a Tea
Board. All in all, T think he has
managed to draft a Bill for the setting
up of a Tea Board which I trust will
serve the purpose for which the Hon.
Minister himself and this House have
been clamouring all these years since
1965.

I hope that the indifference and the
inactivity which preceded us would
give way to some dynamic activity
and thinking on the part of all mem-
bers comprising the Tea Board. I
hope the Hon. Minister will, there-
fore, give due consideration to the
composition of the board when he
appoints members to the board. I
think he should lay more stress on the
promotion, marketing and sale of tea
rather than on the production of tea
because I think that is where the solu-
tion lies to this country’s problems in
regard to tea.

Whether or not the Hon. Minister’s
intentions will be carried out to serve
the purposes for which the Tea Board
is being set up will depend entirely on
the composition of the board. As such
I hop_e that all those Permanent Sec-
rétaries who are still allied to the
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colonial past will be asked to do some
fresh thinking; otherwise, they
should be replaced by Permanent
Secretaries who are young and who
hold more modern views and have
national aspirations at heart.

With regard to the composition of
the board, I think there should be at
least three members appointed from
the tea trade, one member to repre-
sent the planting interests who has
nothing to do with the Planters’ As-
sociation of Ceylon; and no foreig-

ners of any sort should be allowed to

have a part in the discussions of the
Tea Board. I think the total number
of members of the board should not
exceed nine. There should also be
one member to represent our inter-
ests in the field of shipping. A person
who has a knowledge of shipping
should be appointed. All aspects of
the tea trade—sales, promotion and
shipping—should be represented in
the Tea Board.

Certain other committees may
probably be needed ; for example, a
committee as far as production is con-
cerned, another committee concerning
administration, and another com-
mittee for marketing and sales may
be appointed ; and those committees
should make their representations
and recommendations to the Board
which will, presumably, make its own
decisions and act accordingly.

I do hope that all the Members of
the Cabinet will see to it that once
and for all foreign vested interests
are wiped out not only in the tea
trade but also in the trade of all other
export products.

One of the first duties of the Tea
Board should be to look for ways and
means of regaining some of the tradi-
tional Ceylon tea markets which we
have lost in recent years; for ex-
ample, Sudan, Tunisia and about 75
per cent of the Jordan market, etc. I
really cannot understand why most
of these countries continue to buy
from India rather than from Ceylon.
There is something wrong in our
trade set-up in that we find 'that our
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export trade is channelled in one dir-
ection and our import trade in
another direction, so that we have
very adverse trade balances with
India and Japan whereas we could
buy the same products from the
Middle East and sell our tea in return.

In order to have some co-ordination
as far as our trade is concerned, I
think a central buying agency to con-
trol our trade should be set up as a
prerequisite to the setting up of even
the Tea Board. I think two boards
are needed, one for the export trade
and the other for the import trade,
so that the import of rice, flour, sugar,
fertilizer, industrial raw material, and
so on, which are now imported in sub-
stantial quantities by the Govern-
ment, by government corporations
and by private individuals would all
come under a central buying organi-
zation. I think such a scheme is
operating very successfully in most
socialist countries.

As you know, after Independence
the foreigners started investing in
Africa the profits made here. Now
large quantities of tea produced in
African countries are being dumped
in the U. K. with disastrous effects on
our tea prices.

I think it was a mistake when we
agreed to join in the Tea-for-Tea
Campaign, because now we find that
alongside our Tea-for-Tea Campaign
there is also a compaign to promote
Ceylon tea. I think the Minister of
Finance is responsible for a lot of this
damage. We are now not only pro-
moting Ceylon tea but African teas
also whereas the African countries
are not paying enough for their sales
promotion.

The big firms in the U. K. have
managed to make bigger and bigger
profits. While our tea prices have
dropped very sharply, the cost of a
cup of tea to the British consumer has
not dropped at all. Brooke Bonds, for
instance, have diversified their activi-
ties by going into the food trade, the
travel business and other activities
purely on the profits made from the
tea trade. They control about 40 per

cent 'of the English market.
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As far as methods are concerned,
we are still employing the same
methods which were employed about
70 years ago.

I want to know from the Minister
of Commerce and Trade whether he
is really going to use the big stick
and break the monopolies that exist
here in Ceylon, if not abroad, where
the tea trade is concerned, because
it is a question of a fight. It is like
falling from the mat to the ground.
Our prices have slumped so badly
that nothing better can come out of
using the big stick than an increase
in our prices.

It is wvitally necessary that we
develop tea auction centres in other
parts of the world by reducing the
total quantities of tea consigned to
the London auctions.

Any action contemplated by the
Government to change the existing

pattern of trade will be smartly
stalled, if possible, by a few
Ceylonese nominated by the big

foreign interests. Our own people
have brought about this crisis in the
tea industry by joining hands with
vested interests for positions and
other personal benefits. It is time the
Government took the initiative tc
shake up the entire structure of the
tea trade. I trust the Hon. Minister
will do it.

