In the eourse of this Budget Debate
several hon. Members have referred
to drawkacks in existing irrigation
and colonization schemes in their
elertorates as well as the need for
new construction works. All these
requests will receive my urgent at-
tention within the financial resources
allocated in the Budget for the next
financial vear. I propose shortly to
have discussions with the respective
Members as regards the requirements
of taeir electorates. I will have these
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discussions both with hon. Members
who have spoken and those who have |
not spoken.

I shall arrange to meet them either
in the lacal kachcheri or in the Minis-
trv of Land with the officials
concerned so that all their requests
with regard to the needs of their
electorates will be looked into in the |
presence of the officials concerned
and I will be able to make arrange-
ments to get some work done
on the items they ask for. I will |
arrange the dates for these discus- |
sions. For example, take a place like |
Hambantota : I will meet hon. Mem- |
bers ot that area in the Hambantota |
Kachekeri. I shall have with me the |
officials 1 my Ministry who are deal- |
ing with these matters. After the |
D. A. C. meeting I shall go into the |
requirements of each hon. Member |
individually. Otherwise, I can meet |
them at the Ministry, which will be |
inconvenient. |

I wish, however, to deal with |
certain matters which have been |
referred to time and again by certain
Members and especially by the hon.
Member for Akuressa (Dr. S. A.|
Wickremasinghe). These matters
have been his theme song for the last |
few years. I refer to the development
of the Malwatu-oya basin. Investiga- ||
tion of this river basin was taken up |
under the agreement between the|
Government of Ceylon and 'A
the Government of the U. S. S. R. |
on Economic and Technical Co-oper- ‘
ation, Treaty Series No. 3 of 1958,
where Malwatu-oya appears as Ttem |
No. 1 in the schedule of the listed pro- ‘
jects. Technopromexport—a U. S.
orgsnization—submitted its project
repert envisaging the creation of aj
reservoir to irrigate 32,000 acres|
comprising 12,000 acres of new and
20,000 acres of existing land at a cost
of Rs &0,717,000. The irrigation facili-
ties for the 32,000 acres were for|
maha only while the water resources
available for irrigation in yala were|
restricted to 16,000 acres only. The|
project also pr0v1ded for the installa-
tion of a 800 k. w. capacity hydrelﬂ|-_
power unit—that is, a 0.8 rnegawatt
power unit. l

|
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I submitted a Cabinet Paper on the
12th of January, 1961, seeking the
authority of the Cabinet to undertake
the construction of the Malwatu-oya
project in accordance with the project
report and to enter into an agreement
for the execution of the headworks
of the Malwatu-oya with Soviet
technical assistance in terms of article
10 of the agreement between the
Government of Ceylon and the
Government of the U. S. S. R. on
Economic and Technical Co-operation
and as provided for in Item No. 1 of
the schedule of that agreement. I will
say this. Of all the irrigation projects
referred to in that agreement namely,
the Malwatu-oya, Kalu-ganga and
Keleni-ganga schemes, money was
provided only for the construction of
the Malwatu-oya scheme. Money for
the preparation of plans—not for
construction—for the other two
schemes was given. I must make
that clear.

I sought the authority of the
Cakrinet as follows :

(1) to undertake the construction
~of the Malwatu-oya project ;

(2) to enter into an agreement for
the execution of the headworks of
the Malwatu-oya project with Soviet
technical assistance in terms of article
10 of the Agreement between the
Government of Ceylon and the
Government of the U. S. S. R. on
Economic and Technical Co-operation
and as provided for in Item No. 1 of
the schedule of the aid agreement.

I say this because the hon. Member
for Akuressa repeatedly says that I
did not want this work done. I just
quoted frem my notes here but if you
permit it I do not mind tabling the
whole Cahinet Paper in order to dis-
pel his fears and to make this hon.
House realize what the facts are.

The then Minister of Finance in his
‘letter to the Cabinet dated 12th
‘February 1961, forwarding his obser-
vations to the Cabinet, stated that a
‘reconsideration of the scheme was
,necessary as it was uneconomical. At
.a Cabinet meeting on 22nd February
1961 it was decided that the matter
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should be referred to the Director of
Natioral Flanning for reconsideration
and his recommendations. The
Directior of National Planning sent his
observations by letter dated 26th

February, 1962. He reported as
follows :
“....that accepting even the most

favourable assumptions the benefit—cost
ratio is only .763.7”
This would mean that even for a
period of 50 years this investment
wouid not pay for itself, and, there-
fore, it is an uneconomical project. He
goes on further to say as follows :
“It will further be seen that many of
the assumptions on which the benefit of

the scheme are claimed cannot be so
readily accepted.”

On this report the scheme was
dropped by the Cabinet.

We know under what atrocious
conditions the peasants of Mannar
live and how vitally important this
project is if we are to make their lives
a little happier. The rainfall here is
about 35 inches and they have to live
every vear without adequate water
for irrigation. Their soil is fertile and
only water is needed for cultivation.
Although the report prepared by the
experts was rejected by the economic
experts, I applied my mind to the
whnle preject. I am neither an
engineer nor an expert in agronomy
but I wanted to get this scheme
working. When I studied the project
report I found a fundamental error on
the engineering side of the scheme. I
thought it could be modified. The
Russian Plan provides for the cons-
triction of a concrete spillway dam
at the river crossing. I suggested that
they build an earth dam and a high
level spill at the right or left bank. I
also thoaght that it would be
cheaper I asked the Director of
Irrigation afterwards to examine it.
He examined it and told me that it
would be practicable and it could be
done. He said that, in fact, the River
Nile in FEgypt had an earth dam
instead of a concrete spillway. If my
proposal is accepted and the plan of
the Russian expert modified in that
way it will result in a saving of Rs. 8
million or 10 per cent. on a Rs. 80
million project.

I also thought that
the sandy soil of the 12,000 acres of
new land recommended for cultiva-
tion of paddy was not very suitable
for paddy but was more suitable for
subzidiary fooderops. I got the Israel
expert Lo examine the land and he
saiau the land was good for citrus
plantation. The citrus plant needs
only 4 acre feet of water per annum
as against 12 acre feet of water per
annum for paddy. He said for one
acre of paddy cultivation you can
have more than 3 acres of oranges. I
was impressed. He told me that this
would  give a higher yield and a
higsher income. This land is most
suitable nct only for oranges but also
for such crops like chillies, onions,
dhall, groundnuts and tobacco, which
are paying crops. I directed the
Agricultural Department officers to
examine this idea of mine. They said
it is possikle to change the cultivation
of psddy from two seasons to one crop
in the maha season and have two
crops cof irrigated subsidiary crops
and orances in the sandy soil in the
other season. I have the report with
me. I have not the slightest doubt that
with these two changes we will be
able to make the best use of the lands.
1 did that although I am not an
expert either in engineering or
agronomy, or an economist.

the late Mr. D. S. Senanayake, who |
was a verv good teacher.

