Mr. Speaker, with your permis-
sion, I wish to refer to the passing
away of Mr. T. Quentin Fernando,
Member of Parliament for Negombo
and Deputy Chairman of Com-
mittees.

The late Mr. Fernando had his
early education at St. Mary’s College,
Negombo. He entered the Ceylon
Law College and passed out as 2
Proctor in 1921. For sixteen years
he practised as a Proctor and Notary
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in Negombo and he was a prominent
figure at the Bar. He was Vice-
Chairman of the Negombo Urban
Council for two terms and the
Chairman for two and a half years.

A keen educationist and social
worker, the late Mr. Fernando
servel on the Rural Education
District Committee as its Chairman.
He joined the Bench in 1937 as the
Acting Chief Magistrate, Colombo.
Thereafter he was appointed Chief
Magistrate, Colombo, and then
Magistrate, Kandy. A few years
later he was promoted as a District
Judge and served in many parts of
the Island until his retirement as
District Judge, Galle.

After his retirement from the

judiciary he went back to politics.
He represented the Negombo Electo-
rate in this House since March 1960.
In 1965 he retained his seat by a
very large majority of votes. He
espoused many a cause that brought
solace to the poor of his area. He
waged a relentless war against the
black-marketeers and profiteers and
advocated the cause of rural educa-
tion which helped many backward
villages in his district.

We all knew him, Mr. Speaker, as
a very pleasant and unassuming
Member of this House. When
opportunity afforded itself for him
to occupy the Chair of this House he
carried out his duties with accept-
ance to all of us. I do not hesitate
to say, Mr. Speaker, that he was a
charming gentleman who did his
duty well by this House and by the
country. He was a devoted Roman
Catholic and the vast gathering that
was present at his funeral was an
indication of his popularity. The
references made in various courts in
this country amply prove in what
high esteem and regard he was held
in the courts he presided over either
as Magistrate or as District Judge.
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Mr. Speaker, on behalf of all
Members of this House I wish
to record our sincere regrets at the
passing away of Mr. Fernando and
kindly request you to convey our
deepest sympathies to his widow and
the other bereaved members of his
family.

We were discussing on the last
occasion the Supplementary Estimate
moved by the Government for the
payment of a subsidy to producers
whose tea fetches a low price.

On this subject there is also a
Bill, which is the next item on the
Order Paper. and I have no desire
to anticipate the item by discus-
sing it now. But the Hon. Minister,
in reply to a question from one of
his own back-banchers on the last
occasion on which we met, when one
of the Government’s own back-
benchers chose the occasion to
entertain us with a dissertation
partly on tea and partly on the
vagaries of the Hon. Minister con-
cerned, was pleased to let us know
what his intentions were in regard
to some of the matters that have
become so controversial today in
respect of tea.

It is our position that the kind of
measures that have been placed
before us—this Supplementary Esti-
mate, the general proposal of the
Hon. Minister to give relief to the
small producer, the new system of
taxation which he is proposing with
his next Bill—are measures which
do not in any way stand up to
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the real problem confronting this
country in respect of tea. I think it
is time that we all went into this
question with some degree of
thoroughness, at least for the pur-
pose of ascertaining what ought to
be done.

I know that there was a seminar
the other day on the question of how
to promote the sale oi tea. I read
with some interest the accounts that
appeared in the daily press. We
were not privileged to be present at
those deliberations, but in a way I
am glad that we were not present
because there was only one long
tale of woe, a long jeremiad in
regard to the collapsing prices, andi
an anxiety to give expression to what
is fundamental to this question,
namely, the lack of desire on the
part of the Hon. Minister, and,
perhaps, his Government or very
likely his Government, to conduct
the necessary battle for the purpose
of stabilizing prices to such extent
as may be possible.

The Hon. Minister is faced with a
conspiracy. He has got to face up
to a conspiracy. It is what was
once called by a writer of detective
stories “an open conspiracy ”. The
conspiracy is one that I have dealt
with before this on the Floor of this
House in relation to the question of
tea in particular and of falling
prices of primary products in general.
I shall come back to that question
later. He is also faced with a purely
local conspiracy which has nothing
to do with the external forces that
he has got to deal with, and it is in
relation to the local matters that
his measures today have some
relevance, namely, in relation to the
problems confronting him in regard
to the tea market in so far as anv of
those transactions are conducted
within this Island. Even though
the next Bill also orovoses a tax in
relation to sales abroad, under this
Bill the operations are those which
are confined at the moment to the
limits of this Island.

There are two aspects of this
matter: one, the question  of, the
attempt on the part of whataI might
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openly refer to as the _imperllah_st
countries, still functioning within
tne ambit of imper.alist policies, to
keep the prices of primary products
down as a new system of exploita-
tion of their former colonies; the
other is the attempt on the part of
the tea producers and those who
handle the commodity for sale,
whether internally or for the purpose
of export, to extract, by fair means
or foul, the maximum profit within
the limits set in the foreign market.

