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expansion despite all talk to the contrary,
and you, on the other hand, it is equally
clear that the Government is taxing
already at levels which are aggressive
those sources from which the capital
resources of the private sector can be
found. This is what I call falling

between two stools.”

Mr. Speaker, our Hon. Minister of
Finance did not want to “fall bet-
ween two stools ” as the last Govern-
ment had done. We want the private
sector to exist and at the same time
we want to give them those necessary
incentives and so on, so that the
private sector can exist and flourish.
That, in a nut-shell, is our attitude
towards the private sector.

The hon. Member for Panadura
(Mr. Leslie Goonewardene) tried to
make out that this Budget has placed
undue emphasis on the private sec-
tor. That is not quite correct. It is
true that we are anxious that the
private sector should exist and flour-
ish, but we are not depending for the
development of the country on the
private sector alone.

As you will be pleased to see,
Mr. Speaker, in our Budget we have
set aside a sum of Rs. 674 million for
capital expenditure as against a sum
of Rs. 558 million set apart by the
hon. Member for Yatiyantota in his
1964-65  Budget. The  estimated
amount was Rs. 558 million and the
amount actually spent was Rs. 475
million.

Therefore, you will be pleased to
note that while we are giving every
possible encouragement to the private
sector, we have set apart in the
Budget the necessary capital to
maintain our level of expansion of
the public sector. But what was
wrong in the last four years was the
tremendous under-expenditure of
- capital investment funds that had
been set aside by the Cabinet. In 1960-
61 there was an under-expenditure
of nearly Rs. 19 millions. In 1961-62
there was an under-expenditure of
~nearly 21 per cent. In 1962-63 there
was an under-expenditure of Rs. 75
millions—that was the *“ Sunshine
Budget” of the “hon. Member for
Tumpane.” In 1963-64 there was an
under-expenditure of Rs. 116 millions.
If you look at these figures, Mr.
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Speaker, it is curious that over the
last four years the under-expenditure
on capital investment was something
like Rs. 418 millions ; in other words,
in four years we had lost one year’s
development.

Our Government is determined that
there shall be no under-expenditure
on capital investment. For that
purpose, as outlined by the Hon.
Minister of Finance in his Budget
speech, there is a high-powered
committee set up consisting of the
Hon. Prime Minister, the Hon. Minis-
ter of Finance and the Hon. Minister
of State to co-ordinate and plan the
development of our country. It is
interesting that Lord Cloughden,
Chief Planning Officer in England, in
his report to the Treasury had
recommended a committee of this
nature in England, so that there
could be planned development. He
had advocated that the spending
Ministers—that is, in our country
Ministers like the Minister of Indus-
tries, Minister of L.and, Irrigation and
Power, and so on —should be on that
committee, and that the Hon. Prime
Minister and the Hon. Minister of
Finance should be in charge of
shaping policy.

Therefore, you will see not only
that we have set apart a higher
amount for capital expenditure this
year but that we have also made
possible such investment and set up
the necessary machinery to see that
there shall be no under-expenditure
at the end of the year.

Mr. Speaker, I started my speech
by saying that there are two objec-
tives in this Budget. One is to bring
down the cost of living and the other
to encourage capital formation. I
am sure no one can gainsay that the
removal of the import duties on
various items like potatoes, onions,
chillies, kerosene oil and so on will
tend to bring down the cost of living.
The hon. Member for Yatiyantota
said, “What have you done? You
have reduced the price of kerosene
oil by one cent, potatoes hy one cent
and onions by one cent.” If it was
so.simple, why did he not do it in
his Budget in 1964-65 ?
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I am sure that these measures of
the Hon. Minister of Finance
announced in his Budget speech
would tend to bring down the cost of
living in this country.

With regard to capital formation,
as far as local capital is concerned,
we have given all incentives to form
this capital. There is the question
of foreign capital, and the need for
foreign capital has been very ably
put in the Annual Report of the
Central Bank of Ceylon for 1964, at
page 10:

“Tt will be apparent from the
discussion above, that whilst Ceylon’s
balance of payments position and the
problem of her future import capacity
could be alleviated by a vigorous effort
at import substitution in the agricultural
sphere, and by an increase in exports,
which should include industrial exports,
these are medium to long-term solutions.
In the interim period Ceylon is likely,
unless she enjoys an unforseen improve-
ment in her terms of trade, to experi-
ence relatively acute payments problems.
These could, if not overcome in other way,
jeopardize not only the realization of the
long-term prospect but even the mainten-
ance of current levels of economic
activity.

It is to deal with the problems of the
interim period specially that Ceylon
would need to benefit from the third of
the possible approaches towards
relieving her external payments diffieul-
ties and enabling her to carry through
a programme of rapid development.
This approach concerns an enhanced flow
of capital receipts from abroad. The
existence of a gap between minimum
import needs and likely export earnings
is common to the developing countries
as a whole at the present time.
Since the world demand for primary
products is unlikely to vrise at an
adequate rate and there are limits to the
practicable extent of import substitution,
there will inevitably be a need for
larger capital inflows to bridge the
pavments gap that would arise in these
countries in the process of accelerated
development. ”

Further on, at page 12, this is
what the Central Bank Report says:

“There can be little doubt that, over
the wvears immediately ahead, an
expanded flow of capital receipts will be
one of the important means whereby
Ceylon’s imvort capacity might be
supplemented in the initial period. This
would enable Ceylon to accelerate
programmes in the field oftdgricultural
and industrial development' “and’ Lo
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strengthen eventually her external
position as well as reduce her dependence
on external assistance. Ceylon’s need is
not merely for ‘project aid’.”

Mr. Speaker, it will thus be clear
that even the Central Bank is con-
vinced that to tide over our interim
difficulties it is absolutely essential
that there should be a greater inflow
of capital from abroad. If you look
at any developing country in South-
Tast Asia the history has been that
foreign capital has kept on flowing
into it at an increased pace.

