asked the Minister of Finance:

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I want to point out that the Stand-
ing Orders were framed when the
House was a very much smaller one.

The point I want to make is that
these Standing Orders were framed
when this House was a very much
smaller one and when hon.

Mr. Chairman, let me begin by fol-
lowing up a matter that was raised by
the hon. Member for Walapane
(Mr. Herath) regarding this proposal
of giving contracts to various West
German firms for building flats in
Ceylon. I am glad that on mature
consideration the Government has
dropped the proposal.,

I must also thank the hon. Leader
of the Opposition, because I am per-
sonally aware that it was his inter-
vention in the Colombo Municipal
Council which persuaded his party
people in that Council from taking a
very undesirable step.

I raise this matter as a question of
principle. I do not understand this
great enthusiasm for giving contracts
to firms abroad to build houses in
Ceylon. We have got here all the
necessary materials for building
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houses and flats. I know there are a
number of firms, particularly in West
Germany, who are trying to move
into this construction business in
Ceylon. One of them was given a
contract for the construction of the
new Central Bank building. I do not
know who took over the contract for
the Ceylon Insurance Company
. building. But, I think, it is totally

wrong in principle to give con-
tracts to foreign firms +to con-
struct buildings in Ceylon. We

have available here the necessary
labour, skill and materials. Why
should we give contracts outside
Ceylon for the building of apartments
and flats here ? I think, the whole
matter is wrong in principle.

I know that our building techniques
are antediluvian, completely out of
date. The important thing is, let us
‘send a few of our people abroad to
learn about modern building tech-
niques. There is no point in giving
contracts to foreign firms to come and
build for us. I want to register my
strong protest against giving con-
tracts to foreign firms to build in
Ceylon.

I do hope that the abandonment of
this highly questionable proposal
does not mean that the Government
continues to accept the principle of
giving contracts to foreign firms for
the building of apartments, flats,
houses and other buildings.

You will recall, Mr. Chairman, that
the Government told us in the Throne
Speech that they are going to build
four thousand houses. I do not know
whether the Hon. Minister is in a
position to tell us now what he in-
tends to do about it.

T was very interested in a proposal
to build a large number of flats in my
constituency in the Maligawatte area,
but up to now we know nothing about
it. A large amount of money has in
~ actual fact been voted by this House
for the purpose of house construc-
" tion, but the number of houses that
_are coming up are very few. There
seems to be no systematic plan to
push through housing on the scale

that is required. Those of us who re-
present urban areas know the tre-
mendous congestion that exists. We
know the problems that exist in
places like Colombo, where a third of
the houses are unfit for human habi-
tation and another third can only be
made fit for human habitation
after major structural alterations. I
do not think the Government has,
since Independence, put up in the City
of Colombo more than 2,000 or 3,000
housing units.

I now want to return to a point
which I started to deal with in my
earlier speech and which the then
Chairman asked me to bring up at
this stage. I have already seen the
Hon. Minister about this matter and I
have forwarded to the Ministry pro-
tests from a number of tenants of flats
in Armour Street, Wolfendhal Streat,
Blomendhal Road and other places.
These flats belong to the Department
of National Housing. I pointed out
that a number of these persons have
been asked to enter into agreements
with the department by the 1st of this
month by which they will be called
upon to pay increases in rent amoun-
ting, in some cases, to 20 per cent. and,
in other cases, to as much as 30 per
cent. This is scandalous profiteering
and rack-renting on the part of the
department.

Apparently, the Government has
decided that persons in Government
flats belonging to the Department of
National Housing, whose aggregate
family incomes are over Rs. 200 a
month, must have their rents in-
creased. I want to point out that this
is totally unfair in respect of the
houses in the schemes that I men-
tioned, particularly in my consti-
tuency—Armour Street and Wolfen-
dhal Street. These were, first of all,
intended to be working class housing
schemes, but the actual rents that are
being charged are such that it is very
difficult for workers to live in these
flats. Persons living in some of these
flats are asked to pay as much as
Rs. 60 a month or more for a flat. This
is hardly an amount of money which
the average worker can afford to pay.
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At the time these persons were
asked to come into these flats,
the Government obtained a large
number of particulars from them, in-
cluding particulars of income. And
it was on that basis that they were
given the flats. Now, out of the blue
comes an order from the department,
“Those who have a family income of
over Rs. 200 a month must pay in-
creases ”. I do not understand this
principle. The rent of a house must
be determined not by the income of
the occupant; the rent of a house
must be determined by the facilities
which you provide, or the cost of con-
struction, or something of that sort.
Or you must reverse your principle
and say, “ We will give you houses but
everyone should pay 10 per cent. of
his income .

You are trying to mix up all types
of principles, but the real thing is
that you are trying to withdraw the
subsidy on housing, or to limit the
subsidy on housing—working class
housing. You are making it more and
more difficult for persons to be able
to live in these houses. There is a tre-
mendous amount of subletting going
on. Why ? Because tenants cannot, out
of their family income, pay something
like 35 to 40 per cent. on rent and
continue to live; therefore they let
out a part of their flat or Government
house. I do not now why the Govern-
ment gets so annoyed about it. These
tenants are probably doing a service
under the present -circumstances
because they are finding accommo-
dation for people who have no accom-
modation.

I brought this to the notice of the
Minister and asked him then, when I
interviewed him, to see to it that this
principle is abandoned. I hope he will
be in a position to give an assurance
that the Government will not pursue
this utterly obnoxious principle on
which a large number of persons in
my constituency who are living in
Government flats are being asked to
pay as much as a 25 to 30 per cent.
increase in rent. At least let the Min-
ister give us this assuranceé, Ali'these
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persons were told that if they do not
negotiate new agreements by which
they undertake to pay these enhanced
rents by the 1st of September, action
would be taken to remove them from
their houses. The 1st of September
has come and gone, and still a large
number of people have not negotiated
these new agreements. I ask the Gov-
ernment not to set a date like this, to
withdraw the letters sent and to see
that the whole matter is looked into
and a full decision is reached, and
only after that to take necessary
action. I hope the Hon. Minister will
give us a clear assurance that that will
be done.

Hon. Members have made
comments and expressed their
grievances. They have criticized the

departments, and some officers in
these departments, very vehemently.
Those criticisms and comments offer-
ed by hon. Members will, I am sure,
be very helpful to me to understand
the working of my departments and
to discharge my duties as efficiently
as I can during my term of office.

