As you know, Sir, the Irrigation
Ordinance is a very old one and it
regulates two functions. Firstly, it
vested power in the Irrigation
Department to build irrigation works
and maintain major irrigation
schemes, especially head works and
main channels. Secondly, the func-
tions of controlling and supervising
the cultivation of paddy fields were
vested in the government agents.
These functions have been -carried
out in this way for many years.

After the Paddy Lands Act came
into operation, however, certain
important changes took place in the
operation of these two functions. It
was found that certain adjustments
had to be made in the law as a result
of experience gained on the irrigation
side as well as the cultivation side.

For instance, the Paddy Lands Act
changed the ©position of the
proprietors. The Irrigation Ordinance
vested all powers in the proprietors
for the cultivation of paddy fields, but
the Paddy Lands Act gave very
important and wide powers to the
tenants who had had no status under
the Irrigation Ordinance.

Therefore, the Irrigation Ordinance
is now proposed to be amended to
make it possible for the tenants of
paddy fields to participatecd Wwith
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owner-cultivators, in making cultiva-
tion rules, etc. Several amendments
have been made which I will come to
one by one presently.

There is also the position of the
Commissioner of Agrarian Services.
Government agents under the Irriga-
tion Ordinance were more or less
independent authorities. Hardly any
supervision was exercised on their
functions under the Irrigation
Ordinance.

It is true that certain cultivation
rules were framed at meetings of
proprietors and they were gazetted,
but after all that was done the
government agents often did not
permit those rules to be put into
operation.

With the intensive food drive we
find that the position as it obtains now
is not satisfactory. We find that there
should be more control of the func-
tions of government agents and closer
co-ordination among them on the
paddy cultivation side.

In order to have this control and
co-ordination, the Commissioner of
Agrarian Services is proposed to be
brought within the framework of the
Irrigation Ordinance on the cultiva-
tion side quite apart from the irriga-
tion side. By “irrigation side ” I mean
the building of irrigation works and
the maintenance of head-works and
channels. Now, those functions are a
matter mainly for the Irrigation
Department.

On the -cultivation side too the
Commissioner of Agrarian Services is
proposed to be brought in, and under
his general direction and control the
government agents will work.

Deputy Commissioners of Agrarian
Services have been appointed under
the Paddy Lands Act. These officers
will also fit into the overall scheme.
The agricultural functions vested in
government agents by the Irrigation
Ordinance and the functions vested
in the Commissioner of Agrarian
Services under the Paddy Lands Act
will be complementary.
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Of course, the Irrigation Ordinance
and the Paddy Lands Act will be
administered through hte Department

of the Commissioner of Agrarian
Services.

Under Section II of the Irrigation
Ordinance, the meetings of pro-
prietors have power to make rules
regarding paddy cultivation, enforce-
ment of established customs affecting
such cultivation, approval and
amendment of irrigation schemes and
regulations, and assessment of con-
tribution of labour for maintenance
of irrigation works, mostly minor
works. Clause 6 of the amending Bill
transfers these powers to cultivation
committees under the Paddy Lands
Act, and to meetings of allottees and
tenant cultivators, and, where there
are no tenant cultivators or allottees
of any lands, to the proprietors of
those lands.

The payment of irrigation dues and
contribution of labour, which are the
obligations of the proprietors in
minor irrigation works under the
Irrigation Ordinance, will now be the

obligations of the tenant cultivators,
allottees and owner-cultivators under
Clause 3 of the amending Bill. Section
5 of the Paddy Lands Act has already
given effect to this, and Clause 3
amends the Irrigation Ordinance to
bring it in conformity.

Under Part IV of the Irrigation
Ordinance, the appointment, discip-
linary control and duties and obliga-
tions of the irrigation headmen are
defined, and provision is made for
payment to irrigation headmen by
proprietors. The Paddy Lands Act
has already abolished all such pay-
ments to irrigation headmen and
transferred the powers and duties of
irrigation headmen to -cultivation
committees. Clause 16 of the amend-
ing Bill provides for the powers,
functions and remuneration of head-
men to be exercised by cultivation
committees and their agents, as al-
ready provided for in"the "Paddy
Lands Act.

Bewidm 0535 @eIDCcs
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The penalties imposed for damage
to irrigation works, etc., as well as
for breach of regulations and rules
made under the Irrigation Ordinance,
are also being increased to serve as a
deterrent.

