Mr. Speaker, the other day I said
that the Members of the Opposition
were really performing their role of
being in the Opposition by criticizing
everything and not praising the
Government for the good that it has
done.

I listened very carefully and atten-
tively to the speeches that were made.
I heard the lone voice of the divorcee
from the Government. All of them
asked : What has the husband done ?
I am referring to the Federal Party
spokesman. The hon. Member for
Vaddukoddai (Mr. Amirthalingam)
said that nothing has been done for
the development of the North and the
East. Of course I cannot in any way
speak on behalf of the North, but as
far as the Batticaloa District is con-
cerned, Batticaloa being the capital
of the Eastern Province, I must say a
few words about the development
projects that have been undertaken
in Batticaloa.

Batticaloa and the surrounding
areas were neglected by the previous
Governments. The Governments of
the past, namely the Governments
that were in power during the nine
years prior to 1964 had completely
neglected the area in the East. The
people of the Eastern Province did
not feel that there was a Government,
a Government which showed an
interest in that area.

Therefore I must definitely speak of
the projects that have been under-
taken and carried out by the National
Government, and the amount of
money that has been spent in so far
as irrigation and roads are concerned.
I should like to name a few.

The Punani Anicut costing
Rs. 1,700,000 has been started and
four lakhs of rupees was set aside for

work last year. Then we have the
Muntal-Kumburaveli ~ Anicut on
which a large sum of money has been
spent. Work is now in progress On
this anicut. Then there is the Rugam
Augmentation Scheme in the Batti-
caloa electorate. Work has been done.

A word of praise must go to the
Hon. Minister of Public Works, Posts
and Telecommunications for starting
on the Pannichchankern Bridge
which is really the gateway from
Batticaloa to Trincomalee. That work
has been undertaken and is now in
progress. Then there is the Vada-
munai Scheme which was started
quite some time ago, but no progress
was made during the time of the then
Government. But now we have been
in a position to open up 30 miles, and
work is progressing.

Then we have the Pulugunavi Tank
and the Adachchakal Tank which is
in the Paddiruppu Electorate. Work
has been started on these two pro-
jects.

Why I am saying all this is because
the sole voice of the divorcee said that
they did not get anything, that no
development work had been started,
that no projects were under-
taken in areas in the North and the
East. Now, you will be in a position
to see that work had been started by
this Government and that it has had
a tremendous impact on the farmers,
the goivas. of this country. specially
of the Eastern Province.

Then, the speaker from the Federal
Party was trying to talk in terms of
discrimination. Being a 'representa-
tive of the people, especially the
Muslims of the Batticaloa District, it
is I who should talk of discrimination
by the Federal Party before the
divorce. We had been at the receiving

end, especially the Muslims of the
Batticaloa District.

I remember the Debate on district
councils. I spoke on it here on the
Floor of this House. Much was
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said about district councils. Even
though we were married—I mean the
U. N. P. and the Federal Party—
although it was a marriage, you know
what happened ? They asked for
everything, including the moon. We
were unable to give them the moon.
Now, of course, people have gone to
the moon. If they come back we may
be able to give them the moon. They
asked for everything on earth. But,
as a husband who had just a bank-
rupt treasury, we were unable to give
whatever they asked for.

They asked for Benares sarees. We
said, “ No, we are not going to give
you Benares sarees ; we shall give you
handloom sarees.” Then they wanted
big palaces. We said, “ No, we are not
in a position to give you big palaces
but we shall give you dwellings—
small houses.” Then they wanted
diamonds and sapphires. Those were
their demands. What did we give
them ? We said, “ We shall not give
you even gold because we do not have
gold, but we shall give you something
which looks like gold.” We told them
we were just trying to build up. Ulti-
mately they thought it fit, on the eve
of the elections, to divorce us. Fair
enough !

But, talking about discrimination, I
told you about district councils. The
whole country was against the forma-
tion of distriet councils. I must tell
hon. Members of the Federal Party
that it was their Minister who was in
power at that time, who was with us,

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and it was he who should have intro-
duced the District Councils Bill.
Whenever he came, and whenever I
had occasion to meet him and ask him
what was happening to the District
Councils Bill, he always stated that
the Bill was not yet ready. He never
stated whether it had been approved
by the Cabinet or whether the Cabi-
net had disapproved of it. So whom
are they trying to blame ?

If this District Councils Bill had
been introduced at a time when the
Opposition, the Members of the S. L.
F. P. with their fair Leader, were not
going round the country trying to
cause harm and communal dishar-
mony among the people, it would
have been most acceptable. It was
accepted that district councils would
decentralize the kachcheri system.
That is all granted. But what we told
them was that this was not the oppor-
tune moment to introduce district
councils in this country. We were
having the We-Tamil movement, we
were having the Sinhala-only move-
ment; we were having so many
movements in this country. Could
we afford it ? And I must ask hon.
Members of the Federal Party to re-
member the blood bath of 1958.
Please bear that in mind.

As far as district councils are con-
cerned, when I spoke on that ques-
tion, in no uncertain terms I made it
very clear on the Floor of this House
that the Muslims were not prepared
for it at that time—we are not pre-
pared for it at this time—and until
such time as your minds and your
outlook improved as far as the
minority among the minorities was
concerned. I make it very clear. I
know what is taking place especially
in the Batticaloa District.

The Throne Speech says something
about the formation of D. R. O. divi-
sions, that the number of D. R. O.
divisions is to be increased. As the
sole representative of the Muslims in
the District Co-ordinating Committee,
I know what took place in Batticaloa
at the D. C. C. Everybody, including
all the Tamil officers, were trying to
discriminate against the Muslims. The
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proposals which were put forward
and which were accepted at the D.C.
C. have not been sent up as yet. When
this kind of attitude is present do you
think the Muslims of the country
would be prepared tor district coun-
cils ? I tell them, their outlook should
entirely change. Then I am sure the
Sinhalese, the Muslims and, of course,
the other minorities in this country
would gladly want the establishment
of district councils.

The hon. Member of the Federal
Party was also saying that they, the
Tamils, would like to live as a sepa-
rate entity. Those words alone would
create communal disharmony in this
country. What are they trying to do ?
Our Hon. Prime Minister and the
entire Cabinet, and the U. N. P. mem-
bers and the entire United National
Party are trying to foster national
harmony, and what do we get ? You
the divorcee, are going about saying
that you want to live as a separate
entity. I woud like to see the day
when you will live as a separate
entity. I am sure the majority com-
munity and we will not permit that
because Ceylon is a united country.
Everyone here in Ceylon should look
upon themselves as Ceylonese and not
talk in term of disparity or in terms
of communalism.

I must. now refer to the amendment
that was proposed by the hon. Second
Member for Mutur (Mr. A. L. Abdul
Majeed). The Hon. Minister of
Labour, when he spoke, very forth-
rightly brushed aside the arguments
put forward by the hon. Second Mem-
ber for Mutur. He pointed out all that
this Government had done for the
Muslims of this country.

Now, a word about the Islamic
Socialist Front. I warn the leader of
the S. L. F. P. and also the other
Members of the S. L. F. P. that the
Islamic Socialist Front is another

splinter group amongst you all, trying

to create disharmony amongst the
Muslims and also trying to form
another wing whereby they will
become power-thirsty like the
Federal Party. Please bear that in
mind. I say this for many reasons,

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Why was that amendment brought
forward ?

I say that because Islam in no
uncertain terms says that it does not
believe in Marxism. I would like to
read from “Islam’s answer to the
Challenge of Communism ” by His
Eminence Moulana Shah Mohammed
Abdul Aleem Siddiqui Al-Qadri :

“(a) In the first instance, Islam
regards the basis of all life as spiritual,
and though its approach to the problem
of Mind and Matter is non-dualistie, i.e.,
unitary, in the realm of values it gives
primacy to the spiritual, thus standing in
violent opposition to Marxist Dialectical
Materialism.

~ (b) While Marxism conceives life only
in respect of its un-folding from the
lower to the higher forms—just as, in the
case of the individual, it gives primacy to
Hunger and Sex and makes the entire life
revolve round them-—Islam stresses the
fundamental diffusion of life from the
higher to the lower wvalues. ‘Thus, it
regards God not only the Ultimate
Reality but the Really Real and orien-
tates the entire life in the concept of
Love for Him. In the realm of human
values, Islam conceives the economic
value emerging from the moral and the
moral from the spiritual. ”

The Islamic Socialist Front, of
which the hon. Second Member for
Mutur (Mr. A. L. Abdul Majeed) is
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a prominent member, gave a recep-
tion to the fair Leader of the Opposi-
tion. When did that take place ? It
tock place on the 18th of this month,
that is, eight long months after the
fair Leader of the Opposition
returned from the U. A. R!

They talk so much of Islam. I have
with me one of their own papers,
“ Aththa ”, which publishes a photo-
graph that had been taken at the

reception. It shows the hon. Third
Member for Colombo Central
(Mr. Keuneman), a Communist,

addressing the gathering. Is this
what they are trying to preach in an
effort to dupe the Muslim masses of;
this country. ? The Muslims are not
prepared to accept whatever they
may say on platforms. We believe in
God ; we are diehards in our opposi-/
tion to Marxism in this country ; and,
that is why I threw a challenge to
the hon. Second Member for Mutur
and said: “You shed all your ties
with the Marxists. Then we shall be
with you.”

