A Curfew has been imposed in these
areas by an Order dated January 16,
1966 and issued by me under Regulation
11 of the Emergency (Miscellaneous
Provisions and Powers) Regulations No, 1
of 1966, The curfew hours have been
reduced to 10 p.m. to 4 a.m.

2. By Order dated January 16, 1966 and
issued under section 17 of Part III of the
Public Security Ordinance (Cap 40), as
amended by Act No. 8 of 1959, I have
rescinded the Order under section 17
dated January 7, 1966 declaring certain
services to be essential services. This was
done, in view of the fact that the
Essential Services Order, 1966, dated
January 8, 1966 and issued by His
Excellency the Governor-General under
Regulation 2 of the  Emergency
(Miscellaneous Provisions and Powers)
Regulations, No. 1 of 1966, is in force.
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3. I do hereby communicate to fthe
House of Representatives that the Orders
under sections 16 and 17 of Part IIT of
the Public Security Ordinance (Cap 40),
as amended by Act No. 8 of 1959,
referred to were rescinded by me in the
circumsiances stated in paras. 1 and 2
above.

He made
Pakistan, which had previously re-
fused to consider a no-war pact with
India except on the basis of a settle-
ment of the Kashmir problem, to
sign such a no-war pact.

Mr. Speaker, I would have pre-
ferred if this Motion was passed
after the speech of the Hon. Leader
of the House for the Government and
of the hon. Leader of the Opposition
for the Opposition. But now that
others have thought it fit to make
their observations, may I also, on
behalf of my own party and also as
a Member of the Opposition asso-
ciate myself with the Motion that
has been placed before the House.

I am not so presumptuous as to
pass judgment on Mr. Shastri and
his great achievements within the
short period of eighteen to twenty
months. That is a matter which, I
think, might well be left t history.
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So far as we in this House and in
the country are concerned, we
express our deep sorrow with the
people of India on their loss of one
of her great sons who devoted his
entire life in the cause of the wel-
fare of India and her people.

There is no person in this country
who does not know that Mr. Shastri
was a member of the Servants of
India Group which means that,
during the whole of his life, he fors-
wore material comforts and devoted
his energies for the upliftment of the
country. By the death of Mr. Shas-
tri India has lost one of her great
sons.

So far as we are concerned, we
remember our dealings with India
when Mr. Shastri was Prime Minis-
ter. The hon. Leader of the Oppo-
sition referred to one important
achievement made possible as a re-
sult of the intervention of Mr. Shas-
tri. From the inside story we gather
that the talks on that occasion
nearly broke down due to the recal-
citrance—! do not use the word in
any bad sense—or the stiffness of the
officials ; but as a result of the direct
intervention of Mr. Shastri himself
the agreement reached was made
possible. I think the words he
uttered were, *“ We cannot let you
go from this country without a
settlement. We are neighbours. We
must live together, and even at the
cost of some sacrifice for us in this
country, we must see that this ques-
tion is settled.” He was satisfied in
his own mind that the question of
the remaining 150,000 Indians would
be settled by him on his first visit to

Ceylon. That was his intention.
Unfortunately fate has decided
otherwise, After a magnificent

achievement by him in laying the
foundation for a lasting settlement
between Pakistan and India death
placed its hand on him, and he passed

away at the very height of his
success.

History will record how far the
Tashkent achievement would be the

basis of future settlement of all mis-
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understandings between Pakistan
and India. That is not for us to say.
Suffice for us in this House and for
the people of this country to note
that we have lost in Shastri—we
used to always think of Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru as one of the out-
standing friends of this country ; we
found in Shastri an equally great
friend of this country—a person who
understood our problems and who
was prepared to bring about an

amicable  settlement of  those
problems. We have now lost a
great man.

We are fortunate in having

Mrs. Indira Gandhi to carry on the
good work in the friendly relations
that exist between this country and
India—the second lady Prime
Minister of the world.

We do hope that by passing this
Motion we would convey to India the
genuine sorrow of the people of
Ceylon in the loss India has suffered
by the untimely death of Mr.

Sir, I would like to endorse the
point of view expressed by the hon.
Member for  Yatiyantota. This
Motion would not have generated so
much heat if not for the fact that the
Government has informed us through
other channels—I do not know
whether they kept you informed,
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but they have informed us—that a
greater part of tomorrow will be
allotted to the Debate on the Emer-
gency that was proclaimed on the
8th of this month. The Government
has been following expressly shifty
tactics on this matter and I want to
protest, first of all, against those
tactics.

