Mr. Deputy Speaker, I wish to
address a few remarks on the Vote
on Account which the Hon. Minister
of Finance has moved. I shall be
very brief because in the course of
the Budget Debate I intend to speak
more fully on some of the proposals
I am making now.

This Government has now been in
office for 3% months, This period 13
too short for its Members to find and
implement remedies for the manifold
problems that face the country. Some
of these problems have been in exis-
tence for the last 15 years, and the
Governments that were functioning
during that period did not solve them.
If, in the future, attempts are made
to find solutions in the context of
capitalism or communism or any
other “ ism ”, the results will be neg-
ligible. I wish to deal with two of
these many problems.

They are the scarcity of foreign
exchange and the large budget defi-
cits leading to inflation. The difficul-
ties arising from these problems have
resulted in severe restrictions on im-
ports leading to the rising cost of
living and unemployment figures,
They have curbed development.
Large and small industries in the pub-
lic and private sectors are strangled
for lack of foreign exchange. Machi-
nery cannot be imported without
considerable delay. Spare parts and
raw materials are difficult to obtain.
I know of several instances of small
village industries which can employ
10 to 15 more if they have the frce-
dom to import what they need. A
thousand such small industries can
employ 10,000 to 15,000 more in the
village itself without unemployed
youth seeking jobs in the towns or
in state corporations. Building acti-
vity is stifled for similar reasons. The
release of foreign exchange is vital

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for the public and private sectors to

expand, creating new employrent
opportunities.

These difficulties have made us
international beggars seeking aid

from international institutions, and
given rise to foreign rackets, import
evasions, bribery and corruption,

International institutions that are
advising us recommend these
solutions :

(1) Foreign aid,
(2) Reducing the food subsidy,

(3) Increase of postal, railway and
electricity fares,

(4) Increase of import duties,
(6) More import restrictions,

(6) Reduction of the budgetary
deficit,

(7) Devaluation,

(8) Foreign Exchange Entitlement
Certificates, which are
called FEECs.

These methods, while politically
unpopular, will not solve the probh-
lems. We have to break through this
stagnation in our economy if the
country is to progress.

The figures I am tabling, * which
I am distributing to hon. Members,
on certain imports and on the foreign
exchange involved in these imports
will illustrate my remarks. I suggest-
ed to the previous Governmeni and
I suggest to this Government the
removal of import control of food
items that we cannot grow or produce
in Ceylon, such as dhal, tinned fish,
milk foods and dried fish. Free
imports should be allowed of iadus-
trial machinery for small industries
as well as for big industries on
permits. This should apply to cpare
parts and raw materials too.

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The import of food items which can
be grown in Ceylon, for example,
rice, chillies, red onions, Bombay

onions, potatoes, etc.,, should be
banned immediately or within a
specified period of time. We did not
have the courage to do that, and I
wonder whether you yourself would
have the courage to do it. At least
Rs. 400 million foreign exchange can
be saved per year. It is with these
savings that the extra imports men-
tioned can be permitted. It may be
about half this amount. There will
still be a balance left, and we need
not seek any foreign aid. If we do
receive foreign aid, it will be over
and above what we need and still
further strengthen our economy. The
rupee would be one of the strongest
currencies, and there will be no
trafficking in foreign exchange ; and
the other evils that arise in a res-
tricted foreign exchange money
market will stop.

Any increase in the world market
price of rice or any scarcity of rice
in the world market will not affect
us. The Budget will not have a
deficit. There will be sufficient money
for capital expenditure. Salaries both
in the public and private sectors can
be raised. The subsidy to the pro-
ducer under the G. P. S. will still
remain or could be increased. Since
this would be a rupee content, there
would be no problem. There may
have to be a compulsory purchase
scheme for paddy.

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It is unlikely that the increase in
free imports of the consumer goods
mentioned will be too high. In the
case of the industrial sector, too, it
is difficult to assess the increase in
imports that will result from the
relaxation of controls, for this would
undoubtedly depend on the degree of
relaxation and the future policy of
industrial development.

The savings in foreign exchange,
in addition to increasing the pace of
industrial development, will free
money for imports of agricultural
machinery and other agricultural
goods, such as fertilizers, necessary
for the production drive towards
self-sufficiency of the banned food
items, and at the same time leave
adequate foreign exchange resources
for imports of other commodities
required for development.

About Rs. 400 million which we
spend abroad in foreign exchange
will become available to the people
of Ceylon to invest and create new
wealth leading to prosperity. All the
foreign exchange, as well as rupees,
necessary for development in the
public sector will be available. There
would have been no necessity to
devalue the rupee or introduce the
FEECs system.

