Troops from Eogland, Germany,
Russia, France, Italy, Japan aod America have
TBeon hurried to the scene of disturbance, and af-
ter many days Pekin waslentered and the foreign-
ers rescucd,  When the year closed negotiations
were going on between the Buropean Powers,
Awerica, and Japan on the one side, and the
Chiosse anthorities on the other, and it is ex-
pected that a satisfaetory agreement will be
renched. But China is a strong nation in spite
ufimappun:g;yuthy, and nesds hut to be thio-

In South Africa the tide turnedearly in the yeur,
and success hna ateadily attended the British
arms.

Lord Roberts has won
for himself a name that will ever live in the
memories of the Euglish people.

W. Armstrong at Uduvil, Jaffna, on the afternoon
of Friday the 2 1st of December 1900 after a very
glight illness.

I was born in Jaffna May 1838, received his
education in the American Seminary st
Batticotta, Jaffua, and afterwards went to Madras
and joined the then Govt, Normal School ard
after completing his course there, qualified Lim.
self as trained teacher. After holding the post
of teacher in various Govt, Schools inthe Middras
Presidency, he was appointed Deputy Inspector
of sehools, which post he held for elose upon 25
years. He retiresd on pension at the close of the
year 1889 and returned to Jaffna to spend the
evening of his life in the midst of his large
cirele of relations. His name is well known aud
respected even to thig day in the Tinnevelly
istrict ‘where he had spent the best part of his
active lifggwhere the leading lawyers, Govt. Offi-
cialg, teuchsrs and other man of lizhtand learning
at the present time must have passed throngh
hiz hands as pnpils iu the schagl:
