religion, Buddhist ; occupation, cultivator ; age, about 55 years ; height, about 5 ft. 6 in. ; make, stout ; complexion,
brown ; nose, prominent ; teeth, regular ; hair, gray, long, tied in a small knot ; wears whiskers only ; face, round ;
birthplace, Badabeddagama in Medagandahaya korale in Dewamedi hatpattu in Kurunegala Distriet ; general resi-
dence, Wadigamangama in Pandita pattu in Demala hatpattu ; haunts Walpoela in Walgam pattu, in Dewamedi
hatpattu, Tammannagama in Hiriyala hatpattu, and Wadigamangama ; married ; wife, two sons, and a daughter
living in the house of Mudiyanse Gan-arachchi of Wadigamangama ; son-in-law, Walpola Kirihami Malbhami of
Tammannagama ; nephew, Appuhami of Walpola ; wife, Uddu ; daughter, Dingira ; son, Uddu Banda ; is well
known to Uddu Banda, Ratemahatmaya of Demala hatpattu, R. B, Munamale Ratemahatmaya, Uddu Banda
Arachehi, A. H. M. Wadigamangama, Registrar, T. B. Wadigamangama, Schoolmaster. He was in jail once for 7
years for burglary,and at another time for 6 monthe for theft of cocoanuts. He is generally known as  Hora

Kapuruwa.”
