Man's Place in the Universe.
{Cancluded ]

In reply to the second question, could the
higher forms of the organie life such as we find
on‘tarth have originated and been developed on
any. other planot, Mr, Willico thinks no other
planet eun falfil the eonditions i. e. that no other
planet is habitable by manhind,

In the first place for the development and
support of human life we must have favorable
conditions of temperature  We must have a
degree of heat which shall never for any consi-
derable time fall below 0°c, nor go aliove say 73°%
and that thesy narrow limits must he continuous-
Iy maintuined not for Tundveds or thousands only
but for millions of years, if life is fo be devel-
oped there. * The earth hus had espeeially favora-
ble couditions for the vighi temperature. They
ave as follows: .

1. Just the vight alistance from the sun to
heat the zoil and produce elouds, rain and rivers,

2. The Admosphers is sufficient and just
dense enough to allow af eircnlation of clouds
and equalize the sun’s hieat. "The amount of at-
mosphere is dependent on the mass of o planet
£0 Murs one-eighth of the size of the earth is pro-
hably quite ansuitable for hun beinas,

3 A luge put of the earti's
coveredl with oceans whose fides aud eur
agents in equalizing the tainperators, 8
bas o moon to cause tides which may be cuough
to make Veuus uninhabituhbe,

4. Tho gceans hy their depth appear bo have
been “permancut fentures of thie envtl's surface’
0 the present conditions buve exisled for a long
peviod “while 1ile has been developing.  Such 2
conditionprobably is not found elsewhere.

5. We find that the deserts an.l voleanoes
found on the earth have a purpose. Dust is es-
sential for the formation of ruin clouds and thie
deserts and voleanaes fovnish the duss, 1 Lhey

were taken away the earth would surely ]ba
much less enjoyable and might be uninbabitable.
Now it seems that the earth is unique for we
arc almost eertain these conditions are not found
in any other planet.

Bu{ it mnypbe asked why some of the planets
of some of the other systems in the “Milky
Way” cannut possess these conditions, Because
the outer margin of the stellar universe is un-
stable. Many of these stars must_-be escaping
from the attractive force of their neighbors and
are flying off into space as molecules of uncon-
fined gas fly off, ¢ N iy &

Agaiu we are led to believe, he says, “ib is
almost certain that at any considerable distance
Leyond the central portion of the uriverse gra-
vitation would vary in intensity in different
directions.”

Moreover there is reason to doubt whether
the praper electrical conditions exist in those
rogions on the outer edge of the stellar universe,
We kilow that these electrical forces' play an
important part in the life of man,

"We can hardly suppose any longer that three
sueli remurkable coincidences of position and
cousequent plysical conditions should occnr in
the case of the one planet on which organic life
hias been developed  without any causal connec-
tion ~with that development. The three
startling fucts, that we arve in the center of a
cluster of suns, and that that cluster is situated
not ouly precisely in the plane of the Galaxy,
but alsa centrully in that plane, ean hardly now
be looked upon “as ehance coincidences without
any signiticance in relation to the cnlminating
fact that the planet so situated has developed
humanity.”

In uiving reasons for his answer to the serond
question Mr, Wallace i§ much less satisfactory
thin in the first. There is less definite informa-
tion. Llisis merely a theory of probabilities,
