THE NEED FOR RAPID ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

THE problem of increasing population is engaging the attention of
nearly all countries in the world. In this country too this problem is
acute and fears are already being expressed that at the present rate
of increase in population the available resources of the country will
before long be not sufficient to maintain its population on a reasonable
standard of living if a vigorous effort is npt made for the rapid
economic development of the country.

Ceylon’s rate of increase in population is among the highest in the
world. The rate of increase per 1,000 of population was 12.26 in 1936
whereas in 1958 it was 26.1. In actual figures the natural increase in
population in 1936 was 69,621 and in 1958, the latest year for which
this information is available the increase was 244,875. In other words
it can be said that the population of the country is increasing at
approximately 250,000 per year. How high this rate of increase per
1,000 of the population in the case of Ceylon will be better understood
if we take into consideration the rate of natural increase per 1,000 of
the population in highly developed countries like United Kingdom,
France, Switzerland, Japan &c. The rate of natural increase in Ceylon
as has already been mentioned above was 26.1. in, 1958. The corres-
ponding figures for U. K. was 5; France 6.5, Switzerland 7.7 and
Japan 8.9. In the table below this information for 1958 is shown for
Ceylon and certain other countries.

Ceylon has all along been and still is predominantly an agricultural
country in that over 50 per cent of its population is engaged in agri-
culture. The statistics of the gainfully occupied population at the time
of the census of population in 1953 and the percentage of the popu-
lation in each occupational category is given in table below. It will be
noted that 52.92 per cent of the gainfully occupied population was
engaged in agriculture, forestry, hunting and fishing : —

Acreage under Cultivation

As against this background of the population figures and the occu-
pational distribution of same, it will be of interest to examine the
extent of the development of the national economy of the country in
recent years. Ceylon, as has already been stated earlier, has all along
been and still is pre-dominantly an agricultural country and its
prosperity primarily depends on the production of Tea, Rubber,
Coconut and Paddy. The acreages under cultivation and the
production figures in respect of these crops over a period of years
could, therefore, be regarded as an index showing the trend of produc-
tion as a whole in the country. The acreages under cultivation of Tea
and Rubber for the years 1911, 1921, 1931, 1938, 1948 and 1956 to 1960
are given in the statement below.

It will be noticed froygn these figures that the acreages under culti-
vation in the case of both Tea and Rubber have shown just a slight
Increase compared to the year 1938. This increase in the acreage under
cultivation can hardly be said to be commensurate with the require-
ments of the increase in population since 1938.

Production Figures -

An analysis of the production figures in respect of these two crops
indicates that while in.the ®ase of Rubber there has been no increase
In production at all since 1941, the increase shown under Tea appears
to be due to adoptiop of better methods of cultivation, increased use of
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fertilisers, &c., and is not likely to have contributed towards any
appreciable increase in the employment as the acreage under culti-
vation has not shown any substantial increase in recent years.

The other two major crops of the country are Coconut and Paddy.
A study of the acreage and production in respect of these two crops
indicates that while there has been no substantial increase in the
acreage, production figures show an increase in recent years. The
acreage and production figures for the years 1946 and 1954 are given
below. In the case of paddy, the figures for 1959 are also given.

The increase in the production shown under paddy for the year
1954 may partly be due to a different method of estimating production.
The production figures were based on estimates by Revenue Officers
up to the year 1951. For the period subsequent to 1951 the production
was estimated by multiplying the net acreage harvested by the yield
per net acre harvested based on crop-cutting experiments.

Total and Economically Active Population *

It will be ofeinterest in this connection to examine the total popu-
lation figures and the details of the total economically active popu-
lation for the census years 1921, 1946 and 1953 Below are given the
total economically active population and the percentage of the econo-
mically active population to total poplllation for these years.

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It will be noted that as against the population increase of over
33 millions as between the years 1921 and 1953 the increase in the
total economically active population has been a little over 700,000.
Analysing the details of the economically active population for the
year 1953, the Director of Census and Statistics has estimated that
the additional number of persons seeking employment each year
would be between 68,000 and 77,000.

Population and Employment Opportunities

The available statistics would appear to indicate that while the
population of the Island has been increasing at a very high rate in
recent years, the employment opportunities availabl® in the country
have either remained constant or increased very slightly.

