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TAMIL SIDDHARS AND ALCHEMY

I the hungered New Age frenzy where
nthe practice and principles of
Ayurveda, traditional Hindu medicine, have
become so well known, the West still
remains largely ignorant of the South Indian
Tamil Siddhar tradition. It represents a
wonderful parallel to that of the Rosicrucian
Alchemists. Just as the Rosicrucians claim
lineage to the high culture of Ancient Egypt,
itself only an artifact of "Atlantis”, so too do
Tamil Siddhars trace their ori inal heritage
to an advanced civilization destroyed by a
great flood about 10,000 years ago. The lost
continent supporting this heritage
purportedly stretched from Madagascar to
Australia with Sri Lanka constituting its
central surviving land mass. Ancient
Egyptian High Culture appears suddenly,
even from the earliest times at a very
advanced level.

Examples of its elegance include high yield
strains of grain, a precise calendrical
system, refined medicine even featuring
neurosurgery, but above all its complete
system of hieroglyphic language which
seems to serve a higher state of
consciousness. These advances emerge
suddenly from Neolithic chaos. So too, from
earliest recorded history Tamil language
appears as one of the most sophisticated
literary systems on the face of this planet.
This lack of developmental period suggests
that both Tamil and Egyptian cultures were
surviving artifacts, preserved by the
greatest sages of highly advanced
civilizations destroyed by geoiogical cat-
aclysm.

The scholar, Kamil Zvelebil, in THE SMILE
OF MURUGAN, explains the necessity of

understanding the siddhars, the primordial
Tamil sages, before any deeper
appreciation of South Indian civilization
becomes possible. These spiritual giants
composed the foundations of literary and
scientific development. Yet because they
wrote in obscure style soreminiscent of
western alchemy and often ridiculed the
orthodox caste system with its over-empha-
sis on ritual worship, the Siddhars have
always moved on the outer perimeter of
social acceptability. Their chief artifacts,
aside from a complete medical system,
include a vast body of esoteric literature as
well as ever popular rustic poems and
bardic songs.

Zvelebil outlines the common features of
siddhar poetry: "a protest, Sometimes
expressed in very strong terms, against the
formalities of life and religion; rough han-
dling of priests and Brahmins in general ;
denial of the religious practices and beliefs
of Brahmanism, and not only that; an
opposition against the generally accepted
pan Indian social doctrine and religious
practice; protest against the abuses of
temple rule; emphasis on the purity of
character; claims made by the authors of
these poems that they have achieved
certain psychokinetic powers and other
capabilities which belong to the sphere of
para-psychological phenomena; use of
imaginative and ambiguous language,
rather puzzling though strongly colloquial;
no systemic doctrinal exposition. Finally, all
these poems are ascribed to a body of
sages known as the siddhars (1)."

Does this description recall the mood of the
Rosicrucian manifestoes and the
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Alchemical literature of 17th century Europe
during the age of Reformation against the
corruption in the Roman Catholic Church?

The Siddhars present themselves as the
greatest masters of yoga, medicine and
alchemy. Unlike their western counterparts
who emphasized the transmutation of base
metal into gold, the Tamil sages stressed
the accomplishment of physical immortality
or at least extended longevity as the
ultimate token of self-realization. Parallels
exist in the western concept of the "glorified
body". Just as in the west, these sages left
a vast number of inscrutable texts
accessible only to initiates.

Patanjali, one of the greatest Tamil siddhars
who accomplished himself at Rameswaram,
explicated the essentials of mystic
discipline, in his well known YOGA
SUTRAS. Although postures, breath and
contemplative techniques play a major role
this tradition also includes the practical
science of Nature; Cosmology, Astrology,
Herbalism, Chemistry Alchemy and
Medicine. While Ayurvedic medicine
concerns itself generally with herbs and
organic treatments the siddhars add strong
emphasis on use of inorganic salts, metals
and mineral poisons.

Like the romantic notion of the Rosicrucians
the siddhars are bound by an oath of
secrecy. They wander anonymously
practicing their yogic disciplines, doing serv-
ice to their fellow men especially as
dispensers of potent medicines. In the west
sages such as Roger Bacon, Albertus
Magnusand, Basil Valantine acquired
legendary status as alchemists. So too a
Rich tradition venerates the exploits of
these Tamil mystics. Eighteen of The
siddhars are venerated above others for
accomplishing themselves to the highest
level of perfection. The historic locations in
India where they performed their penance

today comprise spiritually charged centers
of pilgrimage.

