We have purposely flelnyadiomment on this
case in order that the conclusion of the civil
case NOW in, Drocess of adjudication might
make it possible to survey the case as a whole,
but the wheels of justice are moving, so slowly
that it seems better to say what needs to be
said now and add more if necessary later.

The main facfs are probably so well known
to most of our readers that we will give only
a brief resume here. On Sept. 16th a  young
Tamil man, Mr, T. Namasivayam, was told by
an Englishman, Mr. T.S.Thorpe, his supgrior in
charge of the machine shop at Walker Sons &
Co., Colombo, to bring hiw a certain tool from
the store room, en Namasivayam report-
ed that the tool conld not be found Thorpe
struck him on the chestand then kicked him
on the buttocks and again told him to bring
the tool, but eyen Thorpe himself was gnable
finally to find the tool. )

Namasivayam then charged Thorpe in the
Police Court, Colombo, with committing an
assault punishable nnder Sec. 314 of the Cey-
lon Penal Code. The Police Magistrate hap-
pened to be the brother of Mr. Thorpe, and
on this ground he sent the case to My, Hell-
ings, additional Police Magistrate, after most
unwisely throwing out the hint that as there
were nomarks of the assault,the complaint ought
not to be entertained. Mr. Hellings followed
the hint y;d on that ground, declined to issue
proeess.# Application was then made to  the
Supreme Court for a Rule Nisi on the Police
Magistrate, Colombo to “show cause why a
writ of mandamus

shonld not issue to compel
him to issue process against Mr. Thorpe.

Acting Chief Justice Moncrieff on _this
application delivered a ruling which My, Hen-

ry Labouchere in London Truth hus.descn\:ed
as one of the “drollest judicial deliverances”
he ever read. The judgmaent is as follows,
omitting unimportant sentences:

From the complainant’s account of the matter it
does ot séemgfo me that theact of the accused was
meantas anassiglt. There was nothing in the cir-
cumstances to excite anger on his part, and it seems
indulged in what I may
call an unwarranted familiarity—a familiarity in
which he had noright to indulge except with a per-
son with whom he had acquaintance sufflcient to
gusmy what he did. I can quite imagifie his putt-
ng his hand out on the complainant’s chest and as he

He kfehed
me.” We confessdhese monosyllables are malleable,
but in so yielding themselves in paraphrase they
Jose not a particle of their native expressiveness.
They convey & touching of the complainafit’s body
in a manner rude and annoying at the least, and
causing injury in law, There was “unwarrapted fa-
miliarity” and “an unseemly act,”’ to use his Lord-
ship’s words.
Hfamiliarity’’ was excusable in the case of persons
sufficiently acquainted with one another to do and

ermit such acts, it is enong.-,h to point out that the
aw refers to “ANY person,’”” without degrees of ac-

vaintance. A man may net strike, Iit or kick even

i wife—this is the law. " 4

That is common sense and will commend it~
self to every right thinking man, while on the
other hand the order of the learned judge
sounds more like the desperate attempt of an
attorney to make out a case for his client: than
a sane _judicial' deliverence from the highesttri-
bunal in the Tsland.

_We had occasion some m ths ago to sharply
dissent from the judgment of the ‘Madras High
Court in the Tinnevelly Missionary case—there
the jndges were two Tamils and those adversely
affected several Europeans; in the case under
review where the cirenmstances are reversed—a
European judge and a Tamil complainant—iwe
find ourselyes quite as unable to discover justice
in the decision thut hus been reached.

Tord Curzon snid, in his famons Guildhall
speech in London three montlis ago,that I}ntmh
dominion in India rested not upon prestizge or
force but upon the eternal verities of justice
and righteonsness; and he spoke truly: for as

The Governor's Speech.

Sir Henry Blake opened the Legislative
Council on Nov. 16th with a speech remark-
able for its brevity and concise statement of

tial facts. A stat t of the revenue and
expenditure we gave in our last issue, show-
ing a credit balance of Rs. 4,500,000 at the end
of this year.

But this f8 only one side of the story, for public
works already in hand, clhiefly railways and Colombo
harbor will = require no less than Rs. 17,000,000
for which thére is onl

a balance of 4,000,000
‘from the last loan leaving Rs. 13,000,000 to he
rovided from a surplus of Rs, 4,500,0001! Muni-

estly another loan is almost inevitable, On -
1st 1904, the public debt was Rs. 73,644,460 or Rs.
730,082 less than on 1st Jan. 1908, the decrease helng
diie to repayments.

The Governor makes the welcome announerient
that he hopes to open the Northern railway doving
nestyear and to visit Jaffug within the next 6 months
eoming the entire distance by rail, He does not hald
out much hope that any further railway extensiofis
will be undertaken in the near future. -

Tt {8 rather startling to have the Governor assert
that the lapge sums spent on irrigation have
not Frvduuad the results they should have owing to
the fact that as soon as storage tanks have been
built or reatored the all needful connecting channels
to convey the water to the flelds of the farmers have
been almost. wholly negleeted.
