TEARS -THOSE SACRED
DROPS OF WATER'!

- Tears man aptly be compared
to ‘genuine poetry’. They are as
beautiful as a lovely poem.
Those sacred drops of water that
dim the sight and trickle down
the eyes, gleaming like pearls,
have ‘poetic beauty in them.
Indeed. to the poet Campbell,
‘Beauty’s tears are lovelier than
her Smiles’.

Tears are as spontaneous as
poetry. They rush out of our
eyes spontaneously when our
heart is overful with emotion.
When we are in ecstacy, and
can no longer contain our feel-
ings of joy, tears begin to over-
flow. Sometimes tragic news so
shocks our heart that our €yes
run dry, bat soopn tears spont-
aneously rush forth, thus lessen-
ing the intensity of our grief.

The tears of a man are as
full of emotion as poetry - nay,
even more. Oh! what speechless
messages they convey from his
soft heart! The mellow notes of

his beating heart, the pain of
his choked sighs and all his
feclings which are beyond ex-

pression, appear 8o vividly in
his tears. They speak out to
you if you only listen to their
whisper.

Tears touch the hearts of
other people as real poetry does.
What an unfecling heart wonld
it be? Which is not meved by
tears’! The innocent tears of a
jovely child, like dew - drops
on a beautiful flower, the aff-
ectionate tears of dear mother,
the loving tears of a sincere friend
the romantic tears of a true lover.
all these canpot but touch our
hearts deeply and bring tears
to our eyes*

Tears are very sincere = Of
course not Crocodile tears - and
like siacere poetrv they turn one’s

heart inside out. Sometimes
their effect is also lasting. To
quote an instance, they were

once two very close friends who
studied in the same class. They
would not part company unti|
‘one of them unhappily failed
in the examination. The other
weat to his friend’s place to
couvey this sad news, but when
the latter came eut, he burst
into tears, and clasped him in
a warm embrace as if .to bid
him goodbye.

His friend left the school, and
for many years he had no news
of him, At last one day he
met his lost friend in the street’
who told him that he had be-
come one of the most brilliant
beys of his class. Tears of joy
filled his eyes, and he looked
with surprise at his friend, who
added, ‘Dear friend, it was your
faithful tears tbat inspired me
s0’.

sSuch are these tears — sweet,
soft and womanlike. The tears
of a truant boy may even turn
away the wrath of a tyraat tea-
cher. To philosephers, tears are
full of mystery and they can
be analysed by psychological
methods. To poets they are be-

MEANINGFUL LIFE : A CHRISTIAN
PERSPECTIVE

Texts :

Gen, 4:

2-16; 11 :1-9

1 Cor, 3:21-23

1. What exactly fis the basis of
a meaningful life? How uniquely
are we to live this meaningful
live? Certainly there can be many
answers to the above questioas,
depending on our Perspectives
and conceptions of a meaningful
life. It is very sad that maay a
people identify certain oppor-
tunities and privileges they have
or do not have with a meaningful
gife. Three such examples are
ivean below:

a) Meaningful Life :
The Life of the super-m an

Under the iafluence of the
super-man coacept of Nietzsche, 1-
until recently, the Germans were
inclined to Pride that they wers
the first - class citizens ef this
world, and that their community
had the inalienable right to boss
over other countries. In brief
for the Germans a meaningful
jife meant bossing over other
nations, in that thev were the
super-maa of this world.

(b) Meaningful Life :
The Liie of Possession.

Karl Marx developed his
commendable materialistic philo-
sophy and economic interpreta-
tion of man and history whea
the attitude of capitalism towards
the working class people was
inhuman: 2 Certainly possession
of Personzl property is mot an
apathema. But  unfortunately
today maay a time man is measured
in terms of money, and ina vast
majority of cases money oOr
possessions become the be-all
and end-all of many people.
‘The dominant idea is that mean-
ingful life 1is identified with
material abundance.

(c) Meaningful Life :
The Life of position;

In many cases meauningful
life is nothing but continuing
in dffice or committees or boards
over a life span. A typical exam-
ple of thisis the chuich com-
mittees  constituted on this

basis. Their - pohcy seems to
be one of holding over offices
<tag it was in. the beginning,
'is now, and ever shall be,
world without end.” Such an
attitude enables one only to
maintain the status-quo, and to
affirm that the church exists
only for the moral support of
a few. Personally, I strongly
feel that such people should be
addressed Mr. /Mrs/Miss. So and
se, ‘destined to hold their off-
ijces till the second coming of
Christ’.

Equally hypocratical is the
‘stepping-down’ process, which
too had made its occasional

autiful, and they weave their
songs about them. There is a
very intimate conmection between
our tears and emotions, and
where speech fails tears give
vcat to eur emotions.

It is in the wisdom of God that the AMERICAN
CEYLON MISSION Press which was the first Press in
Jaffna to be set up at Nallur in 1826 (with the help
of the CM'S, because of political exigencies) today
continues to function at 182, First Cross Street, Jaffna
under the Jaffna Diocese of the Churck\ of
India, the successors of the American Ceylon Mission.
