The United Nations has dec-
lared the 1990‘s the International
Decade for Natural Disaster
Reduction. The effort will bring
together the growing body of

prevention  information and
warning  systems that  Thelp
reduce human and financial
costs of floods, forest-fires,
locust plagues, mud-slides
earthquakes, droughts, volcanic
eruptions and violent storms,
hurricanes, land slides and
fleods.

The decade will provide the
frame-work into which the wide
variety of projects and activities-
ranging from hazard assessment
and warning to long term pro-
tective management-will be
introduced by national apd
international agencies, institutions
and nongevermnmental groups. A
number of UN agencies like the
UNDP’ UNEP, FAO, UNESCO
WHO, World Bank and IAEA
will be catalysts in impreving
strategies to mitigate the effects
of natural disasters, especially
among developing Countries.

Scientists and engineers will
participate in a series of expert
meetings throughout the decade.

PRIORITIES

The Sinhalese and Tamil New year festivities
were marked this year, for the first time im  seven
years, with spontaneous ebullitions of popular feeling.

In the rural areas where the large majority of
the people live, the emphasis was in reviving  the
traditional sports as cart racing and the competitive
. game of breaking the hard coconut (a variety of nut
meant for this sport) in which teams of stalwarts
are engaged, in vying with each other, in a public
«stadium’ in breaking the largest number of coconuts
belonging to their opponents. Resusciatating ~ Tamil
culture and traditions has received a new impetus in
Tamil areas after the ‘ethnic conflict” which since
July 1983 has claimed (according to TAMIL TIMES,
15.03.1990) at least over 30to 40 thousand  lives.
Mercifully, the communal line at the moment in
Sri Lanka is indistinct and blurred.

A significant feature of the activities this year
is the tidiness of the organisation, with community
leaders and volunteers taking an active share in see-
ing that diseipline prevailed at all levels and the
rules of the sport are strictly observed. For the first
time, special tracks were laid for cart races without
interfering with public transport on the roads.

There were no incidents reported of unhealthy
rivalry or ribaldry, Prizes were distributed at a
public function to winners for the unflagging zeal
with which they participated in these festivities which
entailed considerable effort and motivation.

It was a special source of delight for many
parents to have with them for the New year 1990
some of their sons in the flower of manhood, who

have been cut off or semi - detached from their hearths
and homes for long periods because of the political
climate in the land. The festivities, to these yeuth
and their families, were an occasion which admitted
to a budding excitement.

But FREEDOM is a far more heady emotion
than a sense of security or a mood of relaxation.
A number of significiant issues are yet to be solved
round the Table. Minister of Justice and Chairman
of the North — Eest PEACE Committee A.C.S.Hameed,
was in Jaffna on 13.04.1990, only hours before the
New vear was ushered in, having discussions with
Tamil leaders who are in control of the situation in Jaffna.

It is an auspicious augury that Minister Hameed
chose the dawn of a New vyear for crucial
talks.

The shifting temper of our tims towards relax-

tion and merriment should not blind us to some of:

the realities in the sensitive areas in the North and
East where recent unsavoury events reported, are a
pointer to the basic truth enshrined in the familiar

dictum :- ‘< a partly extinguished fire may soon be_

ignited’’.
