Rushdie recently breke his year
long silence by writing a seven
thousand word essay in one of
the Sunday papers entitled - ‘In
Good Faith’. In this he invited
«ordinary, deceat, fair-minded
Muslims” to recoasider the book
in an atmesphere ~of calm and
reason. In it he demied the
charge of blasphemy, regreted
the harm done to race relations
over the past year, and expres-
sed the hope that *‘the way for-
ward might be found through
mutual recognition of mutual
pain’’.

Tons of tranquility has characterised life in Jaffna
since mid February, 1990 when th: IPKF comu-
enced their re - induction procsss, on: /Presidsnt
Premadasa commencing a dialogue with the LTTE
and coming to an understanding with New Dzlhi
over the final deadline for the withdrawal of the
Indian PM ce Keeping Ferce in the North and East
of the Country. The deadline is 31st of March 1920

The dismantling of the bunkers, ths haading
over of  their tenancy of civilian houses, the
tempering of their miltance with-a strong dose of
pragmatism and the packing 'of ‘their belongings
without undue ceremony from areas which they had
‘held’ for well over two years wsare accomplished
by the IPKF in guicker time than. the psople
anticipated Simmnzring disputes of local factions did
not emerge as doomsday prophets predicted, leaving a
sombre trail.

Battle scars do remain in town and village
areas and in some places- a bewildering hodge-
podge of dilapidated buildings and toppled walls.
But the atmospherc in the north is no longer
tense.

Teams of householders buoyantly attemptiug jto
rebuild their hearths and homes and re-demarcate their
boundaries, famnestied [political § prisoners § arriving
from jails, long term detenues released from det-
ention centres, and above all inveterate encmies
ceasing their rouads of sniper fire, _have been scenes
in Jaffna whice have certainly constituted a euphoric

The dominant image which' all teen - age
children in Jaffna have had of theicinative country
is of armed people in camps or moving in vehicles,
of sheils exploding and killing Por! maiming inno-
ceats for life, of <«Chsacks’ and|’arrests  of **civilian
population, of parents waiting in clusters at gates
of detention centres, of schools closed indefinitely
and of < choppers’” ever gaining md>mentum through
steep banks of cumulous cloids over the Jcountry -
side or spiralling down on an improvised heli.- pad
on the village pasture - land. The total picture has

be:n one of war and dsvastation as a  normal
adjunct of life,
But most parts of the Jaffna Peninsula

are now returning to normal condition - No crude
road blocks or barriers litter the streats. No schools
close early because of teansion in the village. No
curfew is proclaimed covering' any part of the
peninsula. No dogs bark through the day and no
one calls for your Identity card at any point or in
any place and above all, there are no sounds of
war midst the Peace.
