¥ Psychology according to Plato and Aristotle
- J. A. Arulthasan

Here the word “Psychology” does not denote the empirical
Psychology; in Greek the word refers to a study “on man” or “on soul”.
Here Psychology unfolds about the relationship between the body and
- the soul. We shall see, what Plato and Aristotle say about the body and
the soul.

Plato was the disciple of Socrates; Plato bases his Philosophy
on Dualism. He had an idea of the Real world and the unreal world. The
real world is the world of Perfection and the unreal world is the shadow
of the Perfect world. The soul belongs to the Real world and the body
belongs to the unreal world. For Plato the soul is imprisoned in the
body, so they are two different substances contingently united in this
world, like a ship and its captain. The soul is superior to the body and
rules over the body.

The soul is one but it has three parts. They are rational soul,
irascible soul and concupiscent soul which are located in the head, the
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chest and the abdomen respectively. Only the rational soul is immortal.
Among these three parts of the soul, one part of the soul may dominate.
Therefore different characters could be identified in men. The Rational
soul would be dominant in rational ideal rulers and Philosophers.
Irascible soul would be dominant in the soldier type of people.
Concupiscent soul would be dominant in the workers, artisan type of
people and gypsies.

Aristotle was a faithful disciple of Plato. He is the inventor of
formal Logic. He worked in the fields of metaphysics, Logic, Natural
Science, Ethics, Political Science etc. Aristotle objected to Plato’s
notion of the Real world and the three parts of the soul. For Aristotle,
the animated body is a single substance, the body and the soul are bound
together in an inseparable union. For Aristotle there are three types of
soul form, They are :

(1) The nutritive or Vegetative soul

(2) The sensitive or animal soul and

(3) The rational soul.

The rational soul has also a distinction soul.

(I) The active intellect and

(IT) The passive intellect.

The vegetative soul is very essential for any living being. It can
exist by itself. Plants have only this type of soul form. Reproduction and
assimilation are the activities provided by the vegetative soul. Animals
have vegetative soul and animal soul. Due to the existence of the animal
soul animals are endowed with the power of movement, perception,
memory and desire etc. Human beings have vegetative soul and animal
soul and additionally crowned with the rational soul which makes man a
rational animal with intellect and will. '

3 Satyagraha: A Gandhian Perspective

Gandhi was a relentless seeker of Truth which became a truth
force for his struggles towards liberating the suffering humanity.

Satyagraha means holding on to truth or insistence on truth.
Since the only way to attain Truth is non-violence or love, Satyagraha is
the relentless pursuit of truthful ends by nonviolent means. Satyagraha
can be undertaken only for Social good and not for personal gain or to
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defend a wrong cause. Since Satyagraha is one of the most powerful
methods of direct action, a Satyagrahi exhausts all other means before
be resorts to Satyagraha.

The aim of Satyagraha is not to crush, defeat or punish the
opponent. But it is meant vitly to convert him. Satyagrahi should believe
in the inherent goodness of human nature and also in the spiritual
kinship with the adversary. A Satyagrahi should not use abusive or
insulting language. He will always try to overcome evil by good, anger
by love, untruth by Truth and himsa by Ahimsa.

In Gandhian Satyagraha self-sacrifice or suffering has an
important place. Gandhi even called satyagraha the law of suffering. If
violence is used against the adversary, it hurts not only the evil, but also
the evil-doer. And this is against thé principle of Ahimsa. A Satyagrahi
should not only suffer but even find joy in suffering.

Non-cooperation includes all nonviolent resistance for the
vindication of truth. Non-cooperation may include strikes, walk-outs,
hartal and resignations from officers and titles. The utiimate, most
potent and infallible weapon in the armoury of a Satyagrahi is fasting.
In the other forms of Satyagraha, suffering is inflicted on the Satyagrahi
by the opponent but in fasting suffering is self-imposed. Fasting unto
death is the final weapon in the hands of a Satyagrahi. It is not a suicide.
Suicide directly puts an end to the natural desire for life. Fasting on the
contrary, is undertaken to convert the adversary and thus remedy an
injustice in society. It is the highter expression of the prayer of a pure
loving heart. The Satyagrahi must possess spiritual fitness and a clear
vision. In it there can be no room for lack of faith, anger, impatience, or
selfishness.Infinite patience, firm resolve, single mindedness of purpose
and perfect calm must be a necessary there.

4. Self-transcendence — the base of mystical experience

Every human being is a religious creature in all its aspects. The
quest for God or the Absolute takes different, varied and unimaginable
paths.
