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GLOBAL EDUCATION

Global education is about implementing the vision required to move to a model of
partnership between peoples, cultures and religions at micro and macro levels.
Transformative learning through global education involves a deep, structural shift in the
basic premises of thought, feelings and actions. It is an education for the mind as well as for
the heart. Thisimplies a radical change towards inter connectedness and creates possibilities
forachieving more equality, social justice, understanding and cooperation amongst people.

The United Nations Secretary - General launched the Global Education First Initiative (GEFI)
in September 2012 to spur renewed efforts to reach global education goals. By rallying a
broad spectrum of world leaders and advocates, GEFl aims to raise the political profile of
education, inspire new partnerships and mobilize additional funding to deliver on the
promise of Education for all. In the words of the seci’etary general, when we put education
first, we can reduce poverty and hunger, end wasted potential and look forward to stronger
and bettersocietiesforall.

President Barack Obama states, The source of America's prosperity has never been merely
how ably we accumulate wealth, but how well we educate our people. This has never been
truer than it is today. As we all know, where our best job qualification is not what we do, but
what we know - education is no longer just a pathway to opportunity and success, it's a
prerequisite for success.

As a result of independence among countries, the world we live in has evolved into a
globalised system. Recent history unquestionably shows that the lives of the men and
women of this planet may be affected by events and processes thousands of kilometres
away.

PRIZE DAY ADDRESS 2012
By Rt. Revd. G. Shantha K. Francis
Bishop of Kurunagala

Ven. Archdeacon and Chairman, my dear
Rev. Fathers, the Principal, the Vice
Principals, the Secretary CMS schools, Head
Masters and Sectional Heads, my dear
members of staff, distinguished members,
visitorsand my dear children.

| was travelling to Jaffna from Kandy and |
was passing the University of Peradeniya.
While passing the university | saw two
donkeys tied close to the trees by the
roadside. A simple question: Will those
donkeys ever become graduates some day?

| was going through the archdeacon's library
yesterday when suddenly | saw a rat on a
bookshelf. A simple question: Will this rat
become anarchdeacon one day?

In my library at the Bishop's house there are
a lot of cockroaches. Will these cockroaches
ever become bishops? What | am trying to
say is that we as parents have a beautiful
dream when sending our children to school.
A dream of possible University Education
with a recognized degree, going abroad for
higher studies, holding managerial positions
etc. but, what we forget in the rush is the
formation for our children. It’s only the
formation that makes him a successfulhuman
being. Academic achievements do qualify
him forthat, no doubt!

| say this with concern my dear friends. It's
only last week in a leading school in
Kurunegalawe experienced another suicide,
a young boy who was returning from A/L

examinations. He had taken an overdose of
narcotic drugs. As R.C Witachi said, the
seven horsemen have come. I'll explain that.
In Sri Lanka today, in the age group of 14-25
years, 6 out of 10 are hard narcotic addicts.
This is a very dangerous situation. There
were two people who contributed a lot
towards anti narcotic work in this country,
one is Professor Nanda-dasa Kodagoda and
the other was Doctor Nandasena Ratnapala.
Unfortunately both are no more, and as a

" result, the anti narcotic mission has suffered

in this country. This situation has harmed
ouryoungergenerationand adultsas well.

My dear teachers and parents, it is not only
the syllabus that matters or academic
achievement that we aim for. There is some-
thing else we need to think of. This boy who
committed suicide had to spend 10,000
rupees a day. He was obtaining heroine. Just
before he was admitted to the hospital he
was in a bad situation. I had to speak to him. |
asked him, 'how did you manage to get
10,000 rupees?' And he said his father was a
businessman who distributed fish to the
entire town and suburbs. He wears a national
kit and he has a few lakhs of rupees in one
pocket and a few lakhs in the other. He has
to go for the auction every day early in the
morning at 3 o'clock. | used to take 5000
rupees from one pocket and another 5000
from the other. This went on for4 to 4 %
months. The father did not come to know of
this. He was not aware. We as parents should
be very very vigilant about the activities of
our children.

