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President’s Message

I am deeply honoured and take pride in forwarding this message to the Souvenir, which marks the occasion of the
‘Kalai Vizha’ organised by the past pupils of Vadamarachi Hindu Girls College to be held in Canada. It's a :
milestone in the short period of its existence, as this cultural show is the first of its kind, but it is intended to be ~ :
held annually.

In 1944 a few wise and philanthropic minded men realised the need to establish a school to impart education for
the girls of the area based on the traditions and culture of hinduism. Since its inception in that year the cherished 3
ideals of the Founding Fathers have been fulfilled beyond expectations.

The institution with its strong foundation has stood firm during turbulent times which strengthened rather than
weaken its ideals for which it was established. Its achievements are splendid having successfully completed 60  :
years last year. The school rapidly developed to be a Grade 1 institution due to honest, sincere and diligent work ~ $
of principals like Misses Canagasabai and Sarawanamuttu during its infancy. There were set backs in the 60s due :
to the take over by the government but thanks to these Leaders, the school still continued to progress and reached
its peak during Mrs. Kanagasunderam’s period as principal but the benefits of the hard work of her predecessors  :
contributed in no small measure to this success. During this time many of our students entered the Arts, Science, :
Medical, Engineering and other Faculties at Colombo, Peradeniya and Jaffna. The school net ball team became
the All Island champions - an achievement unparalleled in the history of Jaffna Schools. This remarkable victory
was ensured by the efficient coaching of the then PTI, Miss S. Sinnathamby. This golden era came to an end with
the onset of unsettled conditions in Jaffna. As with all other schools in Jaffna, civil disturbances hindered many
activities of the school.

The school continued to serve the people by offering shelter to displaced persons of Vadamarachy. It shared its
: premises with Methodist Girls High School during their time of crisis. This trend of providing shelter continues
: even to this day as Tsunami refugees also sought protection in the school last year. This had its repercussions too.
: This school is not given any help by the Government to clean up the damage caused to the furniture and other
facilities, while Tsunami affected schools in the coastal areas were granted funds for rehabilitation. Hence we
have received urgent and desperate appeals from the principal for help to attend to repair work. The students are
hard hit by lack of basic facilities such as clean drinking water, toilet facilities and shortage of furniture.

The Past Pupils of Vada Hindu in Canada are working hard in a united effort to collect as much funds as we could

to alleviate at least some of the problems faced by the school. The Colombo branch of the association is @

continuing to render invaluable service to the school. This branch was responsible for providing play ground

facilities, without which the students struggled to hold even their annual sports events. They also maintain, under 3

their direct supervision, Pamathy Karunai [llam - a home for needy children. Part of the funds collected in Canada

goes to help this home. You will find in this publication, a contribution by Mrs. J. Chandrasekaram, one of its
: founder members, on this subject. We would gladly welcome any well wishers who like to sponsor these needy
¢ children.

Our activities include an annual picnic which gives an opportunity for the members to come together with their :
families and discuss ways and means of helping our Alma Mater.

I take this opportunity to thank all our members and well wishers who actively participated in building this
association and continue to give support in many ways.

Our motive is genuine and golden - to serve the less fortunate in the land of our birth. Serving the people is like
serving God. We appeal to all to join us in our efforts to give a helping a hand to the needy and less fortunate. We
feel there are many more past pupils in Canada who can still reach us and extend their helping hand. I wish the
association success in its future endeavours. : :

This home is situated in Point Pedro, the home town of our college, in the bungalow donated to us by the
family members of the late Pamathy Thanabalasundaram.

We have completed 4 years on the 15th of July, 2005. Inaugurated with seven inmates, a matron,
watcher and cook with donations and sponsors from well wishers, we overcame our initial problems. The
children were happy. They were well fed and clothed and were helped in their studies by an old girl, a
retired teacher. Even at that time we held back many applicants for want of finance and accommodation.
But with the disaster of tsunami we could accommodate only 3 more. We are saddened that we cannot
accommodate more destitute children. As it is we need sponsors for the additional children. The cost of
living in Sri Lanka is sky-rocketing and we now need a minimum of Rs. 6,000/= per month per child. As
for accommodation there is another dilapidated house adjoining the present bungalow and with donations
from well wishers the house could be repaired to admit more needy children.
