We all had to wear
potu to the class. But 6 students did not have it on that day. They were asked to stand outside the
classroom. I took off my Potu and joined them as well to support them. We were all asked to go
home and fix the potu and then come back to class. We had a good time going to my home - Took
extra time to socialize with each other and roam around looking for mangoes and Tamarind
trees and by throwing stones and knocking them to the ground and having a good time. It was
exciting and thrilling to join my friends and feel what it was like to engage in behaviour that
was not considered appropriate. 2 hours later, we came back to class with the potu. Teacher was
disappointed that I had joined the others and scolded me for doing so. She also told my mother
and I got a scolding at home as well after school.

After my school years, I contacted her in Canada when I came to know she was here. She was in
Montreal but would come to Toronto periodically. Every time she came down, I made time to
meet with her, either at her sister’s home or we would go out for lunch. 1 did visit her in Montreal
as well. Myself, my mother and children also made a trip to the Hindu temple in Quebec, a
couple of hours drive from Montreal and spent the whole day with her. That was a great trip and
a wonderful time. Once I sent my mom to Montreal for a week, following the teacher’s insistence
to have her. They both were teachers for 50 years in the same school. That time my mom was
very feeble and weak, so she was taken care of by teacher for a week. Teacher fed her (Idly and
Hopper) with her own hands. Amma came back very strong to Toronto.with very high spirits
and a positive attitude. I am so grateful to her for her care and kindness. She and my mom have
climbed the famous church’s on their knees together — They had so many memorable days and
events. She used to call me weekly; I too was in touch with her regularly. We miss her a lot. It has
been a great loss for us - For all the students and teachers who knew her and whose lives she had
touched.
