grand parents and well wishers of all persuasions. All such people of integrity form
an integral part in the life of a school that provides the essence of education for a
purposeful life. While the exciting prize winners are duly honoured and recognized
with an array of prizes on this occasion, an opportunity is extended to those gathered
around to assess and evaluate the progress made during the period under review. As

such, itis with great pleasure we extend to you all a very warm and cordial welcome.




Chairman Sir, as Rural Dean and Chaplain of the school, you are no stranger to this
platform or the school premises around. You are our Guardian Angel, residing right in
front of our entrance. None of us can forget how you led and cared for your flock during
the time of displacement. Your presence here this morning is a source of inspiration and we

are confident of your continued support for the welfare of the school.

We are indeed very pleased to have with us this morning as our gracious Chief Guest, our
revered neighbour, the beacon of light to the people of Jaffna, the Most Reverend
Dr. Thomas Savundaranayagam, Bishop of Jaffna whose presence has given an aura to this

momentous occasion.

Born in the Island of Kayts Your Lordship had your early education at St.Antony's College
Kayts. From there, you moved to St.Patrick's College, Jaffna and joined St.Martin's
Seminary for your preliminary training in priesthood (1953-1957). Subsequent to this, you
proceeded to Ampitiya where you underwent training for a period of seven years and

qualified in Philosophy and Theology.

Your Lordship was ordained as Priest on 21* December 1963 and the first appointment was
at Jaffna Cathedral. After serving in the districts of Jaffna and Mannar for a few years, left
for Bangalore for further studies and obtained a diploma in Theological Studies. On your
return from Bangalore you took over as Director, Religious Education of the Jaffha
Diocese covering the areas of Nallur, Periyavilaan, Naanaddan and Vangalai (1973-
1977). Thereafter you went to Rome and gracefully obtained a Ph.D. in Biblical Theology

from the University of Urban.

Your Lordship was appointed the first Bishop of Mannar when it became a separate
diocese in 1981. In July 1992 you were transferred as Bishop of Jaffna. You have also been

elected the Vice President twice at the Bishops' Conference.




We welcome Your Lordship most warmly and thank you most profusely for performing an

arduous and additional task of distributing the prizes.

We wish to thank the Field Director Mr Brian Moo Sany of the C.C.F.C. resident in

Colombo for visiting us twice. once in Junce last vear and again in January this vear.
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His visit hag helped us to organize our projects in a more systematic method. We thank
for his advice and guidance and the head office in Canada that continues to help us

sustain the school.

PRINCIPAL’'S COMMENTS
REFORMS IN GENERAL EDUCATION - MERITS AND
DEMERITS B

Our country has seen many changes in the system of school education, some of them for
the better, while others have only left the young guinea pigs of such experiments. Now, a
new approach is being currently adopted in Schools Island wide. These recent changes

have been received with mixed feelings by both parcents and educationists.

However, there are a few salient features in the new reforms like development of rural
schools; improvement of English teachers, a grant to schools, inplits necessary for quality

improvement.

The development of échools in rural areas is a welcome move incorporated in the reform.
This had been a long felt need which the successive Governments in the past had
neglected. Had it been progressively developed quite some time ago not only our literacy
rate would have gone up but also the question of the ugly standardization on district basis

wotild not have cropped up. Though belated. this aspect of the reform is far reaching.

On the other hand, the school based assessment is a new concept. Here the.maintaining
of pupil portfolios in curricular and co-curricular attainments is a tedious task faced by
teachers. They find it difficult to cope with the large number of students in a class. But
whereas in other countrics where this system is prevalent, it is oésérved that the number.
of students are very much less and moreover these couﬁltrics are well equipped with all

facilities. However it is hoped that this system would see the light of the day in the

course of time.
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Another observation made by this commission in its introductory report is that the
successive Governments in the past have been the cause of the breakdown in the system of
education. The Commission laments for the generation of students who have suffered as a
result of adhoc changes made by the successive Governments from time to time. Time in
and time out, this has been the story of reform makers to point an accusing finger at one

another to justify new reforms.

