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It's with great sadness we pay tribute to

Late Dr Punithalingam, Eliyathamby

who had been not only a dedicated member in
our executive committee of the PSA(UK Branch)

for some time, but also was a distinguished

and loyal teacher once at Shivananda Vidyalaya .

Late Dr. Punithalingham was born in a well -respected family in
Arayampathy -1, Batticaloa and he was the son of Late Mr Vairamuthu
Eliyathamby and Sinnathamby Upaathiyaar Maarimuthu. After
completing his Primary and Secondary education both at Shivananda
Vidyalaya and Jaffna College, he entered the University of Ceylon
where he graduated in the field of Science in 1958. Subsequently he
joined the teaching staff of Shivananda Vidyalaya.

As an expert in the field of Science, for further studies he came to
London and entered Imperial College of Science and Technology (DIC) in
1961. In fact, he received his PhD from the University of London in 1964,
Immediately after obtaining his PhD, he was appointed as an Honorary
Research Associate at the Jodrell Department In the Mycology section.

Later on as a foreign Language Educationist his advice was keenly
sought by the Science Teams and he had to play a major role when he
joined the Kew Gardens. In the midst of his busy life, he has produced
and published some useful research materials to benefit the future
generation.
