The bankruptcy
of financial institutions had been attributed to the questionable integrity and
honesty of the employees. Democratic freedom has come to mean that the function

of the opposition is to oppose.

It is in the midst of these influences and impacts the citizen of tomorrow lives.
The complexity of this vexed problem is now being seriously felt in all spheres.

Regretfully, the students are at the receiving end.
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What is sought today is honesty with brilliance, intellectual knowledge with virtues

to care for others, a creative mind with responsibility, neighbourliness and

patriotism. These are the cornerstones of character.

“Virtue and vice will not grow together in a great degree,
but they will grow where they are planted, and when one
has taken root, it is not easily supplanted by the other:
The great art of correcting mankind consists in

prepossessing the mind with good principles.’

It is the joint responsibility of the School, the Parent, the Society and the Media to
extend support and cooperation to achieve the objective of character building.
They should involve themselves to ‘plant’ in students the core ethical values that
are not ‘supplanted’ by ‘vice’ by ‘prepossessing the mind with good principles’.
When we have fewer security guards, metal detectors and sniffing dogs in airports
and public utility centres, it would demonstrate that people are trustworthy, honest

and loyal.

Academic excellence with character will create a good citizen who accepts legal,
civie, communal and environmental responsibilities. Let us all strive to create a

world of good citizens.

for us to read the signs of our times, to
understand the fast varying
environment within which we are called
to teach and to learn. Our society today
is multi-cultural, multi-religious and
truly pluralistic in many other ways.
Only such an attempt and a
commitment that can make our role
more meaningful.

The pioneers of St. John’s College were
learned persons, educationists,
historians, scholars, and above all
persons of deep faith who had simple
ways and habits. Their vision was to
establish and nurture a school where
students from various communities,
religions, races, social backgrounds and
castes etc would come together, study,
work and play togeiher and live together.
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According to my understanding there is
no doubt that a complete renewal of

eduecational approaches is an urgent

necessity.Education in today’a context
should be contextual; transforming;
liberating and empowering. Search for
new ways of doing education that
promotes the wholistic development of
the community is not an option but a
mandate. Focus on the lives of people
and to examine how lives can be lived
with meaning is important. In this
exercise to listen to the voices of
children and adults will facilitate the
effort. Our classrooms need to be
facilitators of personality development
that are geared towards the wholeness
of the person. Education is not
learning, “what to do”, but becoming the
kind of person who knows, ‘what to do’

Children are a gift from God. Children
will have to be seen, as persons in their
own right and not only as dependent on
the adults. Most serious abuses against
children happen in many of our schools.
In our attitudes we have denied them
even the little legal protection. The
school has no alternative but to
recognize the rights of children,
sufficiently spelt out in the convention
on the rights of the child of the United
Nations. While ensuring the rights of
the child, the role and the rights of the
parents in a creative partnership with

the school in the child’s formation, .
should be identified and ensured. This
need not be limited to just hearing the
voice of children, but to open doors for
them to have a significant and a
responsible place within the school.

The current educational reforms that are
being implemented emphasise the
importance of child centred and activity
based education. The Child has to be
received within the programme, as an
actively participating full member who
will be able to share the responsibility
of ensuring the successful implemen-
tation and the completion of the
programme, rather than a detached
observer from outside. To that end,
wholistic Education is one of the
priorities in the development of
alternative educational approaches.

Education for Transformation:
Today our education systems are far too
entrenched in transmission of
pmticular profession — geared forms of
knowledge. Wholistic Education aims
at the transformation of whole persons
and communities. This education for
transformation takes special care of the
inter-relatedness of all existence and
deals with moral, spiritual, social and
cultural values.
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You children at St. John’s College, are
much more privileged than many other
children and teachers in the North and
elsewhere in the country and of course
in the world. For your information,
more than hundred million children in
the world have no access to primary
education, thereby severely limiting
their chances of full participation in
society and leading full human lives.

Target of Mission:

The I. M. E recently maintained that,
‘Education is not a free good’.
Immediately the Janatha Vimukthi
Peramuna responded by saying, that

‘Education is not a marketable
commodity’. For the dedicated pioneers
the engagement in education was not to
“run another private, profit making
institution. The founding fathers and
mothers of St. John’s College never
treated education as a commodity. It
was never sold to those who could
purchase at a price. They understood
education as a significant aspect of
God’s mission in our country.
Simplicity, modesty and humility were
remarkable features, while perfection,
honesty and integrity were hallmarks of
their character. Extravagance was far
from them.

