It is a privilege that fills me with pride to give a message on the occasion of the 20™ anniversary of the
MGHS PPA Canada. It is amazing to find that 20 years has rapidly flown by, since the inauguration of the
Association in 1992. I would like to congratulate you all on this accomplishment.

Though the original pioneer of the association; the late Mrs. P. Sathurukulasingham, fondly remembered
as Ponnamma acca, is no longer with us, I salute and pay tribute for her foresight and vision in creating
this association and we will remember her with a great gratitude forever.

MGHS was built by foreign missionaries and principals of the college. They have left behind a rich
tradition that is still alive to this day. The native heads too have followed their foot steps in maintaining
an excellent standard of education which can be seen by the performance of the students in all academic
fields.

1 was appointed as Deputy Principal to the esteemed institution in 1984 and as Principal in 1986, a period
when the ethnic troubles were sky high. The Indian army had occupied our school and we had to move
out to the Vada Hindu Girls College where we conducted classes under the cadjan sheds and tamarind
trees. | would be failing in my duties if I did not thank the Vada Hindu Girls College Principal of the
period, the late Mrs. S. Subramaniam for giving us the accommodation. Even under such circumstances,
with the co-operation of the staff, school development society, parents and volunteers we were able to
provide for the needs of all the students. It was during that time that the foreign scholarships were
awarded to four of our A/L students namely Vasuki k, Shobini, Bavani & Sivarubi After the evacuation
of the Indian Army in 1990, we returned to our school which was in a badly dangerous condition infested
by landmines. Again with the help of the Education Dept, well wishers and expatriates from different
countries, we were able to bring back the school to normal condition.

As a direct result of the remarkable progress of the school and untiring services performed by myself, I
was bestowed with the honorary title of the “Best Principal” in Vadamaradchy in 1992. This was awarded
by the Director of Education in Jaffna. Now, the difficulties faced by the school have ended and the
MGHS continues to shine. As the motto says, the school is expanding and marching upwards towards a
bright light. The present state of progress of the school clearly proves that the current principal, Mrs. S
Suntharesan, is also taking a lot of interest to raise the standard of the school.

The members of the MGHS OGA have migrated in plenty to Canada and they have formed this
association which is quite active, vigorous and devoted to the Alma Mater. The MGHS PPA Canada has
progressed with the time marking valuable contributions to the school. It has enhanced its prestige and
status.

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A dive in to my golden past at MHS...

MHS offered me the possibility of an adulthood infused with promise and self awareness.
In those days the location of the school was breath taking in its beauty with the cold
gentle breeze emanating from the sea, showed me how to live purposefully. It was a mix
of joy and sadness when my parents put me in the hostel at the age of ten to be guided by
the white principal Miss. Everet. It was sadness no doubt to leave home to join the baby
boarding, but a joy to be among the kids of my age. It turned out to be a turning point in
my life to develop my character traits, which made me who I am today. I was taught to
remember that each of us is a flower, a small flower in a garden chosen for us by God,
surrounded by other flowers.

It was a fascinating appearance, for me at that age to see the white principals ranging
from Miss.Everet, Miss. Barker, and Miss. Dore, under whose stewardship I was nurtured
in self discipline. These missionaries had a sincere passion for a dedicated service and
looked beyond the self comforts to be part of service to people in distance land. These
principals laid down rules of strict discipline, for a challenging up-bringing environment,
ensuring high standards of behavior patterns. A developed country like Canada had a
deplorable abusive and traumatic childhood care for many in the schools managed by
some of the religious institutions. In contrast I am fortunate to have enjoyed happiness,
fulfillment and a chance to be valued in equal terms with others. This was made possible
for us in the hostel where we were bonded together with strict adherence to the rules and
obedience and respect for teachers and elders. This experience makes me feel privileged
to emerge as a well disciplined person to live in collective relationship.

Miss. Chinniah, the first national principal of MHS in a fitting way continued the work
done by her predecessors. She expanded the basic structure of the school by her efforts.
She bought additional lands, constructed massive hall, new class rooms and an open air
theater and the much wanted play ground — all at the back of the school. Her dedication to
the school is equally inspiring and commendable. Yet it astounded me later when I heard
the way she left the school in an abrupt manner even refusing a farewell. She never
returned to the school still her demise though resided a few yards away from the school.

MHS made me who I am today. It’s always vital to build our memories that will inspire
us in to the future. Discovering the past transcends more knowledge and by experiencing
your heritage you can find who you really are, in many levels. By recalling the
excitement of my life at MHS, it fills me with delight, fascination and affection.

