swamikurukkal Vairavanathakurukkal, the 4th defendant
Iramatingar Karthigesar and the 5th defendant Ramachandirar
Muttukumaru be and they are hereby declared the chief
Managers of the Hindu Temple standing on the land Pappara-
vanchally at Nainatheevn ealled Nagapooshaniammen kovil the
plaintiff be and he is hereby declared to be the High Priest of
the said temple the 4th defendant Ramalingar Karthigesar ﬁe
and he is hereby declared to be the Treasurer of the said temple,
the 1st defendant Naganathar Velupillai 2nd defendant
Irakunathar Saravanamxttu the 8rd defendant Karthigesar
Ramalingar and Velauthar Kathirithambi of Nainatheevu be
and they are heraby declared to be the sub managers of the
said temple.

It is further decreed as follows :-

(1) The Chief and the sub managersareto nominate and
appoint a person to keep the accounts of all the incomes and
expenditures of the said temple on a monthly pay of a sum not
exceeding Rs. 15-00 and the said accountant shall keep the
accounts in paper books bound paged and numbered.

(b) The sub managers are to de their duties in the said
temple ior the ‘term of three months each successively in the
order in which they have been named abovs and eaeh sub-
managers is to recover during his said term all the income of
the said temple and defray all the expenses required for the
daily poojah ceremony of the said temple and keep a seperate
account and deliver over the balance in hand at the end of the
term into the hands of the Treasurer who shall examine the
said account and compare the same with the accounts of the
accountant and shall give a receipt signed by himself (Treasu-
rer) and attested by the account.

(¢) The sub manager or sub managers during whose term
the annual festival of the month of June (Ani) shall fall sre to
keep a separate aceount of the receipts and expenditure for the
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_"ﬁ.‘.”‘%eétival period and at the close of the festival deliver to the
P Chief Managers the account with the balance amount remaj.
ning in his or their hands and such offerings of permanent
value as may have been made to the temple by worshippers in
performing their vows and obtain receipts from the Chief
Managers sbeh receipt being attested by the accountant of the
temple who shall enter in his own books the items appearing
in the account for that period of festival and state therein the
. balance paid to the Chief Managers.

- (d) The management of the temple is to be under the
control and supervision of the Chief Manager, who shall in
case of any differencs between them nominate thrce other
independant and respectable persens and abide by and act
according to their decision or the decision of the majority of
them.

(e) The Chief and the sub managers shall jointly make a
list within two months from this day of all the jewels brass
wares and other articles and furniture and movable property
belonging to the temple stating their approximate value and
giving the weight of such articles "as are usually weighed for
valuation. And all the seven managers shall each keep a copy
of the list so prepared and such copy shall be signed by all the
managers and the articles should bear the initials of the temple
Nana Navanna Ana (5. 57. 9.)

(f) The utensils and ornaments belenging to the temple
which are wanted for da.iljr use should be left in the hands of
Poosakar and a receipt must be obtained from him and all the
other jewels must remain in the store room or Kalanchiyam,
The key of the box containing the jewels must be in the charge
of Karthigesar the 4th defendant. The key of the Chest or
trunk in which the box of jewels iz to be kept to be with
Saravanamuttu the 2nd defendant The key of the innermost
room wherein the said chest or trunk is kept to be in charge of
Ramalingam the 8rd defendant.
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The key of the room next to it with Muttukumaru the 5:.th
defendant and the key of the outermost room of the said
Kalanchiyam to be with Velupillai the first defendant.

(g) Mhough the high priest is one of the chief managers
whenever he has to perform his priestly dutiesin the temple, he
shall have to do such duties under the orders and supervision
of the other two chief managers who shall have power to
impose a short fine according to the circumstances of the case
and not with a view of vindicating their authority nor to lower
him in the estimation of the Public. This is done in case of
gross irregularity misconduct or insubordination should the
High Priest be dissatisfied with the five imposed he may appeal
to three respectable men selected by himself and the other two

managers and their dicision will be flinal.

(h) The Chief Managers and the submanagers shall
examine particularly the aceounts of the receipts and expendi-
ture during the period of the annual festivals and apply the
balance or any part thereof for necessary repairs of the temple
or erection of new buildings or invest the same wholly or in
part in the purchase of lands on in any other way for the benefit
of the temple as the managers may think proper.

(i)  Whenever any one or more of the managers have reason
to charge any of the managers with improper of fraudulent
conduet it shall be the duty of the managers or of such
managers as shall not be charged to convene a meeting of the
managers and to endeavour to dispose of the matter of the
charge or charges in a reasonable way; should they find it
impossible to do so due regard being had to the interest of the
temple they shall request five or seven disinterested and res-
pectable men to arbitrate and decide on the matter of the
charge or charges so preferred; and upon their decision or that .
of a majority of them the managers who may have been charged
may be dismissed or suspended for a time or fined and appoint
another in the place vacated according to the decision of the

arbitrators.

‘nathakurukkal is entititled %o the following remunerations

perquisites and emoluments when he officiates as the High
Priest of the temple during the annual festivals in the month
of June (Ani),

1. Rs. 20-00 out of the collection made at the ceréemony
called Utéavan&yagiarichanai (o prasrw® sfléser) leaving the
balance to be divided into four parts, 8/4 of it to be given to the
daily officiating priest, 1/4th to be deposited in the Treasury of
the temple. '

2. The whole of the collections made up of the fees
Arichchanai (o###%r) performed at the ceremonies called Ter
Arichchanai (Cs7 sfé#%r) and Theertha Arichchanai (£igs

yflE2%w ).

8 He the chief priest is to have also the allowances and
perquisites which are made to him by persons contributing te
the expenses of the annual festivals.

It is further ordered that parties do bear their own costs
of this action.
