It was with much sorrow and shock that we in the Public Service and the
Muslim community in particalar heard the news of the tragic and the untimely
death of Mr. M. M. Makbool on Friday, the day Jumma, the 22nd January 1988,
By his demise the S.L.A.S. has lost one of its most talented young administrators
who would have aspired to the highest echelons in Public Service and the Muslim
community in particular lost its first Government Agent who was one of their very

few senior civil servants whose advice was sought by them at different times te

solve some of their burning problems. They reaily lost one of their budding advisors /
leaders.

Mr, Makbool was born and bred in Jaffna. was also educated in Jaffna unti]
he entered University of Ceylon, Peradeniya in 1960. My Association and friendship
commenced in 1961, the year in which I entered the University. He came in
search of me on the first day itseif, though ragged me, he became one of my
good friends and advisors in the Campus, thereafter. During the period he proved
an ideal student and earned the admiration of his fellow students and the respect
of the members of staff.

Though advised to specialise in Fconomics or in Tamil Language by the
Prolessors incharge, on the results of the General Arts Qualifying Examination, he
chose to follow a general degree in which he obtained a 2ad Class upper division
pass in 1963 which is a rare honour for him to have achieved. Being a brilliant
stadent [ think he topped the General Batch in that year.

After a brief spell of employment in different places in Public Service he
joined the Sri I.anka Administrative Service on 1-10-1967 through the Open Com-
petitive Examination and ranked very high in the order of merit He was the
2nd person to be admitted to the Administrative Service, from Jaffna; the first
being late Mr. A.M.A. Azeez.

He served as Divisional Revenue Officer in Sammanthurai from 19671970,
as District Land Officer Kilinochi from 1971-1979, as Additional Government Agent
(Lands) Mannar from 1981-1984, and Ampari from 1984-1985, He was awarded
a scholarship in 1979/80 to the Netherlands to follow a long term Research Course
in Multi-Disciplinary Survey for Development Planning which he completed very
successfully. Thereafter, he was also requested to obtain further leave to do his
‘Masters degree which unfortunately due to the excigencies of service the Government
of Sri Lanka had to turn down.

By knowing the nature of the person and aptitude towards the work he was
also selected by the Government in 1985 to work as a Special Additional Govern.
ment Agent in Ampari District to cover the Administrative and Land Work in
electorates of Kalmuai, Samanthurai and Pottuvil. He was solely incharge of the
new Additional Government Agent’s Office to be set up to cover the work of the
above electorates. He was subsequently, appointed Government Agent and District
Secretary Mannar in October 1985 and worked there till that unfortunate date,

I need not give any testimony towards his work and “interest to solve the
problems of the poor without looking into caste, creed and religion kut those who
knew him in Amparai and Mannar will bear witness to them.

He was an extremely conscientious worker and spent almost the entire part
of his early public life in the remote areas such as Vavunia, Amparai and Mannar
A devout Muslim from a Middle Class family, working under trying conditiens,
never taking a step back or requesting for a change of work as the condition in
Mannar did not improve during the last five years due to the terrorist activities:
followed the Government instructions to the word by organising the arrangements
for settlements of those refugees who were returning from India at the time of his
death which may have been the ultimate cause.

But for an officer who was always availabe for the peaceful settlement of
the administrative problems who suggested acceptable solution to most of the
problems in that area had to die in that manner was tragic

It reminds me of a saying of the Prophet that on the day of Judgement
those who have been killed in Allah’s way, and unjustly will get special treatment
and that the rules apply to ordinary people will not apply to them. Mr Makbool
andoubtedly falls into this category and may he attain Jemnathul Firdouse — Ameen-

Undoubtedly, he will be remembered by those with gratituce fcr the ercimeus
contributions he has made for the development, the prosperity and furtherence of
their country and specially for the advancement of the poor villagers in North

and East

The Premature and tragic demise of Mr, Malkbool, Government Agent, Mauonar District hag
removed yet another 'key actor' inthe Disaster Relisf Administration of the Country. The family
has lost its bread-winner. Mr. Makbool had been a kind father, devoted husband and in short a tower
of strength for his brother and sisters who had to incidentally face a series of misfortunes rldi-ing
the recent past.

