Message from Dr. H. W. Howes

Director of Education

Tn some ways I feel like a new Dboy in school
who finds himself in an atmosphere which 1is
pewildering! However, I find, unlike the new boy,
that many of the educational problems of Ceylon
only vary in degree from prokblems which have had
to be faced or are being faced in other countries.
One man alone cannot solve all the problems.
It can only be done by co-operation between Admini-
strator and Teacher. So far as I am concerned, I am
determined to work for the advancement of our child-
ren, but I am confident that the teachers will res-
pond whole-heartedly. But Teacher and Administrator
must also have the aid of the parent and of the public
in general. There is much to be done and while
criticism can be wvaluable it 1is not valuable
unless it is constructive. Anything which will for-
ward real interests of the children of Ceylon will
have my support; above all I ask for complete
co-operation in the endeavour to give our children
a good education., The Administrator must help
the school, the parent help the teacher,  the
teacher give of his or her best for the child, and
the public of Ceylon should take an intelligent
and helpful interest in education, supporting
when support is deserved and criticising cons-
tructively in order to keep the teacher and the
administrator working for the child at the
highest level.

The Late Mr. V. Nagalingam — A Great Teachér

A. M A. Az2ez, Principal, Zakira College, Colombo.

“T"he late Mr. V. Nagalingam belonged to a great band of pioneers in the field

of education. In his school days, University education was almost unheard
of. Barring a few veterans of the Batticota Seminary who had graduated in
Indian Universities and the privileged few of Colombo schools, the advantages
of Higher education were denied to the students of his day. The late Mr. Naga-
lingam and others of his time like Mr. V. Muttucumaru who 1is, happily still
very active, followed in the footsteps of great teachers like the late Mr. Nevins
Selvadurai. They were not satisfied with the meagre learning then available
to them within Ceylon. The great Indian University of Calcutta was then at
the height of its prestige. The ILate Mr. Nagalingam like Mr. Muttucumaru
before him was attracted to this centre of learning. Mr. Nagalingam returned
as a graduate well versed in English Literature and History to begin his life’s work.

He used to tell his students that teaching was not merely a career or a
profession — to him it was a vocation, almost a Divine calling. To the Ilast this
conceptiou of his ideal never changed. True, at an early stage the lure of the
law seemed irresistible. But bis true inclinations sent him back to his first
love. But even in his days as a student-at-law he did not forsake his first
choice entirely. He continued as a teacher in Colombo at Aunanda College. He
is still remembered by older generations of Anandians as a teacher with a way
of his own, and as au inspired exponent of Shakespearean literature. Some of his
former students at Amanda College have spoken of their early recollections of
his short stay at Ananda, and of his personality which was vivid and refreshing.

Mr. Nagalingam's association with Jaffua Hindu College and Kokuvil Hindu
College is fresh in the memory of generations of grateful students and their
parents. Almost his entire working life was devoted to these two institutions.
For close on forty years he guided students of Jaffna and mever tired of showing
the way. Fach student no matter how bright or dull was his personal concern.
The weakest and the humblest, those that had fallen by the wayside on the
road to success in examinations, to these he gave of his best willingly aund
fde- His devotion and sympathy to such as these never wavered. His feel-
Ings ff)r them are best expressed in the words of a contemporary American
educatlonist——”Perhaps never again will anybody take them by the hand and
say, ‘look, thisis the way you must go, so that is the way in which I can
'53“’0"-. The same educationist once said, * | may be as ill as can be, but once
= get mto‘ class T forget myself”. That is the Xkind of spirit that permeated
Mr. Nagalingam’s entire life. He lived for his work—and died for it.

The Principal thinks aloud

HEN I left Jaffna College in August 1944 I had no intention of returning
W to teaching, The decision was meant to be irrevocable. Everything had
been donme to make my departure from the teaching profession fimal. But here
I am again in the thick of it all once again, as though driven by some in-
escapable destiny and shouldering a responsibility much heavier than I was ac-
customed to. To be the head of a free school today is by mno means an enviable
task, particularly when the school has little private resources to fall back upon.

Kokuvil Hindu College is in its vigorous youth growing from strength to strength
almost day by day. New problems are springing up demanding urgent and
immediate solution. Accommodation, equipment, library and laboratory facilities
never seem to catch up with the need of the hour. Government’s dilatoriness
in implementing its policy, as adumbrated in the FEducation Report, in regard
to many fundamental educational proposals and social and spiritual values makes
forethought and planning virtually impossible. Is the mother tongue to be the medium
of instruction throughout a child’s high school education? How soon are the
national languages to become the media of public administration? Does the
State propose to introduce craft and techmical education as alternatives to the
present wholly academic pursuits? If so, at what stage in the child’s
life is the selection to be made? What is the future of demominmational schools ?
Does the state propose to go back to a modified fee-levying system? The answers
to these and many other questions should be available before any individual
school can order its programme.

