It is with much delight that I would like to thank the organisers from
NCOSA (UK) for inviting my wife and I to the 19th Nadeswaran’s
Day 2016, at the Bannister sports centre on Sunday, 26th June.

I have always enjoyed these events because even after so many
years, the sincere fond memories are still very much afresh and I
am sure that very many of you who shared Nadeswara times then,
would vouch for my sentiments. Days like these lead to exuberance
and make you reminisce the happy school days. The friendliness of =
the people including the teachers and the homeliness of the place
combined, created a warm welcoming feel at Nadeswara college. It was in the early seventies
when ‘standardisation’ was first effected in Lanka and our batches were the first to take the
hit. Students from the Tamil areas were required to obtain very high grades in all subjects in
order to get university places.

Painful memory of losing the semi-final to Jaffna central and had we won that, we would
have played next door at Jaffna’s Wembley, the Thuraiappah stadium. As a consolation, we
played a friendly against that year’s champions J/Arunodhaya and lost by just 2-1!

We loved the boys’ brigade (a small group of us on bicycles) and it’s exploits under the ardent
stewardship of one Mr Naveenan, a well loved character by students and teachers alike. He
had his ‘offices’ at very many places. Everybody in those days in KKS, it seemed to us, to be
leaving him in charge of any empty properties. He also had credit accounts at most eateries
which we all used. He once led us through a hole in the Palaly airport fence, across the runway
and we got away with just a warning over a tannoy from a distance. Amazing fond memories,
too many to list. After nearly 27 years of turbulent times when the whole college was uproot-
ed, it is now hopeful and good to hear that the school is given back it's original place and that
many structural developments have been taking place.

I would also like to congratulate the dedicated members of the NCOSA (UK) who tirelessly
organise these events for the benefit of the old school. I know how difficult such organisation
is. To do it every year is a massive challenge to the dedicated few. Apart from the competition
winners, we are all winners today for having made the effort to come here to enjoy a good
summer community social.