As a first step, the local market
should be reserved for Ceylonese
and for government organizations
such as the Commodity Purchase
Department. Even in this country
you find that, whereas a packet of
“Three Lions” tea costs about
Re. 1.75 a pound, Liptons and Brooke
Bonds manage to sell their tea at
about Rs. 2.75 a pound ; sometimes
their tins are sold at Rs. 5 a pound.
So you see that in our own country
the big name, with the big money
behind it, is able to influence the
buyer. This sort of thing must be
banned by legislation. By stopping
Liptons, Brooke Bonds and others
from operating in the local market
we shall be giving our local business-
men some sort of experience in the
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sale of tea, whether it be 1n
packeted form, or bagged form, or
any other form. In addition to |
engaging in local sales, the Govern- |
ment should be the sole supplier, or |
at least the major supplier of tea
to all the East-European countries
and the Middle-East countries. All
trade agreements must be jointly |
entered into through the Tea Board,
and a central purchasing organiz-
ation will be able to barter on a
government to government basis
getting us the best prices for our |
exports and helping the other
countries to benefit by their exports |
to us. |

It is a great pity that Consolexpo |
has had to suffer due to lack of
experienced staff. Though they are
a semi-governmental organization
they have even lost the U.AR.
contract due to lack of experienced
staff. The best thing would be for
the Hon. Minister of State as well as |
the Hon. Minister of Commerce and |
Trade to look into the question of
local talent and try to draw them ocut |
of these various foreign companies to |
work for our local enterprises. It
appears to me that most of these |
young persons who are experienced, |
capable and patriotic are a bit
nervous about joining government
or semi-government institutions for |
fear of loss in salary or security or
something like that. These fears
should be dispelled because we must
have capable people to man our own
institutions if we are to compete |
with the foreigners and beat them at
it.

Now, there is the question of
agency houses. The agency houses
exploit the situation by charging
fees or commission out of propor-
tion to profits. Whether an estate
runs at a profit or a loss, they make
their money. For instance, to quote
Carsons : the Stratheden Tea Com-
pany has estates which consist of
many acres. The dividends paid |
were very good. Subsequently,
they bought Tientsin which was not
a bad estate. After that they bought
Labukelle which was not a profitable
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concern. This estate was owned by

a member of the Borah community.

No Borah will sell an estate if it is

running at a profit.

The Stratheden Tea Company,
consisting of a large number of
shareholders, had to increase their
' shareholdings and the number of
shareholders. When the profits made
by this particular estate were plough-
ed back into estates which were run-
‘ning at a loss, naturally the share-
‘holders got a smaller dividend,
‘' whereas the agency house itself had a
larger acreage under them and they
'made double the amount of money
'on the increased acreage. They used
‘that money for their various nefa-
' rious activities at the expense of the
| shareholders.

. The largest shareholder in the
_4Stratheden Tea Company is a very
highly respectable gentleman and an
ex-chairman of one of our boards.
| He was never made a director of the
board of the Stratheden Tea
| Company. Recently he was offered
| the chairmanship of a board and he
' presumed that he would be offered
| this position in the tea compary in
‘which he was the largest share-
' holder. But they gave him a hundred
'shares and persuaded him to be a
‘| shareholder of a rubber estate in
|which he had no connection at all,
| except the 100 shares offered to him.
| They could not give him a similar
|| position in the company in which he
' held the largest number of shares
| because they thought he would be a
' headache to them. So they quietly
'|gave him one hundred shares and
Imade him a director of another
5! company dealing in rubber.
|
J

'\ Most of these boards consist of
| yesmen, and special pay, special
| bonuses, and special allowances are
| paid to British people which are not
| paid to their Ceylonese counterparts.

Three firms control almost 90 per
'cent of the agency-managed planta-
tions. These three firms are
Whittalls, George Steuarts which, is
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purely a managing firm, and
Carsons. Whittalls and Carsons

deserve to be nationalized because if
you take over these two firms it will
be a good start for bigger things to
come in the future. They own,
control and manage estates, they do
shipping, and they buy and sell their
own tea. So, it will be a good
nucleus to start our operations and
I am sure that the Tea Board Bill,
if it is really implemented, can work
wonders for the economic prosperity
of this country.

Now, the Indian Government has
introduced legislation to prevent
agency houses from continuing their
activities. As a first step we might
take over one or two of the big
agency houses which deal in ship-
ping, import and export. That is
what should be done.

We must nationalize at least these
two companies. Temporary resident
permits which have lapsed should
not be renewed. After all, here in
Ceylon there is unemployment and
I do not see any reason why we
should | permit foreigners who go
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away to return to this country. As
you know, life is so different in
England when compared with life
in Ceylon that any Englishman who
goes away wants to come back.

At present the Exchange Con-
troller allows agency houses to pay
generous commissions to their agents
in London for signing documents
covering tea shipments consigned to
the London Auctions unlike in the
case of selling brokers like Messrs
Bartleets or selling agents who
actually sell the tea in the U. K.
market on behalf of the exporters
from Ceylon. The functions of these
agents are entirely different; they
do no work. For instance, the English
and Scottish Joint Co-operative
Wholesale Society do not charge any
commission. Their people in England
get the documents; their selling
brokers sell the tea ; they endorse
the documents and hand over the
tea to the buyer ; and no commission
is paid.

Messrs Adamjee Lukmanjee also
give the shipping documents to the
bank. Their London brokers charge
a normal commission on sales. They
inform the bank and the bank
endorses the documents to the buyer
and hands over the shipment.

Now, for instance, Mr. Dennis
Mills of Whittall Bousteads, who
retired from Whittalls here, went to
London and he is their agent in
London for which a commission is
paid to him. This commission is
about 4 to 5 per cent. You will find
that most of the directors of these
companies travel abroad on prepaid
tickets. They do not have exchange.
The Exchange Controller does not
give them exchange but he allows
this commission to be paid and it
will be very interesting if the Hon.
Minister of Commerce and Trade
requests the Exchange Controller to
furnish to this House the amounts
that are paid as commission for a
year. I think it would amount to
about five to six million rupees a
year. This commission is paid for
doing nothing. I feel that it should
not be permitted. The commission
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earned by these firms in this way is
utilized by them for travel abroad
and for pleasure trips.