On the 24th of August 1964, I wrote
to the then Hon. Minister of Finance,
the Member for Yatiyantota, that a
team of Soviet experts should be
obtained to examine further the Mal-
watu-oya reservoir scheme. I stated :

“T™have been making a further study
of this part of the country because in the
light of my conception, the human,
economic and hydrological conditions of
the Northern Province do not favour the
cultivation of water expensive paddy as
an economic crop. I have got the land |
Use Division to do a fairly thorough soil |
survey of the area and we have now |
found that the soil conditions there ideal
for the cultivation of oranges which will
be a more remunerative crop than paddy
if irrigation can be provided to give
about 4 acre feet of water per annum |
that oranges require. The Israel Citrus I
Experts who investigated the Mannar l
area havec confirmed the findings of the
Land Use Division and have assured me
that citrus can be grown as a very profi-
table crop along an approximately
10 miles broad strip of land.”

Then, Sir, Mr. M. Titov, Engineer,
Hydrotecknics, a Soviet expert, visit- |
ed the Island three months back in
response to this request and has
submitted a list of staff required for |
a reappraisal of this project. The staff |
asked for includes eleven specialists |
from the U. S. S. R. and sixteen [|
specialists from Cevlon, and the mat- ||
te~ is under consideration. I hope we |
will find the scheme economical and |
put it through.

1t will be seen that from the very
start, action was taken by me to |
implement the Soviet report, and
that, in spite of the adverse observa- ||
tions of the Director of National
Planning on the economic feasibility
of the scheme, I have been actively |
pursuing the alternate proposals for |
making the scheme an economic pro- |
position. The House can judge for |
itself that the allegations of the hon.!
Member for Akuressa (Dr. S. A.|
Wickremasinghe) have been entirely |
groundless and misconceived, to say |

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The hon. Member for Akuressa has
rep~atedly accused me of sabotaging
the Kalu-ganga investigation by
Soviet experts in spite of my denying
it and in spite of my reference to the
letter of the Hon. Minister of Finance
of the time on this subject on the
Floor of this House, showing that the
then Minister of Finance, the present
horr Membher for Dompe, had decided
. in the ceciirse of his discussions with
Soviet authorities in Moscow to drop
. this item from the Aid Agreement.
In his usual way the hon. Member

. for Akurcssa has repeated the charge

against me and, in order to prevent
anybody in this country from being
misled by these repeated and voci-
. ferous and false statements, I wish to
. state the facts again.

The then Hon. Minister of Finance
- suomitted a Cabinet memorandum
. No. ED/05/02/006 dated 31st March
1962, in which he stated that in
his discussions at Moscow, the Soviet
. authorities had indicated that as the
| first five.vear period of the Aid
. Agreement was due to expire in April
1963, the schedule might be amended
| bv the celetion of those items on
.\ which no reasonable progress had
~ been made. The then Hon. Minister of
- Finance also stated that the amount
. of eredit which had been committed
~on the seven projects on which
. reascnabje progress had been made
- was 92 million roubles as against the

- total amount of 120 million roubles in

. the Aid Agreement and that no funds
 were likely to be available for the
work on the projects on which work
 had not commenced. In actual fact,
' the 90 million roubles was not insuffi-
cient to meet the cost of the Malwatu-
oya, that is, Rs. 80 million, as planned,
along with the tyre factory, the steel
factory and the XKandy reservoir
scheme. But the 90 million roubles
‘would not have stretched up to the
. amount required for the Kalu-ganga
‘Scheme. The Cabinet at its meeting
‘on 30th April 1962, accordingly
/decided to drop the Kalu-ganga
/!Scheme from the Aid Agreement.
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I do nct mind, if it is in order
presenting the papers, but I do not
think it is in order. But certainly I do
not mind showing the hon. Member
for Akuressa or any other Member
the relevant papers, because there is
nothing secret about it. It is a very
straightforward thing.

I say this because the hon. Member
for Akuressa goes on saying over and
over again that I am sabotaging the
Kalu-ganga scheme. I do not blame
him. He has learnt from his dictatorial
masters and from the Hitler type. It
is like this, Sir :

I told him once, I told him twice,
He did not listen to advice,

I told again loud and clear

I went and shouted in his ear.

In other words, he has uttered the
biggest falsehood as often as possible
as in a Communist dictatorship. That
Is the principle of certain types of
dictators, like Hitler. I took this
opportunity of stating this as the
hon. Member for Akuressa goes on

I wish to mention, Sir, that since
then, we have provided funds for
the investigation and ihe preparation
of plans and designs for the Kalu-
ganga, the Gin-ganga and the Nil-
wala-ganga river basins in our
Budget and we have called for
tenders for these three projects.
First of all, we have to consider the
feasibility of the project. and then if
they are feasible, prepare the designs,
plans and estimates for the Kalu-
ganga, the Gin-ganga and the Nil-
wala-ganga, the three rivers which
cause the most amount of damage in
the wet zone, that is, of course, after
the Kelani-ganga. Tenders have been
received and are under consideration
by the Ministry tender board. The
question of whether these projects
will be taken up will naturally
depend on their technical and econo-
mic feasibility as revealed by the
feasibility reports and on the finan-
cial resources available. When the
feasibility reports are presented, and
still remain the Minister of

_ﬂ
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Lands, I shall certainly publish
them as I have published all other
reports before. I want hon. Members
to see them. These are national
schemes, not my schemes or those of
the hon. Member for Akuressa.
They are all schemes of this country
and that is why I published the
reports on the Mahaveli-ganga Diver-
sion Scheme, the Kelani-ganga
Scheme, the Samanalawewa Scheme
and all that.

The next item which has been
repeatedly referred to by the hon.
Member for Akuressa is the Kelani-
ganga basin development scheme. It
1s listed as Project No. 2 in Treaty
Series No. 5 of 1958 for Technical
Co-operation. The project report for
this scheme was drawn up by a
team of Russian experts in terms of
the contract entered into on 23rd
December, 1959. The project report
provides for the construction of a re-
servoir at Nawata-Parussella with a
normal capacity of 718,000 acre feet—
that is almost the size of the Gal-Oya
reservoir—and another reservoir at
Holombuwa with a normal capacity
of 62,000 acre feet, that is. the size of
Kalawewa. It also provides for a
power plant of 40 k.w. and a diver-
sion canal of 116 miles in length—
the first 50 miles by gravity and the
balance by lift from 50 feet to 150
feet. It also involved the construc-
tion of levees from Pugoda to Col-
ombo at a cost of 129.3 million rupees
to provide for the flood waterway as
the full flood waters of the Kelani
ganga cannot be absorbed by the two
reservoirs referred to above.

The scheme, in addition, had the
folowing features:—it submerges
about 600 acres of tea, 3,590 acres
of rubber, 270 acres of paddy, 9,800
acres of coconut and other crops as
well as the displacement of 44,160
persons in the reservoir water
spread area.

As you know, if you build a
reservoir as big as the Senanayake
Samudra in this area, it would sub-
merge quite a lot of cultivated land.