The Hon. Minister is faced with
this problem of granting relief to
those whose teas have suffered as a
result of the operations of the im-
perialist countries and their attempt
to keep down the prices of primary
products—of granting relief to pro-
ducers who have suffered in that
way. Within that context there is
a minor problem, namely, the ques-
tion of the behaviour of the Medi-
terranean countries, principally the
Arab countries, in regard to our tea.
T mentioned the tactlessness of this
Government in according the status
of a State guest to a person who had
to flee his country, the United Arab
Republic, to avoid arrest on a charge
of being a party to a consviracy
aimed at the life of Colonel Gamal
Abdel Nasser, leader of the United
Arab Republic. It was a piece of
tactlessness on the part of this
Government into which they were
led by no less a person than my good
Friend, the Hon. Minister of Labour,
Employment and Housing. That had
a very serious effect upon the prices
of teas in relation to the Middle East
market. One cannot accord these
honours to persons who are disliked
by those countries for the reason that
I mentioned and at the same time
expect those countries to come to our
rescue and purchase our tea in a big
way.

The entire question of the Middle
East market, principally in relation
to certain qualities of teas that we
produce—not necessarily the best—
the behaviour of the Middle FEast
market in relation to that. is in fact
a specialized problem to which T must
say, 1o Minister has yet properly
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given his mind. I am aware of the
fact that at the time Iraqg decided to
nationalize the tea trade in that coun-
try, when we were faced with tae
question of negotiating with Iraq on
the question of the purchasing of tea
here, the hon. Member for Yatiyan-
tota (Dr. N. M. Perera) as Minister
of Finance, and the then Minister of
Trade and Commerce of the Coalition
Government, were anxious to pursue
this problem in an atmosphere of
friendliness and co-operation in order
to seek the maximum benefit out of
bilateral agreements with countries
like Iraq and with other countries in
the Middle East, and seek through
those means to achieve some degree
of stability in regard to the prices of
tea.

That attempt was brought to
naught, I am sorry to say, by our
bureaucracy. I am not saying any-
thing against anybody in the Tea
Control Department; but I must
certainly state that I was present at
some of the preliminary discussions
at administrative level, conducted by
the Ministry of Commerce and Trade
on this matter ; and there was no one
more disappointed than I at the
attitude taken by some of our leading
bureaucrats, who are expected to be
experts in trade and commerce. Even
a complete ignoramus like myself in
regard to commerce could see that
the whole attitude was one that pro-
claimed that there were depths below
depths in the matter of ignorance.
They were anxious to find excuses for
the Iraqis—more anxious than the re-
presentatives of the Government of
Iraq themselves. The whole question
of trade between Iran and Iraq, and
the promotion of sales of tea in Iran,
was a sealed book to the Department
of Commerce. As far as those pro-
blems were concerned, they were not
the least interested in trying to find
some way of breaking through into
that market in a new way. Bein~
verv well aware of the competition,
principally from India, both in recard
to the Middle East market as well as
in regard to the Australian market,
how it would be possible to promote
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our teas in those markets was not a
question that was properly and
scientifically studied. 1 mention
this in regard to the question of
falling prices because much damage
was done as a result of treating as an
honoured State guest a conspirator
against the life of Gamal Abdel
Nasser.

Apart from that matter, the whole
question of the Middle East market
is one that requires careful study.
Every Minister of Commerce and
Trade, shortly after he is appointed,
pays a visit to the Middle East coun-
tries, comes back to Ceylon via the
U. A. R. and Sudan, hoping to promote
sales of tea in those markets. Discus-
sions are held at very high levels,
very good dinners are eaten, toasts
are proposed, pledges of amity are
taken, and professions of eternal
friendship are uttered on all sides.
But the tea market remains the
same ! Every Minister goes round in
that way but achieves precious little.
The hon. Surgeon in the other place,
who at the moment is handling the
subject, did the same thing. He also
went round. It is almost a beaten
track for the Ministers of Commerce
and Trade. After his visit, I must say,
I was able to see some of the resulis
of his visit, see whether these results
were profitable or not, because I also
happened to be in Cairo at that time.
After this visit, the tea market, as far
as the Middle East was concerned,
collapsed completely. I am not
blaming him. There are forces out-
side his control.

That too is a part of the U. A. R.

I mentioned this to show that we
are really tinkering with this prob-
lem without getting down to the
basic questions involved in this
matter. We have to seek new
markets and handle the various
qualities of our tea in a new way.

There is not the slightest evidence
that this Government is even
capable of any new thinking upon
this matter. That is why I say that
I was depressed when I looked at the
proceedings of the recent seminar on
tea.