Every Finance Minister has lamen-
ted the fact that foreign capital has
been chary of coming into our coun-
try. It is relevant to ask why. It is
true that Finance Ministers over the
last four years have been giving as-
surances on the Floor of this House
and outside for foreign capital to
come into Ceylon. It is no use giving
assurances on the Floor of the House
and at the same time imposing a
moratorium on dividends being sent
out of the country. Foreign capital is
not interested in mere assurances
given by Finance Ministers. It is
more interested in seeing how inves-
tors who have already invested their
money in this country are being
treated. That is the way in which the
confidence of foreign capital can be
gained and, thereby, persuaded to
flow into this country. :

It has been alleged that the Natio-
nal Government, in particular the
United National Party, has mortgag-
ed the country to foreign capital. It
will be interesting to note that over
the years since we gained indepen-
dence, this country has entered into
agreements with various foreign
countries to the tune of Rs. 940 mil-
lion in the form of aid and loans. It
will be interesting to learn what por-
tion of this money by way of aid and
loans had been agreed to before 1956,
that is during the eight years in
Which the United National Party was
in power, and in the eight years sub-
sequent to 1956 and up to 1965. You
will be amazed to find that while the
United National Party during the
eight years prior to 1956 had entered
into agresments only for a sum of
Rs. 83.4 million in the form of aid and
loans; these gentlemen who accuse
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the National Government of mortgag-
ing the country, namely the Sri
Lanka FTreedom Party Government
of the late Mr. S. W. R. D. Bandara-
naike and the Sirimavo Government,
have entered into agreements for
foreign loans and aid to the tune of
Rs. 857 million. Therefore, you will
see who had mortgaged the country
—whether it is the Government
which had got aid in the sum of
Rs. 83.4 million or the Governments
which had agreed to aid to the tune
of Rs. 857 million.

There is one more feature which we
must take note of in this connection.
Out of this sum of Rs. 857 million,
loans from international organizations
amount to Rs. 106 million, from
Western countries, Rs. 237 million and
from Kastern countries, the Com-
munist bloc, Rs. 514 million.

Now, Sir, the curious feature about
aid fromn the Communist countries is
that not a cent comes to us as a gift,
except of course Communist China,
which sends us money because of the
Rubber-Rice Agreement. Every cent
given to us from Communist countries
is in the form of a loan. How can
then ore speak of mortgaging the
country ? It can only apply to the
Rs. 514 million * this country had
agreed to with the Communist bloc in
the form of loans. Therefore,
Mr. Soeaker, it is useless trying to
make out that the National Govern-
ment, and particularly the United
National Party, has been trying in the
past to mortgage the country to the
foreign capitalists.

Sir, I thought of dealing with a
number of matters which I wished to
deal witk but, however, as time is
running out I shall deal now only
with taxation. 2

The hon. Member has exceeded the
time allotted to him. I am sgrey'T Garis
not allow you any more time.
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Yes, fir, I will just touch on this
question of taxation and end my
speech. The hon. Member for Yati-
yantota (Dr. N. M. Perera) and
others had attacked the taxation pro-
posals of the Hon. Minister of
Finance. The Hon. Minister of
State had, to a certain degree,
replied to those criticisms. I
want to look at it from an-
other angle. One of the difficulties
in the collection of revenue over the
last few years was that there has been
a plethora of taxes. The actual
revenue that has been collected has
been on the diminishing scale. Fan-
cied, fanciful and newfangled taxes,
unheard of in any other country,
have been levied. Taxes have been
conceived and embodied purely for
their novelty. There have been taxes
introduced out of pure malice and
from a sense of vindictiveness, as was
the Notarial Professional Tax. In all
these taxes one is amazed to see a
decrease in the total revenue that has
been collected. In the eight years from
1956 to 1964 there has been an in-
crea<e in the total revenue by Rs. 533.
4 million, while in the previous eight
years of the U. N. P. regime
thare hes been an increase of Rs. 741.
8 million in total revenue as a result
of direct taxes.

Even if you look at the percentage
of direct taxes as to the totality of
the taxes collected, then also you
find a decrease. In 1947-48 there
was 20.3 per cent. of direect taxes
from the net tax revenue. In 1952-
53 it was 25.5 per cent. In 1955-56
it was 26.6 per cent. But since then
there has been a steady drop. In
1958-59 it was 24 per cent.; in 1961-
62 it was 22.6 per cent.; and in
1963-64 it was 21.7 per cent. Does
it not show that the successive
increases in the scope and rates of
direct taxes have not produced a

comparative increase in revenue
corresponding to the increase in
taxation ? In other words,

Mr.‘ Speaker, tax levies, althou gh
high, “have tended to yvield less
revenue. That is why  the
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Hon. Minister of Finance thought
that it was time that the entire tax
structure was looked into and
changes introduced soon.

The Hon. Minister of Finance has,
quite rightly, emphasized the need
for national unity for the develop-
ment of our country. During the
last four years with an unduly long
emergency, with the army being
posted in one part of our country,
the normal economic life of this
country has been disturbed. It has
only been a disturbance in the normal
life of this country. This Government
in 1961 had to incur an expenditure of
nearly Rs. 11 million for the purpose
of keeping the Army in the
Northern parts of the Island. An
expenditure of Rs. 11 million in one
year for keeping the army in the
North !

The National Government has,
quite rightly, emphasized the need
for restoring national unity and
goodwill among the communities if
this country is to advance economic-
ally. I am glad that the
hon. Member for Colombo South had
responded to the speech of the
Hon. Minister of Finance when he
said that he himself and his party
were anxious to settle this problem.
Unfortunately, we heard a discor-
dant note in the Coalition flute when
the hon. Member for Walapane
(Mr. T. B. M. Herath) as usual
played the communal tune. The
culmination of these assurances by
the National Government will be
~ when legislation is placed before the
House to implement the Govern-
ment’s intentions in this matter as
outlined in the Speech from the
Throne.

In the past, discrimination was
based not only on language and on
the question of minorities but even
on the question of the development
of the Northern and Eastern
Provinces. You will remember,
Mr. Speaker, that the last Motion
that this House debated before it
was dissolved in December 1964 was

Kankesanturai harbour. On that
occasion, the then hon. Member for
Dehiwala-Mt. Lavinia, Dr. Colvin R.
de Silva, in an attempt to filibuster
and prevent a vote being taken on
that Motion, had spoken for nearly
four hours on every conceivable
subject. I remember one almost
prophetic statement that he made.
He asked me why I do not ask my
new friends—he was referring to the
alliance that we had formed to
defeat them on the Throne Speech—
to accept my Motion. I am glad
that the new friends who are with
us in the National Government,
particularly the Hon. Minister of
Nationalized Services, have at last
agreed to the development of the
Kankesanturai harbour, thereby not
only developing the hinterland in the
Northern Province but also bringing
down the price of cement by Rs. 2.50
per cwit.

It gives me great pleasure to be
able to take part in this Debate. Let
me congratulate the Hon. Minister of
Finance on having produced a class-
less Budget—a Budget that caters for
every class in this country. Unlike
other Budgets it does not teem with
theories but is a Budget that is cor-
related to the real facts of life. Also
let me state that this is a Budget
introduced by a person who has
made a deep study of human nature,
assessed its needs and has reached
right to its very depths. The Hon.
Minister of Finance is also a veteran
co-operator and, in producing a
Budget which has varied purposes I
believe, has reprcduced the idea of
a multi-purpose co-operative society
wherein one serves the needs of the
nation—all the various people in this
country—in one single effort.