I also express my gratitude to the
newspapers of Ceylon for having
highlighted the news relating to my
Ministry and departments daily in
their issues under banner headlines.
Though some of the items they pub-
lished were not correct, still I felt that
their news items helped me to go into
some of the matters criticized or
highlighted by them. In that way
they have been very helpful to me.

I do not propose today to deal in
detail with the working of my Minis-
try. I only wish to refer to a few
matters and to some of the decisions
I have taken during the course of the
last three months, for the information
of this House.

Firstly, I would like to deal with
one or two matters which pained me
a lot. I am not here to defend any
of my officers. I do not hold a brief
for them because I am not in a posi-
tion to do so. Members from both
sides of the House have made vehe-
ment criticisms and have found fault
with some of the officers in my de-
partments. In the interests of those
officers I would like to state their side
of the story so that the record may
be kept straight.

I know that many  persons
approached hon. Members of this
House and tried to canvass them with
their side of the story alone. Hon.
Members very often believed these
stories and based their contributions
on the Floor of this House on such
one-sided stories without taking the
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trouble to check on them or verify
them. These officers of my depart-
ments have no way of replying to
these charges levelled against them.
They cannot sue these hon. Members
because under cover of privilege hon.
Members have made these state-
ments. Therefore, they expect me, as
Minister in charge of the subject, to
do them justice, at least by placing
their side of the story before the
House.

Therefore you will forgive me if I

. place before the House one or two!

statements on behalf of some of those
officers who felt hurt at some of the
remarks made against them by very
senior Members of this House.

On August 20th, the Second
Reading of the Appropriation Bill
was taken up and in the course of the
Debate, two speeches were made by
two senior Members of this House
criticizing one of the officers of my
department—Dr. Wilson. I am not
defending him, but I would like to
state a few things which I consider
to be factually correct.

The hon. Member for Akuressa
(Dr. S. A. Wickremasinghe) stated
in his speech that there is a heart-
lung apparatus which was gifted to
Ceylon from Australia. I came to
know that there is no heart-lung
apparatus at all in this country. The
apparatus that was gifted by the
Australian Government to the Gov-
ernment of Ceylon was a Cardiac
Catheterization Unit. If.+is an
apparatus to study the functioning of
the lung along with the heart and
to investigate the functioning of the
heart. It has nothing to do with
operations. It was only to investi-
gate the heart that that apparatus
was used and that was given by the
Government of Australia to the Gov-
ernment of Ceylon to be installed at
the Chest Hospital, Welisara.

He
worked under Dr. Neubauer, a W.H.O.
Expert, for two years and he was
appointed as Superintendent, T. B.
Campaign, in 1954 at a time when
there was none in this country
qualified enough to accept that post.
He also stipulated his own terms
before accepting that appointment
and the most important condition
was that he should be allowed
private practice. The Public Ser-
vice Commission accepted those
terms and appointed him as Superin-
tendent, T. B. Campaign, in 1954. So
he holds that post even today of
Superintendent, T. B. Campaign, with
the right of private practice.

My Friend, the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera), in
his speech last Thursday stated that
this doctor is one of the shareholders
of the Pioneer Pharmacy.

This is a report submitted by Dr.
Leigh Forsyth on a visit to Ceylon
during October-November, 1958, for
Colombo Plan purposes.

Therefore, I do not propose to deal
at length with this matter, but I
would like at this stage to read out
a statement that has been handed
over to me by Dr. Wilson through
the head wof the department. For
what it is worth I shall read it. This
is Dr. Wilson’s statement :

“I took over as Superintendent, T. B.
Campaign, in 1954 when Tuberculosis
was the No. 1 Health Problem and
received much press publicity and also
when doctors were unwilling to serve
in the campaign. At this stage I drew
up a long-term programme of work with
a view to controlling the disease. I am
happy to state that most of the activities
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programmed have been organised and
that the measures that were taken are
bearing fruit. The following are some
of the works envisaged :—

(a) Training of Specialist Medical
Officers for T. B. work. 38 Offi-
cers have been trained so {far
under this scheme.

(b) Building of a new Pathology
Laboratory and  Pulmonary
Function Block at the Chest
Hospital, Welisara.

(¢) Obtaining equipment for the
above new buildings and the
T, B. Campaign in general.

(d) Building a six-storeyed block of
Wards and Theatres at Welisara.

(e) Establishing a Nurses Training
School at Welisara for T. B.
Asst. Nurses for the Campaign.

In 1955 a sum of Rs. 500,000 was
obtained from the Colombo Plan and
Blue Prints made for the erection of an
X-ray and Pulmonary Tunction Block at
Welisara. Provision was made for the
establishment of a Cardiac Catheterisa-
tion Unit to link up Puimonary Function
with Catheterisation and tne study of the
Pressures of the various chambers of the
Hearth and also analysis of the blood in
the various vessels and chambers of the
Heart. This was approved by Professor
R. T. Neubauer, W.H.O., Adviser on T. 5.
to the Government of Ceylon.

The building of the Pulmonary Func-
tion Block was started soon afterwards
and, with funds provided by the WHO,
the Pathology Block was built. The
latter was completed and equipped for all
types of work and is today one of the
best laboratories in the Island where all
work for a Chest Hospital can be done.

Along with the training of 0B,
Officers, Pathologists and Radiologists
were trained and they have now taken
charge of the Pathology and X-Ray and
Pulmonary Function laboratories.

In 1956 the Australian authorities
were approached for equipment for the
aforementioned buildings and the T. B.
Campaign. The request received favour-
able consideration and a team was sent
out from Australia consisting of Dr. Leigh
Forsyth, Consultant, Chest Diseases,
Repatriation Department Headqguarters,
Australia, and Mr. Brazenor, Hospital
Supplies Officer, Melbourne, to study and
report on the Chest Services of Ceylon
and view the request for equipment with
the needs of the country and the work
done. The team recommended to the
Australian Government that all the
equipment asked for be given including
the X-Ray, Electro-Cardiographic and
Cardiac Catheterisation eguipment.  No

Heart-Lung Machine was asked for and
no Heart-Lung Machine was recom--

mended or given.

As far back as 1955 Cardiac Catheteri-v
sation was envisaged at Welisara. No
such plans were made for the (}em_eral
Hospital, Colombo, or any other institu-
tion as far as I am aware.