Today, in all irrigation schemes,
both major and minor, a lot of
damage is done to irrigation struc-
tures, channels, and so on, by people
who steal water or take more water
than they require and thereby de-
prive somebody else of water he is
entitled to. TUnder the existing
provision, such offences are triable
by rural courts. Clause 41 repeals
Section 96 of the principal enactment
in order to make provision for such
offences to be tried by magistrate’s
courts as well, and magistrate’s courts
have power to impose bigger punish-
ments, namely, a maximum fine of
Rs. 100 and/or six months’ imprison-
ment.

Those really are the main provi-
sions of the amending Bill in order
to bring the Irrigation Ordinance
into line with the Paddy Lands Act.
This is a result of experience gained
in working the two enactments. These
amendments are also expected to in-
crease the productivity of the fields
by having a better control of the
cultivation methods exercised by the
Government Agents as Deputy Com-
missioners of Agrarian Services.

Then there are the functions of the
Irrigation Department itself. Earlier,
we had to get the consent of the
owners to improve an irrigation
scheme. We have now dispensed with
that requirement. The Government
Agent, on the advice of the Irrigation
Department, can fix the extent of
land to be cultivated under the major

schemes. Still, we have found that
cultivators cultivate the entire extent,
especially in the Yale season,
although the Irrigation Department
tells them the extent that could be
cultivated with the amount of water
that would be available. This results
imdthe. failure of entire crops due to
lack of water.
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In the case of major irrigation
schemes like Gal Oya, it is not possi-
ble to get all the cultivators and
tenants to hold meetings. In such
cases it provides for an advisory
committee consisting, instead of all
proprietors, of five cultivators nomi-
nated by the Minister and five
representatives nominated by the
various departments. That is another
change.—[Interruption] This applies
only to major irrigation schemes and
not to minor ones. In a place like Gal
Oya there will be 75 or 100 cultiva-
tion committees and maybe 4,000 to
2,000 cultivators. Therefore you
cannot have cultivation committee
meetings with the whole lot together.
As I stated this applies only to major
irrigation schemes and not to minor
schemes.

During the Committee stage, I
wish to move an amendment. The
purpose of the amendment is to
enable the Government to recover
irrigation rates by prosecution in
courts instead of the seizure of paddy
land in default of payment. The old
Ordinance provides for the seizure of
paddy land where the cultivators fail
to pay irrigation rates.

The levy of Rs. 5 is not sufficient to
maintain channels and this amount
is almost nothing today ; it is just a
gift. But there are people who do not
pay even that—[Interruption]. If a
man cultivates and does not pay his
irrigation rates to Government he
deserves to have his paddy land
taken over. [If a man gets 30 to 40
bushels per crop and does not pay
the Rs. 5 levied as irrigation rates

the law provides for the seizure of
the paddy land. However, provision
is now made to recover the irrigation
rates by prosecuting the defaulters in
courts instead of seizing their paddy
lands.

As I said earlier, after working the
Irrigation Ordinance and the Paddy
Lands Act for several years—no
amendments have been made for
many years—we feel that we should
make them work together in order to
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improve and co-ordinate the work of
all government agents who are more
or less independent,

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, amendments
to the Irrigation Ordinance of 1946
were overdue for quite some time
and we are happy that the Hon.
Minister of Land, Irrigation and
Power has brought this amending
Bill today.

The Hon. Minister mentioned at
the outset that after careful study of
the working of the Paddy Lands Act
of 1958 and tht Irrigation Ordinance
it has been found that certain amend-
ments to the Irrigation Ordinance are

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very necessary. I do not wish to
comment on most of the amendments
that have been proposed; I shall
restrict my views only to a few
aspects of the Bill.

The question arises as to why in
working the Irrigation Ordinance
parallel to, or in co-ordination with,
the Paddy Lands Act an amendment
becomes necessary to prosecute de-
faulters who have failed to pay
irrigation rates in the magistrate’s
courts. It is accepted that the culti-
vator pays today a very poor rate of
Rs. 5 per acre after enjoying irriga-
tion facilities to his paddy field
during both Maha and Yala seasons.
It is accepted that this rate is inade-
quate. But why is this rate required ?
Why was this rate imposed ? It was
imposed in order to maintain the
irrigation channels and the headwork.
The cost of maintenance was levied
from the cultivator in the case of
minor irrigation works which are
under the control and supervision of
the Commissioner of Agrarian Ser-
vices. The cultivator or shareholder
could either contribute labour to
maintain the channel or headwork in
lieu of money or he could pay a sum
of money corresponding to the
extent. Defaulters who fail to contri-
bute either labour or money are to-
day dealt with in the rural courts and
a fine is recovered. The cost of
labour is recovered along with the
fine.