The hon. Second Member for
Mutur also referred to the Addala-
chenai Training College and the
Alutgama Training School. I would
like to remind this House that the
Addalachenai Training College was
started prior to the Bandaranaike
regime. It was started as a Tamil
training school. Of course, there
again the Tamils and the Muslims
could not get on, and it was changed
to a Muslim training school. That
was in 1952 during the regime of the
RN B

I must also remind the hon. Mem-
ber of what took place at the Alut-
gama Training School. The Alut-
gama Training School is meant for
Muslim girls. It was given to us by
the Hon. Minister of Home Affairs
when he was Minister of Education.
—[Interruption]. What did the
S. L. F. P. do? Just before they were
defeated they tried to send six girls
of other denominations to that
school. T know that the hon. Member
for Beruwala (Mr. Abdul Bakeer
Markar), after this Government came
into power, had to make representa-
tions to the Minister of Education in
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order to see that those six girls were
sent to the other training college,
which is meant for them. Of course,
they may turn round and say that it
may have been a mistake made by
the Minister of Education or the
Department of Education. I say it
was not so, It was purposely done by
their Government, by the then
Minister of Education.

When the Hon. Minister of Labour
was speaking the other day,
he made reference to the appoint-
ments of moulavis. Now the appoint-
ments of moulavis, as he said, wag
scrapped by the stroke of a pen by the
then Minister of Education, Mr.
Badiuddin Makhmud, who is the
leader of the I. S. F. Not only that,
when he visited the Addalaichenai
Training School, and when the
Moulavis Association went and met
him in deputation, do you know
what he said? He said this:

This is
also another service that has been
done by this Government to the
Muslims. This booklet has been dis-
tributed among the school-children to
teach them to understand what the
commandments say. This Govern-
ment also issued a commemoration
stamp, and set up island-wide sub-
committees. These sub-committees
consulted everybody and celebra-
tions took a happy turn. In this
respect the praise should go not only
to the Hon. Prime Minister but also
to the Hon. Minister of Labour and
Employment, who was the chairman
of that committee. The members of
the committee consisted of men of
the calibre of Dr. M. C. M. Kaleel,
Sir Razik Fareed, Mr. M. D. Noordeen
and Mr. Mohideen. They were ably
assisted by Mr. Azwar who was the
secretary of that committee.

Then there was talk about the
D. M. K. I am not going to refer to
the D. M. K. I only ask the Govern-
ment to ban certain magazines and
literature that come into this country.
They are the Malai Mani and Malai
Murasu. Those are the organs of the

Mr. Speaker, I am very happy that
my good Friend the hon. Member for
Nivitigala (Mr. Hettiarachchi) has re-
covered from his prolonged illness
and has been able to take part in this
Debate.
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I think this is the first Parliament
of independent Ceylon which has had
the opportunity of debating a fifth
Throne Speech. Some governments
before this have had a premature
death, and while the previous Gov-
ernment met with a serious accident
in the course of its reckless career,
the National Government of Mr. Dud-
ley Senanayake, in spite of the very
ominous predictions made by very
responsible persons like the hon.
Leader of the Opposition, has, I am
very happy too say, completed four
years of office and is galloping into
its fifth year with greater confidence
than ever before.

When the present Government was
formed the Opposition was very fond
of describing the Government as a
hath hawla anduwa. But, Mr. Spea-
ker, not until I glanced through the
Order Paper containing the various
amendments to the Address of
Thanks did I realize that suddenly
the Opposition has become a hath
hawla Opposition. It is now com-
posed of seven constituent parties.

In fact it was most interesting
listening to the speeches of some hon.
Members of the Opposition. The
speech of the hon. Member for Kayts
(Mr. V. Navaratnam) was a fitting
reply to the speech of the hon. Mem-
ber for Vaddukkoddai (Mr. Amirtha-
lingam). The speech of the hon.
Member for Dambadeniya (Mr. R. G.
Senanayake) was an answer to some
of the points that were raised by
some of the speakers of the Coalition,
and, of course, the relationship that
exists between the hon. Member for
Gampaha (Mr. S. D. Bandaranayake)
and the hon. Member for Damba-
deniya (Mr. R. G. Senanayake) is
solely conditioned by the relations
that exist between China and
Russia.

One can see the divergent and con-
tradictory views that these consti-
tuent parties of the Opposition hold
on very Iimportant matters both
national and international, and with
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these seven sides standing around the
Government and pulling in seven
different directions, I have no doubt
at all that they will see to it that
the Government will stay put for at
least one or two terms more.

Mr. Speaker, nobody is trying to
say that the Government during the
last four years has solved all the
problems with which the country 18
confronted. This being the last year
of the Government the only perti-
nent question for hon. Members or
for that matter for the country Is,
has or has not the Government jus-
tified its existence ? Has the Gov-
ernment faltered? Or has the
Government re-set the ruinous and
disastrous course that the last Gov-
ernment pursued during its term of
office ?

I shall proceed to show in a mo-
ment that this Government has acted
and acted successfully.

I must say that the nine years pre-
ceding the formation of this Govern-
ment in 1965 were some of the most
interesting and exciting in the poli-
tical history of this country. Political
adventurers had a field day. Political
stunts and gimmicks were the order
of the day. Hoodlums and hooligans
set themselves up as saviours of the
nation and, generally speaking, law
and order took leave of Ceylon.
There were on the one hand fasts
unto death ; on the other satyagrahis
were beaten up—but these are
things of the past now.

During the last four years a crime
was considered a crime by whoever
committed it or under whatever
guise it was committed, and on that’
score if the Government is unpopu-
lar in certain quarters the Govern-
ment is not unduly worried about it.
Whatever the Ceylonese mayv not be
gifted with, certainly I must say
they are gifted with a short memory
and on an occasion like this the peo-’
ple need to be reminded of the past

so that they may appreciate the
present,
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During the last regime, the farmer
could not import a tractor ; the far-
mer could not buy a tractor because
there was no foreign exchange to
import even the necessary articles.
The vegetables in the up-country
and the fish in the low-country were
rotting for days because there were
no lorries to transport them to places
where they were needed. The
worker was every day getting late to
work because he could not buy a
cycle tyre. The farmer could not go
to his fields in the night because he
could not buy a torch cell battery.
The people in the villages could not
get a spot of music because there
were no radio batteries. One had to
stand for hours on end to buy a saree
or a sarong. For that matter the
only discipline the people learned
was to stand and wait in queues for
hours on end.

Those are things of the past. Now
what is the position ? If there is no
milk food for a couple of days be-
cause some ship is delayed, hon.
Members of the Opposition would
start a hue and cry. Today, general-
ly speaking, everything is available
in plenty in this country.

I have just mentioned the state of
affairs that existed in this country
when the Hon. Prime Minister was
called upon to form his Government,
and for the first time after nine years
the representatives of the Tamil
community, the second major com-
munity in this Island, came in to
help form the Government.

The Hon. Prime Minister has, both
inside this House and outside, given
vent to a feeling of gratitude that the
Federal Party was able to join him
in forming a Government. We were
proud to have them and we are
equally sorry that they left us. The
hon. Third Member for Colombo Cen-
tral (Mr. P. G. B. Keuneman) said
that it is merely a geographical
change. I hope it is.

_ The other day an S.L.F.Per, talk-
Ing to me, was referring to the
Federal Party as the political vomit
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of the twentieth century. I was very

sorry when I heard this. However,

at the same time the S.L.F.P. like

“ Appolo 107, sent two Members of

Parliament, the hon. Member for
Anuradhapura (Mr. K. B. Ratna-
yake) and the hon. Member for

Katugampola (Mr. T. B. Subasinghe)
to the North to find out what the
feelings of the people in the North
were like, so that they could later on
send Apollo 11 to ‘conquer’ the
North.

Sir, what happened in that mis-
sion of asking the people of the
North to “forgive and forget the
past” ? An impassioned appeal was
made by the hon. Member for Anu-
radhapura to “forgive and forget ”.
Sir, sometimes politicians may for-
get because they always act, with an
eye to the next election, but the
people are not going to forget because
they are not going to seek election.

The people in their generosity
might even forgive the last Govern-
ment, but they will never forget the

past, especially the events of 1956
and 1958.

Coming as I do from a Tamil-
speaking area, I know what the Tamil
man, the ordinary Tamii man, feels
about the last Government, and if the
S. L. F. P’ers now think that because
the Federal Party has left the
National Government they can woo
the Tamil voters, that they can make
use of the situation to get the Tamils
on to their side, I tell them they are
living in a fool’s paradise.

The Throne Speech, speaking about
the economy, naturally had to refer
to the Central Bank Report to show
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that there was an increase in the
gross national output, that there
was an increase in the per capita
income. But my good Friend, the
hon. Third Member for Colombo
Central (Mr. Keuneman), says
that this is a despicable lie—statis-
tics are the highest form of lies.
I have heard it several times from
him in the course of debates. It is all
a lie to him but he did not show by
analysis how he was coming to that
conclusion. He said he would leave
that matter to the economic pundit
from Yatiyantota to deal with later
on.