You will recall that on several
occasions when the House met
earlier, we from the Opposition
Benches asked for a date to debate a

specific Motion that we had given

notice of, namely, a substantive
Motion calling for the withdrawal of
the Emergency imposed on January
8th. Now, that is a right of this
House.

The Government has a right to
advise the Governor-General to
impose an Emergency. Within ten
days it has to be reported if the
House is not sitting. If the House is
sitting, it must be forthwith so
reported. That has happened,. But
the purpose of that reporting is not
merely to inform us about it, but to
give us an opportunity to express our
views as a House, as the supreme
legislature of this country, on a major

matter like the declaration of a state
of Emergency.

We are not seeking an opportunity
to pass some comments on the
Emergency ; we are not seeking an
opportunity to retail some incidents
of the wvarious irregularities and
atrocities that the Government has
perpetrated in the name of the
Emergency ; we are seeking by that
Motion to canvass the views of the
House on the question whether this
Emergency is to continue or not.

I have very great pleasure in
supporting this Motion, Those of us
who represent constituencies in the
Kandyan areas know the potentia-
lities of the hemp industry. I think
there are at least two to three
hundred thousand acres of land up
on the hill slopes where nothing else
worthwhile grows. When the top soil
is very, very poor and may not be
more than an inch or two, rocky
slopes come up and over these grow
plants which cannot be put to any use.
This plant too grows in abundance
on these slopes. I am sure it is
possible to get two to three hundred
thousand acres in the Hewaheta,
Maturata, Nuwara Eliya, Kotmale
and Laggala areas. The plant grows
also in the Uva Province. This can
profitably be developed into a very
lucrative industry. It will help con-
serve soil and water resources in
those areas. There is no attention,
whatsoever, needed for this plant, If
a certain amount of attention is paid
to the systematic cultivation of this
plant, I am sure, within a very short
period of time—two to three years—
we could easily bring a hundred-
thousand acres under hemp.

We are spending a very consider-
able amount of foreign exchange on
the importation of gunny bags. It
would become possible to save all
that money here. It is unfortunate
that hitherto little attention has been
paid to investigate the possibilities
of all the raw materials we have in
this country, particularly the hemp
plant. Exploiting these resources
would also prevent the rush of
educated young men from the
villages to the towns in search of
employment. I am sure the Hon.
Minister of Industries has appreciated
the fact that wherever possible
suitable industries must be sited
away from the towns to serve the

rural areas, It is a policy that must
be pursued with vigour, and soon.
There are thousands of unemployed
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young men in the Kandyan areas. I
am sure they can be very gainfully
employed if the wealth of material
those areas have is properly exploited.

It is relevant on a subject like this
to refer to other possibilities in
these areas. The hon. Member for
Udunuwara referred to dolomite.
Dolomite is available in inexhaustible
quantities in Teldeniya, Kundasale,
Talatuoya and Hanguranketa areas.
There are inexhaustible supplies of
dolomite, which can be the base for a
fertilizer industry. Dolomite is re-
quired in large quantities for the tea,
rubber, and even coconut industries,
The supplies that are available so
readily and in such large quantities
should be made use of. The time has
come when we must exploit the
natural resources of this country.

In this connection it is pertinent to
refer to the agitation by Members
representing the Kandyan constitu-
encies that Pallekelle Estate be
acquired. This agitatiun has gone on
for a number of years. Pallekelle
Estate is situated in close proximity
to the town of Kandy. We have
asked that, after the acquisition of
this estate, industries which can be
established in those areas be started
in Pallekelle,

I should like to recommend to the
Hon. Minister of Industries the
establishment in Pallekelle of a
fertilizer project with dolomite as the
base, I am sure it can be developed
into a vast and profitable industry—
one which can help to save for this
country a large amount of foreign
exchange.

It is also admitted that the waste
products of petroleum should be
utilized for chemical fertilizer. A
factory for that purpose is to be
started near the petrol refinery.
Ceylon can have more than one
fertilizer factory. In point of fact,
Ceylon being basically an agricultural
country, it is necessary that we
should be self-sufficient in fertilizer
as early as possible. To my mind, such
self-sufficiency can be achieved with-
out much effort if we expleit, the
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natural resources of the country soon
and with imagination. I should like to
submit to the Hon,A Minister of
Industries that here we have the
opportunity to exploit this valuable
mineral which is available in those
areas, and with the acquisition of
Pallekelle Estate a fertilizer factory
can be started there side by side with
a hemp factory, which the hon.
Member for Hanguranketa is asking
the Government to open.