If we continue on the course of
restrictions and more restrictions, the
import allocations, after providing
for essential consumer imports, are
too small to allow for any revival of
investment activity and for the better
use of existing productive capacity.
The growth in output will continue
to be less than the population growth.

When our Government took office
at the end of March 1965, the econo-
mic crisis, of which the foreign ex-
change crisis was the main symptom,
had reached serious proportions. The
supply of foreign exchange still re-
mains the crucial determinant of the
growth and investment rates in
Ceylon. Owing to these factors there
is an imbalance between consump-
tion and capital spending. The rate

of growth of output and incomes
cannot be significantly improved
without an improvement in the

exchange situation.

The total resources devoted to
investment must be increased. The
best possible use must be made of
the capital stock of the country. The
economic growth must be raised
ahead of population growth. This
trend cannot be permanently
achieved by external assistance alone.
The danger is that Ceylon wil] slide
from one crisis to the next, contin-
uously requiring either emergency
assistance or alternatively facing the
necessity of cutting the inflated stan-
dards of living.

I cannot see how the people of our
country, irrespective of party consi-
derations, will be benefited if one
party government follows another
party government, shares the spoils
of office, but leaves the problems of
the country untouched and unsolved.
If, therefore, you take such steps as
are necessary to cure our ills, what-
ever popularity you may bring or not,
I can assure you from our side, we
will give you co-operation and
support.

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Mr. Deputy Speaker, with your
permission I would like to make the
rest of my speech in English because
I would next like to refer to the
speech made by the hon. Member for
Nintavur (Mr. M. M. Mustapha) who
spoke in English. The speech made
by the hon. Member for Nintavur
was one of the worst speeches
made in a Budget Debate. His criti-
cism was most destructive. There
was nothing constructive in it. He
started his speech by attacking the
Hon. Minister of Finance in spite of
the Hon. Minister’s protests. Then
he brought some documents—I do not
know from where ; perhaps from the
Government Archives—and began to
quote chapter and verse. Ultimately
he began to accuse the present
Government of not doing in four
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months things which the previous
Government could not do in five
years ! That was the speech he made.

When one is making a speech
during a Budget Debate one must be
constructive and helpful to the
Minister of Finance. It is not
necessary for me to defend the
Minister of Finance of the present
Government. He is quite capable of
defending himself when the time
comes. So I leave the hon. Member
for Nintavur to the tender mercies
of the Hon. Minister of Finance.

Next he made another digression :
he referred to a speech which he,
once upon a time, had made in this
House in which he had suggested
that Appointed Members should
not take part in the proceedings of
the Constituent Assembly. This
parliamentarian who was once a
Minister, I presume—{[Interruption.]
A Minister of Finance ? Well, he did
not know that once a person takes
his seat in Parliament as an Appoint-
ed Member or as an elected Member,
he is a Member of Parliament and
has equal rights with other Members
of Parliament. Even though the
Speaker presiding at the time put
him right on that matter, the hon.
Member insisted that his statement
should go into Hansarp. That shows
the psychology of the person. Ap-
pointed Members have only one way
of coming to Parliament,

But the question I pose is, why are
SO many election petitions filed ? That
means there are also other ways in
which Members can get elected and
come into this House. I should not
be understood as speaking anything
agamst anybody. But I should think
that the hon. Member for Nintavur
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should be the last person to cast
stones at the Appointed Members of
Parliament when a sword of Damo-
cles is hanging over his head. Natu-
rally, being a person with a turning
head, he might avoid it perhaps, and
I hope he will.

In the last few words of my speech
I would like to bring to the notice of
the Hon. Minister of Finance one
matter pertaining to defence. For
our defence we have the Army, the
Navy and the Air Force. I do not
intend to speak at length on this sub-
ject today because I hope to speak
on it fully when the real Budget is
taken up for discussion later on. The
three services, the Army, the Navy
and the Air Force can be combined
for the better economic welfare of
the country. At the moment I would
like to tell that to the Hon. Minister
of Finance.

The last matter I would like to
touch upon is the speech of the hon.
Member for Galle (Dr. Dahanayake)
where he made certain indications as
to how we should act if we want
to move faster and get to the place
where we want to go. From that point
of view I think the hon. Member’s
contribution was very valuable.—
[Interruption]. Whatever it is, I
think it was good advice he gave that
we should move faster than we have
done up to now.

I thank you for the opportunity
given to me to participate in this dis-
cussion.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, may I first
and foremost wish the Hon. Minister
of Finance every success because the
aspirations of our people for a better

and more decent living will depend
mainly on his performance.