Unemployment and Under-employment

The precise extent of the unemployment and under-employment in
the country is not known. But according to #vailable statistics there
has been a considerable increase in unemployment. The statistics
derived from the registrations at the Employment Exchanges cannot
be regarded as an accurate measure of the extent of unemployment
in the country, but can safely be used to gauge the trend in the un-
employment position. The number of registrants for employment or
better employment at the Employment Exchanges has increased from
round about 50,000 in the years 1951, 1952 and 1953 to 151,092 in
December, 1960. The statistics of the number of registrants for
employment or better employment according to the registers main-
tained at the Employment Exchanges in the Island for the perod 1939
to June 1961 are as follows:—

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Under-employment has also considerably increased in that in the
absence of any substantial increase in the acreage under cultivation,
year after year, more and more people have to depend on the same
acreage for their livelihood. Dr. N. K. Sarkar, in his book “The
Demography of Ceylon ” has analysed the pressure of population in
the peasant sector and according to his publication there is an appre-
ciable surplus population in the peasant sector, who are forced on
the land without being either cultivators or workers. They are a
burden on the land without actively contributing anything towards
production. The following paragraph from his book on this subject
will be of interest.

“Tt is believed by the Agricultural Department of the Government
of Ceylon that eight acres of land is adequate for a peasant family of
four or five persons to produce an income which will ensure it a living
to which its members are accustomed. It is under this belief that the
Government settles the colonists in new land with five acres of paddy
land and three acres of high land. There is no statistical backing to
this belief, which is, however, widespread both in the official circles
and elsewhere. Assuming arbitratily that this figsure is overstated
and that a family of four to five persons requires not eight but five
acres of land for maintaining its traditional standard of living ; then
under the present methods of cultivation the population that could be
supported by the current land area of the peasant sector is 1.539.000.
The actual population in the rural areas exclusive of the estate popu-
lation is 4,783,000. Assuming 10 per cent of this population to be
dependent on non-agricultural occupations, the surplus population in
1946 was 2,766,000 or 615,000 families. The surplus families calculated
in the similar way for earlier periods are shown in the Table 10.

Table 10 brings out clearly the increasing ~pressure that is being
exerted on the agricultural land in the peasant sector. The con-
sequence of this fourfold increase in the number of surplus families
on land during the period of 1871-1946 has been, not only to reduce
the position of employment and income of all, but also to bring a
qualitative deterioration in agriculture. ”

The registration at the Employment’ Exchanges referred to earlier
can be used as an index of the extent of unemp'oyment in the urban
aréas and the information given in the ‘preceding paragraph shows
the extent of under-employment in the rural areas. It is quite obvious
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that in any scheme of economic development for the country, ways
and means should be devised to utilise this idle manpower to the best
advantage of the country. .

A rough idea of the implications of a rapid increase in the popula-
tion of the country when the economy of the country is not expand-
ing sufficiently fast to provide employment for the increase in popu-
lation can be had by an analysis of one section of the population
namely, the Estate Indian population for which reliable statistics
relating to employment opportunities available to it are available.
Statistics of the mean Indian Population on estates for the year 1923
and for the period 1938 to 1958 are given below.

It will be noted that the population is increasing by about 5,000
since 1956, but the increase for the earlier years was much higher.

Statistics of employment on estates employing Indian Labour are
also available beginning from 1924. The table below gives the acre-
age under tea and rubber covered by the returns, the average number
of workers employed and the number of unemployed, young and aged
dependants as at the end of each year for the period 1942 to 1960.
The workers and dependants have been shown classified under
Indians and Ceylonese.

It will be noted that ethe employment figures have shown
practically no ircrease since 1942, while the population has increased-
by nearly 190,000 simce that year. There has, however, been asvery
significant increase in the number of unemployed, young and aged
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dependants from 226,037 in 1942 to 406,177 in 1960. It would appear
that the large increase in the Indian Estate population has shown
itself mainly in the form of an increase of the unemployed, young
and aged dependants.

National Income

According to the available statistics on national income there has
been a substantial increase in the national income in 1959 compared
to 1951, but the per capita income of the population has shown no
appreciable increase. It was 585.8 rupees per year in 1951 while in
1959 it was 596.1.. The national income, the total population and per
capita income for the period 1951 to 1959 are given below : —

The Urgent Need for Development
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STATISTICS OF THE MONTH IN BRIEF

The following is the summary of the Principal Statistics listed this
month. Further details will be found in the tables and Appendices
appearing in this issue.