The first and foremost of the siddhars,
Agastyar, fits the image of his western
counterpari, Toth-Hermes. Considered the
founder of Tamil language and grammar, he
presided over the first two sangams, ancient
Literary academies located on the now
submerged continent south of Sri Lanka. He
also appears as the primordial giver of arts
and sciences. Innumerable Classic works
ascribe themselves to his authorship.
Contemporary Tamil scholars assert that at
least 26 classic authors wrote under this
name. Who were they all aspiring to
imitate? Folk tales abound in accounts of
Agastyar's constant battles with local
demons. He pops into the story line of
classic epics, the Ramayana and
Mahabharata, to bestow blessing and
guidance. Tradition has it that Agastyar still
lives in the Pothigai Hills below the Western
Ghats, occasionally appearing to the
sincere aspirant (2).

Thirumoolar, another of the most renowned
Tamil masters, accomplished his magnum
opus of  yogic reintegration at
Chidambaram, the sacred spot where Shiva
performs his cosmic dance. The chief
contribution of Thirmoolar, the
THIRMANDIRAM, an esoteric masterpiece
of 3000 verses explains man's yogic path to
immortal divinity, referring metaphorically to
the philosopher's stone that transmutes
base metal into gold. Here is the essential
classic text of siddhar wisdom. Only in the
recent past has this work been made
available to the English reading public.

What is Religion?

A Religion is a set of beliefs and practices, often associated with a supernatural power
that shapes or directs human life and death. It is a commitment to ideas that provide
coherence for one's existence. Adherence to a religion implies a belief in a divine
force, as well as offering moral guidance for believers. Religion also binds people into
communities with common goals and values.

The word religion comes from the Latin word religio, which consists of two words.
RE = Back LIGARE = to bring or bond or unite.

Religion is that which binds the soul back to God.

Religion shows the way for the attainment of God realisation.

Religion satisfies the deep inward craving in man who is not always content with
leading merely an animal existence and wants spiritual consolation, solace and peace.
In the case of many more, trials and tribulations of life turn their attention to
spiritual solace.

Religion is the relationship between the three fundamental principles: God, World and
Individual. It explains the life's mysteries and shows the path to the immortal abode.
Religion is concerned with the fundamentals of human existence, attempting to
address crucial questions and issues such as creation of the world, the meaning of life,
and life after death, ethical living and personal happiness. Although religion has been
misused to bolster intolerance and unbridled nationalism, its power to inspire acts of
charity and good behaviour of humans cannot be rivalled. As well as providing
identity, it gives inner strength, purpose, meaning and sense of belonging in one's life.

Do we need Religion?

When we have doubts, difficulties, we seek advice from elders, we read books, we
listen to philosophers' preaching, we visit holy temples, and we bathe in holy rivers.
These acts give peace to our mind and console us. Pain, sorrow, and hardships do not
sway those who attained complete peace. They always feel "happy" and contented.
Religion is the only thing that can show the path to this peace. It is called DHARMA'
(-The Law). This is the 'after life insurance'. This is revealed in various scriptures and
texts.

It lifts the man worldliness, impurity, and infidelity. Religion is the foundation of
society, the source of all goodness and happiness, the basis of the virtue and prosper-
ity of the individual, and through the individuals, of the nation. Civilizations, order,
morality - all that elevate man and give peace to the nation - are the fruits of the
practice of religion.

If one lives in accordance with the rules of religion, one will attain wisdom,
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immortality, everlasting peace and eternal bliss. By the comparative study of the
principal religions of the world, one will understand that the fundamental principles,
which constitute its essence, are as old as the human race of this world.

Religion is not a dogma, creed, theology, emotion or even just a belief. It is pre-emi-
nently a life of goodness and service in the midst of mundane temptations and
selfishness. He who is loving, kind, pious, and truthful, he who is endowed with faith
and devotion, is truly religious.

Misguided practise of religion is often the cause of human conflicts too. When
Religion is identified closely with a nation or group and or often mixed with political
and territorial interests together with self-interest has caused major conflicts all over
the world, resulting in persecution, and wars. Misguided missionary zeal had often led
to forced conversion. Although religion has been blamed for conflicts and un-just
ways, it is to be noted that religion guides and teaches humans the value of
understanding, compassion, respect to others and good living.

Do all religions preach the same thing?

Humans belong to the animal kingdom, yet they have the extra sense that distin-
guishes them above all other creatures. Animals are provided with 'tools' to protect
them from the environment. The Bull has horn, Lions and Tigers their claws, Horse-
speed, sheep-fur, which are necessities for their survival. Man has the sixth sense that
he uses for his survival. Yet, with this sixth sense, he suffers, greeds, grieves and
rejoices. Devotion is the only thing that makes him rid of these ups and downs. All
Religions state that man can achieve the state of peace, by surrendering to the force
that controls the universe. This devotion is common to all religions. Buildings, cere-
monies, prayers, and hymns may be different; but the controlling force - The God is
the same. The essentials of all religions agree. Religions differ only on non-essentials.