St.Johw’s College
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The youngest narcotic addict, a ganja addict
foundin Kandy, isonly 8 years old. This boy is
identified. We do not know the unidentified.
| questioned him several times and he said
“my mother is a doctor, and my father is
abroad. My mother wakes me up at 6.00 am
for the first tuition class from 6 to 7 and the
second from 7 to 7.45. Then she drops me at
school. When | go to school | get tired. In the
class | sleep. After school | have three tuition
classes. The last one is over by about 6.45. |
catch the last bus to my place. My mother is
busy in the hospital. She has told the bus
conductor to drop me near our place. As |
usually fall asleep, the conductor wakes me

”

up.

“Afew months after an uncle sat beside me.
| felt asleep on his lap. It became a daily
habit. One day he said, “Putha, are you
tired?” “Yes, of tuition classes” | said. Just
put this into your mouth and keep it under
your tongue. You'll become something. It
felt as if something happened to him. “I|
couldn't remember anything during the
day”. This is how the child was introduced to
heavy narcotics and became a narcotic
addict. Now he isin a rehabilitation camp.

Now, I'm sure you all like to listen to a story.

In the Indian Ocean there was a little fish
who attended a leading school and this fish
had a problem, thatis, as to where the ocean
is. Her teacher had told her that the Indian
Ocean is vast and had many species of fish,
who spoke different languages. So this little
fish asked her amma where the ocean is,
amma of course was busy and lost her
temper, and she said go and find for yourself.
She was disappointed but asked appa as to
where the Ocean is, appa said the water you
feel and see around yourself is the ocean.

Just swim across you will find other fish like
you but totally different to one another. Yet
they all belong to the Indian Ocean; And
appa said the Ocean consists of one big
family, of fish who speak different languages.

We are like Indian Ocean. We speak different
languages. Still the ocean is us. And that is
the education we need. We belong to
different regions and that is the education
that today's children need. | speak from my
experience. Though I'm from the hill
country, | am a Tamil, | never studied Tamil. |
was amazed at the boy who spoke Tamil and
| couldn't. My education was in Sinhala from
grade 1. The problem is that we don't realize
that we are in the ocean. It belongs to us.
We're searching for life. What s life. It's like a
fish. Itisright here.

Sometimes our system works very fast. We
ask, 'What is life? Like a fish, it's right here.'
In the Principal's report he says music is the
language of the world. Each human being is
the citizen of the world and we have to look
beyond our boundaries. It is only then that
we experience real brotherhood,
reconciliation, peace and harmony. In my
one and a half years as Bishop, whenever |
go to Colombo for meetings, the deacons in
the Church, ask me, “Bishop, aren't you
going for reconciliation? Aren't you going to
Geneva?” “There is a workshop on reconci-
liation for three weeks in Geneva.” Why
should we go to Geneva? Let us come back
to our ocean, to Jaffna, Polgahawela,
Kurunegala, Colombo and feel that we are
one, that our ocean is part of Sri Lanka, and
that we are one and that we should be one.

Hello everyone — how's everybody doing
today? | know that it's your first day and
some of you are probably wishing it were still
summer, and you could've stayed in bed just
alittle longer this morning.

| want to talk to you about your education.
I've talked to your teachers, parents and to
your .government about their
responsibilities for giving you the
opportunities you deserve. But at the end of
the day, we can have the most dedicated
teachers, the most supportive parents, and
the best schools in the world —and none of it
will matter unless all of you fulfill your
responsibilities; unless you pay attention to
those teachers, listen to your parents and
putinthe hard work it takes to succeed.

Every singlgone ofyou hassomethingyou're
good at. And you have a responsibility to
youtself to discover what that is. Maybe you
could be a good writer — but you might not
know it until you write a paper for your
English class. Maybe you could be an
inventor — maybe even good enough to
come up with the next iPhone — but you
might not know it until you do a project for
your science class.

And no matter what you want to do with
your life — | guarantee that you'll need an
education to do it. And what you make of
your education will decide your own life,
your own future and the future of this
country. If you don't do well —if you quit on
school —you're not just quitting on yourself,
you're quitting onyour country.