Unfortunately we in Jaffna are still not well informed about the changes, though they are
more than a year old in the South. Textbooks received for children are often very late and
short in supply. The parents at times blame the school if their children don't get the books.

We therefore appeal in earnest to the officials concerned for remedial measures.

In our times we have two persons who have been and are towering personalities amidst

all forms of Violence, championing “the sacredness and inviolability of Human L.ife".

POPE JOHN PAUL I

Pope John Paul Il is recognized as a world religious leader who stands up for all
Religious values which men hold and cherish in life, He is the most widely known and
travelled Religious Leader today, promoting World Peacbe. In this agé when huge strides
have been made in the field of science and technology, instead of promoting life, often
they have become a threat to human life. Today it is appalling to learn that more human
lives are destroyed by abortion in the medical clinics than by actual war. In our own
country daily 500 abortions are performed, most of them, illegally.- As against this
'\‘/iolence to human life,.Pope John Paul Il has valiantly defended the sacredness and the
inalienable rights of the unborn child telling the Governments and the leaders of the
world that it is their bounden duty to uphold the inalienable right of the unborn child to

life.

Those of us who hold the Judeo Christian revelation, it is our belief that every man is
created in the image of God and thus bestowed with an immortal soul, destined for
eternal and everlasting life.

As I conclude this speech may I say that a total societal crisis needs a total solution, an
adjustment here, a change there will amount to only cosmetic changes and will not bring
about lasting solution. After fifty years of Independence our Country is experiencing the
throes of the arrival of a new society. We are still in the tunnel and we don't see the light
at the end. Despite so much tragedy and suffering, we believe and hope our resources of
civilization, spirituality and common sense can triumph provided we eschew all forms
of violence, accept each other as brothers and sisters and begin to trust each other as we
work to usher in a new era in the coming millennium.

The science laboratory put up in 1948 was another landmark in science
education. The physics, chemistry and binlogy section had to be manned
not only by efficient teachers but also by capable lab assistants MWS
8s we usually call him joined as a lab assistant in physics in 1995,
For a short time he was understudy to Vellasamy who was the phvsics
lab custodian. Lab assistants at that time were not qualified for the
job. But the watchful eves of the teachers in charge with a genuine
desire to assist these men coupled with the discinline that St John’s
is noted made these assistants reach mastery of all apparatus, gadsets
and specimens under their care.

MWS was a versatile man He was a Jack and master of many trades
especially mechanical and electrical undertakings. He took to the custodyof the
physics lab as a duck takes to watsr. Practical examination along
with theory were compulsory then for A/L students to gain entry into the
University. MWS learnt his job so quickly that he even assisted many
students to perform their practical without error He was a  verv
reliable and conscientious worker making the teachers” work during
practical so Easy.

Apart from his duties in the lab he was very often summ-ned to do
electrical work in the college and assist in many functions which needed
electrical skill He also supervised some buildings constructed either
in school or outside. He had much ingenuity in mechanical work that
he was able to put to shape an almost abandoned old model ford car
which had all its parts except the horn making a noise. Ha used this
sar for several years to travel from Uduvil to College

The first cricket score board in Jaffna used by St. John’s and which
could be manually operated for each run scored was his innovation.

He left college in 1983 and I lost track of him after T left St. John’s
a little earlijer. He was very fervent in his Christian faith. A very
humble man always having a smile and ever ready to help were key
characteristics of his very useful life both to himself, his family and
to the world at large. Thers will be many who hiad known his family
intimately will not only feel a sense of loss but would like to pay a
humble tribute to his endearing character that magnetized his closeness
to other.

The following poem, whose author is unkunown to me, was his favourite
poem, which was read at his funeral service by Dr. Dante J. Thurairatnam,
depicts Ernest Champion’s relationship with God and his attitude
towards life.

“I asked for strepgth that I might achieve,

i was given weakuess that might learn to obey.
asked for health that Imight do great things,
was given infirmity that I might do better things.
asked for riches that I might be happy.

was given poverty that I might be wise

asked for power that I might have the praise of men,
was made weak that 1 might feel the need of God.
agked for all things that I might emjoy life,

was given life that I might enjoy all things.

got nothing I asked for

But everything I hoped for.