This is extremely unfortunate. It is
an urgent need, for us to find resources

to accommodate those who really
deserve and are not able to afford. This
will be the tithe on the part of the
school.
advantageous to have a good cross —
section of the Sri Lankan society

It will be extremely

represented in the community of the
school, to facilitate the creative
formation of a child, who emerges out
of such cross — cultural interaction. As
we have noted earlier the creditability
of the institution depends on the ability
to prepare young children for
responsible and respectful adulthood. -
Today such adulthood demands that we
engage in peace building, among our

people.

Education for Peace

Peace building at all levels is an urgent
necessity in our country today, than ever -
before. We need to affirm the role of
the Peace Educators in the light of
recent conflicts and violence around the
world and especially in Sri Lanka. You
continue to live in the midst of death.

Killer instinct has come to stay in your
society, in order to suppress those who
do not think alike but differ. Education
for peace begins in the family and
continues to the school for more formal
and organized approach. Education for
peace also deals with ‘wounds’ and is
in need of “wounded healers”. People
who have experienced violence in

.PSlthnbébﬂhge
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different parts of Sri Lanka can assist
us in this task. There is deliberate
reflection in what those who have been
victims of violation of peace can
contribute to the process of healing,
reconciliation and peace building.
This implies that the development of a
variety of forms of encounter and
experiential learning is a long overdue
need in our schools. We all believe that
there is no peace without justice, and
our process of education has to take
account of it. Justice ensures life, and
the role of education is to affirm life.

. Education for Life

Engagement in education, not only in

the Christian understanding, but also
from the human perspective, is to affirm
and foster life. St. Paul said, “Be of the
same mind toward one another, do not
be haughty in mind, but associate with
the lowly. Do not be wise in you own

Rom. 12:16

estimation”.

There is a recommendation for mutual
esteem, a call to respect each other.
In our education we are being formed
to lead full lives in a community. None
of usis called to live in isolation. We
are all different from each other. We
may speak different languages, profess
different religions, belong to different
races. But we are all called to live and
work in a community in our school. The

larger good of the community is more
important than any individual self. That
is why we need to be conscious about
the feelings and desires of others and
not have a false self — esteem. Our
ability to listen to each other, respect
each other and our willingness to learn
from each other, however educated and
experienced we may be, will take us a
long way. It is only then that we can
help our children to resist temptation,
struggle and fight against evil and stand

for the truth in order to safeguard the

truth.

Truth and truth alone will make us free.
Professional honesty, justice and fair
play will assist in affirming life in a
community. Transparency on the part
of all aspects of life in a school will
enhance the creditability of the
different sectors of the community in
the school. ‘

We are also asked not to be haughty in
mind, but to associate with the lowly.

selves, but from what we are.

Teachers
In the same process it is easy for us in

Sri Lanka to understand the pedagogical
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value of the face. Many of our languages
keep the expression, ‘learning from the
face of the Guru’ ‘Gurumukha’ is the
source of knowledge. If knowledge
comes as light, then only the shining
face of the guru can enlighten the inner
eyes of the student. A teacher should
be an object lesson to her students.
Students learn better from the example
set before them by the teachers’
manners, behaviour, attitudes and
beliefs, than by all that could be from
books. Effective educator has constant
desire for self — improvement in
direction and values.

- Such a commitment also calls for team
effort. We were called not to be haughty
in mind, but to associate with the lowly,
and not to be wise in our own estimation.
A more qualified teacher may claim
higher position and status in school. A
senior student would like to decide
everything for his or her juniors. The
support staff will always be at the
disposal of those who wield power. We
try to go by our own estimates and try
to claim for the best in life for
ourselves. St. Paul is reminding us that
we must desire for our associates to
excel in life, like how a parent finds
fullest satisfaction and joy in the
success of a child. That is the spirit in
which we need to pool our resources
together for the larger good of our

community, which is the school. Our
response to the calling we have to serve
the institution should be a positive,
lively and a creative one. The
administrations retain the respon-
sibility of providing every possible
facilitate

assistance to such

commitment.

St. John’s boasts of 178 years of
Excellence. My prayer and hope-that
St. John’s will continue to shine as a
centre of excellence and a beacon of light
in education, learning every day from
challenges and experiences.

I wish to close now with the words of
the great apostle, the late Archbishop
Oscar Romero of El Salvador and
Shakespeare.

It helps now and then to step back and
take the long view.