Long live the tradition established by the great founders.

I recollect an interesting incident that happened in our school hostel many many years
ago. On a particular night students in the hostel were in their second study, and one
particular student put the clock forward by ten minutes and the bell was rung ten minutes
early. They thought that they could go to bed early. A member of the staff thought that
she should be smart enough and reported this incident to the principal. The students were
asked to go to a particular building with their personal belongings. No one owned it and
no one would let out the secret. Many questions were asked from the students, no answer
was given. That showed their unity. Next day the students assembled in the morning as
usual and the principal was addressing the assembly. She announced that a few students
were suffering from an infectious disease and as such they are separated from the other
students, so that they will not pass the infection to the others. They were punished for a
week. With all that, they remained united and never let out the secret. They were lucky
that the junior matron who was put in charge of the students was a good soul. She fed
them well and kept them happy all the time.

I am reminded of another story that I had heard when I was a child. A father one day
called his four sons and wanted each of them follow what he was asking each one to do.
He had a bundle of sticks. He gave a stick to each of his sons and asked them to try and
break the sticks. Each one broke and proved their strength. The father then bundled all
the sticks together and asked each of his sons to try their strength. No one was able to
break any of the sticks in that bundle. Then the fathertold his sons they should all be
united and said that when they are united they will be strong and no one could do any
harm. I am sure many of you would have heard this story when you were children.

Let us work together to reach our goals. Let us respect the elderly and honor them. Let us
take their advice and do our utmost to keep all our members happy. Let me wish you all
success in all that you do. Let us remember “United We Stand. Divided We Fall”

Let us all work together and shine onwards upwards towards the light.

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Remembering the late Ms. Mary Chinniah
(the First Native Principal of M.H.S.)

I’m really proud to extend my best wishes and greetings on the 20™ anniversary celebration of M.H.S. Old Girls Association. This event
is a special one for us and reveals how days roll on. Whether old or young we will look forward with hope, confidence and optimism.
When 1 was asked to write an article I selected a topic which matches with the 20" anniversary celebration, I thought of the first native
principal Ms. Mary Chinniah who, conducted the affairs of the school for nearly twenty years and I would like you all to know about her
life and legacy, the services she rendered and the difference she made in the lives of her students, the teachers and the community. Even
none of the neighbourhood principals could match with her lengthy period as a principal.

When Ms. Chinniah took charge of the affairs of the school as the first native principal from Ms. Dore (last Western Missionary
principal) in 1949, She had a stressful task ahead of her and she had to believe in what she was doing. Rebuilding the school from
Western Missionaries according to native values and culture and new transitioning was not an easy thing. But by her tireless efforts and
dedication she was able to implement that, put the school on firm footing and made the name of the school echo everywhere. The name
Ms. Chinniah became a byword to everybody. It is a coincidence that I joined M.H.S at the same time in grade 7 and got the big
opportunity to be a student during her time and later on as a teacher under her.

I especially valued the opportunities she gave us and was impressed by her energy, vitality and ambition to make it a perfect school. I
was also overwhelmed by her majestic figure and the traditions and values she promoted. At the assembly she used to stress us to treat
and respect others as we wanted to be. Also she had a well disciplined strict administrative system and a clear do’s and don’ts of teachers
and students. I myself coming from Vada Hindu Girls College, as a free bird singing Hindu devotional songs, found the environment at
M.H.S tight and tensed. But as days went I learnt to adjust myself to the new environment.

During her time the school underwent many changes. More students were enrolled, the hostel facilities for non day students were
promoted well and classrooms were extended. The change in the medium of education and Government takeover of schools also took
place. She really made it a model school by starting the school song and inauguration of old girls day. She encouraged the students to go
for Science subjects and started A/L classes in the Arts and Science streams. She gave scholarships to needy students and encouraged
them to go to India for further studies. Her selfless service without a drop for herself didn’t go unnoticed. She devoted her entire life to
the school and remained very formidable and powerful with a very generous and inner kindness, She honestly considered the school as
her home. Her philanthropy made the students feel good about themselves and made the school a good place to study. She not only
inspired the students but also empowered them by promoting their different strengths. So that one day they could be leaders and teachers.
She saw the students grow with pride and even used to remark about that. The school became a terrific builder of self esteem, self respect
and confidence. She was ever ready to help the needy, the down trodden, the weak, the troubled, the helpless and the unfortunate and

uplift them. She gave pride of place to the old girls, in all respects. Her acts of kindness cannot be ignored and will be written in_the
annals of history. Even the hostel became refuge for the troubled and the isolated.