Mr. Makbool, aftei a commendable record of achievement in the University, started his admint
strative career as Divisional Revenue Officer, Samanthurai in the Ampara District. Thereafter he
held the posts of District Land Officer, Assistant Commissioner of Lands, Deputy Commissioner of
Lands, Additional Gevernment Agent and finally Government Agent, Manpar District. All these posi-
tions carry a large compoenent of relationskip with the pubiic. So much so, any person who occupy
these positions is bound to acquire a wealth of experience in dealing with the members of the public,
Makbool was simple in his ways, straight forward in his approach and was accessible to all the
sections of the people.

It is said that manasgement is by and large a matter of ' managiog situations ™. If it is so,
few will envy the position of a Govenmeut Agent. Worst of all, that of a Government Agent of
an saffected district. Eaeh time he is confronted with situations which arise unforeseen and each one
different from the other. However planned and prepared one may be, it will not measure up to meet
the situation. The fact that Makbool had weathered the Storm for more than three years show
that he had been tactful and alert in his stewardship. He was able to achieve this by his experience which
he had gained in the various positions he held in his career.

Mr. Makbool was appointed Government Agentat a relatively young age. He had many mors
years ahead of him and bad the potential of rsaching the top of ladder. [t is an irreparable loss
both for the country and his family that he was killed prematursly,

He was a specizlist -in
I.and Administration and was acutely aware of the problems of the landless peasants,
I have no doubt that Mr. M. M. Makbool will live in the hearts of many of the
peasants in the wanni, for his tireless, efforts in allocating land to the needy and
the helpless.

His death is a loss not only to the Sri Lanka Administrative Service but
to the entire Society, and to all those who value decency in public life, His
demise leaves an unbridgeable void in the life of his wife and children, May
God give them the strength to endure this irreparable loss. 1 have lost a dear
friend and colleague.

It is hard to believe that Mr. M. M. Makbool is no more with us in this
land of paradise. Yes, it is true that he departed from us so early to the pro-
vérbial fulfilment * whom the God loves die young”. when there is birth, the
death is sure to follow. But the time is uncertain. Fate had placed its cruel
hand on him when he was only 45 yearsold, then he was serving his own
people under trail and turbulent conditions prevailing in the country following
the ethnic crisis that reached the climax in 1983, for no fault of the present
generation.

Mr. Makbool by birth and schooling at Shri Ramakirshna Mission’s Vaidyeesh~
wara Vidyalaya (College) Vannarpannai, Jaffoa from Grade six to University
entrance class had become a model gentleman as Characterised by Cardinal New-
man in his Essay *“The Idea of a University’”. The excerpts of which are:— A
gentleman is one who never inflicts pain. This description is both noble and, as
far as it goes, accurate. He is mainly occupied in merely removing the obstacles
which hinder the free and unembarrassed action of those about him: and he con-
curs with their movements rather than takes the initiative himseif. The true gentle-
man in like mannar carefully avoids whatever may cause a jar or a jolt in the
minds of those with whom he associates, all clashing of opinion, or collisien of
feeling, all restraint, or suspecion, or gloom, or resentment, his great concern being
to make everyone at their ease and at home. He has had his eyes on all his
company; he is tender towards the bashful, gentle towards the distant, and merci-
ful ‘towards the absurd, he can recollect to whom he is speaking; he guards against
unreasonable allusions, or topics which may irritate; he is seldom prominent in
conversation, and never wearisome. He never speaks of himseff except when
compelled, never defends himself by a mere retort. He has no ear for slander or
gossip, is unwilling to impate motives to those who interfere with him, and inter-

prets everything for the best.