While the state is making up its mind, the demand for the one type of
education that the schools are able to provide is steadily increasing and the
hFads of schools are powerless to stem the tide of this demand. Whatever their
Vl?ws. on the suitability of this type of education for all children, whatever
misgivings they may have about the capacity of the state to provide work for
th.e products — finished and unfinished — of these schools, whatever philosophy they
might cherish about the ends and aims of education in relation to a nation’s

to;:al €conomy, they must perforce work the system in which they find them-
selves.

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Kokuvil Hindu College

1910 — 1950

s early as 19C0 originated the idea of founding feeder schools to the Jaffna
“ Hindu College the Premier National Iastitution in the North  From this
time onwards the authorities were seriously thinking of giving practical shape
to the scheme. Certain elderly members oa the staff of the College with a broad
vision too were inspired with zeal towards this cause. The revered Tamil Pandit
of the College Mr. Somaskandar of innocent simplicity from Thavady and Mr.
E. Chelliah an experienced and efficient teacher of sterling character from Kokuvil
were the pioneers who exerted themselves in this direction They were joined
later by other well wishers of the locality who contributed not a little towards
the attainment of this worthy object. '

In October 1910 a humble beginning was made (small beginnings lead to great
ends). A few boys from the neighbouring Tamil Schools auxious to learn
English formed the nucleus of a small class held in a house near the 3rd mile
post facing the main road. Mr. N. Chellapah,a Madras Matriculate was in charge
of this class. Im spite of its growing strength Mr. Chellapah proved equal to
the task maintaining the necessary discipline and tonme. Within a year’s time
the infant school was housed in a semi temporary shed on the outer northern
courtyard of the Puthukovil Temple. As a result of pupils from neighbouring
villages seeking admission into different classes the school developed iuto a full
fledged primary school with the late Mr. E. Chelliah as its first Head Master
and it was named Kokuvil Hindu English School.

The accommodation problem turning out to be acute Mr. Chelliah acquired
the present site and saw to the putting up of a permanent hall where the school
with about a hundred pupils was shifted in 1916 At this stage Mr. Chelliah
handed over the school to the Board of Directors of the Jaffna Hindu College.
A preparatory Tamil School was started in the same premises and it served
its purpose well. Later on girl pupils too were admitted into the Eaglish
School at the reguest of several parents who found it inconvenient and expensive
to send their daughters to Schools three or four miles off. With the advent of
the new Head Master Mr. S. Thiyagarajah, who was transferred from the Jafina
Hindu College in 1926, Post primary classes leading up to the E.S. L. C., were
formed. The numbers steadily increased; a high standard of efficiency was
maintained. Mr. Thiyagarajah joined the Department as Inspector of Schools in
August 1928, and I assumed duties by the Ist of September the same year.

: The gradual increase of admissions into the lower classes as well as the
higher forms necessitated the provision of further accommodation by the putting
up of additional blocks, of buildings and imptovements to the existing ones; the
staff too had to be suitably strengthened. The notable social event of the period

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in the school was the celebration of its Silver Jubilee in 1937 which served as
a suitable occasion for wunveiling of the portrait .of the founder the late
Mr. E. Chelliah. The School continued to work. as a Junior Secondary one with
classes up to the E.S. L. C., till 1939. Matriculation classe.s were opened in 1940
and further additions to the staff were made by the appou?tment of competent
graduates. The same year the school was raised to the Senior Secondary School
status and was placed on the B. grade. Owing to my weak }fcalth, I was
obliged to retire in May 1942 and was succeeded by Mr. S. Seenivasagam. On
grounds of ill health the Management gave him a transfer to the Jaffna Hindu
College and the late Mr. V. Nagalingam took charge of the school in January,

1946.

The appointment of Mr. V. Nagalingam, Senior Lecturer Jaffna Hindu
College as Principal was hailed with delight by students as well as the well
wishers of the school. He counted quite a large number of admirers and friends
among his old pupils as well as the general public enjoying their good will
and confidence to a remarkable degree; thereby he could enlist their moral and
financial support in the matter of implementing the several schemes of develop-
ment which he initiated The adequate provision of accommodation equipment and
staf and the high level of efficiency attained by the College at large, enabled
him to get it raised to grade I in August 1948. Out of the collections he
made with the Thelp of the Old Students’ Association especially the
Colombc Branch, he set apart a sum to form the nucleus of the amount
to be wused towards the acquisitiom of the play - ground. The Management,
whose confidence he usually enjoyed realising the tremendousefforts made by him
and by his loyal colleagues, helped him with a substantial loan to make possible
the purchase of a piece of land 45 lachams in extent in the im-
mediate vicinity of the College lying north of the Temple; thereby the Ilong
cherished idea of a suitable play ground for the pupils of the College became
an accomplished fact through his efforts within a period of three years of his
taking charge of the institution. But before he could put through his schemes
of laying a good play ground and putting an Assembly Hall and suite of class-
tooms cruel fate snatched him from our midst. His loss had gome so deep
into the hearts of his beloved pupils, loyal colleagues, old students and friends
that they could scarcely forget his magnetic personality. The grounds which
could conveniently serveas a permanent veuue for all sports activities and other
college requirements has been aptly nmamed Nagalingam grounds. The Carnival
and Exhibition to be held in the grounds during the last week of March has
been appropriately styled ‘*Linga Lights”. We regret that he has not lived to
enjoy a term of well-earned retirement after all his strenuous efforts to promote
the welfare of this institution.