The people who retire should
gracefully do so instead of clinging
on to the Tea Board in London and
SO on.

Since we do not have a national
shipping line we are being exploited
by the Conference Lines. The rate
from Calcutta to London is less
than the rate from Colombo to
London, and when this anomaly was
queried the Conference Lines rep-
lied that the rate was fixed to
protect the Indian tea industry. I
believe the Hon. Minister of
Commerce has seen the letter, or
there is a letter in his Ministry which
says so. Why have they not done the
same for us ? The rates are low
there to protect the Indian tea
industry. What about our tea indus-
try ? I would like to know from the
Hon. Minister of Commerce and
Trade what he has done to remedy

this situation.

When the National Shipping
Corporation commences business the
Government ‘must introduce legis-
lation to compel at least 25 per cent
to be channelled through the cor-
poration. Otherwise,  Conference
Line will kill all who compete with
them.

There was a news item recently to
the effect that the Hon. Minister
will compel government auctioned
teas to be shipped on steamers
chartered by the Shipping Cor-
poration. This is most welcome.
That will mean a considerable saving
in foreign exchange to Ceylon. The
Hon. Minister must also endeavour
to get non-Conference Line ships to
load for other destinations at lower
freight rates.

Sir, I will give you an example of
how the Conference Line works.
For instance, the Singapore-Malayan
rubber exporters realized that they
were paying too much on rubber
shipments and agitated for lower
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freight rates from Conference Line,
which was as usual refused on the
excuse that they were running at a
loss. Then they gontracted with non-
Conference Line ships to carry
cargo at about nine dollars below
the Conference Line rates. At the
end of one year Conference Line
offered to carry the rubber at the
same lower rate.

Locally, there is a better example.
There is the case of the Persian
Gulf Conference Line where no
conference at all existed until a
Chinese gentleman by the name of

Mr. Shoo came along with some
ships. The earlier -carriers . were
Messrs. Freudenbergs, Maclarens

and Carsons. The moment Mr. Shoo
came and started to operate non-
Conference Line ships, they formed
the Colombo Persian Gulf Con-
ference Line. Then only ships
loading in the Colombo Port were
affected. Of course, there were the
usual threats that follow such an

act.

Next, Mr. Shoo started operating
from Galle, and the exporters
continued to support Mr. Shoo

because he was still quoting a lower
rate. The next thing done to baulk
him was to form the Colombo-Galle
Conference Line. Subsequently, how-
ever, one of these three firms—I shall
not mention the name—managed to
charter Mr. Shoo’s vessels and
quietly shooed him off. That is how
they operate.

Now, if you do not use the big
stick, Mr. Minister, nothing will
come of this legislation. The present
position will continue in spite of
your tea propaganda boards and the
rest of it. So use the big stick and do
something. We are all aware that
yvou are one of the most active
Ministers and one who is quite
ready to do these things. We also
know the pressures that can be
brought upon you. You cannot
afford to succumb to these pressures,
the pressures by the Planters’
Association, the Tea Traders’ Asso-
ciation, or the Ceylon Chamber of
Commerce. I am sure you  have
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sufficient advisers at Cabinet level
to give you all the advice necessary
to make your own decisions without
having to meet deputations sent by
these organizations, lackeys of the
foreign firms.

The better example is where
Mr. Gokhal was concerned. When
the Iraqi Purchasing Board started
operations in Ceylon they had a
contract with Mr. Gokhal Wwho
subsequently fell into trouble, or
rather his uncle fell into trouble in
Iraq and something bad happened to
him. Anyway, whereas the Persian
Gulf boats were charging rates up to
184 shillings, Mr. Gokhal offered to
charge 126 shillings per ton. Mr. G_Dk-
hal together with the Ceylinco
Shipping Co. canvassed business
from other exporters also—Persian
Gulf exporters—and received very
good support. A price war was
started between the Conference Line
and Mr. Gokhal and Ceylinco
Shipping Co. Finally, whereas Mr.
Gokhal stuck to 126 shillings, the
Conference Line came down to 116
shillings. So we do not need to
be frightened of these people. All
we must have are good people in the
Ceylon Shipping Corporation—not
depending on admirals whose
swords are bigger thian the admirals
themselves—with a knowledge of
shipping to go and charter at the
lowest possible rates. There is plenty
of shipping available in the world
markets today and even Mr. Onassis
might be able to oblige the Minister
of Commerce in more ways than one
especially as far as ships are concern-
ed. So I am sure something can be
done. Unfortunately, shipments to
Irag have been held up subsequently
due to the conflict between the Iraqi
Government and © Mr. Gokhal’s
family.

To justify the criticism of some
of these agency houses I would make
a passing reference to the activities
of Carson, Cumbeibatch & Co., one
of the largest agency houses in this
country. Carson, Cumberbatch & Co.
was until recently a British-owned
private company paying very large
dividends. In an effort to change the
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image of agency houses in view of
the severe criticisma of their anti-
national activities, in this House and
elsewhere, the directorz of this com-
pany decided to call it a public com-
pany by offering 15 per cent of its
shares to the public while 85 per
cent of the shares were tightly held
by the directors. This company sold
to the public Rs. 10 shares at Rs. 16
each. A few days earlier these very
same shares were sold at Rs. 10 each
to the nominees of the retiring
English directors who were going
away. Although the shares offered to
the public were taken up at Rs. 16
each, the price dropped by about 25
per cent to Rs. 12 each shortly
afterwards. Carson’s nominees can
now sit back quite happily having
got the unsuspecting public to pay
60 per cent more on the value of the
shares.