The reservoir water spread will
also require the re-allocags
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roads and a large number of dwell-
ings, public buildings and industrial
and trade establishments. The cost
of irrigation of the Dry Zone by
diversion works out at Rs. 4,750 per
acre and recurrent costs by pumping
at Rs. 8.2 million annually. The bene-
fit-cost ratio of the whole project is
0.63.

I wish to emphasise here that the |
total value of the credit extended
under Article 4 of Treaty Series
No. 3 of 1958 was 120 million roubles
whereas the cost of the Kelani-ganga
scheme was Rs. 920 million and |
therefore no funds were available
under this Aid Agreement for the |
construction of the Kelani-ganga pro- |
ject as recommended by the Soviet |
experts. "

There is one clause in the Russian |
agreement which says that these |
plans prepared under this Agree- |
ment by Russian experts cannot be
made available to any other national |
or to any other country. So that if |
we do not get the funds from Russia |
for the Kelani-ganga Project we
would have to start afresh. Suppose |
we get money from the World Bank, |
or the F.A.O. or some such organiza-
tion or any other country, then we |
would have to start afresh because ||
under clause 8, the Government of !!,|
Ceylon is prevented from placing at ||
the disposal of any foreign or institu- |
tion any plan prepared by the|
Russian experts under this agree-i-'!
ment. If this is done we would have
to repay the cost of it. There is no5"|
such clause in the United States|
agreements and the plans prepared'
by the U.S. engineers were placed
at the disposal of Russian engineers.!
The American plans were prepared
free ; we did not have to pay for!
them. i

Certain modifications were suggest—!ﬁi
ed by officials of the Irrigation,
Department to make the scheme!
more attractive and a Cabinet Paper,i

posals of the{|.|
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suggested by the Irrigation Depart-
ment, was submitted by me on 24th
August 1962. In my Cabinet Paper I
stated that the modifications
envisaged were:

(a) the construction of four reservoirs,
viz. (1) Nawata-Parussella on the main
river and the We Oya, (2) Yogama on
the Sitawaka Ganga, (3) Holumbuwa on
the Gurugoda Oya and (4) Ampagalla
on the Ritigala Oya.

(b) The installation of a hydro-power
plant at each reservoir with a total in-
stalled capacity of 54.5 megawatts and the
generation of 235 million watts of firm
energy and 120 million watts of secondary
energy a year.

(c) Strengthening the existing levels

. I sought the authority of the
' Cabinet to enter into an agreement
with the Government of the U.S.S.R.
‘or a detailed investigation and pre-
' paration of feasibility report com-

| prising proposals, plans, estimates
and an economic valuation on the
imodified scheme by the  Soviet
 bngineers.
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The Cabinet decided that the
Soviet authorities should be request-
ed to: (a) prepare a revised econo-
mic evaluation of their proposal,
assigning to paddy output a price
determined in relation to world
market price of rice as well as other
facts suggested by the Irrigation
Department; (b) report on the
technical feasibility of the alterna-
tive scheme prepared by the Irriga-
tion Department and to make an
economic evaluation of it in the
same manner as indicated for their
proposal ; and (c) prepare detailed
plans and estimates for the Nawata-
Parussella reservoir on the main
Kelani-ganga.

I think, Sir, that whatever we do
or do not do we ought to build the
Nawata-Parussella reservoir on the
Kelani-ganga for power and flood
protection. That is why I want the
detailed plans and estimates for the
Nawata-Parussella reservoir.

One remark about these feasibility
reports. A feasibility report only
shows whether a project is feasible.
It does not have a detailed estimate
and plans and designs that are
necessary for -construction. For a
big scheme of this type vou have to
have a feasibility report which is
very expensive, and it is on the basis
of the feasibility report that the
Government decides whether it is to
go on with the whole project or with
a part of it.

Mr. Titov, Engineer Hydrotechnic,
who visited the Island in March and
April 1965, in connexion with the
Malwatu-oya project also investi-
gated the requirements of staff for
the Kelani-ganga basin scheme and
has reported that 19 U. S. S. R. spe-
cialists and 29 Ceylon specialists are
required for the investigations, and
this matter is under consideration.

I refer next to the Mahaweli-
ganga Diversion Scheme which is a
pet aversion of the hon. Member for
Akuressa (Dr. S. A. Wickrema-
singbe)..cAs hon. Members are
aware,othere are 126,115 acres of
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asweddumized paddy land in Anu-
radhapura District, 60,416 acres in
the Polonnaruwa District and 48.778
acres in the Trincomalee District.

The following statement gives the
acreage cultivated for maha and
yala in these districts during 1963-64.

Cut of 209,642 acres of asweddu-
mized land in the three districts of
Anuradhapura, Polonnaruwa and
Trincomalee, 157,464 acres were cul-
tivated during the maha 1963-64 and
52,178 acres were not cultivated. For
yala 1963-64, 102,628 acres were
cultivated and 107,014 acres were not.
I must say in this connection that
Polonnaruwa is fairly all right. There
are major irrigation works which
guarantee cultivation. In addition
there are 1,507 acres of rain-fed paddy
fields in Anuradhapura District, 4,864
in Polonnaruwa and 18,996 in
Trincomalee District.

As will be seen from the above
fisures, 2about 52,000 acres of
asweddumized land in maha and over
107,000 acres in yala are not culti-
vated in these districts due to lack
of irrigation.

The major and minor irrigation
schemes in these districts, except for
a few, do not have an assured supply
of water from a perennial river, re-
sulting in the failure of cultivation at
frequent intervals when there is a
period of drought. During yala only
50 per cent. of the lands are cultivated
during a normal year and very much
less in a period of drought. The pro-
vis'on of an assured supply of water
to these areas when all of it is deve-
Jopad will be a considerable step for-
ward in the development of this
country fowards self-sufficiency in
paddy production.

The q'testion of the diversion of the
Mahaweli-ganga to the Anuradhapura
Dis~cict was raised as far back as 1961
by the Central Board of Agriculture
and has been receivingthe attention
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of the Irrigation Department ever
since. Various alternate schemes for
storage and diversion of the waters
of the Mahaweli-ganga as well as its
use for generation of power were
possible.

Hon Members may also remember
the Moticn on the Order Paper of this
House on 24th October, 1956, by
Mr. D. B. R. Gunawardena which
read :

«That in view of the very frequent |
recurrence of droughts m the North- |
Central Province and the Northern Dry |
Zone area causing much hardship to both |
man and beast and loss to the countryi
by the failure of crops, this House is of |
opinion that the Government should
take immediate steps to open a canal to
divert the waters of the Mahaveli Ganga |
to the tanks of the North-Central
Province and the Northern Dry Zone soj|
that a perennial supply of water could |
be maintained for the development ofj
these areas.” i

In Fabruary 1958, the Government|
of Cevlon and the United States

‘| The U. S. O. M. and the Director of
rrication gave priority to the diver-
ior scheme and a report on this was
qublished as Volume I, Mahaweli
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Ganga Basin Development. In view
of the fact that the scheme involyed
a capital outlay of Rs. 1,200 million, I
decided that it should be made avail-
able to the hon. Members of this
House as well as to the public before
the Government reached a final deci-
sion. The report, as all hon. Members
are aware, was printed in Sinhala as
well as in English, and circulated
among hon. Members.