I was looking forward to it with
some degree of hope, a hope that
something might come out of it, But
having read the proceedings I was
more depressed than ever before
because I realized that the thinking
there was travelling in the same old
grooves, that it was impossible for
these people to think afresh, and
that as far as any contribution could
be made by that venerated institu-
tion in this country, the Ceylon
Chamber of Commerce, no help could
be expected from that quarter for the
purpose of stabilizing prices of tea or
of any other commodity in the inter-
national market.

I know the extent of the depen-
dence of this Government politically
on the Ceylon Chamber of Commerce,
but that is another matter. When
the dependence upon the Ceylon
Chamber of Commerce is for advice
on economic affairs it is time to advise
the Government that they are going
to the wrong quarter. Even a mild
proposal put forward byiadperson
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with whose views I do not generally
agree, Mr. N. U. Jayawardena, to the
Ceylon Chamber of Commerce, of
which I know he is a distinguished
member, that the Ceylon Chamber of
Commerce might take the step of
asking the British Government to
have the British Monopolies Commis-
sion investigate the activities and
behaviour of the firms participating
at the London auction from the point
of view of breaking up any existing
monopolies there which act adversely
in respect of our prices, received the
coldest possible reaction within the
Chamber.

There are no great political impli-
cations in regard to such a request.
Britain is not going to break off
diplomatic relations with  this
country ; nor is it going to expel us
from the Commonwealth ; nor is it
going to declare war on the Hon.
Dudley Senanayake treating him as
if he were an Ian Smith. No such
calamities could be expected from
such a proposal.

Here is a field in which it is easy
to demonstrate that we are in the
grip of monopolistic action both in the
London auction as well as in the
local auction on a smaller scale. Even
a simple request to have the acti-
vities of giant monopolies investi-
gated at that level receives the
coldest possible treatment within the
Chamber of Commerce. It is almost
as if it were a refrigeration chamber.

To come back to this question of
the open conspiracy, one side of it, as
I mentioned before, flows from the
parlous situation in which the big
metropolitan countries found them-
selves at the end of World War II.
Independence had 1o be given to a
large number of countries and the
political control of the imperialist
centre upon the colonies was broken.
They had, therefore, to find a new
way of exploitation, and from some-
where in the early fifties a conscious
and deliberate attempt was made to
formulate a policy of exploitation

through trade, or, as it is today,
through a combination of trade and
aid.

Trade and aid—these are the new
instruments of neo-colonialist exploi-
tation. I have no desire to read to
this House a lesson in elementary
economics in regard to the behaviour
of these neo-colonialist powers today.
I recommend to Members the studies
made in that direction by no less a
person than the late Professor Baran,
and by a former mentor of the Hon.
Minister of Industries and Fisheries,
Professor Scott Nearing—studies
which are very revealing both in
regard to the American colossus as
well as in regard to the minor imper-
rialists, Britain, Portugal, Belgium
and others.

Now, Sir, the other side of the
matter is the local market, which is
also handled through the Colombo
auctions. I have to express my
regret that our recent preoccupation
with by-elections has prevented my
marshalling the necessary quotations
which would have demonstrated
indubitably that this Government
and the parties represented within
this Government are only too ready
to condemn a proposal when it is put
forward by someone else and to
adopt it with the greatest readiness
when they are in office.

The hon. Member for Yatiyantota
(Dr. N. M. Perera), when he
was Minister of Finance, raised
here very forcibly in the Budget
Debate of 1964, the question of
the domination of monopolies in the
Colombo auctions, and the manner
in which those auctions were rigged.
The whole question of the division of
teas was gone into. I do not want to
be too technical in this matter. It is
a question of keeping at a certain
price all the teas that are to be
bought, with one bidder bidding for
the entire quantity and the others
obtaining portions thereof after divi-
sion.
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There were certain remedies that
the hon. Mamber for Yatiyantota, at
that time the Minister of Finance,
proposed. One was that the Ceylon
Government should enter as a bidder
in the auctions both in London as well
as in Ceylon—which, of course, has
its own implications. It means that
thereafter you must have your own
machinery for the disposal of the pro-
duct ; you must have your own sales
agencies thereafter. You cannot do
this without setting up your own
sales machinery. That is admitted. It
was to be the starting point, the
beginning of such an institution.
That was one of the proposals he put
forward. There were a number of
other proposals which he had in mind,
some of which were referred to in
that Debate, for the purpose of
breaking the monopoly that domi-
nates the Colombo auctions. All the
big bidders are there.

I noted with some satisfaction that
one of the speakers at the recent
seminar admitted something which I
had been mentioning several times
before, and on every occasion on
which I mentioned it I saw eyebrows
rising on the other side. I said that
the real profit out of tea is earned
after the point of auction, and that
from the point of auction to the point
of consumption the profit earned on
tea amounts to something in the
neighbourhood of 486 per cent. after
the sales.