There is no gainsaying the fact
that the task of the Hon. Minister of
Finance is really an unenviable one.
An analysis of the assets before 1956
shows clearly that this country had
foreign assets which, at its peak, was
the highest in the history of this
land. Thereafter, from 1956 to 1965,
foreign assefs began to decline and
the country began to consume more
than it produced. In other words,
the consumption of domestic goods
and imports was more than the goods
produced for domestic markets and
for the export trade. Therefore, the
economy, of the country was in a
stateoof decline,
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To arrest this decline'the S.L.F. P,
Government introduced many plans.
There were short-term plans and
long-term plans—-but all these plans
failed to arrest this decline. There
was an excess of expenditure over
income and to bridge the deficits
created thereby they began to draw
on our foreign assets. In other words,
the S. L. F. P. Government began to
eat into the foreign assets which the
U. N. P. had huilt up with so much
toil and labour for the mnational
security of this country. This was
the real state of the economy of the
country.

In 1964, the Hon. Minister of
Finance of the Coalition Government
said as follows at page 4 of his
Budget speech :

* As a result of these adverse zonditions
leading to sharp reductions in the quan-
tum of imports, there has been a shortage
of many goods, and prices of all articles
have visibly risen . . . . In spite ¢f the
acute foreign exchange difficulties and the
high prices of imports which continue to
operate to this day, the Government has
continued to provide the basic focdstuffs
namely, rice, flour and sugar in the same
quantities and at the same prices as
before.”

In fact, what the Coalition Govern-
ment was doing was merely pro-
viding the basic food of the people—
flour, rice and sugar. This was the
state in which the economy was
when the present Hon. Minister of
Finance took over. This is the in-

heritance the Hon. Minister of
Finance received from the last
Government.

Although this Government has
begun from economic bankruptey
and economic nihilism, it will, with
toil and hard labour, kuild up the
economic structure of this country
again and bring it to a state in which
it will be a hundred times better
than it was when it gave up office
in 1956.

I would like at this point to refer
to the brilliant defence put up by
the hon. Member for Colombo South
to a charge levelled against Xis party

Bewidm 9535 Ve
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and him of propagating actively
racial and communal strife in this
country. He said in his speech :
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“ No, Sir, there would be no political
party worthy of its name, the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party, the Lanka Sama Samaja
Party, the Ceylon Communist Party and
others in this Opposition, if it did not
recognize the fact that the problem of
relations between the majerity and mino-
rity communities has to be settled on a
just and proper footing. We are ready
to do that, Everyboay wants that ILet
there not be the slichtest doubt on that

question.”—[OrricIaL REPORT, 18th
August, 1965 ; Vol, 61, cc. 372, 373.]
Very courageous words! T1f there

was a genuine intention behind those
words, and that genuine intention
was given effect to, this country
would be a paradise on earth. ILet
me remind the hon. Member for
Colombo South (Mr. Bernard Soysa)
that in the years prior to 1958, there
was not one man or woman in this
country who ever thought in terms
of community or race. Let me also
remind him of the years much prior
to that when the election for the
most educated man for the Cclombo
seat took place. In this election Sir
Ponnambalam Ramanathan and Sir
Marcus Fernando contested each
other and Sir Ponnambalam Rama-
nathan was elected by the educated
Sinhalese people. May I ask the
the hon, Member for Colombo South
whether the people at that time
thought in terms of cemmunity or
race ? Thereafter, when Sir Pon-
nambalam Ramanathan, undertook
his trip to England to plead the case
of the Sinhalese leaders, did he think
in terms of community or rvace?
Then when the U. N. P. was formed
by the then leaders of the party did
they even in their wildest dreams
think in terms of community or
race ? In fact, communal harmony
was the ideal of the country during
that time and every leader of every
community stood shoulder to
shoulder and marched forward
working for the progress of this
country.

But what happened to this
communal amity thereafter or when
was' this harmony disrupted ? To find
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the cause let us go back to 12th July,
1951, the day when the late Mr.
Bandaranaike crossed over from the
U. N. P. to the opposition. This was
what he said on that day :

“ . .1hat power which should really
be a means to an end, the end of per-
forming a valuable service to the people,
soon tends to become an end In itgelf,
when the original purpose is lost sight
of and ail that remains is the desire for
the securing, the entrenchment and the
extension of power in the hands of those
who wield it.”——|{OrFIciaL REeporT, 12th
July, 1956 ; Vol. 10, c¢. 701.]

Sir, this was what the late Mr.
Bandaranaike said on that ocecasion.
In fact, his mind was teeming with
this idea of power which was to be
an end in itself.

The most significant feature at that
time in this country was that there
existed two political groups, the right
and the left ; there were no linguistic
or communal groups at that time, but
it was the late Mr. Bandaranaike who
fanned the flames of communal,
linguistic and religious hatred. It
was only thereafter that this country
experienced communal strife of the
worse type. Therefore, when the
hon. Member for Colombo South
says that the loudest peddlars of
communal hatred come from the
U. N. P, may I tell him that it
is not so, that it was the Leader
of the S. L. F. P. who was the
creator of communal strife; it was
the S. L. F. P. leaders who cherished
and nourished communal hatred and
it is no wonder, therefore, to see the
S. L. F. P. carrying on the same
campaign, Itis true that the L.S.S.P.
has championed the cause of the
minorities and that they have support
among the minorities. It is an irony
of fate that, on the one side, they try
to create communal strife and, on the
other, champion the cause of the
minorities. Indeed, what strange
bedfellows! Communal hatred has
infected the L. S. S. P. and its politics,
and it has become a canker in the
body politic of the L. S. S. P. There-
fore, we have to tell the hon. Joint
Member for Colombo South (Mr.
Bernard Soysa) that there is no
vindication of his statement that they
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are not a party to the com}nunsill
hatred that is being preached in this
country. It «ds also true that it is
after the introduction of the so-called
Bandaranaike policies that this
country had to face the disruption of
the communal amity that prevailed
all those years.

Let me now refer to the Budget.
The Budget that has been presented
in fact embodies the policies of this
Government. Before the election we
stated in our manifesto the policies
we profess, and thereafter we have
reiterated in the Throne Speech the
policies that we follow. This Budget
seeks to implement those policies.
You will see that from the beginning
we have emphasized that the private
sector has an important role to play
in the economy of the country, and
we have maintained that position
right throughout. There is no contra-
diction in the policies that we have
followed.