It was agreed between the two Govern-
ments that, among other things—

(a) Australia should place the orders,.
buy the equipment and send same:
out to Ceylon ;

(b) an engineer from the suppliers.
should come out to Ceylon, instal
the equipment, train three tech-
nicians, to work with the
machines and hand it over as a
going concern ; and

(¢) the special equipment for the Pul-
monory Function Block would
be installed at Welisara.

The X-Ray and Pulmonary Function
Block was completed in 1962 and the
equipment arrived during the course of
the year. These were cleared by the
Government Stores Department and deli-
vered to the Campaign in three instal-
ments in August 1962 to be fitted by the
engineer from the suppliers. The engi-
neer trained the local technicians over-
staying his period by one year and left
in July 1963.

The desirability of obtaining a Heart-
Lung Machine for the General Hospital,
Colombo, was considered four years after
I had requested the Cardiac Investiga-
tion equipment for Welisara, and in res-
ponse to the Government’s request the
British Government sent Dr. Melrose and
Mr. Bentall, the two experts who recom-
mended that “the immediate effort be
the development of a Cardiac Investiga-
tion Service for the Colombo Group of
Hospitals ” and that “equipment be pro-
vided to support such a unit and allow
the development of full cardiac cathe-
terisation and Angiography.

When the Ministry of Health con-
sulted Sir Clement Price Thomas, British
Thoracic Surgeon who was on his way
back from Australia to the U. K. about
the equipment for Cardiac Investigation
he wanted to know what equipment was
available for Welisara. The Ministry re-
quested me to furnish the invoices. These
had been lost in transit and I therefore
supplied the packing list which had been
sent by the firm of suppliers in Holland.
Copies of the invoices were later obtained
and passed on to the Government Stores
Department.

I wish to emphasize that my sole
concern in arrar;ging for equipment
the Chgest Hospital at Welisalpa wasf‘zg
ensure that it was fully equipped for the
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treatment of all chest patients as
at the Brompton Hospital, London, or the
London Chest Hospital. The two experts
from Australia were fully satisfied that
the equipment they recommended for
Welisara were entirely suitable and

appropriate for that Chest Hospital, and
would not be superfluous or inappro-
priate. What equipment they considered
inappropriate they did not recommend.

The Cardiac Investigation equipment
installed at Welisara is available for in-
vestigation of patients at the request of
any Medical Officer.

J. R. Wilson, :
Superintendent, T. B. Campaign. ”

I read out that statement for what
it is worth so that it may go into
record. He also showed me a plan
which was drawn up in 1955 where
provision had been made in a
building for installing a cardiac unit
in Welisara Hospital. This plan is
dated 30.3.55. In this plan you will
find that space had been provided in
this building for a cardiac catheteri-
zation unit, pulmonary function room,
and so on. Of course, I produce this
in order to show that the plan which
he envisaged in 1955 is actually
proved by this document.

Now, the newspapers in Ceylon as
well as a good number of hon. Mem-
bers, have carried on a campaign that
the cardiac catheterization unit that
has been installed at Welisara Hos-
pital should be shifted to Colombo
in order to serve a larger number of
patients. I went into this matter. I
invited both Dr. Wilson and Dr. Paul
to come because I did not want to
listen to one side of the story. That
was the first time that I ever saw
Dr. Paul. I put some questions and
found out the difficulty that was
there and the kind of misunderstand-
ing that had cropped up. Well, I
made some suggestions which
Dr. Paul very readily accepted.

I know that Dr. Paul is a very
eminent surgeon. From all reports,
his performance has been very good
and I would like to pay this tribute
to him just when I am dealing
with this subject. I put the sugges-
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tions to him and he readily accepted

the}n. These are the decisions I
arrived at :

“ After a conference with the Perma-
nent Secretary and the specialists
Immediately concerned, I have made the

following decisions. ”

Those decisions I would like to
read out :

“l. A physician with experience of
cardiac catheterisation should be placed
in charge of the unit and of the collec-
tion and maintenance of statistics at the
Welisara Chest Hospital.

2. Statistics should be maintained at
the Welisara Chest Hospital of patients
examined with the aid of the equipment
installed there from the Welisara Chest
Hospital itself and separately of patients
brought there for examination from other
hospitals.

3. In the meanwhile, every effort
should be made to obtain similar equip-
ment to be installed at the General Hos-
pital, Colombo, or at the Lady Ridge-
way Hospital. If the efforts to obtain
similar equipment for installation at =«
hospital in Colombo should fail, and if
the statistics maintained should indicate
that the number of patients from the
Welisara Chest Hospital benefitting from
the equipment installed there is small,
the Australian Government should be
addressed with a view to seeking its con-
currence in the removal of the equip-
ment at Welisara for installation at

Colombo. ”

Now, those were the decisions I
arrived at and when I conveyed them
to Dr. Paul he readily accepted them.

“T request that the following statement
be transmitted to the Permanent Secre-
tary, Ministry of Health and Housing,
with a request that the Hon. Minister be
advised to read or table it in the course
of the Budget Debate now proceeding, in
rebuttal of the groundless allegations
made against me by Dr. S. A. Wickrema-
singhe, M. P. for Akuressa, in the course
of his speech during the Committee stage
of the Budget.

The patient referred to by Dr. Wick-
remasinghe is one Mr. S, who is a
nephew by marriage of a very close
friend of mine. On his advice, Mr. S.
consulted me privately for a condition
which had caused jaundice. I first
treated the patient at the General Hos-
pital, having provisionally diagnosed his
case as one of mild infective hepatitis.
He was later transferred to the General
Hospital ‘under my care. He was first
admitted to the non-paying ward, and,
af’s:ez1 a few days, transferred to a paying
ward.

While I was on leave for a few days,
the patient had rapidly developed
anaemia which investigations proved te
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be haemolitic anaemia. The investiga-
tions carried out were as follows :

Full blood report including absolute
values

Reticulocyte count

Coomb’s test, direct and indirect

Red Cell fragility

Blood grouping—including all known
groups

Serum Bilirubin

Urine Urobilin

X-ray of chest

The patient was treated with steroids
and antibiotics chloromycetin  was
among the antibiotics used. The haemo-
lytic state could definitely not have been
caused by chloromycetin or any other
antibiotic.

Antiobiotics were continued to be
used throughout the patient’s treatment
as they were an essential precaution
against infection. I am not aware of a
single case in which haemolytic
anaemia has been caused or aggravated
by chloromycetin.