Let us pause for a second and
examine the position. The money
recovered from the cultivator in the
rural courts goes into the Irrigation
Fines Fund which was earlier at the
disposal of the government agent but
which is not today.

My question is this. When intro-
ducing this amending Bill have you
considered whether the money re-
covered from the cultivator or share-

holder—that is, money which he
should have contributed for the
maintenance of the irrigation works,
minor or major—is spent to main-
tain the irrigation works? This
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money is not spent for that purpose.
The money recovered in the rural
courts goes into the IF.F. but I
know of instances in my own elect-
torate where even office buildings
have been put up out of that money.
That money is not used to maintain
any particular scheme. I think this
Is a vital requirement. The irrigation
rates and fines recovered should be
made use of to maintain the head-
works and the irrigation channels of

the scheme concerned.

The consideration of this aspect of
the matter has been long overdue.
This question has been raised at
District  Agricultural Committee
meetings and by persons who have
experience in these matters.

I wish to bring to the notice of the
Hon. Minister that, while it is
necessary to bring in an amendment
to the existing Irrigation Ordinance
applicable to the major irrigation
works, it is very necessary to intro-
duce legislation in respect of the
minor irrigation works as well.

As the Hon. Minister explained, if
today a cultivator or a shareholder
fails to pay the irrigation rates,
action could be taken to seize his
land or to seize his crop, but it does
not provide for prosecuting him in a
court of law. This amendment pro-
vides for that and I welcome it. It
is very necessary that -cultivators
who make use of water for irrigation
should be made to pay the irrigation
rates for the maintenance of these
schemes, headworks and irrigation
channels. But we must at the same
time see that proper irrigation facili-
ties are provided wunder these
schemes.

Bewldm 0538 Oeddces
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I should like to mention a major
scheme in my electorate, the Kanu-
kery Scheme. The capacity of the
tank is enough to irrigate 700 acres,
though according to the specification
there are 1,200 acres. This has not
been there for just a year, or two
years or five years, it has been there
for the last 25 to 30 years. We have
in the specification 1,200 acres. There
have been a number of requests by
the advisory committee on irrigation
and by the shareholders to augment
the supply of water to this tank, but
the Department of Irrigation has not
paid any heed to those requests.
What happens every year is that,
though the capacity of the tank is
enough for only 700 acres, the share-
holders are compelled to pay irri-
gation rates on the 1,200 acres
whether they enjoy the facility of
being provided with water or not,

This is not the only case. How
about the existing irrigation schemes
in the various districts ? As far as
the Dry Zone is concerned, I have
had the privilege to serve in the
Irrigation Department for some time
and I am also the son of a farmer.
Therefore I have a little technical
knowledge of this matter.

Instances have been brought to the
notice of the district agricultural
committee and the divisional irriga-
tion engineer of water from the fields
flowing into the irrigation channels
and not from the channels to the
fields. I know the Hon. Minister will
accept that in these colonization
schemes and in channels which
have been restored it takes a little
time for the water to reach the re-
quired position. This is known
through experience. Technical know-
ledge or technical know-how alone

will not provide the required water
immediately.

According to the amendment that
is moved here, if a cultivator goes
and meddles with the four-inch out-
let pipe that is installed opposite his
particular allotment, he is liable to

NERS (weowfd®) B ewydum
be prosecuted in a court of law.
Such provision is necessary, but at
the same time it is necessary that we
look into the auestion whether the
irrigation facilities are adequate and

the structures well designed to serve
those paddy fields.

The Hon. Minister mentioned the
damage to irrigation structures. What
else would a cultivator do if he is not
supplied with the necessary water
to cultivate his fields ? After all, he
has invested whatever money he had
on the paddy field and if he cannot
get the required supply of water
through the main channel through
the distribution channel, and through
the sluices, he will, in desperation,
when his representations to the
authorities through the advisory
body, the cultivation committee or
whatever other machinery is avail-
able have been of no avail, finally get
tired of waiting and go and meddle
with the outlet pipe.