Assuming that the hon. Member
for Yatiyantota (Dr. N. M. Perera)
is going to analyse the economy,
whom are we going to accept ? Whom
is the country going to accept—a
a politician like the hon. Member for
Yatiyantota, who is no doubt a Doc-
tor of Economics ? But the Central
Bauk is full of such Doctors of
Economics. Are we going to believe
a politician who speaks with an eye
on the next election or a Doctor of
the Central Bank ? 1 rather prefer
to accept the Central Bank. If the
Central Bank is not going to be relied
on, did the hon. Member for Yati-
yantota, when he was Minister of
Finance, sack the whole lot of them
and scrap the Central Bank ? No.
Even he, in the course of his Budget
Speech, had to depend for his statis-
tics on the Central Bank. So we
should not take seriously remarks
made such as these.

In this House the hon. Third
Member for Colombo Central
(Mr. Keuneman) got a good hearing
because it is only a Member like him
who has the need to depend on the
Central Bank Report. The farmer in
the provinces or the villager does not
depend on or read the Central Bank
Report. He does not even need to
read the reports of the experts
because he sees the number of
village tanks reconstructed by this
Government, the hundreds of miles
of irrigation channels that have been
cut which farmers have been crying
for for a number of years to get
other Governments to do, thieedeveralt
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drainage schemes that this Govern-
ment has started. Even in the
Batticaloa and Amparai districts,
which were traditionally com-
pletely neglected by successive
Governments, this Government has
done an enormous job of work in the
agricultural sector. Access roads and
miles and miles of agricultural roads
have been constructed by this
Government. In fact, there is a
proposal for the Department of High-
ways that was newly created to
construct ten rcads in every agricul-
tural district.

So my good Friend, the hon. Third
Member for Coombo Central, who
was born and bred in Colombo and
who is representing a constituency in
Colombo, must not think that the
villagers and peasants do not know
it. He is sure to get a warm recep-
tion if he were to relieve himself of
all these lies when he goes for his
election meetings.

I now came to the question of
education. It so happens that we are
celebrating the Siyawasa—the com-
pletion of hundred years of state-
controlled education. My Sinhalese
brethren have very good reason to
celebrate the Siyawasa because after
1947 central colleges were built by
the U.N.P. Government in every pro-
vince and in every district, so much
so that today in the four or five
universities in Ceylon 80 per cent. of
the student population comes from
the rural areas, and that is the highest
tribute we can pay to the U. N. P.
Government in the sphere of edu-
cation. My Tamil brethren have good
reason to celebrate the Siyawasa,
hundred years of state-controlled
education, or even the pre-Siyawasa
period because they never had it so
good &s in the missionary days.

Sir, my complaint is not against
the Christian missionaries who did
not give us a college like the Jaffna
Colege, or St. Patrick’s or St. John’s,
because the Muslims at that time
voluntarily opted not to study
English for they correctly realized
that the study of English was merelv
ancillary to their main objective
natiely)" the propagation of 1;heixi
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religion. Today it is correctly said
that if not for Navalar there might
not be a single Saivite north of the

Pass. That is why, even though
belatedly, the Tamil community
took in procession throughout

the length and breadth of Ceylon
wherever Tamils lived, the statue of
that great man who realized that the
study of English was going to be the
end of our national culture, of our
national language and of everything
that we hold sacred. So I am not
complaining against Christian
Missionaries.

But certainly as a Muslim I have
got a grievance and grudge against
successive governments who had
turned a blind eye to the educational
needs of my community, the Muslim
community. You, Mr. Speaker, with
your long experience in politics know
that the largest concentration of
Muslims in Ceylon live south of Kal-
munai; almost one-third or even
more of the Muslim population lives
south of Batticaloa. In fact, my hon.
Friend, the Member for Vaddukkod-
dai (Mr. A. Amirthalingam) paid me
a compliment the other day—I must
say that because the hon. Seccnd
Member for Mutur said, “I do not
know where he lived in 1957”. He
was talking about keeping the iden-
tity of the Muslims intact. He must
reslize that when he was a school-
boy in Shivananda Vidyalaya I had
the courage to announce at the F. B
Convention at Batticaloa that if
there is to be a federal constitution
there must be a separate state for
Muslims of Ceylon. So all along
we had been mindful of the identity
of the Muslim community.

In Batticaloa, as I said, we find the
largest concentration of Muslims but
what are the educational facilities
that are available for them in that
area ? That is the question. And that
is why I say that the Muslims of
Ceylon have no reason to celebrate
the completion of 100 years of state-
controlled education. Today there
is not even one per cent. of Muslims
in the universities. It is not that the
Muslims have no brainsyLsay what
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it is due only to one factor, namely
the complete lack of educational faci-
lities in our areas.

There were no colleges started for
Muslims during the time when
Missionaries were in charge of educa-
tion and thereafter when the state
took over one should have expecied
the State to have progressively re-
duced the gap that exists between
the more advanced and the back-
ward areas. Sir, the strength of a
chain depends on its weakest link,
it is said, so that it is in the interest
of the country, it is in the interest
of any government to see that Mus-
lims of Ceylon, who are educationally
backward not through their own
fault, are brought on a par with
other communities of the country.
Only then can we feel satisfied and
join our brethren, the Sinhalese and
the Tamils, in celebrating an occasion
like “ Siyawasa ”.

My hon. Friend, the Second Mem-
ber for Mutur, was singled out to
move a silly amendment to the
Throne Speech. I will tell you why
I call it silly. In moving that amend-
ment the hon. Member referred to
the fact that the S. L. F. P. gave us
two training colleges, one at Addalai-
ghenai—Addalaichenai happens to be
in my electorate—and the other at
Aultgama, and rightly one hon. Mem-
ber from this side interjected and
said, “ You are talking through your
hat.” But the rejoinder was even
more interesting, because, he tried to
say that he was talking through his
nose ! My good Friend from Mutur
;nus(til not rush where angels fear o
read.

Now, Sir, I am speaking with a
certain goal. The other day I was very
interested in listening to the speech
of the Hon. Minister of Labour. Just
because his rival, Mr. Badiuddin
Mahmud, on public platforms, says
that this Government has done noth-
ing for the Muslims of this countiry,
my Hon. Friend reads out a big list
of unimportant things which may
have been done. It might give the
impression to my Sinhalese friends
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that the Muslims have achieved
everything under this Government. I
am not one of those who think so.

I am very happy to find that this
year the Government proposes to os-
tablish two senior technical colleges
and 15 to 16 junior technical colleges.
I was one of those who asked that the
Government should establish a junior
university at Attalachenai. The
Government has not thought it fit to
establish one just now. My hon.
Friends from the North have got one.
The policy of the Government should
not be to make an advanced area still
more advanced. The correct thing
would have been to establish a junior
university somewhere in Batticaloa
South so that the backward communi-
ties, the Muslims and the Tamils—
I emphasize the word, Tamils—of that
area will also have the facilities that
others have in the rest of the country
for higher education. I sincerely hope
that the Government will establish
one of these senior technical colleges
at least, in the Attalachenai Govern-
ment Training College premises. I am
suggesting a venue because it will not
entail much expense to Government
because there is ample accomodation
available—about ten acres of land
available—and without much addi-
tional expense to Government, the
Government can give one of these
senior technical colleges to Batticaloa
South.

There are some people who speak
in a very puerile manner. For ins-
tance, if one persoms asks for a uni-
versity there is another saying, “ Give
us also a university ”. I know what it
costs to run a university, the staff
required, and so on. In the first place,
there must be the students to fill the
university. Therefore, I do not want
to indulge in that type of fruitless
request. Let me ask the Government
to establish a few maha vidyalayas,
adequately staffed and adequately
equipped, in Batticaloa South, so that
the Muslims and the Tamils of that
area can receive higher education
which is the right of every citizen
under the free education scheme. It
is because we have no such facilities
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that our young men from that area
are unable to find suitable places in
the Public Service. I say, this is one
thing that the Government would do
well to give its earnest atention to
as an item of very important and
urgent work, because, in the first
paragraph itself, the Throne Speech
says that this year will be devoted
to successfully completing the work
already in hand and taking up only
urgent and important matters. The
Government, I sincerely hope, will
consider the provision of educational
facilities in Kalmunai South as an
item of urgent and important work,
because this is a very sensitive issue
as far as the Muslims are concerned.

Now I come to this question of
Israel. My hon. Friend, the Second
Member for Mutur, was singled out
to move that Amendment obviously
because they thought that this is a
fine opportunity to embarrass the
Muslim Members in the Government
Parliamentary Group. I should like to
tell my hon. Friend that there is no
embarrassment whatsoever in voting
against that amendment. He must
realize that the Ceylon Government
is not a Muslim government. The
Hon. Prime Minister was the first to
condemn Israeli aggression. Our re-
presentative in the United Nations
Organization supported the resolu-
tion that Israel should withdraw
from occupied territories.

This Government is maintaining
most cordial and friendly relations
with the Arab countries. In fact. it
was only very recently that the Hon.
Prime Minister, in the midst of all
his busy activities in this country
paid an official visit to the United
Arab Republic. We are very happy
that the President of the U. A. R.,
Mr. Nasser, and the people of the
U. A. R, received our Prime Minis-
ter most warmly.