There is also the need to start other
industrial ventures in those areas.
Hitherto it has been the unfortunate
practice to site all industrial ventures
round about Colombo and in cities
far away from the central region. It
ig necessary that this policy should be
changed because we do not want our
young men in the villages to rush to
Colombo and other places in search
of employment.

Pallekelle Estate is a very suitable
locality for siting even a textile
factory. The climate of Kandy, I am
advised, is the best in Ceylon for
bleaching and for all purposes con-
nected with the manufacture of
textiles, Therefore I appeal to the
Hon. Minister to give his attention to
this aspect as soon as possible, and
also to start a textile factory in
Pallekelle.

Kandy and its surrounding areas
are well known for the manufacture
of brassware and so on as cottage
industries. I think it is possible to
develop further our cottage indus-
tries. This industry itself is an art
and the finished products are not
second to any in the world. I feel
this cottage industry should receive
the immediate attention of the
Government, and I am sure that
the National Government will pay
due attention to these aspects of
industrialization which should be
supplementary to the policy of
development of agriculture in this
country.

I have great pleasure in supporting
the Motion moved by the hon,
Member for Hanguranketa.
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(Mr. E. L. Senanayake—Kandy)

Mr. Deputy Speaker, I have great
pleasure in supporting the Resolution
introduced by the hon. Member for
Hanguranketa. The hana industry is
an industry well known in Ceylon for
the past so many centuries. I am
certain, Sir, that you have seen the
hana mats that are produced in
Ceylon. These hana mats, during the
time of the Sinhalese kings, were used
by our kings in place of bed-sheets,
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and even today you cannot get a mat
which has a better finish or which is
as soft.

Hana mats are not the only product
that can be had from the hana fibre.
Hana twine is another product which
can be made from it. Hana twine can
be woven into gunny bags, and if the
hana industry as visualized by the
hon. Member for Hanguranketa is
encouraged on a large scale, if the in-
dustry is mechanized, this country
could easily do without importing
jute hessian bags from abroad. This
industry can not only be a very great
foreign exchange saver but also a
greater foreign exchange earner.

In the hill-country there are thou-
sands and thousands of acres of patna
land which is not used by man or
beast today. Every hill-country estate
has 500 or 600 acres of patna land
which can be brought under hana
cultivation. If we mobilize the ser-
vices of the plantations I am sure that
every estate will bring under hana
cultivation a stipulated acreage. And
they will gladly do it because hana
grows wild in our country. It does
not need manuring, it does not need
pruning. If you grow one hana bush
it will keep on growing for several
vears. I am very glad that the hon.
Member for Hanguranketa has
thought of this.

Unfortunately, in our country we
always think in terms of tea, rubber,
coconut and cocoa. We never think of
diversifying the acreage we have
today. No, Sir, we cannot go on
depending completely on rubber, tea,
coconut and cocoa.

As a Member from the Central
Province I must say that I am sorry
that we have always been treated in
a stepmotherly way in the matter of
industries. If you take the revenue
éarned by the Government of Cey-
lon, the Central Province can be
said to be one of the biggest income
earners for the Government. In our
area we have tea, rubber, coconut,
and cocoa; we have cardamom
the various spices that are exported.
But if the question is asked whether
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we have been given a single industry
by any Government, the answer is no.
There is not a single industry estab-
lished in the Central Province al-
though the Central Province is one of
the biggest revenue earners. We have
not even got a tile industry. From the
time of our kings the best clay came
from Kandy, Kurunegala, Akurana,
Gampola and Pallekelle.

On the question of Pallekelle ; the
17 Members who were returned from
the Central Province made represen-
tations to the Hon. Prime Minister.
I pointed out that as far back as 1951
the late Mr. D. S. Senanayake, when
he was Prime Minister, had sent the
Town Planner, Mr. Oliver Weera-
singhe who is now our Ambassador
in Washington, and His Excellency
the Governor-General who then
happened to be the Commissioner of
the Kandy Municipal Council, to me.
I was Mayor of Kandy at that time
also. They were sent to me with a
top secret message, namely, to go
into the possibilities of acquiring
Pallekelle and Kundasale, not only to
serve as a satellite town but also to
serve as an industrial centre in the
Kandyan provinces.