The Resolution before the House
seeking authorization has to be
passed ; otherwise, the economy of
the country will be arrested, and,
therefore, we are for the Resolution.
But I was wondering, in the first
instance, whether the Hon. Minister
could not have avoided resorting to
a Vote on Account and whether he
could not have presented the Budget.
I can appreciate that the Hon. Minis-
ter has very good reasons for having
resorted to a Vote on Account.

First and foremost, I believe he
wanted time to get a full and comp-
rehensive understanding of the finan-
cial situation. That is quite unders-
tandable. Also, I think it is in his
mind to have the financial year
begin from the Ist of January.
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This is a new Government, and
essentially because it is a new
Government I think the Hon.

Minister of Finance should have in-
troduced the Budget without having
to operate on this Vote on Account.
I have many reasons for thinking so.
First and foremost, this being a new
Government, the country and the
world would be anxious to know the
economic thinking of the Govern-
ment. If it is a Government that has
been in office, for such a Government
to operate on a Vote on Account, I
believe, would, perhaps, not disturb
the various sectors of the economy.
Essentially because this is a new
Government in office, the people
would like to know the economic
thinking of the Government.

I know, we all know, today the
private sector is speculating : it does
not know exactly where it stands;
it does not know what its future is
going to be. It keeps on speculating :
it has to rely on press reports,
speeches and so on. And sometimes
these speeches and reports are so
contradictory that the private sector
does not know exactly where it
stands—so much so, the private sector
today has become stagnant. When 1
speak about the private sector, I want
to make it quite clear that I hold no
brief for the private sector. The pri-
vate sector in this country has not
lived up to expectations; it has
always held governments to ransom.

The
private sector must exist fully cons-
cious of its social obligations. I want
to make it quite clear that when I
speak about the private sector I do
not want to be misunderstood. But,
rightly, or wrongly, we of the United
National Party believe that the pri-
vate sector is an essential prop in a
democracy. No socialist country in

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the world has a private sector. The
private sector is an essential prop in
a democracy, but on the pretext of
it being a prop in a democracy it
must not be allowed to suck the blood
of the people.

My point is this. The Hon. Minister
of Finance, without having resorted
to a Vote on Account, should have
introduced the Budget. That is the
point I am trying to make, because
a budget is a statement of account.
It spells out the Government’s pro-
gramme of action. It can bring about
radical changes in the redistribution
of the national income and influence
the economic and social structure of
the society. So if the Budget was
introduced without the Hon. Minister
having to resort to the Vote on
Account, the country at large and,
as I said, the world would have
known what the economic policy of
the Government is.

I know that the private sector has
already come to a grinding halt. I
know the Hon. Minister of Finance-—
to be fair by him—has given broad
guide lines of the Government’s
thinking in his speeches made here
and outside the House, but the coun-
try has not been definitely told what
the economic policy of the Govern-

ment is.

Another argument that strikes me
is the Government’s attitude towards
foreign capital. What is the Govern-
ment’s policy towards foreign
capital ? I am sure the Hon. Minister
believes that foreign capital is neces-
sary for the development of the
country. Now, we have had very
contradictory statements like the one
made by the hon. Member for
Minneriya, the Acting Minister of
Planning and Employment.

Not against capitalism but they run
completely against one another’s
thinking.

We all know that the shiest maid
in the world is capital. When the
right hand says, “Invest”, the left
hand says, “No.” When the left hand
says. “Invest”, the right hand says,
“No.” When both hands say, “ Invest”
the heart will say, “No.” When the
heart and the hands say, ‘“Invest”,
the brain will say, “No.” What I
mean is that it is not so easy to get
people to invest.

The shiest maid in the world is
capital and what does an investor
look forward to ? Firstly, he looks

forward to security. The climate for
investment is security and security
has to be guaranteed by government
policy. That is what I am saying.
Therefore, I strongly feel that it
would have been much better if the
Hon. Minister of Finance had intro-
duced the Budget without resorting
to the Vote on Account, because, as
I said, for one thing, the private sec-
tor does not know where it stands
today. We do not know what the posi-
tion of private foreign capitalists is.
And the best way to make Govern-
ment’s thinking on these issues
known is through the Budget, which,
as I said, is an instrument of policy.