Cost of Living

The Colombo Consumers’ Price Index for the month of September,
1961, is 105.4, same as that for the month of August, 1961.

Wage Rates e

(a) The basic wages payable for the month of October, 1961 to
workers in the trades to which Part II of the Wages Boards Ordinance
has been applied remain unchanged.

(b) The Special allowances payable for the month of October, 1961,
to workers in the trades to which Part IT of the Wages Boards Ordin-
ance has been applied remain unchanged.

Strikes

There were altogether 6 strikes during the month of July, 1961, in-
volving 924 workers and a loss of 1,028 man-days as against 5 strikes
during the month of June, 1961, involving 1,341 workers and a loss of
1,341 man-days.

Four of these strikes were in the Tea Plantations involving 603
workers and a loss of 662 man-days and the other two were in the Tea
Export Trade involving 321 workers and a loss of 366 man-days.

ORDER

The provisions of Part IT of the Wages Boards Ordinance, No. 27 of

(C) DECISIONS OF THE BOARD

THE original decisions in respect of the Plumbago Trade made by
the Wages Board for that trade related mainly to rates of wages and
they came into force on September 1, 1945. A notification relating to
those decisions was published under Section 27 (3) of the Wages
Boards Ordinance, No. 27 of 1941, in Ceylon Government Gazette
No. 9,453 of August 24, 1945, Decisions varying the earlier decisions
were published in notifications appearing in Gazette No. 9,914 of Octo-
ber 22, 1948, No. 10,113 of June 23, 1950, No. 10,263 of June 29, 1951,
Gazette Extraordinary No. 10,542 of June 29, 1953, and Guazette
No. 12,562 of July 28, 1961.

In respect of each hour. of work in excess of the normal working
day, the minimum overtime rate shall be the minimum hourly rate
(ascertained by dividing the minimum daily rate by 8) increased by
50 per cent. of such minimum hourly rate.

DECISIONS RELATING TO ANNUAL HOLIDAYS
+Annual Holidays (Section 29)

1. If a worker has been in continuous employment and has worked
under the same employer for more than 232 days in any year (here-
in-after called the “qualifying year”), he shall be allowed in the
next succeeding year a holiday or holidays calculated at the rate of
one holiday for each unit of 4 days by which the number of days on
which the worker has worked exceeds 232:

Provided, héwe\;er, that it shall not be obligatory on an employer
to allow any such holiday in respect of any period of work in excess
of 288 days. e : s
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In this paragraph, days on which the worker has worked”
includes—

(1) every holiday allowed by the employer to the worker undqr
section 25, at any earlier time in any year under consi-
deration ;

(ii) every day of absence authorised by or under the provisions
of any written law other than the weekly holiday fixed
by the Board under section 24 of the Wages Boards
Ordinance ;

(iii) every day «of absence on any greunds approved by the
employer;

(iv) every day of absence due to any injury to the worker caused
by an accident arising out of and in the course of his
employment ;

(v) every day of absen%e due to any occupational disease speci-
fied in Schedule III of the Workmen’s Compensation
Ordinance (Cap. 117) ;

(vi) every day on which the employer fails to provide work for
the worker ; and

(vii) every day of absence due to a strike or lock-out that is not
illegal and that does not continue for more than 30 days.

2. A worker shall be allowed and shall take the holidays to which
he is entitled on consecutive days.

3. A worker shall be allowed his holiday or holidays on a day or
days to be mutually agreed upon between him and his employer.

4. “‘Where a worker leaves his employment of his own accord or is
discontinued or dismissed therefrom, he shall at the date of such
leaving, discontinuance or dismissal, be remunerated for each holiday
to which he was entitled at that date.

6. The remuneration due to 1 worker in respect of his holiday or
holidays shall be paid to him before such holiday or holidays, but
not earlier than 7 days before such holiday or holidays,

7. In these paragraphs “ year” means a continuous period of
twelve months. .

8. The foregoing decisions shall not apply,in respect of employ-
ment af any time more than one year prior to the date on which they
come into force, . ®