Most religions are founded on a belief in one or several gods. Judaism, Christianity
and Islam are known as monotheistic religions, because they believe in and worship
a single, all-powerful, creator God. Interestingly all these religions developed in the
Middle East and share many rituals, festivals, narratives, and myths. Hebrew Bible
became major part of Christian Bible, while Jesus, the founder of Christianity, is also
considered a prophet (Isa) by Muslims. Several religions believe in multiple Gods
(Polytheistic) believing each God control one aspect of nature or human activity.
While Hinduism appear to be polytheistic, the hundreds of gods are actually aspects
or representation of one absolute force, known as Brahman (or Sivam in Saivism).
Some religions such as Buddhism and Jainism are non-theistic faiths and do not
believe in a single God. Buddhists follow Buddha, whom they reagard as a teacher
rather than a deity, while Jains follow spiritual teachers called Tirthankaras. A Sikh
believes in one God and follows the teachings of their ten Gurus.
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Most Religions preserve tales and mythology, some passed on orally, some written.
Quaran, and Bible are regarded as revelations of God. Buddhism has no mythology,
but has Buddha's teachings, which are followed by every one. While Hinduism
emphasises on God's Avatar (incarnation), many Muslims speak of al-Mahdi - the hid-
den Imam who will appear at the end of time. These beliefs illustrate how Religions,
however different in doctrine, often share notions about the origin of the universe and
expectations for the future.

Religions also try to make sense of the universe and human condition, providing
accounts of time, human nature, and human destiny. Many faiths have formulated the
idea of heaven, a place where God dwell and where soul of the faithful go after death.
Christianity, Islam and Judaism see evil as a fall from grace. Hinduism and Buddhism
believers aim to reach a state in which they are freed from repeating cycle of birth and
death. Such beliefs provide motivation for people to live a religious and moral life.
Believers of Religions aim to follow their faith's moral code, or ethics, as closely as
possible. Religion teaches people to respect each other and help those in need.
Worship is at the heart of most religions.

What are the origins of major religions?

Answers to Peoples's questions as to how the world was created, explanations of good
over evil, about the nature of life and universe had resulted in Religions. Some
religions such as Hinduism are founded on ancient revelations. Other religions such
as Christianity, Islam, and Budhism developed because of the work of important spir-
itual leaders or prophets. Jesus, Mohammed, Buddha and the Jewish prophetsare spir-
itual leaders, who in their different ways inspired their followers and stimulated the
spread of religious movements that are still alive today.

Who is God? GOD

God cannot be expressed in words, but it is God, who enables us to see, breathe, and
express. It 1s God who enables our mind to feel and comprehend. Idols represent the
idea of God. However, people usually stop with idols and forget the ideals. God is not
only in wood, stone, or clay. God is everywhere. God is not just in temple, mosque,
or church. God 1s not the statue. They are only symbols; even 'AUM'(OM) the divine
Mantra is a symbol. God is all pervading.

Thousands of people go thousands of miles on pilgrimage to experience God. This is
the first stage of spiritual discipline, but one must grow. We go to temple, mosque or
church, or pray or chant, and we feel full of joy and purity. It is God who enables us
to feel this. What we feel is terrestrial . What enable us to feel is transcendental .
Even the ardent atheist will admit that the ultimate destiny is not in one's hand. He
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would reluctantly admit that, there is 'a force' that exists out there, and that this force,
created such an orderly universe.

To Pray, or Not to Pray?

Some people point to the rivalries between different religions, as a proof of the futil-
ity of religion. Scientists question the very existence of God. Common logic dictates
that when you pray, there is no one out there, listening to you. Religious people insist
on the existence of God. So who is right? Who is wrong? Who can provide an answer
to this dilemma about the very existence of God and about the need for prayers in our
daily lives?

People have been known to recover from near fatal diseases like cancer by asserting
their willingness to live on. By their self-belief they were able to persuade their brain
to manufacture and release the drugs required to kill the organisms attacking their
bodies. In each of these cases, the will to live on, the self-talk to program their brain
into fighting their illness played an important part in their healing process.
Psychologists liken prayer to self-talk. They think that the self-talk programs our
brain, which in turn directs our actions towards achieving our desired goals. Priests
on the other hand, look at it from a religious point of view and insist that God does
listen to our prayers and grants us that, which we are worthy of. Whichever point of
view you may agree with - the one put forth by the psychologists or the one put forth
by the priests - the final conclusion is the same. Prayers are a very important part of
our daily lives.

"When in the sorrow of death, or the suffering of despair.