My father left my family when | was two
yearsold, and | was raised by a single mother
who struggled to pay the bills and wasn't
able to give us things the other kids had.

But | was
fortunate. | got the opportunity to go to
college and follow my dreams.

Maybe some of you don't have adultsin your
life to give you the support you need.

Butat
the end of the day, the circumstances of your
life are not an excuse for neglecting your
homework, having a bad attitude, talking
back to your teacher, or cutting class. Where
you are right now doesn't have to determine
where you'll end up. No one's written your
destiny. You write your own destiny.

FIFA World Cup

The third President of FIFA, Jules Rimet
brought the world's strongest soccer teams
together to battle for the Championship.

The first world cup held in Uruguay had only
thirteen tearms. Many European teams
didn't take part in the tournament because
they refused to travel all the way to Uruguay.
The first FIFA World Cup was held in July
1930. Argentina, Uruguay, the United States
and Yugoslavia qualified for the semi-finals.
In the final, hosts and pre-tournament
favourites Uruguay defeated Argentina 4-2
in front of a crowd of 93,000 people, and
became the first nation to win the World
Cup.

There are also some strange facts about the
world cup trophy. Once the world cup trophy
was stolen. It was later found buried under a
tree in England by a dog named Pickles.
When England won the trophy that year, as a
reward, Pickles was invited to the celebra-
tion banquet.

In later years, the trophy risked falling into
the hands of occupying troops. So, the
Italian Vice-President of FIFA, Dr.Ottorino
Barassi, hid the trophy in a shoe-box under
his bed throughout the Second World War
and thus saved it.

There have been seventeen tournaments
since 1930 but only seven winners. The
original Trophy of FIFA World Cup named the
Jules Rimet cup, was 35cm in height and
made of sterling silver —it was gold plated as
well. This trophy is now permanently owned
by Brazil after its third victory in 1970. The
currenttrophyis 36cmin heightand made of
18 carat gold. The winner retains the trophy
until the next world cup and is then given a
gold-plated replica. All the teams are now
waiting for the chance to drink from the
world's most famous cup.

The second rule, is Do it now. It's not what
we do but what we don't get done in time
thatwearsusout.

The third rule is, Make use of your waiting
time to get little tasks done. Many
postponed jobs could be completed in those
stretches of time, which come to all of us
every day...time spent waiting for someone
or something. An analysis shows that the
average individual spends three years of his
lifetime just waiting.

Robert Louis Stevenson seldom left home
without two books in his pocket - one to read
and one in which to jot down notes. Thomas
Edison set up a laboratory in the luggage van
and between peddling sandwiches on trains,
conducted experiments. Making use of
one's waiting time usefully could 'add'
another three years to one's life and give
him/heran advantage over others.

The fourth rule is, Learn when to say “No”
and when to say “Yes.”

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The visit to the Sinharaja Rainforest
A fleld study

As the members of the Nature Appreciation
Club of St. John's College, five of our
students got the chance to visit the world
heritage forest in Sri Lanka, the Sinharaja
forest. The students who got the chance to
visit this forest were Brahman, Dhuhinthan,
Kishanthujan, Rishivarmanand|.

Before we went to the Sinharaja forest, we
had a workshop at Holy Family Convent by
the Nature Appreciation Club of Jaffna.
There, we got enough information about
Sinharaja forest.

On the scheduled date (11th of August) we
started our journey from Holy Family
Convent at5.30p.m. We reached the Science
Faculty of the University of Colombo at
5.00a.m.There, we were joined b\} students
from four schools in Colombo. They were
Thurstan College, Colombo, Rathnawali
Balika Vidyalaya, Gampaha, Yasodara Devi
Balika Maha Vidyalaya, Gampaha and G B
Senanayaka Maha Vidyalaya, Ekala. We had
a pep talk by Prof. Sarath Kotagama, who is
the President of the Field Ornithology Group
of Sri Lanka. The Field Ornithology Group of
Sri Lanka af‘ranged this field trip under the
theme “Reconciliation through Nature”.