And almost despite myself.

I among men am most richly blessed.

Despite the sorrow of losing, before he was a year old, the mother who
gave birth to him, and the pain and agony of not knowing her love, he
always felt that God ampiy blessed him when his aunt, Soranam Scott,
became his surrogate mother. He had very fond and pleasant memories
of growing; up in the home provided by my grandparents, Soranam and
Thuraisamy Scott, whom he called Amma and Papa. When the Scott .
family moved from Malaysia to Jaffna, before the ouset of the Second
World War, Emest, along with BE. T and R. R.Scott, was enrolled at
St. John’ s College. Ernest often told me he felt blessed and privileged
to be part of the Scott household and attend St. John® s College, especially
during the era of the famous Johnian sportsman, R.R. Scott. Ernest was the
envy of his classmates because he lived under the same roof as R.R Scott.
The death of R.R Scott on January 3, 1999 had a profound effect on
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Ernest Champion as the last link to the family he crew up with  was
sgvered with the passing away of his nero.

It was in 1956 that Erpest staried a family of his own when he married
Peace Seevamalar Sesvaratnam. Peace was his strength, tranquility
companion, friend, confidant and counselor. Peace stood by him and
encouraged him through the many career changes that mnecessitated their
living in foreign countries. She was his biggest admirer andone who helped,
encouraged and spurred him to accomplish the heights he did,Their relationship
is aptly described in the words of George Elliot, **What greater thing
is there for two human souls than to feel that they are joined together
to strengthen each other in all labous, to minister to each other in all
sorrow, to share with each other in all gladness, to be omne with each
other in the silent unspoken memories?’’ It was the strength of their
love that gave Peace the cmotional and physical stamina to look after
her husband almost twenty -~ four hours a day during his illness the Ilast
three years. He truly was blessed to have had Peace as his life’s  partner.

He often remarked that his blessings increased manifold with the advent
of their children, Rohan and Rosha. His devotion to his children is
best described in the words of William Wordsworth: ‘<Exceeding was
the love he bare to (them).’’ They were “*His heart and his heart’s
joyl”” He was extremely proud of them and their achievements Rohan, who
had a very successful carcer as member of the senior executive management
teams of such bluechip companies as A T & T, Federal Express and IBM,
is now the President and Chicf, Executive Officer of his own company.
Rosha is a Professor of Medicine at the Medical College of Okio and
has her own clinic to provide medical care to the poor. They are Dboth
happily married and enjoying the pleasures of raising their children
Ernest and Peace surely were most richly blessed to have raised such
talented, loving and caring human beings.

Blessed was Ernest with an inquiring and razor sharp mind that-was
capable of grasping and analyzing the most complex literary and
philosophical concepts. He also had the ability to teach difficult
concepts to others at their ievel of understanding. His innate talent for
oral and written communicztion, sharpened by training in journalism,
made it easy for him to present to his audience lucidly, succinctly and
with masterful simplicity the subject matter of his choice. He was an
excellent speaker whose choice of words was jmpeccable and his
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articulation crisp. His memory was almost photographic and he dazzled
many a school boy and college student with his magaificent oration,
from memory, stanza after stanza of poetry. Oliver Goldsmith may as
well had the wonderment of Dr, Champion’s studeatls in mind when
he wrote:

“ And still they gaz’d, and still the wonder grew

That one small head could carry ali he knew”’

"Wonder we did at his repertoire of humorous ancedotes and his sense
of timing and masterful delivery. In Sri Lanka, Africa, England and
the States I have watched him regale studeats, friends and relatives
with a myriad of anecdotes. He got the material for his anmecdotes by
observing people and events.. To illusirate survival by one’swit,
he often narrated the following incident that he observed while he was
a teacher at Jaffna College. On this particular day while he was cutting
across the Brown Field, during his lunch hour, he saw a group of
middle school boys playing cricket. As he stopped to observe, he
witnessed a boy take a beautiful catch in slips and heard the bowler
scream ‘‘How’s that?'’ Obviously the burly batsman was out and the
schoolboy umpire enthusiasticaily barked, ‘‘out’” with the customary
raised finger. Wanting to bat longer, even though he knew he was
out, the burly batsman walked up to the umpire with his bat menacingly
raised and asked threateningly, ‘*Did you.say out?’’ The umpire, fearing
bodily harm, reacted quickly by yelling at the top of his iungs, *‘No
ball, not out.’’