No programme accomplishes the

the purpose to bring out the fact that the
period of administration of Mr
Thanapalan is not so rosy as that of Rev
J T Arulanantham - a period full of
struggle, strife, adversities and
challenges. He moved in the right
direction and turned these situations ~
into great achievements. The records of
which lie ever before us as testimony of
his labours and his ability.

It is said that during Rev. J. T
Arulanantham’s period he built many
buildings and halls. Due to his
numerous constructions he was then
called as the ‘Builder of Halls’. In case
of Mr. Thanapalan’s period many super
structures with high architectural
beauty were constructed in place of old
and new structures erected. In this
context it will be a very fitting tribute
to call him as “The Architect of Modern
era St.John’s”.

After his studentship and also after his

graduations he set sail his lifeboat in

i St. John's College
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the deep ocean of St.John’s in 1970 as
an Asst.Teacher. The ebbs and tides of
the ocean rocked his boat, yet he stood
very firm with his Alma Mater in her
good times and in her bad times - at
times of her days of prosperity and in
her days of adversity. He felt her pulse,
nursed her and comforted her. His
faithfulness to his Alma Mater is the
greatest contribution Mr Thanapalan
has made to the College.

While sailing he scaled the key
positions at the appropriate times from
1980 - 1988 he was appointed as the
Prefect of Games, and in between 1986
- 1988 he was also appointed as the
‘Middle School Supervisor. Then again,
he was Vice Principal from 1988 -
1990. Then from 1990 - May 1993 he
was made the Acting Principal. Finally
in May 1993 he was crowned, as the
prince of St.John’s to advocate the
destiny of St.John’s.

While speaking I am reminded of the
hymn that we used to sing in our
College days in our assembly. The first
stanza goes as: -

Ifyou cannot on the ocean,

Sail along the swiftest fleet,

Rocking on its highest bellows
Laughing at the storms you meet.

The stanza of this hymn is very relevant
to the life style adopted by Mr
Thanapalan with his Alma Mater.

If we review the period from 1993-
1996 the school has not made much
progress as all roads to progress were
closed and the school moved on gears.
Even the Science Lab Complex started
with the good intentions too came to a
stand still.

On returning from the mass exodus that
took place in October 1995 St.John’s
witnessed a great disaster, went through
a period of bitter experience and saddest
times never even in the history of

St.John’s.

It is after March 1997 St.John'’s gained
momentum, and under the accelerated
programme of works from 1997 - 2002
the works of restoration, re-construction
and construction went off well. Lands
that were sold on privatization were
redeemed, new lands purchased, new
house and property bought, the
geographical sketch was altered in the
map and the tent pegs of St.John’s were
extended beyond expectation. The appeal
and pledges for funds received good
response both in Sri Lanka and
internationally. It is Mr. Thanapalan
with his dynamic Leadership was able
to achieve these in a short period.

boys became a reality.

Over the past decade or more dark
clouds of uncertainty was clouding over
St.John’s and degraded its activities.

DUTTON MAILVAGANAM SCMASUNDARAM

When Mr. Dutton Mailvaganam
Somasundaram died in the morning of
Saturday 9" August 2003, one of the few
personalities of the passing generation
was removed from our midst. He was 67
years of age when he died. Dutton
Somasundaram was like the man who
received two talents from his master, did
not compare himself with the man who
was blessed with five talents. Nor did he
hide his talents like the man who was
given only one talent.

He accepted a passive life and
contributed as much as possible for his
family, church and community. Dutton
Somasundaram was born on 13™ March
1936 to Dr. J. N. Somasundaram of
Chundikuli and to Alagammah Dutton of
Tellippalai. He studied at 5t. John’s
College and entered the University of
Ceylon, Colombo. He started his teaching
career in 1962 and taught at Hartley
College, Balangoda M.V, Union College
and St. John’s College. From 1991 to 1997

he served as Secretary of McLeod
Hospital, Inuvil. When he was Secretary
at Inuvil he had a complete grasp of the
situation and managed the hospital very
efficiently. We did not have to spend our
resources to maintain the hospital. He cut-
down unnecessary expenditure and made
every attempt to bring in money for the
hospital. He maintained very good
relationship with the Medical
Superintendent, staff and the public.
When he left the hospital in 1997 we
faced many difficulties.

Mr. Dutton Somasundaram loved
his teaching profession and rejoined the
Staff at St. John’s College in 1998 and
served the institution till his demise in
2003. Dutton did not assert himself in any
of the committees he served. Like the
disciple Bartholomew he was satisfied
with the fact that, he was a member of the
team.