She made herself different from others in many other ways. Besides the school activities, I’m reminded of the wedding ceremonies and
the parties she hosted in the school bungalow. Also I can recall the wedding receptions conducted in the school hall for teachers and
supportive staff. She used to be in the forefront with full of laughter and enthusiasm as something especial was happening in her own
family. Also at sad times and bereavements she used to take a vital role lending her shoulder to lean on and remained as the main
consoler.

The school has a lot of stories to tell about Ms. Chinniah. Every corner, every nook. and cranny will tell a story about her. Even at late
nights, she used to go round the school to catch the mischief makers.

The principal had a humorous and a fun loving personality and the playful side was reflected by her unusual celebration of April-Fool
day. On April 1™ we used to have fun at her expense by sending parcels which contained unusual things which made her laugh to her
hearts content. She used to reciprocate by calling the fooled students to the office to see their parents who were not present at the time.
The picnic and boat cruising were her much loved means of escape throughout her life. Sometimes she used to take the teachers also on
boat cruising and had fun by splashirg water on them. We owe her a greater debt than she would have ever claimed.

Ms. Chinniah used to surprise people. Once to my astonishment, she made a surprise visit to my house with an escort. I panicked and I
didn’t know what to do and made my mother to be the spokesman. I used to distance myself from her, as getting closer to her was
difficult for me as I had a big image about her, and I had the thoughts of a principal- student relationship, even though she welcomed
people getting closer to her.

Of course she faced many challenges during her period but she faced them with courage. At one time nature got angry and there was a
fearful hurricane which blew off of the roofs of the school buildings and the dark blue sea got wild dashing the turbulent waves to the
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school premises. She panicked. But we all rose to the occasion, stood by her gave her a helping hand and brought back the school to
normal. I can still remember the big laughter, the giggles and the smile she showed on her face after everything settled.

Sometimes Ms. Chinniah used to become temperamental and angry. That we have to understand. No human being can be perfect on
earth, and as humans we are entitled to have at least one shortcoming. Like that Ms.Chinniah had that short temper as she expected
perfection in everything. Maybe, also that was due to the marathon of tasks, commitments, undertakings, involvements and too many
calculated risks that she took beyond her strength. Anyway she remained a heroine.

Ms. Chinniah also had a sad part in her life. When her niece Doddy died in an air crash, she wept like a child and couldn’t be consoled.
She usually doted on her nieces and nephews.

During the latter part of her administrative period, she was saddened and weakened. Maybe she sensed that she was about to leave her
home- the school. She retired very quietly, even though she hosted many farewell parties in a large scale for others. Her retirement as a
principal was a shock and mystery to everybody. But everything has to come to an end and we as teachers gathered together in the office
with tears singing a farewell song. After retirement all of us used to visit her on a regular basis as she resided in her nearby house.

Anyhow after retirement her health declined but she lived for another 10 years. She passed away in 1975. Her death was a sad time for
her family members, students, teachers, neighbourhood schools and community members who all knew her. They all flocked to pay their
tribute and last respects with tears and sobs, when her majestic body was brought to the school hall. The school was full to capacity that
testified as how she was valued and placed in the hearts of all.

Ms. Chinniah won the hearts of all of us but couldn’t win death, as death is inevitable and nobody can escape from it. I salute her,
honour her and I revere her, more than the words I say or write.

Ms. Chinniah! We will remember you and sing your song till our last breath. We the elder have lived to see you, and we will enable the

youngest to remember and think of you.

MGHS as a leading girls school......

Beautifully located in front of the sea, MGHS was the only girls’ school imparting
En%Iish education in the Vadamaratchi area before the 1940s. Before the middle of the
20" century the school had principals hailing from England. They were very service
minded and well disciplined. I can remember Ms.Barker, Ms. Everette and Ms.Dore as
principals of the school. ‘

We had bilingual education, studying in both English and Tamil. Till the sixth standard
the medium was Tamil and we had English as one subject. After grade six the medium
was in English and the students were able to cope-up very well due to the dedicated work
of the principal and the teachers. The school had hostel facility with an experienced
matron Lucy acca, that facilitated students to come from far away places to gain English
education. Afterschool activities such as piano and music classes were held in the hostel.
The students participated in speech contest in both Tamil and English. There were inter
school sport competition, netball matches within the Northern Province and MGHS was
really leading in sports and studies in 1940s. Science subjects were introduced in 1947
and teachers from South India were brought in. MGHS has always been a shining light
and the students are progressing in many fields. Let the school march towards success.