I have had the pleasure and unique privilege of knowing him from _Grade
sitx at Vaidyeeshwara which I joined one year before, up to the Degree in the
University of Peradeniya. At School he was a brilliant student and he excelled
in extra-curricular activities such as the participation in drama,_debates and elocution
contests in both Tamil and English. He obtained a passin Sinhala at_the J. S..C-
Examination conducted by the N.P. T, A. At the varsity he won .Ihe love, _?.ﬂ-?cm.m
and admiration of the professors and lecturers for his outstanﬂdmg capﬂltlnlIt;fS n
studies, debates and sports.. He distinguished himself at the General Arts Degree

Examination with honours in 1963
especially the down trodden lead him to

His brilliant performance at the B A, Examination nlwdg‘ hxrln sFow e j.;
in the highly coveted and competitive Ceylon Administrative Service PREANAL
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1965. His first appointment was to serve in Sammanthurai in the Amprai District
as D. R. O., during which period the writer was at Pottuvil.

His efficient service to communities all alike gave him a transfer as District
Land officer Kilinochchy where he served for quite a long time. The Government
recognized his servicces so much so that he was awarded a course of training
abroad in the Netherlands ( Holland ... On his return after Post-Graduate work he
served in the Land Commissioner’s Department as one of its Deputies, after which
he became the District Secretary and Government Agent of Mannar Distriet, pre-
ceded for a short period as Additional G. A. His meteorical rise found a pride of
place in the Muslim Community and the Tamils of Jaffna — his birth place.

I will fail in my friendship if 1 don't, at this juncture, quote the words of
the Indian Mirror in its issue of 1906 that made the perceptive observation abeout
Sir Ponnnampalam Ramanathan. “ The career of Ramanathan is a fit object lesson
to the educated youth of India and Ceylon; for seldom does one come across a
man of such phenomenal energy as Mr. Ramanathan who is as sound an authority
on philosophy, arts, literature and religion as he is on law”. Makbool to the
Muslims, Tamils and Sinhalese was a Ramanathan in his own way. He always
detested injustice and never hesitated nor failed to take up such causes. As
D. L. O. Kilinochchy he was never contended with the signing of permits and
grants. The mango grove and the coconut palms standing in and around the
Land Office and in the precincts of the present Kilinochchi Kachcheri were planted
and nursed by him and they bear fruits to the memory of this great soul. It
was purely his architect to provide the homeless Muslims of Jaffna with the Pom-
maiveli Housing Scheme. His dedication to service has found him a place among
the leaders of the Muslim Community of Jaffna, the birth right :

In conclusion I take pride in having been a friend of this Jate great ‘Atman’
Makbool, whose friendship was as in the verse of Naladiyar:— Bear with Infir-
mities. None are perfect. “When those to whom with strong desire we clung as
good, prove otherwise, keep the sad secret hid, cling to them stilll The growing
grain has husks, the water has its foam: flowers too have scentless outer sheath
of leaves.”

Let me and the wife and children of Makbool and bis close associates
“console ourselves at the loss of this great man by taking refuge under Thirukkn-
ral of Saint Valluvar. " What is stronger than fate? If we think of an expedient
(to avert it) it will itself be with us before (the thought) and the saying of
Chellappa Swamiyar to Yogar Swamy of Jaffna.

It was a great pleasure to have associated with Marhoom M, M, Mak
bool, Additional Government Agent-Lands, Mannar and Sub.equently as Gowt.
Agent Mannar. He was well cultured and much devoted to his religion
following strictly the principles of Islam. This great guality reficcted a good
leadership and encouragzment to his community.

He and I were given the task of finalizing the District Agricultural
Plan.

Marhoom
Makbool om assumrption of «cuties as Additional Government Agent Lands
gradually re-vitalized the scheme recruiting new energetic youths, This became
his pet scheme and converted into new lands.ape, and a productive venture,
‘During the first season, they earned profits. He graduslly exp nded and
accommodsted more youths. They are, todusy independent earning members
with good saving habits, taught by him, This schems stands as a monumert
to his contribution to his genuine welfare efforts.

While he was viry actively involved in new ventures for the benefits
of the Mannar Public, the Government recognized his capabilities and
suddenly transferred him to Ampara Distriet as Addl. Govt, Agent with the
intention to organze a Kachcheri at Kalmunai. Although this was a surprise
end displeased yet he proceeded without any protest leaving Mannar a close
stution to his native pl.ce Jaffna, This clearly demonstrates his duty
conscince and readiness to serve anywhere as a loyal Government Servant.