The Management paturally found it difficult to fill up the vacancy caused
by Mr. Nagalingam’s death. They had to be circumspect in the matter. After
mature consideration their choice fell on Mr. S. H. Perinbanayagam the present
Principal. It may be a little too premature to make any pronouncement. [ may

venture to suggest that sigus are mnot wanting to indicate what his regime
‘would be like.

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The school has thus made ample strides from its very inception, passing
through various stages of development. All those who were entrusted with its
administration from time to time, being inspired with the best of motives have
exercised care and forethought in guiding its destinies. Though the Free Edu-
cation Scheme has made the accommodation problem acute here as elsewhere
the pupils whose number on the roll at present is a little over a thousand
(1000) are housed in decent Sanitary buildings. Their needs are being catered to
by a competent, contented and loyal staff of the forty (40) members of the
majority of whom are highly qualified. The school has attained a fair degree
of successes in setting up maintaining healthy traditions both among the staff
and pupils, conclusive towards a spirit of service co-operation and a broad out-
look on life. The stature attained by the school and the Record of achieve-
ment to its credit within the period of 40 years are matters which have justi-
fied its existence and when the mother Iustitution as well as the villages near
by could justly be proud of. The OIld Students in Colombo as well here who
are ever ready to safeguard and promote its interests and a responsive parent
public may be deemed as some of the schools valuable assets. It is needless to
point out that they would only too gladly continue to help the school to grow
from strength to strength, and to realize the ideals it stand for. All Godspeed

The Light Of Lights —
-~ From The Lingam

N ancient religious lore in India the Lingam is the source of life, of energy. of wisdom
l of tenderness, of pity, of both benevolence and malevolence, of creation and of
destruction. What lies behind them all is TRUTH—the LIGHT OF LIGHTS.

How does the Light emanate and what is the source and symbol is a matter un-
familiar to most of us. The Lingam stands for Siva as a symbol.

In days of yore the legend runs, in Mount Kailas Parvati clesed the eyes of Siva
with Her hands, with the result that the Sun, Moon and Fire did not shine forth.
Terrible havoc was caused in the World, To light the world enveloped in darkness
Lord Siva opened his third eye and the Sun, Moon and Fire began to shine again.
From legends such as this we learn of the might of the God-head, the source of power,
life and LIGHT without. which nothing can exist. Besides in legends such as this we
learn of the wisdom of our Sages through the vista of years. The ancient Indian civilisa-
tion, although speculative, was more confined to the domain of the intellectual and the
religio-mystical. Even when set against the discoveries of modern science their ideas
are not behind the times. The third, the winkless eye on the forehead of Siva is no matter
of mere imagination. This Trilochany aspect of Siva, modern physiologists regard it
as a vestige of an aborted eye. An example is cited in Tantura a member of the lizard
family found in New Zealand which shows a typical eye structure complete with lens, retina
and nerve, when a section is cut through the head with the help of modern mechanism.
This knob-like structure lies beneath the root of the cranium and assumes the form of an eye
which at an early period was the third eye of some  vertebrates. It is surprising
how the ancients came by this knowledge. They observe that it existed in all men but
rema.ined elosed except in the Yogi or Seer which represents the symbol of the psychic
opening.

Now the personification of Siva as a God - concept seems later in time than the
worship of the Lingam. Hinduism has the singular quality of being perhaps the oldest
recor.ded religion thatis still alive. The cult of the Sivalingam concept may be re.
cogn_lsed in the remains of Mohenjo Daro. But with the disappearance of that civilisation,
the incoming Aryan calture with its peaceful penetration and priest ridden dogma imposed
on the early peoples the worship of the elements which in turn became personified.
Ev;:n 0 Fhe older cults f:ontinued to persevere in Peninsular India. The Vedic Rudra
ad to give place to Siva. Priestly treatises in the form of the later Vedas, Upani-
ilt:ads'- Aga.mas and Puranas helped in the fusion. In the process of development
T;esim:::ll’\sm, the form size and mater?a.l of .the li-ngam tco came in for systematization,
formsif t;:raﬂd Manasara’are exph.mt in their  elaborate dissertations.

The lingams are divided into two kinds, the ‘Chala Lingam’ and (the ’lichala
ngam meanings the movable and immovable  Then, the SVAYAMBHUVA LINGAM
is considered the most sacred of all types because it 1s believed to have come into existence
by itself from ages past. However sixty eight places throughout th'e con'tment of India
are enumerated as possessing Svayambhuva lingams. The lingam itself is divided inte-