This firm, which is supposed to be
a big name in the agency-cum-export-
cum-shipping sphere, in an endea-
vour to curry favour with the
Government and exploit the public,
decided to go into agriculture.
Instead of using its own resources
amassed at the expense of the poor
tea producers over several decades,
its management decided to float a
public company under the name of
Farms and Retail Markets. The
Government, quite unaware of the
company’s intentions, gave approval
for the projects and the company
was to benefit from tax concessions.
The shares were scld to the public
at Rs. 2 in order to encourage small
investors to come in. Now every
rupee company had to subscribe
whereas every sterling company
under its management did not have
to subscribe. For the several million
rupees collected, Carsons got enor-
mous import licences to get machi-
nery and equipment, some of which
lie unused even today. You can see
them at the company’s stores. It even
imported glass showcases which are
produced in Ceylon. Some of these
showcases lie unused at Carsons’
warehouse in Colombe. Large sums
of money were spent in foreign ex-
change for the purchase of this
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machinery and equipment. It will be
revealing to know what prices were
paid for some of this equipment and
also what payments were made to the
intermediaries in this transaction.
Farms and Retail Markets have prov-
ed to be a colossal failure both in
agriculture and in the marketing of
vegetables. As evidence if you refer
up yesterday’s stock market report
you will find that for these Rs. 2
shares which are offered at 50 cents
there are buyers only at 35 cents.

Farms and Retail Markets Ltd.
They are running at a total loss and
there are no buyers. Now, this proves
how efficient these agency houses are.

Then, Sir, there is a very interest-
ing case regarding one Mr. Kurukula-
ditthiya, a very senior teamaker of
Pedro Group managed by the Carsons
Agency. This gentleman had put in
25 years’ service in the estate. Earlier
this year, the superintendent of the
estate, an Englishman named Michael
Waring, assaulted this teamaker in
the factory. The teamaker made a
complaint to the police and proceed-
ings are pending. Various pressures
are being brought on this man to per-
suade him to withdraw the case,
whereas suitable action should have
been taken by the company on his
complaint of assault by another mem-
ber of the staff of the estate. Carsons
sacked the teamaker within a month
and sent away their British superin-
tendent one month before he was
scheduled to leave on furlough. Mr.
Kurukuladitthya’s son, who was also
employed in the estate in the tea de-
partment, was sacked and no reasons
have been given for the dismissal.

This particular estate was register-
ed in 1967 for food production by the
Hon. Prime Minister. Twelve acres
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quite close to this estate had been
given for food production purposes.
When the Hon. Prime Minister visited
this area and went to this estate, all
the livestock, cattle and so on reared
by the labourers living in the estate
lines were brought out, and all the
prize vegetables grown in the plots of
the labourers were brought out, and
Carsons managed to get an extra
eight acres for the estate for the pur-
pose of food production. So now you
will find that, instead of the 12 acres
originally leased out to this estate for
food production, they have been
given a lease of 20 acres by the Gov-
ernment for the use of Farms and
Retail Markets Ltd. They have even
got a jeep which is used by the supe-
rintendent. In addition, the lorries
given for the use of Farms and Retail
Markets are wused to transport
Carson’s tea to Colombo.

So you will see that unless some
sort of drastic action is taken, and the
Hon. Minister of Commerce and
Trade makes it a point to steer clear
of these people, of these dark repre-
sentatives of white interests, and see
that they do not come and pester the
life out of him in his Ministry, bring-
ing to him their various schemes, he
will be unable to get this Bill to work.

Further, an additional burden is
cast on the permanent secretaries,
who are a liability in any case. It is if,
and only if, the board is comprised of
utterly and absolutely honest, honour-
able and patriotic citizens who,
though knowledgeable in these
matters, are completely free from any
sort of coercion by any of these vest-
ed interests, that the Tea Board will
function efficiently.

I also very strongly urge that a
central purchasing agency in which
official representatives of the Minister
of Industries will participate be set
up to co-ordinate the activities of the
selling of not only tea but also all our
produce. I urge this because they are
the people who control the import of
raw materials into this country and
once they co-ordinate our trade poli-
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cies here they will be able to operate
the agencies successfully for the eco-
nomic development of the country.

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This time Batticaloa suffered the
worst floods since 1957. The only
difference between the 1957 Hoods
and the 1969 floods is that, while in
1957 the tanks in the Batticaloa
District breached and the intensity of
the floods was greater, in 1969
although the water level in the
lagoon rose due to heavy rains, the
tanks that were hitherto empty
filled up taking in some of the excess
water. The Senanayake Samudra
which has a capacity of 700,000 acre
feet of water had hardly 200,000 acre
feet of water when the rains started.
By the time the rains ceased it had
about 350,000 acre feet of water.
So, we were lucky that this time we
had empty tanks to reduce the inten-
sity of the floods in the Batticaloa
District. Otherwise we might have
had a worse flood than the 1957 floods
when many tanks were breached.