Before any decision was made by
the Government, there was a certain
amount of criticism in Parliament
about the scheme. The question
whether the development of land
within the basin should not receive
priority was also raised and an under-
taking was given by me that a review
of the Mahaweli-ganga basin as an
integrated scheme would be made by
me before a final decision was made
about the diversion. :

At this time, the earlier agreement
with the U.S.O.M. had lapsed owing
to well-known reasons, and the
American experts had left just at the
time they were beginning to make
a study of the basin itself. Therefore,
an agreement was entered into with
the Urited Nations Special Fund for
the investigation of the Mahaweli-
ganga basin. Then, hon. Members
knows what happened. We had a
United Nations Special Fund team
undar Dr Fialkowsky to study the
Mahaveii-ganga basin.

The hor. Member for Akuressa
condemns the Mahaweli-ganga pro-
ject and sings the praises of the
Kelani-ganga project. The following
are the salient features of these pro-
jects and I will leave it to the House
to decide. I just want to give a
comparative statement of the two
schemes.

They are both diversion schemes.
There are two reservoirs in the
Mahaweli-ganga scheme—Nugawela
420.000 acre feet and Moragahakanda
435,000 acre feet, both totalling
905,000 acre feet of water. The Kelani.
ganga basin scheme also has
two  reservoirs—Nawata-Parussella
718,000 acre feet and Holom-
buwa 262,000 acre feet, both
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totalling 780,000 acre feet of water.
Submerging, in the case of the Maha-
weli-ganga scheme, is as follows : tea,
700 acres, rubber, nil, paddy, 2,600
acres, and eoconut and other cultiva-
tions, nil. The total submerged area
would be 3,300 acre feet. In the case of
the Kelani-ganga scheme the sub-
merging is as follows : tea, 600 acres,
rubber, 3,500 acres, paddy, 2,780 acres,
and coconut and other cultivation,
9,720 acres, totalling a submerged area
of 15,680 acre feet. Diversion in the
case of the Mahaweli-ganga scheme is
124 miles and in the Kelani-ganga
scheme it is 116 miles. The discharge
rate in the Mahaweli-ganga scheme is
2,500 cusecs while in the Kelani-
ganga scheme the rate is 2,400
cusecs. The power we will have
is as follows : In the Mahaweli-ganga
scheme—Nugawela 120 MW, Uku-
wela 45 M.W., Diggala 45 M.W.,
Lennodara 33 M.W. and Canal Units
17 ML.W. totalling 260 M.W. In the
Kelani-ganga scheme the power from
Nawata is 40 M.W. Area benefited
under the Mahaweli-ganga Diver-
sion Scheme :

The cost in the case of the Maha-
weli-ganga Diversion Scheme is
Rs. 1,203 million and in the case of
the Kelani-ganga Basin Scheme is
Rs. 921 million.

You will see, Sir, that they are not
small schemes. I have given a com-
parative statement regarding the two
schemes.
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The extent of land to be submerged
in the Mahaweli-ganga Scheme is
3,300 acres and in the Kelani-ganga
Scheme 16,680 acres.

I have no intention of running down
one or the other scheme. These J
schemes are very vital for our people.
They should not be made a tool of the l
cold war or a subject of party poli-
tics. We should not try to see who |
beats whom in these two schemes. |
The success or failure of the Malwatu-
oya Scheme is life or death for the |
people of Mannar. Similarly, ‘the |
Mahaweli-ganga Scheme is every- ﬁ
thing for the people of Anuradhapura -'
District, Vavuniya and the Jaffna Dis- |
trict. Some people say that I am |
trying to take the Mahaweli-ganga to |
Hingurakgoda ; it is not so. |

The next subject I wish to go on to |
is land alienation. We are trying to |
implement what we mentioned in the |
Throne Speech on the question of |
subsidiary crops.

The company will hand over the
timber to the Forest Department.
The lease was given on the 23rd of
July. I must say that I have
reviewed the whole position, and I
whole-heartedly endorse what the
hon. Parliamentary Secretary and
the officials have done. I take full
responsibility for it. I am convinced
it has been done in the interests of
the country. Many people of that
area will get employment and also
people from outside. When these
jungles are opened up, employment
would first be given to the local
people, and only after that people
from outside will be taken in, as in
Minneriya and elsewhere.

Several questions were raised with
regard to power. With regard to the
question raisgd about street lighting
in Colombo, an agreement to hand
over street lighting in Colombo to the
municipality was prepared and sent
to the Colombo Municipal Council
for signature on 8th August, 1964,
and we have not yet received a com-
munication from the Colombo
Municipal Council.

Now, I come to the question of
complaints by consumers. In order
to deal expeditiously with the re-
quests as well as complaints from the
consumers in Colombo, a commer-
cial unit has been set up in the
Colombo Branch that will deal with
all the requirements of the con-
sumers. Similarly, Development
Engineers have been appointed in all
the areas outside Colombo, to look
after the consumers’ interests in the
outstations.

On the question of incorrect rendi-
tion of electricity bills, I should like
to state that most of the bills are
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prepared on the machines. A certain
amount of errors have crept into the
rendition of bills and arrangements
have already been made to train one
of our accountants, in one of the Area

Boards in the United Kingdom, on

machine billing procedure.

In order to facilitate the payment
of electricity bills by the consumers,
arrangements have been made to
receive payments at three branch
offices of the Bank of Ceylon, namely,
Kollupitiya Branch, Pettah Branch
and Hulftsdorp Branch.

In connection with the breakdowns,

I should like to say that the break-

downs in the supply is due either to
(a) over-loading of the system or
(b) earth leakage. An analysis of
these faults during the last few years
indicates that the majority of the
failures were due to earth leakages
caused by defective appliances in

consumers installations and not as a |

result of any shortcomings of the |

department.

In order to restore supply as |
quickly as possible, arrangements

have already been made to install a |
high  frequency communication |
system in Colombo. A similar instal- |
lation is being installed at Norton

Bridge. Carrier lines are being ex-

tended to strategic points on the|
department’s high tension network, |
namely, at Puttalam, Norton Power|
Station, Balangoda Primary Sub-i
station, Kelanitissa Power Station|
and Galle Primary Sub-station.

If you are thinking
of doing that on religious grounds
then you must also stop the catch-
ing of fich because millions and
millions of fish are being murdered
every day—they are also lives lost.
You cannot, therefore, get away by
saying that you are taking over the
race-course on relisious grounds
because of the gambling that is -
going on. I do hope that the Hon.
Minister, if he has set his mind to
take over the race-course, will give
another 100 acres in the Katukurunda
area so that these people may start
breeding ponies for they already
have about fifty ponies racing in
Colombo.

was continued because he found on
calculation that it would be possible
to get Rs. 52 million by way of taxa-~
tion from this source. I hope the Hon.