I know of a subsidiary of one of the
giant monopolies operating in the
world which has a branch in Canada
and which has its own Canadian ins-
titution. They grow no tea in
Canada ; it is only an organization for
handling sales of tea in Canada ; but
on the purchases of tea made from
their principals in London and the
sales they make within the Canadian
Dominion, that establishment, that
firm, makes such a colossal profit that
they are able to finance the research
activities of the University of Toronto
in the fields of zoology and botany.
Every year a big expedition is fitted
out by the University of Toronto to
be sent to Africa and Latin America
for the purpose of continued research
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into the fauna and flora of those
countries and for replenishing the
Toronto Museum, the Royal Ontario
Unuversity’s Museum, and it is com-
pletely financed by this organization
from the profits derived out of the
sale of tea in Canada. You can ima-
gine, Sir, the proportions of the pro-
fits earned from tea from this one
fact alone.

There was one way of breaking
this monopoly, the monopoly that
even such a capitalist as Mr. N. U.
Jayewardena wanted investigated,
and that was for the Government of
Ceylon to enter as a bidder at the
auctions.

This Government, the parties that
combined together to form this Gov-
ernment, threw us out of office.
Thereafter it was not possible for
the Minister of Finance of the
earlier Coalition Government to pro-
ceed on those lines. I would like to
advise hon. Members on the other
side to read, profitably read, the pro-
ceedings of the Second Reading
Debate on the Budget of 1964. It was
the hon. Member for Yatiyantota (Dr.
N. M. Perera) who mentioned the
course of action needed for the break-
up of the monopoly operating at the
auctions. He mentioned a new sys-
tem of taxation to replace the ad
valorem tax that is now in operation.
These are two of the measures he pro-
posed. He also had a proposal for the
control of the giant agency houses
that operated in regard to our
exports. But all these matters came
under attack from hon. Members now
seated on that side; every one of
them came under attack—the acreage
tax, the proposals to break up the
monopolies in the auctions, the
criticism of the ad valorem tax and
the attack upon the agency houses.
Every one of these matters was the
subject of criticism by sneakers on
that side, on the Government
Benches today.

Now, I find that all the speakers at
this seminar came round in some way
or other to these matters which they
so violently rejected in 1964 when
the hon. Member for Yativantota pros
posed them. No less a person othar
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one of the Government experts on
tea, the hon. Member representing a
tea producing area, the Morawak
Koralie, the hon. Member for Deni-
yaya (Mr. C. N. Kannangara) , was
even prepared to defy party discip-
line on tne Floor of this House in
order to suggest that the entire thing
be taken over—the agency houses.

I know the trend of recent thinking
in the Ministry of Commerce and
Trade. I do not know what is going
on in the Ministry of Agriculture but
within the Ministry of Commerce and
Trade, after much cogitation, they
have now come to the conclusion that
it is necessary to replace the ad
valorem duty in some way, though
the circumstances today may not be
so auspicious. It is necessary to break
up the monopolies in the auctions and
it is necessary to control the agency
houses in some way. It is also neces-
sary to explore the possibility of new
markets. It is necessary to achieve
internationally the Janus trick of
looking both east and west at the
same time. It is not enough to look
westwards only.

Now, all these are matters on
which recent thinking within the
Ministry of Commerce and Trade
brings echoes of what was said by the
hon. Member for Yatiyantota in his
Budget speech of 1964. I am glad that
wisdom dawns on some people even
belatedly. I hope they proceed with
some of these proposals and see that
they are brought to fruition.

But covering all these is a matter
which I think it is time we consider-
ed, namely, the setting up of a Tea
Marketing Board, which will handle
the entire question of tea from the
producer right down to the furthest
point where sales can be pushed.

I do not want to make this the
occasion for stating things again in
regard to the Tea Propaganda Board.
The hon. Appointed Member, Mr.
Singleton-Salmon, and I have crossed
swords before this on that subiect and
I do not want to revive any echoes of
that battle. But when we examine in
this’context the activities of the Tea
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Propaganda Board, it is not difficult
to see how irrelevant some of those
activities are in relation to the basic
question that faces us.

Now, Sir, on the matter of subsi-
dizing the producer, we have made
the complaint here that the subsidy
goes into the wrong hands or that
the subsidy remains in the hands of
persons whose fingers cannot be
opened in order to let some part of
this subsidy trickle down to the
small producer. That was our com-
plaint.

The Minister has discovered a
racket in this matter, a racket at the
sales point, and that is why he has
brought this Bill which is the next
item on the Order Paper. But the
Minister has no proposals, either in
that Bill or in the notes that have
been given to us in regard to the
present matter, to see that the real
small producer gets the benefits that
he intends he should get.