You will remember, Mr. Speaker,
that the S. L. F. P. Government in
their time also gave a place to the
private sector and stated that it had
a role to play. But, what happened
in 1964? The taxes that were
imposed on the private sector by the
Budget of 1964 were so heavy that
ithey crippled it; they almost com-
pletely exterminated the private
sector. The S. L. F. P. Government
professed one policy and acted in
direct confradiction of that poliey.
We may wonder why this is so.
This is because there exists within
the S. L. F. P. the contradiction of
two ideologies—the Left and the
Right. In politics one must either be
Left or Right; like oil and water
they never mix. There is no half-
way house.

All these years, from the very
beginning, the S. L. F. P. Government
had been following a tradition : they
had always acted in conjunction with
the Left. It is a fact of history that
the late Mr. Bandaranaike and these
comrades here came into an electoral
pact ; and the S. L. F. P. became so
aligned with them that the very
existence of their Government
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depended on the support of the Left.
The S. L. F. P. should have realized
the significance of this position, but
up to now they have not. It is to be
regretted that they continue to have
this mixed ideology. It is as if a man
is standing in two boats with one leg
in each boat, one boat drifting right
and the other drifting left. The
result in such a situation is that the
man will surely sink to the bottom.
The S. L. F. P. is a man with a leg
in each boat.

May I at this juncture refer to the
theme adopted over and over again
by the hon. Members of the Opposi-
tion, that 1is, that the Budget
presented by the National Govern-
ment has been designed to help the
capitalist classes in this country.

I really do not understand such a
charge being made by the hon.
Members on the Front Bench of the
Opposition. May I ask the hon.
Members on the Front Bench of the
Opposition whether they are not in
fact the greatest capitalists in this
country. When one looks at the
Government Benches and the Oppo-
sition Benches I can say with firm
conviction that the greater capita-
lists are to be found in the Opposition
ranks.

Today, the Government ranks are
composed of poor Members. Yet the
Members of the Opposition say that
the Government is composed of
capitalists. Is it only the Opposition
that can have the privilege of having
the interests of the poor at heart ?

May I also refer to the remarks
made by the hon. Member for
Akuressa (Dr. S. A. Wickrema-
sinthe) ? He is so obsessed by
American imperialism and the South
Vietnam question that he refers to
them whenever he stands up in this
House and speaks. No speech of his
is complete without reference to
them. What is the sort of influence,
may I ask him, that the Soviet Union
is exercising in other countries ? If
the Soviet Union can infiltrate into
other countries and thwart the
aspirations of those peoples, why
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should not the Americans try to help
the people of Vietnam to maintain
their individuality and to preserve
the freedoms which everyone loves
so well ?

The question of South Vietnam is
a sore one to the Opposition because
they know that it is the Americans
who stand there against domination
by the communists.

Therefore, Mr. Speaker, in conclu-
sion I must say that although we
have been left with this sad legacy
of an utterly bankrupt economy and
a country that has been divided by
communal strife, we of the National
Government shall endeavour by
hard labour to build up the nation,
and shall restore communal harmony
and racial unity.

Mr. Speaker, let me at the outset
congratulate the Hon. Minister of
Finance on his maiden essay, if I may
say so, at budget-making.

The Hon. Minister prefaced his
speech by stating that we are in the
throes of an economic crisis. I do not
know whether he seriously believes
it or whether he is merely repeating
what his party propagandists have
been going around and talking all
over the country. Or, maybe, the
Hon. Minister of Finance is making
excuses and apologies in advance for
the shortcomings and the pitfalls in
his budgetary policy.

We are in an under-developed
nation, and with other developing
nations we have common problems.
The state of our economy is not as
healthy as it should be, but the
present state of our economy is
mainly due to the play of interna-
tional forces which are largely
beyond our control, and partially due
to our inability to exploit the
resources in this country to the full.
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Further, we compare favourably
with other Asian and African coun-
tries who are also victims of
international finance-capital and im-
perialism. Our position is rendered
more acute on account of the
shackles of a colonial legacy. In addi-
tion our import and export trade is at
the mercy of the world market.

The previous Government too, in
this context, had to fight a political
conspiracy of the international ship-
ping lines which imposed unconscion-
able freight surcharges which I
understand have now been reduced to
some extent. But who is benefited by
such reduction ? Not the consumer.
It is the importer, the wholesaler—
the supporters of this Government—
who have benefited by the reduction
in the freight surcharges. We ftrust
that this Government would take
adequate steps to see that the benefit
of any reduction in freight surcharges
goes down to the consumer.

The Hon. Minister of Finance in his
Budget speech, which, in part, is an
admirable precis of the 1964 Report
of the Monetary Board to the Finance
Minister, claims, in order to suit the
political philosophy of the United
National Party, that our economy is
in the grip of inflationary pressures
due to large-scale deficit financing
and unrestricted commercial bank
credit expansion. His predecessor in
office, the hon. Member for Yatiyan-
tota (Dr. N. M. Perera), presented a
Budget leaving a surplus of Rs. 14
million. But this Finance Minister,
who knows and condemns deficit
financing, admits the deficit of Rs. 570
million, which he says will be met by
local borrowings, foreign aid and
administrative borrowings, still leav-
ing an unfinanced gap of Rs. 95
million. Rs. 14 million of this gap he
expects to cover by his new Budget
proposals and the balance Rs. 81
million by borrowing from the
banking system.

The Hon. Minister of Finance
claims that deficit financing and
unrestricted commercial bank credit
expansion resulted in the country
living far beyond its means ‘and'in
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the Government getting deeper and
deeper into debt. But is he not doing
the same thing on a more intensive
scale? Whom are they {trying to
deceive ?

The Hon. Minister of Finance, who
condemned the policy followed by
previous Finance Ministers, is follow-
ing the same policy. With that policy
and working within the capitalist
framework, subject to all the pres-
sures of the capitalist class, I would
say that he would not be able to make
any impact on the urgent problems
that are facing the country today.

At the recent elections in March
1965, about an hour prior to the
results being announced in my
electorate there was a rumour that
the U. N. P. candidate had won. You
would remember there were rumours
all over that the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera) had
lost his seat. There were similar
rumours in regard to a number of
other seats of Members of the
Opposition. I do not know from
where these rumours emanated. Any-
way, there was asrumour that I had
lost my seat. And what did the
U. N. P. supporters do ? They lighted
crackers in front of my supporters’
houses and shouted “ Demala
Paradai” “ Demala Paradai”. *

What has happened now ? These
people have all got together and they
want everyone now to live in peace
and concord, to serve the capitalist
class in this country. These are the
people who were fanning all the
communal disharmony in this coun-
try ; they were encouraging militant
communalism by activities like their
famous or infamous marélk ' to Kaiidy.
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This so-called National Government
is the biggest political hoax that has
been perpetrated on our people. Like
the chameleon it bursts into varying
colours. It tries to appear as all things
to all men. The Federal Party and
the rump of other political parties
who have joined this band-wagon,
such as the M. E. P., the J. V. P. and
the S. L. F. S. P., are becoming in-
creasingly aware that they are faced
with political extinction unless they
line up with the United National
Party. The Tamil Congress is watch-
ing carefully, particularly the impasse
to which the Federal Party has
fallen.