At no stage did I refuse or discourage
reasonable consultation. Doctors Atty-
galle, Wijenayake and Percy Goonewar-
dene, Haemotologist, of the General
Hospital, were in fact consulted.

Dr. Wickremasinghe and certain rela-
tives of the patient had tried to induce
Dr. Percy Goonewardene, without my
knowledge, to meet and discuss the case
with a Russian doctor attached to the:
Soviet Embassy in Ceylon. Dr. Goone-
wardene had rightly declined to assist
as a breach of professional etiquette was
involved.

When later consulted, I said that I did'
not know of any specialist in the Soviet
Union and suggested instead that the
patient be taken to Professor Dacie of
the Post-graduate School of Medicine,
Hammersmith, London. I made this
suggestion as I considered that Radio-
active Isotope studies might be useful in.
case removal of the spleen should be in-.
dicated. My suggestion was accepted,
and Dr. Percy Goonewardene made
arrangements with Professor Dacie by
cable. The patient was flown to the
U. K. A complete summary of the his-
tory, treatment, progress and results of
investigations carried out from time to
time was supplied to be taken to London
and delivered to Professor Dacie.

I did not refuse to recommend that
the patient should be accompanied. At
his sister’s request I first recommended
the patient being flown in a sitting posi-
tion and, later, at her request I recom--
mended that the patient be flown in a
recumbent position. The latter was more:
advisable but I had at first recommended
the former as the sister originally desired
the less expensive mode of transport.

The treatment originally given by me
to the patient as for mild infective hepa~-
titis was continued throughout, but was
somewhat intensified when a haemolytic
state developed. I understand that this
same treatment was continued 1n

London.

There is no truth whatever in the
suggestion that a badly matched trans-
fusion was given to this patient.
Dr. Percy Goonewardene had carried out
tests for compatibility of even the less
important sub-groups like Kell, Dufty,
Lewis, M and N in addition to the A, B,
O and Rh compatibility tests normally
carried out. There was no possibility of
incompatible blood being wused for
transfusion to this patient.

The persons who saw me at the Sinha-
lese Sports Club were his wife and her
brother. I emphatically deny that I was
. .discourteous to either of them. The wife
of the patient used to see me almost daily
about the patient and I had treated her
with the utmost kindness and considera-
‘tion.

All the documents comprising the bed-
head ticket of the patient at the paying
ward are intact and have been shown to
the Deputy-Director (Medical Services)
and to the Permanent Secretary. These
documents are intact and contain a com-
plete history of the treatment given to
this patient at the General Hospital,
‘Colombo, except for a few days initially,
during which he was in the non-paying
ward. It was only in the paying ward
that the haemolytic state had developed,
-when I was out on leave.

Far from being a leader of the Baudha
Bala Vegaya, I have not been even a
member at any time.

Dr. Wickremasinghe has referred to my
failure at the M.R.C.P. (Edin.) examina-
tion, and argued that I was less fit than
a certain doctor in Jaffna for appoint-
ment to the General Hospital. I had con-
tracted with the Government of Ceylon
to pass M.R.C.P. (London) Examination
in three years from 14th August, 1949. I
had not contracted to pass the M.R.C.P.
(Edin.) Examination. I fulfilled my con-
tract and returned to Ceylon with the
M.R.C.P. (London) qualification on
5th August, 1952. I also hold the added
qualification of a Doctorate in Medicine
of the Ceylon University. I have thus
been fully qualified to be a Physician of
the General Hospital, and I am the most
senior physician with the requisite quali-
gca;uons and experience to hold such a
post.

I think in fairness to everybody
concerned the Hon. Minister should
agree to the appointment of a com-
mittee to hold a full inquiry, and I
would ask him to do so. Unfortu-
nately the hon. Member for Akuressa
is not here. He specifically asked me
to raise this matter again with the
Hon. Minister.

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There is another burning topic
which has been high-lighted by the
newspapers. This matter has also
been brought to the notice of the
House at various intervals by a
number of hon. Members. I refer to
Tonicum Merz. This relates to a thing
that had happened before I assumed
office as Minister of Health. But
when this question was brought
to my notice it was my duty to
go into this wvital issue and
announce my own decision. I
would like to say this about Toni-
cum Merz. The Cabinet decided on
10th October, 1960, that drugs, patent
medicines, etc., certified by the For-
mulary Committee as being essential
for medical use in Ceylon should be
allowed to be imported freely, and
that the importation of other items
should be brought under control.

In accordance with this Cabinet
decision the Controller of Imports
could have restricted—or totally
banned—the import of items not
included in the Ceylon Hospitals
Formulary from time to time. He
would naturally seek views from
experts in arriving at his own deci-
sions.

In March 1963, the Director of
Rural Development and Small Indus-
tries sought the advice of the D. H. S.
as to whether he might approve the
establishment of an industry for the
local manufacture of a preparation
marketed under the name of Tonicum
Merz. The application from the
industralist contained a list of the
ingredients that would be used in the
proposed manufacture.

The Director of Health Services,
having examined this list and having
considered the foreign exchange
savings that would be effected by the
local manufacture of this tonic—to
replace imports—recommended the
approval of the establishment of the
industry. Subsequently, in May,
1963, the Formulary Committee itself
having examined the ingredients in
the proposed preparation represented
to the Director of Health Services the
fact that some of those ingredients
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were of no therapeutic value and that
the local manufacture of this tonic
which involved the importation of
these ingredients should not be
recommended.

Having considered the views of the
Formulary Committee I have decided
to advise the Hon. Minister of Com-
merce and Industries to review and

+ I have already issued a communique
in regard to that matter and I do
not want to add to that. But yester-
day I received a letter addressed to
the Director of Health Services by
Dr. K. Rajasuriya, Professor of
Medicine of the University of Ceylon.
I would like to read out that letter.
He has raised a new point, namely,
that the death may have been due to
a cause like this:

Dear Sir,

Alleged ‘ Blood Transfusion death’

I have read in the Press about the
recent death of a patient (Miss Ratwatte)
after a heart operation, alleged to have
been caused by the effects of a blood
transfusion.

I wish, however, without any prejudice
to the inquiries that have been made so
far, to bring to your notice that there is
a condition called Paroxysmal (Cold)
haemoglobinuria which gives rise to
symptoms, following exposure to cold,
which are quite compatible with those
alleged to have occurred in the case under
review where the operation was done
under hypothermia.