I know of instances where the
Irrigation Department authorities
and the Agrarian Services Depart-
partment authorities have themselves
gone and cut the main channels in
order to irrigate particular lands be-
cause they felt that, however good
the levelling, however good their
technical know-how, the functioning
was not to their satisfaction.

When trying to straigten out
these defects it would be very detri-
mental, very dangerous, if cutlti-
vators are to be taken to a court of
law for non-payment of irrigation
rates and for meddling with the
irrigation structures, if the authori-
ties are themselves to blame for not
providing what, from the point of
view of the cultivator, is essential
for his cultivation.

During the last month the issue and
control of water under major
schemes——

During the last Maha season
administrative arrangements were
made for the Irrigation Department
to undertake the control and issue of
water in respect of major schemes.
This additional function was allo-
cated to the Irrigation Department. I
wish to ask the question whether ad-
ditional staff was provided for the
performance of this additional
function. The answer to this ques-
tion is, No. Additional staff was not
provided for this purpose. What was
the result? The result was that
during the last Maha season the issue
and control of water in respect of
major schemes, particularly in my
electorate, was handled haphazardly
and many acres of land perished for
want of wter.

According to the Bill now before
the House it is proposed to hand
over the administration of cultivation
affairs to the Department of Agra-
rian Services. But I wonder
whether arrangements have been
made to provide additional staff to
the Department of Agrarian Services:
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for the performance of this additional
function. Without doing that how
will the department be able to carry
on the duties now sought to be im-
posed on it by this Bill? Past
experience in relation to the Irriga-
tion Department has shown that
without additional staff being re-
cruited no department can handle
additional functions. Additional
staff has, therefore, to be provided if
the Department of Agrarian Services
is to do this job properly. I would
Iﬁce the Hon. Minister to look into
this.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, the hon.
Member for Mulkirigala (Mr. George
Rajapaksa) in the course of his
speech said that the regulations were
introduced under the Public Security
Act at the instance of the World
Bank. As hon. Members are aware,
the provisions of this Bill are in fact
law under Emergency Regulations.
They were published in the Gazette
of the 18th February 1967. From that
date the provisions of this Bill were
law under Emergency Regulations.
That was done at the request of the
Ministry of Agriculture and Food and
the government agents at a confer-
ence. Neither this Bill nor those
Regulations have anything to do with
the World Bank.

The hon. Member also said that
allottees under the L. D. O. do not
now pay rates. That is not correct.
Allottees under the L. D. O. do pay
irrigation rates in almost all the
major irrigation schemes. That is
not a new thing. This is something
that has been happening from the

time I was a government agent.
Surely the hon. Member for Mulkiri-
gala is aware of that. You can see,
Sir, the incorrect statements that are

1

being made. bham.o i
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The hon. Member also said that for
the first time we are trying to re-
cover rates from tenant cultivators.
In my opening speech I said that I
am seeking to reconcile the Irriga-
tion Act with the Paddy Lands Act. I
wish to show how wrong the hon.
Member for Mulkirigala is, and for
that purpose I shall read Section 5
of Paddy Lands Act, No. 1 of 1958. It
says :

“ A tenant cultivator of any extent of
paddy land shall pay to the landlord of
such extent rent in accordance with the
provisions of this Act ........co0ecnn.n. -
and shall pay any sum due in respect of
such extent under the Irrigation Ordin-
ance, No. 32 of 1946, and any charge im-
posed under this Act on the cultivator..”

Therefore, under the provisions of
this section, already tenant cultiva-
tors have to pay irrigation rates. The
hon. Member said that it is not so.
It is in the law. This is how hon.
Members do speak sometimes, not
always. They sometimes say things
which are not true ; they even ignore
the law and talk of laws that are
non-existent, to suit their arguments.
Unfortunately I have to say that. We
are not bringing in any new law but
we are only repeating what is in the
Paddy Lands Act.—[Interruption].

With regard to the question of
irrigation rates, I wish to say that
the Government has waived all irri-
gation rates up to 1964. Only rates
due after that date will be recovered.

Then again when crops fail irriga-
tion rates are waived. This is not
something that is done by this Gov-
ernment alone. For a very long
time all governments—even when I
was a member of the Civil Service it
was done—have done it, including
this Government. @ Whenever crops

fail irrigation rates are waived and
this Government has waived arrears
of irrigation rates up to 1964.

The hon. Member for Anuradha-
pura said something about the reser-
vations, with which I agree. I
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ordered sometime back that reserva-
tions be reduced as much as possible ;
that wherever there is land it should

be leased out on temporary permits
to neighbouring allottees.