I must also say this. The hon.
Leader of the Opposition  was
gracious enough to visit the U. A. R
She had also supported the cause o{"
the Arabs. We Muslimsg of Ceylon
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are very grateful to her. All this is

proof that the country as a whole
sympathizes with the Arab cause.

But does my hon. Friend think
that severing diplomatic relations
with Israel, which had already been
established, is going to help the Arab
cause ? Does my hon. Friend think
that settling an international problem
today is like settling a land dispute
in the village of Mutur ? Does he
think so? My hon. Friend must
really ask himself this question:
Why is it not possible for a very
powerful bloc, the Middle-East Arab
world, to crush a potty little state
like Israel ? Why has it not been
possible so far to do that? These
are questions that he should have
asked himself before he moved his
silly amendment, by which he
thought he could embarrass Members
of the Government Party.

I was not a little amused that two
estimable gentlemen were engaging
themselves in a fruitless investiga-
tion as to who established diplo-
matic relations with Israel. Govern-
ment is a continuing process, and I
have no doubt that both Govern-
ments must have had a hand in it.
Nobody ever anticipated that Israel
would occupy Arab territories.

Not only the Muslims of Ceylon
but Muslims the world over—in fact,
any Muslim worth his name—will not
fail to sympathize with the cause of
the Arabs. I feel personally very
grateful to the Hon. Prime Minister
and his Government that, in keeping
with their accepted policy of neutra-
lity they are making every endeavour
to contribute in whatever little
manner they can towards the solu-
tion of this problem, which can esca-
late into a much more serious prob-
lem than my hon. Friend from Mutur
or his Leader thinks—[Interruption.]
My friend, Mr. Badiuddin Mahmud,
the leader of the I. S. F., would have
certainly succeeded in embarrassing
Members of Parliament if he could
have pointed his finger and said.
“Look, my friends, I gave you a
junior university when I was Minis-
ter of Education. I gave you a maha
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vidyalaya suitably equipped and
staffed so that Muslim boys and girls
may hereafter go to a university for
higher education.” I take responsi-
bility here and now for asserting that
if the Muslims did not gain anything
at all in the sphere of education it
was during his period of office as
Minister of Education. I do not know
whether he failed us because of some
kind of complex, a feeling that
a Muslim must not do something for
the Muslims because other people
will talk about it, but it has happen-
ed. Even in the case of government
servants this has happened. When a
Muslim officer is at the head some-
times Muslims suffer the most.

The only service which Mr.
Badiuddin Mahmud can claim he has
done to the Muslim community is
the ignominious take-over of the only
private school that the Muslim com-
munity had, namely, Zahira College.
Why ? What was his reason? He
said that the Muslim community
could not run that school for three
months. But how is it that for the last
thirty months the Muslims have run
that institution, and run it very well,
and there have been additional and
better buildings put up than ever be-
fore ? With the Maradana mosque
standing sentinel over Zahira College
not even a Badiuddin Mahmud can
do anything to annex it to a govern-
ment.

The plight of the Muslims in
Ceylon is not at all enviable. So I
shall not waste my time on the
Israel issue. I shall speak on a matter
about which I hope even at this late
stage the Government will do some-
thing. I referred to this matter in the
course of my speech in the first
Throne Speech Debate in 1965. I have
the satisfaction of saying that my
opinion on that matter has not
changed even afer four years.

The sugar factory is in the Amparai
District in the Gal Oya Valley. The
forests of the valley are infested
with wild elephants, but the sugar
factory at Hingurana is the only
white elephant in the whole valley.
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When I referred to this matter in
my speech in the first Throne Speech
Debate, my hon. Friend the Member
for Amparai (Mr. Senarath) tried to
make out that I was trying to see that
the land on which sugar cane was
cultivated is given to my constituents.
That is far from the truth.

About three or four days back a
daily newspaper referred to this in-
dustry as a crushing industry on the
taxpayer. Ever since this industry
was started in Gal Oya the Govern-

ment has been losing Rs. 51
million, and we are wasting
8,000 acres of the most fer-

tile land in the Gal Oya Valley,
land which can be wused for
paddy cultivation. If this land 8,000
acres, which is now virtually being
wasted by growing sugar cane, is
used for paddy cultivation, I have no
doubt it will go a long way towards
achieving selt-sufficiency, towards
which our Hon. Prime Minister is
working.

Even at this stage I appeal to the
Government to review this whole
matter, because if it has succeeded
in anything in respect of this matter
it has only succeeded in giving em-
ployment to a few gentlemen who
call themselves directors. All of them
are working directors.

I ask that this land be given to the
colonists of the area. There are a
number of Sinhalese colonists in that
area. They can do a wonderful joh of
growing paddy in that land.

I wish to warn the Hon. Minister
that the loss that the Sugar Corpora-
tion is going to incur this year is
going to be something phenomenal.
Acres of land have dried up because
of the drought. So we cannot any
longer carrv on with this millstone
round our necks. I appeal to the
Government even at this late stage
to review this industry.

Then, Sir, I come to another mat-
ter. The sea coast of the FEastern
Province is abundant in fish.. It is.a
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very good area for fishing. But what
are the facilities that we have got ? I
am happy that the Hon. Minister of
Industries and Fisheries is present. I
have seen the Hon. Minister on a
number of occasions with regard to
the construction of a fisheries har-
bour in Oluvil. I do not say that
because it is in my electorate, but it
is the considered opinion of experts
that there is there a natural bay
which can be converted into a won-
derful fisheries harbour. In fact some
engineers have made some investiga-
tions. I have recently, on the instiue-
tions of the Hon. Minister, spoken to
Mr. Rajapathirana who has promised
to send a report to the Hon. Minister,
who I have no doubt will approve
this project.

As things are today there is no in-
centive at all to the fishermen to go
deep-sea fishing or to catch fish in
large quantities because the -catch
cannot sometimes be sold, and they
are always at the mercy of the fish
mudalalis. So if the Government
would pay greater interest to this
industry. I have no doubt that we
will he saving quite a lot of foreign
exchange.

I am very happy that I have been
able to take part in this Debate which
happens to be on the fifth and last
Throne Speech of this Government.
This Government has every reason
to feel proud of its achievements
during the last five years.
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“In 1968 too Ceylon lived beyond her
means. Aggregate expenditure on con-
sumption and investment exceeded the
value of goods and services produced by
3.6 per cent. Accordingly the deficit had
to be met largely by increased indebted-
ness abroad and foreign assistance. ”
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(Mr. Speaker)

Do you know that game ?

Mr. Speaker, I am rather glad that
I have the opportunity to speak
almost immediately after the hon.
Member for Devinuwara (Mr. de
Mel). One would have expected
that the hon. Member who is an edu-
cated person and who was a member
of the Ceylon Civil Service, was
capable of drawing correct conclu-
sions from facts. According to him,
the increase in food production was
an act of God, that favourable
weather conditions helped us. Also,
according to him, nothing had been
done about housing. Those state-
ments of his have forced me to reply
to some of the criticisms which he
has levelled against us.

There is an Amendment to the
Throne Speech, Amendment No. 4,
which tries to hold the U. N. P. mani-
festo to ridicule. As the signatory
to that manifesto it is my duty this
evening to show the public who
placed confidence in us, how much
of that manifesto has been imple-
mented by us. Out of the 21 pro-
mises we made, they have been able
to single out only nine, and with re-
gard to those nine too, I shall show

you in the course of my speech what
we have done.

Firstly, it is very necessary to re-
mind hon. Members of the Opposi-
tion who have forgotten the mani-
festo, some of the things which I
stated in the manifesto. Sir, there
Is the famous case of a parish priest
who took his parishioners round the
church and said: “Here is a roll of
honour. All those people who took
vows escaped the shipwreck.” One
inquiring person asked, “ What about
those who took the vows and who
perished in the shipwreck ? Why
do you not have a list of them too ? ”
Similarly, hon. Members of the
Opposition have picked up certain
items from our manifesto and want
to hold us to ridicule saying that we
have done nothing for the people
during the last four and a half years.
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It is necessary, in the first in-
stance, to take our minds back to
the period preceding the formation
of the National Government. You
will remember that in our manifesto
we stated—I do not wish to read the
whole thing—that :

“We have suffered long under the
tyranny of a Coalition which has failed
tp provide employment to the people and
tried to hide their failure by suppres-
sing freedom to speak and write. We
have suffered long under the tyranny
of a Coalition which tried to make a
Castro, a dictator, of the Prime Minis-
ter, because, she failed to solve the
financial problems which were created by
bad government and unplanned develop-
ment, by giving jobs to friends and re-
lations, by wasting money, by twisting
laws and regulations to suit the caucus
in power.”

The first promise that we made is:

“ We pledge to preserve your democra-
tic rights. The smallest man is the
mightiest man in a democracy. it 1S
only in a democracy that YOU as a per-
son has power over the Government—
power over your M.Ps and Ministers.
We promise to preserve that power.”

In our second promise we said :

“We pledge to establish a just, stable
and fair Government where the laws
will apply equally to all.”