Pallekelle Estate is 4,779 acres in
extent. One year ago this company
entered into a legal agreement to sell
the estate to a private broker at the
rate of Rs. 800 an acre. It is a gift,
Sir, if you can get it at Rs. 800 an
acre. If the Government steps in now
they will not have to spend a cent
more than that Rs. 800 an acre. The
idea of the gentleman who wanted to
buy it earlier was, of course, to parcel
it out and sell it, making a profit of
Rs. 2 million or Rs. 3 million.

We made representations to the
then Government of Mrs. Bandara-
naike and this sale was stopped. Then,
after March last year an attempt was
made to sell the estate again, and on
representations made by us, our pre-
sent Prime Minister stopped the sale.
But no further action has been taken
in the matter.

You can never get that land again.
That is the only flat land that we have
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in the entire Central Province, and I
appeal to the Hon. Minister of Indus-
tries that he visit the estate because
I am certain that, after such a visit,
he will be convinced that this is a
place that can serve as an industrial
centre for the Kandyan provinces.
We have 22 electorates in the Central
Province. Not only can this place be
an industrial centre, it can produce
sufficient tiles and sufficient bricks to
feed the entire building trade in the
Kandyan provinces.

Again, may I say that the hana in-
dustry is one which will not only
earn valuable foreign exchange for
us but also go a long way in halting
the outflow of foreign exchange from
this country.

I have great pleasure in supporting
the Motion.
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(Mr. D. Shelton Jayasinghe—Parlia-
mentary Secretary to the Minister of
Industries and Fisheries)

As requested by my Minister I
should like to reply to the matters
raised by the Motion before the
House. Although it does not deal
directly with the Ministry of Indus-
tries most hon. Members ' have
addressed themselves to my Minister.
I hope that the Hon, Minister of
Home Affairs will pardon us for
taking the liberty of replying on his
behalf as well.

With regard to the hana industry
I would like to say that this is not a
new venture to be started afresh.
As you may know, round about 1920,
the Maha-Illuppallama Farm, which
is today a Government farm, was
owned by an Indian prince—a
Maharajah—who tried the experi-
ment of growing hane on this farm.
His experiment did not prove a suc-
cess. I do not say that is any reason
for discouragement ; but to get the
record straight it shows that consider-
able attention has been paid to this
project. Unfortunately, for us, this
has not been a great success.

I am, however, pleased to mention
to hon. Members, because fifteen of
them have spoken on this subject,
that my Minister has already
instructed his officers to look further
into this subject. He will no doubt
be pleased to meet Members of
Parliament, particularly those who
represent central and up-country
areas, and discuss this matter with
them. He will appoint a person as
early as possible to investigate and
report on this project,

The question of dolomite for the
fertilizer industry was raised. At the
moment, the people who crush the
dolomite stones find no difficulty in
selling their product. So far, this
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material has been fairly well con-
sumed by the various fertilizer
manufacturers.

I am happy to be able to say that
the Government Fertilizer Corpora-
tion will very soon become a
reality. A Cabinet Paper is already
with the Hon. Minister. The land has
been surveyed and the site has been
investigated. This is the largest
single Government undertaking at
the moment, The work will be
completed within a period of about
two years. Then all the dolomite
that we can find can very easily be
consumed by the existing fertilizer
factories as well as by the Fertilizer
Corporation.

With regard to the question of the
establishment of industries, no doubt
every hon. Member would like to
have as many industries as possible
started in his electorate, including
your honourable self. But there are
problems that my Minister has to
face, such as finance, suitability of
site, availability of raw material, the
profit or benefit ratio between the
imported and the manufactured
article and so on. It is not possible
within a short period of about nine
or ten months to produce an overall
or a well-knit plan. I must say
that our Ministry has not waited
until we had what you may call a
full-fledged plan, but there are
certain matters that can be imme-
diately attended to. My Minister is
well aware that, particularly in the
Central Province and in the up-
country areas, industry has not been
carried home to the rural people, He
has addressed his mind to this matter
and has found out a way in which he
could come to the assistance of the
people in these areas. ;

I wish to draw the attention of the
hon. Members to the textile industry
where it will be observed that the
yarn taken to these areas is woven
into cloth and brought down to
Colombo, Veyangoda or Wellawatte
for finishing. Now, under the various
aid programmes that the Hon.
Minister has been examining, parti-
cularly under the G. D. R._aid
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programme, it will be possible for
him to establish in these areas
finishing-plants for textiles, This is
only the beginning of an implemen-
tation programme of industry to be
taken direct into the rural areas of
this country. The Hon. Minister has
already taken action in regard to the
formation of the Small Industries
Board and is now considering the
question of the establishment of a
development bank for small indus-
tries so that we can have a planned

set-up.