I want to repeat that no investment
can be expected unless we create the

climate for investment, and the
climate for investment ig security,
which can only be guaranteed

through government policy.—[Inter-
ruption]. I made my point on that
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quite clearly. =~ We have various
views on this issue. Why not let us
have the Government’s view on this
matter ? That is what I am saying.
We would like to know the Govern-
ment’s thinking on this matter
because, judging from the spate of
speeches of hon. Members reported
in the press, sometimes you just do
not know exactly what the position
is. That is the picture I get, and I am
sure that is the picture the average
man gets. That is why I said that the
best thing in the first instance would
have been for the Hon. Minister of
Finance to have introduced the Bud-
get without having resort to a Vote
on Account.

Next there is the question of empty
coffers. This talk of empty coffers
was there when the U.N.P. took over
office in 1965. It is there now. And I
can say that until our main economic
pattern changes, every government
that comes to office will accuse the
outgoing government of having left
empty coffers.

But for God’s sake do not say that
the coffers are empty, that the
U. N. P. had finished everything As
I said, Sir, the manifesto of the
United Front is a very attractive one,
and if it can be translated into acticn
it can certainly lift the people of this
country, and we will give you all the
co-operation possible in your attempt
to translate your manifesto into
action. You only talk and make the
charge of empty coffers. I think at
least now you must stop making that
charge.

As the Hon. Minister of Finance
knows, there are countries where the
Vote on Account is applied after the
financial year beging; for instance,
England. There are also countries
where the Vote on Account is applied
if the Budget cannot be passed in
time ; for instance, Switzerland, Italy
and Japan. In countries where they
resort to the Vote on Account because
the Budget cannot be passed in time
the procedure they follow is the pro-
visional one-twelfth, that is, one-
twelfth of the total expenditure is
extended for one month, and again
they come before Parliament every
month. That is one system., I am
not trying to find fault with the sys-
tem the Hon. Minister has worked
out, but I have something else to say
on this question.

In countries where the Budget is
passed after the financial year begins,
such as Britain, for four months they
work on the procedure of five-
twelfths of the total expenditure that
had been voted for the previous year.
Now, looking at the amount that the
Parliament has to sanction, I am
wondering whether the Hon. Minister

has not asked for a bit too much. I
think the total expenditure provided
in the current Budget is about 4,000
million ; but here in this Vote on
Account you are going to provide for
an expenditure of about 1,700 miliion
which, I think, is not keeping to the

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ratio followed by any other country,
Maybe, these funds are necessary and,
therefore, the Hon. Minister had to
ask for them ; but I feel it would have
been good if it was left at either the
provisional one-twelfth or the five.
twelfths. That is how I feel about it.

I believe the imposition of taxes
will remain at the current level with
little adjustments here and there, as
stated by the Hon. Minister of
Finance. If that is the position, we
should like to know from the Hon
Minister what is the budgetary gap
that will be there—if it is there—if
the revenue is to remain at the cur-
rent level ? I think it is good if we
can know exactly what the difference
is and whether the Hon. Minister pro-
poses any immediate measures to
bridge it ; But, looking at the expen-
diture estimated till December 1970,
one can make a forecast that in the
new Budget of the Hon. Minister the
expenditure might be somewhere in
the region of Rs. 7,000 million, Per-
haps in the history of our Parliament
that Budget might have the largest
gap, measures for the bridging of
which he would undoubtedly have. I
wish him all Tuck,

I want to touch on one more thing,
and that is one aspect of the un-
employment problem to which the
Government should give serious
thought. You have at the G. C. E.
level about three lakhs of boys and

girls appearing every year for the
examination, of whom about 50,000

are successful. The wastage is
about 250,000 boys and girls, who go
up to the G. C. E. level, fall by the
wayside, and swell the ranks of the
unemployed population in this
country,

There are, as I said, about 250,000
boys and girls who study up to the
G. C. E. level and fall by the wayside.
Then, of the 50,000 who qualify at
the G. C. E. examination, about 20,000
go in for higher studies. The rest
will also be job-hunting Then again,
the universities produce every year
about 5,000 graduates. I may mention
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that about 5 per cent of the popula-

tion join the work force at the skilled

and semi-skilled level every year.

Now, when you look at the whole
problem, it looks as if it is a very
ugly monster. I do not know what
plans the Government has prepared
to face this problem, but to me it
appears to be a very serious problem.
That 250,000 boys and girls should go
up to the G. C. E. level and fall by the
wayside and start jobhunting, that
of the 50,000 who qualify at the
G. C. E. examination, 30,000 should
seek employment, that there is
another 5 per cent joining the work
force at the lowest level, is certainly
a serious problem.

This is, I believe, no time to take
stock of the problem and tackle the
problem because the Government has
been in office for only three months,
and I do not think anybody can find
fault with the Government for mnot
tackling it in so short a period of
time. But we wish to make it clear
that we as Members of a responsible
Opposition will give every co-opera-
tion to this Government provided the
measures it takes are constitutional
and progressive. They may think we
are reactionary, but still we shall in
our own way give every support to
every measure that the Government
takes which is progressive and
constitutional.