After having our lunch, we started our
journey to Sinharaja forest. We reached
Sinharaja forest at 5.00p.m. From the
entrance, we walked some distance to reach
“Martin's Lodge - the only lodge in the
vicinity. On the way, we saw some small

waterfalls, beautiful flowers and trees.
When we reached Martin's Lodge we were
asked to take a bath and get ready for study

time.

During the study time we were divided into 4
groups, and a leader was selected for each
group. We were given a green overcoat, a
brochure, a pair of anti-leech socks and an
activity book. We were asked to select a
bird's name as our name —this was to be our
name in the forest. Next, we had our dinner
and wentto bed at 10.00pm.

Next day, our first task was to climb the
second highest mountain peak in the
Sinharaja, the Mullawella Peak. It is about
180m in height. On the way, we saw many
blood sucking leeches —they were a menace
indeed! As instructed, we poured Eau de
Cologne on the leeches. The anti-leech
socks, too, proved to be very effective.

As we ascended, we were explained that
Sinharaja forest comprises of 2 types of
forests. 'One is the Dipterocarpus forests
that occur in the valleys and on their lower
slopes. Here almost pure stands of Hora
(Dipterocarpus zeylanicus) and Bu Hora
(Dipterocarpus hispidus) can be seen. The
other forest type is the secondary forest and
scrub that now occurs where the ariginal
forest cover has been removed by shifting
cultivation or other tree removal operations.
In other places rubber and tea plantations
have replaced the forest. Mesua-Doona
(Shorea) forest, the climax vegetation over
most of the reserve, covers the middle and
upperslopes above 500m’
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When climbing, we plucked the leaves of
different plants and trees at different
heights (for a later activity). Panting and
gasping for breath, we approached the top.
After a tiring journey, we were finally at the
top of the second highest peakin Sinharaja —
but the sight in front of us invigorated us.
The scenery was magnificent at the top. It
was full of mist. | managed to see a valley
between two mountains.

We stayed there for some time and started
to climb downhill towards the research
centre in the forest where Prof. Sarath
detailed us everything we needed to know
about the forest. Next, we headed back to
our residence, had a bath, did an activity
with the leaves we had collected, ate dinner
and wentto bed.

Onthesecond day, we wentto see the oldest
tree inSinharaja - a Nawada tree, endemic to
Sri Lanka. It was about 43m in height. After
marvelling at its age and majesty, we trekked
back to our residence, collecting Nepanthis
on the way to do an activity later that
evening.

On the way, Prof. Sarath showed us many
birds- Sri Lanka Hanging Parrot, endemic to
Sri Lanka, Sri Lanka Red Faced Malkoha,
endemic and very rare, the Malabar Trogan,
Sri Lanka Magpie, beautiful and endemic
and the Sri Lanka Orange-Billed Babbler, an
endemic bird. We frequently saw the Sri
Lanka Yellow Fronted Barbet and many
Babblers. We also saw the three species of
popular birds - the Common Wood-Shrike,
Sri Lanka Crested Drongo and the Greater
Racket-Tailed Drongo.

That night, Prof. Sarath did a presentation on
Sinharaja and we did an activity using the
Nepanthis we had collected earlier on in the
day. And on the following day, day three, we
first went to see the Pinus forest. The land's
surface was fully covered with Nepanthis.
There, we did anactivity.

That night, we had to, in groups, submit a
thirty-paged article about what we did in the
last 3 days. It was a challenging task for us
because we didn't have enough time. We
planned the task meticulously and set about
doing it. It took more than 6 hours to
complete that article. On the fourth and the
final day, we submitted our articles to Mr.
Martin and Prof. Sarath. After that, we took
many group photographs and at about
1.00p.m., after having our lunch, we started
our journey back to the university. There, we
handed over the socks and the overcoats to
the officials. We were given a participation
certificate and a memento — with signatures
of all the members who participated in the
field trip.

There was another session of photo taking.
We took one last group photograph with all
the members and officials who participated
in the programme. And so ended one of the
most unforgettable and rewarding

experiencesin my life.

Next was the final lap of our journey - we left
the University of Col_ombb at 5.00p.m. and
started our journey back to Jaffna like
'whining school-boys, creeping like snails,
unwillingly to school...”