A sharp and inquiring mind, an excellent memory, asense of humour,
the talent: to communicate effectively, the ability to motivate and inspire
others to learn and the skill to lead by example are critical ingredients
‘to be a truly successful teacher.As a teacher Ernest Champion was blessed with
these qualities. I had the good fortune of learning under him at Jafina College
-and Bowling Green State University. He was one of the best teachers
1 had. Asan educator he challeoged us to broaden the vistas of our
horizon by opening our minds to new ideas and to new challenges.
Above all, he was relentless in his expectation of us to think for ourselves,
to analyze any given situation and to devise answers or solutions. At the
high school level he required us to read the English newspaper daily
and to propose alternative views to the editorial of the day. He wanted
-his students to be aware of what was happenisg in the world around us,
question the veracity and plausibility; of the written work so that we
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may learn to avoid the pitfall of accepting 1t as the gospel. Both in
the classroom and in the sports field he demanded the Mathew Arnold,
father he did upraise with zeal

“The humble good the ground,
Sternly repressest the bad!’’

Dr. Champion expecied discipline from his students both in the
classroom and in the playing field. Yet, he did pot believe in using
the rod to discipline the recalcitrant. He thought the rod, the sword
and the gun were the weapons of the weak. This stance did not make
him very popular with those individuals and institutions that preached
and practised the use of physical force as the main form of discipline.
Yet, he was firm in his conviction that there are consequences to be
paid for failure to follew the moral and ethical concepts sanctioned by
the ccormunily end the scciety at large. God did not, he would say,
resort to physical torture to punish man for the original sin. Instead,
He levied a greater punishment. He denied man the privilege of
communing with Him in person. Following the example of his Master,
Ernest Champion preferred deprivation as the method of punishment.
The following story relates how he handled a recalcitrant student in 1957, as
the track and field ceach, he produced one of the strongest teams in that
decade at Jaffna College. The team was slated to win the championship
at the Group Meet and do well in the Public Schools’ Meet later in
'the year. The first event at the Group Mceet was the 100  yards relay.
‘A star athlete was also a member of the 110 and 400 yards relay teams,
decided he did not want to run the 110 yards relay, the very first
‘event. Instead of informing his captain and obtaining permission from
"his coach he chose to surreptitiously stand among the crowd while the
‘re-lay was run aad report to the coach after the event was over. Coach
Champion immediately walked the athlete to the Head Referee and
withdrew him from all of the events he was scheduled to participate
in. He then ordered the boy to leave the grounds. We were all appalled
that the coach had ruined our chance of securing the championship,
Getting wind of our disappointment, Coach Champion quickly gathered
the team for a briefing and explained his rationale for withdrawing the
boy from participation. He told us the boy was denied the opportunity
to be part of the tesm and to represent the college because he had let
the college down, ruined the teammates chance to participate in the
public Schools’ Meet and damaged the team spirit by deliberately not

running the relay, Later the coach also withdrew the colours given to
the boy for previous year’s performance. As I reflect back on the incident
now, John Donne’s pocm ¢*No man is an island. entire of itself, every
man is a piece of the coatinent, a part of the main'’, clarifies what our
coach was trying to imbibe in us. He taught us that we are ‘’part of
the main'’ and when our actions hurt the team, the society or the nation,
then we deserve 1o loose the privilege of being part of that eatity. We also
learned that doing our part and doing it well was more important and
that winning was not everything. He alsc taught us this concept in the
classroom through the study of Sir Henry Newboit’s poem, Vitai Lampada.