His honesty and discipline made
him a highly sought treasurer for
committees and Boards. He served as
Treasurer of Jaffna University Chaplaincy,
Shanthy Home and Ashram Board. He
was a member of the Committees of the
Jaffna Christian Union, Christa Seva
Ashram, Nuffield School, Y.M.C.A.
Jaffna, St. John’s College O.B.A. and
Jaffna College Technical Institute.

Dutton had one son and two
daughters who are well educated. He

Arulanantham, took a special liking for
him and invited him to join the Staff as
soon as he left the University of Ceylon in
1954. Again, as a teacher, he proved to
be outstanding in every sense; always
dedicated, earnest, and eager to help
students and teachers alike. One of his
major contributions was to reactivate the
Cadet Corps and make it a model for the
Province..Above all, he was one who
could be depended upon at all times and
in all situations.

Tharmalingam left St. John’s in 1961 to
follow the Diploma in Education course
at the University of Ceylon and
subsequently -joined Parameswara
College, where he taught until 1970. In
that year he was appointed as a Lecturer
at the Batticaloa Teacher Training
College, eventually taking over as
Principal of the College. It was then I met
him for the last time, in 1978, when I was
engaged in a research project. There he
was at the Batticaloa Railway Station early

one morning to meet me and take me to

the College, and make every possible
arrangement to make my mission
successful. That’s loyalty, pure and
simple. Unfortunately he was forced to
take early retirement like many others in
1980, due to the political situation.
However, he proceeded to Nigeria where
he pursued his teaching career till 1986.

His distinguished career speaks for itself.
A man made of sterner stuff, a selfless
worker to the last, even he had to decide
at last to throw in the towel and join his
family in Canada. But the new {rontiers

opened fresh avenues for the soldier in

him to continue his service to the
community. He exuded so much
friendliness and confidence, with an easy
smile and gusto, that others looked up to
him for help and guidance. He had been
President of the St. John’s / Chundikuli
Past Pupils’ Association, the Senior
Tamils Centre, the Tamil Eelam Society
and the World Tamil Movement, to
mention a few, during a period of over ten
years. In recognition of his tremendous
contribution he was honoured with the
Community Services Award by the

Canadian Provincial Government.

He was a devoted son, a good husband,
father and grand — father; our thoughts
and prayers go out to his family at this
time of great loss and bereavement. Take
heart, you are the proud heirs to a truly
noble life lived with honour and
distinction, without blemish.

Gifted with an insatiable, almost
mischievous sense of humour, underneath
there was a deeply religious and moral
man. Tharmalingam was a true friend to
many, but above all a true soldier to the
very end, fighting the Good Fight. May
we salute him and say ‘Adieu’.

regions of the world. Powerful countries
like UK, USA, France, Russia and China
are given powers to veto UN resolutions.
Some countries have permanent observer
mission status at the UN.

The UN fulfils her obligations
very well. It also faces challenges in
maintaining peace and cooperation
among its members. It helps and
encourages business and bilateral trade;
helps to alleviate poverty and disease ;
grants long term loans ; funds towards
education, health service and economic
developments. They programme and
coordinate the work through several
agencies.

The UN has six principal
organizations. They are the General
assembly, Security Council, Economic
Social Councils, Trusteeship Council,
International Court of Justice and the
Secretariat. In addition they have fifteen
agencies and several programmes.

There are also many UN family
organizations in the world. Some of them
are UN Children’s Fund (UNICEF) and
the UN Development Programme
(UNDP). These agencies have their own
governing bodies and budgets. They help
countries towards their economy and
social development.

From two thousand and two
February a bilateral ceasefire came into
effect sponsored by the Nordic countries
in which the Prime Minister of Sri Lanka
Honourable Mr. Ranil Wickremesinghe
and the LITE Leader V. Prabhakaran
signed. The Memorandum of Under-
standing monitored by the Sri Lanka
Monitoring Mission of the Nordic
countries is prevailing, and peace talks
are going on.

The end results of the peace talks
cannot be predicted by anybody. But

before that, some Sinhala hegemonistic
forces with cowardly ambitious political
factions are trying to jeopardize the peace
process saying that the country is going
to be divided. They don’t realize that if
there is no settlement, then there will not
prevail peace, and there will be
continuous war and attacks which will
only affect the poor and ordinary people
of this country very adversely.

Let us hope that peace will
materialize, and the people of this country
are redeemed from micery, agony and
suffering, and the country as a whole be
safeguarded from economic ruination.