Ferhaps due to his greater affection for Mannar,  the -duration of
his stay at Ampira was short and he rewrned to Mannar in the capacity
of Govesnment Agent,

Since 1 have associated with him, I am aware of his several plans
for the deveiopment and improvement in va ious fields to increase the standard
of living especially eming the poor masses f Mannar District. some of the
major plans were to re-constiuct :nd re-shape the demplished buildings in the
Tazaar arca. tree planting avenues and induced the Lions to imitiate the
Campaign, the improvements to Childr.n's Park, roads. schcols, irrigation infra-
structuies, Town droinage scazmz. etc,, etc. He devoted himself veiy closely
and zctively to electricity and Town Drinking Water Scheme. It is no surprise
that when Mannar Towa was in durknsss, Le personally carried  spare-parts
from Colombo to provide lights. Th: re-commencement of the Hydro Power
electricity and drinking water schamas are due to his personal efforts Wauen
Hydro Puwer lights and wuter flows from the n2w augmoantation, the name
of Makbool will always be rememberid by every citizen of & annar.

Mskbool nad wide knowiedge ¢nd good reading habits. In order to
impart this, he took active part to re o!ganize the Publ:c Library at Mannar
and equipped it with valuable reading materials

It is very unfortunate that such as a cultured, talented, kind hearted
simple person should leave this world so early in age and the couatry had
lost a very Valuable devoted son,

He had put up housing schemes
on self- aided basis for those who were affected. at Pommaiveli in 1978 FHe wasca
tri-lingualist and was loved by all, irrespective of caste, creed or colour.

He was the Government Agent for Mannar and was in the thick and thin of the
problems faced by the people due to violence that raged the Nothern and Eas.
tern Province of the Country. He worked day and night for the well-being of
the people.

It is always a sad duty to perform to refer to a death of any individual,
but it is painful and agonising to refer to the death of someone whom _one
had known very well. I am in this predicament.

I have known the late M. M. Makbool since his childhood. My eatliest recol-
lection of him wa# when he was being escorted to Mazrauddin school by a near
relative of his, in the early forties. Though his parents were not that affluent, they
had sufficient means to provide him with the basic facilities to enable
him to go through a University education. He manifested a keeness for
studies from his kindergarten, which did not abate throughout his University career
and even thereafter. The several achievements of his in the sphere of studies bore
ample testimony to his keen intellect. He measured up to the expectations of the mem-
bers of his family, his numerous friends and wellwishers by securing a place for him-
self in the Administrative Service of this country. After the abolition of the Cey-
lon civil service, in the fashion of every bright student barring those that entered
the professions, the late Mr. Makbool carved out a place for himself in the Admi-
nistrative service. By diligent work he reached almost the top of the service by
getting appointed as the G. A.for Mannar at a comparatively young age of forty
two,

Although I had no occasion to observe and assess him in the petformance of
his official functions, the report thatl received from my numerous friends in the
North and elsewhere who knew him was that he was a good public relations offi-
cer who was always humane in his approach to problems that he was called upon
to solve, as a public servant of this country.

I have always found him as one who maintained the continuous touch with the
common man and the underpriviledged, irrespective of caste, creed and religicn. The
offices that he held had sat lightly on him. He was always unassaming. cheer-
ful and kept everyone who went before him at ease.

He was akeen student of Tamil and was deeply immersed in the study of
its vast literature from the Sangam period to the modern era. When 1 had the
occasion to meet him and could spare little time, I had always enjoyed his com-*
panionship particularly when it came to a discussion touching the beauties and
the greatness of the Tamil Language, and its inexhaustible literature.

Everything That is created by Almighty in this Universe has to perish and
will be rent asunder is a creed with every muslim It is this faith in the inevitabi-
lity of death and eventual decay that serves as a consolation when one considers
the untimely and tragic death of the Jate M. M. Makhool.

May the doors of Jennathul Firdows be kept open for the repose of