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THE COLUMBIA UNIVERSITY

I. P. THURAIRATNAM, M. A. (Columbia), B- Sc (Lond.)

IG in ideals and aspirations, big in buildings and endowments, big in its President
and Facuity, Columbia is aptly called * The Colossns on the Hudson®. It is
situated on Morningside Heights, the highest part of New York City. It is a light set
en a hill. The Uuiversity after running over many streets and avenues comes to an
end at Teachers College, the oldest and perhaps the most famous of its graduate schools.
Next to this is the Union Theological Seminary with its Gethic architecture and old world
appearance. Opposite is the Jewish Seminary, brick-red and modern. On the Hudson side is
the famous Riverside Church whose tower rises into the clouds and houses the world’s
biggest carillon. . Next to it is the sleek and businesslike International House, a hospitable
home for foreign students, gifted by Rockfeller in order that ‘* Brotherhoed may prevail.
And across the street is the Julliard Music School reminding ome of the Italian Renaissance.
This whole locality is charged with an intellectual and aesthetic atmosphere which is elevating
and inspiring. In the hotels, restaurants and drug-stores are to be found all day and during
part of the night earnest students with serious purpose laughing, talking, discussing. The
topics range from International Affairs to Anthropology, Interior Decoration to Psychiatry.
Without is gaiety and within ambition, determination and sometimes frustration.

An atmosphere of freedom pervades the whole place. There is nething to cramp one
— pot even academic gowns. These are seen only on Commencement Day (Convocation).
Otherwise, professors, doctoral candidates and ordinary students are all plain human beings
deeply appreciative of each others problems. The high walls and closed gates of Oxford
and Cambridge are absent here. Inside the class room the atmosphere is informal and
easy, mot rigid and tense, The buildings are spick and span, the eauipment modern. The
Englishman takes pride in antiquity, the American in modernity.

In the colonial days, Columbia started as King’s College under a royal charter from
George Il in 1754. The Trinity Church downtown assumed the patronage of the institution.
The beginriings were small and the contrast between them and now is staggering. A fund
of £5693 - 18s was raised, Rev. Dr, Samuel Johnson was appointed the first President and 8
students were admitted. Today General Eisenhower is President, the assets total § 127,810,
411-22 and there are between 35,000 and 40,000 students. The group of buildings known
as Rockfeller Center and called ‘city within a city’ stands on land belonging to Columbia.
The income from the rent of this land alone comes to $3,743,295 a year. After the War
of Independence a new charter was granted by the New York State Legislature and the
College was re-christened Columbia on May 1, 1784. The <College had so little money that
no respectable character could be induced to accept the office of President. The 1789
Commencement was attended by President General Washington and Vice - President Adams.
After Too vears, Columbia had only 140 students and 6 professors,

In 1864 Barnard became President and ever since Columbia has been on the up grade.
Barnard College for girls stands as a fitting monument to one who fought hard for the
cause of higher education for girls. As far back as 1881 Barnard shouted, “ Education is
a science, No one has made it a subject for investigation, The educational system of the
country will never be what it ought to be until education is made a profession into which
N0 one is permitted to enter without first having passed through a course of training as
1S required for admission to other professions.” This was the seed that grew into the
huge tree known as Teachers College. The greatest contribution of Barnard, however, was
the discovery of Nicholas Murray Butler who became President in 1902 and dominated
the scene until 1945, Nicholas the Miraculous, as he was called by his classmate and friend
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Theodore Roosevelt, transformed Columbia and made it one of the greatest universities of
the world. He was a champion money collector and raised $120,000,000 during his regime.
He made annual trips to England and the Continent and cultivated the friendship of
the great men of the time. He knew Gladstone, Bismark, Cardinal Newman and Pope
Leo XIII. He made the acquaintance of every Prime Minister of England since Gladstone
excepting Lord Salisbury and Bonar Law. He claimed personal friendship with Tennyson,
Browning, Mathew Arnold, Robert Louis Stevenson and Rudyard Kipling ; Prof, Huxley
and Tyndall Herbert Spencer and Lord Kelvin. He knew 13 presidents of America. He
collected decorations from 15 nations and degrees from 37 universities He also won the
1931 Nobel Prize for Peace along with Jane Addams.

On the retirement of Butler, the presidency of Columbia was offered to General Dwight
Eisenhower. At the same time the presidency of the United States of America also was
offered to him by both the Democratic and the Republican parties. Truman was considered
not good enough by the Democratic Party and Dewey was considered unlucky by the
Republican party which wanted desperately to stage a come-back having been in the
political wilderness for 16 years. Eisenhower would have won on either ticket but he
preferred the presidency of Columbia, and Columbia is proud. His warm handshake and
broad grin electrifies everybody,

Two great events in recent years. at Columbia have been the installation of Eisenhower
on Oct. 1z, 1948 and Eisenhower’s first Commencement and Columbia’s 195th. on June 1,
1949. Both occasions were colourful. At the installation official representatives were present
from 36 foreign universities and 316 American universities. The University of Bologna ef
the year 1088 was the oldest followed by Oxford 1249, Paris 1253 and Cambridge 1284,
The most recent were Cairo 1919, Teheran and Sao Paulo 1934.