I am happy that I am able to sav
a few words about the floods in the
Batticaloa and the Amparai Districts
on behalf of my Colleagues from
these two districts.
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Before I proceed to make a few
comments on the measures that
were taken and will have to be taken
in order to check floods in the Batti-
caloa District, I wish to thank the
Hon. Prime Minister, the Minister of
Social Services, the Government
Agent and all the government
officials who worked round the clock
to relieve the distress that was caused
to the people in the flooded areas.
Perhaps for the first time in the
history of this country the foodstuffs
that were in the harbour reached the
doors of the flood victims within four
days, in spite of very heavy rains
and dislocated transport——

In spite of a strike, as the Prime
Minister points out. After listening
to hon. Members who preceded
me I feel that this was the first time
in the history of this country when
the machinery of this Government
worked so fast that it relieved the
distress that was created by the
floods within the shortest possible
time. I hope the efficiency that has
been achieved during the floods will
continue during normal times as well.
In every quarter of the flood-affected
districts the government officials
- worked hard and with a sense of res-
ponsibility. The distress of the flood
victims has been relieved consider-

ably.

I am happy that the Hon. Prime
Minister was able to visit the Eastern
Province at his earliest convenience
and see for himself the damage and
the distress caused there. In fact,
his visit has been very heartening to
the people of the disfrict and I must
say that by a strange coincidence on
the day he visited the district there
was sunshine after a long spell.

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So we are indeed very happy
that the Hon. Prime Minister not only
visited this district for the first time
but also took very efficient measures
to relieve the distress and gave en-
couragement to the officers who were
working at terrible odds. He saw to
it that the entire machinery of flood
relief was put to operate at its highest
level of efficiency.

When the Hon. Prime Minister was
in Batticaloa I pointed out to him at
the conference sthat was held that
these floods were a recurring feature
in the Batticaloa and Amparai Dis-
tricts. Year in and year out we have
floods in these districts and in some
of the areas the intensity of the floods
is so high that the people undergo
great hardship and suffering.

Apart from the Gal Oya Valley,
some of these areas along the coast
and also certain paddy lands are only
about one foot higher than mean
sea level. In fact, some places are
even below mean sea level. In
the Pottuvil Electorate. there are
certain parts which are below the
mean sea level. So for the slightest
rain the water level of the lagoon
rises and overflows the banks ; and if
it rises, say, by two or three or
four feet, the surrounding areas too
are flooded, thus destroying crops and
dehousing people.

There is a mechanism by which the
flood situation is relieved in
Batticaloa. There is a sand bar at
the mouth of the lagoon connecting
the lagoon to the sea. This sand bar
is at Kallar. When the water level
rises by about three feet the sand bar
automatically breaks and the water
flows at a terrific speed into the sea;
it is then and then only that the floods
recede and the water level of the
lagoon comes back to normal.

I pointed out to the Hon. Prime
Minister that this is not a pheno-
menon that cannot be controlled. In
fact, the flood problem in the Eastern
Province is one that can be solved.
The sand bar at the mouth of the
lagoon could be kept open so that the
water may flow into the sea even if
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the water level rises by one foot in
the lagoon. There is no need to wait
till the water level rises by abcut
three feet, devastating the whole
area, in order to open the sand bar.

Keeping the sand bar open to allow
the water to flow into the sea during
high tide or when the rains come
will be a permanent solution to pre-
vent the floods from spreading. Not
only that, but there are other drain-
age operations that can be carried out
if a full investigation is made into the
cause of floods in the Eastern Pro-
vince. If satisfactory drainage opera-
tions are carried out the water can
be drained into the lagoon and
from there into the sea whenever the
north-east monsoon breaks out. That
will be a permanent solution to the
flood situation in the Batticaloa Dis-
trict.

I also pointed out to the Hon. Prime
Minister the difficulties that the
administration had in rushing food to
the flood victims and the villagers
marooned in the Batticaloa District.
In fact, it was the lack of communica-
tions across the lagoon to the west
coast of the lagoon that made a large
number of villagers suffer the conse-
quences of this flood. I have already
pointed out to the Hon. Prime Miunis-
ter the necessity to improve internal
communications and to start building
immediately two bridges at the Man-
munai ferry and the Vallai-Eravur
ferry which connect the eastern coast
of Batticaloa to the western coast,
and also to construct two raised
causeways or hume-pipe causeways
along the Kalaru and Ondachimadam
causeways, so that the northern part

of the Batticaloa district may not be
cut off from the southern part of the
district for more than a month every
year causing difficulties in the trans-
port of foodstuffs even to the Gal Oya
Valley.

I hope the Hon. Prime Minister will
take immediate steps to investigate
the causes of the floods and to find
permanent solutions therefor.

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As a man of the soil I must say
that it is demoralizing for people to
expect aid every time damage 1S
caused as a result of a minor or a
major flood. I do not want a com-
munity that will always expect flour,
sugar and other rations every year
when there are floods. I want perma-
nent measures to be adopted so that
the people may be able to ilve with-
out fear of damage from flood waters
and to get the best out of their
cultivations. We want permanent
measures so that the people may be
able to live in security and in safety
from the floods.

I would also commend to the
Hon. Prime Minister the suggestion
that the government agent be
instructed to adopt measures to settle
those who have been affected by the
floods, people living in low lying
areas, in high land wherever there is
Crown land available, or that estates
be bought and these people settled on
that high land.