If
horse-racing is allowed in Colombo
or even in Katukurunda, as I said,
the C. T. C. will be able to give the
Minister almost Rs. 50 million.

The Ceylon Turf Club, after all,
is not a gambling club. It has been
established for the purpose of pro-
viding recreation to its members
and also to hold gymkhana meets
and so on ; this must be allowed to
continue. There is hardly any
recreation in Ceylon; when foreign
tourists visit our country there is
hardly any place to go and witness
something that is interesting.

Mr. Chairman, I think there is unity
in the expressions of hon. Members
this afternoon. They have all praise
for the Minister of Home Affairs. We
know that if there is any Minister
who is accessible, who gives every
Member of Parliament the right of
audience and listens to their grie-
vances realizing the fact that the
Member approaches the Minister with
a sense of responsibility, it is the Min-
ister of Home Affairs. When we go to
the Minister with a problem we in-
variably find that he studies the ques-
tion. He does not send us from one
head of department to another: or
from one table to another. After stu-
dying the question he first contacts
the officer concerned, finds out from
him the position and then gives the
order immediately. This action of the
Minister saves so much of time and
trouble to the Members of Parliament
and all of us are grateful to him. I am
not saying that other Ministers do not
attend to our problems, but if 'they
also could dispose of matters in that
fashion, much of the problems could
be solved.

There are certain matters that I
would like to bring to the notice of
the Hon. Minister, Much was said
about kachcheri administration. One
difficulty I find is that officers who
are appointed as Government Agents
are not acquainted with kachcheri
administration and we have found
some of them to be square pegs in
round holes. Some who are sent to
the district kachcheris are men who
have not had their ltraining in provin-
cial administration and, therefore,
when we approach them with certain
problems they find themselves in diffi-
culties and have to consult others
before they come to a decision.

I know, in the Kalutara Kachcheri
we had a Government Agent who had
everything at his finger tips. When-
ever we approached him on any
matter, it was disposed of in double
quick time. What has happened now?
That officer has been transferred to-
Colombo, to some Ministry or com-
mission, and we have another officer
sent in his place. He had a very good
training in Colombo, but not in pro-
vincial administration. Again he has
become either a square peg in a round
hole or a round peg in a square hole!
Therefore, it is very desirable to see
that kachcheris are entrusted to
officers who have had training in
kachcheri admininstration.

In regard to rural development
societies and rural administration, 1
would like to point out that in these
rural areas there are societies and
societies ; their activities overlap one
another and they work at a tangent.
There is no co-ordination. It is neces-
sary to bring about co-ordination at
every level. A suggestion has been
| made—I think the Hon. Minister is

aware of it and is attempting to carry
it out—that we should form electoral
co-ordinating committees. 1 would
like to commend that idea.

Therefore, I
would commend to the Hon. Minister
the idea of a co-ordinating committee
at an electoral level. It is very desir-
able and the suggestion must be im-
plemented without any delay.

Minister covering the entire range
of Government administration, my
opinion is that the Hon. Minister of
Home Affairs is the real omnipotent
Minister. He is the person whose
work stretches into every conceiva-
ble field of Government activity.
His government agents and kach-
cheris have got their finger on the
pulse at the points where this has
got to be kept—in the remotest
areas. It is his administration that
ultimately makes the Government
meaningful to the people. The
powers are there.

His government agents sit in their
kachcheris. They seem to imasine
that their principal function relates
to land work; it is not so. They
have got all the powers of deputy
food controllers, deputy price con-
trollers, they are deputies in prac-
tically every  department  of
government activity connected with
agriculture, especially when the
Government is now talking in terms
of an agricultural boost in order to
solve the problems relating to the
cost of living. May I ask whether
the Hon. Minister is really satisfied
with the working of the kachcheris,
the initiative and the efforts shown
by his officers ?

We read in the papers that the
price control laws are satisfactory.
As far as I am aware it is true there
is a minimum punishment imposed
for price control even now in the
form of a jail sentence, but the fault
of our courts is that, every time a
person is convicted, the sentence of
imprisonment that is imposed is only
till the rising of court. The powers are
there. There is a compulsory jail
sentence today for price control
offences, but this is not imposed.

There is power under the Licen-
sing of Traders Act under which
the government agents can take
action. Of course, certain of the
punishments they have power to
impose have been held by _the
Supreme Court to be ultra wvires
gince ‘their appointments have not
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been made by the Judicial Service
Commssion. But if the Hon. Minis-
ter can regularize it in regard to the
Kathi Courts, what is the difficulty
in introducing similar amending
legislation to make the Licensing of
Traders Act an effective instrument
to enforce price control legislation ?
Therefore, I do urge this Govern-
ment, if they are sincere in bringing
down the cost of living and if they
really want to entorce the price
control laws, that they should
introduce this amending legislation
if the machinery is ineffective.

Every case of profiteering that is
going on cannot be detected. But is
it the attempt of the Government to
catch every single case ? No. What
the Government seeks to do is to
catch a few persons and to give such
condign punishment in such a form
that it becomes a deterrent to the
others. If that is the objective of
the Government what is the diffi-
culty in regard to any commodity at
all ? By a mere stroke of the pen it
is quite possible to bring under
price control any single commodity
in this country, let it be fish, let it
be meat, let it be vegetables. There
is nothing to stop the Hon. Minister
from imposing a price ceiling if he
is sincere and serious about bringing
down the cost of living. No amend-
ment to the Price Control Act is
required for this purpose.

Therefore, I do say, Mr. Minister,
that while it may be the duty of
your Colleague from on high to
settle the major problems, it is your
duty to deal with the problems in
the little villages, to go down to the
grass ronts of the administration
which you alone can reach. There-
fore, I do urge that some immediate
action should be taken and that you
should not be so slow in moving the
parliamentary  process towards
achieving the objects you want, and
you shall certainly have our
co-operation.

One last word, and that relates to
the political activities of public
servants. We heard a lot when we
debated it in regard to teachers. I
shall not express any opinion of the

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rights and wrongs of the policy you
follow. But if it is your policy that
public servants should not take part
in politics—I think you yours:elf
have on more than one occasion
referred to the case of grama-
sevakas—may I request you fto
investigate only the case of a grama-
sevakaya who actually _appeared
and presented himself as a counting
agent for the United National Party
at the last elections? The Govern-
ment Agent who was the Returning
Officer is aware of it. An objection
was taken but nothing has hap-
pened up to date. I believe he was
under interdiction and was restored
to service. If it interests you, I will
give you the name. I do not want
to embarrass anybody. He calls
himself now Ansiri Attanagalla, his
original name was Antony Cyril—
a particular gentleman in my
electorate.

I am only giving this to you as an
instance to show you that if you are
seeking to enforce a policy and to
see that political action must be
punished, you should do it uniformly
throughout the entirety of the
Public Service. You are probably
unaware of this case. But Mr. B. H.
de Zoysa, the Returning Officer, and
the Commissioner cf Inland Revenue
who was the Returning Officer for
this particular electorate were
aware of it. An objection was taken
and it was solemnly argued by the
U. N. P. candidate that there was
nothing wrong in it. Therefore, I
bring Lhis to your notice as an
instance, which I am in a position
to prove, to show you, that Govern-
ment must adopt one standard and
not dual standards.