We have talked before this about
factories, state-owned factories and
co-operative factories. The Minister
counterposed to my idea of state-
owned factories the idea of co-opera-
tive factories. I have no objection.
Let there be state-owned factories
and let there be co-operative
factories. Encourage them as much
as possible. But there is no doubt
about the fact that the small tea
producer in Nawalapitiya, in the
Gampola District, in the Morawak
Korale and in the Walalawita Korale,
is being diddled of even the meagre
benefits that the Government intends
to give him through this subsidy. The
Minister has no way of meeting that
situation.

Subsidies always create problems.
A subsidy always implies that a
racket is going to develop around it.
Therefore, when you give a subsidy
it is necessary to see that you take
the logical steps required for the pur-
pose of breaking that racket.

The Hon. Minister of Agriculture
ani the Hon. Minister of Trade were
suddenly faced with this duestion o1
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the drop in prices last November,
and from that time they have been
coming to us from time to time with
various proposals in regard to tea.
But, in all the time that has now
elapsed, no thinking has been done
on the question of how the Govern-
ment is going to ensure that the sub-
sidy which is given is shared between
the factory owner ani the producer
in reasonable proportions. You have
no answer to that problem. You did
not have it; you do not have it now;
and as long as you do not have that
answer, while we shall certainly co-
operate in passing this Supplemen-
tary Estimate, we must protest that
this can very well be money going
down the drain. It could very well be
SO.

I do not want to mention all these
matters in discussing the next Bill. I
must say that the seminar is not
enough though it had the implicit
backing of this Government. It is
necessary to go into this subject
more thoroughly, not merely by
appointing a committee or a
commission of investigation, which
is one way of shelving a problem,
one way of refusing to face up to it
immediately. It is necessary that
this Government should consider
this question as a vital national
question because this is our principal
national export. Our principal natio-
nal export product is tea. The income
earned from tea is the life-blood of
the nation. It is the income earned
from tea that makes it possible for
life to proceed in this country. We
pay for everything we import out of
the money earned by tea.

There are several problems. One
is the question of how you are going
to handle tea as tea, pushing your
sales abroad, seeing that you get a
better price, achieving some degree
of stability for the prices of the teas
of lesser quality, and on the other
hand reducing the dependence of
this country on tea progressively.

Tt is now fashionable to talk of a
diversification of exports and a
diversification of the economy. In
the mouths of Hon. Ministers the
phrase loses meaning because, while
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they talk of diversification, we con-
tinue with the same pattern with
only the emphasis slightly changed.
And that is all that is happening.

So, on the one side, we are faced
with the problem of handling our tea,
of devising new ways of tackling this
problem, of thinking out a new sys-
tem of taxation, a new system for the
promotion of sales, a new way of
breaking through the existing mono-
polies in the market, both foreign
and local. All these are a complex of
problems that have to be dealt with.
On the other hand, there is the need
for addressing ourselves to the prob-
lem of economic development in a
manner which will reduce our con-
tinued dependence upon the tea
market. There is not the slightest
evidence that the Government is
giving its mind to that problem.
That is why, from the point of view
of tackling the real problems that
face us, this particular proposal,
which is a continuation of what the
Government has been doing over the
past few months, as well as the next
Bill we are going to discuss, are just
so many irrelevancies.

We are not opposing this Supple-
mentary Estimate, but I want to
make this the occasion for pleading
with the Government that, while on
second, third or fourth thoughts the
Government has begun to see the
wisdom of the proposals put forward
by the hon. Member for Yatiyantota
(Dr. N. M. Perera) when he was
Minister of Finance, it is not merely
enough to clip those ideas and push
them across and bring them into ac-
tion in some wishy-washy way.
What is necessary is to absorb those
ideas and develop them in the cur-
rent situation because the problem
is worse than than—to think out a
way of tackling this problem of tea
both from the point of view of
administrative changes as well as
from the point of view of a big
policy change in regard to our rela-
tionshin with the metropolitan
centres.

I want to tell this Government
that if they are not prevared to take
that battle on, if they do not accept
the challenge that is madé''ifn resard
to our primary products and the dep-
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ression of prices for the purpose of
continued colonialist exploitation, if
they do not meet that challenge in
a proper way but go on bended
knees to the exploiters themselves
and plead for better prices, if that is
going to be their policy, then, as far
as tea is concerned that effort is
doomed, and the future of this coun-
try is imperilled by the continued
cowardice of a Government that is
not prepared to face up to a basic
question. I mention this matter
because I want the Ministers to rea-
lize that it is a question of address-
ing their minds to the real question,
not evading it. And while they are
doing that, there are a number of
administrative and other changes
which can be made for the purpose of
preserving our foreign earnings out
of tea at some reasonable level until
such time that that income can be
devoted towards the development of
our economy in the direction of
diversifying our products.