If there is one party that has
benefited from this position, it is the
Ceylon Workers’ Congress; and if
there is one individual who has
benefited from it, it is the hon.
Appointed Member, Mr. Thondaman.
He boasts—with a certain amount of
truth—that he has been responsible
for winning over ten seats for the
United National Party. Sometimes
the figure is eleven, at other times
fourteen. What is the position
today ? As a result of the support
that the United National Party has
obtained from the Ceylon Workers’
Congress and from Mr. Thondaman,
the Sirima-Shastri Pact is a dead
letter. It is a mere scrap of paper.
They will not dare implement it,
because they do not want to anta-
gonize Mr. Thondaman and his
supporters. How can this Govern-
ment claim that they can solve the
problems of the Kandyan peasantry
unless they have a lasting solution to
the Indian problem ? A lasting solu-
tion can only come from a proper
implementation of the Sirima-Shastri
agreement.

All these parties have got together
—these seven parties, or what is left
of them—mnot to serve the country
or the communities they purport to
represent, but to serve the vested in-
terests in this country, the capitalist
interests. They have sacrificed their
principles. That is the reason which
has brought these parties together.

They want to keep the capitalist
systern’ going.
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We of the Opposition are always
prepared to protect and preserve the
just and democratic rights of the
minorities at all times, but it is our
position that the minorities cannot
be permitted special rights or privi-
leges at the expense of the democratic
rights of the majority.

The entire election campaign of the
United National Party has been
woven around a tissue of lies, half
truths, and false promises. What
they promised to the Tamil-speaking
people in the North they did not
mention to their Sinhala brethren in
the South. To the Indian estate
worker, through their agent, the
leader of the Ceylon Workers’
Congress, Mr. Thondaman, they said :
“No repatriation without consent.”
To the Kandy peasants they said that
the former Prime Minister had let
them down as she had agreed to the
absorption of one-third of the Indian
population. That was the propa-
ganda that they carried on in the
up-country areas.

To the Buddhists they promised
the Poya days as holidays, following
the lead given by our Government.
A committee had been appointed by
the then Minister of Finance, the
hon. Member for Yatiyantota, and,
as an interim measure, or a first
step, he had declared the Poya day
of the full-moon in every month as
a holiday. What did this Government
do? In its election campaign the
United National Party promised to
make all Poya days holidays. At the
same time they gave the Christians
the impression that they were going
to retain Sundays as holidays. How
they are going to solve this problem
I do not know. They held out pro-
mises to the Buddhists, and lulled the
Christians also into a sense of
security.

There is a trite saying that you
cannot deceive all the people all the
time. This Government is now
showing its true colours. We, on
this sice of the House, have never
made promises that we are not pre-
pared tc implement or that we
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caunot implement. We tell the
Government, particularly the United
Nationzl Party, that they shall reap
what tney have sown. It will indeed
be a Herculean task for this Govern-
ment to wipe out the legacy of mass
deception that they have perpetrated
in the election campaign.

One of the main propaganda
platforins of the United National
Party was the rise in the cost of
living and the scarcity of consumer
goods. This was their propaganda
mainly in the urban electorates and
among the westernized middle-class.

Ceylon’s economy because of exces-
sive deficits, inflationary tendencies,
depleted external reserves, scarcity
of goeds and rising prices; and
particilarly on account of inadequate
emphasis on development and ex-
travagant expenditure on current
consumption. This Government how-
ever, has now apparently statisfied
the International Monetary Fund
and tte World Bank that these
financial maladies are no longer
existent. Representatives from U. K,,
Australia, Japan and U. S. A., meet-
ing under the auspices of the
International Bank for Reconstruc-
tion and Development, have pro-
mised—mind you, only promised—
to extend aid to the value of Rs. 250
milion during 1965 on the same lines
as the “Aid India Club”. The
political composition of this consor-
tium is well known, and in the ripe-
ness of time, the nation will have to
pay the price for this particular
brand ¢f aid, and perhaps then it
will be too late. We in the Opposi-
tion will not permit the bartering
away of our political sovereignty and
indenendence for whatever aid from
whichever source it may be given.
We are certainly not prepared to
allow this country to be another
South Vietnam.

In this connection I would like to
reply to the hon. Member for Kalku-
dah (Mr. K. W. Devanayagam), who
was referring to the advantages of
American aid. He referred parti-
cularly to South Vietnam and to the
advantages that that country has
gained. He asked, “ Why cannot the
Americans go to South Vietnam if
communists could infiltrate into other
countries 27 I would like to remind
the hon. Member for Kalkudah and
this House that there is not a single
foreion soldier, voluntarily or other-
wise. fichting in South Vietnam
acainst the Americans or the South
Vietnam Government; all of them
are reonle from South Vietnam who
are fichting for the Viet Cong. They
are the people of the land. But who
are tha people fichting for the
Government ? American troops. At
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guard duty some 15,000 Americans.
I do not know the present figure.—
[Interruption.] I understand the
present figure is 70,000. In addition
there are troops from New Zealand,
South Korea and Australia. What
business have they there? They
are foreigners and they are the real
rulers of South Vietnam. The
Government itself is a puppet
Government. I would like to refer
the hon. Member for Kalkudah to an
American magazine “ News Week”
dated 23rd August 1965.

I am quoting to you from page 26
of the American magazine, “ News
Week ” 7

“Yet despite the fact that more money
is in ecirculation than ever before, the
Saigon  government’s treasury  has
actually been shrinking. This is partly
because a large proportion of the U. S.
dollars moves into the blackmarket,
where the exchange rate is higher, and
ends up in the pockets of speculators and
businessmen—and, sometimes, even the
Viet Cong. What's worse, fully 80 per
cent. of the taxes that normally come
from the countryside are now collected
by*the guerillas.

As a result of all this, South Vietnam
is sinking into deeper and deeper de-
pendence on the U. S. for its very econo-
mic life. Outrigsht U. S. economic aid
now amounts to $675,000 a day. And
American dollars pay for nearly half of
Saigon’s military budget.”