Wintrobe’s Clinical Haemotology, (5th
Edition, page 637) states that Paroxysmal
(Cold) haemoglobinuria ‘is due to
sudden haemolysis of blood probably
intra-vascularly as the result of the action
of an auto-haemolysin contained in the
patient’s own blood. The haemolysin
unites with the red corpuscles only at a
low temperature but destruction of the
cells occurs only after the blood is
warmed again.’
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‘For the cold phase to be effective at
least thirty minutes are necessary and
temperatures below 10° or 15°C are
usually needed. However many variations
have been observed insofar as thermosta-
bility, optimal period of the cold phase
and the need for complement are
concerned.’

As this patient was operated under
hypothermia and the symptoms were
noted several hours later the diagnosis of
Paroxysmal (Cold) haemoglobinuria has
to be seriously considered if a transfusion
reaction is regarded as improbable.

I got from the Ministry :

“The publication recently of erroneous
reports in the press about the provision
of a heart-lung machine for carrying out
open cardiac surgery calls for the issue
of a clear statement of the actual
situation.

The need for a heart-lung machine for
open cardiac surgery was accepted by the
Ministry of Health and the Department
of Health Services in 1960. The Ministry
sought to obtain a machine through aid
under the Colombo Plan.

The opportunity afforded by a visit to
Ceylon of the Honourable Alport, Minis-
ter for Commonwealth Relations of the
United Kingdom Government, who called
on this Ministry on 16 November 1960,
was availed of to apply to the U. K.
Government for aid to obtain a heart-
lung machine. Mr. Alport was very
enthusiastic about this application and
promised to give all possible assistance.
The application, made in December 1960
under the Colombo Plan to the United
Kingdom Government, was for a Melrose-
type heart-lung machine. The United
Kingdom Government decided to send a
team consisting of Dr. Melrose, an
anaesthetist, the inventor of this machine,
and Mr. Bentall, a thoracic surgeon, to
Ceylon in order to examine the local con-
ditions and the type of patients who were
treated for cardiac conditions, as well as
to select a local team consisting of a
surgeon, an assistant surgeon, a pump
operator and a theatre sister for training
in the United Kingdom in the use of this
machine.

The team arrived in Ceylon in Feb-
ruary 1961 and, after examining the local
conditions, submitted their report. This
report was sent by the United Kingdom
High Commissioner in Ceylon to the Par-

liamentary Secretary of this Ministry on
18 May, 1961.
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The main recommendations
visiting team were that the installation
of a heart-lung machine should be re-
garded only as a part of the more com-
prehensive plan to develop modern car-
diac surgery ; that the immediate effort

should be directed to the development of
a cardiac investigation service for the

Colombo Group of Hospitals under the
direction of a full-time physician, who

should be trained for a year in Britain j

and that plans for the installation of the
heart-lung machine should be deferred
until after the training of a- pump opera-
tor and a nurse was completed. This re-
port was considered by the Government
and the recommendations made therein
were accepted.

It was quite clear, not only from this
report but also from a letter from the
High Commissioner for the TUnited
Kingdom, that the installation of the
heart-lung machine should await the
training of the requisite staff, and that
it was to the development of a cardiac
investigating unit and to the training of
a physician to have charge of it that
priority should be given. The provision
of a heart-lung machine was only part
of a comprehensive plan to develop car-
diac surgery. Without all the other
ancillary equipment and the trained staff
required, a heart-lung machine would be
useless.

One of the essential items was an ade-
quate building, for which plans were
prepared in consultation with Mr. Mel-
rose. Financial provision is now included
in the departmental estimates for 1963-64.

As recommended by these consultants,
the Government took action to select a
physician, a pump operator and a nurse
for training, but it has not been possible
to select a physician as no qualified
physician was willing to be in charge of
a laboratory for cardiac investigations. A
medical officer, who has been trained in
and has gained some experience in this
field, has recently arrived in the Island,
and, if he is prepared to devote his time
fully to this work, it may be possible to
proceed further with the planning and
developing of the cardiac investigation
laboratory which is an essential requisite
for cardiac surgery and for the use of
a heart-lung machine.

At no time has any international
agency offered a heart-lung machine to
Ceylon. As indicated earlier, an appli-
cation was made to the British Govern-
ment for a heart-lung machine, but it
was not persevered with in view of the

Melrose-Bentall report that it would be-

premature to obtain such a machine be-
fore an investigation unit had been
cstablished and staff had been trained.”

Certain questions were raised about
the Cancer Institute at Maharagama.
I obtained- a Report on that. I am
sure it will be very interesting to
hon. Members. I will give you the
salient points from that Report.

The Cancer Institute was planned
and organized according to the
recommendations made by Professor
V. R. Khanolkar, W. H. O. Consult-
ant on Cancer to the Government of

Ceylon.

Regarding the inadequacy of equipment at the Cancer Institute, the

Report states that the radiotherapy unit at the institute was not established
to serve the needs of the whole Island. If a single centre is to serve a
population of 10 million, then the minimum equipment required according
to the recommendations of the National Cancer Institute of Canada, as
stated in their Report “ Planning of Radiotherapeutic needs in Cancer

Treatment ” is as follows :

Radiotherapy beds

Deep X-ray Therapy Units ..
Cobalt Units

In Western countries radiotherapy centres are designed to serve units of
population of approximately one million.

Dr. H K. T. Fernando, Radio-
therapist-in-Charge, who has furnish-
ed this Report, states that he cannot
do better than quote Prof. Khanolkar,
who states in his Report at page 7:

“No single institute could possibly
meet the demands for the treatment of
all cancer patients throughout the Island.
The future institute should be looked for-
ward to as a model institute for expert
treatment of cancer with a much broader
activity as its proposed aim.”

At the Cancer Institute there are
three Deep X-ray Therapy Units and
a Cobalt Unit, the latter being a gift
from the Government of Canada
obtained, Dr. Fernando states,
through his personal efforts.

After the experience gained from
a three-year working of the Cancer
Institute, Dr. Fernando states, he
recommended a staged decentraliza-
tion of clinics and radiotherapy faci-
lities in the interests of those sections
of the people and institutions that
are at considerable distances from the
Central Institute at Maharagama. It
would appear that certain officers
attached to the institute raised objec-
tions to this recommendation. With
the increasing number of cancer
patients seeking treatment at the
institute, Dr. Fernando states that he
certainly agrees that the available °
equipment is totally inadequate. The
annual number requiring treatment
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[e& a8cqds’ @83§¢]
will continue to increase but a
specialized institute should not, he
states, expand beyond a certain limit
as it would become unwieldy for a
central institute of treatment and
research.