The hon. Member for Vavuniya
made an important suggestion that
the fines recovered be used back on
the schemes themselves. I fully
agree with that. Clause 45 of the
Bill states:

“ A1l fines and penalties imposed under
this Part by any Rural Court and depo-
sited with the Government Agent under
section 40 of the Rural Courts Ordinance
shall, anything in that section to the con-
trary notwithstanding, be transmitted by
every Government Agent to the Commis-
sioner.

All moneys transmitted to the Com-
missioner under sub-section (1) shall be
credited by the Commissioner to the
Paddy Lands Fund established under the
provisions of section 60A of the Paddy
Lands Al SN s s vew ool sais e o , and
shall form part of that Fund and be
utilized in accordance with the provisions
of that section.”

That is the provision of the Irriga-
tion Act : all fines transmitted to the
Commissioner shall be used in ac-
cordance with the provisions of the
Paddy Lands Act.

Those are the only comments I
wish to make.

You will see it is a launch service.
There was a launch service between
the various islands. There are about
seven islands of which four are
isolated and not motorable in the
sense that they have not been connec.
ted to the mainland by causeways.
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The people of these islands have
been using launches to get to the
mainland. These launches have been
plying from Kayts to the wvarious
islands. There are two launch services.

One is the Kayts-Nainative-Delft
launch service, and the other,
the Kayts-Eluvaitivu-Analaitivu-

Nainativu launch service. These are
the two launch services.

The Kayts-Nainativu-Delft launch
service was run and maintained by
the former District Road Committee.
Somewhere about 1950 or 1951 the
P.W.D. took over most of the D.R.C.
roads, and along with these D.R.C.
roads the Kayts-Nainativu-Delft
launch service was also taken over by
the P.W.D. and maintained by them.
As far as the other launch service—
the Kayts-Eluvaitivu-Analaitivu-
Nainativu launch service—is con-
cerned, private launch owners used to
ply on their own from time to time.
There were attempts to form co-
operative societies to ply this launch
service. This launch service was
taken over by a co-operative society
with the result that there was not an
efficient service provided for the
people of these islands. When the
Kayts-Nainativu-Delft launch service
was taken over from the district road
committee there was one launch
known as “ Silver Spray ”. That was
a launch which had proved to be
extremely satisfactory. It was in
excellent condition when the P.W.D.
took it over. It has accommodation
for about 48 passengers. It is a small
boat. I think the then chairman of the
D.R.C. had got it made by Walkers.
That is the only good launch that is
still in service.

Since then a number of launches
have been built. The second launch is
known as “ Rajeswari ”. It has a very
interesting history. The present ills of
the Tamil community and the official
lauguage problem could be traced
back to this launch, “ Rajeswari ”. On
the day that this vessel was first
launched the then Prime Minister, the
Rt. Hon. Sir John Kotelawala, made
a trip to Delft and he was crowned
there. I suppose that wasothentime
when he gave the assurance that the

Bewllm 9538 @eFVCw
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Constitution would be amended to
make both Tamil and Sinhala the
official languages of this country.
After that the Kelaniya Sessions of
the TU.N.P. passed a resolution
reversing that assurance.

Anyway, I do not want to go into
all that. The launch “Rajeswari ” has
been in the dock for the last 3% years.
It is also a very good vessel, but it
has been docked for repairs for the
last 3% years or so. Every time I took
the matter up with the P. W. D. and
the Government Factory at Kolon-
nawa I was informed that spare
parts were not available and that
they were being flown abroad.
Excuses of that sort were given from
time to time. So the present position
is that that launch too is not in ser-
vice.

Then, the government agent was
able to get a huge boat. One of those
boats has been named “Elara II”.
That was a boat which was engaged
in smuggling, and when it was seized
the government agent was able to get
it for the P. W. D.

The engineers and various officials
condemned “ Silva Spray” as un-
seaworthy. More often than not the
launch “Silver Spray” is out of
commission. The second vessel
“ Elara” is also out of commission.
The bigger vessel “Rajeswari” has
been under repairs for the last 3%
years. The P.W.D. does not provide
any good launch for this service.
During the time of the previous
Government an order was placed for
a new launch. That launch was
known as “Alai Arasi”, which in
English means “The Queen of the
Waves ”.

The “Queen of the Waves” is a
new one. Taos built that launch and

even that is under repairs.