Thirdly, we said :

“We believe that Buddhism is the
very life of the Sinhalese people, inspiring
their literature, art, architecture and
civilization. ”

We also said :

“We pledge to restore the lost rights
of Buddhism and to make the four POYA
DAYS public holidays for the Govern-
ment and the private sector.”

Those were the first three pro-
mises which have been made by the
U. N. P. When I say that we have
promised these things, it is necessary
for hon. Members to remind them-
selves of the period prior to 1965.
Those were days when one was
frightened to go through the news-
papers in the morning, not knowing
what the Ministers were going to do.
That was a time when everybody
threatened to do something. That
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was the time, I remember, when the
cinema magnates displeased the
powers that be, and they said, “ We
are going to nationalize the cine-
mas.” Similar threats were held
out: “We are going to nationalize
the petrol sheds. We are going to
nationalize the estates. We are going
to nationalize the press”, and so on.
All sorts of things were said at that
time threatening people, especially
to take political revenge against
people who were opposed to them.
Today, the people are living in an
era of freedom.

I just saw the hon. fair Member
for Balangoda (Mrs. Ratwatte)
coming here, and I was reminded of
a speech she had made in Balangoda
where she had said that they were
preparing themselves for a revolu-
tion. The hon. Member is able to
state these things because she is
living in a free democracy where
she has no fear of being arrested. We
also remember the coup. Today, the
accused are being tried before the
Supreme Court and I do not wish te
say anything about that case. But 1
wish only to draw a contrast between
the rule under the National Govern-
ment and the rule previous to that.

You will recall in the earlier coup:
case how laws were enacted prevent-
ing an appeal to the Court of Criminal
Appeal, how special judges were
appointed to hear the case, that bail
was not granted to those accused
except with the permission of the
Attorney-General, that confessions
were made admissible in evidence,
that retrospective legislation was
passed to make certain acts offences.
which acts were not offences earlier,
that sentences were enhanced, and
that minimum sentences were laid
down for the judges to impose. These:
and so many other things were done.
Today there are the people who are
being tried for having conspired to
overthrow this Government, but
against whom only the ordinary laws
of the land operate. So there is a big
difference between their Government
and ours, and of that difference we-
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are proud. For the United National
Party Government every person is
equal before the law. Every person
will be tried according to the laws of
the land. We must also not forget the
other side when we talk about the
laws. You will recall how certain
people were sentenced to imprison-
ment for life before the Supreme
Court, and how the then Government
had the brazen audacity to bring
legislation before this House to have
those people sentenced to death.
Fortunately, public opinion prevailed
and they had to withdraw that legis-
lation.

Most people have forgotten these
things. Therefore, I wish to remind
hon. Members of the Opposition of
the things that they intended to do
and some of the things that they did
when they were on this side.

Hon. Members will also remember
how people had to go before the
Supreme Court and apply for a
mandamus before they were allowed
to travel abroad, even when they had
pre-paid tickets. Today a number of
Members of the Opposition are in
foreign countries having gone there
without any restriction. Several
Members of the Opposition are going
to North Korea on invitation, and we
are not stopping them. But they will
remember that some of our people
who had pre-paid tickets were not
allowed to leave this country.

You will also remember that the
previous Government stopped even
the freedom of expression by not
allowing us the use of loudspeakers
until some of the leaders of our party
had to break those laws openly and
court prosecution. It is only after that
that the ban on loudspeakers was
removed. I wish to remind hon.
Members that this is one of the
things that we pledged : we said we
would preserve the democratic rights
of the people.

Yesterday or the day before there
was a long march of unemployed
people coming right through my
electorate to Colombo. We did not ban
that procession. But I remember how

permission was refused when I asked
to go in procession on D. S. Senana-
yake commemoration day from the
Town Hall to the Abeysinharamaya,
and how at the last moment at about
4.30 p.m. we were granted permission
thus making it almost impossible to
hold the procession.

These are little matters which I am
mentioning in order to remind hon.
Members of the Opposition when they
hold out certain things from our
manifesto, that we have carried out
the letter of the law and that we are
a just Government.

I understand that hon. Members of
the Opposition are also complaining
that their press was closed down for
some time. It is true that their press
was closed down for some time under
the Emergency Regulations. The Hon.
Prime Minister has already explained
that matter, but let me also remind
hon. Members how difficult it was
during the period of their Govern-
ment for the United National Party
to get the necessary paper to print
their newspaper. We were refused
advertisements. Only advertisements
appearing in the Coalition papers, and
papers which did not have a circula-
tion of 5,000 were given advertise-
ments, but when we asked for adver-
tisements there was not even a reply.

I do not wish to take much of your
time. I want however to refer to one
or two other matters which we have
done. I wish firstly to refer to the
change to the poya-day holidays
which we introduced.

Now, I shall take those points
which hon. Members thought would
hold us to ridicule by taking extracts
from our manifesto. The first is—

“We believe that the right of employ-
ment is the right of every citizen. You
know that over 500,000 are unemployed
including thousands who lost their jobs
owing to the action of the Government.
They have a right to ask the Government
to create such conditions in the country
as will increase employment opportunities.
Only rapid increase in national wealth
can create jobs, and we promise to see
that Government action is immediately
taken 'to ‘achieve this.
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Now, are we wrong in saying that
we have taken action to create jobs
and that the action we are taking will
bear fruit in the years to come ? We
have not said that we shall solve the
unemployment problem overnight as
much as they said that they would
make Sinhala the language of the
State in 24 hours and transact all
business in Sinhala. Fifteen to twenty
years have passed and still they are
unable to do it.

I do not wish to go through all the
achievements of the Government or
what the Government has done. I
want to bring to the notice of hon.
Members what the Government has
attempted to do and in what spheres
it has succeeded.

On the question of rice production,
with the exception of the hon. Mem-
ber for Devinuwara (Mr. de Mel),
everybody else has conceded the pro-
gress made. According to him, it is
an act of God that yields have in-
creased. According to him, the climate
in all other countries in South East
Asia has been so good that the yields
have increased. But one knows what
is happening in India and other
countries. Compared with that, there
has been a definite advance. On that
question I do not wish to take your
time. One has only, as the hon. Par-
liamentary Secretary to the Minister
of Agriculture and Food says, to go
round the country and see. If you go
round the electorate of the hon. Mem-
ber for Agalawatta (Dr. Colvin R. de
Silva), you will see that marshes have
been reclaimed and people are work-
ing those fields. In my own electo-
rate, in which salvinia retarded pro-
gress all these years, salvinia has been
cleared now and people are working
the land. Everywhere in the country
you see people working with great
enthusiasm. One also knows that in
1965 the production was 36.3 million
bushels and in 1968 the production
has been 64.5 million bushels, which
is almost double.

We have also seen the increase in
the production of potatoes, chillies
and so on. On these matters I do not

wish to take time as other hon. Mem-
bers will be speaking on them, but it
has been accepted by everybody, ex-
cept the hon. Member for Devinuwara
(Mr. de Mel), that there has been a
significant increase in production as
far as agriculture is concerned in this
country.

What else have we done ? To pro-
vide employment we started 1,000
textile mill centres in this Island.
Hon. Members of the Opposition have
had their fair quota of these textile
mills. It is a short-term solution to a
big problem—the question of unem-
ployment. Textile mills have been
started by our Government.

There are not only the textile mills.
Industrial investment from 1960 to
1964 was only Rs. 63 million whereas
from 1965 to 1969 it has been Rs. 200
million—more than a 350 per cent in-
crease in industrial investment. I wish
to congratulate the Minister of Indus-
tries in that he has made all the pub-
lic section industries profitable.
Therefore one great achievement of
the party has been that these indus-
tries, which some people considered
to be white elephants, have been
made to pay and today they are work-
ing at a profit. Not only have they
been made to pay, but, for instance,
the Cement Factory, wl*ch was pro-
ducing some 60,000 tons, is producing
nearly 280,000 tons of cement per
year. All this shows that there has
been a significant investment in pro-
duction and that investment is now
producing results.

I need not refer to all the facts. In
the Throne Speech we have referred
to the establishment of industrial
estates. We have permitted a large
number of industries to be set up in
this country. 260 New projects have
already been approved and in 160
production has begun.

I refered to the handloom textile
centres. There are other big mills at
Thulhiriya, Horana, Polonnaruwa
Kundasale and Ambalangoda. All
these have been started. Perhaps by
about next year they will go into
production.
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Apart from agriculture and indus-
try, fisheries have also been deve-
loped. Large sums of money have
been invested in fisheries harbours.
One knows that Negombo, Tangalle
and Beruwala are places where the
other day new fisheries harbours
have been developed. New nylon
fishing nets have been given to fisher-
men, and mechanized craft have
been given on loan. All these things
have helped considerably in fish
production in this Island.

There is also the rural electrifica-
tion scheme. 500 Villages will get
electricity within two years. Already
a large number of villages are recei-
ving electricity in various parts of
the country.