Industries can be classified under
four broad heads. One would be
import substitution industries, purely
on a pro rata basis. Another would
be industries to consume available
raw material. The third, industries
which should reach international
standards, for export and earning
foreign exchange, And the last, but
not least, would be industries which
envisage intensive programmes for
labour consumption. Those were, 1
gather, the main objectives of the
hon. Members who spoke before me.
With this end in view the Hon.
Minister is paying particular atten-
tion to small industries—industries
like the machine—tool industry,
welding units, and such other indus-
tries which will be primarily
intensive labour consuming units.

Sir, it is not possible to reply in
detail to all hon. Members who spoke
on this Motion. One hon. Member
raised the question of the manufac-
ture of distemper. In this matter I
shall make personal contact with the
hon. Member for Kotmale (Mr. Rana-
tunga) and see what we can do about
it.

There was the question of the
Pallekelle Estate raised by more than
one Member. When this matter was
taken up in the last session of the
last Parliament I was the first
speaker on the Motion, and, with
facts that were available to me, I
presented to the Government a case
for not permitting the estate to be
broken up and sold. I would strongly
recommend to the Hon Minister that

reat : regard to
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this matter. There are 4,000 acres;
we do not require all those 4,000
acres. But it may well be that the
Minister could take up about 100
acres for an industrial site—[Inter-
ruption.] I am not prepared to discuss
the pros and cons of the matter at
the moment. There are more know-
ledgeable people who will come into
this—[Interruption.] You cannot mix
up housing with industry.

There was also the question of the
fibre industry, coir manufacture,
raised by the hon. Member for
Ratgama (Mr. D. E. Tillekeratne).
In this instance, I must say that most
of the ills of the people engaged in
this industry are of their own
geeking. For the last hundred years
no attempt has been made to keep up
with modern techniques; the same
old methods have come down from
great grand-father to great grand-son.
It is no wonder that we have been
shut out from the export markets.
QOur finished product cannot compete
with the products of other countries
because our prices are much higher
than world prices. Hon. Members
who represent electorates in the
Southern Province and our own areas
would be well advised to tell our
people that they must go in for more
modern techniques if they wish to
compete in the foreign market—
[Interruption.] We are prepared to
extend every assistance to any indus-

trialist who wishes to introduce
modern techniques and modern
methods of manufacture, We will

even go further: we will not only
give advice, we will give financial
assistance; we will find foreign
markets. This advice and assistance
will be freely available from our
Ministry for the manufacture and
export of fibre goods.

Before I wind up I must make
particular reference to the hon.
Member for Laggala (Mr. Muthu-
banda.) I do not know in what
specific way we can possibly help
him, but I assure the hon. Member
that I shall arrange for a meeting
with my Minister where we can
discuss his difficulties, and if

Mr. Deputy Speaker, there is a

small rumour in my constituency

that a building belonging to Cargills
Limited is to be acquired by the
Bank of Ceylon for approximately
Rs. 1 million. I would like the Hon.
Minister of Finance to consider this
step before he actually approves it.

The building occupied by Cargills
Limited is over 65 years old. I
understand that in their books they
have put down the value at one
rupee. For Rs. 1 million you can
build not only a building sufficient to
house the Bank of Ceylon but all the
banks.

I, as Mayor of Kandy, am prepared
to give the Bank of Ceylon a bit of
land adjoining any of the other
banks in Kandy.

There is another aspect to this
matter. Cargills Limited is a firm
that handles most of the drugs,
liquor, and so many other things.
Today, though you cannot buy drugs
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yet, when you go to other places you
have to pay blackmarket prices for
them. However, in fairness to
Cargills Limited I must say that
they sell their goods at controlled
prices.

Rupees one million is a very big
sum of money. 1 was born and bred
in Kandy and I know the Cargills
building from top to bottom. That
building is not a very big building.
It is not worth more than Rs. 100,000
if you write off the wear and tear. 13
sincerely hope that the Hon. Minister
will be very careful before he pays a
bonus to the shareholders of Cargills
Limited. The shareholders will get
their money back and the shares
they hold will be a gift to them. I
hope the Hon. Minister will look into
this matter.