Surely, you must have that amount
of understanding. You are a fairly
senior Member of the Opposition. It
is because we did not want to have
your Budget that we decided to have
a Vote on Account so that we could
introduce our Budget and not your
Budget. Surely, the hon. Member
must understand that much.

Then, you said that the private
sector and others do not know whet
our policy is. Please read our
programme. For the first time in the
history of this country we embodied
a programme in the Governor-
General’s Speech from the Throne.
So, everybody knows it. There is
nothing to hide. Our policy is clear-
cut and stated frankly. The only
point is at what stage it is to be
implemented and what part of it is
at issue; and that will be set out
fully in the Budget.

Most of the Members who spoke
wanted me to give out the full budget
proposals in this Vote on Account.
That is what they are asking me,
namely, the proposals we have to
solve the problem of unemployment,
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and so on. I can only do that in the
Budget. It is not fair to give a partial
account.

When I introduced this Vote on
Account, I stated at the outset that
under the procedure that we have, in
a Vote on Account I cannot intreduce
any new proposals except what has
already been sanctioned by this
House. A Vote on Account is a con-
tinuation of an existing budget or an
existing pattern of expenditure
except that it is introduced through
a Supplementary Estimate in this
House. No new proposals can come
into a Vote on Account. I cannct
possibly discuss any new proposals on
this Vote on Account. Almost all the
Members who spoke wanted me to
discuss questions such as unemploy-
ment, educational policy and import-
export policy ; and the hon. Member
from the North who spoke last
wanted me to talk about the language
policy also.

there would have been 13 million
people unemployed in your five-year
period. Your figure was roughly
300,000. Your own Government said
125,000 was the figure. The total
figure given by the then Prime
Minister was 750,000.

Now, my hon. Friend talked about
the budgetary gap. Surely, he must
understand that we do not balance
the budget month by month. If
you are talking in terms of eash
surplus cr cash deficiency at the end,
then that is a different proposition.
There is bound to be a cash defi-
ciency every month. But that is
because of a general fall in revenue.
But you cannot possibly talk ahout
a budgetary gap for three menths.

Mr. Speaker, when we adjourned
for tea I was dealing with some of the
statements made by the hon. First
Member for Akurana (Mr. Hameed).
I have dealt with most of what he
said except one point when he talked
about empty coffers. He said that
has been the standard rule with re-
gard to all Governments. That is not
quite correct, because they cannot say
that when I handed over in 1965 I
handed over empty coffers so far as
the internal position in regard to the
Budget was concerned. In point of
fact the nearest we came to a
balanced Budget was the one of 1964-
65 which I introduced on hehalf of
the United Front Government of that
time. So, nobody can say that we
handed over empty coffers.

But, literally, the previous Govern-
ment has handed us an empty coffer
in this sense of the word, that they
depended for all their money not by
the levy of taxes. I am talking of
the Budget. I am not talking of the
foreign exchange situation. Inter-
nally they left a big gap. The inter-
nal Budget gap was Rs. 1,043 million.
Rs. 1,043 million was the difference
between total income and total ex-
penditure. That is an unheard-of
gap. If that Government had made
an effort to levy taxes and bridge a
portion of the gap, then I would have
had no reason to complain. My pre-

sent difficulty is this. They did not
levy taxes.
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Then they agreed to a condition
laid down by the World Bank
which precluded them from raising
loans beyond a certain limit. So,
in a literal sense, I am faced with
empty coffers because I cannot even
raise loans. I cannot pierce the ceil-
ing that has been imposed by the
World Bank with the connivance of
the previous regime. That is the un-
fortunate position. Not only did they
fail to levy taxes and pass the burden
on to people who should have been
in a position to bear the taxes but
they did not even leave the avenue
open to me of raising money for the
purpose of running the Government
by way of loans, by going to banks or
otherwise. That is the unfortunate
position in which I was placed, and
that is why I am making the charge
of empty coffers.

I can assure the hon. First Member
for Akurana and all hon. Members of
the Opposition that when I have to
drop the reins I shall not leave
empty coffers.—[Interruption]. They
generally speak and run away. They
hope to live and fight another day.