**There’s a breathless hush in the Close tc night-
Ten to make and the match to win
A bumping pitch and a blinding light,
An hour to play and the last man in.
And it’s not for the sake of a ribboned coat,
Or the selfish hope a season’s fame,
But hijs captain’s hand on his shoulder smote -—
“Play up! Playup! And play the game!’’

Others went to bat to create opportunities for Ernest Champion to pursue
higher education and employment abroad. The wheels for his post graduate
study at the University of London were set in motion when my
grandmother, Soranam Scott, wanted Ermest, who was at that time living
in Colombo and working as Editor of Times of Ceyloa, to live closer
to her. At. her request, my father, the late My. K, C. Thurairatnam, Junior
Vice Principal, Jaffna College, negotiated a post graduate scholarship
abroad and teaching post at Jaffna College for Ernest Champion with
the President, the Rev, Tr. S K. Bunker, and the Priacipal, the Late
Mr. K. A. Selliya. It wasat a cricket match in 1966 that the Chief
Justice of Sierra Leone, Mr. A. Nithianadan, who was on furlough,
discussed with Ernest Champion the possibilily of a position as a lecturer
at then Milton Margai Training College in Freetown, West Africa.
Within months the Champion family moved to Freetown and Ernest
began his four - year stint as lecturer at Milton Margai. At the request
of Ernest Champion my brother, Dante Thurairatnam, arranged a
fellowship for Ernest in 1970 to pursus a doctoral degree in English
at Bowling Green State University, Ohio

<«Freely did I get, more freely do I give now’’> a favorite expression
of Rev. Ratnanayagam, former chaplain of St. John’’ College, illustrates
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the ardor with which Dr. Chawmpion spent his life helping others. The
sceds of Joving and giving were sown early in his life when his surrogate
pareats, Soranam and Thuraisamy Scott instilled in him the scriptural
injunctior, ‘It iz more blessed to give than to receive.”” To acknowledge
the 1nfluence they had on him he wrote *To; Soranam and Thuraisamy
Scort who taught me how to love” in the preface of his book
s«ar. Baldwin, I Presume’’ From my training in psychology and my
sxperieace as a former school teacher, counsellor and administrator, [ find
the expression '’So much of what we kinow of love we learn at home”
to be true. Barb Upham writes, ¢‘Satisfaction and fulfiilment are by
products of love. They belong only to those who can reach beyond
tuerselves; to whom giving is more imporiant than receiving. *'His
life of giving as an independent adul: stasted when he graduated from
the University of Ceylon, and began teaching at St. John’ s College’
Jaffna, With his first pay chague he began supporting his uncle who was
handicapped. He dld this until the uncle passed away. There are many
relatives, friends and even strangers who were the recipients of  his
help and love. He helped many persoas find employment in Sierra
Leone, West Africa, and found scholarships for many others to pursue
higher education in the States. Helping others was a labour of Jove for
him aed be derived much pleasure in seeing others succeeding in life.
Dr  Albert Schweitzer, one of the greatest humanitarians of all times,
said, ¢ the only ones among you who will be really happy are those
who have songht and found how to serve.*’

in 1967, in my hour of need, Dr. Champion stretched his helping
hand to arrange a teaching job for me at Sierra Leone Grammar School,
Frestown. He also kept me in his home in Freetown so that I may
save enough money to go to the States to pursue higher education. Two
years later my brother, Dr. Dante Thurairatnam, had arranged a
scholarship for me at Bowling Green State University that paid for my
tuition. I had saved money for the living expenses but did not have
the travel money. Dr. and Mrs. Champion gave me the travel money
despite the fact money was tight for them since they also were moving
to Bowling Green State University for him to pursue a doctoral degree.
For the first couple of years at Bowling Green they both did menial
jobs during holidays to cover living expenses. Their gesture of
kindness reminds me of Mary Dobson’s peem, ¢‘From Far Tibet’’,
which Dr. Champion taught me in my Senior Class at Jaffna College,

«If one supply another’s need,
Not heeding his own woe,
A blessing, rich and great indeed,
Will God on him bestow.””