At Eisenhower’s first commencement degrees were conferred] on a record number of 8036
gradwates from the 17 schools of the University ranging from the School of Mines to the
School of Journalism. Among those who received honorary degrees were Prof. Hermann
J. Muller, noted Zoologist and 1946 Nobel Prize winner, Dr. Arnold J. Toynbee, the British
Historian, Gen. Lucius D. Clay, former military Governor of Berlin and Gen. Omar
N. Bradley, the Army Chief of Staff. Eisenhower was visibly moved when in handing the
diplomas he addressed Gen. Clay as My very, very old friend " and Gen. Bradley as

“My comrade on the greatest battle - fields of America.” 18000 people watched the solemn
ceremonies.

Columbia will be known for a long time to come as the intellectual home of John
Dewey, the noted educational philosopher and thinker. Among the sciemtists are Pupin
who took the first X-Ray photograph and who discovered secondary X-Ray radiation, and
Fermi, Dunning, Rabi, Pegram and Urey who carried out experimental demonstration on
nuclear fission and the release of atomic energy. Thomas E. Dewey and Franklin D. Roosevelt
Wwere students in the Law School. Similar names abound in practically every field,

“ Mother, stayed on rock eternal,

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The National Crisis and Education
By K. NESIAH, M. A. Dip. in Education

HE activities now in progress at Kokuvil Hindu College are designed to add
to the material stock of the school. I trust it will not be an  inappro.
priate occasion to take stock of the general situation in the country aund to
reflect on the coatribution which our educational institutions can make to meet
that situnation.

Let us for a moment look back to the past and see what really sustained
social life in days gome by. It would be no exaggeration to say that before the
British occupation we had no conception of nationhood and mo patriotism in the
sense it is understood in the West. The community of the caste or race or creed
coustituted the real fatherland. To the extent there was any territorial tie, it was
loyalty to the village community. itself made up of a number of interdependent
occupational groups. Within this pattern there was deep social cohesion and
social conformity and universally accepted standards of conduct These things
bound men together and was the basis of social, political and economic life.

Times have now changed and Ceylon finds herself willy-nilly an independ-
ent modern nation. If she is found wanting iu those qualities which give
strength and vitality to a nation or, worse, if she is found to be no nation at all,
then it is a matter of the gravest concern. When we were subjects of an imperial
power it did not seriously matter if we lacked virtue in our, collective life, but
it is otherwise when we have to preserve and make use of our freedom. The
truth is that much is wanting in our outlook and our standards. We are faced
with nothing less than a moral erisis.

Political freedom, universal franchise. free education, including a free university,
and a plenitude of public servauts and professional men signifies something but does
Bot uecessarily mean that all is well. It is not whether we have- enough politi-
cians but whether the politicians are patriots and whether the patriots are statesmen
and the statesmen men of character. It is not whether we have eminent professional men,
but whether they have high standards or are just fee - men. It is not whether our
public servants eujoy high status and salaries but whether they are devoted to the
Public good. It is not so much whether there are state railways and state factories.
but whether the state employees regard state property as a sacred trust. Itis not
Whether the state is prepared to have a motorised division of excise officers to
catch up with increasing illicit liquor traffic but whether excise men and public men
are prepared to become missionary workers to lead their countrymen from both
illicit and |jeit liquor to sober and en lightened living. It is net
Whether'thc citizens have municipal franchise but whether there is a sense of
COmmurut-y among those who live in a town. It is not whether large crowds
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turn up on an occasion but whether they can keep themselves in order or want
policemen to keep them in order. Judged by tests like these, where do we stand?

In what age are we living if some Hindus could, in the name of religion,
deny freedom of worship to other Hindus? To what culture do we belong if Ceylon
receptions from Singapore to I.ondon t_akc the form of cocktail parties?
Are we a nation or even fusing into oue, if we could celebrate independence
with a ‘national’ flag and then design a flag that is multi - communal ? Finally,
if it is true that leading men are hoping to adopt Sinhalese as official language
in some parts of the Island and Tamil in other parts instead of wusing both
languages everywhere, then we must confess with anguish that we are not ready

and willing to be one nation.

It is nothing short of a social and spiritual revolution that can fit us for
freedom and na tionhood.

If this revolution has to come and the moral crisis facing as has to be re-
solved, our education must cease te be utilitarian, examination - dominated and
employment - centred, but create a new community with fresh standards. Indeed the
moral disorder in the country that we have spoken of is reflected in the state
of our present education. The lack of system in our education is its minor fault, itg
major weakness is lack of spiritual and social purpose whether at school or
University stage. If then our educatiou is to be the means of our national
regeneration it must be charged with purpose — a moral purpose, teaching the
young the reality of the moral law; a spirituai purpose, showing the spiritual
nature and destiny of man; a democratic purpose, 1mpressing the ideals and methods
of freedom; and, not least, a national purpose, seeking to build up the mental homo-
geneity of the nation.

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The Metaphysical Background Of
The Bhagavad Gita

By X. NAVARATNAM.

metaphysical study of the Bhagavad Gita may be considered out of place when people
are in the midst of activities connected with a Carnival. Because the Gita was
preached in the battlefield of Kurukshetra by Shri Krishna to remind Arjuna his duties
as a Royal Prince and to enlighten him on the Spiritual Values of Life, we have an
excuse to ponder over its teachings while we are immersed in Carnival festivities.
The Gita is mainly meant for the man of action who is engaged in doing his duty
to society. Therefore, it has a message for those who are engaged in the Cause of
Education and Nation Building.