There is also the suggestion made
by the Hon. Prime Minister himself
that as in Malaysia those people
living in low lying areas and who are
not prepared to shift due to reasons
of sentiment be provided with houses
that are built on stays, so that the
flood waters when they come wil
flood below the houses and the people
can continue to live in safety and
security from the floods. That can
be done as an experiment for those
people who are living in low-lying
areas and who are affected by the
floods.

One further point. Apart from
assistance provided in the form of
foodstuffs, relief should be provided
also in the form of financial assistance
to the flood victims to rebuild the
houses. I feel that the payment of
Rs. 500 that has been decided upon
is not adequate. With such a sum
these people will only rebuild wattle
and daub houses which would again
be washed away by the next flood.
They must be provided with rmore
secure houses. More permanent
measures should be adopted. I en-
dorse the view expressed by hon.
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Members who preceded me that at
least Rs. 1,000 should be given to each
person whose house has been des-
troyed by the floods, so that he could
build a house with bricks and sheets
—a structure of a permanent nature.

Although the ceiling placed on
financial assistance has been raised to
Rs. 300 I think it is still too low.
Minor employees in public service
also get as much as Rs. 300 as flood
relief. I think the ceiling of Rs. 300
should be further raised to Rs. 500.

Before I conclude I must mention
that apart from <the Government
several voluntary organizations and
institutions have been moving fast in
the matter of collecting funds for
flood relief and distributing them. I
do not know how these funds are
channelled to the flood victims. We
find a number of organizations
collecting money, foodstuffs, clothes,
and so on, for distribution among flocd
victims. I feel that the best and the
most effective method of channelling
these collections to the flood victims
is through the Government. I think
the Department of Social Services or
the Ministry of Social Services should
take charge of all these collections
and channel them to the flood victims
through the government agents. It
is only then that the distributicn
would be really effective. I feel it
would not be as effective if indivi-
duals or individual organizations

handle the distribution of these
various collections. I appeal to the
Hon. Prime Minister and the Hon.
Minister of Social Services to see that
assistance to flood victims is chan-
¢ nelled through the Department of
' Social Services.

. Finally, 1 must place on record the
good

services rendered by the
. Government Agent, the D. R. Os and
. the other public officers in the

. Batticaloa District, in tackling the
situation that arose as a result of the
| floods in those areas.
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It being 7 ®.m., the Motion for the
Adjournment of the House lapsed
without Question put.

Motion made and Question proposed,

“That this House do now adjourn.”—

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(The Hon. Dudley Senanayake)
- Mr. Deputy Sgeaker, I am glad
that the opportunity has been taken
at the first meeting of the House
after the floods to discuss matters
arising from it.

Undoubtedly, a great calamity
overtook this country towards the
end of last year. There were various
reasons adduced for this sudden
downpour. In fact, I understand that
a cyclone was heading towards
Ceylon. We had warning of it earlier.
Fortunately it veered south of
Ceylon. On top of that, the monsoon
rains that had got delayed came upon
us. So, possibly, this is the cumulative
result of the side effects of the
cyclone, which fortunately  never
went over Ceylon, and thedelayed

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monsoon rains. But whatever the rea-
son, there is no doubt that a great

deal of damage has taken place.

If I were to assess the damage
which I saw for myself, I would say
the worst affected area was the Ham-
bantota District, taking into account
the damage to houses, the damage to
crops, the damage to bridges and
roadways. I think the Batticaloa Dis-
trict would come next, and, I would
say, the Matara District too. But
when I say that I do not underesti-
mate ‘the damage in any particular
area. The damage has been vast. The
greatest damage has been to dwelling
houses, as pointed out by many hon.

Members who spoke in this Debate.

The damage to crops would be the
least in the Batticaloa District. In
certain areas crops have got damag-
ed, but the rains have heen of bene-
fit and will help to increase crops in
other areas in the district. So I do
not anticipate in the Batticaloa Dis-
trict itself a net loss in crops.—
[Interruption]. Maybe in Amparai
too.

I think the heart of every Member
of this House, of every person in this
Island, must be going out to those
who have suffered this calamity, and
I know that the country is respond-
ing in a marvellous manner towards
alleviating the sufferings of those
who have had to face the disaster.

However, looking at the effect of
these floods on the crops as a whole
throughout the Island, I think there
is going to be a net gain. In areas
such as the North-Central Province
and the North-Western Province the
tanks were empty. The monsoon had
got delayed and one was wondering
whether a satisfactory Maha was
possible and whether a Yala was
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possible at all. The N. C. P. and the
N. W. P. are two vast paddy areas. So
if you consider the position in regard
to crops, you find that the good
effects of the rains in these areas can
more than compensate for what has
happened in other areas like Matara.
Crops have suffered most in the
Hambantota District. f

I must, at the outset, praise the
manner in which various persons
entrusted with work performed the
tasks allotted to them. Hon. Members
themselves have praised the govern-
ment agents and other officials who
have been working in these areas. I
too must say that I was struck by the
efficient and quick manner in which
they responded to the tasks that
were before them—the Government
Agents of Matara, Hambantota, Batti-
caloa and Amparai and also the other
officers working under them.

I must not fail to mention the part
played by the armed forces, the
army, the navy and, of course, the
air force with the air-drops and
things like that. In fact, an hon.
Member just mentioned that a bridge
in Dikwella which was completely
washed out was built by them. It was
not only the bridge; a bigger gap
than the bridge had occurred. I saw
it myself. Now that road is passable,
thanks to the army engineer. They
got on to the job very quickly and
did whatever they could—the navy
with boats, and, of course, the air
force in dropping food in various
places.