Mr. Chairman, I have to bring to
the attention of the Hon. Minister
one or two things. First, in regard
to the obtaining of birth certificates,
we have quite a lot of difficulty in
obtaining birth certificates, specially
in regard to those of school children.
These difficulties arise mainly
because the district kachcheris do
not have the necessary accommoda-
tion and officials. T should like to
suggest to the Hon. Minister to see

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whether he can use his good offices
with the Hon. Minister of Education
in this matter. Affidavits can be
obtained but affidavits are valid only
for three months, If the Hon. Minis-
ter can use his good offices with the
Hon. Minister of Education and see
that affidavits are made valid at least
for six months I am sure most of
these difficulties that obtain now can
be eliminated.

One thing more in regard to affi-
davits. I feel that the Hon, Minister
should consider the possibility of
doing away with the stamp fee on
affidavits, especially, for schoo]
children. This step would be similar
to the step that has been taken in
regard to the rice ration books, It is
quite easy and there should be no
difficulty in doing that.

In regard to the excise policy, of
course, I leave it to the Hon, Minister
to decide that, but I would like to say
something with regard to the Excise
Department. Originally, the Depart-
ment dealt with the prevention and
detection of excise crime and collec-
tion of revenue. Due to the corrup-
tion prevailing and for various other
reasons the Huxham Commission
was appointed somewhere in 1945,
The report of that Commission was
issued in 1947. The Huxham Com-
mission recommended that there
should be two units, namely, one for
the collection of revenue which was
to come under the Excise Depart-
ment, and the other, called the
Striking Force, to deal with the
detection and prevention of excise
crime. This recommendation was
implemented in 1952. When it was
implemented in 1952, nine districts
came under the Striking Force and
they were placed under the Govern-
ment Agents, and the excise officers
came under the Excise Department.

In 1956, somehow or other there
was a change and the Government
Agents handed over the Striking
Force also to the Excise Commis-
sioner. Since then there has been a
big controversy whether or not these
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two units should be merged, and as
a result we had the M. G. Perera
Committee sitting in 1962.

The exact position, then, is this:
the police is doing excise work of
preventing excise crimes in all urban
areas. The Striking Force is doing
prevention and detection of excise
crimes in nine districts. In the rest
of the districts prevention of excise
crime and also collection of revenue
are done by the Excise Department.
. That is the exact position today.

What I feel is this: the police has
the necessary resources to under-
take the work of prevention of
excise crime, and it would be
~ advantageous if the rest of the
districts also—now that we have the
Excise Striking Force operating only
in nine districts—could have the
services of this Striking Force ; and
that work too brought under the
police. Scrap the Excise Department.
The Excise Department should not
continue even for another day. The
growth of the flourishing kassippu
industry itself is a vote of no confi-
dence on the Excise Department.
With regard to the collection of
revenue, hand that over to the
Government Agents. I am making
these suggestions until you finally
decide on your excise policy.

The next point I wish to touch on
is in regard to the registration of
deeds. The Muslims in this country
have been undergoing terrible diffi-
culties under the Finance Act of
1963. This Finance Act of 1963 is a
most insulting, inhuman piece of
legislation that has been imposed on
the minorities of this country by the
last Government.

But what we want is
immediate action. The last Govern-
ment made every Muslim and Tamil
in this country, by reason of his
name, a suspect, a kallathoni. That
is the real interpretation of the
Finance Act of 1963. If we pay taxes,
if we obey the laws, if we have the
right of suffrage and the right to
choose a Government, and yet if our

"citizenship is suspected, then any
Government that is formed can also |

be irregular.

Now, Sir, this is very unfair. I
appeal to the Hon. Minister to take
immediate steps to see that this
difficulty is got over. At least until
some step is taken, I wish to appeal
to the Hon. Minister to see that the
ge names are accepted. Muslims in
the Kandyan areas have ge names—
they have Sinhalese ge names—and
that should be sufficient to accept ag
bona fide proof.

It is the District Registrar
decides whether you could be treated
as a citizen or not. If he decides you
are not a citizen in his opinion, you
are not allowed to appeal to the
Registrar-General; you have to
appeal to the Permanent Secretary to
the Ministry of Defence and External
Affairs.

Wherever a District Regis- |

citizen or not, I would appeal to the |
Hon. Minister to see that the papers |

are sent up to the Registrar-General |
for his decision instead of leaving 1t .

to a Grade II clerk to decide.

The next point is in regard to the
registration of births. For every
korale there is a Registrar of Births
and Deaths. Wherever there is ‘a
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large concentration of Muslims—I
use the word “large concentration
—I should like to request the Hon.
Minister to see that an Additional
Registrar is appointed. The idea is
this. When the names are taken
down—I will not blame non-Muslim
or Sinhalese Registrars who are not
familiar with Muslim names—even if
one alphabet is omitted that creates
a problem for that Muslim. I do not
want this request treated as a narrow
one. Wherever there is a large con-
centration of Muslims I would appeal
to the Hon. Minister to see that an
Additional Registrar of Births is
appointed.

There are Tamils in the Kandyan
- areas—Hindus. They choose an aus-
' picious day for weddings. Very often
their calendar coincides with the
Sinhalese Buddhist calendar. It so
happens that there is a rush in the
kachcheris on auspicious days to
register marriages. Very often, these
poor people have to come on two
days for the registration of marriages
because of the rush at the kachcheri.
There is a simple solution to this.
Wherever there is a large concentra-
fion of Hindus or Tamils, I would
appeal to the Hon. Minister to see
that an Additional Registrar is
appointed. It will not cost the
Government anything ; on the other
hand, it will bring revenue to
Government, and at the same time
& large number of people will be
benefited. After all, a man gets
married only once in a lifetime!

Finally, may I ask the Hon. Minis-
ter to scrap the Excise Department.
For one thing, its rules and regula-
tions are antiquated and outmoded.
It is an offence if a man possesses
two bottles of arrack or toddy but if
a man has two thousand bottles of
whisky or beer it is not an offence.
This is ridiculous. Therefore, I wish
to appeal to the Hon. Minister to see
that the Excise Department is
scrapped whatever his excise policy

is going to be.

I
would urge that this adjustment be
made administratively, because, I
have myself suffered. My letters to
the kachcheri have been rejected
although I had known these Muslim
people for over 30 years.

With regard to gramasevakas may
I also appeal to the Hon. Minister
that these temporary appointments of
ex-headmen be done away with, and
new appointments of gramasevakas
be expedited.

On the question of the Wakf Act,
although it is true the last Govern-
ment could not get it through, may
I point out that there are two
aspects ? One is the question of
divorce in the future, and the other,
regularizing what has already been
done in the past, that is, the decisions
made by XKathis appointed by the -
Minister. That is really the major

problem, and that has to be solved.
That is the matter on which we got
delayed because there was not the
two-thirds majority necessary for the
purpose of giving effect to it. It
was no act of deliberate delay on the
part of the last Government.