While making this plea I have to
state that we have no desire to hold
up monies that ought to go into the
hands of some of the small produ-
cers even in a roundabout way. We
shall,  therefore, support this
Supplementary Estimate.

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The working paper prepared by GATT
on the “structure and organization of
the primary markets for tea” was a most
revealing one. It was based on the studies
of the Colombo and London auctions, and
in summary the paper raised some very
salient issues which to my mind present
the crux of the whole problem. Some of
the salient issues were— _

1. Whether auctions in their present
form can and do serve adequately
the needs of marketing of tea.

2. Are auctions not a system geared
to much more limited needs of
sale of long ago, and if they are
to continue how should they be
modified ?

3. What are the problems occasioned
by buying at auctions being
limited as in London and
Colombo to a paltry four or five
buyers ?

4. What are the implications of sharing
of lots by small buyers and how
do size of lots affect sales?

5. Should not other channels of trade
be explored ?

6. Would it not be desirable for
producing countries to have as
many channels as possible open
for the d’'sposal of tea, both
auction channels inside and out-
side the country, and non-auction
channels ; and
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7. finally, to quote the report itself 3
the auction system is to function
effectively and secure a proper
balance of advantages between
sellers and buyers, it must take
cognizance of the important
changes that are taking place in
the organization and structure of
the tea market—the most import-
ant being the composition and
character of sellers and buyers,
the intermediaries through whom
they operate, the question of tea
offered for sale through the
auctions and those features
arising from rules governing the
conduct of auctions and the
conditions of sale which have a
bear'ng on the manner in which
tea is sold. It is therefore neces-
sary to reiterate the need for
keeping the tea auctions system
under review at all times in
periods of both rising and falling
prices.

I would like to remind this House
that I have never deviated from my
policy of criticizing the foreign ex-
ploitation that is going on in this
country, and I am sorry to say that
after eighteen years of independence
I am still wondering whether we have
achieved economic independence.
Have we achieved economic indepen-
dence ? That is what I want to know.

In regard to the tea trade I will
tell you about a racket perpetrated
by the brokering firms. They take
8 pounds as a sampling allowance for
all grades other than dust and 9
pounds for dust. The Ceylon Tea
Traders’ Association now allocates,
according to the buyers, on two-ounce
samples, the amount of tea dust that
should go to each buyer.
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According to my findings, 28,000
pounds of tea by way of samples are
taken from various lots. That is
about 3,000 lots a week. Out of that
I have been able to trace only 12,000
pounds going to the actual buyers. On
the balance, which shculd be given
to us, the producers who are
starving, the brokers have a private
auction. They sell it. The Ceylon
Tea Traders’ Association was doing
that at one time but they have now
handed it over to the Broker’s Asso-
ciation and they are doing it now.

There is no middle path in this
matter. The Government must
choose between complete capitalism
and British monopoly. We are now
at the mercy of the British, the
Borahs, the Sindi and Indian mer-
chants. If you want capitalism why
not bring in the others—the Ameri-
cans, the Russians, the Rumanians,
the Yugoslavs—the whole lot. Let
them compete with each other and
cut each other’s throats but let us sell
our teas.

In England there are five big
buyers. First they had five different
people representing them at the Min-
cing Lane auctions. Now they have
got together and decided upon one
man representing them. What he
bids for “ A” he bids for “B” also.
That is what is wrong.

There must be a radical change in

the policy of the Government. For
instance, when we go to buy our
petroleum  products from the

Russians or the U. A. R. they say we
should buy through a government
agency. Why cannot they come and
buy through a government agency ?

I think I mentioned this to the
Minister of State. The C. W. E. must
come into this business.

Where rubber is concerned, you
have assessors who assess the quality
of the rubber that is going out. Now,
where tea is concerned, if I buy from
“A” apound of B. O. P. and a pound
of dust or a package of B. O. P. and
a package of dust, and I sell the
B. 0. P. as dust, who is going to
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check it up ? It is all a massive racket
and that racket has to be stopped. For

instance, today they are buying tea at
50 cents and selling at Rs. 5 a pound.

- According to the hon. Member for
Kandy (Mr. E. L. Senanayake), when
he went to a chain store in the United
States of America, he had to pay Rs.
35 for a pound of tea and he brought
it and showed it to the Hon. Prime
Minister.

The Hon. Minister of Finance and
the Hon. Minister of State must look
into this question of local con-
sumption. I will produce packets
of tea to show that Brooke
Bonds and Liptons are mono-
polizing the market in local con-
sumption. They are selling at Rs. 2.40
and Rs. 2.80 a pound whereas we are
not getting even 50 cents. So some-
thing must be done about it. Why
cannot the C. W. E. and the State
Plantations Corporation packet the
tea ? You will give employment to
the people. You have you own vans.
Distribute the tea and ban the local
sales of tea by Brooke Bonds and
Liptons. Brooke Bonds are controlling
the market today. They come and
deliberately depress the prices of tea
at the auctions.