If that is the result of, what I
might call, “ massive American aid”
in South Vietnam, I think, the people
of this country would refuse to touch
it even with a barge-pole. The
Hon. Minister of Finance, the party
that he represents, the capitalist
classes of*this country, the foreign
vested interests—they would wel-
come it for their own reasons, to fill
their pockets and exploit the people.
But the poor people of this country,
the toiling masses, the workers and
peasants and the middle classes—they
will not under any circumstances
allow this Government to be a teol
of American imperialists.

 This Government talks of neutral-
iem in foreign affairs. The Hon.
Prim~ Minister in a speech to the

the nmtset, I think, there!sereconanExecutive Committee of the U. N. P.
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reported in last Sunday’s “ Obser-
ver ” said that they firmly believe in
the policy of neutralism and that
they are prepared to accept aid from
whatever source aid is offered. Two
weeks prior to the fall of the last
Government the then Minister of
Finance—the hon. Member for Yati-
yantota—signed an agreement with
the German Democratic Republic
which would result in Ceylon getting
aid to the tune of about Rs. 250 mil-
lion. There is not even a reference—
not even one line—in the Budget
speech about that agreement. I
would like to know what they have
done with that agreement. Are they
going to honour that agreement?
Why have you not referred to that
agreement in your Budget speech ?
You have referred to various
countries that are going to aid
Ceylon, but you have not mentioned

the German Democratic Republic.

East Germany is a highly industrial-
ized country that can supply us the
necessary machinery for our deve-
lopment. The real reason is -that
you have given in to pressure from
West Germany and you therefore do
not want to honour that agreement.

What did you do when you came
into power ? Within a few weeks of
your coming into power, under
pressure from West Germany and
from the U. S. A, you virtually
drove out representatives and mem-
bers of the staffs of the diplomatic
missions of Eastern Germany, North
Korea and North Vietnam. This
country has been known for its tradi-
tion of hospitality and its courtesy
and the insult to those people and
the Governments they represented
is a blot on the fair name of this
country. This clearly shows that
this Government is only paying lip-
service to neutralism. That is really
the foreign policy of this Govern-
ment. The foreign policy of this
Government is bound up with the
imperialist countries. If so early in
its career this Government can be
intimidated and coerced by imperial-
ist power blocs, then we will in-
evitably be enslaved by these powers
in a very short time.
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There is another matter that I
would like to refer to and that is the
Bandaranaike Memorial International
Conference Hall. The estimated
cost of that conference hall is Rs. 25
million. It is to be a multi-purpose
hall ; it is to have accommodation for
a 100 delegations; it is to have a
secretariat ; and it is to be fully air-
conditioned and to have all amenities.

For this purpose, Rs. 3 million was
set apart in the last Budget, but in
this year’s Estimates I find that the
Minister of Finance has set apart
only Rs. 100,000.

The preliminary work has been
done and work could have been
started in earnest this year. The
Chinese experts, the engineers and
the architects, had come here and
spent a lot of time on this matter in
collaboration with the officials of the
P. W. D. :

One of the last things I did as
Minister in charge was to appoint as
Chief Construction Engineer, Mr. N.
G. Wickremasinghe, and I requested
the then Minister of Finance to
appoint a board to be in charge of
the project on the lines of the board
which is in overall charge of the
Ratmalana Housing Project.

I must pay a tribute to the Chinese
experts, their engineers and archi-
tects. Within a fortnight they had
ready a lovely model of the confer-
ence hall. They had the co-opera-
tion of the architects of the P. W. D.
And I must say that the architects
of the P. W. D. are second to none :
they are equal to the best in other
countries.

I cannot say that off-hand. This
is going to be a multi-purpose hall.
It is to be made use of not only for
conferences but also by schools and
various societies for concerts and so

forth.
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I appeal to the Government to go
on with the project. This year they
have set apart Rs. 100,000, next year
they will set apart Rs. 50,000 and
finally after a number of years the
project will be abandoned.

While the nation at large has
been left out in the cold by this
Budget, nevertheless, in certain
quarters a swift response has been
evoked. The private sector is parti-
cularly jubilant of the fact that the
age of nationalization is past and
that free enterprise has been re-
ushered.

The tax structure has also been
altered to suit the interests of the
capitalist class. Under the guise of
food production the Government
proposes to change its land alienation
policy and to give thousands of acres
of land to private firms. If this
Government is not satisfied with the
land policies of the Hon. Minister of
Land, let them say so, instead of
giving these lands which really
belong to the people of this country,
to the British Ceylon Corporation and
various other firms—I do not know
the names of these other firms. Many
of these private firms are foreign
firms.

What is wrong with -collective
farms, if they do not want to
call them collective farms or if
they are frightened to use the
cxpression “ collective farms” let
them call it “agricultural co-
operative farms” or by any other
name, and subsidize them and give
them to the peasant with the neces-
sary assistance, instead of giving
them to private firms to fill the
pockets of the company mudalalis.
Or, is it the contention of this
Government that even if the same
incentive the Government proposes
to give the merchant class were to be
given to our village peasant still he
will not prove to be a fit tiller of his
native soil ?

I would like to make a reference,
Sir, to the Co-operative Wholesale
Establisthment. We all admit that
there have been shortcomings there.
There may have been irregularities
in the C. W. E. When we were in the
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Opposition we demanded a com-
mission of inquiry. Under the guise
of the commission of inquiry what is
happening today, Sir? They are
closing down a number of C. W. E.
retail shops. They are restricting the
field of imports of the C. W. E. They
are playing into the hands of the
private sector and the private muda-
lali, so how can they bring down the
cost of living ? They may have all
-the conferences they like. The Hon.
Minister of Commerce and Trade 1is
holding conferences. He has got an
active and energetic Permanent
Secretary ; I must admit that. But I
do not know whether within the
framework of the policy they have
he is going to make any impact on
bringing down the cost of living,

Under the guise of the C. W. E,
inquiry, a caleulatad attempt is being
made to wreck the entire machinery
of the C. W. E. by restricting,
on the one hand, its lines of import
and, on the other, closing down its
outlets of distribution. In my consti-
tuency two new depots have already
been closed. One was closed almost
within a week of the formation of
the National Government. It was the
proud boast of my opponent, the
U. N. P. candidate and his supporters,
that one of the depots will be closed.
And, today what has happened ? One
of them is virtually closed. The
building is there. All the staff and
equipment are there. But I do not
know what has happened. Unfortu-
nately, it was opened after December
3rd but the idea was mooted long
before that. A suitable building
was not available till then. The
employees have been dismissed. I
do not mind whom you employ.
There are many teen-agers in green
shirts roaming about the country. I
understand that there are 24,000 un-
employed youths registered at ‘Sri
Kotha.! I do not mind whom they
employ.