The Report adds that there are also
two Deep X-ray Therapy Units at the
General Hospital, Colombo, which
are over 15 years old, used for the
treatment of cases warded at the
hospitals of the Colombo Group.
Replacement of these two units was
recommended by Dr. Fernando in
1960, but this too was, he says, pre-
vented by some officers.

Then Dr. Fernando refers to the
portion of the speech made by the
hon. Member for Akuressa (Dr. S. A.
Wickremasinghe) where he com-
mented on the Director of the
Institute “harassing young doctors
who were carrying out work, and
obstructing the work of the
institute.” This is what Dr. Fernando
states to the Director of Health

Services in explanation :

“ Though there is no such person desig-
nated as Director of the Institute,
Dr. Wickremasinghe probably refers to
me. I would like to state that at my
request in 1961....you relieved me of all
administrative control of the officers
attached to the radiotherapy unit of the
Cancer Institute.”

There is another important matter
that has agitated the minds of the
public, particularly after the unfortu-
nate death of Miss Ratwatte. It is
about the establishment of an arti-
ficial kidney unit in Ceylon. I would
like to say a few words regarding
this.

An artificial kidney removes the
patient’s blood and filters it separat-
ing the wastes from the patient’s
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blood just as the kidneys do under
normal circumstances. This process
can be repeated several times until
the patient’s kidneys heal as the heal-
ing of an ulcer on the skin. It need
hardly be stressed that if the wastes
from the blood are not removed—and
this can only be done by an artificial
kidney—certain death awaits the
patient.

It is quite well known that with
children and adults, acute renal
failure from nephritis (infection of
the kidneys), excessive blood loss at
surgical processes or child birth,
severe road accidents, poisoning from
sleeping pills, etc., will cause death
if this machine is not available once
conservative treatment fails. Normal
healthy people meeting such mishaps
are cured by the adoption of this pro-
cedure and lead absolutely normal
healthy lives thereafter.

In Ceylon today, a number of such
patients die, even without being
aware that they can be saved and the
teaching of the under-graduate and
post-graduate student is incomplete
due to the non-availability of this
unit,

The modern management for the
control of renal failure is incomplete
today without the functioning of the
artificial kidney unit. The need for
it is vital as this benefits all sections
of the population in a very
fundamental manner.

Therefore, it is proposed to instal
this unit utilizing the available build-
ings at the Colombo South Hospital
with the minimum alterations.

The hon. Member for Galle said
that more money should be expended
on ayurveda, in view of the fact that
Rs. 150 million is being spent on
Western Health Services. The funds
voted for the Ayurveda Medical
Service have steadily increased dur-
ing recent years, although they carm-
not bear comparison with the funds
voted for Western Health Services.
In 1954-55, we voted only Rs. 972,142.
Today, the vote has increased to
Rs. 2,685,722. Progressively, we have
increased funds for the Ayurveda
Medical Service.

Some of the steps taken to expand
the Ayurvedic Medical Service are
as follows. Action has been taken to
expand the Ayurveda Central Hospi-
tal in Colombo from its present bed
strength of 300 to 600. A new
ayurvedic hospital with a bed
strength of 50 has already been com-
pleted in Anuradhapura and is to be
opened shortly. The bed strength
will be increased to 100 during the
next financial year. Funds have
been allocated from the Hospital
Lotteries Fund for the construction
of a 50-bed hospital at the Bandara-
naike Memorial Research Institute at
Nawinna. Funds are being voted
for the construction of a full fledged
College of Ayurveda. Token provi-
sion has been included in the next
year’s Estimates for preliminary
investigation for a 100-bed hospital
in the Hambantota District.
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The number of local authority
dispensaries receiving Government
assistance is to be increased from 101
to 151 during the next financial year.

With regard to medical certificates,
it is only after 1956 that the Govern-
ment began to accept medical certi-
ficates from ayurvedic medical
practitioners. Ayurvedic medical
practitioners came to be treated in
the same way as western medical
practitioners for private practice in
this regard, namely, that medical
certificates came to be accepted for a
maximum period of 14 days. Only a

Government medical officer could
authorize leave beyond 14 days.
Medical officers of the Ayurvedic
Hospital are treated as Government
medical officers for the purpose of
granting leave.

I do not wish to say anything more
than that on ayurveda.

When we speak of Ayurveda it means
Unani and Siddha as well. In the
Ayurveda Council we have included
representatives of the Siddha and the
Unani systems. Representatives of
these systems are also included in
the medical board. We have done
the same thing in the research
committee.

I will now come to my next
department, the Department of
Housing. As regards this depart-
ment I would like to mention that I
have somehow or other managed to
get Rs. 17 million to be spent on a
housing programme in the next
financial year. Besides this sum, I
was given hope by the Treasury that
a Supplementary Estimate would be
introduced very soon for the release
of another Rs. 8 million. Altogether
Rs. 25 million will then be available
for the Housing Department. I can
give the assurance to hon. Members,
that all those applications for
Rs. 2,000 will be met during the
course of the next financial year.
That is the first decision that I
have taken. With the balance that
is available I will try to accommodate
as far as possible the requirements of
others. I am sorry I cannot give any
other assurance.

Mr. Chairman, I think, with my
poor health, I have been able to give
satisfactory answers to the questions
raised by hon. Members, and I would
now invite them to give me their

co-operation during my tenure of
office.

You have spoken of discipline. 1
agree that discipline is very import-
ant. Every one speaks of discipline.,
But we know as a fact that discipline
has been decently buried in this
country. If you want to revive it,
especially in the health services,
please co-operate with us and try to
interfere the least in the decisions
that we take.

Today when we ask a doctor :
“Why did you not take action
against that attendant?” we are
told : “The moment I pull him up I
will be transferred from this place
because some Member of Parliament
will make representations against
me on behalf of the attendant. So I
find it impossible to act”. As these
types of things are being repeated we
find it very difficult to maintain
discipline.