So that, the Public Works Depart-
ment is not able to provide a single
seaworthy launch for this launch
service. That is the present position.
Hundreds of passengers pass this
point Kurikadduvan on their way to
Nainathivu, which is also known as
Naga Dipa, and to Delft. Every day,
about 150 to 200 passengers cross this
point.

The Government, I think last year,
handed over the service to a gentle-
man who is now the Chairman of the
Village Committee of Delft. He has
no boats which belong to the Governs-
ment to maintain a good service.
Sometimes he is compelled to hire
fishing launches, which are not
licensed to carry passengers, because
of the pressure or the needs of the
service and he takes passengers
across to Delft.

There have been a number of
occasions when passengers have gone
up to the point Kurikadduvan and
found that no launches were avail-
able to take them across to Delft.
They have had to spend a night, and
sometimes a day or two to cross over
to Delft. Now, to cap it all, the
Government proposes to levy a toll on
this. I wonder whether the
Hon. Minister has consulted the
Attorney-General about the legality
of this Resolution that is now before
the House because I personally feel
that this is not a ferry.
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What is a ferry ? A ferry has not
been defined anywhere. In the prin-
cipal Ordinance this was not declared
a ferry. The principal Ordinance con-
templates ferries and canals. In the
modern sense of the word ‘ferry ’,
we use it to describe that flat-
bottomed vessel which carries or
transports huge vehicles. That is
what is known as a ferry by normal
usage. But here we have got a
launch service. And what does the
Ordinance say? The Ordinance
prescribes two cents for foot passen-
gers. That is, over and ahove the
hire that they may have to pay for
any launches, the amount prescribed

may also have to be recovered from
them.

Now, this is what I fear under this
Resolution. This is the first step to
have this launch service declared a
ferry and then, under the subsequent
sections of the Tolls Ordinance, the
Government could sell by auction or
by the vendor system the right
to levy these tolls, and the
renter, whoever he may be, will re-

cover these various amounts from

passengers only if he could provide
the launches.

There is no corresponding obliga-
tion on the part of the Government
to provide the launches. So that, it is
in these circumstances that I have
taken up this matter with the P WD
on a number of occasions and sug-
gested that this launch service—this
is not really work that ought to be
handed over to the PW.DS ‘the
P.W.D. is not intended for running
and maintaining a launch service ;
its personnel and its equipment are
not intended for this type of work—
ought to be run and maintained by a
department like the Port Commis-
sion which has got the facilities, the
know-how, and the technical skill to
maintain a launch service, or more

properly by the Ceylon Transport
Board.

If that is not possible, then let ys
have a separate corporation to run
the launch services between these
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islands. The provision and mainten-
ance of a proper launch service can
be the function of that corporation.

The P.W.D. personnel are trained
to maintain bridges, roads and build-
ings, and it cannot carry out repairs
to vessels of this type.

What happens at present if a
launch goes out of order, if the engine
becomes defective ? Information is
sent to the Government Factory at
Kolonnawa and an engineer, a fore-
man or a technical man comes all the
way to Kayts or Delft, does the re-
pairs and returns to Colombo.

I have been agitating for quite a
long time for the C.T.B. or the Port
Commission to take over these launch
services or for a separate corporation
to be set up for the purpose. If any
one of these authorities takes over
these launch services, it will be in a
position to have a workshop on the
spot.

When I urge the setting up of a
separate corporation or the taking
over of these launch services either
by the C.T.B. or the Port Commission
I am really having in mind the safety
of the passengers. At present, as
things are, there is danger to the life
of the passenger.

Only the other day eleven precious
lives were lost. What happens is that
during the festival season, because
the government service is inadequate
and insufficient and because there
is heavy traffic, ordinary fishing boats
and small craft transport passengers
and these vessels are under nobody’s
control. It is as a result of this that
eleven lives were lost at sea the other
day.

The launch services are part of the
transport system of the country, and
these launch services should properly
be part of the functions of the C.T.B.
If the Act under which the C.T.B.
was established does not permit the
taking over of a transport service
such as a launch service, then let us
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have an amendment to that Act in
order that these launch services may
be entrusted to the C.T.B. as part of
their functions. Then we will have a
unified and co-ordinated service with
the C.T.B. bus services.