There are also two projects, the
Walawe project which is almost
complete and the Mahaveli project
which is expected to bring over 9
lakhs of acres under paddy and
which is expected to some extent to
solve the unemployment problem.
According to the Hon. Prime Minis-
ter, when this project is under full
swing there will be a shortage of
labour because about 10 lakhs of
acres will come under cultivation
under this gigantic scheme. We are
spending Rs. 600 million to divert the
waters of the Mahaveli-ganga to the
barren areas in the North,

I can list many more, but I hope
to mention them during the Budget
Debate, and therefore I shall not
weary the House with any more
facts and figures but merely point
out that the U. N. P. has, during the
short period of 4} years done much
to solve the problem of giving em-
ployment and keeping our people
‘content.

Talking about figures, I am sorry
the hon. Member for Devinuwara
(Mr. de Mel) is unfortunately not
here. I would have liked to give him
figures of employment through em-
ployment exchanges which I have
been able to gather. How many per-
sons did they place in employment
when they were in power ? In 1960
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they provided employment for 3,105 ;
in 1961 for 1,788 ; in 1962 for 2,842 ;
in 1963 for 6,365 ; and in the election
year of 1964 for 22,170 persons. All
these were jobs given to people in
the C.W.E. and recruitment as pupil
teachers.

Compare these figures with ours.
In 1965-66 employment was given to
28,830 persons; in 1966-67 to 35,376
persons; and in 1967-68 to 19,321
persons. I do not have this year’s
figures but I am sure it will exceed
all these figures I have read out.

These figures will show you how
many persons we have placed in em-
ployment compared to the employ-
ment provided in the years 1961 to
1964.

Their next point of ridicule is that
never before have they paid so much
for food and clothing, that their
hardearned money disappears in no
time now ; that the rupee is worth
little, that it is their money and they
have a right to buy more with 1t and
live better.

The United National Party will
bring down the cost of living in two
ways: by short-term plans and by
long-term plans. There will be food
and clothing in plenty and at cheaper
prices. The United National Party
promises to give you these essentials
for civilized living.

Now, there is a big difference. The
hon. Member for Devinuwara (Mzr.
de Mel) spoke about the cost of
living. He said that the cost of living
increased only by a few points dur-
ing the time they were in power. I
shall give him the correct figures and
show him by how much the cost of
living increased during their time
and by how much the cost of living
increased during our time. The cost
-of-living figure in 1960 was 103.5;
in 1964 it was 112.2; in 1965 it was
112.,5. These figures are given in
Table 44 of the Central Bank Report
for the year 1968. So you will see the
cost-of-living figures increased from
103.5 in 1960 to 112.2 in 1964. The
latest cost-of-living figure for 1968
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December—is 127.4. Now you will see
that there is a big difference. Un-
doubtedly, the cost-of-living figure

increased during their period as well
as our period.

The difference is this. During their
period of office the cost-of-living
figure inreased for an entirely differ-
ent reason. There was nothing to be
proud of at that time because all the
assets were wasted. We have some-
thing to be proud of. In 1956 we left
them a very large legacy of foreign
assets—the highest we had in the
history of our country. But due to
deficit financing—not only due ‘o
deficit financing but also due to bad
budgeting—these external assets were
eroded and finally, as everybody
knows, when we came back into
power in 1965 we found not only that
there was nothing in the government
coffers, but that even the assets
available were mortaged —[Interrup-
tion].

I shall tell you what the position
is. In 1960 Treasury Bills amounted
to only Rs. 630 million. That is, after
the first period of Mr. Bandaranaike’s
Government, Treasury Bills which
had been kept under some control
went up to Rs. 630 million. But in
1964 the figure reached Rs. 1,750.
They financed their budgets by this
inflationary method of printing notes
and raising money by way of Trea-
sury Bills. So it is they who created
this problem of inflation and raised
the prices of goods. It is their bad
budgeting that made prices go up.

The recent price increases were
due to two reasons. One was the
devaluation of the rupee, and the
FEEC Scheme which is also a form
of devaluation. As you know, de-
valuation was forced on this Govern-
ment. Hon. Members will remember
that in 1966 before we devalued
India took the step of devaluation.
At that time the Cabinet considered
the question of devaluation—whe-
ther it was necessary for us to
devalue. We thought that the broad
mass of the people livingzeiny this
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country would be affected because
the cost of living would rise upon any
devaluation. At that time we rejected

devaluation. What happened
thereafter ? We were forced
to take the step of devalua-

tion because our principal trading
partner, Britain, devalued her own
currency. It was necessary that we
should keep step with them, and we
devalued our currency. Whereas
Britain devalued her currency by
15.4 per cent. we devalued by 20 per
cant. because of the constant trouble
of the unsettled balance of payments.

That was also a step that was forced
on us.

I must remind hon. Members that
when Britain devalued she placed a
restraint on wages. But unlike Bri-
tain we in Ceylon compelled em-
ployers in the private sector to pay
a devaluation allowance. As the
Hon. Prime Minister has stated be-
fore, that was the first time in the
history of any country that a govern-
ment compelled employers by legis-
lation to pay their employees more
wages. The Government itself paid
its employees, and employees in cor-
porations, the devaluation allowance.

What is the position today ? If one
looks at the Index of Real Wages
given in the Central Bank Report
one would find that real wages have
increased in recent years. That

means, the purchasing power of the
rupee has increased because of the
action taken by this government. Let
hon. Members of the Opposition re-
member that we made no restriction
in respect of wages. Not only that,
the Government gave its employees
and the employees of corporations a
devaluation allowance. The Govern-
ment also forced the private sector
by legislation to pay a devaluation
allowance to its employees. There-

fore, when hon. Members on the
other side talk of the increase
in, nthe, cost of living I would
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ask them to remember that this
Government, unlike the other
Governments, took steps to cushion
the impact of the rising cost of living
by giving employees a devaluation
allowance.

The mere fact that prices increase
in a country is no index to the state
of prosperity of that country. If
that be so, prices are perhaps high-
est today in France, next perhaps in
the U. S. A. and next perhaps in
Japan. You will agree that they are
perhaps the most prosperous coun-
tries. I am not saying that Ceylon
is in such a prosperous state, but the
mere fact the prices of articles are
high is no indication of the state of
economic or financial instability of &
country.

It is true that prices have risen in
Ceylon. That is due to two different
circumstances. One was brought
about by the last Government’s infla-
tionary method of financing their
‘budgets. The other was brought
about by the action taken by the
Government which was forced upon
it by its biggest trading partner
devaluing its currency.

But as I have said we have cushion-
ed the impact of the rise in prices.
Not only that, we raised the guaran-
teed price of paddy by Rs. 2, thereby
giving extra purchasing power to the
villagers. Today they have much
more money with them than they
have had before. During the time of
the Sinhalese New Year hon. Mem-
bers would have noticed that there
was much more prosperity in the
rural areas than even in the urban
areas, and during the Sinhalese New
Year time there was enough of
articles in all parts of the country.

Today you do not have queues for
textiles. Textiles are available
In plenty. In your time, for a coupon
one got only two or four yards of
cloth, the maximum. Today locally
produced textiles are available in
plenty. For a coupon you get about
Six yards of cloth—I do not know—
I have not bought cloth on Cougons,

You must be knowing how much
it is. I have forgotten. I do not have
a rice ration book myself.

Although prices have gone up
people today are not lacking in es-
sential items. We took steps to en-
sure that basic, essential commodities
are available. We rationed chillies,
maldive fish, dhall and cummin seed.
Poor and rich alike are assured of
their supply of these essential com-
modities.

Not only that, we banned the
importation of certain items like
potatoes and that gave a great impe-
tus to local production. Hon. Mem-
bers will admit that due to the action
taken by this Government we are
now almost self-sufficient in onions.
No doubt at certain times we have
to import but I am sure before long
we will be self-sufficient in both
onions and potatoes. That was a de-
liberate step taken by the Govern-
ment and farmers are assured of fair
prices for their goods. We have
moved far along the road of self-
sufficiency.

Hon. Members spoke about short-
ages of foodstuffs. One has only to
take one’s mind back to what was the
situation five years ago. To get an
ounce of dried fish one had to stand
in a queue then. Those matters are
now forgotten when they talk about
the high cost of living.

In regard to the reference in the
Amendment to our manifesto that all
M.Ps and Senators will declare their
assets and their sources of income
every year, we really discussed this
matterj-but is there any great point
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in this, because every year M.Ps and
Senators must be declaring their as-
sets and income to the income tax
authorities. So that declaring these
sources of income, is not going to
prevent rogues from getting away.

However we have taken a step
which the last Government did not
take. When they appointed a com-
mission and that very commission
found certain people guilty of bri-
bery, they took no action. When we
brought the matter up in debate, at
the very vital moment, at division
time, they walked out of the Cham-
ber. Hon. Members will remember
that we had to bring in special legis-
lation against these people, and they
lost their civic rights due to the ac-
tion of this Government.

We had stated in our election mani-
festo that “no public figure found
guilty of corruption whether he be a
politician or government servant will
be protected.” Therefore I say that
that promise also has been fulfilled
in that we brought special legislation
to deprive these bribetakers of their
civic rights.

The last point which I wish to
make if I have sufficient time to
speak is on the third matter high-
lighted in the fourth amendment,
where they quote from our election
manifesto on the subject of homes for
the people. Hon. Members will
realize that it was the U.N.P. Gov-
ernment that started the Department
of Housing in 1954. For the first time
when it became apparent that in this
country there was a housing short-
age, our Government took upon itself
the responsibility for creating a new
Ministry of Housing.