Let me now deal with the speech of
the hon. Member for Nintavur
(Mr. Mustapha). He made some
amazing statements. He spoke about
bankruptcy, and I want to make the
position quite clear on behalf of this
Government. I have said over and
over again that this Government is
not bankrupt, that this country is not
bankrupt. I say that we are facing
financial difficulties but we are basi-
cally sound. We have the resources
and we have the capacity to have a
sound economy in spite of the wrong
policies adopted by the previous Gov-
ernment or the Governments before
that. There were various difficulties
that they had to face, and we must
admit that position. We have got to
face the problems—we cannot run
away from them—and do something
about them. I am confident that with
the backing of all my honourable
Colleagues on this side of the House
we will be able to face these problems
and solve them. You will see when
the Budget is introduced that we are
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not running away from the problems.

We will bridge the gap between
income and expenditure.

I am not in a position to tell you
of all the solutions we are providing
in respect of unemployment. In point
of fact, the problem is being discussed
actively, and by the end of the year, I
can assure you, all the unemployed
graduates will be found employment.
There was mention of 15,000 unem-
ployed graduates. That is not the
correct figure. We have worked out
- the figures. There are a large number
of graduates who are already em-
ployed. There are about 9,000 gradu-
ates for whom employment will have
to be found. Of them 2,500 are to be
taken as teachers, and the balance
6,500 will be found employment by
the end of this year without any diffi-
culty. We shall also provide employ-
ment for a substantial number of
S.5.C. qualified students.

Our plans for employment cannot
mature overnight. You are asking us
to solve all the problems in four
months. We cannot do that. In fact
nobody can do that. Our plans are
maturing ; we are working on them.
We are considering these matters
now, and most of the Ministers are
working overtime on them. Nobody
is paying them overtime !

I must say that most hon. Members
on this side of the House have been
very helpful with the various sugges-
tions they made at the Parliamentary
Group meeting. We are working on
these problems. I do not say that our
plans will mature overnight, but they
will over a period of time, and I am
sure we will make a serioug indent
in the whole problem of unemploy-
ment in this country.

My hon. Friend from Nintavur
spoke about unemployment and

housing.  He objected to Mr. Alif’s

appointment to inquire into the ques-
tion of housing. Without understand-
ing the problem one cannot solve the
problem. The hon. Member wants us
to just build the houses.
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The hon. Member also spoke about
schools. He has forgotten that the
policy of the Government of which he
was a member deprived a large num-
ber of rural children of proper school-
ing. That happened because of the
grading system they adopted. In
fact, as a result of the manner in
which they set about this whole
business, a large number of rural
children were deprived of higher edy-
cation. They starved us of teachers
and furniture, and all that has to be
made good by us now. They did not
give us even buildings for the schools.
During the period of five years that
his Government was in office I do not
think I got three schools for my
constituency. Under the earlier re-
gime—that is, the one that lasted till
1965—in one year I got twenty
schools. The last Government did not
give me three schools during its five-
year period. All that leeway has to be
made up by us, and we are now
making a serious effort to do it.

Therefore, hon. Members must be a
little patient. I am very glad to find
they have so much of confidence in
us that they want us to solve all these
problems in four months. I am very
glad of that confidence. I tell you,
we will not betray that confidence.
We will justify the confidence you
have in us in good time.

I shall deal last with the matters
raised by the hon. Leader of the
Opposition. I shall now get on to the
matters raised by the hon. Mem-
ber for Galle (Dr. Dahanayake).

The hon. Member for Galle distri-
buted largess. He was very generous.
He was opposed to public servants
who have attained the age of fifty-
five being retired from service. In
the same breath he asked that the
unemployment problem be solved,
that the unemployed youth of this
country be provided with jobs. If
you want the old people to continue
in their jobs, how can you provide
the young with employment? This
is a measure that we have adopted
in order to provide an opportunity
to the unemployed youth to get
jobs. In cases of serious hardship,
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we have taken the power to alleviate
hardship, but where the over fifty-
fives can be replaced they are being
replaced by younger men. But the
over fifty-fives are not being lost to
the country. There are plenty of jobs
‘outside where experience and know-
ledge are required.—[Interruption.]
Yes, they can come in as M.Ps!

Then there was reference made to
the Agricultural Corps. Do you
know the losses that have been in-
curred? The Hon. Minister of
Agriculture will present a report
about the mismanagement of funds
in the Agricultural Corps. But those
people are not going to be thrown
on to the road; they will all be
absorbed. The Hon. Minister has got
a scheme of re-organization on the
whole question of public works,
highways, construction of bridges
and so on. Under the new scheme,
where the overseers will be got rid
of, there will be a decentralization
of the public works system, and
there all these people who are now
being thrown out will be absorbed
plus a large number of people from
the rural areas.