In my heart, [ know that Tod has bestowed this promised blessing on
Dr. Champion, who crossed over on April 22, 1999 to his eternal home.
His family and his frieads grieve the void and irreparable loss that his
passing away has created. While engulfed in grieve and prayerfully
seeking Consolation, the Epitaph by William Worth came o mind and I
offer to you his iriends and loved ones as a  source of consolation

from Ernest:

S“WEEP not, beloved Friends! Nor let the air
For me with sighs be troubles. Not from life
Have & been taken; this is genuiue life

-And this alone ~ the life which now 1 live

In peace eternal where desire and joy
Together move in fellowship without end”

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R. R. Scott

Sixty years ago R R : Scott popularly known as R. R. during his
schoo! days, was a household name in Jaffna. His exploits in the sports
arera at that time were legendary. I am privileged to pay a tribute
to a classmate at St. John’s College, Jaffna. A friend I have known for
over sixty five years,

As Dhe was best knowa for his sports achievements it. would be appro-
priate to recount them here.

In atkictics, he was junior champion, intermediate champion and senior
champion for three years running at St John’s as well as champion in the
Jaffna Public Schools meet at all three levels. He also won the 440 and
880 yards races at the public schools meet in Colombo, two years running.
As a schoolbey he won the same events at the A. A. meet in Colombo.
While at school he represented Ceylon in the dual meet against India
and won a place in the 400 meters. That year he was a member of the
4X440 yards the relay team of which Duncan White and K. E Kitto
were members, which won gold. He represented Ceylon in two such
dual mieets. Although a middle distance runner, at school he had
also won first ‘places in several events like 100 yards hurdles. It just
shows what a versatile athlete he was, He captained the school athletic
team at St. John’s,

It was in cricket and soccer that he won the accolade 'of the Jaffna.
public, these being more spectator sports than athletics. He scored his
first century against Jaffna Central at the age of 15, and followed itup
with many ceniuries in school cricket. He was the cricket captain for
three years running at St. John's.

In soccer too he excelled and captained the team for two years. He was
a giant among players playing centre half, the key defence position. How
well he covered the field and although in defence he also scored many
a goal. At that time, he was considered one of the best in the country
in that position. He played a lot of soccer for the police and captained
their team and also was a member of the national team.

Scott was a double international having represented the country in two
sports, and one wonders how many others have that distinction. He
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also took to hockey when the sport was in its
infancy in the country and played it at repre-
sentative level. Taking a leaf off the farther, his
daughters have also excelled in athletics, hockey
and basketball, one having represented the country
ip hockey and playing other sports at the highest
levels.

RR was also senior prefect at St. John's which
as everyone knows is the highest honour any
school could confer ou one of its students. In
the honours lists at St. John’s, RR’s name anp
ears on every board as captain of the three
sports at thst time in school and as senjor
prefect, year by year seven times in all, the next
best being three times.

Having been connected with the Jaffn2  school
sports for more than half a centurv., T could
say without being contradicted that RR was the
areatect sportsman Jaffna has produced. There
has been none before him and nome since. 1t
may take a few generations to produce such
an outstanding sportsman again.

A ballmark of his school life was his simplicity and humility and thelse
never deserted him even when he was winning accolades after accolades for his
achievements on the playing field. Some of us who had little to speak
of in the sports field were his friends and companions as much as others‘
who excelled in sport. Outside the plaving field, he was just one o{
us which was his most admirable quality. We had the privilege of
walking beside him and bask in his glory

From school he joined the police force which probably was nat}xral for
any sportsmen then For & man known for his integrity, humility and
one whe would never push himself, one wondered if that was the best
career for him. But how weli he nerformed there is well known. By
sheer hard work, dedication and sincerity. he rose to the rank of supe
rintendent of police from which he retired more than fifteen years ago.
These who went to him were treated kindly and received justice in
his hands,

He shunned the limelight although in early days he was always in
the limelight. Having known his exploits in sports both at schopl aqd
thereafter, I thought it was but fitting that the present generation is
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made aware of such an outstanding sportsman and his exploits. No
one ever speaks of him although one sees articles in the papers about
much lesser athletes extolling their achievements. I felt T had to do
something about it and I wrote an article hoping to send it to the
press. 1 gave it to him to see that the facts were correct. He said he
would send it back every time I met him thereafter, but never did.
I gave up knowing the man. I knew that he would not want that
publicity but did not have the heart to tell me so. So it is but right
that T should tell his story now, as he is no more with us.