The Bhagavad Gita is not a treatise on philosophy. It is purely a guide for living a
rationalised spiritual life. Although the teachings of the Gita are mainly religious, yet
they have a metaphysical background. The philosophy of religion preached in the
" Gita is based on the Sankhya Doctrine of Purusha and Prakriti and the conception
of God as taught in the Upanishads. The religious teachings of the Upanishads form
the background for the Theism of the Gita. The spiritual life adumbrated im it is
in full agreement with that of the Upanishads. There are many verses and ideas
which have been literally taken into the Gita from the Upanishads. The Upanishads
emphasize only the path of knowledge and Reality according to them is beyond
all qualities and attributes. They give a secondary place to Devotion and Karma.
But the Gita emphasizes the qualitiful Brahman and gives an equal place to Jnana,.
Bhakti and Karma, Among the three, Bhakti is undoubtedly given the first place.

IT
Doctrine of Bhakti

Sri Krishna’s contribution to the philosophy of religion is embodied in the following
verses: '
Arjuna asked.

Those devotees who, ever—steadfast, thus worship Thee, and those also- who wor-
ship the Imperishable, the Unmanifested, which of them ara better versed in Yogas?

The Blessed Lord said:

Those who fixing their mind on Me, worship Mae, eversteadfast, and endowed with
supreme Shraddha, they in My opinion are the best versed in Yoga.

But those also, who worship the Imperishable, the Indefinable, the Unmanifested
the Omnuipotent, the Unthinkable, the Un - Changeable, the Immovable, The Iiternal having
gsubdued all the senses, even-minded everywhere, engaged in the welfare of all
beings, verily they reach only Myself.

Greater is their trouble whose mind is set on the Unmanifested: for the goal
of the Unmanifested is very hard for the embodied to reach.
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But those who worship Me, resigning all action in Me, regarding Me, as the
Supreme Goal, meditating on Me with single-minded Yogs: for these whose mind
is set on Me, verily, I become ere long, O son of Pritha, the Saviour, out of the
ocean of this mortal Samsara.

If also thou art uanable to practise Abhyasa, be thou intent on doing actions for
My sake. Iven by doing actions for My sake, thou shalt attain perfection.
Chap. XIII. 1—5 & 10.

Sri Krishna recognises two aspects of Brahman, the Transcendental Indefinable
Unthinkable and the Unchangeable Brahman and the qualitiful Brahman which is the
origin of the world of souls and matter: The path of knowledge outlined in the
Upanishads is the contemplation of the un-qualified or Absolute Brahman, In the
opinion of Sri Krishna the path of the unqualified - Brahman is harder because of the
discipline it involves. Therefore, He recommends the path of Devotion to the qualified
Brahman or Purushottama as superior because it is easier. The Gita’s contribution to
religion lies in its emphasis on Bhakti as the easiest path to the relaisation of God.

A God of Love, Grace and kindness was first proclaimed to the world by Sri
Krishna, God from the point of view of the empirical world, can only be a Realify
qualified by attributes. Sri Krishna emphasises this aspect of God more. The necessity
to wage a war in order to maintain righteousness and Dharma cannot become imper-
ative unless the world is taken to be real which necessarily implies a God of
attributes and qualifies. The Gita is not concerned with the metaphysical problem
of how the Absolute, changeless Brahman became the active Purushottama. It is only
concerned with the qualitiful Brahman and outlines a path of Devotion and Service
to realise Him.

In the statement “Even by doing actions for My sake, thou shalt attain perfection”,
Karma Yoga is considered as a means to perfection. When one is unable to fix his’
mind steadily on God then he is asked te practise Yoga by withdrawing the mind
from the objects towards which it wanders. But, if that also is not possible then he
is asked to do work renouncing the fruits of action. It is much easier for a spiritual
aspirant to perform action as an offering to God than to practise the Yoga of with-
drawing the mind from objects.

The philosophy of Karma Yoga preached in the Gita is based on the Doctrine
.of Devotion to God. ‘‘Many efforts to combine the Absolutism of the Upanishads
with the theistic beliefs of the people in a synthetic whole were made though not
with any geununine principle of reconciliation. The author of the Bhagavad Gita, with
true speculative insight and synthetic power initiates a new philosophical and
religious synthesis, which forms the background of the theistic systems of a later day.”

Though no one, except foolish fanatics, disputes the essentially religious character of
the teachings of the Gita, yet varied are the philosophical interpretations put on its
doctrines. The purpese of this paper is to study the "metaphysical implications of the
teachings of the Gita,

The Gita believes in the Existence of an Infinite Being underlying and animating
all finite existence. The God of the Gita is a being full of attributes. He is both
changeless and changetul. Change and changelessness are both His 'attributes, Everything
evolves from Him. Iswara according to the Gita, is the changeless aspect behind the

changing world. The changing world also is a part of God. Brahman isa cemposite
whole of changelessness and change. He is called the Antaryamin because he is the
background of everything. Brahman as Iswara is the efficient cause of the world: as
Prakriti, His inseparable part, He is the material cause.