While it was very heartening to
see this response, which has been
natural to people of this country on
occasions such as this—it has always
been so—I was sorry to note that
there were others who could have,
by even temporarily suspending the
troubles they are giving in other
places, released the army men for
work of this nature. Here was a
situation that demanded every
effort by every person who could
possibly assist in this task of alle-
viating the suffering of those who
had to face this disaster in vast areas
of this country. When you’¢onsider
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districts like Matara, Hambantota
and Batticaloa and parts of Amparai
it is a vast area. It needed the har-
nessing of all the possible resources
available. And then to tie up the
army here is so unlike the people of
Ceylon who always responded magni-
ficently in hours such as these. The
food had to come ; there were various
things the army could have ade-
quately attended to. I deplore that
attitude. I wonder whether the desire
to alleviate the suffering of others had
left them in their quest of getting
what they think they should have at
any cost to the country and to the
suffering people. I am not making
any accusation against any political
party or individual. I am talking of
the people who are doing this in
these places.

When this is happening and when
there is a threat of crops being
affected we are having some of the
Fertilizer Corporation people also in-
dulging in a minor skirmish of their
own ; when food has to be doled out
we have the food store managers in-
dulging in a little game of their own.
And the Government is being criti-
cized for making these services avail-
able to the people in this dire distress
by other means. That is the tragedy
of it. One has but to listen to some of
the speeches made at gatherings of
some frustrated strikers, who see that
others are now coming back to work
one by one, to know the dire threats
and abuse that are flung at the Gov-
ernment for keeping the port going
even with the help of the army when
the army might have done very much
more valuable work there on the field,
as the army has shown it can do and
it has done. That is the tragedy of
this situation.

Whilst on the one hand various sec-
tions of the population have come for-
ward to do whatever they can, be
they government servants, be they
other non-governmental societies and
agencies, everybody ready to do their
best, could not these other sections,
even very temporarily, suspend their
activities if they have an iota of
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sympathy  for their suffering
brethren ? That is the tragedy. I

will say no more on that.

I was dealing with the damage
caused to crops. The damage to
houses has been extensive, and, of
course, repairs were necessary to
roads and irrigation works. I am glad
to be able to say that there has been
no damage to any major tank. Thirty-
two village tanks have been damaged
but not one major tank.

In fact, I was alarmed when I
opened one of our newspapers and
read the caption, *“ Minneriya
breached.” 1 was very seriously

alarmed because I knew that this was
one tank that never breached right
through its entire existence—the only
tank in Ceylon—since King Mahasen
constructed it in the year 300 A.D.
When I saw the caption “ Minneriya
breached” I thought the situation
must be terrible. But, fortunately,
it was not so.

Then I saw in the newspapers ema-
nating from the same place news to
the effect that in Embilipitiya 200
bodies were floating. When I went to
Embilipitiya the people themselves
pointed to the report in that paper
and said, “e® wzw D& erM®
ché& Bwsresy . I do not know why
these things are being done, but it
showed the very irresponsible
manner in which some people gave
news to the people.

When I went to Matara the hon.
Member for Akuressa (Dr. S. A.
Wickremasinghe), the hon. Member
for Matara (Mr. Tudawe) and the
hon. Member for Devinuwara (Mr. de
Mel) were there. Certain other hon.
Members might have got marooned.
I know that some hon. Members
could not come anywhere near that
place. They were cut off completely.
I met the hon. Members who were
present.

The G. A. had certain difficulties.
Firstly, it was in regard to staff. That
difficulty was aggravated by the fact
that there were the holidays:
nothing but praise for ' those pubiic

I 'have
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servants who cut short their holidays
the moment they heard about the
floods. There were those who re-
turned to work even without being
asked to do so. That was quite in
contrast to the case of the other work-
ers I referred to earlier.

There was not enough staff for cer-
tain work, and I was able to rectity
the position that day itself by con-
tacting Colombo and getting a reply.
There was the question of insufficient
jeeps. There was also the question
of food. Some traders, anticipating a
scarcity of food items because of the
difficulty of transport, started to send
food items underground in order to
be able to blackmarket in them later.
The only cure was to bring more food
into the area.

Then I was able to go to Akuressa.
Unfortunately I could not go about
the area but I saw all that happened
from the air. As you know, a heli-
copter can fly very low. Hon. Mem-
bers who talk about colours and flags
would be interested to know that I
went in a red helicopter. I offered to
take my hon. red Friend in the red
helicopter but he felt he would be
safer in his car. He was there in Aku-
ressa.

We know that one can get a much
better view of what had happened
from the air rather than from the
ground. However, at various places I
did go down. I got down at Matara.
At Weligama I went by car. I came
back to Matara and went to Akuressa,
Hambantota, Tissa, back to Hamban-
tota and then to Embilipitiya. The
next trip was to Batticaloa, Amparai
and other places.