I am glad to see that the Hon. Min-
ister, who was not happy about my
toddy proposal, has accepted a
mee ra proposal.

I shou'd like to bring to the notice
of the Hon. Minister the difficulties
that parcnts face in obtaining the
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birth certificates of children. As hon.
Members are aware, in the absence
of birth certificates it is difficult to
obtain admission to schools, difficult
to find employment, impossible to
apnrly for permission to travel abroad.
I know of a case where an applica-
tion was made for a birth certificate
two years ago, and numerous remind-
ers undcer registered cover have fail-
ed tc bring about any result. I think
the kachcheri system is a complete
failure. It may be that the heads of
departments are all right, but some-
thing 1s wrong with the subordinate
staff. They fail to acknowledge the
receipt of letters and no notice is
taken of them. This is one of the im-
portant matters I wanted to bring to
the notice of the Hon. Minister. 1
endorse the view of hon. Members
that theve should be a reform of the
kachcheri system.

Another matter I want to mention
is that plantation workers are being
deprived of their guns for no reason.
Although workers have possessed
guns for 30, 40, even 50 years on
licences icsued, of late the tendency
has been to confiscate the guns.
Recently, it was as a result of timely
int=rvention that the auction of guns
w.s abandoned for the time being.
Workers are themselves sports-
minded, like the Hon. Minister, and
they also deserve the opportunity to
hunt in their leisure time. Many
workers own vegetable plots which
they are unable to protect without
guns. One man brought it to my
notice that his house had been
burgled twice when he had no gun
but that when he owned a gun, there
had been no trouble. That his gun was
recently taken away and his house
has been burgled again. That is the
state of affairs.

I see no justification for the
confiscation of guns belonging to
these porr workers. What is worse,
no compensation is paid on confisca-
tion. Even in the case of those who
have pasced away, no compensation
has been paid. It is a case of confisca-
ticn and auction. I heardiirecently

that all these confiscated guns are
piled up and a steam-roller is sent
over them to destroy them. Guns are
useful, particularly for the protection
of food crops. It is criminal to
confiscate and destroy them.

I should also like to mention that

I find in the Estimates that
only a sum of Rs. 4.2 million has been
provided. It isin the Kandyan areas,
particularly the plantation areas, that
so rmauch as Rs. 62 million is contri-
buted by employers by way of E.P.F.
payments. Cannot a fair portion of
that be loaned to the Kandyan
peasantry ? They say it is Rs. 4.2
million whereas the annual E.P.F.
contribution made by all employees
in the Island, and more from the
Kandyan plantation area, runs to as
much as Rs. 62 million. I think hon.

We must
demand it, I say. We all know in
what plight the Kandyan villagers
are living. We all come from that
area ; we know their difficulties and
it is no pleasure to listen to speeches
here—[Interruptien].

There are a few points I would wish
to raise. I will not take long. The first
point is with regard to 'the bus ser-
vices. I would like to know from the
Hon. Minister why there is this per-
sistence in transferring bus workers
like any other Government servants.
The Hon. Minister is surely aware
that bus workers, save in exceptional
cases where the exigencies of the ser-
vice demand, have not been itrans-
ferred. But what is happening at the
present moment? Indiscriminate
transfer of bus workers from one
place to another is continuously
taking place at the request of various
busy-bodies. It just seems to be un-
fair, because most of 'these bus wor-
kers are people from their localities
who have their own families and who
have no other special arrangements
to make when they get transferred to
other places. Traditionally, it has
always been held that, except in un-
usual cases, bus workers should be
allowed to continue in their home
stations where they are accustomed
to and where they have been fixed. I
am sorry to say that this has not been
adhered to, and at the present
moment a considerable number of

transfers are taking place by way of

political victimization.

While that is going on, another

strange thing is happening particu-
larly—may I give an example ? —at
Avissawella. There was a gentleman
called Samarakoon working at Avis-
sawella. He was working as deputy
manager at one time. But what did I
find ? He was more interested in two
cinemas that he was running than in
his job and he was utilizing the tele-
phones in the depot at Avissawella for
his private work. This was before the
period of the Hon. Minister. I made
representations myself. The board
held an inquiry and ordered his
immediate transfer. He refused to
accept the transfer and he resigned,
but after your Government came in,
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he has been re-employed. He is a
person who resigned on his own
because he would not accept a trans-
fer. He has been re-employed and he
has been given a much higher
position than the people who were

working in that place.

In addition to his duties he has been
appointed an Inquirer into Sudden
Deaths and a J. P. I have no objection
to his being made a J. P. and so on.
But I do say this. After inquiry the
then Board of Management found that
this man was not carrying out his
duties properly. They did not dismiss
him, they did not even interdict him,
but they transferred the man—I do
not know whether it was to Rat-
napura or some other place—and he
then resigned because his private
business was more important. How
can you bring him back to the same
place ?

What is he doing today ? He is
carrying on his same private business.
He is running two cinemas in Avis-
sawella. How can he do his work as a
responsible officer in a depot where
his full-time occupation is attending
to his private business of looking
after cinemas ? That is the kind of
thing that is happening.

I do think, therefore, now that
reasonable time has elapsed, the bus
services can get back to nocrmal func-
tioning and these indiscriminate
transfers and political vietimization
stopped. I think, it is time that the
services of people, like Mr. Samara-
koon, who are really not interested in
bus services be dispensed with or that
such persons are transferred to places
where their full-time can be devoted
to the purpose of looking after  the
buses.
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In this connection, may I also know
what has happened to the scheme
which we were putting into execu-
tion, in the first instance, of assem-
bling bus chassis here and gradually
over a period of time manufacturing
buses ? That scheme was worked out,
open tenders were called for, some
discussions took place and I think the
scheme was put into operation or the
preliminaries were worked out when
the last Government went out of
office. May I know the present posi-
tion with regard to this matter ? I
would also like to know whether the
Government intends to proceed with
this matter. In the first instance, we
will, of course, assemble chassis and
thereafter gradually assemble buses.
That was the scheme we had, of
manufacturing certain parts here,
utilizing the wvarious existing work-
shops for the purpose, and then as we
go along, over a period of four to five
years, to manufacture our own buses.
In point of fact, if I remember right,
there was an agreement to enable us
to even export these chassis to certain
countries where these chassis could
be sold.

Then, Sir I would also like to have
from the Hon. Minister some state-
ment with regard to the petrol
refinery project. The Hon. Minister
is perhaps aware that though they
could not finalize the matter, tenders
were called for this before the last
Government went out of office.
I think, tenders were closed before
the last Government went out of
office. They could not be opened be-
cause the tenders were sent to ex-
perts for their opinion with regard to
the various tenders that were sub-
mitted. I do not know what has
happened since and we would like
to know what the present position is
with regard to the petrol refinery
project.