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taking the problem seriously enough.
Even if you have to wait six months
you will have ruined the mid and
low-country tea industry in the mean-
time. That is the trouble. According
to the Prime Minister, you are trying
to find out the reasons. All that you
have to do is to get all the people
engaged in the production and in the
trade and all the local business inter-
rests together, and they will give
you all the information that you want
with regard to how to tackle the tea
industry so far as marketing is con-
cerned.

May I give you one or two exam-
ples of what this Government has
actually done ? The hon. Member for
Colombo South (Mr. Bernard Soysa)
mentioned one, namely, the opposition
that you have shown to the United
Arab Republic and the Arab countries
which has knocked the bottom out of
our tea trade in the Arab countries.
Coupled with that are the tremen-
dous efforts made by India, by hav-
ing a large number of selling agents
in all the Middle Eastern countries—
Iran, Kuwait, Syria, Sudan, Egypt—
to capture the markets in those coun-
tries. Do you also know that we have
no representative in any one of those
countries ? The only man is in Iraq
and he too merely an Attache. I do
not think he is even a Consul ; he
is only an Attache in Irag, who has
to cover that whole area. I do not
think he has the time or the energy
to visit all those countries or even to
acquire any understanding of the
problems with regard to the tea trade.
He is not concerned. I know that for
certain because I made an effort to
study this situation in the very short
period of time I had. The officer con-
cerned himself reported to me that
there was absolutely no attempt
made by us even at that stage, prior
to the devaluation of the Indian
rupee, to try and at least retain what
we had, quite apart from capturing
new markets, in the Middle East.

As you know, Ceylon tea is a very
popular beverage with the people of
the Arab countries. I do not know
how it is, but the rumour is that
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Ceylon tea is considered an aphro-
disiac in the Arab countries, and
therefore there is a real demand for
Ceylon tea.—[Interruption].

Member for Colombo  South
(Mr. Bernard Soysa) drew attention
to the fact that, far from allaying the
genuine suspicions entertained by the
Arab countries that this Government
is strongly pro-Israel, here on the
Floor of this House the Minister of
Labour, a responsible Minister, made
a direct frontal atack on President
Nasser, with the Prime Minister
sitting there and not pulling him up
—[Interruption].—Yes, when Rama-
dan was here. Ramadan is a refugee
from justice, a protege of the
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American CI.A., who is now living
somewhere in Switzerland and carry-
ing on nefarious activities against
what they call Marxism, but really
against the Arab world. Therefore
you cannot expect any sympathy
from the Arab countries with regard
to the sale of our tea. That is what
is happening.

That is not all. When we had to
buy lentils from Beirut what did you
do? We could have bargained on
a bilateral basis saying: we buy
your lentils, you buy our tea. We did
not do that. It did not suit certain
commission agents here to do that.
Therefore they bought lentils direct
fom countries like Syria and Lebanon
expending thousands and thousands
of pounds sterling without offering
our tea in exchange. So you have
closed all your markets that way.
That is what has happened. This is
true of a number of other countries—
Somalia, Ethiopia and so on. We
could have made direct arrangements
if we had accredited trade represen-
tatives.

Whether we like it or not, it will
take us another generation before we
can supplant the tea industry in this
country. With the best will in the
world, to find an adequate substitute
it will take us another generation
unless we want to have, like the
great coffee collapse of the last
century, a similar tea collapse in this
century. We cannot possibly counte-
nance that. Therefore, if we are
seriously contemplating a remedy, we
must take active steps to get back the
market that we have lost.

Let me give another example.
Tanzania produces tea and I am told

that year by year their teas are
becoming as good as ours. Their
quality is improving daily. Kenya is
another such country. Tanzania is our
competitor at the moment. Sixty
million pounds of tea have been
exported from Africa during the last
few years. Countries like Tanzania
are our competitors in the tea trade.
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Today we do not buy our require-
ments of cotton from Egypt which is
prepared to buy our tea in return.
We buy our cotton from Tanzania.
From all the information that I have
there is no difference in the price or

quality of the cotton we get from
Tanzania.

One section of the Government
does not know what the other section
of the Government is doing. Each
section is operating independently.
There is no attempt to co-ordinate
the work of these sections, and we are
really encouraging Tanzania, by buy-
ing more and more cotton from that
country, to expand their tea market.
Tanzania is not buying anything from

us. ol

If you ask Mr. Mahadeva,
our representative at the recent
F.A.O. conference, what the attitude
of the African countries was, he will
tell you that when India and Ceylon
talked about having some market
arrangements, restrictions and so on,
the African countries told India and
Ceylon in plain language—in the
words of the hon. Parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Indus-
tries—*“ Go to Hell ”. They said that
they were up and coming countries
and were not prepared to come to any
arrangements which will restrict
their tea production.