I must say that 2 number of engineers
of the P. W. D. were very happy
because they were given an oppor-
tunity, without having to supervise
the work of contractors, of doing the
work themselves. But now they have
been denied this opportunity by this
so-called National Government.

I would in this same connection
refer to the housing factory. The
bridges section of the P. W. D.

Mr. Chairman, one common feature
that prevails throughout the speeches
that are delivered in the House is the
fact that the Hon. Minister of Finance
has been congratulated. I should like
to do it in a more unorthodox way
because, I think, the man to be con-
rratulated is the Hon. Prime Minister,
tor he chose as Minister of Finance a
person who is Ceylonese in every
sense of the word, a person who has
the common touch, a person who has
identified himself with activities that
can properly be described as Ceylon-
eze, a person who, in the preparation
of the Budget, has placed the em-
pharsis on the needs of the Ceylonese
population. That is the reason why
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I congratulate the Hon. Prime
Minister on his choice of a Minister
of Finance.

Before I proceed I think it is my
duty to point out and analyze the
features in the Budget. Not only has
the Budget been applauded by hon.
Members on this side of the House,
but the general public too has praised
this Wanninayake Budget as being a
common man’s budget. Whatever
may be said by hon. Members of the
Opposition, one thing is clear, and
that is that this is a Budget whereby
the Government proposes to give the
people their needs, to cater to the
comforts of the people, and to see that
every attempt is made to ease the
iroubles and tribulations that the
people face.

The Hon. Minister has correctly
analyzed the position of the country
before this Government came into
nower. He has described it in very
clear terms in the course of the
Budget speech. In view of the criti-
cisms made by hon. Members of the
Opposition, I think his words bear
repetition.

“The economy was in the grip of
inflationary pressures created by large-
scale deficit financing and unrestricted
commercial bank credit expansion. The
expansionary impact of the Budget was
on the average about Rs. 162 million per
year ; bank credit to the private sector
was increasing at about 18 per cent. per
annum and the money supply was
increasing at the rate of about 10 per
cent. The consequence of all these was
that the consumer prices too were rising
at about 3 per cent. per annum..... —
[Orrictar. ReporT, 9th August, 1965 ;
Vol. 61, c. 49.]

He went on to deal at length with
the manner in which the people were
subjected to all sorts of difficulties.
We mentioned what the Government
proposes to do in order to give the
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people their needs. That is mentioned
in the same volume of HANSARD. For

the sake of emphasis I would once
again read out this portion of the

Hon. Minister’s speech. It is as
follows :
“The principal objective of the

National Government is to achieve a

higher rate of economic growth than in
the past, thereby raising the real per

capita income and the living standards
of the people, and creating employment
opportunities to absorb the growing
labour force of the country. While the
main emphasis would be on economie
development, the National Government
would also take measures to replenish the
country’s external assets, o augment the
flow of essential supplies and to stabilize
prices and living costs, as far as
possible..... »__[OrrFiciAL - ReporT, 9th
August, 1965 ; Vol. 61, c. 78.]

And then he gives the details of the
various proposals.

He has unlike his predecescors
stated specifically what are the items
that he would take up first anc also
the manner in which he would imple-
ment them. For instance, he has
realized the importance of providing
employment to the thousands of
youths who are out of employment.
He does not speak in general terms
but has specifically set out in his
speech the various ways in which
thousands of young men are to be
employed and how he proposes to
give others the means by which they
can earn a living and contribute their
chare towards the development of the
country. Those are the important
features of the Budget.

Let us examine the criticisms
levelled at the Government and the
Budget speech. When you analyze it
you will find that everybody has sung
the same song to the same tune. They
have talked about capitalism and
mouthed slogans about the private
sectarsioThey have made every at-
temnt to criticize the unity that has

Ty
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been brought about by the National
Government. Further almost all of
them hkave criticized the Government
at this early stage of its life. I might
at the very outset point out to hon.
Members—it has been said by others
as well—that we have been in office
for only four months, and if they
criticize the manner in which the
people have been neglected and if
they level criticism against the
administration and speak of the way
in which the general public has been
let down, it is nothing but a censure

passed by them on their own Govern-

ment wkich was in power for over
nine years.

During the course of the last nine
vears has any attempt been made by
them to improve the finances of the
country ? Has any attempt been made
bv them to give the importance
necessary to agriculture ? It is not for
me to mention that Ceylon is an
agriculcural country and as such that
what we should do in the first ins-

tance is to encourage agriculture so
that with the production of raw

materials we can industrialize our
country., If you follow the history of
this courtry from ancient times you
micht cee that if sver we prospered
it was during the reign of rulers who
emphasized the role of agriculture, In
the same manner, when the U. N. P.
was m power immediately after the
achievement of independence they
alwavs placed emphasis on
agricuiture.

It is not necessary for me at this
stage to mention in detail the

develecpment schemes that we start-
~ed, hut T ask hon. Members of the
Opposition who levelled so much
criticism at the Government one
question: ecan you point out to us
one development scheme which was
started and completed by you or any

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other scheme by which you intended
to make the country prosper ? It
has been the position that those who
were in power hz=ld power for a
purpose. I do not think this is the
occasion for me to mention in detail
the manner in which they held the
reins of Government and the man-
ner in which they conducted them-
gelves as Ministers of State and as
Members of the Government.

There was so much said by speak-
ers from the other side about what
they had done in regard to indus-
tries. I think the Hon. Minister of
Industries in his speech pointed out
to them the flaws in the policy they
had followed and how industries
were sitarted for political reasons.
This is not the occasion for me to
point ot that during the period that
they were in power industries were
started, not with the idea of
encouraging industrial development
in this country but for a purpose
which they themselves ought to
know. We know that the industri-
alists who have made thousands and
thousands of rupees are not Ceylon-
ese. We know how, although they
obtained citizenship only a couple
of months ago, they have overnight
become millionaires. What, I ask
them, prompted them to neglect
Caylonese being encouraged to start
industries, and instead give all the
assistance and encouragement to
those who had nothing to do with
Cevlon but wanted to make all the
money mn this country and across the
Palk Strait and send it somewhere
else ? I ask them to point out one
Ceylonese enterprise which they
helped or encouraged. I am afraid
if one goes into detail one might
have fo draw so many skeletons from
the cuphoard. That is not my pur-
pose on this oceasion, but I might
only point out that we propose to
encourage Ceylonese enterprise in
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the correct way. And, I think, the
Hon. Minister of Industries yester-
day stated in detail what he proposes
to do. This augurs well for our
future.