There are 115 trade unions in the
Health Department, so hon. Members
can just imagine the magnitude of
my task. I have so far managed to
keep them satisfied. I hope the
trade unions in this country—
especially those functioning within
the Health Ministry—will extend
their co-operation to me in maintain-
ing discipline. With the co-operation
of hon. Members of this House and
the co-operation of trade unions we
will be able to set up better
standards in our medical institutions.

I know that hon. Members of this
House have no personal animosity
against officials of the Health Depart-
ment and that they are genuinely
interested in the health of the
country just as much as we are.
Without health there cannot be any-
thing: that is the most important
thing. Education comes second to
health : first of all, we must live.
Therefore, I hope that every hon.
Member of this House will co-operate
with me and see that the necessary
discipline is introduced into our
services ; then you can be sure that
you will be able to obtain the best
service from the Health Department:
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In conclusion, I wish to thank
every hon. Member for making the
contribution that he made. I will
look into the complaints that they
made. I have already asked an offi-
cer of the department to read all the
speeches in HANSArRD, take down
notes and bring them to me. I will
try to takz action on all the matters
I could possibly take action on.

Mr. Chairman, I wish to raise the
question of the development of the
Kankesanturai harbour. During the
Second Reading of the Appropriation
Bill, the hon. Member for Galle
(Mr. W. Dahanayake), the hon.
Member for Akuressa (Dr. S. A.
Wickremasinghe) and myself raised
this question of the development of
the Kankesanturai harbour in some
detail. Unfortunately, during the
Second Reading of the Budget, we
did not have the pleasure of seeing
the Hon. Minister of Communications
except at voting time, and in any
event, we got no reply to the points
we raised regarding the Kankesan-
turai harbour. During the discussion
of the votes of the Ministry of Indus-
tries, once again this matter was
raised by all three of us, and the Hon.
Minister of Industries quietly passed
the baby on to the Hon. Minister of
Communications. Therefore, I am
once again raising on the Floor of this
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House the question of the develop-
ment of the Kankesanturai harbour,
hoping that at least on this occasion
we would get a reply from the Hon.
Minister.

In the Estimates for 1962-63, the
total estimated cost of the develop-
ment of the Kankesanturai harbour
was Rs. 15 million, of which a sum
of Rs. 3,500,000 was voted for the year
1962-63. Of course, none of this
money was spent in 1962-63 although
the then Hon. Minister of Nationa-
lized Services had on the Floor of this
House given an undertaking that a
start would be made on the construc-
tion of the Kankesanturai harbour.
We were therefore rather surprised
to see that in the Estimates for 1963-
64, Kankesanturai harbour has been
completely forgotten. I do not know
who the Minister is who was respon-
sible for the omission of the Kan-
kesanturai harbour in the Estimates,
but it is rather significant that this
omission of the Kankesanturai
harbour, the Galle harbour and the
Colombo harbcur seems to have
occurred after the present Minister
had assumed office as Minister of
Communications.

The Kankesanturai harbour is very
closely tied up with the development
of the cement factory at Kankesan-
turai and the clinker grinding factory
at Galle. I would read to the Hon.
Minister of Communications the
statement made in the Short-Term
Implementation Programme when
the question of the development of
the cement factory at Kankesanturai
and the starting of the clinker factory
at Galle was discussed. This is what
the people responsible for the Short-
Term Implementation Programme,
had to say:

“The KKS and Galle projects are to a
great extent dependent on the provision
of docking facilities at KKS and Galle to
enable the coastwise shipment of surplus
clinker from KKS to Galle .

You will see that the planners who
were responsible for the preparation
of this Short-Term Implementation
Programme had definitely stated that
the success of the expansion of the
cement factory at Kankesanturai and
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the clinker factory at Galle was de-
pendent almost entirely on the dock-
ing facilities at Kankesanturai and
at Galle and the coastwise transport
of the extra clinker from Kankesan-
turai to Galle.

Sir, I believe the Cement Factory
authorities have made out an almost
unanswerable case for the necessity
to develop the K. K. S. Harbour if the
cement factory is to be run at a profit
and if cement is to be sold at a cheap
price to the consumers in this
country. That was why the loan
which the West German Govern-
ment gave for the development of the
Cement Factory was also tied up with
the loan for the development of the
K. K. S. Harbour.

I think the Hon. Minister of Com-
munications is aware that today the
c.if. price of a bag of cement landed
in Colombo is Rs. 4.75 while a bag of
cement produced at the K. K. S.
Cement Factory is being sold at Rs. 12
or so. I think everybody who knows
something of the K. K. S. Cement
Factory is aware that the exorbitant
price that is today being paid for
cement produced at the K. K. S.
Cement Factory is largely due to the
transport costs.

During my speech on the Second
Reading Debate on the Appropriation
Bill T outlined the situation. Today
the railway charges Rs. 57 for the
transport of a ton of oil from Colombo
to the Cement Factory at K. K. S. The
transport of a ton of oil by ship would
cost only Rs. 7. The Cement Factory
consumes, on the average, 35,000 tons
of oil per year. Working the figures
out you will see that on the transport
of oil alone—we will leave the trans-
port of other matters out—the
Cement Factory would make a profit
of Rs. 1,750,000 a year. That means
that the entire cost of the expansion
of the K. K. S. Harbour would be
wiped out in a matter of ten years.
On this saving on the transport of oil
alone, the K. K. S. Cement Factory
would be able to wipe out the loan of
Rs. 15 million in a matter of ten years.
That is not all.
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The Railway today charges Rs. 12
for the transport of a ton of clinker.
They had said that the normal cost
of transport was Rs. 15 but as a
special favour to the Cement Cor-
poration they were prepared to
transport at Rs. 12. The cost of
transport per ton of clinker by
steamer would be only Rs. 3. You
will see that on every ton of oil you
save Rs. 50 and on every ton of
clinker you save Rs. 9.

I understand that the railway in
order to buttress the argument for
the dropping of the K. K. S. Harbour
Development Scheme has today
agreed to transport clinker from
K. K. S. to Galle at Rs. 3. I want to
know how the railway which had
said that the normal cost would be
Rs. 15, which they were prepared to
reduce to Rs. 12 as a special conces-
sion to the Cement Corporation, are
now able to say that they can trans-
port at Rs. 3 per ton of clinker from
K. K. S. to Galle. I suppose the
railway authorities are working on
the basis, “ We are already losing a
few mil'ions and what is the harm
in losing a few more millions. We
will deprive the Jaffna man of the
K. K. S. Harbour.”