The Resolution before the House
contemplates declaring one part of
the launch service as a fee-levying
service while the other part is to con-
tinue as it is at present being run.
The other service is really being run
by two persons nominated by the
Assistant Commissioner of Co-opera-
tive Development because the co-op-
erative society which ran and main-
tained the service earlier went into
liquidation. The liquidators are still
running that service and they have
said that they cannot do so for ever.

It is the duty of the Government
to provide an efficient and useful
transpori service to the people of
these islands just as much as it is the
duty of the Government to provide
an efficient and useful transport ser-
vice to the people of the rest of the
country. And in regard to the people
living in these islands the obligation
on the part of the Government is
greater because this is the only mode
of transport available to them.

I feel that this Resolution ought
not to have been placed before the
House at this stage. This Resolution
should await the provision of an effi-
cient launch service. Then, after that,
I do not think the people would
grudge the payment of a toll. They
would be prepared to pay provided
they are given an efficient service.
Today nobody is sure of getting a
launch to Delft when he leaves
Colombo or any other part of the
country. It is only a person from
Kurikkadduvan who will know
whether there is a launch or not to
Delft. That is the position.

I should like to remind the Hon.
Minister that when he paid a visit to
the North last time this matter was
fully discussed at the District Co-
ordinating Committee meeting and I
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think a resolution was sponsored by
the Government Agent himself that
a new launch should be built and put
on this service. The Hon. Minister
was good and sympathetic enough to
promise a new launch of a larger
capacity than the “ Silver Spray ” to
be got down from Singapore or else-
where. Subsequently it was found,
however, that a bigger launch was
not necessary and two smaller
launches of the capacity of the exist-
ing “ Silver Spray ” would serve the
purpose and would be able to serve
the needs of the people.

I think the P. W. D. decided to
build two new launches on the model
of “Silver Spray”, but when they
called for the plans the plans were
not available. When I raised this
matter at a recent meeting of the
D. C.C. T was told that the plans
were not available and that new plans
had to be drawn up to construct two
new launches. I think we have got
very efficient officers in the Harbour
Engineer’s Department. Mr. Dassa-
nayake, a naval architect, is prepared
to draw the plans and submit them to
the P. W. D. I have discussed the
matter with Mr. Dassanayake and he
told me that this was a simple task
and he would draw the plans if he
was asked to by the P. W. D. ; so that,
I cannot understand why there is a
delay to construct two new launches
for this service.

I would strongly urge upon the
Hon. Minister to reconsider whether
this Resolution is necessary at this
time. Let us have an efficient
service. Let us have seaworthy
launches. The people then would
definitely be satisfied and pay the
toll.

Whether the Hon. Minister is
legally entitled to charge anything
more than two cents from foot
passengers I have my doubts, because
according to the Tolls Ordinance for
“every foot passenger crossing any
ferry or foot-bridge, except children
under twelve years of age” the rate
shall not exceed two cents:
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A “ferry” really contemplates a
a flat-bottomed vessel ferrying across
wheeled traffic ; it does not contem-
plate a launch service between large
expanses of sea. In fact, the distance
from Kurikkadduvan and Delft is
more than eight or nine miles. Even
the dictionary meaning of a “ ferry
does not permit the declaration of
this service as a ferry ; it only means
narrow stretches of water. Anyway,
I am not going into the legality or
otherwise of this matter. I am purely
on the question whether it is right to
tax the people. They are not at all
hesitant to pay the real fare for the
trip. But to recover two cents or
whatever the amount is at the toll
gate from every passenger is not
Justified. In fact, at this point
some hundreds of thousands of pil-
grims pass through to the Nagadipa
Vihare. The Incumbent High Priest
of that temple maintains a launch
and the passengers have got to pay
when they use that launch. When

what is contemplated in the Resolu-
tion is passed the passengers and
pilgrims will be compelled to pay an
additional two cents or whatever it
may be at the tolls gate and then use
the launch provided by the Reverend
Priest. In fact, it will be an additio-
nal tax. Therefore, I do sincerely
hope that the Hon. Minister will
kindly look into these matters before
the Resolution is passed by this
House.

Permit me, Sir, to say a few words
on this Resolution. Although I am not
competent to speak on the details of
this particular ferry being declared
under the Tolls Ordinance I should
like to say a few words on the general
principles of the Tolls Ordinance.
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Every enforcement of a law in-
volves an obligation on the part of
the Government. The enforcement
of the Tolls Ordinance with regard to
a ferry will also involve the main-
tenance of a transport system by the
Public Works Department.