Hon. Members on that side, and
everybody else, will agree that there
is a grave housing shortage in this

country. Many commissions have
reported on this. There is the report
of Mr. Hanson. Then there is the

Alif Report. Many have tried to
guess the figure, but I wish to give
certain figures which mayijhe:-«loser
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to the truth. They are from the re-
cent report made by Dr. Tillekeratne
of the Central Bank. In Colombo,
61,200 houses are needed; in the
Colombo region, 40,500 are needed ;
in other urban areas 105,700 houses
are required, and in the rural areas
there is a need for 738,400 house.s,
making a total, according to their
estimate, of 945,800 houses. The
shortage which has to be met by
1972 is in the region of 945,800 houses.

There are many reasons for this
housing shortage, but before that I
wish to remind the hon. Member for
Devinuwara (Mr. R. J. G. de Mel)
that this Government has done very
much more for housing than any
other Government previous to this.

I will now give the figures. During
the period 1956 to 1965, the total in-
vestment on housing, that is for the
nine years, was Rs. 88 million. This
had been given to 7,700 applicants.
During the period 1965 to 1969, the
total investment on housing has been
Rs. 72 million. In four years we have
given Rs. 72 million to 7,621 appli-
cants whereas in nine years they had
given Rs. 88 million to 7,700 appli-
cants. They constructed during the
period 1960 to 1965 1,100 flats and we
have constructed during our period
1,890 flats at a cost of Rs. 33 million.
We are also constructing certain flats
at Maligawatta at a cost of Rs. 1 mil-
lion. At Anuradhapura we are
putting up 50 houses at a cost of Rs. 9
lakhs and at Mahiyangana we are
commencing work on another 50
houses.

You will see from these figures
which I have quoted that during the
short period 1965 to 1969 we have
spent twice as much money on hous-
ing as during the nine years that
preceded us.

There are many reasons for this
housing shortage. The Government
very rightly considered that although
in a poor country like Ceylon there
are so many problems to be solved
the basic need of our country is to be
self-sufficient in the matter of food.
During the Second World War we
weredaissubject race. Our imperial
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masters saw to it that the food was
brought in because they wanted our
rubber and tea. Now we have got to
think of our own selves and become
self-sufficient in the matter of food.
We know how yearly the price of rice
changes. From £33 the price has now
shot up to nearly £50. So we are at
the mercy of foreign countries. This
Government has considered that its
primary duty is to make the country
self-sufficient in the matter of food.
I am glad that those points have been
considered and the Prime Minister is
responsible for the success of the
focd drive although the hon. Mem-
bers on the other side try to pooh-
pooh any achievement that we have
made. According to the hon. Member
for Devinuwara (Mr. de Mel), all the
rice-producing countries of South-
Fast Asia have shared this success,
and it is nothing for us to be proud
about.

They say that two meals of
rice should be given in hospitals. I
do not wish to take your time to re-
ply to that point. One knows that if
one takes his rice ration book to Hos-
pital, he will get both meals of rice.
There are institutions like the Leper
Hospital and the Fever Hospital
where they are giving the rice free
and in other hospitals where people
are sick they do not require both
meals of rice.

I said that this Government has
taken upon itself firstly to see that
the country is self-sufficient in the
matter of rice. The Prime Minister
Is sparing no pains, encouraging the
farmers and helping everybody to
see that we are gelf-sufficient in the
shortest possibie time. Not only in
the matier of rice, we have taken
it upun ourselves to see that we are
self-sufficient in some of the subsi-
aiary foodstuffs. Chilli production,
vnion production and also potato pro-
auction are receiving the serious con-
sideration of the Government and
before long we will be self-sufficient
in these food commodities too.

Therefore we can congratulate
ourselves. We may not have achiev-
ed all the targets but certainly we
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can be proud today. Wherever we go
we see enthusiasm for the food drive.
Everybody is enthusiastic and every-
body is working hard to see that we
reach the goal of seli-sufficiency as
early as possible.

In the matter of housing, in which
I am most particularly interested, it
is our slogan to ask people to own
their own homes but there are
several causes for the delay or slow
progress made. It is a matter of
priority. The Cabinet has considered
it and they have thought that, firstly,
we must try to make ourselves self-
sufficient in food ; secondly, that in-
dustrial development must take
place ; and thirdly comes housing. I
am glad that the Government is
giving serious consideration to
housing. There is unfortunately no
one single authority responsible for
housing in Ceylon. There is the De-
partment of Housing responsible for
some portion of it, there is the
Ministry of Fisheries responsible for
fishermen’s houses, there is the
Ministry of Local Government res-
ponsible for slum clearance activity
and there is the Land Development
Department responsible for building
houses in the new settlements. So if
you consider the entirety you will
see that there is some impression
made, though certainly it is not
enough. It is time that all house-
buildizg activities were brought
under one sinigle authority. Secondly,
the building of houses has been
slowed down because there are no
easy credit facilities. Thirdly, there
are no adequate incentives as in the
case of agriculture. Fourthly, there
is a high incidence of taxation and

the operation of the Rent Restriction
Act which is a disincentive so far as
housing is concerned. In the case of
agriculture and industry there are
tax holidays and the Foreign Ex-
change  Entitlement  Certificates
whereas in the case of housing today
people do not like to embark on it be-
cause there are no incentives in that
way.
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It is also necessary that building
material should be controlled and
there is also delay on the part of
local authorities to provide common
amenities like water, electricity and
roads for the new houses that are
being built. In Ceylon one cannot get
behind the fact that there is a wide
gap between demand and supply in
the matter of houses. We are 40,000
units short each year in the matter of
houses. As a matter of fact, the
United Nations in a recent report
stated that 6 per cent of the gross
national product should be invested
in housing and that 20 per cent of
Fixed Capital Formation should be
utilized for housing so that there will
be at least four units of houses per
1,000 increase in population. There is
therefore an urgent necessity to see
that all housing activity is brought
under one Minisiry and we are
certainly thinking on those lines.

Wea have appointed certain com-
mittees to look into certain matters
like finding suitable building material
for house building and also ways and
means by which we could reduce the
cost of building houses. Today the
cost of building a house has become
almost prohibitive in this country.

We have stepped up in the matter
of giving loans to those people who
are building their own houses. Our
department is prepared to give them

free advice and we have set up

several committees of advisers on
low-cost housing. I am glad to say
that a large number of people are
now coming to the department to
obtain loans and build their own
houses.

We have certainly a long way to go
and we have taken steps to see that
people own homes and we have given
all the incentives possible to build
their own houses.

These are the four main points that
I wished to mention this afternoon.
You will see that we are taking all
possible steps to see that people own
their own houses. It is the endeavour
of this Government to do everything
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possible to relieve the congestion and
to prevent the development of slums
in various parts of the country.

It was only on those points that I
wished to place before the House the
steps that we have taken and are
taking to relieve the housing shortage.
I am glad that many private firms are
coming forward, as a result of the
incentives that we are providing, to
build more houses ; and the relief we
are giving them will, I am sure, spur
them on to greater effort.

We have appointed a number of
committees to examine ways and
means of reducing building costs, to
find suitable building materials and
to make available to the people those
materials.

I do not wish to take any more of
your time. [ have briefly set out
what we have done and what we pro-
pose to do to make an impression on
the housing shortage in this country.
Of course, we have a long way to go
before we reach our goal of seeing
that every person owns his house. We
feel sure that the incentives we have
provided will go a long way to reduce
the grave housing shortage that exists
in most of the towns. It is the policy
of this Government to see that every
person owns his home, and the
Department of National Housing will
do its best to achieve this objective.

If I may be permitted to say some-
thing in English in the midst of a
Sinhalese speech, all I have to say is
that this is the most perfect example
of falsehood in wrong language.
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(Mr. Speaker)

Order, please! The Hon. Deputy
Speaker will now take the Chair.
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Whereupon MR. SPEAKER left the Chair,
and Mgr. DepuTy SPEAKER [MRr. M.
SIVASITHAMPARAM] took the Chair.
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(Mr. K. W. Devanayagam—Kalkudah)

Mr. Speaker, permit me to offer a
few comments on the Amendment to
the Throne Speech proposed by the
hon, Member for Vaddukkoddai
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(Mr. Amirthalingam) on behalf of
the Federal Party. The Amendment

says :

“that the democratic freedoms of the
Tamil-speaking people can be adequately
safeguarded only in an autonomous Tamil
linguistic state or states within the frame-
work of a Federal Union of Ceylon ;”.

I thought that the idea of a federal
state had been consigned to the limbo
of forgotten things long ago. But it
seems to rear its head once again. In
fact, time and again, the Federal
Party has stated that this is the only
solution to all the ills of the Tamil
people. But they have not at any
stage told us how they propose to
achieve a federal state in Ceylon. In
fact, when they refer to the Tamil-
speaking people of this country,
there is a special significance to the
words “Tamil-speaking pecple”
because, the Tamil-speaking people
of this country include the Muslims
as well, especially the Muslims in the
Eastern  Province. The - terms
“Muslims” and “federalism” are
two contradictory terms : federalism
is anathema to the Muslims. A Fede-
ral State is impossible in the Eastern
Province in the concept in which the
Federal Party seem to conceive it.
As is usually illustrated by the hon.
Second Member for Batticaloa, the
distribution of the population in the
Eastern Province is like a pittu
bambu, where you find the Tamils
and the Muslims in alternate concen-
trations. In those circumstances, it 1s
impossible for the Federal Party to
even dream of, much less think of,
a federal state there. But this concept
has been for so long mouthed by the
Federal Party, it would be interest-
ing to ask them how they propose to
achieve it.