In regard to the shortage of tea-
chers, I think the figures given by
the last Government were all wrong.
The Hon. Minister of Education is
here, and I do not want to discuss in
detail all the matters that have been
raised, but we have worked out the
figures and I can say that we are
not as short of teachers as has been
made out. They have been badly
distributed. That is roughly the
position. All the vacancies will be
filled within the course of this year.

I hope the Hon. Minister of Edu-
cation will bear with me, but I want
to make an appeal to teachers. I am
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making this appeal because I know
what is happening in my own area.
There are certain remote schools in
my area as there are in other areas.
Teachers have been earmarked for
certain remote schools by the
Director of Education, Kegalla, but
they are not taking up the jobs.
Teachers do not want to go to the
remote areas. Are the poor children
in the remote villages to be deprived
of an education? Must teachers only
think of their own convenience and
comfort? I appeal to all teachers:
Please make it your duty to go and
teach in the remote villages. We will
see that you are kept there only for
two or three years. Then
you can get a transfer
back to a better area. The children
in those remote areas must get the
chance of a better education. That is
what we must do. We must get these
teachers to move out into the unsalu-
brious areas.

In regard to the Department of
Kandyan Peasantry Rehabilitation
and the Department of National
Housing, more funds will be forth-
coming in the new Budget. I cannot
discuss the budget proposals in this
Vote on Account.

One word about the hon. Leader
of the Opposition (Mr. J. R. Jaye-
wardene). I am sorry he is not here.
I listened to his speech. For the first
time he read from a prepared text.

" Now, Sir, I know the Leader of the

Opposition. I have been with him in
this House for very many years. I
have known him from my student
days. I felt a little sorry for him,
because I think he is now here
fishting a battle which he started in
the Cabinet of the previous Govern-
ment. He is now coming out with
ideas which apparently his own
Cabinet rejected. He is coming out
with ideas such as free imvorts of
machinery for small industries,
comoulsory taking over of food-
stuffs under G.P.S. I remember the
then Prime Minister was very
strongly opposed to any idea of
taking over of foodstuffs.

But let us face these facts. We are

trying to build a country. We are
trying to develop this country
economically. We cannot develop
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the country except on the basis of
austerity. We cannot build up the
country unless we are prepared to
sacrifice something. No country 1n
the world has been built up on that
basis. All of us must get together
irrespective of party divisions to try
and pool our resources and Join
hands to build up this country.
There is no other way out. I am pre-
pared to accept the hand that he
stretched out. Let us all get together
in building up this country. That is
the aim we have got and that is a
. difficult task because of a hundred
| vears of subjection.

I shall tell you all the things that
have happened during the last five
years. 1 shall tell you how we have
been tied down hand and foot to the
World Bank—I do not know for
what reason. We are in a power-
less situation because of the various
conditions imposed upon us by the
World Bank. It is impossible for us
to do anything. We cannot borrow
money. We cannot have bilateral
trade pacts. All that has been
denied to us by the World Bank, and
the previous Government has
agreed to all those conditions. We
have got to break all that and this
Government cannot do it overnight.
We have to prepare for the alterna-
tives and then break. That is our
difficulty. That takes a little time.

You will appreciate that when a
new Government comes in you can-
not start on an entirely clean slate.
We have to bridge a transitional
period. Otherwise you create internal
chaos. Therefore we have to move
slowly in the intial stages, until we
clear the path and move forward.
This is what the Government is
doing.

Finally, I appeal to all hon.
Members to bear with us these
few months so that we can clear
all the mess that has been created
and start moving on.

I am very grateful to all hon.
Members for the various ideas put
forward and suggestions made and I
hope they will wait patiently till
the Budget is introduced, and then
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they will find we are calling upon
all people to sacrifice equally. Parti-
cularly the rich people must be pre-
pared to sacrifice substantially for the
development of the country.

By way of an explanation I would
like to state that a provision of
Rs. 4,450,000 was asked for in the
draft Estimates of 1969-70. Of this
amount only Rs. 3,844,857 was sanc-
tioned by the Treasury. It was
stressed at that time that this provi-
sion was quite inadequate to meet the
examination expenses in full.

The G.C.E. (Ordinary Level) Exa-
mination which was scheduled to be
held in December 1968 had to be can-
celled when all work connected with
it was completed. Question papers
had to be re-set and re-printed to hold
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this examination afresh in March
1969. In addition to the initial ex-
penditure which had to be re-incurred
on this examination an extra expen-
diture had to be borne due to the rise
in the price of stationery. Subse-
quently, a Supplementary Estimate
for Rs. 673,718 was forwarded on
28.8.1969 as the financial provision
made in the 1968-69 Estimates was in-
adequate. However, as there was a
delay in forwarding this Supplement-
ary Estimate to the Treasury the ap-
proval of the House of Representa-
tives could not be obtained. The sum
of Rs. 565,000 required for this pur-
pose was met in terms of F.R. 115 (3)
from the current year’s provision.