There are many who would have wanted him in manv prestigious com
mittees to cash in on his expertise. Although he would do all he could
in whatever wav he could. he never wanted to hold office and enjov the
kudos that went with it. His love and loyaltv to the school was second
to none, and although he took an active part in the activities of the
ORA, he declined to be president when it was offered to him on a
platter.

Immediately after T went over as Principal of St. Tohn's in 1988, he
offered to come down to Jaffna to conduct a coaching camp for our
bovs and other school bovs in hockey during the long wvacation. His
offer was gladlv accepted and we waited for things to settle down in
Jaffna. Things did not settle down and he was so disappointed that
he could not make it. He wanted to do it as an act .of love for the
school and the sport and the youth of Jaffna

Well, he is no more. But we would remember him as a gentleman to
the fingertips, humble to a fault, self.effacing also to a fault, a man
of stature and character, never to parade his achievements, never a harsh
word spoken, always kind, never to lose his temper - even as a school
boy, always with a smile. His friendship will always be cherished and
remembered.

To Ranee his wife, his children and other members of his family, you
will find comfort' in the fact that you had greatness in your family.
something you could not have known as it was before you were part of
his family, which we, his contemporaries knew. Scott was alegend and
a household word in Jaffna as a schoolboy. We remember him with
affection and admiration. May God grant his family. His Grace and
blessings to cope with that grief.

Address by the Chief Guest Mr. S. THANABALASINGAM
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ALBERT FEINSTEIN:
THE CREATOR AND REBEL

Every siudent of mathematics and enginesring ought to koow about the
great scientist of the twentieth century ¢sAlbert Einstein®’ whose invent-
jons in physics through mathematical calculations, not only developed
physics but also made a lot of advancement in chemistry.

Recognized in his own time as one of the most intellects in human
history, Albert Einstein in the first fifteen years of the twenticth
century advanced a series of theories that asseried the equivalence of
mass and energy and gave entirely new concepts of space, time, and
gravitation. His special and general theories of relativity made profound
advarcement over the old newtonian physics and revolutionized scienti-
fic and philosophic inquiry.

Altert Enstein was born in Ulm, Germany on march 14, 1879. But his
boyhcod was spent in Munich. Young Einstein was very shy and his
friends very rarely invite him to play with them. When he was five
years old, he was very much attracted by a compass which his father
had. Even at that age he asked his father so many endless questions,
and these discussions with his father led him to spend many
sleepless nights wondering about magnetism and gravity of earth. At
his early school life his teachers considered him stupid. He hated
subjects like gecgrapby, History and languages. But he liked Mathem
atics and natural science a lot. However he didn’t display his talent in
mathematics until he was 14. In Munich Einstein attended rigidly disci
plined schools.

For the {irst time when Einstein heard the word ‘‘Algebra’* it looked
very curious to him. So he asked about it from his uncle, who was an
engineer. His uncle answered. ‘*Algebra is a lazy man’s arithmetic. If
you don’t know a thing, call it x and act as y. You know it.”’

That was enough, and before long albert had solved all the problems
in an algebra book his father gave him. And when his friends were
still grinding on decimals, Einstein was using the calculas. As a result,
his teacher of mathematics declared that fifteen-year-old boy could easily
enter the second year of college. At the behest of his mother Einsteig
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also studied music, aand though he played exclusively for relaxation,
he became sn accomplished violinist.

In 1894 his famidy moved to Switzerland and 4he attended «Zurich
polytechnic Academy'’. fter his graduation ia the spring of 1500, he
became a SWiss citizen and worked as mathematics teacher for two moaths.
After that he ws employed as examiner at the Swiss patent office in the
city of Bern. He married. °<Meileva marie’” in 1903. Early in 1905
Einstein published in the prestigeous German physics monthly “‘Annalen
der physik’’ a thesis *“A new determinationa of molecular dimensions'®
that won him a Ph D. in physics from the university of Zurich in
1909.