The conception of God presented by the Gita is not a philosophical abstraction
which is beyond all qualities. It is not a being or a state to which the world cannot
be related by any intellectual process. An incomprehensible Reality with which no
relationship could be established is of no practical wvalue to man. Nature and its
manifold activities were not considered unreal by Krishna, They manifest the eternal
grandeur of God. They are His Divine Attributes and proceed from a fragment of
His Divine Being, The world is not a mere appearance but a part and parcel of
Reality.

The religious life outlined in the Gita necessitates a God of Infinite attributes
who would be loved, worshipped, felt and experienced. In place of the impersonal,.
attributeless Brahman of the Upanishads, the Gita substitutes a God of Love and
Compassion: The God of the Gita has the characteristics of a personality with whom
man could establish a relationship.

Soul amnd Matter

According to the Bankhya, Prakriti is the ultimate principle out of which the universe
of matter evolves. The evolution of the world takes place with the help of
Purusha, Purusha and Prakriti have nothing in common. Both come together and
react to each other in a mysterious way. Purusha is the active or conscious principle
and Prakriti is the um.conscious un-active substance.

The Gita ,while admitting the scientific data of the Sankhya System, reduces its
Dualism to Monism, Prakriti in the Gita is a Divine attribute or Sakti of God.
The whole world of nature both sentient and non-sentient, is a manifestation of
Prakriti which is Divinre and forms an eternal and inseparable part of God. This
Prakriti has two aspects, the lower and the higher. From the lower aspect proceed the
faculties of mind, intellect, egoism, and the elements ether, air, fire, water and earth:
from the higher aspect proceed the Souls, the self-conscious principles which are behind
Nature. The higher Prakriti is Chit and the lower Prakriti is Achit: but both are His
attributes, In the unmanifested state Chit and Achit are inseparable from God, the
Purushottama. In the manifested condition they forget their identity because of the
inscrutable power of Maya, the Sakti or Vibhuti of God. The world of Nature is not
an illusion but it hides the vision of God.

Transmigration and Liberation

The Gita definitely preaches the doctrines of transmlgratlon of souls and Incarna -
tion of God. Sri Krishna says

Many are the births that have been passed by Me and thee, O Arjuna: I know
them all, whilst thou knowest not, O scorcher of foes:

Though I am unborn, of changeless nature and Lord of beings, yet subjugating My
Prakriti, I come into being by My own Maya.

God comes into being not as a result of Karmic compulsion but out of his
Freewill as an act of Grace for the purpose of guiding humanity towards redemptien
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and perfection. The doctrine of transmigration provides the rational basis for the
ethical life of the Hindus. All religious sects of Hinduism and Schools of Philosophy,
nay even the Buddhists and Jains accept the theory of transmigration based on the
Law of Karma.

Moksha or Liberation from birth and death is the goal of all human endeavour
according to Hinduism. The Gita believes in the attainment ofa state of oneness or
union with God. Liberation, according to it, is the final state of release in which the
soul realises its inherent relationship with God and continues to exist in that inseparable
union. As the Gita is purely a religious scripture, its conception of Moksha is not one
of absolute identity, but an attainment of oneness where the feeling of separateness is
absent. The apparent distinction that exists betweem God and Soul in the manifested
state is destroyed and the soul gets united to the Divine Personality of which it is
an inseparable attribute,

There are verses in the Gita which speak of a state of absolute identity of the
type spoken of in Absolute"Monism or Kevaladvaita of Sankara, The following are
some of them,

Whose happiness is whithin, whose relaxation is within, whose light is within ,
that Yogi alone, bscoming Brahman, gains absolute freedom.

When the mind is thoroughly quieted, then there comnes upon the Yogin, highest
gtainless passionless, the bliss of the Soul that has become Brahman.

Although, Sri Krishna recognises a state of complete identity He, nevertheless,
emphasises the Mukti of Theism, because the religion of the Gita is a path of Devotion
to Purushottama and the Goal is the attainment of the Being of God.

The Gita as a religious scripture has not only influenced the development of
religious thought in Hinduism, but has also, to a very great extent, influenced the
development of philosophic thought in India. All the Vedanta philesophers of Hinduism
including Madhwa, have written commentaries on it. It is generally admitted by all
students of philosophy that its teachings lend support and authority to the Monistic
School of philesophy. The most important Schools of religious philosophies prevalent
in Hinduism to-day, are the Absolute )onism or Kevaladvaita of Sri Sankara, -
qualified Vonism or Visistadvaita of Sri Ramanuja, the Dualism or Dwaita of Sri Madhwa
and the Saiva Siddhanfa of Sri Meikanda. A student of comparative religion and philosophy
will certainly be interested to find out the particular School of philosophic theught
the Gita definitely lends support and authority to.