Everywhere I went, the first thing .
I wanted to know from the G.A. was
what his difficulties were. I wanted
everything done. I was prepared to
contact Colombo and have any short-
comings rectified immediately. These
young G.As are very good. All four
G.As were young and they had not
very many difficulties. They had
tackled the situation in the best way
possible in the circumstances they
were placed in, and whatever they
wanted done was attended to imme-
diately.
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There was the problem created by
the normal rule under which a person
who has an income of over Rs. 100
a month is considered as not deserv-
ing aid. That is the rule. Of course,
since then this Government has
changed the incomes of very many
people. The national income has be-
come very much higher. It has be-
come very much higher—be it the
cultivator or be it the government
employee. In fact, the hon. Member
for Akuressa (Dr. S. A. Wickrema-
singhe) will bear testimony to the
fact that one of the complaints the
government agent made was that

you cannot find a govern-
ment employee who gets less
than Rs., 100 a .month. Dur-

ing the last few years the income
has changed considerably and it was
necessary to change that rule. 1
said, “ Well, go up to Rs. 200, but if it
is necessary you can consider what
further alterations are to be made in
that direction. ”

Assistance has also been forthcom-
ing from foreign countries and orga-
nizations and I must take this oppor-
tunity of expressing our gratitude to
those countries and organizations
that have come to our assistance in
this hour of need.

All irrigation works, I must say,
are being promptly attended to. In
fact, when I went to Embilipitiya—
there again a newspaper had said,
“ Chandrikawewa was finished "— 1lo
and behold! I saw Chandrikawewa
from the air looking very satisfactory.
What had happened was that the
Uda Walawe right bank channel that
feeds the Chandrikawewa and then

. goes on had got breached and it was

being attended to. The Irrigation
Department is also most promptly
attending to all the damage that has
been caused to irrigation works.
There was a fear that Muruthawela
Tank was going to breach, but that
has not happened. A close watch was
being kept there.

Now, hon. Members spoke of the
long-term solutions to this problem
of floods. I am entirely in sympathy
with what they say, but letthem rea-
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lize that the long-term solutions have
never been overlooked. It may be
that we have many more things to
do.

Now, take the case of the Gal Oya
Reservoir. 1 keep on calling it Gal
Oya Reservoir. Although it is known
as Senanayake Samudra I do not like
to call it so. It was a multi-purpose
scheme designed to serve the purpose
of irrigation, of flood protection and
power development. Now, had two
things not occurred what would have
been the plight of Batticaloa ? I dread
to think of parts of the Eastern
Province and the Batticaloa area,
firstly, if the reservoir was not there
when this happened. The capacity
of that reservoir is 770,000 acre-feet.
I know these things because it was
I as Minister who was responsible for
the construction of that reservoir. You
see, 770,000 acre feet of water is not
a small quantity. In fact, up to then
the biggest reservoir Ceylon ever had
was Parakrama Samudra. It was
called “ samudra ” in ancient times be
cause it was considered a sea. Its
capacity was only 80,000 acre feet,
but 770,000 is almost ten times that.

Now, had that not been there and
had not this reservoir been practi-
cally empty, I dread to think of what
would have been in store for the
Gal Oya Valley -cultivators and
people of that area. I know it because
I recently went on circuit to Mahi-
vangana. I flew to Amparai and
then motored to Mahiyangana. In
flying to Amparai I saw the Gal Oya
Reservoir almost empty and I
thought that the cultivators would
not get a proper Maha crop and
certainly will not get a Yala crop.
That was in December.

But what happened with all this
downpour ? The hon. Member for

Badulla (Mr. B. H. Bandara)
talked of what happened in
Badulla. He said the Lunugala

waters filled the Gal Oya Reservoir.
Now, with all that water, it was only
full up to 300,000 odd acre feet, less
than half its capacity. Supposing it
had more water before the rains came
what, would have happened ? So,
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there is no doubt that the reservoirs
have been our salvation and are the

solution to these things.

Then, I went to Uda Walawe on
circuit. I think a week before this
happened, it was only half full. It
could have taken a certain quantity
of water before the waters were
discharged.

So measures have been taken.
Vast sums of money have been
expended in long-term planning.

Take the Kelani-ganga. The
Maskeliya and other reservoirs are
holding up the water. You must
have been surprised that the Kelani
floods did not come, with all the rain
that fell in the upper reaches. If not
for the Maskeliya Oya reservoir all
that water would have simply swept
over the low-lying areas.

We are holding up the water in
the upper reaches. Water really is
the salvation of Ceylon. We must
make every endeavour to hold up the

water in every place where we can
hold up water.

Please do not think I am trying to
reiterate  what King Parakrama
Bahu said. But anyone can see that
these things must be done in Ceylon.
Even if that water is not going to
irrigate the land, it will improve the
climatic conditions, it will raise the
water table, and therefore you can
grow crops near the water that is
held up. And these old concepts of
“how many acres will this irrigate ”
we must change considerably. I say
that water is our salvation because
agriculture is based to a great extent
on water, and our hills are so beauti-
fully placed that they are ideal for
power development also, and that
means industrial development.
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So, water we are blessed with.
Unfortunately at times it becomes a
curse. It needs some more construc-
tive effort and planning to see that
recurrent floods and the loss of life
are eliminated.

I am glad to be able to say that
the toll of life has not been so much
as could have happened. One of the
reasons was given by the hon. Mem-
ber for Kamburupitiya (Mr. Percy
Wickremasinghe) He said that
if it had happened in the night in
the Matara District there would have
been a heavy toll of life, but fortu-
nately it happened in the day.

Well, we have been fortunate. We
have been fortunate in that the
cyclone did not hit us, and we have
been fortunate that we have reser-
voirs like Gal Oya. But yet there is
a lot to be done. I have made a note
of all the matters that have been
raised by hon. Members, and,
although I did not deal with them,
certainly they will be considered,
and we will spare no pains in giving
the necessary relief to those who
have suffered.