One other question; I am very
sorry, and, I think, all of us should be
sorry that the Hon. Minister could
not persuade the Conference Lines to
remove the surcharge completely. I
am sorry he did not succeed.—
[Imtervantion]. VYes, they have
succeeded to some extent. There

There
are very many countries where worst
labour relations obtain in their ports
but nevertheless no surcharge has
been imposed. Because we are a poor
and small country these various
people think that they can exploit the
situation, and, I believe, all these
surcharges are thoroughly unjustified.
I do not want to say much on this
matter, but, as far as we are con-
cerned, we will give our support to
see that these surcharges are re-
moved. They are a serious drain on
the resources of this country.

There is one other matter that I
wish to deal with. Under Head 85,
Vote 2, sub-head 15, provision has
been made in a sum of Rs. 500,000 for
assistance for sports activities. This
is a substantial sum of money for a
start. I am glad about this and I
would certainly like to know the
plans the Hon. Minister has in mind
for the distribution of this money. I
remember that the then Minister of
Industries, Mr. Maithripala Senana-
yeke, originally had a project of
establishing a national council for
sport. We met a number of represen-
tatives of what may be called national
bodies of sports, like the All Ceylon
Rugby Union and the All Ceylon
Tennis Association and so on, in
order to try and work out the preli-
minaries of a national council of
sport.

I do not know how the Hon. Minis-
ter is setting about his task but I
certainly think that whatever help is
given should be given to national
organizations and not to small bodies
and those national organizations
should be asked to plan a develop-
ment scheme. Our efforts should be to
see that sport is extended to the rural
areas. In a small country like Ceylon
we cannot possibly have quality un-
less we have the quantity and we
must spread our sport activities to
the rural areas so that we may have
larger numbers to draw from.

CTE VEHICLES USED FOR NON-CTB WORK.

Coalition Minister used seven cars,
Land Rover, motor cycle.”
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“Investigations relating to the use of
C. T. B. vehicles during the last General
Election have disclosed that a Coalition
Minister had used seven cars, a Land
Rover and a motor cycle, for purposes
unconnected with C. T. B. operations.

This investigation was carried out by
two C. T. B. Directors—Major 'C. A.
Dharmapala and Mr. Oscar de Livera.
They have submitted their report for
consideration of the Board.
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Their investigations reveal that the
release of these vehicles appears to have
been made on orders purporting to come
from the Ministry.

Request for vehicles was ‘by demand’
and the release was made under pressure

thus removing any vestige of legal
validity attached to the use of such
vehicles, say the directors in their

report. No log sheets were used on these
vehicles although the organization’s rules
make this an absolute requirement.

New Vehicles: Nearly all the vehicles
concerned are of recent’ registration.
Repairs on twelve occasions were done
to some of them within four months.

The total cost of private mileage

“The Report pinpoints the use of the
motor cycle belonging to the Matugama
Depot for election work in a neighbour-
ing electorate.

find in the mornings, evenings and
during busy
ing day, these old buses parked on

hours of the work- ¥
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the roadside like tortoises. It is a
sight to see. Even school children
have to suffer thereby because we do
not have educational facilities as in
other parts of the country. The
children, both boys and girls, have
to come from distances of 4 or 5 or
6 miles to the bigger schools. Some-
times they have to wait for three or
four hours for a bus and go back
home as there is no bus. So I would
request the Hon. Minister of
Nationalized Services to see that the
chairman or some responsible officer
visits Kalmunai and Akkaraipattu
areas with a view to finding out the
needs of those areas with regard to
the bus services. I am very grateful
to the Hon. Minister of Nationalized
Services because he tells me that he
himself will visit the area.

The other matter is somewhat of a
more important nature. It is about
the price of petroleum products. I
think the prices of these articles were

- fixed at a time when the private

sector enjoyed a monopoly of the
import and distribution of petroleum
products. I take as an illustration
the price of petrol. In Colombo, a
gallon of petrol—“ Super-petrol ”—is
Rs. 3.30. But in Kalmunai, a gallon
costs Rs. 3.61; that is, 31 cents more
on every gallon of petrol.

Today, the Government enjoys a

- monopoly in the import and distri-
- bution of petrol. I can understand a

private company importing petrol
and charging wvarious rates in
different parts of the country. They
have their headquarters in Colombo

 and they can afford to distribute the
| petrol to

consumers in Colombo
without adding any transport charges.
But when Government is in charge
of the import of petrol, it is in duty
bound to distribute it to everybody
at a uniform price, because, I believe,
Government exists to the same
degree in Colombo as in any uther
part of the country. Its existence 1s
felt uniformly throughout the iengin
and breadth of this country. It is not
the fault of the person living in
Kalmunai that he does not live in
in

' Colombo.

What happens now is that the
corporation passes on the transport
charges to the consumers. I have
gone into this matter very carefully.
I say it is immoral, it is wrong for
the Government or the Petroleum
Corporation to do this. Just imagine
our cost of living being higher tnan
that in Colombo. The price difference
prevails not only with regard to
petrol or kerosene. The position is
the same with regard to several
other items like maldive fish and,
what is worse, even rice.

A measure of rice is supposed to be
sold at 25 cents. If the Government
dares to increase the price of rice by
even two cents, there will be a
terrible uproar in the country. But do
you know that in Kalmunai we pay
29 cents for a measure of rice ? What
is worse, that rice is grown in Batti-
caloa ; it is bought by Government in
Batticaloa and sold to the consumers
in Batticaloa at 4 cents more than
the price at which it is sold to the
consumer in Colombo. I will come to
that aspect of the matter when I deal
with the Votes of my Hon. Friend
the Minister of Commerce and
Trade.

However, I would like to pin-point
this problem to show the entire in-
compatibility of this whole system.
There is a history to this. One can
understand the Esso Company or the
Shell Company doing this because
they had their headquarters in
Colombo. The distributors in Kal-
munai bought the petrol in Colombo
at prices prevalent in Colombo and
they had to bear the transport
charges. Now the import and distri-
bution of petroleum products has
been nationalized and the Petroleum
Corporation enjoys a monopoly.
Therefore, the corporation must
distribute petrol, kerosene and diesel
—whatever products they import—to
evervbody throughout the length and
breadth of Ceylon at the same price.

In other words, petrol must be sold
throughout the country at Rs. 3.45
a 'galier—or whatever price is fixed.
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The Colombo man too should have to
bear transport charges. It is wrong to
split the c.i.f. price, the net price, or
gross price or whatever it is among
certain consumers. What matters is
the price at which it is sold. We
cannot make a difference between the
Colombo consumer and the consumer
in Hambantota. This may be a new
idea but it is an idea to which the
Hon. Minister should give serious
consideration.

More than 80 or 90 per cent. of
the people live in the provinces but
there is a greater consumption of
petrol and kerosene in Colombo so
that, in the final analysis, I think, the
corporation will not suffer though, of
course, the people in Colombo will
have to pay a little more than what
they are paying now. But they will
be paying the same price that every-

body else pays and that is perfectly
fair.