In another five years the African
countries will be producing as much
tea as we have produced, with all the
advantages of the advances and
techniques we have made which they
will copy much quicker because of the
people who have sold their estates
here and set up tea estates there.

In the face of all this, this Govern-
ment talks about tourism replacing
the tea industry. By the time the
Tea Commission sits and makes a
report one year will pass, and-then
you will set up another committee to
find out what the commission has

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reported—[Interruption]. Fortu-
nately, your Government will not
exist by then. You can then join a
good Government.

Well, Sir, we have made no serious
effort. If I remember aright, as soon
as the devaluation of the Rupee in
India took place I warned that we
were going to face difficulties in six
or eight months. A year has
gone by and we are now facing diffi-
culties. The latest information is that
India is making inroads into the Aus-
tralian tea market as well. They are
sending their representatives to all
the countries because they can under-
cut us with the devaluation of the
rupee.

We have to face facts. We have
to take drastic steps. You may set up
a fund, if you like. What is it that
you have started ? You want this 35
million rupees. You want to go back
to an old system which was discarded
because it was corrupt. Who are the
people who will benefit by this
scheme ? They will be the factory
owners, the dealers and the brokers.
Take the case of the small producer
in my area. Today he cannot get
even ten cents or twelve cents for a
pound of green leaf. That is
what is happening. Then, what
happens when he takes five or
ten pounds of green leaf ? Over two
pounds are cut on the pretext. “ This
is bad stalk”, or “This leaf is not
good ”, or “ There is too much water”.
He has now only about three pounds
left, and he gets about thirty cents
for it. It is not worth his while to
pluck tea any longer. Small holders
are not plucking tea any longer.

What is the policy that is being
adopted ? There must be some con-
sistency in this business. Merely dol-
ing out money in this way is not
enough. Rs. 35 million—not a small
sum of money—is going down the
drain. All right, Rs. 35 mllion we
are willing to allow, but see that it
goes to the producers, the people who
really matter in this business. All
you do is, give this to factory owners,
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to dealers, and to brokers. You must
devise some other method. This was

tried out, found wanting, and dis-
carded by various Governments.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, I do not want
to speak at length but I do want to
point out to the Government that
they are really playing about with a
serious problem; they are not
meeting the situation that is increas-
ingly becoming very grave so far as
the economy of this country is con-
cerned. We shall have to refer to this,
no doubt, during Budget time be-
cause at that stage we will be in a
position to analyse the whole ques-
tion and point out what grave con-
sequences this would have on the
economy of this country. For the
present you are doling out money like
this. I believe this is not the end of
the story according to the Hon.
Minister himself. With the present
ruling prices the Hon. Minister might
have to come before this House for
more money before very long.

I do not think that the attitude of
the Government to this whole ques-
tion of the tea industry is going to
help this country very much and
therefore I would like to urge that a
serious effort be made to tackle this
problem. Instead of wasting time by
setting up commissions to go into this
question, get local experts—we have
quite good experts on the tea
industry—

The hon. Member for Devinuwara
(Mr. de Mel) asked me a
question about four interdicted
gramasevakas of the Devinuwara
Electorate. To the best of my recol-
lection the number of interdicted
gramasevakas in the Devinuwara
Electorate is more than four. I
could not fnd out the correct figure
because the notice of questions men-
tioned the discontinuance of grama-
sevakas and not their interiiction.

However, the reason for interdic-
tion is that there was a prima facie
case against each of them of having
tampered with voters’ lists that
were in operation during the last
by-clection at Devinuwara: they
had insertedl in the lists a large
number of names of voters who were
not entitled to vote because they had
left their villages long ago; or
these gramasevakas had inserted in
the lists names of persons who were
obviously under 18 years of age ; or
the gramasevakas had deliberately
auplicated or triplicated names.

This is a very serious offence.
Because there was a prima facie
case against them they were inter-
dicted. Inquiries are pending, and
if the case is proved againsf them.,
due action will be taken.

The hon. Member also asked me
about the appointment of acting
gramasevakas. It was the previous
Government that introduced the
practice of making retireqd village
headmen acting sramasevakas. We
are continuing that practice. and in
the particular case the hon. Member
referred to, Mr. Palihakkara was
anpointed as an acting sramasevaka
because there was nothing against
him. Now the hon. Member says
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that he is a suspect in a case. But
nothing has been proved against
him. If something is proved against
him due action will be taken to see
that he no longer functions as an
acting gramasevaka. Until there is

proof of it, he must be presumed to
be innocent.