The hon. Member for Dambulla
(Mr. T. B. Tennakoon) spoke of the
Hon. Minister of Social Services
playing one tune in 1861 and another
tune today. In other words, he said,
that wtile he was with them he
spoke in one way, but now that he
has crossed over and is with us, he
seems to be attacking the very
policies which he supported at one
time. That is nothing new. I think,
in that matter, the Hon. Minister of
Social Scrvices has followed the
correct Bandaranaike policy. I
emphasize the fact that he has
followed the correct Bandaranaike
policy, hecause it is still fresh in our
minds how the late lamented Mr. S.
W. R. D. Bandaranaike, who was
with the U. N. P., had prepared the
Budget with them, co-operated with
them, crossed over to the other side,
and yet in the very same Debate on
the Pudget, which he helped to pre-
pare, had attacked it. That was the
beginning of the Bandaranaike poli-
cies, and when one considers that
fact, one sees nothing new in the
action of the Hon. Minister of Social
Services.

Just think of the Marxist leaders.
What venom they produced in at-
tacking the Sirima Bandaranaike
Government before the Coalition!
Then, on every public platform they
attacked the fair Lady, the Leader
of the Oppositior. But today, of
course, they have changed. They
formed the Coalition and with that
they changed their attitude.

Tt is necessary to consider shortly
the strange history of these Marxists
who from public platforms shout
slosans and make long speeches.

For thirty years they have been
preaching Marxism and have heen
making every attempt to capture
power. I ask them whether, they
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ever practise what they preach. Do
they have the experience that Lenin
had during his days? Have they
ever identified themselves with the
suffering masses like Mao Tse-tung
or Chou En-lai? Have they ever
worked with the masses and endur-
ed their sufferings ? No.

Our Marxists are Marxists of a
different class and iype. These are
Marxists who have been hoodwink-
ing the masses. They are not with
the marses. They have not contri-
buted towards the welfare of the
workers and the peasant class like
Lenin or Mao Tse-tung.

Our Marxists have today given up
the real Marxist principles, and that
accounts for the Fourth International
sending them out lock, stock and
barrel. Tcday they want to capture
power. That is all.

I do not think that if you really
practise Marxism you can come and
preach in a democratic assembly
like this and identify yourselves
with democratic institutions.

And what about the revolution
that they have preached all these
years ? Have they educated the
workers and the peasants for that
revolution ? They are now hanging
on to the saree pota in order to
regain the power which they had
when they formed the Coalition. But
the workers of this country are not
so uneducated as the Marxists think
they are. They belong to a race of
people that ruled this country for
over two thousand years. They have
a sense of responsibility and they
will not allow the Marxists to
capture power.

We know what has happened in
those countries where the Marxists
were zllowed to have a hand in the
Government. Those who gave somé
quarter to the Marxists had later to
surrender power to them completely.

Mr. Chairman, talking about the
Budget, we know that the Opposi-
tion-or the Bandaranaike policy
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followers, were in power for nine
long years and during that period in
which they were in power, I ask,
what were the methods they adopt-
ed in order to see that the people
were satisfied ? I might mention to
you, it was never their attempt to
see to the welfare of the people.
They were always there for their
own bhenefit.

1 remember, the hon. Member for
Kalutara (Mr. Cholmondeley
Gonnewardene) making much about
the Co-operative Wholesale Estab-
lishment and the number of depots
he had opened in his constituency.
I am reninded of what I saw in one
of the depots that he opened. That
wus a store where he had put in his
red-shirted followers. The manager
was a person who had robbed a co-
operative society and was sent out
but very probably, at the request of
the hLon. Member for Kalutara, he
was appointed as the manager
of this - depot. I TrTemember,
Mr. Chairman, walking into that

deepot cne day with a view to seeing

what was happening. I wanted to
purchase certain items of crockery
and I saw some of the racks empty.
I addressed the salesman, “ Look,
can I get certain items of crock-
erv ?” The reply I got was, “ They
are not available.” Mr. Chairman,
they knew that I was the M. P. for
Beruwala but all the same they re-
fused to give me saying that there
was none in stock.

Well, walking about the depot I
scented something. I saw one of the
ladv salesmen showing some cups
and saucers to another customer who
was a lady teacher and a powerful
S. L. F. P. supporter. I walked up
to this saleslady and asked her
whether cups and saucers were
available. She said, “ Yes, we are
selling them.” She did not know
that the manager had informed me
that there was none in stock and
none for sale. Immediately, 1
followed the young lady to the stores
and there, to my surprise, I, dis-
covered large stocks ofoerockery:
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Of course, when I inquired further
about these stocks, the manager
turned round and said, “ 1 never said
that none were available but that
only a few items were put out daily
for sale.” That, is the manner 1in
which they have heen carrying on
business.

From the information I have
gathered, I have found that most of
the goods that come to these c. W.
E. depcts find their way into the
blackmarket. That is the policy
that was followed by the hon. Mem-
ber who had been a Minister at one
time.

I am reminded again of another
matter or rather the manner in
which the previous Ministers con-
ducted themselves. We know that
when the Coalition Government
came into power there was much
talk that they were going to elimin-
ate corruption and that every at-
tempt weculd be made to clean the
administration. We also know that
the hon. Member for Yatiyantota
(Dr. N. M. Perera) as soon as he
became Finance Minister, mentioned
in so many words that he would
make every effort to see that black-
marketeers were punished in the
proper way and he, particularly,
threatered the textile dealers. We
saw how these goods were coming
out and how some of them were dis-
played on the pavements of our
streets. Then there was a lull and
silence. The textiles that were on
the navements and windows dis-
appeared and once again we found
those dealers indulging in their old
ways of blackmarketing. I do not
know what prompted them to throw
them out and once again get them
into the blackmarket quarters and
therehy encourage that way of trade.
They are criticizing us and our
Government.

T am also reminded of my good
Friend, the hon. Member for Kalu-
tara (Mr. Cholmondeley Goone-
wardene). You might remember
that 23 soon as he became a Minis-
terorhe said: “I find that there is
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corrupiion from top to bottom in the
P. W. D. I am going to see that that
is cleared and I will rid the P. W. D.
of corruption”. He went to the
C. T. O. and all over the place and
threatened the overseers, but I am
wondering how a change took place
and suddenly all his attempts to eli-
minate corruption and clear the
P. W. D. failed. I also remember his
words: “The P. W. D. overseers
were all corrupt and I will remove
them ”.

I congratulate
the Hon. Minister of Finance on the
splendid manner in which he pre-
sented the Budget and on the Budget
which he presented.