You will thus see that every pos-
sible attempt is being made to pre-
vent the development of the K. K. S.
Harbour. I want to ask a straight
question from the Hon. Minister.
Can you mention any reason, eco-
nomic or industrial, except political,
for your dropping of the K. K. S.
Harbour Development Project from
your Estimates for 1963-64?

I make the charge, and I make it
deliberately, that you have dropped
this scheme for one reason and for
one reason alone, namely, that it
happens to be in the constituency of
the hon. Member for Kankesanturai
(Mr. Chelvanayakam) and that it
happens to be in the Northern part of
this country. I make that charge
having outlined all the facts and
figures. I have read on the Floor of
this House the Report of your own
Planning Commission on the neces-
sity of developing the K. K. S.
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Harbour. I say that the only reason
why you are dropping this scheme is
that it happens to be in the
Northern part of the country.

If you desire to indulge in the
game of cutting somebody’s nose to
spite his face, I wish to tell you this,
that you may cut our noses but you
will be cutting your own throats in
the matter of the industrial develop-
ment of this country.

Please do not forget that cement
is the basic material required for
every type of construction work in
this country, whether it be con-
struction of further factories or
construction of houses. If you can-
not produce cement at the cheapest
possible rate—and that is only pos-
sible on the basis of your develop-
ing both the K. K. S. Harbour and
the Galle Harbour—if you do not do
it, you may think you are cutting our
noses but in fact you will be cutting
your own throats in the process.

That is not all. In spite of its
limited facilities today, with no
proper docking facilities, with no
Customs rooms, with no Customs
examination facilities, the K. K. S.
Harbour has created a record in
Ceylon in the loading and unloading
of goods. I think the Hon. Minister
cannot contradict the fact that
among the three harbours the
quickest unloading has been in the
K. K. S. Harbour:

More than a thousand people get
employment as a result of the
K. K. S. Harbour being developed.
You can distribute rice in those
parts by unloading it in the K. K. S.
Harbour. You do not want us to re-
main in Government service as quill-
drivers. Why do you not at least
allow us to be beasts of burden?
Why do you not allow people to
carry loads from the K. K. S. Har-
bour and earn a living? I wish to
make the strongest possible protest,
with all the vehemence I can pos-
sibly command. If you are in- -
terested in the development of this -
country, if you are interested in the
industrial  development of this
country, so long as you are going to
lock at development from a racial,
discriminatory and political angle, I
say that there can be no develop-
ment either in your parts of the
country or in our parts of the coun-
try. I earnestly request the Hon.
Minister to once again reconsider
this whole question. I ask him not
to be misled by officers of the rail-
way and a few others. I ask him to
reconsider this question and get the
K. K. S. Harbour scheme going once
again. That is the only way in
which you can make the Cement
Factory and the Galle Clinker Fac-
tory a success. That is the only
possible way in which you can give
cement at the lowest possible price
to our people.

Having said that about the K. K. S.
Harbour, I wish to say a few words
about the consumption of liquor in
the trains, particularly in the trains
that run to Jaffna. As a very fre-
quent traveller in these trains my-
self over the last three or four years,
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I am able to say from my own per-
sonal knowledge that most disgrace-
ful scenes take place in these trains,
particularly in the morning Yal
Devi and the afternoon Uttara Dewi.
No doubt Mr. U. K . Edmund is
making a lot of money from the
sale of liquor on the trains, but con-
sidering it from the point of view of
the convenience of passengers in
these trains, the Hon. Minister
should see to it that no liquor is
served. We should all like to have
a buffet where we can get a bite,
but there are a large number of
ladies travelling by these trains and
people who cannot contain their
liguor—I do not know how many of
us can—should not be encouraged
to drink in these trains. The least
the Minister can do to make train
travel more convenient to the pas-

senger is to see that no liquor is
served on trains.

I want to say a word about the
development of the Katunayake
airport. We are a country with
limited resources. We are complain-
ing that we do not have the neces-
sary capital to expend even on

essential items of development.
Under these circumstances is it
necessary or prudent to spend

nearly Rs. 21 million on the deve-
lopment of the Katunayake airport?
I grant that we must have a good
airport with modern facilities, but is
it necessary to give this such top
priority over other essential needs
in this country? Surely the Rat-
malana airport is good enough ; the
Katunayake airport is good enough
as it is; even Palaly airport can ac-
commodate jets. Why then is it
necessary to spend Rs. 21 million on
the development of the Katunayake
airport particularly when you are
not sure whether even after this
exenditure it can stand the wear and
tear of the landing of jet planes?

Another matter I wish to refer to
iIs the overcrowding of the train to
Jaffna. Of course, Ministers are
not too keen on travelling north, but

if they do they would see that
practically every train to the north
iIs overcrowded. Even with berths
it is often our experience that we
have to keep standing throughout a
good part of the journey. The Hon.
Minister will grant that the North-
ern Line is one of the most paying
lines of our railway, probably the
most paying. It is paying even as
far as U. K. Edmund is concerned!
Will the Minister consider at least
putting more bogeys on the trains
that are already running north?

I wish to conclude by addressing
two questions to the Minister. If
you are not going to spend on the
Kankesanturai harbour project the
Rs. 15 million earmarked for it, on
what then are you spending this
money? My information is that
Rs. 7 million of this Rs. 15 million is
going into the construction of the
new Matara hospital. I have no
quarrel with the new Matara hos-
pital, but certainly the question
must be raised whether you are
going to spend money on a hospital
at the expense of the economic
development of this country. If
you are, then I say that it is a crime
that money that is being provided
by the West German Government
for a project which is tied up with
the development of the cement
factory should be utilized for put-
ting up a new hospital at Matara. I
would earnestly appeal to the Hon.
Minister to reconsider the whole
question of the Kankesanturai
Harbour.

If you start thinking that Kan-
kesanturai Harbour and Trincomalee
Harbour do not form part of Ceylon,
that they are separate from Ceylon,
then I would ask you whether you
have any right, a moral right or a
political right, to speak of a united
Ceylon. I once again appeal to the
Hon. Minister most earnestly to re-
consider the whole question of the
Kankesanturai harbour project, and
I hope he will at least bring a
Supplementary Estimate to get this
projectogoing
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Adjourned accordingly
at 10.1 p.m. until 10 A.M. on
Thursday, September 12,
1963, pursuant to the Re-
solution of the House of
September 5, 1963.