My hon. Friend from Kayts (Mr. V.
Navaratnam) said that he was unable
to define a ferry service. I would say
that a ferry service is a service that
is run between two points across a
watercourse and it can be either
across a lagoon or across a river. A
ferry service is operated for the pur-
pose of carrying vehicles and passen-
gers across a watercourse and the
Tolls Ordinance visualizes the reco-
very of certain sums of money from
foot passengers and for conveying
various items of transport across the
watercourse. I believe, the amount
varies from two cents to about two
rupees.

Sir, this Tolls Ordinance has been
in force for quite a long time. In point
of fact, the Tolls Ordinance is rather
outmoded in the sense that if one
really wants to recover the running
costs of a ferry service the amount
that can be charged under the Tolls
Ordinance is really too low. I for one
have always advocated that a ferry
service should be run at a nominal
cost because it renders a transport
facility to a people generally in out
of the way places, across lagoons and
rivers, so that they may get an easy
means of transport to the mainland.

The Tolls Ordinance is old and out-
moded and the rates visualized in the
Tolls Ordinance are too low if the
Government really intends to make
up the cost of the service that is ren-
dered by a ferry service. Across small
ferries the Tolls Ordinance autho-
rizes the same charge as it authorizes
over very large ferries extending over
a length of one mile. As my hon.
Friend from Kayts pointed out this
particular ferry service, in which I
myself have travelled on a few occa-
sions, covers a long stretch and is
several miles long. I think it is about
seven to eight miles longoTherefore
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the enforcement of the Tolls Ordi-
nance for the purpose of recovering
rates becomes anomalous. So I would
ask the Hon. Minister to reconsider
the problem in that light.

With regard to the general enforce-
ment of the Tolls Ordinance, I would
ask the Hon. Minister to reconsider
the matter in the light of modern
development and modern facilities to
be provided to the people.

As has already been pointed out,
ferry services are run in isolated
places, and wherever they are run by
the P.W.D. they have not the facili-
ties for effecting immediately repairs
to boats. Sometimes, where a mecha-
nized boat is operating they have to
wait for several days before an engine
or an outboard motor fitted to it is re-
paired. As a result, the ferry service
gets dislocated and the people under-
go great difficulties.

So, some organization to co-ordi-
nate and run the water transport
services of the Island will be very
useful in my opinion. I would request
the Hon. Minister to look into the
question of setting up a water trans-
port service or a board to run these
ferry services across lagoons, lakes,
rivers and even expanses of sea.

The problem of water transport in
this country, as I have pointed out

on several occasions, is a matter of
great urgency, and I feel that some
amount of attention should be paid
by the Ministry to providing modern
facilities where outmoded facilities
are now available.

I must say that I owe a word of
thanks to the Hon. Minister of Public
Works for inaugurating a mechanized
ferry service in my area recently, but
I wish to point out to him that, inas-
much as he has brought in a Resolu-
tion to bring this ferry service under
the Tolls Ordinance, he has not done
so in the case of that ferry service.
As a result, there is complete dislo-
cation through lack of co-ordination
between the P.W.D. and the G.A. 1
refer; to the Kummanveli-Mandur
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ferry service, which has to be regu-
larized by bringing it under the Tolls
Ordinance.

I would also request the Hon.

Minister to go into the rates charged
under the Tolls Ordinance and either
to abolish the rates altogether and
give a free service to the public in
these water transport services that
he has provided or to revise the rates
and see that a reasonable rate is

charged.

I would like to say that I am in
total agreement that the Tolls Ordi-
nance is completely out of date. I
think everybody has a right to have
access to wherever he is without
being subject to a toll. I am aware
of the unsatisfactory conditions of
this service, and I put up proposals
to the Navy. In fact, immediately I
returned from Jaffna about six or
seven months ago, I put up certain
proposals. I said that the services
mentioned by the hon. Member for
Kayts (Mr. V. Navaratnam) shculd
be run by the Navy because the
P.W.D. cannot run these services over
large stretches of water—in the case
of Delft it is 13 miles—as that really
is not our function. But, unfortu-
nately, it was not possible.

I suggested that there should be a
corporation. If the hon. Member can
get the people of this area interested,
I am prepared to put up proposals to
the Government to subscribe 51 per
cent of the shares and even hand over
whatever we have for that purpose.
I shall also consider putting up pro-
posals to the Government for the
Ceylon Transport Board to take over

this service.