I recall how I met the leader of the
Federal Party in Jaffna in 1965 and
asked him this same question. I
suggested to him that there were two
ways in which they could achieve
federalism : by taking to arms, or, by
the democratic process. And I asked
him : “Which of these methods do
you propose to adopt to achieve your
objective ?” As usual, the leader of

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the Federal Party gave his disarming
smile and never gave an answer to
that question. If it is by the force of
arms that they propose to achieve
their objective, it will be not the
Tamils of Jaffna who will have to
bear the brunt of the attack, but the
Tamils of the Eastern Province who
in 1958 had to face the music when
the Federal Party was in the rear-
guard and safe. It is in the Eastern
Province that the worst communal
riots took place in their most hideous
form. It is in those days that we con-
ceived the idea that a federal state is
impossible in the Eastern Province.

The other point which I wish to
refer to with regard to the Amend-
ment moved by the hon. Member for
Vaddukkoddai is this. The hon.
Member spoke of the moment this
Government began to be discrimina-
tory against the minorities of this
country—just four months ago! Is it
not very significant ? They did nof,
during their {four-year association
with this Government, find any
evidence whatsoever of discrimina-
tiony against the minorities ; and they
had no grievance on that score. Do
we not know that “the beginning of
discrimination ” coincided with the
crossing over of the Federal Party to
the Opposition ? In fact, I have, on
a number of occasions, prophesied in
the Government Group that ‘he
Federal Party will cross over after
three or four years of co-existence
with the TUnited National Party.
Mr. Speaker, my prophecy has almost
come true. I once shared their aspira-
tions. I have intimately associated
with them in their activities in the
Eastern Province, and all the time it
has been evident to me very clearly
that although they were outwardly
in alliance with the Government
Party, behind the scenes they were
all the time taking wrong advantage
of the Government whenever they
possibly could.

I have been a sad victim at every
turn of this kind of activity of the
Federal Party. This period of four
months since their crossing over is
very significant. It is not because of
any discrimination against them that
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they crossed over. If they had any
genuine grievance to justify a
crossing over, it was when the
District Councils Bill was rejected.
But they did not take this drastic
step then on the ground that the
Government did not fulfil its obli-
gations. They make that charge only
now when the whole issue of District
Councils has been almost forgotten.
It is not that there was any real dis-
crimination by the Government
against the minorities, but they were
waiting for the least opportunity to
cross over because the General
Election is close at hand.

In this connection I would like to
state that at one time the Federal
Party was threatening to cross over,
over the transfer of a government
servant in the Eastern Province.
When the Hon. Prime Minister was
away attending the Commonwealth
Prime Ministers’ Conference, a D.L.O.
the only D.L.O. who had chosen to
serve in the Batticaloa District, had
for some reason or other fallen foul
of the Federal Party’s politics there,
and the Federal Party and its leader
sent an untimatum to the then Head
of the Government, the Leader of
the House, Mr. C. P. de Silva, that
if the said officer was not transferred
out of the Batticaloa District they
were going to cross over to the Oppo-
sition. The significant words of that
ultimatum were : “ You will not like
me to embarrass your Government
specially when the Hon. Prime
Minister is away from the country.

So it is not a matter of policy or
principle which has caused the
Federal Party to quit the Govern-
ment. It is merely opportunism. A
small issue was sufficient for them to
cross over to the other side, because
in any case they wanted to cross over
at this time.

I also refer to what the hon.
Member for Vaddukoddai (Mr. Amir
thalingam) said. He said that the
Federal Party had no programme of
work., He said that they do not
want portfolios and that thevy are
there to ficht for the richts of the
Tamil-speaking people. Tt is true
that after the passing of the Sinhala
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Only Act the Tamil community
suffered a disability, but with the
passing of the Tamil Language
(Special Provisions) Act some relief
was afforded. It only remained for
the Act to be implemented. The
main reason given by the Federal
Party for leaving the Government
Party and joining the Opposition is
that this Act has not been sufficiently
implemented. May I ask how they
intend to implement the Act after
leaving the Government ?

I can give a number of instances
where, because of the difficulty in
getting the machinery of Govern-
ment to move, there has been delay
in the implementation of Acts, not
only in this case. I know there are
certain government servants who
actively obstruct the measures of this
Government for purposes of party
politics. This is so not only with
regard to the majority community
but also with regard to the minority
communities. I am myself a victim
of that kind of activity. In the
ranks of the government servants
there are those who espouse the
cause of different political parties and
administratively hinder the work of
Members of Parliament. Is this the
reason why the Federal Party think
that the Tamil Language (Special
Provisions) Act has not been suffi-
ciently implemented ?—/[Interrup-
tion.]

With regard to the existence of the
Federal Party in the Eastern Pro-
vince, I wish to state today on the
Floor of the House that the people
of the province have been deprived
of any little advantage or benefit
that they could get. I am not saying
this for political purposes. It is the
truth. Go to the Batticaloa District
any day and ask anybody. You will
be told that the people in the
province cannot find jobs; they are
being taken by the men from Jaffna.
[Interruption.] You people of the
Federal Party cannot live with *he
other communities.

In my electorate, to disprove the
hon. Member I wish to point out that
the entire Tamil people are in favour
of studying Sinhala. I have not
taken the responsibility in this
matter because I will be accused of
being a traitor. Neither has the
Director of Education, Eastern
Province, taken that responsibility.
But I have asked every parent-
teacher association in my electorate
to forward resolutions and every
school in my electorate has sent up a
resolution requesting that teachers be
sent to these schools to teach
Sinhala. That is the real will and
intention of the Tamil people. The
Federal Party is not honest enough
even today, on the wverge of an
election, to declare their clear-cut
policy. It is easy to represent an
electorate but it is not so easy to
clearly define, clearly think out, the
future of those whom you propose to
represent.

In passing I should like to refer to
the remarks made by the hon. Mem-
ber for Vaddukkoddai (Mr.
Amirthalingam) with regard to the
Prime Minister being tardy to en-
force the Tamil Language (Special
Provisions) Act. If ever there was g
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Prime Minister who had sincerely
given an undertaking or a promise to
be fair and just with regard to the
minorities, it is this Prime Minister
of this Government. I must state that
here and now. They said that the
Prime Ministers in this country have
gone back on their agreements, but
they included our Prime Minister,
the Hon. Dudley Senanayake: also in
that group. I should like to remind
the hon. Member for Vaddukkoddai
under what difficulties the Tamil
Language (Special Provisions) Bill
was passed on 8th January. And in
this House when the Debate was
over, when the Hon. Prime Minister
himself was charged with being a
murderer, he, in the heat of the
argument, said that if he had to en-
force law and order in this country
to safeguard the rights of the mino-
rities, he will do that even if it cost
any more lives. If there were any
sincere words ever spcken by a
Prime Minister to give a guarantee
that his bona fides cannot be disputed,
it is those words. But the Federal
Party cannot understand sincerity
because they have never been sincere
to anybody.

That is not all. What implicit con-
fidence the Prime Minister placed in
the Federal Party. I shall give you an
example. When the Kalmunai seat
fell vacant, if the U. N. P. had put
forward a candidate it would have
won that seat. We sacrificed that seat
for the Federal Party hecause they
said that they wanted that seat. We
were sincere enough to give them
that seat. We went into the electorate
and canvassed for the Federal Party.
We went on every platform with
them. Even I joined them—although
at that time they were working
against me—because I belonged to
the U. N. P, and I wanted to support
my party. When I say I supported
them whole-heartedly, I sincerely
supported them whole-heartedly, but
I have said that all the goodwill that
we can ever show the Federal Party
will never be appreciated by the
Federal Party. You ask to be return-
ed to fisht for the rights of the
Tamils. You will fight for the rights
of the Tamils until the last Tamil
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man is eliminated in this country.
You have no economic programmes
for the Tamil man. You merely ask
to be returned to fight for the rights
of the Tamil man. I do not know
what the rights are that you are
fighting for.

There is one more point I want to
refer to. I am sincere when I say this.
You will remember, Sir, that recently
there was a hue and cry in the North.
The hon. Member for Vaddukkoddai
(Mr. Amirthalingam) charged the
Hon. Minister of Education with try-
ing to convert the Tamils into Sin-
halese and the Hindus into Buddhists.
I say, Sir, that it is not an Iriyagolle
or a Kulatunga who is converting the
Tamils of the North. If the Tamils of
the North wish to become Sinhalese
or Buddhists it is because of the dis-
crimination practised by the people
of the North themselves. They are
discriminating against these poor low
caste Tamils to such an extent that
these people are forced to discard
their own racial and national ties.
They have forgotten the honourable
concept that all men are equal before
God.