The State Engineering Corporation
has estimated Rs. 200,000 for process-
ing an entire G.C.E. (Ordinary Level)
‘Examination. This amount has to be
paid for the 1969 examination.
Rs. 85,000 has already been paid while
the balance sum of Rs. 115,000 has to
be settled. Rs. 400 has to be paid to
the State Engineering Corporation for
a computer hour in respect of the
‘G.C.E. (Advanced Level) Examina-
tion. Accordingly, Rs. 55,000 is neces-
sary for the G.C.E. (Advanced Level)

curred during the year on account of
the rise in the cost of stationery and
other nzcessary equipment.

Rs. 3,761,497.50 was expended on the
conduct of examinations. The balance
Rs. 85,359.50 is quite insufficient to
meet the liabiiities.

The actual revenue realized by the

In the past deserving students in
the universities were granted bur-
saries amounting to Rs. 300 per
annum. As this amount was inade-
quate, the previous Government de-
cided to replace the bursary scheme
by a loan fund and to grant loans not
exceeding Rs. 1,000 per annum to de-
serving students receiving higher
education in the universities.

In view of the shortage of funds, it
was decided that loans should be
granted only to the most deserving
students. Accordingly, 2,500 students
who were in receipt of bursaries pre-
viously and 1,500 new students had to
be granted loans. But the amount
voted in the current year’s Estimates
was only Rs. 1,525,000, being the ex-
penditure incurred under the bursary
scheme in 1968-69.

The total amount required for the
loans, including interest due to the
People’s Bank during the current
financial year, is Rs. 3,460,000. The
amount voted being Rs. 1,525,000, an
additional sum of Rs. 1,935,000 is re-
quired to meet this expenditiire) "®
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sum of Rs. 935,000 has been obtained
from savings in the Ministry Votes
and supplementary provision of
Rs. 1,000,000 is therefore required to
meet the additional expenditure.

He
has very rightly told us that right
from the time the British started
plantations in this country the plan-
tations were a government within a
government, and it was not possible
for trade union representatives to
enter estates without the permission
of the superintendents. The superin-
tendents did not permit entry into
the estates to every trade union re-
presentative who asked for permis-
ion ; they imposed restrictions, and
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even today they impose restrictions
with regard to the use of loud-
speakers. If the employers organize
a meeting, maybe only fifty of them
are present, the superintendents per-
mit them the use of a loudspeaker ;
but when 500 or more workers have
their annual meeting on an estate the
superintendents refuse them permis-
sion to use the loudspeaker. It will
probably be necessary to deal with
this matter later. I wish to thank
the Hon. Minister again for having
introduced this legislation so
expeditiously.

The Cabinet at its meeting held on
1.8.67 made the following decisions on a
memorandum submitted by the then Hon.
Minister of Education and Cultural

Affairs dated 2.7.1967 : —

(1) The implementation of the recom-
mendations in paragraph 50 in
Sessional Paper 8 of 1946. and in
paragraph 64 and 250 of
Sessional Paper IT of 1953 should
cease with effect from 1.10.1987.

(i1) After 1.10.1967 teachers who
graduate while in service should
be required to obtain fresh
appointments as graduate
teachers in one or more subjects
required by the Department,
according to the availahility of
vacancies in the cadre of
graduate teachers and should be
made eligible to the graduate
scale of salary only from the
date of such appointment.

(iii) After 1.10.1967 incremental credit
be given for. half the number of
years of service only to the
teachers who obtain degrees in
Science, Agriculture and Techne-
logy, and others should he given

only a conversion of salary under
F. R, 1120. :

2. In accordance with thege decisions
only teachers who obtained degrees in
Science, Agriculture and Technology are
even now being granted conversion of
salary on the Graduate scale of salary.
Teachers who were on study leave in the

even from a date after 1.10.1967 since
they entered the Universities to follow a
specified group of school subjects with a
legitimate expectation that they would on
completion of their degree course be
granted degree scale of salary.

3. However in order +to consider
whether teachers who have been
deprived of the automatic conversion of
the graduate scale of salary by the
Cabinet decision (in which Dr. Dahana-
yake himself was a member) facts are
heing collected to ascertain the number
involved, the additional financial impli-
cations and the need for their services
so that a decisiorr may be taken according
to availability of funds.