When he was studying in the university he completed bis high mathe
matical computations using ¢‘Tenzer Calculas’® that led to his report
on the ‘-special Theory of Relativity’ in 1905. This relativity theory
was not very well understood, because of its highly complicated mathe
matical calculations. But as more scientists learned to comprehend this
theory, and this emerged as a very important mile stome in the history
of science and became a cause. for the beginning of an entirely new era
in scientific research.

Frem this theory he derived the most famous equation.: “E=MC?"
which states that the emergy is equvalent te the mass multiplied by the
square of the velocity of light. This fermula gave answer to some
awkward questions in physics, For example this equation gave the expla
pation to the production of heat and light energy in the sun. This
relativity theory broks the concept that the light  will travel in a
straight lire, and predicted that it will bend near a great
mass. This pediction was proved in 1909 at the . minute observation of

British solar eclipse. He published further papers which contributed
a lot to quantum mechanics. He explained about photo eilectric effect

and jnvestigated atomic motion.

Einste%bn was a prbfcésor of theorztical physies at the university of
Zurich from 1909 — 1911 and at university of Prague from 19111913,
In the year 1913 he was appointed as the Director cof the «<Kaiser
Wilhelm physical institute’* in Berlin Also io 1913 be aunnounced about
his “*General Theory of Relativity*® which was an expansion of his
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*“Special Theory of Relativity’” The special theory of relativity concerned
only with uniform velocity. But after 8 years of assidous thought he
reieased this General theory. According to the German physicist - writer
Jermy Bernstein. <‘Many physicist believed that the general theory of
relativity is the most perfect and aesthetically beautiful creation in the
history of physics, perhaps ir all science!”’

The general theory of relativity has had its most impressive effects
on scientists thinking about cosmoiogy and on the nature and structure
of the universe. The national value of Einstein’s thought on space, time
and geometry of space - time has been profound and long lasting.

Later he became the professor of physics at the uaiversity of Berlin in
1914. In 1921 he was awarded the nobel prize in physics for his inven
tions of the photo-electric effect. He travelled right round the world
from 1921 to 1933.

As a Jew Einstein fled from Germany when Adolf Hitler came to power.
He went to united states of America and the Institute for Advanced
study at Princeton, New Gersey granted him a life time professorship
in mathematics in 1933. He became a citizen of united states in 1940-

He helpsd a lot for uanited states to progress in the field of nuclear fisson
‘and this helped U. 8. A. to put an all out effart to produce the
. Atomic Bomb. The man in the street found the wonder of the Albert
Einstein's Relativitcy Theory, when the atomic bomb ‘<Littiec boy’® was$
dropped on Hirashima, Japan by the V. 8. air craft B 29 modelied
“*Enola Gay'’ at 9-15 a. m. on August 6th 1945, A small mass a few
grams of uranium had yielded so much energy that a very small part
-of that energy was just enough to flatten the  city of Hiroshima and
killed more than 75,000 people. But it saddened Einstein’s pacifism that
his influence was partly responsible for the manhatten project of inventing
this weapon He said :

~“PEACE CANNOT BE KEPT BY FORCE.
IT CAN ONLY BE ACHIEVED BY UNDERSTANDING"*

In 1949, after more than 30 years of preparation, he presented his
«*ynified field theory’". In this theory he called an extenson of relati
vity theory to magnetism, and gravitation as a universal theory. But
till today it was not yet derived.
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Einstein is not only good in science but also good in philosophy.
In 1932 when he was defining succes to youth he said <‘Only a life
lived for another is a life worth while'” And in another instance he
stated that ‘*Before God we are all equally wise and equally foolish®”

On the 18 th Day of April 1953 Albert Einstein, the greatest scientist
the world have ever seen, died at the age of 76. His theories revalu
tionized and started a modern new era in applied science I'm sure that
he is ¢ The’> Scientist of this centurry and *‘The Times’’ magazine
awarded him the personality of the century’® Here is his famous state
ment *‘On Science’” which we all have to remember.