111
The Gita and Absolute Monism

Sankara’s philosophy of Advaita is the most popularly known School of Hindu Philosophy
in the world today. This School of thought considers the world as an illusion superimpos-
ed wupon Brahman, the oaly Reality. Brahman according to Sankara 1is Indefinable, Un-
manifested, Omnipresent, Unthinkable, Unchangeable, Immovable and Eternal. It is free
from qualities and conditions, attributes and parts, and the one without a second, This
Brahman appears as the world. The reason for such appearance is beyond human under-
standing. In the transcendental Mystic Experience, nothing exists but the one which is
indefinable. According to Sankara, even the term Sat-chit-Ananda is a limitation on its
Absolute Character. Any attempt to describe the Unthinkable and the Indefinable will bring
it under the realm of things endowed with qualities. The inexpiicab]e mystery of the One

appearing as the Many is connoted by the word Maya in Absolute Monism. The Many is
real as long as rhan lives in the worid of phenomena, But in the state of transcendental
mystic Experience or Brahmic Consciousness, the sense of fhe Many of the world of
phenomena vanishes and that which exists is the Reality-Brahman. The two states taken
separately are real, But, when they are considered in relation to one another, one becomes
unreal. The world of phenomena is only relatively real and has no abselute value or reality.
. This paradoxical position is what is known as Maya in the Advaita Vedanta of Sankara,

The teaching of the Upanishads is more suitable for an Absolute Monistic interpretation
than to a qualified monistic one. There are, no doubt, many verses in the Gita which
imply an absolute Monistic stand-point. But it has deviated a little from the path of
Knowledge (Jnana Marga) outlined in the Upanishads for the sole purpose of emphasizing
_the Path of Devotion or Bhakti. The Gita places before the man of action or one who
is in the world, not the Indefinable Un-manifested, Un-changeable and Immovable Supreme
Brahman as the Ideal, but the qualitiful Purushottama, the God of infinite Qualities and
Attributes.

The Gita and Duaalism

According to Madhwa and the Saiva Siddhanta, God, Souls and Matter are three absolutely
separate eternal entities. They have nothing in common nor are they inter-related, The
souls are not only different from God but they are also different among themselves The
pluralism which Saiva Siddhanta maintains in its conception of ulitmate realities has a
closer resemblance to the Dwaita Philosophy of Madhwa than to the other systems
which are Monistic,

Bhakti, as in the Gita, is the cardinal doctrine in all Dualistic Systems of Thought.
But in relatin'g God, Souls and Matter to one another, the Dualistic Schools take a different
standpoint to that of the Gita. The Gita ultimately reduces all pluralities to the one Reality,
the Purushottama, but whereas, the Dualistic Schools, maintain their Dualism and keep the
Ultimate Realities separate and independent even in Mukti,

The Saiva Siddhanta and )Madhwa do not believe in the doctrine of incarnation,. The

teachings of the Gita hinge on the Doctrine of Incarnation.and cannot- stand without it.
. . 5 e W .

Therefore, we will not be wrong if we maiantain that the teachings of the Gita have not

much in common with the metaphysics of the Dwaita of Madhwa and that of the Saiva
Siddhanta.

Ramanuja was the greatest exponent of Qualified-Monism in India. His school of philo-
sophy is known as Visistadvaita. According to him the Reality which is one, is both
changeless and changeful. Iswara is the Changeless aspect, Chit and Achit are the Change-
ful aspects. Iswara. Chit and Achit are the three aspects of Reality which is Brahman.
Chit and Achit age the inseparable attributes of God. The Visistadvaita Theory of Ramanuja

1s based on the conception of the Purushottama of Gita with His Prakriti or Shakti divided
into Higher and Lower.

Ramanuja’s conception of God, Souls and matter is identical with that of Sri Krishna.
The Bhakti cult of the Alwars and the doctrines of the Gita are the elements which
mainly shaped the structure of the Philosophy of Visistadvaita. Ramanuja considers Bhakti
as the Supreme Path for realisation of God. Bhakti necessitates a God of Infinite attributes
and the Purushottama of the Gita and the Iswara of Ramanuja provide that The divine
Prakriti of the Gita is ideatical with Sri Lakshmi of Vaishnavism. She is the Mother of
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the Universe and Consort of Hari. She! is inseparable from Him and is Consciousness itself

in its dynamic aspect—chitswarupini. She transtorms Herself into the Universe of sentient
and non-seatient beings,

Ramanuja’s philosophy of Qualified-Monism is therefore. nothing but the amplification
of the teachings of the Gita, just as Kevaladvaita of Sankara is an amplification of the
Teachings of the Upanishads. Individual verses or groups of verses may be picked up to
show a leaning towards Absolute Monism or Dualism, But, taking the whole trend of the
teachings of the Gita as a whole, it may be said, that it is more Qualified-Monistic than
anything else. The Gita is a Post-Vedic Scripture which came into existence to preach
pure Theism based on the Realism of Sankhya and the Idealism of the Upanishads, 1t
has uadoubtedly fulfilled its purpose by reconciling both by the Philosophy of Qualified
Monsim. The Gita, true to its Upanishadic tradition, may be said to oscillate

the Absolute-Monism of Sankara and the Qualified-Monism of Ramanuja
emphasis on the latter.
